| have seen communities empowered to drive positive
changes through a piloting of decentralized funding
and inter-municipal cooperation; institutions both of
the state and civil society advancing multiple reforms
that contribute to a human-rights based development
benefitting all people; Parliament opening up regional
offices to get closer to communities; concrete data
informing policy e.g. to address the challenges

facing women; greater openness of the population

to integrate people living with disabilities; and step
changes in the voice and role of young people. That
Moldova needs to accelerate these efforts for results
that impact upon the daily life of people is clearly
understood. However, with the right frameworks,
maximizing the country’s existing talents can ensure
Moldova accelerates its development and deepens its
participatory democracy.

As my predecessors before me, | am continuously
touched by the exceptional openness, kindness and
hospitality of Moldova as a country and a people. It has
been my privilege, leading the UN family, to serve and
work with all of you.

“Annually, we gather on December 10 - International
Human Rights Day - to celebrate excellent human rights
work done during the past year. This day provides us
the chance to recognize and applaud those who have
endeavoured to make the promise of

human rights real for those most excluded”, said

in Moldova.

This year saw a series of important steps to ensure

and protect fundamental human rights in Moldova.
Parliament approved a revised legal basis for the Centre
for Human Rights (Ombuds institution/National Human
Rights Institution). The Council for Preventing and
Combating Discrimination and Ensuring Equality began
work in earnest, issuing decisions in over 50 cases, and
providing guidance to Parliament on legal reforms. Over
20 Roma community mediators began working in key
communities, tackling problems including discrimination
in the field of education, denial of social rights, and other
human rights issues. Moldova's first civil society group

of persons with psycho-social disorders was established,
for the first time formally bringing together users and
survivors of psychiatry. The group manages a new centre
in Botanica, Chisinau, providing social, medical, legal and
other services to a community of persons with mental
and intellectual disabilities. Chisinau held its second LGBT
Pride March. In the Transnistrian region, for the first time,
conscientious objectors to military service enjoy the
possibility to perform alternative service in the civil sector.

All winners were
selected based on

a process of public
consultation and
evaluated by human
rights experts in the
country. The criteria
used in the assessment
process included
creativity, perseverance,
commitment and
courage shown in
promoting human
rights with high impact
on people’s lives.

The UN Human Rights
Gala of Awards is
organized by the
United Nations in
Moldova annually on
the Human Rights Day.

All People Have the Right to Live in Peace and Dignity

On 24th October, 2014, together with the

First Lady Margareta Timofti and residents of
Sangereii Noi, the United Nations in the Republic
of Moldova marked the 69th anniversary of the
Organization underscoring that all people have
theright to live in peace and dignity.

“Every year on UN Day, we reaffirm our global mission
and the universal values of mutual respect and human
dignity. Here in Sangereii Noi we see such a vision

in practice. The community is an example of what

can be achieved when local authorities and people
join efforts to ensure a better life for everyone,” said
Nicola Harrington-Buhay, UN Resident Coordinator in
Moldova.

The festivities dedicated to the UN Day included a
football match between UN Moldova and Sangereii
Noi football teams in the new sports hall renovated
by the Government of Moldova with the support

of UN and Government of Denmark. The sports hall
allows for various activities to be practiced such as
mini football, volleyball, basketball, table tennis, and
gymnastics for pregnant women and the elderly,
which will benefit 650 youth and adults, especially
from vulnerable groups.

Young volunteers shared information about those 37
youth-friendly health clinics created with UN support
in Moldova to provide information and services

to young people on reproductive health and safe
behaviour while a social theatre play raised awareness
about a healthy lifestyle. The mobile Joint Information
and Services Bureau from Sangerei which is one of
the 22 bureaus opened with the support of UN and

the Government of Sweden throughout the country
presented its services which aim to get better access
to information and services for women and men in the
area of employment, social protection and assistance,
agriculture, land registration and entrepreneurship
taking into account the specific needs and rights of
women and vulnerable groups.

On the occasion of UN Day, the community also
organized an exhibition of local craftsmen, religious
groups, farmers and agricultural producers and a
concert by the local artists from the Sangerei district.

With a population of more than 5,000, Sangereii Noi

is one of 200 communities in Moldova, which are
supported by the UN in the process of strengthening
local autonomy. The UN helped develop the social-
economic development strategy of the community,
build the capacities of the local government to team
up with community members, including the 9 religious
groups to prioritize and address the most pressing
development needs as well as renovate the sports hall
and ensure free access to internet on the playground.
To address the needs of the elderly and people with
disabilities in the community, the UN will help create
a laundry service and a centre which allow more
communication and a greater level of interaction

The the United Nations Day which is marked annually
on October 24th aims to promote the UN’s values and
work around the world as well as cooperation with
member-states. The UN’s mandate aims to keep peace
throughout the world, to develop friendly relations
among nations, to improve the lives of people and to
encourage respect for human rights and freedoms.
Currently, the UN has 193 member-states.

The Republic of Moldova joined the United Nations
on March 2, 1992. As a UN Member-state, Moldova
has ratified various international agreements and UN
Conventions.

The UN-Republic of Moldova Partnership Framework
for 2013-2017 “Towards Unity in Action” supports
Moldova'’s priorities and development challenges in
three priority areas: (1) democratic governance, justice,
equality and human rights; (2) human development
and social inclusion; and (3) environment, climate
change and disaster risk management. Over twenty
resident and non-resident UN specialised agencies,
funds and programmes work in Moldova, contributing
to the achievement of the country’s development
priorities.

