This month, the United Nations General
Assembly is due to adopt the new Sustainable
Development Goals in a historic decision. This

is the outcome of a unique global consultation
process, where United Nations Member States,
civil society, the private sector and members of
the public all shared their opinions, hopes and
dreams about sustainable development. The
people and the Government of Moldova had a
strong voice in this global discussion and played
a very active part in the global and national consultation
process.

The Sustainable Development Goals will define the global
development agenda for the next 15 years and balance the three
dimensions of sustainable development: economic, social and
environmental. The new Goals will seek to complete what the
Millennium Development Goals did not achieve, but they are also
more ambitious. They are universal and apply to all countries,
regardless of their level of development. The new Goals also
cover new dimensions of human development such as peace
and security, human rights and governance. These are essential
elements to foster peaceful, just and inclusive societies which are
free from fear and violence.

In adopting these Goals, the international community is embarking
on an extremely ambitious journey. But the experience from the
Millennium Development Goals, in Moldova and elsewhere, shows
that it is only by setting ambitious targets that we can achieve
great results — together. Besides, there is no real alternative:

a world where everyone lives in dignity and no one is left behind

is possible, and we have a moral obligation to work towards

that goal.

Third edition of SUN DA-I Fest closes
European Union Sustainable Energy Week,
bringing together thousands of people

Modern technologies of solar, wind, biomass

and geothermal energy for people

Thousands of Moldovans discovered eco-technologies

at SUN DA-I Fest - a live music festival powered by solar
energy organized within the European Union Sustainable
Energy Week in Chisinau in June 2015.

“This event shows not only that sustainable energy is
important for us and the planet we live in, but also that
sustainable energy is fun - and that we can all easily take part
in this process, changing the way we consume energy’, said
Pirkka Tapiola, the EU Ambassador to the Republic of Moldova.

SUN DA-I Fest turned the Chisinau Public Garden “Stefan

cel Mare si Sfant” into an open-air exhibition centre. Visitors
learned about modern technologies to generate solar, wind,
biomass, and geothermal energy. Children and young people
were impressed by innovative technologies reducing energy
consumption and harnessing natural energy sources in a
smart manner.

"The Republic of Moldova has a significant potential to use
renewables that can enhance the country’s and citizens’
energy self-sufficiency. This will help develop the country’s
economy creating new businesses and new jobs, and, no
less important, will keep a healthy environment for future
generations’, said Victor Osipov, Deputy Prime Minister.

The Festival also hosted a craft fair of decorative items and
handmade jewellery. Visitors participated in master classes in
waste recycling, sewed bags from advertising banners, made

reproductions out of cardboard. Motorbike-ride-lovers made
the tour of the public garden using tricycles powered by solar
energy instead of traditional fuel.

"It is really impressive to see all the green technologies
presented, which already made their way to local markets
and are contributing to the advancement of Moldova's eco-
industry. This branch generates not only clean, affordable
and reliable energy for everybody but also jobs, and
competiveness. [t empowers women, generates new incomes
and perspectives for a better life. All these are preconditions
for human progress and economic development’, said Dafina
Gercheva, Resident Representative of the United Nations
Development Programme (UNDP) in Moldova.

SUN Da-l Fest ended with a live concert with Heymonnshaker
(Great Britain) and local bands Alex Calancea & Rupt,
AmberTraps, FlashBlood, Miriam. All instruments

were powered by solar energy.

SUN Da-l Fest was organized by the European project “Energy
and Biomass’, the Energy Efficiency Agency and POT Music.

The Moldova Energy and Biomass Project had in fact

an active presence during the whole European Union
Sustainable Energy Week from 15 to 21 June. Its team of
experts presented a variety of technologies in the bioenergy
sector, and the programmes addressing public institutions,
households and private sector in the “Stefan cel Mare si Sfant”
park in Chisinau. In partnership with the Global Environment
Facility - UNDP Project “Environmental Fiscal Reform’; the
Energy and Biomass Project presented an open-air photo
exhibition “Moldova: Eco-Energy Stories’, showing people
who use renewable energy in their own homes or businesses
(wind, geothermal, solar, bioenergy) reducing their energy
bills. Children from the Summer Camp ENERGEL held an ECO
Flash-Mob to promote the use of clean energy in the country.

The Moldova Energy and Biomass Project is a three-year
project (2015-2017). It received funding of EUR 9.4 million
from the European Union and is implemented by UNDP.

Children explore the meaning of safety

and social inclusion

1 June UNICEF marked the 2015 International Children’s Day
with children, parents and authorities

Children have the right to grow up in a violence-free
environment - protected by the police

The series of events dedicated to the International
Children’s Day started on 29 May, at the “Dinamo” stadium
in Chisinau. The Ministry of Internal Affairs and UNICEF
organized a concert for 500 children from Chisinau and 80
children with hearing impairments from Hirbovat, Anenii
Noi, some of them coming to the capital for the first time.

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Breastfeed and work: Make it Work!

