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Moldova is Highly Committed to Achieving
the Millennium Development Goals by 2015

Statement by Nicola Harrington-Buhay,
UN Resident Coordinator in the Republic of Moldova

Together with the
Prime Minister,

the United Nations
recently launched the
Republic of Moldova’s
Third National MDG
Report in the village
of Calfa, Anenii Noi,
where we saw what it means to translate a
vision for development into a reality that
improves peoples’ lives.

At the Millennium Summit in 2000, world leaders
committed to eight Millennium Development
Goals, aimed at halving world poverty by the year
2015. Since then, many communities in Moldova,
like Calfa, have succeeded in significantly improving
their living standards and the wellbeing of the
people. The sustained commitment of the Republic
of Moldova to the Millennium Development Goals
has been outstanding.

The Government’s Third National Report on the
Millennium Development Goals captures progress
made in achieving the goals and what remains

to be done. Important results achieved include a
significant reduction in the overall level of poverty,
improved access to education and a fall in child
mortality. All these were achieved through joint
efforts by individuals, communities, local and
national Government, and development partners;
the UN has been and remains a committed
supporter. Further efforts are needed notably

to combat HIV/AIDS and tuberculosis, improve

environmental sustainability, and secure full access
to quality educational and medical services.

In Moldova, as elsewhere, the challenge of inequality

- between rural and urban areas, men and women, and
those who have more or less access to opportunities

- remains a challenge. Enabling all people to participate
fully and on an equal footing in public life, leadership
positions, the economy and in accessing services, is key
to unlock the full development potential of the country.
As the MDGs enter the last two years, both effective

use of technologies, and the proactive promotion of
equality between men and women offer significant
opportunities to accelerate development for everyone.

Looking forward, Moldova has been one of 88 countries
contributing the peoples’ voice to a global vision of
“The Future We Want”. Over seven thousand people
participated in national consultations online, through
SMS, and in community discussions. The convergence
of views across the country and generations was
striking. Most aspire to a future that offers decent work,
a fair system of justice, a transparent and responsive
public administration, and diminished corruption

- aspirations that fully resonate with the Government'’s
policy agenda.

Very positively, all who engaged showed solidarity
for “the other” and wanted everyone to benefit from
a harmonious, prosperous, modern and sympathetic
society.

As the United Nations, we remain committed to
supporting the Republic of Moldova to achieve the
Future You Want - and the future that you deserve.

Abilitarea tuturor cetatenilor
de a participa deplin si egal la viata publica, la functiile
de conducere, la viata economica si la accesarea
serviciilor ramane cheia dezvoltdrii intregului potential
al tarii. Pana la termenul final stabilit pentru realizarea
Obiectivelor de Dezvoltare ale Mileniului au rdmas mai
putin de doi ani, iar utilizarea eficienta a tehnologiilor si
promovarea proactivd a egalitatii dintre femei si barbati
deschid oportunitati semnificative pentru accelerarea
dezvoltarii in beneficiul fiecarui cetétean.

Third National Report on Millennium Development Goals in Moldova

Identifies Solutions to Accelerate Progress and Looks Beyond 2015

The Third National Report on Millennium
Development Goals (MDGs) presents the

progress made by Moldova in achieving the eight
Millennium Development Goals during 2010-2013
and identifies issues faced by the country two
years before the deadline set for achievement of
the objectives.

The National Report developed by the Government of
Moldova with the support of the United Nations, presents
the solutions and options Moldova has to accelerate
positive developments while looking beyond 2015 to
identify the priorities for the long-term development
agenda.

+Republic of Moldova has made tangible progress in
reducing poverty and infrant mortality and ensuring
access to compulsory education’, says Prime Minister
lurie Leanca in the Foreword of the National Report.

+At the same time, the Government acknowledges the
discrepancy in development between urban and rural
areas, and the all too frequent marginalization of small
towns in terms of access to economic opportunities

and clean water, healthcare and quality education. A
number of strategic planning documents, such as the
National Decentralization Strategy adopted in 2012, have
sought to address these problems in conjunction with
the Strategy of Agriculture and Rural Development of
Moldova which will be implemented starting with 2014".

The Millennium Development Goals Report shows that
Moldova has made remarkable progress across most of
MDGs, notably in reducing poverty, improving access to
education and reducing child mortality, however there
are certain concerns regarding weak progress under
some MDGs. Furthermore, ensuring that this progress
provides equitable and just outcomes for all Moldovan
people will remain a paramount priority in the future..
The Report also communicates openly and objectively
progress made so far and

In the area of achieving universal access to general
compulsory education, where Moldova “has made certain
progress’, for instance by increasing continuously child
enrolment in preschool education, “there are still some
issues related to access to and quality of education’”.

The authors of the National Report consider gender
equality promotion and women empowerment as “a real
chance to accelerate development”.

In the context of reducing child mortality, the Report
reveals “an important progress that needs to be
maintained”: in 2012, for the first time in the history

of Moldova, the child mortality rate was lower than 10
deaths per 1000 live births (more exactly - 9.8, while
the target for 2015 is 13.2), and the mortality of children
under 5 years has also decreased stably since 2009,
reaching 12.1 deaths per 1000 live births in 2012.

Progress in achieving the objective of improving maternal
health in Moldova is associated by the authors of the
Report with an “erratic progress, and uncertain prospects”.

The achievement of the objective of combating HIV/AIDS,
tuberculosis and other diseases is “very challenging”as
“both targets set for 2010 regarding HIV/AIDS have been
missed significantly (general incidence - 17.1 instead

of 9.6 and incidence among young people - 21.6 instead
of 11.2)"

In the section dedicated to ensuring environmental
sustainability, the Report launched in Chisinau calls for
“a better balance between society and environment”.

Progress made by Moldova in developing a global
partnership for development is satisfactory, the report
asserts, although “not all relevant indicators have
registered positive trends”.

Apart from an analysis of the progress and the existing
issues, the third National Report on the Millennium
Development Goals sends

what remains to be done to
achieve each of the eight
Millennium Development
Goals.