“I Felt at UN at Home”

“At the United Nations Everyone Matters Like in

a Large Family”

There are some things you cannot miss

when you step into the courtyard of the UN
headquarters in New York. At one of its three
entrances on the 42nd Street that | went
through every day while visiting the UN, there
was an impressive statue of Saint George
slaying the dragon. This statue was presented
by the Soviet Union in 1990, on the occasion of
the 45th anniversary of the United Nations.

The dragon, by no coincidence, is created from
fragments of Soviet SS-20 missiles and United
States Pershing nuclear missiles that were
destroyed under the terms of the Intermediate-
Range Nuclear Forces Treaty of 1987 and represents
a vivid symbol of disarmament. This piece of art
which bears the title “Good Defeats Evil” was
created by Zurab Tsereteli, a Georgian artist. For
me, a citizen of a state with a Soviet past, the
artistic lump of iron is what perhaps best illustrates
the word “peace.”

As a citizen of a small country, which is obsessively
called “the poorest country in Europe,’ right at the
entrance | found in UN headquarters court in New
York some of the experiences from home.

What impresses most about the UN is that
no matter where you live, who
you are, what you do, what
language you speak or what
religion you are, you will always
find at least one thing or at least
one person to make you feel at
home.

At the UN for the first time

in my life, there was no need
to explain where Moldova is
located on the world map. And
although for many it's just a
minor detail, for me it was just
as relevant that Zvi Muskal, the
Coordinator of Reham Al-Farra
(RAF) Memorial Journalists

my language. That’s because during his childhood
he spent several years in Romania.

At the UN | met great people from all over the
world, the organization’s staff and beyond. | was
there when representatives of 193 countries have
made their speeches during the 69th UN General
Assembly. I'm sure the message of Minister of
Foreign Affairs and European Integration Natalia
Gherman, who represented Moldova this year,

was heard. This was reconfirmed by the Moldovan
Ambassador in New York, Vlad Lupan, who told me
that at the UN there are no large or small, poor or
rich countries. There are only member-states of the
United Nations and everyone matters. Just like in a
large family.

Anyone at the UN is a welcome and loved guest.
This is how | and 14 colleagues, all young journalists
from developing countries and countries with
economies in transition, who later became friends,
felt. How else one can feel when UN Secretary-
General Ban Ki-moon invited us into his office to
meet and talk to us and shake hands? A handshake
that matters more than a thousand words, that
makes you want to change the world for the

“Children Possess a Distinct Set of Rights which Should Be

Respected”

On the occasion of the 25th anniversary of the UN
Convention on the Rights of the Child, UNICEF in
Moldova organized a special event to celebrate this
unprecedented global commitment to Child Rights,
to recognize Moldova’s achievements since the
adoption of the Convention, and to highlight further
needs for the full realization of child rights.

The first President of the Republic of Moldova Mircea
Snegur, the President of the Parliament Igor Corman, the
First Lady Margareta Timofti, the Deputy Speaker Liliana
Palihovici, diplomats, representatives of civil society,
children and parents attended the event. It was held at
the Organ Hall in Chisinau and moderated by children.

At the opening of the celebration ceremony, UNICEF
launched the global #IMAGINE project. John Lennon’s
“Imagine” song was performed by children of the
“Serghei Rachmaninoff” high school musical orchestra
from Chisinau. The same song was performed on
November 20th at the United Nations General Assembly
by UNICEF Goodwill Ambassadors and DJ David Guetta
asking the world to imagine a better world for children.

During the ceremony, eight individuals and
organizations who had made major contributions to the
implementation of child rights in Moldova in the last two
decades were honoured.

“Thank you for joining us today to celebrate this
remarkable day in the history of the World. On this day,
25 years ago, the World came together to adopt the
United Nations Convention on the Rights of the Child.
The Convention changed the way children are viewed
and treated - children are no longer passive objects

of charity and care. They possess distinct set of rights

Since the adoption of the Convention on the Rights of
the Child significant progress has been achieved for
Moldovan children. The infant mortality rate has more
than halved, the number of children in residential care
dropped more than three times and schools opened
their doors to children with special needs. The majority of
young children - 84% - attend kindergarten, the number
of children in detention has decreased, and more and
more adolescents in conflict with the law are receiving

a second chance. Children’s voices have also became
stronger and they are increasingly consulted in decision

- making. Despite the progress some disparities still exist
that prevent the most vulnerable children to develop to
their full potential and to enjoy their rights.

The Child Rights Champions in Moldova honoured were
the non-governmental organizations and individuals
who were recognized for their efforts in promoting and
protecting children’s rights. The NGOs included the Child
Rights Information and Documentation Centre; the Institute
of Penal Reforms; the Youth Media Centre; the National
Centre for Child Abuse Prevention; and Key Stone Human
Services Moldova. The individuals were losif Moldovanu,
an active promoter of children’s right to opinion and
participation and Silvia Zaharia, a Moldovan settled in
Italy who carries out social projects and helps Moldovan
children with disabilities. UNICEF Moldova awarded a
special prize to the principal of Stefanesti High school,
Aurelia Bodiu, for her efforts to include children with
special needs in her school.