Moldova celebrates the Global Breastfeeding Week

Exclusive breastfeeding is the
best way to offer the newborn
adequate nutrition for health and
development. The 2015 slogan of
the event suggested support for
women who want to breastfeed
and work.

WHO and UNICEF recommend
exclusively breastfeeding during
the first six months, and continued
breastfeeding for two years or more,
together with safe, nutritionally e
adequate, age appropriate,
responsive complementary feeding

In Moldova, only 36% of children are exclusively breastfed for
the first six months of life. The Minister of Health, together
with the UNICEF Representative, breastfeeding mothers,
their families, and breastfeeding consultants participated in
an awareness raising event in Chisinau, launching the Global
Breastfeeding Week.

"The Republic of Moldova’s objective is to reach, by 2020, an
exclusive breastfeeding rate of 70%," said Ruxanda Glavan,
Minister of Health, at the launch of the Global Breastfeeding
Week.

The legislation of Moldova protects pregnant women and
mothers offering part time working hours and breastfeeding
breaks. Despite the existing legal protections, only 48% of
infants are breastfed up to the age of 12 months, and

only 12% up to the age of two years.

“Lack of understanding of the huge benefits of breastfeeding
for the child’s health, growth, and development compared
with formula feeding is one of the main causes of mothers
giving up breastfeeding,’ said Nune Mangasaryan, the
UNICEF Representative in Moldova. “Marketing of breast
milk substitutes often misleads mothers, who believe that
breastmilk substitutes are of similar value as breast milk”,
said Nune Mangasaryan.

A mother breastfeeds at the Breastfeeding Week

Misconceptions about the

value of breast milk substitutes
deprive many children of the best
possible nutrition for a healthy
development. A significant
number of Moldovan children
suffer from subnutrition: 6% of
children under five are stunted,
and 2% are underweight.

Globally, 45% of infant deaths
are associated with subnutrition,
including insufficient
breastfeeding. If all infants aged
0-23 months were breastfed,
more than 800,000 lives

could be saved globally each year.

Not surprisingly, the International Code of Marketing of Breast
Milk Substitutes adopted by the World Health Assembly
stipulates that there should be no promotion of breast milk
substitutes. WHO and member states have approved global
objectives to improve maternal nutrition and the nutrition of
babies and infants, including the improvement of exclusive
breastfeeding rates in the first six months of life up to 50%.

Breastfeeding benefits all: infants, mothers, and the whole
society. A positive and open attitude from family members,
friends or peers about breastfeeding provides strong support
for mothers and enables them to continue to breastfeed for
longer periods.

Adults who were breastfed are less prone to become
overweight, to develop type 2 diabetes and have better
performances at school tests. For the mothers, it reduces

the risk of developing breast and ovarian cancers, prevents
postpartum depression, helps the healing of uterus, is a natural
contraception and helps the mother to lose weight after birth.

Breastfeeding also works well for the employers. Companies
that provide mothers the time and space to breastfeed can
expect to see a three-to-one return on investment, largely
from long-term health care cost savings. Working mothers who
breastfeed tend to take less time off because their children are
less likely to be sick. Working women may choose to return
earlier to workplaces that facilitate combining breastfeeding
and working than those that do not. In addition, workplaces
that have accommodating policies in place for their working
mothers have seen a drop in women quitting, which saves
employers recruitment and training costs.

The Global Breastfeeding Week (GBW) is celebrated
annually in more than 175 countries. The activities related
to GBW are coordinated by the Global Breastfeeding
Alliance - a global network aiming at protection and
support of breastfeeding. In Moldova, GBW was organized
by the Ministry of Health and National Centre for Public
Health in partnership with UNICEF and WHO.

The way to better health care delivery

and quality of care

Since the last decade, several
steps have been taken to improve
the quality of health service
delivery in the Republic of
Moldova with the support of WHO.
The aim is to achieve efficient,
coordinated and integrated care
by providing high-quality and
safe health services that meet the
needs of the population.

In 2014 and 2015, WHO launched
a handful of initiatives to support
the Ministry of Health-building
new evidence and providing
recommendations to improve
service delivery, quality of care,
and efficiency of service providers.
The initiatives included technical
assistance, capacity building, and sharing of international
experience targeted for public servants but also for medical
specialists in specific areas of service delivery.

Mapping a national plan for quality of health care
improvement in the Republic of Moldova

A country policy report “Quality and safety of health care
in the Republic of Moldova” was issued with findings and
recommendations resulting from the assessment and
documentation on how quality of care is managed in the
Republic of Moldova.

The framework is focused on five strategic areas for quality
improvement: empowering consumers, institutional
development, management development, clinical practice
development and professional development.

To debate and discuss findings, a series of visits to local and
central-level service providers and discussions with the
Ministry of Health, the National Council for Evaluation and
Accreditation, the National Health Insurance Company and the
State University of Medical and Pharmacy “Nicolae Testemitanu
were conducted. This helped identify areas of stakeholder
responsibility and options for quality improvements within a
possible future national plan.

”

Quality improvements and system-level reforms in the Republic
of Moldova were further debated at the National Health Forum
in October 2014.