After an introduction on
the national development
context, highlighting

the global issues and the
domestic challenges,

the authors of the report
show that the reduction
of extreme poverty and

some messages focused
on the main development
challenges faced by
Moldova, which may be
summarised as follows:
“Two parallel realities: the
rural life and the urban
life”;"Emigration - a
two-side phenomenon”;
“Technologies: the main
driver of change”; “From

a patriarchal society to

a modern one: different

hunger has so far been a
success but also underline
certain equity concerns.

The First National
Report on Millennium
Development Goals in
Moldova, developed

by the Government

of Moldova with the
support of UN in

2005, presented the
country’s progress

and identified human
development issues,
mentioning that, at that
time, poverty remained
a multidimensional
phenomenon in
Moldova. However,

the country managed
to reduce the extreme
poverty rate by one
third, between 1998 and
2002.

The Second National
Report on Millennium
Development Goals in
Moldova, developed
by the Government
of Moldova with

the support of UN

in 2010, shows the
progress made in
reducing poverty,
diminishing maternal
and child mortality,
expanding state-
protected areas and
developing information
technologies.

In addition, the
Report showed

the less successful
developments in the
area of education,
combating HIV/AIDS
and TB and ensuring
citizens'access to
sanitation noting

that the success of
achieving some Goals'
targets “will depend
on the consistence of
Government’s efforts,
supported by the
development partners,
in implementing the
necessary reforms".

The national consultations about
the future Moldova wants after 2015

in Moldova and were facilitated by the

Independent Think Tank, EXPERT-GRUP. The United
Nations ensured a participative and inclusive process
of these consultations, with the final report featuring
the common voice of public servants, officials, civil
society, grass root organizations, private sector,
trade-unions, employers’ association, migrants,
academia, Moldovan diaspora representatives, as
well as the groups usually excluded from public
debates and whose opinion is not always heard.

The post-2015 national consultations were preceded
by an active communication campaign, two large
surveys — a nation-wide sociological poll and an
on-line survey, 15 territorial consultations with focus
groups, 8 special reunions and a National Workshop
to validate the results of the consultations.

“We have been impressed by the richness of the
national discussions wherein many Moldovans had
a chance to share their views on the future they
want’, said Nicola Harrington-Buhay, UN Resident
Coordinator in Moldova. “We were particularly
impressed by Moldova’s young generation, whose
voice came out strongly for a harmonious society
in which all people can fulfill their potential and a
future where poverty is history”.

The results of the consultations are presented in the
Report around five key areas:

¢ Good governance and human rights;

e Education, jobs and sustainable economic
development;

e An inclusive, tolerant, and cohesive society;
e Sustainable environment;
e Discrepancies between rural and urban areas.

These findings are followed by several challenges
and long-term development risks for the Republic

Millennium Development Goals expires,
have revealed a number of frequently-
mentioned common topics in the discussions of
various groups. Low income and social benefits,
poverty and lack of decent jobs is the main concern
voiced by participants of the national survey,
regional consultations and on-line poll. The second
major topic reflects people’s concerns about the
poor access to and precarious quality of basic
services, such as education and health, as well as the
basic infrastructure, such as water and sewerage.

Quality of governance ranks third in the list of main
concerns with people calling for more action to
reduce corruption, increase trust in the judiciary, and
ensure more human rights protection.

Speaking about migration, participants pointed out
its two-sided effects: the crucial role in stimulating
consumption and reducing poverty and the burden
on communities and families, children left behind, as
well as on labor market for economic development.

Another important problem mentioned by the
participants of the post-2015 consultations refers to
the need for a cleaner environment, as one of the key
aspects for the present and future generations.

Also one of the most alarming concerns revealed by
the consultations is the existing inequalities and how
these generate social exclusion, society’s division,
and lack of trust in the fairness of wider social
outcomes.

The Republic of Moldova is among the 88
world countries to carry out extensive national
consultations about the future its people
want. The results of the national consultations
will provide a platform for the UN - Moldova
dialogue on the post-2015 agenda and will
help convey Moldova’s vision on its future

in the global development framework.

Cel de-al doilea
subiect major reflectd preocuparile oamenilor despre
accesul redus si calitatea precara a serviciilor esentiale,
cum ar fi educatia si sandtatea, dar si a infrastructurii de
baza, cum ar fi apa si canalizarea.

Calitatea guverndrii se afla pe locul trei in lista
preocuparilor principale, mentionatd in cadrul
consultarilor nationale asupra viitorului Moldovei

de mai multe grupuri de cetdteni, care s-au pronuntat
pentru reducerea coruptiei, mai multd incredere in
sistemul judiciar si un grad mai mare de respectare

a drepturilor omului.

In acelasi timp, atunci cand au vorbit despre migratie,
participantii la consultdri au subliniat efectele duble ale
acestui fenomen asupra societatii: remitentele raman

a fi un factor important de stimulare a consumului si

de reducere a saraciei. Totodatd, consultdrile au relevat
povara creata de migratie asupra comunitatilor si
familiilor, asupra copiilor ramasi fara ingrijire parinteasca
in urma migratiei, precum si asupra pietei de munca
pentru dezvoltarea economica.

O problema nu mai putin importantd, mentionata de
participantii la consultdrile post-2015, este necesitatea
unui mediu mai curat, drept unul dintre aspectele cheie
pentru prezent si viitor.

In cele din urma, multe preocupéri exprimate scot

in evidentd inegalitatile percepute si arata modul in
care aceste inegalitati genereaza excluziune socialg,
divizarea societatii si lipsa de incredere in corectitudinea
rezultatelor sociale mai largi. Aceasta ar putea fi una
dintre preocupdrile cele mai ingrijordtoare.

Republica Moldova a fost printre cele 88 de state
din lume care au realizat un asemenea exercitiu
larg si profund de cartografiere a viitorului pe
care si-l doresc oamenii. Rezultatele consultarilor
nationale post-2015 vor servi drept platforma

de dialog dintre ONU si Moldova privind agenda
de dezvoltare dupa 2015 si vor contribui la
impdrtasirea viziunii Moldovei despre viitorul
sau in cadrul global de dezvoltare.