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Keeping the Focus on Youth

“The Power of 1.8 Billion: Adolescents, Youth and the

Transformation of the Future”

“Young people matter. They matter because an
unprecedented 1.8 billion youth are alive today,
and because they are the shapers and leaders of
our global future. They matter because they have
inherent human rights that must be fulfilled” - the
UNFPA 2014 State of World Population says.

The 2014 report “The power of 1.8 billion: adolescents,
youth and the transformation of the future”
demonstrates that with the right support, young
people can become a formidable force for economic
growth and accelerators of national development.

Launching the report with the Ministry of Health,
Ministry of Youth and Sport and civil society partners
in Orhei, UNFPA mobilized young people to debate the
evidence and discuss with government ministries on
what is needed to meet that potential.

Speaking on behalf of the Ministry of Health, Galina
Lesco highlighted the progress that has been made

in establishing Youth Friendly Health Clinics as well as
the need to ensure that the new Reproductive Health
Strategy keeps young people’s health as a priority.
Moldova invests a relatively high amount in education
per capita, but continuous efforts are required for the
quality of the education, including more education
for healthy lifestyles and information about sexuality.
Faced with one of the highest levels of sexually
transmitted infections, including HIV, in the region,
access to information and services remains critical if the
benefits of the youth dividend are to be felt.

The head of Youth Policies Department from the
Ministry of Youth and Sports, lon Donea noted that
“young people should be partners of the government,
and as such, each partner is entitled to negotiate,
express their opinion, and discuss future plans etc.,

so that their voice is considered. We want to diversify
youth participation and communication with young
people. We rely on the youth, on initiative groups

and non-governmental youth organizations, as
well on youth-friendly health centres in their active
involvement in all community activities in order for
their messages to reach the government decision
makers.

UNFPA also launched the regional “Youth Voices
Campaign” during the event in Orhei. The campaign
will be implemented by September 2015 and will
engage youth organizations in Moldova in partnership
with the UNFPA. Young people from all over the
country will be encouraged to send postcards with
their answers to the question “Why young people
should be a priority for the state?” Proposals will

be included in a Youth Declaration which will be

an advocacy document for the Government of

the Republic of Moldova to include young people

as priority in the national and local development
strategies. Subsequently, the Government of Moldova
will present this plan of action at the UN General
Assembly in September 2015.

FACING THE REALITY IN THE REPUBLIC
OF MOLDOVA: THE SUCCESS STORY OF
A Y-PEER VOLUNTEER

Tudoris a 19-year-old young man from the village of Vatici in the
Orhei district, Republic of Moldova. He has been living alone since
he was 13, after all his family members had gone to work abroad.
Like many other children from Moldova affected by emigration
of their parents, Tudor was“forced”to become independent from
a very early age.

“One needs psychological resistance and confidence in his own
abilities It is not easy at all for me to live alone. It is not an easy
task to wake up in the morning and think about all the household
chores but it is a reality and a useful life lesson,” the boy added.

Due to his involvementin a social theatre programme supported
by UNFPA, Tudor, together with some friends, gathered a group of
young activists to work on solving the problems of adolescents.
Soon, he became an active member of Y-PEER Moldova (Peer to
Peer Education Network), supported by UNFPA as well. Tudor
notes that most adolescents in Moldova do not have access
to accurate information about sexual and reproductive health.
Through Peer Education, he has sought to mobilize young people
without parental care to address a more responsible behaviour.
The activities developed by Tudor contribute to the development
of knowledge, attitudes, beliefs and responsible behaviour of
adolescents.

On October 20th the official launch of a new
international money transfer service, between the
postal services from the Republic of Moldova and
Italy took place. This service is available following

the agreement signed between the two countries

that allow individual money transfer from over 9,000
Italian postal offices to the 1,148 postal offices located
in Moldova.

“This is huge accomplishment, so that our citizens can
see one more benefit from the fact that is reaching
European standards. It is the first Agreement. Soon there
will be agreements with Spain and Portugal and we hope
to continue with other countries. | very much hope we
manage to implement the same with Eastern countries
too. As a result, the money will be transferred legally
avoiding schemes that are often dangerous, and costs are
minimal compared to what charges existed before. | hope
the next step is to initiate negotiations with the social
agreement,” said Prime Minister lurie Leanca at the launch
event.

Staring with the October 6th, nationals of the Republic of
Moldova who are living in Italy shall be able to send home
up to 1,000 Euro with just 5 euro fee.

On September 2, 2014, on the occasion of the VI Diaspora Congress in
Moldova, a Programme promoting the temporary or permanent return of
young Moldovan overseas graduates for employment in private or public
institutions in Moldova was launched. The Programme is implemented
by IOM Moldova in partnership with the Government of Moldova, within
the framework of the Project “Fostering local state-civic partnership for
sustainable economic development in Moldova” funded by the Ministry
of Foreign Affairs of Norway.

The Programme addresses Moldovan graduates of foreign universities, who
wish to return temporary or permanently to Moldova and be employed in
the public or private sector in Moldova. The main goal of the Programme
is to address the brain drain and brain waste phenomenon in Moldova,
looking to offer logistical and administrative
assistance to overseas graduates, for their
successful professional reintegration in Moldova.
Additionally, the programme also provides a
monthly allowance of 3,000 MDL for a period
of up to 6 months, to a number of at least 54
young graduates, applicants who managed to
getemployed or identify an internship ata local
private or public institution in Moldova.