Strengthening primary health care to improve efficiency of
the hospital sector

Another initiative conducted under the leadership of the WHO
Regional Office for Europe was to identify which elements of
primary health care need strengthening to avoid unnecessary
hospitalizations. Following data collection and visits to key
stakeholders and service providers in the country, a country
report was developed including findings and actionable

recommendations to decrease
unnecessary admissions to
hospitals, thus improving patient-
centred care and efficiency of
service delivery.

Data analysis showed that 18,389
patients were admitted with
hypertension as the primary
diagnosis (6% of all registered
patients with hypertension) and
11,910 with diabetes (15% of all
registered patients with diabetes)
in 2013. Experts interviewed for
this study estimated that at least
60% of hypertension (about 12,000
admissions) and 40% of diabetes
hospitalizations (5,000 admissions)
could have been avoided by
strengthening interventions at primary health care level.

Overall, findings show that in order to reduce hypertension and
diabetes hospitalization rates, management of services delivery
needs strengthening in the Republic of Moldova.

In the context of reforming healthcare and improving access

and quality of hospital care and tackling the inefficiency of

the hospital infrastructure, parliamentary representatives, the
Government, the Ministry of Health, the National Health Insurance
Company and service providers visited key stakeholders from

the Estonian health care system to learn from their experience

in reforming the health care sector, and in regionalizing hospital
providers.

Strengthening coordinated and integrated health service
delivery: the Republic of Moldova as a contributor to
regional level initiative

In 2013, a regional level initiative was launched to develop a
framework for action in the context of Health 2020, to improve
Coordinated/Integrated Health Services Delivery. The aim of the
framework for action is to support countries by providing policy
options and recommendations, in line with the vision of Health
2020 of ensuring universal health coverage and high quality,
people-centred health care delivery.

The Republic of Moldova is participating actively in the
development of this framework for action and is engaged
through the Ministry of Health in technical meetings and
follow-up discussions at regional and national levels, sharing its
experience in implementing an inter-sectorial action to reduce
under-five child mortality at home.

The lessons learned by Moldovan stakeholders will be taken

into consideration to finalize the framework for action, that can
later serve as guidance for all WHO Euro region countries in
strengthening coordinated and integrated health service delivery.

Developing people-centred policies

First Demographic Barometer — accurate and disaggregated data
will enable the Government to effectively respond to demographic

transition of Moldova

Accurate and disaggregated data are crucial for
the Government to measure progress towards
sustainable development and for providing
evidence which guides the national policymaking,
especially in countries passing through
demographic transitions.

The first Demographic Barometer for Moldova,
developed and launched by the Demographic Research
Centre in partnership with UNFPA on the occasion of
the World Population Day on 11 July, shows that the
real population figure of the Republic of Moldova is

2.9 million. According to the report, the discrepancy of
660,000 people (+16%) in the official and real number
of the population is caused by several issues, one of
which is the counting of migration flows compared

to international standards.

The report recommends recalculating the de facto
number of population using alternative methods and
to accelerate the processing of the Census 2014 data.

The first Demographic Barometer for Moldova.

This will offer the Government the necessary evidence
to adopt the necessary people-centred policies and
ensure that reforms are taken forward effectively.

The Youth Index shows that disparities exist. How to bridge
the gap between young people and adults?
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The first Youth Index for the Republic of Moldova, which was
launched by the National Youth Council of Moldova with the
UNFPA support on the occasion of the International Youth

Day on 12 August, shows a significant development gap
between young people and the adult population in Moldova
in several areas such as: employment, participation and civil
engagement, health, risky behaviour and violence.

The main results of the Index show that, despite the fact that
young people aged between 15 and 29 years represent today

25% of the Moldova's population, the rate of participation and
civic engagement is low: only 4% of young people take part in the
decision-making process at the community level compared to 11%
of adults, at the last national and local elections only one in three
young person having the right to vote participated in the elections
compared two out of every three adults. Youth unemployment is
three times higher (7.12%) than the unemployment among adults
(2.95%). Investments in young people and empowering them

to participate in the decision making process can reverse those
negative trends. Fully engaged, educated, healthy and productive
youth can contribute effectively to the strengthening of the
community and country.

The Index will be calculated periodically and will be submitted

to the Government, in order to develop evidence-based policies
aimed at increasing the quality of life of young people and making
valuable investments in youth potential.

The “Support to
Confidence Building
Measures” Programme
entered its fourth phase
this March, focusing on
two major components:
business development
and social infrastructure
improvement.

The business development
component aims to assist
the appearance of 30 new
enterprises and 150 jobs
by 2018.The Programme intends to engage owners of
small and medium-sized enterprises from both banks of
the Nistru River into joint activities, fostering the creation
of partnerships between entrepreneurs and business
communities. These efforts are expected to strengthen
professional capacities and business standards while also
bringing about new opportunities for cooperation. The
business consultancy market will be improved through
training and certification activities, enabling beneficiaries,
among other things, to make the best use of the benefits
offered by the free trade arrangements with the European
Union.