DOR Brings Young Moldovan Diaspora

Back Home

The First Moldovan Diaspora Children Summer Camp -
DOR - Was Hosted on August 20-28, 2013 in Vadul-lui-Voda

The DOR Programme brought together
25 Moldovan children, aged 14-16, from
Portugal, Ireland, Estonia, Italy, Greece
and Moldova for an eight-day summer
camp. The project aimed at developing
and promoting national identity among
the Diaspora youth, sharing knowledge
with them about Moldova’s history,
culture, traditions and language.

The DOR agenda included music, pottery,
dance, cooking and photography workshops,
guided by famous Moldovan native artisans.
Also, the children had the opportunity to get
acquainted with such memorable Moldovan
places as Orheiul Vechi and Tipova and to
visit the National Museum of Ethnography
and Nature History. Chisinau was discovered
through a city-quest-like game, during
which the participants were divided into

five groups, each tasked with learning about
Chisinau and finding specific places in

the city.

The Diaspora youth also had the opportunity
of meeting the Prime Minister of Moldova

- then each participant took the place

of a minister and had an open and equal
discussion with Prime Minister lurie Leanca.
Most of the questions

of wonderful memories for each of the
participants, which were reflected in a photo
exhibition of the DOR programme in Stefan
cel Mare square in the centre of the capital.

At the end of the summer camp, participants
described how they had lived out a real
dream in those eight days, when a new
family was born. All of them named Moldova
their beloved homeland and promised to
return. The main request the Diaspora youth
brought to the attention of the organizers
was to repeat such programmes yearly in

an extended format. Having received such a
positive feedback, it is fair to assume that the
main objective of the project was reached

- the second and third generation youth
became aware of their cultural identity and
closer emotional ties with their homeland
Moldova were created.

IOM Launches a Study on Prosecution

and Trials of Trafficking Cases
A Third of Trafficking in Persons Cases Ended up Reclassified to

Milder Crimes

The Analytical Study on

the investigation and trial
of human trafficking and
related offences, based on
a thorough analysis of 380
criminal cases examined
and tried between 2006 and
2010, finds that the charges
of human trafficking were
very often reclassified into
pimping, forced labour or
organized begging, which
allowed perpetrators to
avoid lengthy prison terms
or even to scrape by with
just a fine.

persists among some law-

enforcement agencies about

the differences between trafficking and
associated offences. It also identifies

a number of problems that hindered
progress in combating the phenomenon:
as Moldova remains a country where
human trafficking originates and it was
difficult to prove that exploitation had
taken place as often happens abroad;
prosecutors did not always pursue and insist
on trafficking charges against presumed
perpetrators; legal provisions were not fully
observed; in many cases court hearings
were repeatedly delayed, and proceedings
were too lengthy, thus discouraging some
participants and making them lose hope

in justice, and victims'rights were not
sufficiently protected. A very small number
of victims was provided with legal assistance
throughout the criminal proceedings and
very few received compensation for the
damages caused by the crime.

Furthermore, the Study suggests focusing

on prevention, especially among the most
vulnerable and in accordance with the victim
profile in the Study (unemployed women
from rural areas aged 23-30). In addition, the
authors underscore that Moldova should

accede to and align its practices with the
European Convention on the Compensation
of Victims of Violent Crimes, as well as to
establish a compensation mechanism for
damages endured by the victims of human
trafficking.

The Study was presented at the Forum
“Fostering cooperation between
Government and Civil Society in the

fight against trafficking in persons in
Moldova. Best practices in the protection
of victim’s rights, preventing corruption
and ending impunity,” held on 27-28 June
2013 in Chisinau. It gathered around 100
participants from law enforcement agencies,
social protection authorities, NGOs and the
media from Moldova active in the counter-
trafficking field as well as domestic and
international experts.

The event wrapped up the “Preventing
Corruption and Impunity in the Fight against
Trafficking by Empowering the Media and
Fostering Cooperation between Civil Society
and Law Enforcement Agencies 2010-2013"
Project implemented by the International
Organization for Migration (IOM) and funded
by the United States Department of State.

au naintat sau au insistat asupra invinuirii

de trafic de persoane; prevederile legale nu

au fost respectate pe deplin; in mai multe
cazuri sedintele de judecata au fost amanate

in repetate randuri, iar procesele au fost prea
indelungate, descurajand unii participanti si
facandu-i sa-si piardd increderea in justitie, in
timp ce drepturile victimelor nu au fost protejate
suficient. Doar un numar nesemnificativ de
victime au beneficiat de asistenta juridica in
procedura penald si foarte putine victime au
primit despdgubiri pentru prejudiciile suferite.

First National Public Health Strategy in
the Republic of Moldova Aims to Increase
Focus to Non-communicable Diseases

The National Public Health Strategy Has New “Public” Approach

During two years, the public health leaders
with technical support of the World Health
Organization (WHO) has developed the

first National Public Health Strategy that is
expected to be approved until the end of 2013.

The Republic of Moldova has inherited sanitary-
epidemiological services that were focused

on monitoring, prevention and control of
communicable diseases, with limited public
health capacities for non-communicable diseases
and a lack of an interdisciplinary approach. After
approval of the Law on the state supervision of
public health in 2009, there followed a year of
radical reform of the public health to transform
the existing services into a broader public health
service that will be better equipped to deal with
current health profile of Moldova's population and

to tackle social determinants and health inequities.

In the same year, the development of the National
Public Health Strategy was initiated, but due to
certain factors the Strategy was not completed.
The work on the National Public Health Strategy
restarted in early 2012 after the assessment of
Moldova Public Health Services, carried out as

a joint effort of the WHO Regional Office for
Europe, the WHO Country Office in the Republic
of Moldova, the Ministry of Health, the National
Centre of Public Health, and many actors from
health care and public health institutions in the
country and financial support of EU. As a basis for
the evaluation served a comprehensive WHO self-
assessment tool was used, comprising 10 essential
public health operations.

The National Public Health Strategy 2013-2020
was developed by the inter-sectoral working
group that was led by the Ministry of Health. The
guideline for the strategy served the European
Action Plan for Strengthening Public Health
Capacities and Services, and new European
Policy for health and wellbeing- Health 2020.
The Strategy has new “public” approach, with
the emphasis on human rights, equity and
incorporates the interdisciplinary approaches.
This updated framework is a modern reflection
of public health to address country challenges
within the broad policy framework Health 2020.