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Week Against Human Trafficking

“Protected by the Anti-trafficking Community”

The “Week against human trafficking” took place for
the 3rd consecutive year, between 16 -23 October.
The campaign aimed to prevent trafficking in human
beings by informing the public, especially young
people, about the risks of this phenomenon with a
focus on methods of online recruitment. Also, the
main focus of the campaign was to promote and
emphasize the anti-trafficking community efforts, the
accessibility of services, assistance and protection
programmes developed in Moldova, of which the

victims and potential victims of trafficking may benefit

for rehabilitation and social reintegration.

As a signatory to the Council of Europe Convention on
action against trafficking in human beings and other
international treaties, the Republic of Moldova has
committed to developing a framework to respond to new
trends, with the use of national policy documents and
creating partnerships with civil society and international
organizations.

Nicola Harrington-Buhay, UN Resident Coordinator and
UNDP Resident Representative stated at the beginning
of the week that “In the recent years, the Moldovan
Government has showed increasingly vigorous efforts
and willingness to be in line with international standards
and principles. The reform of the law enforcement
bodies dealing with trafficking; the implementation

of the National Referral System for the Protection and
Assistance of Victims and Potential Victims of Trafficking
(NRS); the establishment of governmental structures for
development, coordination and monitoring of counter-
trafficking policies; and increasing financial coverage for
victims' needs are signs of this advancing commitment.
However more can and should be done!”

During the week against human trafficking, a series

of activities in Chisinau and other regions of Moldova
were organized in the form of art exhibitions, thematic
workshops, public debates with young people and a flash
mob at the end of the campaign. Participants at the flash
mob released balloons into the air sending the campaign
message: “PROTECTED BY THE ANTI-TRAFFICKING
COMMUNITY," while standing together to form

the word “PROTECTED!”

The flash mob was followed by a debate for the first-year
students from the Faculties of social work, psychology

and educational sciences, and students from the National
College of Medicine and Pharmacy on ,Prevention of THB
in terms of recruitment through information technologies’
that took place in the Library ,B. P. Hasdeu." Topics

this phenomenon, including child trafficking.

Given the rapid development of information technologies,
which are sometimes maliciously used, the International
Centre “La Strada” initiated and manages an information
portal - www.siguronline.md, that aims to inform and
prevent cases of mooring (bullying)???, online harassment
and encourages the reporting of any illegal or harmful
content for children in the online environment.”

Ecaterina Berejan, Head of the Permanent Secretariat of

absenteeism. Assisted by several youth and
students’ organizations - the National Youth
Council, the Y-Peer Network, the Foundation for
Advancement of Moldova, they used innovative
tools such as thematic games, social theater and
others to formulate their ideas and solutions on
fighting corruption in the education system.

During the event, Minister of Education, Maia
Sandu and the UN Resident Coordinator Nicola
Harrington-Buhay participated in the flash-mob
“Break the corruption chain!” which is part of a
global anticorruption campaign which focuses on
the negative impact of corruption on democracy
and the rule of law, quality of life and economic
development, allowing organized crime and other
threats to human security to thrive.

According to the 2013 Global Corruption Barometer
2013 conducted by Transparency International,

58 % of Moldovans consider the education system
being corrupt or extremely corrupt.

“Fighting corruption in the education system
depends on the morality of each one of us. Only
weak people use easy ways to get around, strong
people choose to make sustainable things. | urge
you to build together a better society, by refusing to
cheat and get involved more actively in the school
and community life”, said Maia Sandu, Minister

of Education, who received an envelope from

the participants with proposals on how to stop
corruption in the school.

As part of the 2020 Education Strategy, the
Ministry of Education started the modernization
of the national curriculum of general high-school
education to ensure that acquired competences
are relevant for further life. With the support of the
Social Innovation Lab - MiLab, a platform created
by UNDP and E-Governance Centre, the Ministry of
Education and Moldcell, the Challenge «<Modern
School” encourages young people, their parents,
teachers, entrepreneurs and anyone who has
creative ideas to answer the following question:
“How could we ensure that school develops key
competences applicable in post-school life?”

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Women in Politics, an Imperative
for a Democratic Society

Moldova Committed itself to Promoting Women

in Leadership Positions

A democratic system =
undoubtedly requires by

the adequate

representation of its

citizens in decision-

making bodies and

in politics. However,

the representation of

women in decision-

making bodies ata

central and local level

is less than 30%. In this

context, women and girls from Moldova, although
they constitute more than half of the population,
do not participate in decisions that affect their
lives.

More than 600 women across the country from various
social and professional groups met for the first time in
four national forums to identify structural problems and
obstacles faced within their participation in politics and
decision-making process and to formulate measures,
the adoption of which would ensure their adequate
participation and representation in politics and decision-
making processes.

During the First National Forum of Women Mayors, held
on October 8th, women mayors reiterated the need to
adopt a set of measures that would ensure adequate
participation of women in politics and decision-making
processes, including: each gender to be represented at
least 40% at the formation of the Cabinet of Ministers,
the nominal composition of the Permanent Bureau

of the Parliament to meet minimum share of 40%
representation of both genders and each gender to be
represented at least 40% lists candidates.

“We, women mayors, have proven that we have
successful practices and day by day we are with our
people. Through our achievements, we demonstrate
that women mayors bring wealth and prosperity to the
communities they manage,” said Nina Costiuc, mayor of
Budesti village.