Programme’s objectives.

Also, the Programme aims to implement projects to
improve infrastructure, 15 on either side of the Nistru
River. It is expected that these projects will improve living
conditions and enhance access to public services of
good quality for no fewer than 100,000 people living in
communities along the Nistru.

During the Programme’s third
stage alone, more than 40 young
entrepreneurs on both banks
received up to EUR 11,460 in
grants as well as individual
coaching for a period of ten
months.

Among them is Eugen Reutski

of Tiraspol, who was helped

to start a profitable decorative
plaster business. His challenge
began when he saw an ad that
encouraged young people to
apply for a grant by presenting a business plan. Now Eugen
has six employees and great plans for the future.

The assistance provided by the Programme has translated
in the daily lives of people on both banks of the Nistru
into many concrete projects. In the third stage, the
infrastructure improvement component helped to
renovate 30 infrastructure objects. Among them is the
kindergarten in the village of Caragas, Slobozia district,
which had not seen any signifi cant repair ever since it was
built three decades ago. Because of a defective heating
system, it was on the brink of being closed down. Now the
kindergarten has a new, energy-efficient heating system,
solar collectors that provide hot water all year round, and
a thoroughly renovated wing that was furnished with
everything

Inclusion of Roma children through intercultural dialogue

30 children from five villages attend a summer school

in Vadul lui Voda

Three days of socializing and educational
activities helped children discover their hidden
talents, make new friends, and understand

the importance of respect in a diverse society.
The summer school “Intercultural dialogue for
children” was organized by the United Nations
Office for Human Rights (OHCHR) in July 2015
for 15 Roma and 15 non-Roma children, from
Otaci, Raciula, Parcani, Lozova and Stejareni.

The idea of such an interethnic event came up
after visits to the communities and a Task Force
meeting in December 2014. In the course of
these discussions, teachers and children from the
concerned Roma communities emphasized the
need for intercultural dialogue and leadership
skills for the younger generation to generate feasible and substantial
changes in their communities.

“This summer school is one of the significant steps the OHCHR
continues to undertake in relation to Roma children’s social and
educational inclusion in five Roma communities, considered as
problematic ones. The aim of these three days of practical training is
to raise awareness among all children on the importance of accepting
diversity and respecting different opinions, in spite of the ethnicity,
age or the social position of its holder’, said Valentina Purcel,

Project Manager.

The issue of segregation and the quality of education for Romani
children is still a pressing topic for Moldova. In Stejareni — as some
teachers and children said during an interview at the summer school
- one teacher in the local school usually covers more classes on
different subjects, substantially lowering the quality of those lessons.
Classes are short of pupils, educational materials are outdated and
classroom conditions are highly unsuitable.

“Without a doubt, the school in Stejareni is taking away the future of

its pupils. Each child has the right to have schooling of the highest
quality. And yet, look at the children from Stejareni - they encounter
difficulties in interacting with others. The institution lacks computers for
computing classes or a hall for sports activities. Unfortunately, it is still
not clear whether the school will be closed and all children transferred
to Lozova high school. The director of this institution has a strong
influence on the staff, children and even parents’, said Elena Chircu,
teacher at the local Stejareni school.

Leonid Moraru is one of those pupils who were successfully included
in the mainstream high school in Lozova over a year ago. He pointed
out that he feels much better in the new school, studying together
with children of other ethnicities.”l am not isolated anymore, | have
my own opinion which is listened to and respected by everyone’, said
Leonid. “Here we have up-to-date conditions and | would advise all
children in Stejareni not to be afraid of changes, because they are for
the better. When | decided to leave the school in Stejareni, the director
approached me and said: “You're making a mistake. You are Roma and
you will be discriminated there, they will never accept you and you
will always feel like a second-class person!” | am happy that | had the
courage to not listen to his words, unlike others..."

During the summer school, children had a wide range of socializing
activities and games designed to develop their creativity, debate
what equality is and feel for themselves how discrimination may
harm. They also had a chance to present culture and traditions of their
communities and display their talents dancing, singing and reciting
poems.
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How do we perceive equality and
understand diversity? Activities for
children, Vadul lui Voda, July 2015.

“As trainers, we took into consideration the
diversity of the group in terms of age, ethnicity,
language spoken, gender, character and
background of each participant. Many of them
did not know each other, some were shy and
introverted. Scared of being judged on what
they say or how they act’, said Mariana Meg
Turcan, a trainer. "It was amazing to observe
how fast the group came together to achieve
the goals set, how they discovered themselves
and those around them through interaction and
teamwork. We had practical exercises and non-
formal education games to break prejudices and
stereotypes, identify and combat discrimination
and accept diversity in one’s class, school or
community. Participants committed to share the information and
experience they gained with peers in their communities”.

At the end of the summer school, participants brainstormed on
possible local initiatives to be implemented with other Roma and
non-Roma children and their parents. Flash-mobs, workshops and
games for the youngest generation were considered, to explain what
discrimination is, and why it is important to treat each other fairly.