The aim of the National Public Health Strategy is
to improve the population’s health and reduce

inequities in the health system, but without good
knowledge and the capacity of public health
issues and relevant instruments at a national and
local level, the country will be unable to improve
the health status of population. With this purpose,
from October to November 2012, a three-day
training programme on prevention and control

of non-communicable diseases was conducted

in Chisinau, Moldova for over 160 public health
specialists, public health managers and managers
of primary health care and hospitals at district and
municipal levels. During the training, participants
received information regarding development,
implementation and the evaluation process of
local public health policies, with an emphasis on
involving various sectors to effectively address
NCDs and associated risk factors, a modern
concept on public health and core public health
operations included in the draft National Public
Health Strategy.

The training course provided was highly
appreciated by participants, and they reiterated
the need for further trainings. They also asked the
practical guidelines and small financial support to
implement the activities at local level. These needs
are taken into consideration in the development
process of a new round of training for specialists
who are working on the NCD prevention and
control to be carried out in late 2013 and in the
development process of the district health profiles
- a strategic document that maps populations’
health indicators and analyses determinants of
health - an initiative that will be launched soon

in the four pilot localities.

Services Closer to Citizens:
That is Local Democracy

The Institutionalization and Sustainability of Joint Information

and Services Bureaus in Moldova

Three more districts opened the door for
women and men at local level to access
information and services, now reinforced with
the approved Government Regulation on the
functioning of Joint Information and Services
Bureaus in the Republic of Moldova.

In September, a series of important events marked
the institutionalization and sustainability of

Joint Information and Services Bureaus (JISBs)

in the Republic of Moldova, an innovative “one-
window” approach towards gender-sensitive and
coordinated service provision.

Joint efforts of the Ministry of Labour, Social
Protection and Family and UN Women led to the
adoption of special Framework Regulation on the
functioning of JISBs through Government Decision
Nr.661, published in the Official Monitor of the
Republic of Moldova on 06.09.2013. The approval
of the Regulation ensures the sustainability of

the model and its successful institutionalization
nationwide. In 2013, 16 districts with functioning
JISBs received financial allocations from the state
budget and as of 1 January 2014 all districts will
have a dedicated budget for JISBs activity, including
transportation and gasoline for mobile teams

and internet access to use the information system
developed for JISBs by UN Women in partnership
with E-Government Centre.

JISB “one window” model was piloted in 2010 in
four districts (Singerei, Telenesti, Nisporeni and
Cantemir) and to date is functional in 19 districts.
JISBs provided information and services to more
than 10,000 women
and men, of whom
65% are women and
85% from rural areas.
This innovative “one-
window” approach

to service provision
enabled local public
administration to
reach vulnerable
populations, including
rural women, to
address their needs
and economically
empower them.

districts: Drochia (on September 3, 2013), Falesti (on
Septemebr 5,2013) and Stefan Voda (on September
11,2013), which is a clear indication of wide and
successful replication process which started in
2012.The official launching events were attended
by high-level Government officials, representatives
of district administrations, donor and international
organizations including the Minister of Labour Social
Protection and Family Valentina Buliga and the
Deputy Minister Ruxanda Glavan, H.E. Ambassador of
Sweden to Moldova Ingrid Tersman and the Swedish
Deputy Head of Mission to Moldova Paola Albornoz,
district presidents, Andrei Marian (Drochia district),
Vasile Buzu (Stefan Voda district) and Valeriu Muduc
(Falesti district), and UN Women'’s International
Programme Manager Natia Cherkezishvili.“The
establishment of JISBs represents a unique and
efficient model for local public administration,
because it does not entail the creation of a new
structure or recruitment of additional personnel,’
said Deputy Minister of Labour, Social Protection
and Family Ruxanda Glavan.

It is important to mention that even though the
official openings took place in September, all three
districts started their work at the beginning of the
year through Mobile Teams to ensure that services
are provided on a regular basis for populations
living in remote and marginally accessible areas,
including those vulnerable, disabled, and women
with small children.“The JISB will bring municipal
services closer to citizens, and will empower citizens
and make local authorities more accountable. That
is local democracy,” said Ambassador Tersman.

“The closer decisions
are made with
citizens in mind,

the higher the
likelihood that
services meet the
demand and needs
of the customer: the
citizen. We believe
that here in Moldova,
the one-stop shops
have done exactly
this, and that may be
why the demand has

Oficial al Republicii Moldova la 6 septembrie 2013.
Aprobarea Regulamentului a asigurat durabilitatea
modelului BCIS si a facilitat institutionalizarea lui pe
teritoriul intregii 'géri.in 2013, 16 raioane cu Birouri
functionale au primit alocatii financiare din bugetul de
stat, iar din 1 ianuarie 2014 toate raioanele vor avea un
buget dedicat activitatii BCIS, inclusiv pentru asigurarea
transportului si combustibilului pentru echipele

mobile si accesul la internet pentru folosirea sistemului
informational elaborat pentru BCIS de UN Women in
parteneriat cu Centrul de Guvernare Electronica.

Modelul BCIS a fost pilotat in anul 2010 in 4 raioane
pilot (Sangerei, Telenesti, Nisporeni si Cantemir) si
pana in prezent este functional in 19 raioane. Birourile

Cultural tourism is the world’s
largest industry. UNESCO’s
intention to assist the 191
Member States in preparing their
policies while reconsidering the
relationship between tourism
and cultural diversity, tourism
and intercultural dialogue,

and tourism and development.
In this way, the Organization
proposes to contribute to the
fight against poverty, protection
of the environment and mutual
appreciation of cultures.

In order to cope with new
challenges thrown up by sustainable

Convention for Protection and
Promotion of the Diversity of
Cultural Expressions (2005), as
well as the UNESCO Universal
Declaration on Cultural Diversity.