First National Forum of Women Lawyers, held on
November 27th, gathered around 150 lawyers who
discussed the structural problems they face like the
discriminatory situation in the context of health and
social insurance and lack of the representation of
women lawyers in the self-administration bodies of the
Bar. Furthermore, although women lawyers constitute
more than 30% of all lawyers from Moldova, they are
under-represented in decision-making bodies of the
Bar - Council, Commission for Ethics and Discipline,

Commission of Licensing
and Auditing Commission.
“National Forum of Women
Lawyers is the first event of
this kind in the history of
Moldova. Finally, women
lawyers had the great
opportunity to express
their position, especially
reiterating the problems
they face. Moreover, we
have seen involvement
and willingness to propose concrete solutions to change
things,” said Natalia Molosag, a lawyer.

During the National Forum of Women with Disabilities,
held on December 5th, it was reiterated that in the
current situation disabled women are not represented
in politics and the decision-making processes. Therefore,
women with disabilities have claimed facilitation of
participation of a disabled person as an expert in

state decision-making with the adoption, revision,
amendment or repeal of an enactment aimed disability.

At the National Forum of Women in Business, from
December 9th, around 150 women pointed to principles
that can empower women in business, but also the
challenges that women have to overcome in order to
succeed in business. The Forum came as a platform to
facilitate dialogue between women entrepreneurs and
other stakeholders, including policy makers, in order to
finance women entrepreneurship and participation of
women entrepreneurs in decision-making.

Women were represented in the last Parliament of
Republic of Moldova at a rate of 18.7% and in 2011, at
the local elections, only 18.51% women were elected
as mayors, 28.6% in local councils and 17.4% in district
councils.

In line with international commitments, Moldova
committed itself to promoting women in leadership
positions by increasing the women's representation to
40 percent in local councils, 25 percent in district councils
and 25% of mayors by 2015.

The events were organized with the support of the
“Women in Politics” Programme, implemented by the
United Nations Entity for Gender Equality and the
Empowerment of Women (UN Women) and the United
Nations Development Programme (UNDP) in partnership
with the East Europe Foundation and Centre for
Partnership Development with the financial support of
the Government of Sweden.

Cultural Conventions

As centres for the
interpretation, study and
protection of the world’s
heritage and culture
museums play a crucial

role in implementing the
fundamental provisions of the
UNESCO cultural Conventions
of 2005, 2003, 1972 and
1970. In cooperation with

the National Committees

of the International Council
of Museums (ICOM), the
UNESCO Moscow Office for
Armenia, Azerbaijan, Belarus,
the Republic of Moldova

and the Russian Federation
has consistently developed
initiatives, such as capacity-
building workshops and expert meetings, aimed at
reinforcing regional and national capacities of its cluster
countries in the sphere of museum management. In
this context, it organized on 8th to -11th November

the Regional Expert Meeting “Strengthening the Social
and Educational Roles of Museums as Vectors for
Intercultural Dialogue and Enhancing their Links with
the UNESCO Conventions” in partnership with ICOM
Russia.

Museums are essential instruments in UNESCO’s main
lines of action in the field of culture and have always been
integrated in UNESCO’s activities as key institutions for the
simultaneous economic, social and cultural development
of societies. UNESCO is committed to fully develop the
potential of museums as platforms for the transmission

of knowledge on sustainable development and for the
promotion of intercultural and interreligious dialogue
among all levels of society.

In line with the recommendations elaborated during

the UNESCO/IFESCCO Pilot Project “Running a Museum

- XXI Century”(2011-2014) and previous UNESCO/ICOM
workshops for museums specialists, the UNESCO Moscow
Office has organized the above-mentioned meeting

to enhance capacities of museum experts, strengthen
museum management practices at the national, regional
and international levels and to promote the social and
education potential of museums in CIS countries. The
meeting concretely focused on assessing the potential

of museums as instruments for the promotion and
implementation of the UNESCO cultural Conventions of
1970, 1972, 2003, 2005, and endorsed the exchange of
experience and best practices among museum experts,
encouraging them to elaborate recommendations for the
further development of museum capacities.

The meeting took place in
Moscow at the All-Russian
Decorative, Applied and Folk
Art Museum and in Rostov the
Great at the 'Rostov Kremlin’
Museum-Reserve. More than
50 experts participated in the
meeting, including culture
ministers, museum managers
and representatives from
cultural institutions and
research centres concerned
with museum activities from
CIS countries. Two experts from

Arts collection of the National Art Museum of Moldova,
and Svetlana Pociumban, Chief consultant of the Cultural
Heritage Department at the Ministry of Culture of the
Republic of Moldova.

Underlining the fact that the Republic of Moldova

has ratified all four of the above-mentioned UNESCO
Conventions, Ms. Pociumban made a detailed presentation
of the activities carried on by the Moldovan Ministry

of Culture in the museum sector, focusing on the
experience concerning the implementation of the
UNESCO Conventions. She defined museums as the best
mediators between people and culture, able to educate
through their collections and react to visitors' needs by
applying interactive forms of communication with the
public. Moreover, Ms. Pociumban maintained the need to
attract young people to useum initiatives through culture-
entertaining activities.