OHCHR experts contributed significantly, with a series of study

visits, practical workshops and technical meetings in all problematic
municipalities, involving decision makers, Roma community
mediators and schools administrations. “Following all these efforts,
the school in Otaci was fully desegregated and two Roma community
mediators are now facilitating the integration of Roma children in the
mainstream educational environment. Commitments to desegregate
two more schools in Parcani and Stejareni were made by the Heads of
the Educational Departments in Calarasi and Straseni’, said Cornelia
Adeola, OHCHR National Consultant on Anti-Discrimination and
Rights of Persons with Disabilities.

In 2015-2016, OHCHR plans to continue the process towards full,
successful integration and total desegregation of Roma classes.
An advocacy action plan on Roma inclusive education and school
desegregation is now at the development stage and when widely
consulted, it will be submitted to the relevant authorities. A number
of the follow up visits are planned by the OHCHR team in five Roma
communities this month.

“We can invest more resources, time and energy in order to change
the actual situation of those children, who are still out of the
educational environment, but vitally important is people’s mentality
changes’, said Xenia Siminciuc, OHCHR National Consultant on
Diversity Outreach.

“After the summer school | came back to my office with a strong
feeling of pride for these children: They are basically the future of
their communities. My conclusion is that more intercultural exchange
events shall be organized, as well as raising awareness campaigns at
national level targeting all categories of population. When we will all
have a clear understanding that neither ethnicity nor color of the skin
matters in a person, but his or her inner world, then | think we

can be considered a healthy society”

This activity is part of the project “Support for Civil Society in
Combating Discrimination’, implemented by OHCHR and financially
supported by the European Union Delegation to Moldova.

UN Women in Moldova

First Romani women elected
to local councils in Moldova

“Women focus more on the needs of children and youth,

the country’s future”

In a historic result,

two Romani women
were elected to

town councils for the
first time in recent
nationwide local
general elections.
They were among 15
Moldovan Romani,
seven of them women,
who ranin local
elections held on 14
June 2015 across the
country. Previously, no
Romani woman had
ever run for local office.

One of the elected

women is Varvara Duminica, 54, who worked for two
years as a Romani community mediator in Chetrosu,

a village in Drochia district, 150 kilometres north of
Chisinau, Moldova’s capital. The second, Laura Bosnea,
28, was elected local councillor in Rascani, a town 166
kilometres north of Chisinau.

Across Moldova, women still face discrimination and
inequality in social, economic and political life. They are
under-represented as voters and their representation in
Moldovan politics and decision-making remains below
international benchmarks. In particular, Romani women
and women with disabilities have until now been
virtually excluded from representation in public life.

In Moldova, UN Women works with the government
and civil society to promote women's voting rights and
increase their political representation.

The elected Romani women credit their past community
work and special pre-election campaign training
seminars for Romani women organized by the Romani
Women and Girls Network (RWGN) and supported by UN
Women for motivating them to get involved in running
for decision-making positions and making their election
possible.

“People knew me because | worked in many projects in
Chetrosu’, said Ms. Duminica. “That and the support of
the RWGN led me to run for council”

Ms. Bosnea.

Funded by the
Government of Sweden,
“Women in Politics”is a
joint UN Women-UNDP
programme that aims
to increase women'’s
participation in politics and decision-making. WIP helps
train women political candidates, including Romani
women and women with disabilities, and works with
communities to nominate women candidates. It also
provides electoral and parliamentary support

for elected women.

Both Romani councillors see their election as an
opportunity to develop their community, help people
earn a better life and build their country’s future.
Getting more Moldovan women involved in decision-
making processes would change life for the better

for all Moldovans, they feel.

“Women focus more on the needs of children
and youth, the country’s future’, said Ms. Bosnea.

They plan to get Romani women and men more actively
involved in the community’s social, cultural, economic
and political life. Both emphasise the importance of
educating the young.

“Educating young people and ensuring a decent living
for our children are the keys to becoming a developed
country”, argued Ms. Duminica, who will work to set up a
recreation centre for young women and men, a cultural
centre for the elderly, and a sewage system and better
roads in her village.

“I will put a special emphasis on educating Romani
children. We have already discussed the creation of a
cultural centre for children in Rascani’, said Ms. Bosnea.

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Measuring Moldova’s entrepreneurship

from a gender perspective

Gender sensitive statistics necessary to identify the needs
of women and men in start-up businesses

Why are women less likely than L L
men to become entrepreneurs, '
why are their enterprises smaller
and concentrated in a limited
range of sectors? Do women and
men benefit of equal chances
and opportunities, face the same
constraints and produce similar
outcomes? Only data can give
reliable answers.

Entrepreneurial activity is an
important factor in creating

and increasing employment
opportunities and fuelling
economic growth.
Entrepreneurship is expanding
and a comprehensive normative
framework is available to regulate
it. But regular data which would
quantify the gap in entrepreneurial
activity undertaken by women and
men, the value and economic or
social growth they create and the innovation they
bring are limited, both in Moldova and globally.