Among other initiatives and
UNESCO principles, the organization
seeks to promote the involvement
of young people in the preservation
of tangible and intangible

cultural heritage while passing

on the knowledge to the younger
generation, through the conduction
of conferences, seminars, capacity-
building trainings and other
projects such as “Innovative Policies

development and enhancement of
cultural diversity, the specialists who
design cultural tourism policies and
train future decision makers must
adapt teaching method content.
Taking account of the transversality of today’s tourism
involves developing new and complementary

skills. Reacting to the new challenges and needs

of sustainable tourism thus calls for the creation of
appropriate training models.

UNESCO recognizes that the youth has a fundamental
role in the implementation of the Organization’s
mission, particularly in promoting sustainable
development within education, intercultural dialogue,
cultural and natural heritage. UNESCO’s objective is
to create spaces and opportunities for empowering
young people and giving recognition, visibility

and credibility to their contributions. The main
challenge that this initiative looks forward to achieve
is engagement of the youth in matters of tourism
which will have a long-term effect on issues such as
promotion of cultural pluralism and preservation of
cultural heritage.

UNESCO pays great attention to the involvement
of youth in the protection and safeguarding of the
cultural heritage, promoting youth cultural tourism
and disseminating among youth the principles of
the UNESCO Convention concerning Protection of
the World Cultural and Natural Heritage (1972), the
UNESCO Convention for the Safeguarding of the
Intangible Cultural Heritage (2003), the UNESCO

These initiatives contribute to the promotion
of cultural pluralism and respect of different cultural
traditions, which systematically contribute to the
prevention of ethnic conflicts encouraging regional
and international cooperation.

Achieving sustainable tourism development requires
raising awareness among decision-makers about

the importance of recognizing of cultural diversity
and the necessity of intercultural dialogue, as well as
the role of education in promoting and developing
of the youth cultural tourism. Close cooperation
between representatives of governmental and
non-governmental organizations in the sphere of
preservation of cultural heritage and development
of cultural tourism is needed for the effective
implementation of these strategies. Regular
monitoring of progress towards achieving these goals
is important in identifying future opportunities

and challenges for tourism.

Moldova Marked the International Day

A Series of Events on World Drug Campaign

Drug use, and in particular injecting drug use,
remains a serious problem for Moldova. According
to the latest GARP report, Moldova is estimated

to have more than 30.000 drug users for a small
population of less than 4 million.

To raise awareness about the harm and social and health
problems illicit drugs cause to society, and especially

to the youth, three differently targeted events were
organized in the context of World Drug Campaign,
promoting a healthy lifestyle, disseminating the latest
international evidence to local addiction treatment
specialists; and finally advocating for social inclusion

of people who use drugs, including people who are
imprisoned.

The United Nations Office on Drugs and Crime
(UNODC) Moldova project office, in cooperation

with the Pompidou Group of the Council of Europe
organized in Moldova a series of events under the
auspices of the National Drug Control Committee and
in partnership with the NGO “Positive Initiative” to
mark the International Day against Drug Abuse and
llicit Trafficking: Open Air Concert “Music is My Drug”;
Medical Forum on drug dependence treatment and HIV
prevention; and Intellectual Contest “Brain Ring” on HIV
prevention for inmates.

“MUSIC IS MY DRUG” - FREE OUTDOOR ROCK
CONCERT IN CHISINAU

An open air music concert was organized, gathering
more than 1,200 people to enjoy local rock band
performances in a drug and alcohol free zone. Ten
Moldovan bands performed on a voluntary basis at
Chisinau”“Summer Green-Theatre”: Zdob si Zdub,
Ana Gulco & X, Cuibul, Paralela 47, Veriga, Yolka
Flyman, Infected Rain, Fire Love, DARA, and Longa.
The opening act of the concert was a performer
coming from the female prison nr.7.

Combining rock music and anti-drug messages
provided an opportunity to question the common
misconceptions that associate rock music scene with
drug use, a stereotype all performers were eager to
break and spread a different message to their audience,
resonating the UNODC World Drug Day message 2013,
“Make health your‘new high’in life, not drugs (Eng)

MEDICAL FORUM ON DRUG DEPENDENCE
TREATMENT AND HIV PREVENTION AMONG PEOPLE
WHO USE DRUGS IN THE COMMUNITY AND PRISONS

An event for medical doctors specialized in addiction
treatment aimed at streamlining, centralizing and
disseminating medical knowledge and the latest
international evidence on addiction treatment and
other drug services in Moldova. Also, UNODC leading
specialist, Gilberto Gerra, Fabienne Hariga and
Elizabeth Saenz had the opportunity to disseminate
evidence-based information and knowledge to
health professionals attending the Forum.

The event which was opened by the Moldovan Minister
of Health gathered 90 professionals, including medical
doctors, international and regional well known experts,
and key specialists from the field of addiction treatment
from cities and rural areas in order to receive the latest
knowledge and learn about the international best
practices on medication assisted treatment (MAT), harm
reduction and psycho-social support. The productive
exchange of information and best practices amongst
colleagues from all over Moldova and with regional and
international experts in the field of addiction treatment
was found very useful by the participants.

INTELLECTUAL CONTEST “BRAIN RING”
FOR INMATES - FINAL ROUND

The Anti-Drug Campaign in Moldova also involved
prisons and pre-trial detention centres. Moldovan
prisons have a high concentration of inmates with
a large number of prisoners using drugs and who
are facing heightened stigma and discrimination in
society during and after imprisonment.

The quiz, intellectual game “Brain Ring" for inmates from
Moldova’s penitentiaries was organized. The event was
made possible due to the close cooperation with the
Department of Penitentiary Institutions, and Moldova’s
Ministry of Justice.

The intellectual game was organized at three levels
(local - prison level), (regional - prison level) and final
- national, public space). All in all inmates from nine
different prisons participated in the contest. The quiz
tested general knowledge with a special focus on
issues related to drug use, HIV and tuberculosis. During
the final round, three teams from prisons, each team
including a well-known public person, competed in
a free setting, public place in Chisinau city. In order
to support the participants, the relatives and family
members were also invited to the event.

Since 2003, parents and teachers
from Stefanesti village have
refused to send their children
with disabilities to auxiliary schools, which are
residential institutions for children with special needs.
One by one these children were included into the local
school and assisted to learn.