Ms. Suruceanu exposed the initiatives of ICOM Moldova,
which is primarily working within ethnographic museums.
Several activities have been going on for the endorsement
of the UNESCO 2003 Convention through regional
promotional activities on intangible cultural heritage and,
as far as the 2005 Convention is concerned, Moldovan
museums have been particularly active in the organization
of youth-targeting activities for the development of
creative skills and independent thinking. Ms. Suruceanu
also expressed the importance for museums to promote
intercultural dialogue and peace.

The meeting undoubtedly endorsed museum partnership
in the CIS countries and enhanced the skills of national
museum experts in the management of museums’
educational resources and in the integration of their work
at the regional, national and international levels.

At the basis of the UNESCO
1972 Convention concerning
the Protection of the World
Cultural and Natural Heritage
lies the acknowledgement of
the existence of natural and
cultural sites of outstanding
value to humanity. The
concept of ‘Outstanding
Universal Value'is a pillar of
UNESCO lines of action in

the field of culture, which
promotes the strengthening
of a global system of
identification, protection and
safeguarding of cultural and
natural heritage.

UNESCO believes in the

potential of World Heritage properties to contribute to
sustainable and integrated economic, social and cultural
development. In this regard, UNESCO actively promotes
the mainstreaming of heritage safeguarding and cultural
tourism promotion in national policies and, at the
international level, enhances the interconnection between
culture and development by means of different projects
and activities.

In the context of these activities, the UNESCO Moscow
Office has conducted a series of events in the CIS region
aimed at making World Heritage sites better known, and
improving management practices and reinforcing national
capacities in the field of culture, such as the International
capacity-building Workshop “World Heritage: Preservation,
Management and Enhancement” (21-23 May 2014,
Moscow) and the international scientific and practical
Seminar “Integrated Approach to the Management of the
World Heritage Properties” (29-31 October 2014, Minsk).
These events enabled the fruitful exchange of experiences
and best practices among experts and representatives

of world heritage sites and the overall development of
effective cultural policies concerning heritage safeguarding
and sustainable tourism promotion in the CIS region.

Among these experts, both from and outside the CIS
countries, were representatives of ministries of culture and
tourism, international and intergovernmental organizations,
managers of World Heritage sites, architects and
representatives of religious communities that altogether
provided an international and comprehensive perspective
on historical, cultural and natural heritage safeguarding.

Corina Rezneac, expert of the Department of Cultural
Heritage of the Ministry of Culture of the Republic of
Moldova, participated in the International workshop “World
Heritage: Preservation, Management and Enhancement”

presenting Moldova's
management experience with
the Struve Geodetic Arc, included
in the World Heritage List on
15th July, 2005. The Struve
Geodetic Arc is a trans-boundary
and multi-site property that
throughout the centuries acted
as a link between cultures,
uniting national histories and
governments. Even today, the
site’s welfare and protection
activities require coordinated
international efforts. Today,

the site includes 34 original
topographic station points
crossing 10 countries stretching
from the North to the Black Sea;
one of these topographic points is located on Moldovan
territory. During the seminar, Ms. Rezneac underscored the
importance such expert meetings have in recognizing the
core value heritage plays in shaping a country’s cultural and
historical awareness.

Ovdii Maria, Head of the National Agency for Land Relations
and Cadastre of the Republic of Moldova, participated in
the Seminar held in Minsk on 29-31 October, 2014 which
was dedicated to making better known an integrated
approach to heritage management in CIS countries. The
concept of Integrated Conservation, endorsed during the
Seminar, implies an inter-disciplinary and holistic approach
to heritage management that requires the participation of
local communities and diverse social groups, particularly
among young people and woman, in the process of
safeguarding and affects the development of

territories surrounding heritage properties.

Ms. Ovdii and the agency she represents are
responsible for the development, management
and making Moldova's point of the Struve
Geodetic Arc better known. She made a detailed
presentation of the working activities carried

on by her agency, characterized by an inter-
disciplinary approach and involving experts
from diverse cultural and scientific fields.

Due to their inclusive character, the above-
mentioned seminars successfully contributed

to the creation of a qualified expert group

actively cooperating, under the coordination
of the UNESCO Moscow Office, on issues of
cultural and natural heritage safeguarding and
use, and allowed Moldovan experts to confront
their experiences at the international level and
discuss the promotion of heritage as an asset
strengthening the economic, cultural and
environmental development of societies.

Health and Development Strategy for 2015-2020

Children represent the future, and ensuring
their healthy growth and development ought
to be a prime concern of all societies. Newborns
are particularly vulnerable and children are
vulnerable to malnutrition, infectious and non-
communicable diseases, many of which can

be effectively prevented or treated. To ensure
this happens, the Government of the Republic
of Moldova, with WHO support has started
development of the Child and Adolescent Health
and Development Strategy for 2015-2020.

Maternal and child health is one of the main priorities for
Republic of Moldova. During the recent course of health
sector reform several significant interventions were
initiated in the field of maternal and child health. Quality
of care is one of the key issues of the governmental
health agenda to be addressed to accelerate progress
towards MDG4 and 5. Is important to mention the
success Moldova reached in MDG 4 implementation and
the improvement of the main child health indicators.

The situation with reducing the under-5 mortality looks
better than planned for MDG4 target, as for 11.9 per 1000
live births and MDG target for 2015 being 13.2. Despite
high population coverage of antenatal and hospital

care, the quality of health services requires analysis

and improvement. In the regional context, in 2014 the
Member States in the WHO European Region have
adopted a new strategy “Investing in children: child and
adolescent health strategy for Europe 2015-2020".