The challenge resides in how to distinguish
entrepreneurs from other business actors. Moreover,
gender status refers to individuals and, therefore,

it is difficult to transpose it to enterprises (women
and men owned/managed) like a company’s
characteristics. How to do this is still under discussion
and can differ from country to country.

These topics were debated by Moldovan statisticians,
policy-makers, academia and civil society during

an international workshop organized by the United
Nations Development Programme (UNDP) and
United Nations Economic Commission for Europe
(UNECE) on 30 June - 1 July 2015. Participants
concluded that gender sensitive statistical data

are required to correctly identify the needs of
women and men starting-up and doing business,
in order to define the challenges and perspectives
for entrepreneurship development as a whole and
through gender-caused disparities.

By the end of 2015, the National Bureau of Statistics
will develop a list of indicators and a national
conceptual framework measuring entrepreneurship
from a gender perspective, taking into considerations
different data sources, and it will agree on them

with the Ministry of Economy and other national
counterparts.

The event was organized by UNDP and UN Women
in Moldova in the framework of UN Joint Project on
Strengthening the National Statistical System, in
cooperation UNECE.

UNESCO Chairs on Intercultural and
Interreligious Dialogue look for innovative ways
to better link research and policy-making

On 19-20 May 2015, the United Nations Educational,
Scientific and Cultural Organization (UNESCO) Chair

in South-East European Studies at the Moldova State
University took part in the Academic Forum of UNESCO
Chairs on Intercultural and Interreligious Dialogue

in Baku.

Launched in 1992, the UNITWIN/UNESCO Chairs Programme
promotes cooperation among universities. The Programme
supports the establishment of UNESCO Chairs and UNITWIN
Networks all over the globe as advanced educational and
research centres in key priority areas related to UNESCO's
fields of activity.

As think tanks and bridge builders between academia, civil
society, local communities, research and policy-making,
the UNITWIN/UNESCO Chairs specialized in the sphere

of intercultural and interreligious dialogue have a great
potential to support diversity and peace, building on their
practical experience from diff erent regions throughout
the world.

The UNESCO Chair in South-East European Studies at the
Moldova State University in Chisinau actively participates
in intercultural activities and projects. Regional research

is in fact not limited to South-East Europe, but also expands
into neighbouring areas, particularly in Central and Eastern
Europe and the Black Sea basin, and could also spread
further afield for comparative studies. The Chair is involved
in the UNITWIN Network on Interreligious Dialogue for
Intercultural Understanding and has contributed to the
implementation of joint research initiatives, particularly the
long-term project “World Religions in the Context of the
Contemporary Culture: New Perspectives of Dialogue and
Mutual Understanding”initiated in 2009 and supported

by the UNESCO Moscow Office for Armenia, Azerbaijan,
Belarus, the Republic of Moldova and the Russian
Federation.

The Academic Forum of UNESCO Chairs in May was
organised in partnership with the KAICIID Dialogue Centre
and the Government of Azerbaijan in the framework of the
3rd World Forum on Intercultural Dialogue (WFID) in Baku.
WFID was initiated by the Government of Azerbaijan as an
international platform to enable and encourage people,
countries and organizations around the globe to undertake
concrete actions to support diversity, dialogue and mutual
understanding among nations and communities.

At the Opening Ceremony, after a warm welcoming speech
by the President of the Republic of Azerbaijan llham Aliyev,
Director-General of UNESCO Irina Bokova highlighted in her
message that while UNESCO celebrates its 70th anniversary
this year, its mission has never been as important as it is
now.

The Academic Forum involved more than 50 participants,
including UNESCO Chairholders and representatives, as
well as other international experts to launch a state-of-
the-art assessment of ongoing research and educational
programmes in the area of interreligious and intercultural
dialogue. The Chairholder of the UNESCO Chair in South-
East European Studies at the Moldova State University,
Emil Dragneyv, largely contributed to debates dedicated
to the strengthening of the social and educational role
of museums and arts centres as vectors for intercultural
dialogue and interreligious understanding. Based on the
successful practices of his Chair, he noted that visiting
museums and engaging in contemporary arts centres
with an attractive and accessible content is a positive
and pleasant experience for students and increases their
capacities for intercultural communication and respect.

The Academic Forum enabled participants to reflect on the
possibilities to establish closer links between academia and
policy-making and addressed practical issues of mobilizing
educational and research potential of UNESCO Chairs as
well as reinforcing their cooperation with a view to the
implementation of the Action Plan for the International
Decade for the Rapprochement of Cultures (2013-2022) led
by UNESCO. Since the Republic of Moldova is committed
to supporting dialogue and diversity, the expertise of
Moldovan representatives at such high-level events plays

a significant role in building peace and sustainable future
on a global scale.

Development of the concept on Human Resource
Management for the Moldovan Border Police

The Long Term Advisor to the Border Police Department
conducted an in-depth assessment of BP human
resources system to identify capacity deficits and
formulate recommendations to further align HR
management to European best practices and standards.