“It was hard at the beginning, but we had the support
of many partners who helped us in creating an
inclusive and friendly environment. They are all our
children,” said Aurelia Bodiu, High School Principal.

Today out of the 327 students who learn in Stefanesti,
25 have special educational needs. Doina Vornicescu
is studying in the twelfth grade and, although she is
partially dependent on the wheelchair, she has some
outstanding performances. Together with her peers,
she moderates the school Club “Trust” created at the
initiative of students to learn through games, videos,
and discussions how to help their peers with

special needs.

“l want to graduate from high school and then
continue into higher education to become a
bookmaker or psychologist,” said Doina, whose model
is lon Balan, a 27-year-old young man who is currently
employed as an administrator in the school’s computer
laboratory. lon has a physical disability but managed
to graduate from the high school and receive higher
education. After he came back to Stefanesti, he got a
job in the school. Today lon is one of the school and
community’s heroes when it comes to computers and
information technologies. “Through my example | want
to tell everyone that it is possible to succeed in life if
you want, if you persist, and, of course, if you have the
support of parents, teachers and peers,’ said the

young man.

Due to an unfortunate accident, Olesea Lungu who
is studying in the fourth grade, has no fingers on her
left hand, but this does not prevent her from learning
and attending the school crocheting club.“l want

to become a seamstress. For that | have to work, to
fight for life, for the future,” said the girl optimistically.
And when it is too difficult to do so, her teachers and
colleagues are nearby. “We are all equal in this school
and we feel like we're at home,” she added.

“Opportunities exist, but it depends
on the openness of teachers and the
ability of school principals to create
an inclusive environment adapted to
individual requirements,” said Liliana
Nicolaescu-Onofrei, Deputy Minister of Education,
during the visit to Stefanesti High School, where the
second wave of the inclusive education campaign was
launched.

Nune Mangasaryan, Representative of UNICEF in
Moldova, noted that “every child has a right to have
access to education and to a best start of life for
future. Every child must remain in the community,
together with her family. There aren’t children with
the same capacity to learn. Everyone is different
therefore schools must be accommodated to each and
everyone’s needs. The School of Stefanesti is a good
example to be followed in this regard.”

The Inclusive education campaign “Come with me, it
is your school too” was launched by the Ministry of
Education and UNICEF in April 2013. The Campaign
was developed to support the implementation of the
National Programme for the promotion of inclusive
education in the Republic of Moldova for 2011-2020.

According to UNICEF, in Moldova there are over 16,000
children with disabilities, of whom 3,500 are under
seven. In 2012 the first 39 children with disabilities
and in 2013 - 77children with disabilities graduated
compulsory education in mainstream schools.

“Further Steps to Achieve Social
Inclusion Urgently Needed in Moldova”

The United Nations Special Rapporteur on Extreme Poverty and
Human Rights, Magdalena Sepulveda, Undertook a Mission to Moldova

The United Nations Special
Rapporteur on Extreme
Poverty and Human Rights,
Magdalena Septilveda,
called on the Moldovan
authorities to adopt urgent
measures to attain social
inclusion in the country.
“Inequality is an issue of
deep concern to all people
in Moldova”, she stressed Photo: OHCHR
at the end of her first fact-

finding mission* to the country.

“Even small steps taken to strengthen social
inclusion in Moldova will have a major impact
on empowering the most disadvantaged in the
country,” Ms. Sepulveda said while recognizing
the limited resources available and additional
challenges imposed by the current global
economic crisis.“l have noted that Moldova is
committed to building a robust legal system and
in recent years has adopted important legislation,
yet more needs to be done to ensure their
implementation’, added the Special Rapporteur.

The expert noted the efforts made by the
Moldovan Government to boost economic
growth and reduce poverty from almost 70% of
the overall population in 2000 to 26% in 2004.
However, she warned, after 2005 the economic
growth and development models have not been
shared by all members of society.

“There is a widening gap between urban and
rural areas and some groups of the society still
remain at the margin of social, political and
economic processes,’ she cautioned, drawing
special attention to troubling rates of educational
attainment in general mandatory education, with
children in rural areas, children with dizabilities
and Romani children particularly affected.

“I am appalled by the conditions that persons
with disabilities live in. | am extremely troubled
by the practice of exclusion from society of
persons with disabilities, in particular with mental
disabilities without any serious effort to ensure
their integration,” said Ms. Sepulveda, who visited
psychiatric hospitals and neuro-psychiatric

residential institutions for
persons with disabilities on
both sides of the Nistru river.

The human rights expert
called for a number of
reform measures aimed at
integrating persons with
disabilities fully into the life
of the community, including

system and adoption of

a comprehensive adult
deinstitutionalization plan, in accordance with
Moldova’s obligations under the Convention on
the Rights of Persons with Disabilities.

Special Rapporteur Sepulveda visited a medical
facility in the Briceni district - Pavlovca - including
tuberculosis and anti-addition wards.“The
conditions in this institution constitute immediate
threats to the life and health of its residents,” she
said.“l urged its immediate closure.”

Ms. Sepulveda also visited some Romani
communities. The high levels of stigma and
discrimination that exist against Roma are
major barriers preventing them from lifting
themselves out of poverty. She commended
Moldova on introducing the body of Roma
community mediators, but warned that “local
authorities must ensure that the selection of
mediators is carried out in full compliance with
the human rights principles of transparency,
meaningful and effective participation of the
relevant communities, access to information and
accountability.”

During her week-long mission, the UN Special
Rapporteur met with senior Government officials,
donor agencies, international organizations,

civil society and communities living in poverty

in Chisinau, Balti, Drochia, Calarasi and Briceni
districts, as well as Bender and Tiraspol

on the left bank of the Nistru.

Ms. Sepulveda will present a comprehensive
report with her final findings and
recommendations to the UN Human Rights
Council in June 2014.

Commitments to Young People in Moldova

Young people in Moldova have a huge potential
to contribute to a more prosperous and fairer
society for all. Impressive gains have been made
in terms of the quality of their education, health
and participation.

The literacy rate, as just one indicator, is very high

in Moldova (99.5%), with the country ranked 17th
out of 177 countries. In the recent UN-led Post-2015
national consultations, young people said that what
they want is better education, healthy lifestyle and
job opportunities in a more tolerant, cohesive and
sustainable society.