The WHO supports Government of Republic of Moldova
in strengthening, first of all, the health professionals
capacities to answer the children needs at highest
available standards and development of the supportive
regulatory and legislative environment that will allow
the most comfortable realization of children’s rights

in health maintaining them mentally and physically
healthy, including the support in correct parental models’
development, as a precondition of life enjoyment in all
it's gorgeous colors. The detailed analyses of the existing
situation and identified bottlenecks were done through
the policy paper on Child and Adolescent Health care
services published in 2012'. The development of the
Child and Adolescent Health and Development (CAHD)
Strategy was initiated in 2012 and will be aimed to take
a whole-system approach to the development and
provision of services for children, adolescents and their
families/carers. Among the priorities the CAHD Strategy
will cover children of 0 to 18 years old, the health and
development, mental health and abuse issues, as well as
the gender, equity and rights approach.

The process of Strategy development was exciting
attracting to the process professionals beyond health
that comes in line with Health 2020 European policy
framework provisions that envisage the topics of non-
communicable diseases, gender, equality and rights in

relation to assurance of adequate growth, health and
development conditions for children. Aimed to, the policy
dialogue on Gender, Equity and Rights - an integrated
approach to the prevention of non-communicable
diseases among children and adolescents was organized
in May 2014.

The process of the Strategy development was
complemented by the assessments conducted with WHO
support in assessment of the Supportive Supervisory
System for Child Health at primary health care level,
quality of care in paediatric hospitals and the review of
Children’rights in hospital care aimed to strengthen the
evidence and overall recommendations on improving
quality of care for children in hospitals in Moldova and, in
particular, the area of children’s and parents'/carers'rights.
Is important to mention, since 2013, Republic of Moldova
is an equal member of Health Behavior in School-aged
Children® (HBSC) network and represents a cross-national
study that examines the physical and mental health of
children and teenagers from a sociological perspective,
provides a wealth of information and analysis in/by 43
countries. The first national HBSC report will be available
early 2015.

The CAHD Strategy will have an important impact on
children health as will influence improvement of services'’
organization and delivery, will provide a base for the
reorganization and optimization of the existing services
centred on children.

Positive Impact of Health Financing Reforms Conducted

According to official statistics provided by national
health authorities around 83% of population

of Republic of Moldova in 2013 were insured by
mandatory health insurance, with gradual increase
over past years. The insured population is entitled for
alimited package of services that includes visits to the
family doctor, the specialized physician, diagnostic
services, treatment in hospital, home and palliative
care, and rehabilitation. The entitlements also cover
prescribed medicines that have different rates of
compensation, depending on the therapeutic area.

The amendments to the health legislation made in 2010,
have granted free access for the uninsured population
to services provided by family doctor and pre-hospital
emergency care services, but at the same time access to
compensated medicines are ensured only for those with
insurance.

AWHO study conducted in 2012 that reviewed the impact
of health financing reforms conducted since 2009 year,
showed that utilization and access to services among
general population has improved over the years, but
insignificantly - family doctor visits per citizen increased
from 2.8 in 2009 to 2.9 in 2010. Moreover, inequalities

in access to services by place of residence, income and
insurance status are observed and over the time the
differences have increased favoring those who are living in
urban areas, have higher income and are insured. There is
a significant prevalence and magnitude of out-of-pocket
payments for healthcare services representing almost
46% out of total health expenditures of the country in

2010 that have not decreased. This situation undermines
the financial protection of the population. Also it calls for
discussion how the mandatory health insurance system
could promote better coverage. To address the issue of
high prevalence of out-of-pocket payments, WHO has
provided further support in this area and analyzed more
deeply this problem and proposed a framework to address
the out-of-pocket and informal payments for health
services in Republic of Moldova.

The conducted analysis found
that actually the share of people
with health problem who

did not seek care for financial
reasons has decreased almost
50%, registering 14.8% in

2012 as compared t0 29.2% in
2008. Despite the entitlement
of insured population for free
services and compensated
medicines the largest share

of private expenditures for
health belong to out-of-pocket

expenditures for
medicines procured
in pharmacies, that
is about 70% of

all private health
expenditures, the
rest belonging to
outpatient and
inpatient services,
while access to
primary care is
relatively better off.

The presence of
informal payments
depends on having paid anything at all out of pocket.
Thus the WHO analysis showed that there is a probability
for every 20th patient in the outpatient sector to pay
informally, and the highest probability being for hospital
sector — every 4th patient paying informally for services,
with an increase during the last years.

The proposed framework for addressing out-of-pocket
and informal payments for health services in the
Republic of Moldova developed as part of WHO support
focuses on the following key recommendations:

° Reducing out-of-pocket payments for medicines,
through: changing consumer attitudes towards
generic drugs and providing more information
about the reimbursement list, improving rational
use and selection of medicines, and strengthening
the monitoring of international non-proprietary
name prescriptions.

° Reducing out-of-pocket and informal payments at
provider level, through implementing community
monitoring, and various measures to empower
and incentivize the provider to reduce the informal
payments.

° Keeping free access to primary health care to all
categories of population irrespective of insurance
status

° Maintaining the same level of public financing of
health care to support implementation of above
mentioned recommendations.

° Improve the efficiency of using public resources
and promote structural reforms in health care
delivery including primary health care centred
approach and modernization of hospitals.