The analysis covered two essential dimensions of staff
administration and training: “Human Resources Development
Concept”and a“Professional Training Concept” for the Border
Police.

Organizational diagnosis and occupational psychology have
also been addressed. At the same time, a curriculum on
migration management, including border management was
developed for the Border Police Section of the “Stefan cel
Mare” Police Academy.

The director of the Border Police Department, Dorin Purice,
stressed the importance of this achievement towards

the human resources concept within BPD as one of the
preconditions for successfully applied Integrated Border
Management in Moldova.

Migration Management Gaps Analysis research

An important and complex study on Migration
Management Gaps Analysis in the Republic of Moldova
was launched at the beginning of 2015 within the EU-
funded project Strengthening Migration Management and
Cooperation on Readmission in Eastern Europe (MIGRECO).

Stakeholders from various state agencies (Ministry of the
Interior Affairs, Bureau for Migration and Asylum, Border Police
Department, Ministry of the Foreign Affairs and European
Integration, Ministry of Labor, Social Protection and Family,
Bureau for Relations with Diaspora) and from civil society met
to discuss main findings and recommendations of the study.

Recommendations focus mainly on enhancing cooperation
between the institutions with direct duties in the area of
migration management and integrated border management,
combatting illegal migration, as well as filling in the regulatory
gaps and other relevant aspects. Special attention was paid

to the necessity of building capacities of the authorities with
competences in the area of integrating foreigners, preventing
and combating illegal migration, and transnational crime. It
has been mentioned that the normative and institutional
framework on migration management and integrated
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border management is being permanently adjusted to the
new challenges and generally corresponds to the existing
international standards. However, the implementation defi-
ciencies revealed by the study are still a crucial issue for further
development of the system. Hence, Moldova's experience may
be of interest for other countries of the Eastern Partnership.

Traditional caravans and public debate inspire

Roma people to vote

An extensive civic education campaign

Leaving aside roundtables
and training seminars, a
NGO of young Roma women
and men from Moldova
decided to conduct an
unconventional awareness
campaign to promote
conscious voting in
communities with the largest
Roma populations during
the June 2015 local election
campaign. “Armed” with
traditional horse-driven carts
and an orchestra of Romani
musicians, for nearly two
weeks the Union of Roma
Youth from Moldova “Tarna-
Rom” organized the National
“Let’s vote!” Caravan.

Over 7,000 Roma women
and men, along with
another 20,000 people from eight cities and villages
were informed about the importance of meaningful
participation in local elections. One of these places was
Chetrosu, a village located 150 kilometers north

of the capital Chisinau.

Alongside the “Let’s vote!” Caravan, a grassroots awareness
campaign encouraging Roma people in the autonomous
territorial unit of Gagauzia to participate in local elections
was carried out with the support of the UNDP Democracy
Programme’s Electoral Component. Public debates,
door-to-door information campaigns, street campaigns,
voting simulation exercises and radio programs aired in
Gagauzia were among the key awareness tools used to
inform and motivate Roma people to participate in the
elections. One eloquent example from the campaign was
an open-air public debate, organized in the Roma area

of the small village of Feropontievca, ATU Gagauzia. The
event gathered over 20 local Roma women and men to
discuss voter registration and voting procedures, as well
as the role of local elected officials and the importance of
citizens' participation in local governance. The moderator
encouraged participants to discuss the community’s most

pressing issues (e.g. high unemployment rates and new
job creation, unreliable delivery of electricity and running
water) in order “to help the Roma people address these
issues to the candidates running in local elections, and
subsequently to elected officials” Traditional Roma dances,
songs and food provided an inspirational closure for the
public debate.

The stories mentioned above are only a few examples

of the extensive civic education campaign aimed to
encourage and inform specific groups of voters such

as those with disabilities, ethnic minorities, specifically
Romani women, and other national and ethnic minorities
to participate in local elections.

The campaign, undertaken with support from the “Women
in Politics” program and UNDP Moldova Democracy
Program’s Electoral Component during May-June 2015,
complemented the civic education efforts deployed by the
Central Electoral Commission of the Republic of Moldova
prior to the 2015 local elections, with a view to enhancing
the inclusive participation of various categories of voters in
Moldovan elections.

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From design to access
UN goes on safari

Advancing the accessibility agenda within UN Moldova

We often consider the buildings
we are constructing as
comfortable and accessible for
all. But how often do we actually
remember what a challenge they
can be for those living

with disabilities?

Early in June, as a part of a diversity
initiative task force, we made

an effort to assess the level of
accessibility of our very own United
Nations in Moldova premises and
communication tools. With the
assistance of Moldova Innovation
Laboratory (MiLab), we have
conducted three user safaris with
people with physical, visual and
hearing impairments.

What's a user safari?

A user safari is a valuable way of understanding
how people interact with and experience a service
or environment. There is no one better to spot the
weaknesses when it comes to accessibility than with
people who experience those challenges first-hand.

We assigned each of the seven participants a role that he
or she had to perform throughout the whole usersafari

- i.e. a staff member, presenter, or participant at a

project meeting, to break the ice and make them feel
more comfortable in a new environment.