The United Nations Secretary General has made
working with and for youth a priority of his Five
Year Agenda, and earlier this year the UN globally
launched a System-Wide Action Plan on Youth. Here
in Moldova, UN agencies have identified youth

as a priority and the UN- Moldova Partnership
Framework includes specific action for addressing
youth issues.

PROMOTING HEALTHY LIFESTYLES
AMONG YOUTH

Quality education and information is key for
preparing young people to succeed in a fast-
changing world and it is also key for allowing young
people to stay healthy. Some 110,000 Moldovan
adolescents and young people were reached in 2012
by the services and information activities provided
by the national network of Youth Friendly Health
Clinics (YFHC). Since 2001, when the first clinic was
created in Chisinau, the network expanded to 37
institutions in all parts of the country, including two
in the Transnistrian region. Particular attention is
paid to children spending their time on the streets
and in parks, young people injecting drugs, girls
involved in commercial sex, adolescent boys having
sex with men, young people who have HIV. They are
regularly invited to the clinic medical check-ups and
commodities, which is an entry-point to assess their
needs and provide additional services.

Y-PEER, a youth-to-youth initiative pioneered
by UNFPA, is increasing the
availability of counselling and
information services on sexual
and reproductive health (SRH)
and HIV/AIDS/STI prevention.
In Moldova Y-PEER network has
developed its own governance
structure to increase the
leadership and to facilitate
better communication and
coordination of peer education
activities in nine regions

(Chisinau, Drochia, Nisporeni, Causeni, Calarasi, Balti,
Aneni Noi, Orhei and Glodeni) by involving some
300 peer educators.

CO-PRODUCERS OF THEIR OWN DEVELOPMENT

Recognizing that long-term sustainable changes can
only be achieved when actively involving the young
generation, UN agencies are involving children and
young people to advocate for new technologies
and environmentally friendly life-styles. Since 2011,
over 17,000 children participated in an educational
initiative promoting the use of renewable energy
sources and efficient consumption of energy as part
of the EU-UNDP partnership to ensure sustainable
energy production in Moldova. They participated

in debates within schools, webinar lessons
discussing topics on eco-energy with hundreds of
colleagues from other schools, visited households
and public institutions using renewable energy

and built models of solar panels, wind turbines

or biomass-based energy plants. The initiatives

also help children to share their knowledge about
how alternative energy sources can benefit the
community and country they live in with their
families, and friends.

To promote a culture of tolerance and joint work to
solve shared issues, the UN seeks to empower youth
to cooperate with their peers across both banks

of the Nistru River and improve their own lives. As
part of a EU-UNDP confidence building programme,
some 600 boys and girls cleaned together the Nistru
shores and planted 2,500 trees while law students
worked together to provide free legal advice to

300 people in need. More than 750 children and
school students are now studying and playing chess
together, play at music concerts in cities on both
banks and write blogs.

YOUTH EMPOWERMENT AND PARTICIPATION

The poor and marginalized youth are too often
denied the ability to seek remedies in a fair justice
system, turning them into passive recipients of
sporadic services rather than active co-producers
of their own futures. A UNDP
intervention helps young
people from vulnerable groups
access the state guaranteed
legal aid system in solving
issues related to labour rights,
property, housing, and social
protection. At the same time,
a joint UNDP-UN Women local
development programme

helps youth socialize and participate more in the life
of the community. Stadiums, sports’fields and culture
halls were renovated which allow them to practice
sports and undertake extracurricular activities, heated
and repaired schools offer a better environment for
education and the community centres provide services
to the needy, including the vulnerable youth.

Through innovative tools, the UNICEF is engaging
adolescents and young people, especially those
who are underprivileged or marginalized, to express
their opinions and make their voices heard on
issues affecting their lives. Many young Moldovans
have participated along the years in OneMinutes

Jr., a successful global initiative which encourages
youth expression, motivating youngsters aged 12
to 20 to articulate their viewpoints and concerns in
sixty-second videos. They produced their own heart
touching films about lives in orphanages, penitentiaries

and about life experiences of children with disabilities.
Young people in Moldova were also encouraged

to set-up their own blogs and engage in a public
dialogue around issues concerning their future lives
like education, health, poverty, migration, violence and
abuse.

As the Government prepares to evaluate the
implementation of the National Youth Strategy for
2009-2013, the UN will provide support in identifying
good practices and lessons learned which will be
valuable for a new Strategy based on the fundamental
principles such as non-discrimination, equal
opportunities and respect for youth as equal citizens.

These efforts demonstrate some of the examples of
the UN’s commitment to young people in Moldova,
but it is the state and young people themselves who
can do more to address the obstacles and find the
solutions. There is no doubt that everyone will benefit
from an educated, healthy and actively engaged young
population.

The UN Refugee Agency together with the Bureau
for Migration and Asylum, Ministry of Internal
Affairs presented the premiere of the documentary
film “New Walls: Women Refugees in Eastern
Europe” by Paula Palacios in a closed screening at
the “Gaudeamus” Cinema House.

The event was addressed by Olga Poalelungi, Director
of the Bureau for Migration and Asylum, Ministry

of Internal Affairs, as well as by Nicola Harrington-
Buhay, UN Resident Coordinator in the Republic of
Moldova, Ingrid Tersman, Ambassador of Sweden in
the Republic of Moldova, and Silvia Radu, Honorary
Consul of the Kingdom of Spain in the Republic of
Moldova.

UNHCR's Regional Representative, Oldrich Andrysek,

has emphasized that: “It does not always take much to

help. All we really need to do is to be tolerant and inclusive. All that refugee
women seek is to find their place in a host society: to feel welcome, to be
understood, to be accepted and respected.”

“This documentary touches every aspect of a human being and his or her
human rights’, said Nicola Harrington-Buhay, UN Resident Coordinator in
Moldova. “The Republic of Moldova has been at the forefront of adopting the
UN Convention on Statelessness, with its people generously welcoming and
accepting refugees in their country”.