The dialogue continues now in 2015 how to make
medicines affordable and improve access to care further
with involvement of many partners.

Conform statisticilor oficiale oferite de autoritatile
nationale din domeniul sanatatii, circa 83% din populatia
Republicii Moldova in 2013 beneficia de asigurare
obligatorie de asistenta medicala, procent ce a sporit
treptat in ultimii ani. Cetatenii asigurati au dreptul la un
pachet limitat de servicii, ce include vizite la medicul de
familie si la medicii specialisti, servicii de diagnosticare,
tratament spitalicesc, la domiciliu si ingrijiri paliative,
precum si servicii de reabilitare. Aceste drepturi cuprind
de asemenea medicamente compensate cu o rata diversa
de rambursare in functie de domeniul terapeutic.

Modificdrile din 2010 ale legislatiei in domeniul sanatétii au
oferit acces persoanelor neasigurate la serviciile acordate

de medicii de familie si serviciile de asistentd medicala
urgenta pre-spitaliceascd, in timp ce accesul la medicamente
compensate este oferit doar persoanelor asigurate.

Un studiu al Organizatiei Mondiale a Sanatatii (OMS) realizat
in 2012 a analizat impactul reformelor implementate in
domeniul finantdrii in sanatate din 2009 si a relevat ca
utilizarea si accesul la servicii in randul populatiei generale s-a
imbunatatit in ultimii ani, insa intr-un mod nesemnificativ -
vizitele la medicul de familie au sporit de la 2,8 in 2009 pana la
2,91n 2010. Mai mult ca atat, se atesta si inegalitatile in accesul
la servicii conform tipului de resedintd, venitului si statului de
asigurat/neasigurat. lar diferentele aparute odatd cu trecerea
timpului au sporit, favorizandu-i pe cei care locuiesc in mediul
urban, dispun de un venit mai mare si sunt asigurati.

Se constatd o prevalentd si magnitudine sporita a platilor
din buzunar pentru serviciile de asistentd medicala,
reprezentand circa 46% din totalul cheltuielilor pentru
sanatate la nivel national in 2010, care nu s-au redus.

® Mentinerea aceluiasi nivel de finantare publica pentru
asistenta medicala pentru a sustine implementarea
recomandarilor mentionate mai sus.

® Imbunatitirea eficientei in utilizarea resurselor publice i
promovarea reformelor structurale in prestarea asistentei
medicale, inclusiv a aborddrii centrate pe asistenta
medicala primara si modernizarea spitalelor.

Dialogul va continua si in 2015 pentru a aborda accesibilitatea
financiara a medicamentelor si imbunatatirea in continuare a
accesului la asistentd cu implicarea actorilor multipli.
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WHO REGIONAL DIRECTOR VISIT PRESENTED WORLD NO TOBACCO DAY
(WNTD) AWARD TO PRIME MINISTER OF THE REPUBLIC OF MOLDOVA
AND ADDRESS PUBLIC HEALTH COMMUNITY

On 17 October 2014, the Prime Minister of the
Republic of Moldova, Mr lurie Leanca, received the
award from the WHO Regional Director for Europe,
Ms Zsuzsanna Jakab.

Mr Leanca has played an important role to convene the
whole government together to propose a strong anti-
tobacco law to improve health of the population.

“I am pleased to award the acknowledgement medal
and diploma for achievements in the area of tobacco
control to Prime Minister, lurie Leanca. In the last year,
the Republic of Moldova made exceptional progress in
this area, and it is a testament to the value the placed
on its people and their future. Prime Minister has been
directly involved in elaborating and adopting a strong
anti-tobacco law. His efforts in championing this issue
send a clear signal of his intent to promote a smoke-
free Republic of Moldova. New tobacco control law,

if adopted as it is now proposed, will fulfill Moldovan
obligations under the WHO FCTC and unify the

national legislation with the cumulative legislation of the
European Union," said Ms Jakab.

During the official visit to the Republic of Moldova, Ms
Zsuzsanna Jakab also had meetings with Mr Andrei
Usatii (Minister of Health), Ms Natalia Gherman (Minister
of Foreign Affairs and European Integration), Ms Nicola
Harrington-Buhay (UN Resident Coordinator), and
directors of selected health authorities in the country.
During the meetings various health related matters as
health and wellbeing, public health services reform,
addressing non-communicable diseases, sustainable
health financing, post-2015 dialogue and universal health
coverage, as well recent Ebola outbreak were discussed
with officials. Ms Jakab made a public statement for over
300 representatives of the health system of the Republic
of Moldova, highlighting current challenges in public
health in Europe, the health trends and approaches

to improve health governance and reduce health
inequalities.

violence prevention; and enhanced services for victims

of violence.

THE CITIES REPORT

Urban areas are also home to millions

of people who have fallen through the
cracks of social, political and economic life.
People who lack access to education, health
services and prevention measures face
significantly higher health risks. Under these
social conditions, many diseases including
HIV spread more quickly. Additionally, poor
sanitation and crowding foster the spread

of tuberculosis, which is the leading cause
of death among people living with HIV.
Cities need to address their significant disparities in access to
basic services, social justice and economic opportunities. Using
a Fast-Track AIDS response, cities can improve social equality for
people affected by HIV and those living with the disease, while
also addressing related public health challenges in new and
innovative ways to prevent disease.