Although some participants were initially reluctant, as
the session
unfolded they
became more
active and
vocal

in suggesting
improvements.

to repeat the exercise in public spaces

like hospitals, schools, and the apartment
buildings where they live. Later, the NGO
Motivation did indeed evaluate a number of
public buildings in Chisinau.

During the safari we learned that:

A. Psychological barriers can be as painful
as physical ones

One of our participants put it this way:
“Generally, entering via the parking lot or
back entrance makes you feel like you're
damaged goods - it's humiliating! Everyone
should enter through the same entrance”

B. Many changes don’t require big budgets,
but rather a change of attitude

While infrastructure adjustments are often

expensive, it is often simple things like brighter lighting,
correctly adjusted signage, and the provision of clear
information that can make all the difference when

it comes to accessibility.

C. It is cheaper to ask users at the beginning
than have to adjust things later

Finally, we learned that in order to promote necessary
changes, we need to also involve decision makers

in these experiences. This way they can empathize
themselves with the experience of people challenged

by different kinds of impairments and accept more easily
the adjustments that have to be done.

As a result, we came up with five pages of concrete
recommendations to enhance the accessibility of UN
premises and communication tools. This served as a
basis for further action, for instance: setting the ground
to build an elevator for the UN House, publishing

this magazine in three languages, or ranking the
rented spaces and venues in Moldova according to
their accessibility. We are also considering additional
administrative decisions that will push forward the
accessibility agenda within UN Moldova.

Helping refugees and stateless persons rebuild their lives

in peace and dignity

Fifteen years into a millennium

that many of us hoped would see

an end to war, a spreading global
violence has come to threaten the
very foundations of our international
system. At least 15 conflicts have
erupted or reignited in the

past five years.

By the end of 2014, 59.5 million
individuals were forcibly displaced
worldwide as a result of persecution,
conflict, generalized violence, or human
rights violations more than at any other
time in UNHCR records. Three times the
population of Romania and six times
that of Belarus, this is a fourfold
increase since 2010.

All these people rely on support for their
survival and hope from Governments
and from UNHCR, the twice winner of
Nobel Peace Prize, which has 88% of its
over 9,000 staff working in the field.

In contrast to other types of migrants, refugees leave their
homes involuntary, they have no relatives and friends in

the host state, often lack papers that would help them

find jobs on enroll into education. They may not speak

the language, be of a different religion and come from a
different cultural environment. On the run from war and
conflict at home, refugees often find themselves confronting
hostility in their places of exile and perceived as threats to
their host communities’ way of life. UNHCR is not aware of
cases of extremists posing as refugees. On the contrary,

the overwhelming majority of asylum seekers are fleeing
persecution or the life-threatening effects of conflict and
terrorism. They are victims, not perpetrators and the
anti-immigrant sentiments and xenophobia only exacerbates
their vulnerability. It is important for us to embrace human
rights, tolerance and diversity. The vast majority of refugees
take every opportunity to integrate into

and make a positive contribution to the communities and
countries that have provided them with safety.

The Republic of Moldova remains largely a country of transit
for persons in need of international protection. The number
of asylum seekers has been on the rise since 2012. On 30
September 2015, there were 389 beneficiaries of international
protection and 139 asylum claims awaiting decisions.

The top countries of origin are Syria, Ukraine, Armenia,

and Afghanistan.

UNHCR is present in the country since 1997. Since then,
UNHCR has disbursed more than USD 15 million to care for its
persons of concern. Our major strategic directions remain:

« Catalysing cross-border cooperation on
refugee and migration issues;

« Assisting Government in implementing
the Statelessness Conventions;

In its 18 year-long progressive
cooperation, authorities have closely
engaged with UNHCR to establish a
sound legal framework, competent
administrative authorities, and a
case law which increasingly meets
international standards.

UNHCR also has an international mandate to prevent

and reduce statelessness. Across the world today more than
10 million people are told they do not belong anywhere.
They are called ‘stateless. They are denied a nationality - a
basic right. Statelessness can mean a life without education,
without medical care, legal employment, ability to move
freely, without prospects, or hope. Statelessness is inhumane.
The main reason people are stateless is discrimination.
Because of ethnicity or religion. Because in some countries
women cannot pass their nationality on to their children.

By the time you finish reading this article, another person will
have started life without a nationality. To end statelessness
within ten years, UNHCR has launched the Global Action Plan
to End Statelessness.

Until late 2012, 21 years after the break-up of

the Soviet Union, over 220,000 people in the Republic of
Moldova were holding expired Soviet ID cards. They did not
have access to all basic citizenship rights such as the right to
vote or to social assistance. In an effort to help prevent and
address statelessness, UNHCR supported the Government’s
campaign to offer new IDs. It became one of Europe’s largest
campaigns to prevent and address statelessness since the turn
of the century. Between January 2013 and June 2015 alone, a
total of 212,000 people benefitted - one out of 20 Moldovan
citizens. Statelessness is an area where the country has
become an excellent resource of good practice.