The documentary produced by Al Jazeera and narrated by UNHCR Goodwill
Ambassador Barbara Hendriks portrays the interrupted lives of five refugee
women who escaped from persecution in their countries of origin in order
to seek refuge, safety and a new home. The film shot on location in Ukraine,
Belarus and Moldova, offers a unique view on how women targeted by
persecution cope with their fate. The film also reflects how they personally
experience forced displacement in Eastern European context.

Paula Palacios, the producer and the director of the film, who came to Chisinau

Globally, over 45 million people are currently displaced as a result of
persecution or armed conflict. Moldova has hosted refugees since the 90s of
the last century and many people continue to seek protection in our country.

UNHCR has been working in the Republic of Moldova since 1997 to support the
Government's efforts to accede to and implement the relevant international
instruments in the area of asylum and statelessness. In the period between
1999 and 2001, UNHCR implemented a programme to assist persons who were
internally displaced as a result of the military conflict in the Transnistrian region.

UNHCR?s priorities in the Republic of Moldova in 2013 remain monitoring
the implementation of the 1951 Refugee Convention and consolidating
the capacity of the relevant state authorities, judiciary and civil society in its
protection and integration efforts.

gave them this gift - a programme that helps
people on both banks of Nistru River to live
better together.

“Vlad lovita”"Theoretical High School from Cocieri
commune, Dubasari district was opened 50 years
ago, but it was never repaired thoroughly, even

if it was seriously damaged during the conflict.
For many years, the high level of humidity in

the classrooms endangered the health of pupils
and teachers from the high school and caused
damage to furniture and teaching materials. “The
roof of the high school was riddled with bullets
and damaged due to its age. This is why, in rainy
weather, pools of water formed in the classrooms
and children were unable to study under normal
conditions. The budget of the mayor’s office is too
small to carry out proper repairs of the high school,
so we sought with the high school administration
the help of the European Union,” said lon Mitcul,
mayor of Cocieri. The replacement of the school
was like a lifebuoy for the high school which was
“drowning”in water” in the cold season. Hurrah!!!
No more rain in our classes, only good marks,’
exclaimed the friends of Olga, Adriana and Corina
when they found their high school with a new and
durable roof this autumn.

“With around 78,000 Euros from the EU-UNDP
Confidence Building Programme and the
community contribution, we managed to solve

in a few months this ongoing and challenging
problem in our village. This instilled confidence in
the people of the 7 neighbouring settlements, the
children of which study at our high school,” said

designed this summer.

The village kindergarten is
also going to be repaired
thoroughly, so that in
summer, with the assistance of “Support to
Confidence Building Measures” Programme, it will
widely open the doors for another 80 children

in addition to the 125 that currently attend it.
Now the inhabitants are more confident in the
future and are more willing to put shoulder to the
community development.

“Vlad lovita” the Theoretical High School from
Cocieri community is part of the 40 social
infrastructure improvement projects funded by
the EU and the UNDP aimed at enhancing the
confidence between the people on both banks
of Nistru River. By 2015, over 40 kindergartens,
schools, social and health centres, roads, sewage
and water supply systems will be restored within
the EU-UNDP Programme and will contribute
directly to the improvement of the lives of over
100,000 people on the two banks of Nistru River,
but also to the promotion of good relations
between them.

“The success of the infrastructure renovation
projects is due largely to the fact that all activities
are carried out by people from both banks of Nistru
River in close collaboration, which allows them to
more efficiently solve their common problems,’
said Viorel Albu, manager of the EU- UNDP
Community Development Programme.

Besides the social infrastructure renovation
projects, the EU-UNDP Programme provides
financial and technical support to joint projects
in other four key areas: business, civil society

development, health and environmental
protection. The programme is being implemented
between 2012-2015 with a total budget of 10.6
million Euros, granted by the European Union (9.5
million Euro) and UNDP (1.1 million Euro).

Over the last year “Support to Confidence Building
Measures” Programme also supported 21 common
projects of nongovernmental organizations from
both banks of Nistru River in several thematic areas.
The activities are as varied and range from the
environment protection, integration of people with
disabilities, training of journalists to joint research
and analysis in sociology, mass media and road
safety. The partnerships established between the
NGOs from the both banks of Nistru River enabled
the creation of the first foster care service in the

Transnistrian region. Also, 11 schools in Transnistrian
region have first created blogs where pupils can
practice their journalism skills and are able to display
their achievements. Hundreds of families from the
Transnistrian region in difficult situation enjoyed
psycho-social and legal assistance. The specialists

in child protection from the Transnistrian region
undertook the good practices from their colleagues
from the right bank of Nistru River, which helped
them to create conditions for the placement of 20
children missing parental care in parental families.

All these results are just a small part of the changes
to best that occur on both banks of Nistru River with
the assistance of the European Union and UNDP. The
results obtained are further evidence that the joint
activity has much better effects than the solitary
ones, while confidence means concrete benefits for
thousands of people on both banks of Nistru River.

TREATMENT 2015

Treatment 2015 provides a results-driven
framework to expedite and greatly expand
coverage. With less than 1000 days before
the end of 2015, much work remains to be
done.The WHO's new 2013 guidelines on
The Use of Antiretroviral Drugs for Treating
and Preventing HIV Infection recommend

a CD4 threshold of 500 for initiation of HIV
treatment. As an important step towards
getting to zero AIDS-related deaths, countries
should be encouraged to prioritize immediate efforts to ensure
that all people eligible for HIV treatment have access to it.

THE GLOBAL PARTNERSHIP FOR DEVELOPMENT:
THE CHALLENGE WE FACE

Agreements during the Rio+20 conference on
sustainable development in 2012 and recent
meetings of the UN, G8, G20, World Bank
Group and others point to efforts being made
to find ways to enhance global development
and reduce poverty through traditional
means, as well as new, innovative methods
and partnerships. Official development
assistance (ODA) declined for a second
consecutive year in 2012, falling 4 per cent,
down to $125.9 billion from $134 billion in 2011. Reductions were
mainly were due to fiscal austerity measures by countries in the
European Union. On the positive side, several countries, including
EU members, either increased aid in 2012 or met the UN target of
allocating 0.7 per cent of gross national income to aid.
