Statement by Nicola Harrington-Buhay,
UN Resident Coordinator in the Republic of Moldova

The year end

is always an
appropriate
moment to take
stock of progress
made throughout
the year, and to
focus attention
on what to hope for, and what can be
achieved in the year to come.

Looking back at 2012, Moldova can be proud
of many advances in improving lives. The
United Nations recently had the opportunity
to share with the Parliament of the Republic
of Moldova, our appreciation for the country’s
leadership in honouring its international

human rights and development commitments.

In Parliament, we also launched consultations
on “the Future We Want” whereby Moldova
joined a worldwide consultation to define
tomorrow’s global development agenda after
the Millennium Development Goals expire

in 2015. The MDGs were highly successful

in galvanizing political attention and donor
support to halve poverty, secure universal
education, empower girls and women,

tackle HIV/AIDS and tuberculosis, protect

the environment, and generate a global
partnership. Moldova advanced in all 8 goals.
Unfinished business naturally remains, notably
in the disease and environment goals, and

3 years remain to accelerate efforts to achieve
those MDGs.

However, it is also important to set new goals for
post-2015 to sustain much-needed international
support. The UN Secretary-General is clear that
the voices of the people must be heard in this
process — and they will count. To this end, UN
teams in over 60 countries are organizing national
consultations with elected politicians, public
officials, civil society, grassroots organizations,
the private sector, trade unions, workers, and the
academic community to identify the concerns and
aspirations of the people after 2015. Results of
the national consultations will convey Moldova’s
vision on its future in the global development
framework.

The year-end also included the UN Human Rights
Gala of Awards in which the UN, together with its
partners, honoured courageous individuals and
organizations whose actions had a positive impact
on the protection and promotion of people’s rights
in Moldova. Their activities made a significant
contribution to the country’s progress in ensuring
prosperity for people and communities.

“Moldova Has Many Human Rights Successes to Celebrate”

Outstanding achievements

in the field of human rights

in the Republic of Moldova in
2012 were today recognized
during a ceremony organized
by the United Nations on the
occasion of the Human Rights
Day, marked annually on
December 10. Broadcast live
by the public TV Moldova 1,
Radio Moldova and the portal
Privesc.eu, the

UN Human Rights Gala of
Awards brought together high officials,
representatives of international organizations
and diplomatic corps, civil society
organizations and mass media.

The 2012 edition included seven awards for
outstanding achievements in the past year:

Artiom Zavadovsky, member of the LGBT community,
was awarded for his bravery in promoting the human
rights of the Lesbian, Gay, Bisexual and Transgender
(LGBT) people in Moldova. Risking his own safety, he
participated — sometimes alone - in a series of public
events defending the rights of this highly stigmatized
group in Moldova.

Valeriu Caldararu, Romani activist and community
mediator, was awarded for a range of activities
combating discrimination and promoting social
inclusion of Roma in Moldova. The Association

of Families with Children with Disabilities from
Tiraspol, an organisation in the Transnistrian region,
was awarded for promoting the rights of children
with disabilities and their families on the left bank
of the Nistru River.

Newspaper “Spros i Predlojenie” (SP) from Balti was
awarded for excellent public service journalism, while
Radio Free Europe received an award for human
rights-based reporting, in particular in relation to their
coverage of the Justice Sector reform.

The Department of Social Assistance and Family
Protection (DSAFP) from Ungheni Raion was
awarded for its innovative approach in making human
rights a reality by focusing on the implementation

of the Guidelines for the Alternative Care of Children
endorsed by the UN General Assembly in November
2009. The Information Centre “GenderDoc-M",
Moldova's premiere LGBT rights organisation, received
an award for its work on combating discrimination

through litigation, advocacy and
awareness-raising activities.

the Human Rights Day. The 2012 edition was
supported by the United Nations Children Fund
(UNICEF), the United Nations Development
Programme (UNDP), the United Nations
Population Fund (UNFPA), the Office of the United
Nations High Commissioner for Human Rights
(OHCHR), the United Nations Entity for Gender
Equality and the Empowerment of Women (UN
Women), the UN High Commissioner for Refugees
(UNHCR), and the International Organization for
Migration (IOM).

National Human Development Report
2012 -“European Aspirations and
Human Development of the Republic

of Moldova”

“The European Integration is the Best Option

for Human Development”

The 2012 National Human Development
Report, entitled “European Aspirations
and Human Development of the Republic
of Moldova’, analyzes the challenges and
achievements, the delays and the progress
made by the Republic of Moldova in terms
of human development and defines a set
of recommendations that may reduce

the costs and maximize the benefits of
European integration for all people in the
Republic of Moldova.

The National Human Development Report,
launched with the participation of senior
officials, experts and partners, focuses on European
integration, which “is probably the most often used term
in the political discourse in Moldova”and which “seems
to be the best strategic option that may strongly support
the country in achieving its development goals”.

The 2012 National Human Development Report,
commissioned by the United Nations Development
Programme (UNDP) in Moldova was developed by the
Independent Analytical Center “Expert Group’, a think
tank specialized in economic research and public policies,
with contributions from individuals and organizations,
reviewers, contributors and members of the Advisory
Board of the Report.

“The ultimate goal of human development is to expand
peoples’ choices and give all people the opportunity to
lead lives they value”, said Cihan Sultanoglu, UN Assistant
Secretary General and Regional Director for Europe and
CIS of the United Nations Development Programme. “This
11th National Human Development Report demonstrates
that Moldova’s European aspirations and human
development go hand in hand as they are both drivers
for change and modernization leading to an inclusive
and sustainable development for all Moldovan people”

The report “European Aspirations and Human
Development of the Republic of Moldova” focuses
primarily on the impact of European integration on
human development in Moldova in terms of economic
and social development, liberalization of the visa regime
between Moldova and the European Union, as well as
human capital development as a key factor of quality of
governance and a successful European integration. At the
same time, the Report advances a number of conclusions
and policy recommendations for Moldova'’s progress on
the path of modernization.

“On one hand, European integration can be perceived as
a long-term political project that will provide Moldovans
and their country with more opportunities and freedoms.

On the other hand, increased freedoms and
human capacity building is the very essence
of the concept of human development”,
argue the authors of the Report.

Reviewing thoroughly the human
development achievements and
challenges in Moldova, the Report argues
that despite improvements in indicators in
the last two decades, Moldova should aim
to reduce the significant development gap,
to reach the level of the least developed
member states which joined the EU

in 2000. The analysis reveals that Moldova needs to
change its economic growth model based on migrant
remittances and consumption.

When addressing lessons learned and future
opportunities in the context of European integration

and human development, the authors also reflect on

the main expectations of the Moldovan people from the
European integration process. “One of the key messages
of this chapter of the Report is that if the government
does not adopt a more effective communication strategy
on European integration, the social support which lays
the basis of this process will gradually erode.”

An assessment of the economic and commercial impact
of closer economic integration with the EU, presented

in the Report, reveals that some economic models will
have a positive economic effect. In order to benefit from
EU’s economic opening, the country has to ensure a
skilled, flexible and competent workforce and a business
environment that would foster increased investment and
sector diversification of these investments.

The assessment on the impact of visa regime
liberalization between Moldova and the European Union
reveals the benefits for the country, “intensifying contacts
between individuals and businesses and recovering the
damaged social links between those who work abroad
and those left behind”. At the same time, the report says
that the assumption that visa regime liberalization will
stimulate labor migration is highly exaggerated.

A key idea promoted by the Report when analyzing the
impact of European integration of Moldova on human
rights and justice is the “need for politicians and decision
makers to cultivate social values which are closer to the
basic European standards (including tolerance towards
minorities) rather than relying on the existing social
beliefs and making decisions favorable for the social
groups which are less tolerant of the other groups’rights”.

Atunci cand consemneaza lectiile istoriei si oportunitatile
viitorului in contextul integrarii europene si dezvoltarii
umane, autorii clarifica si principalele asteptari ale
cetdtenilor Republicii Moldova privind procesul de
integrare europeana.  lar unul din mesajele-cheie ale
acestei parti a Raportului este ca, daca Guvernul nu adopta
o strategie de comunicare mai eficientd privind integrarea
europeana, sustinerea sociala care este la baza acestui
proces se va eroda treptat”.

O evaluare a impactului economic si comercial al integrarii
economice mai stranse a Moldovei cu UE, prezentatd in
Raport, releva, pe baza unor modelele economice utilizate,
cd efectul economic net va fi unul pozitiv, dar, pentru

ca Moldova sa beneficieze de deschiderea economica

a UE, tara trebuie sa asigure o forta de munca bine
pregatitd, flexibila si competentd, si un mediu de afaceri
care sd conducd la cresterea volumului de investitii si la
diversificarea pe sectoare ale acestor investitii.

Mesajul pozitiv pe care il transmite analiza impactului
liberalizarii regimului de vize dintre Moldova si Uniunea
Europeana este cd acesta va avea un efect benefic pentru
tard, ,intensificand contactele dintre persoane si dintre
afaceri si reabilitand legaturile sociale deteriorate dintre cei
care muncesc peste hotare si cei ramasi acasa”. In acelasi
timp, dupd cum arata Raportul, afirmatia potrivit cdreia
liberalizarea regimului de vize va stimula emigrarea fortei
de munca este puternic exagerata.

O idee-cheie pe care Raportul o promoveaza atunci cand
analizeaza impactul integrarii europene a Moldovei asupra
drepturilor omului si justitiei este ,necesitatea ca politicienii
si factorii de decizie mai mult sa cultive valori sociale mai
apropiate de normele europene de baza (inclusiv toleranta
fatd de minoritati) decdt sa se bazeze pe convingeri sociale
existente si sa ia decizii care satisfac grupuri sociale mai
putin tolerante fatd de drepturile altor grupuri”.

International Training Programme
on Aging in Moldova

The Connection between Demographic Security and Social
and Economic Progress for Sustainable Development

Twenty-five civil servants from government
institutions that implement social and
economic development policies paired up in
the training programme “Policy formulation,
planning, implementation and monitoring
of the Madrid International Plan of Action
on Ageing” held in Chisinau in from

10-15 September.

The event was organized under the Collaboration
Agreement signed by the Government of the
Republic of Moldova, International Institute on
Aging, United Nations-Malta (INIA) and UNFPA,
United Nations Population Fund. The training
session was held by two international experts

- Professor Joseph Troisi, INIA Director and Dr.
Alexandre Sidorenko, UN expert in the field of
aging and social security.

International Plan of Action adopted in Madrid
at the second UN World Assembly on aging
presented to the world a new perspective

on facing ageing challenges in the 21st
century. The document contains a number

of recommendations for reorienting policies
and programmes related to ageing, adapted
to changes which occurred worldwide in
previous decades, to create new opportunities
for development. The Republic of Moldova
has countersigned the aforementioned plan,
pledging support to promote active ageing
policies.

The opening event was attended by Mihai
Moldovanu, Moldova’s Deputy Prime Minister,
the President of the National Commission on
Population and Development, Nicola Harrington-
Buhay, UN Resident Coordinator in Moldova and
Boris Gilca, UNFPA Assistant Representative in
Moldova.

Mihai Moldovanu communicated that one of the
main objectives of the Moldovan Government

in the population field is to ensure a coherent
demographic recovery to reduce the population
decline and create conditions for increasing the
quality and quantity of human capital. This way
the connection between demographic security
and social and economic progress for sustainable
development will be secured, according to

the president of the National Commission on
Population and Development.

Nicola Harrington-Buhay said the UN appreciates
the efforts of the Moldovan Government to
ensure active ageing, while the country faces
serious demographic problems, such as ageing,
low fertility rates and migration. One of the
important steps in the field of demography
was the approval of National Strategic Plan

on Demographic Security, valid till 2025, a
document with the longest duration among
the strategies approved in Moldova, said UN
Resident Coordinator in Moldova.

Professor Joseph Troisi emphasized that four of
the 164 recommendations of the Vienna Plan

of Actions (1982) mentioned the importance of
education for the successful implementation

of the Plan and that none of the rest of the
recommendations will be implemented without
education. Academic education for doctors,
medical assistants is so important, but it is

also important to ensure education at all the
levels, including social assistants, carers, and
elderly people, who need to be trained in the
area of ageing. Ageing is a multidisciplinary

and intersectoral area because the challenges
are multisectoral. International Institute on
Ageing was created at the countries’ request,
with a mandate to train personal from all the
fields working with older people: social workers,
economists. The main role of the trainings was
to multiply the experience in the countries and

INIA with its experts is a bridge between the
developed and developing countries giving the
opportunity to share the success, difficulties,
strong and weak points in implementing actions
to face the phenomenon of ageing, Mr. Troisi
said.

Dr. Alexandre Sidorenko mentioned that the
phenomenon of ageing has two aspects: a
positive one and a negative one. The positive
aspect is that in society, the number of people
who possess skills and experience increases
while the down side is related to the fact that
many elderly people do not work or receive a
pension, thus increasing the burden on society.
In this situation, the government must find a
way to use the positive aspects and reduce the
negative ones - to allow elderly citizens to work
- among those who can and who want to work.

Larisa Rotaru, head of the Section on
demographic policy in the Ministry of Labour,
Social Protection and Family said that Moldova
has taken major steps in developing ageing

A draft of the Government Decision for
implementing the Roadmap for the integration
the ageing problem in the national policies to
identify the ways to solve this issue has also been
prepared.

Laura Grecu, head of the Directorate on Social
Insurance Policy in the Ministry of Labour, Social
Protection and Family stressed that population
ageing has an impact on the retirement system:
“annually we observe the increase of the
number of retirees and the decrease of people
paying social security contributions. This puts
pressure on the workforce and one of the
solutions is increasing the retirement age for
women up to the age of retirement for men - a
necessary solution based on life expectancy
which is different for men and women.

“By Choice, Not By Chance: Family Planning, Human

Rights and Development”

Family planning is a fundamental right of
individuals and couples. Yet today, 222 million
women in developing countries are unable to
exercise this right because they lack access to
contraceptives, information and quality services
or because social and economic conditions do
not offer such services, according to UNFPA
Report “State of World Population 2012" -

By Choice, not By Chance: Family Planning,
Human Rights and Development, released

on 14 November throughout the world.

A person’s right to decide freely and responsibly on
the number of children they have and the timing

for the pregnancy was the basic principle of sexual
and reproductive health in the last decade, but
particularly since 1994, when 170 governments met
and adopted a innovative document - Programme
of Action of the International Conference on
Population and Development (ICPD, Cairo). It marked
a major paradigm shift in the field of population and
development, replacing the demographic approach to
family planning with one based on human rights and
needs, aspirations and situation of each woman.

The result of addressing sexual and reproductive
health and family planning based on human rights
was extraordinary. Studies have shown that access
to quality reproductive health services bring added
value to the quality of life and facilitate sustainable
development of the family and community.

In Eastern Europe, including the Republic of Moldova,
the rate of modern contraceptive use is relatively low.
The region has a modern contraceptive prevalence
rate of 54% for women in the age group 15-49 years,

which is behind Asia and the Pacific (62%) and Latin
America and the Caribbean (67%). In Eastern Europe
48% of all pregnancies are unintended and the vast
majority of these end in abortion (79%). Inequality in
access and use of family planning services remains

a challenge that slows the realization of the MDG on
Reducing maternal mortality, ensure universal access
to reproductive health, including family planning.

Moldova has made substantial progress in
implementing ICPD Programme of Action including
policies and strategies on reproductive health. A series
of normative and legislative acts have consolidated
the concepts of and rights to sexual and reproductive
health in Moldova, such as the National Reproductive
Health Strategy (NRHS) for 2005-2015 and the

newly approved Reproductive Health Law. The
National Health Policy expressly commits to ensuring
universal access to Reproductive Health by 2015 for
all couples and individuals, and to contribute to the
achievement of the MDGs. There are 54 Reproductive
Health Cabinets located in all districts of the country,
including in the Transnistrian region as well an
increasing number of Youth Friendly Centres.

More efforts are needed however to be done in
Moldova to meet 2015 MDG targets on universal
access to reproductive health and reduced maternal
mortality. These include allocating a national budget
for free contraceptives; fully implement the NRHS

to ensure better access to modern family planning
methods; and take practical action based on NRHS for
better and wider information for young people about
a healthy lifestyle.

This year, UNFPA's report specifies that governments
make a strategic investment

when establishing family
planning as a priority for
integrated development
strategy, which in addition to
protecting the rights of citizens
also contributes to alleviating
poverty and stimulating
economic growth. Thus families,
communities, institutions and
governments are encouraged
to change their strategies for
ensuring the right to family
planning.

UNFPA Country
Director for Moldova,
lan McFarlane,
stated that family
planning has a
beneficial effect on
human health, living
standards and on
social and economic
development. “We
know that engaging
men in family
planning as partners
in relationships and
in life, providing
greater access

to information

on reproductive
health products

and ensuring equal
access to high
quality services

are simple actions
which can bring
great results. We

are committed

to working

together with the
government and
partners to promote
the inclusion of
family planning in
the development
strategies to ensure
a sustainable
development of the
country,”said Mr.

Findings of UN Women Mission to
Assess Women’s Leadership and Political
Participation in Moldova

“We See a Strong Case for Optimism on this Issue”

The findings of a UN
Women supported
mission to assess Women'’s
Leadership and Political
Participation in Moldova
were presented during

a validation meeting
organized on 26 September
2012 in Chisinau with all
concerned stakeholders:
members of Parliaments,

there is 'no place’ for women
in politics.

Moldova has committed to
ambitious targets to promote
gender equity in leadership
positions by increasing the
female representation to 40%
in local councils, 25% in district
councils, 25% of mayors, and
30% of in Parliament by 2015.
The National Programme on

representatives of
Government, civil society
organizations, ethnic minorities,
the mass media, UN agencies and
international organizations.

The assessment mission concluded that the
underrepresentation of women in the political
process in Moldova is influenced by a series of
factors, most critically a failure of key political
parties to recruit and nominate enough women
to leading positions on lists and in mayoral races.
These issues are compounded by traditional
gender stereotypes that are sometimes
reproduced in both the education system and the
media. Women still hold relatively few positions
of political leadership in Moldova and most
areas of politics tend to be male-dominated.

The mission found that public support for women
participating in politics may be greater than what
is reflected in the elected and appointed positions.
“We see a strong case for optimism on this issue”,
said mission expert Skye Christensen. “It's quite
possible that the population is out ahead of the
parties in terms of wanting to see more women in
leadership.” Data collected following the 2010 local
elections shows that women candidates at the
mayoral level — where voters vote directly for the
candidates rather than parties — are approximately
as successful as their male counterparts.“This data
implies that the parties could do well to increase
the number of women in leading positions on
their candidate lists,” Christensen explained.

Despite these positive notes, the mission found
that there is still significant need for a shift in
attitudes in the voting population —a 2011 survey
found that one in three Moldovans still believe

Gender Equality for 2010-2015
has a specific priority on promoting women in
leadership positions, including through elections.
These ambitious commitments are in line with
recommendations from a number of international
bodies including the 2011 Universal Periodic
Review, which recommended that Moldova:
“ensures the representation of women in the
state elective and administrative structures
by establishing a minimum quota
for women"(Recommendation 76.6).

In this context, UN Women supported a mission
on to comprehensively assess Women'’s Leadership
and Political Participation in Moldova, which took
place from the 10th to the 26th of September
2012.“We consulted with all stakeholders during
the mission to identify the best opportunities

to increase women'’s participation in politics in
Moldova. Suggestions and recommendations
made lay the ground for developing a new
programme on Women'’s Leadership and
Participation’, Natia Cherkezishvili, Chief Technical
Advisor/Programme manager, UN Women said.
The mission was led by Skye Christensen, UN
Women Electoral Advisor on Leadership and
Political Participation.

After presenting the findings of the mission,

Mr. Christensen briefed the audience on the
possible components of the new programme.
These include support to legal reforms, a
campaign promoting gender equality in politics,
as well as initiatives to encourage women to stand
for elections and support those who do.

UN Women plans to partner with a number

of stakeholders in the implementation

of the programme.

Aceste aspecte au la baza
stereotipurile traditionale de gen care sunt deseori
reproduse atat in sistemul educational, cat si in
media. Femeile detin deocamdata putine pozitii de
conducere in Moldova si multe domenii ale
politicii sunt dominate de bdrbati.

Misiunea a constatat ca suportul din partea
cetatenilor pentru femei ar putea fi mai mare in
realitate decat ceea ce se reflectd in pozitiile alese

si numite. ,Noi putem observa un optimismin
aceasta directie’, a mentionat expertul misiunii Skye
Christensen, precizand ca,este foarte posibil ca
populatia sa aiba asteptdri mai mari decat partidele
politice in a vedea femei in functii de conducere”.
Datele colectate dupa alegerile locale din 2010 au
aratat ca femeile candidate la nivel de primarii - unde
alegatorii voteaza in mod direct candidatii si nu
partidele - se bucura de acelasi succes ca si omologii

bérbati.,Aceste date implica faptul ca partidele
ar putea la fel sa mareasca numarul femeilor in
pozitiile top pe listele lor de candidati’, a explicat
Skye Christensen.

Desi se atesta schimbadri pozitive, misiunea a
identificat cd incd exista o necesitate acuta de
schimbare a atitudinii in randurile alegdtorilor -
un sondaj din 2011 a constatat ca fiecare al treilea
locuitor al Moldovei considera incd ca,nu existd
spatiu” pentru femei in politica.

Republica Moldova si-a asumat angajamente de a
realiza obiective ambitioase in promovarea egalitatii
de gen prin cresterea reprezentarii femeilor la 40% in
conisiliile locale, 25% in consiliile raionale, 25% primari
si 30% in Parlament pand in anul 2015. Programul
National privind Egalitatea de Gen pentru 2010-2015
include o prioritate specifica privind promovarea
femeilor in pozitiile de conducere, inclusiv prin
intermediul alegerilor. Aceste angajamente
ambitioase sunt in corespundere cu recomandadrile
mai multor institutii internationale, inclusiv Revizuirea
Universala Periodicd din 2011 pentru Moldova:
+Asigurarea reprezentdrii femeilor in structurile
administrative si elective de stat prin stabilirea unei
cote minime pentru femei”(Recomandarea 76.6).

Tn acest context, UN Women a sustinut misiunea
pentru evaluarea comprehensivd a liderismului si
participarii femeilor in procesul politic in Moldova
pe parcursul perioadei 10-26 septembrie 2012.,Noi
ne-am consultat cu toti actorii pentru a identifica
cele mai bune oportunitati pentru sporirea nivelului
de participare afemeilor in politica din Moldova.
Sugestiile si recomandarile propuse constituie baza
elaborarii unui nou program privind liderismul

si participarea femeilor”, a mentionat Natia
Cherkezishvili, Consultant Tehnic Superior/Manager
International de Program, UN Women. Misiunea a
fost condusd de Skye Christensen, Consilier electoral
pentru liderism si participare politica, UN Women.

Dupa prezentarea constatdrilor misiunii,

Skye Christensen a informat audienta despre
componentele posibile ale noului program. Acestea
includ suport pentru reformele legale, o campanie
pentru promovarea egalitatii de gen in politica,
precum si initiative de incurajare a femeilor de a
participa in alegeri si de a le sustine pe cele care o
fac.

Call for Ending Violence Against Women

During 16 Days Campaign of Activism Against Gender

Based Violence

UN Women in Moldova organized series of activities
to raise awareness among general public within the
framework of 16 Days Campaign of Activism against
Gender based Violence.

The first activity gathered young girls and boys jointly
with representatives of state institutions, Valentina Buliga,
Minister of Labour, Social Protection and Family; Dorin
Recean, Minister of Internal Affairs; Nicola Harrintgon-
Buhay, United Nations Resident Coordinator in Moldova,
Her Excellency; Ingrid Tersman, Ambassador of Sweden
to Moldova; Marie Moser, Embassy of USA to Moldova,
and civil society, Angelina Zaporojan, Director of Centre
for Women'’s Rights, in Chisinau, capital of Moldova, to Say
NO to Violence against Women on International Day for
Elimination of Violence against Women.

Young people called forimmediate action to support
victims of violence and encouraged women-victims of
violence not to remain silent and seek for support. Their
general message was “UNITE to End Violence against
Women'". Together with high level government officials
students constructed the UNITE ribbon to demonstrate
readiness and unity against violence against women.

Youth representing gagauz minorities participated in

a public debate in Gagauz Yeri, which is a territorial
administrative unit located in southern part of Moldova.
30 girls and boys, students at local Universities,

expressed their views, and condemned violence against
women. Nicolai Stoianov, Deputy President of Territorial
Administrative Unit of Gagauz Yeri, welcomed the

commendable”. The audience has put into discussion

the causes and consequences of gender based violence
in the country, specifically in rural areas of the country
where stereotypes prevail, brought examples of domestic
violence cases and advocated for elimination of all forms
of violence against women.

2012 - A Special Year for Refugees
and Asylum Seekers
Steady Progress and Ongoing Needs of the Forcibly Displaced

Moldova has amongst Eastern Europe’s best laws
to protect persecuted and forcibly displaced
persons. Over the last 15 years, UNHCR's
advocacy on behalf of asylum seekers and
stateless persons has ensured Moldova’s legal
system and national assistance mechanisms are
well-equipped to aid refugees. Moldova is now
establishing mechanisms to promote integration
and enable host communities to absorb the
increasing number of people who seek protection
in this friendly country.

This year has given refugees and stateless persons in the
Republic of Moldova much to celebrate as 2012 marked
15 years since UNHCR opened its office in Chisinau

and ten years since Moldova acceded to the 1951
Convention relating to the Status of Refugees. UNHCR
deepened its work with the Refugee Directorate of the
Bureau for Migration and Asylum in the screening of
asylum decisions and provided specialised training to
improve the skills of key officials.

“But 2012’s anniversaries didn't see Moldova rest on its
laurels,” said Mr Peter Kessler, UNHCR Representative.
“Moldova also this year acceded to the two UN
Conventions on Statelessness and produced provisions
on statelessness determination and a law on the
integration of foreigners, including refugees.”

As part of a pilot effort to facilitate refugee integration
under its EU co-funded Local Integration of Refugees
project, this year UNHCR renovated two buildings
located in Mereni, Aneni Noi district, and Razeni,
laloveni district to house eight needy refugee families.

To help jump-start integration efforts amongst
government ministries and local authorities to facilitate
refugee integration, working closely with the Refugee
Directorate, the refugee agency organised a seminar
for social assistants from across the country, including
Tiraspol. UNHCR's refugee law courses at the Ministry of
Internal Affairs’ Police Academy and the National Border
Police College continued, with more than 125 officers
passing the courses organised under the agency’s EU-
funded Regional Protection Programme. Other training
events included a retreat for judges and government
specialists to hear about developments in asylum law
and EU procedures from Romanian and Moldovan
specialists and a specialised seminar on statelessness
determination.

This year the NGO Law Center of Advocates with

the National Roma Center helped UNHCR conduct a
pilot survey of more than 400 Roma households to
see if they experience documentation problems or
statelessness. The survey identified only a handful of

persons with documentation issues that were speedily
resolved through the help of relevant government
agencies. UNHCR's survey found that Moldova'’s policy
of providing free documentation to Roma helps to solve
problems persons may face in obtaining official birth
records and other documents.

2012 also saw UNHCR inform the government that as

a result of Moldova's achievements in regard to the
passage of relevant legislation and procedures to aid
asylum seekers, refugees and stateless persons, UNHCR's
office will in the future be guided by its regional
representation based in Kyiv.

“The UN refugee agency’s decision to maintain its
presence in Chisinau through its national experts signals
UNHCR'’s continuing commitment to the Republic of
Moldova, while also reflecting the improvements in

the legislative and procedural framework,” declared
UNHCR's outgoing Representative Mr. Peter Kessler.

UNHCR will continue to strengthen the decision-
making and local integration capacity of the Refugee
Directorate and advocate for Moldova to provide travel
documents for refugees, a long-standing requirement
under the 1951 Refugee Convention. Ongoing
challenges include meeting the humanitarian needs

of vulnerable asylum seekers and vulnerable refugees.
Until the day when Moldova’s social support network is
more robust, UNHCR will maintain its direct assistance
through carefully selected NGO partners like AVE Copiii,
RCTV Memoria and the Charity Center for Refugees.

Moldova is a pioneer in terms of legal measures to
protect and integrate refugees and stateless persons,
but the implementation and improvement of all these
legal provisions is ongoing and needs continued
international support. As asylum claims over 2012
surpassed previous years'due to an influx from war-torn
Syria, Moldova's capacity to shelter persons in need of
protection is becoming recognised worldwide.

cu Directia Refugiati din cadrul Biroului Migratie si Azil la
examinarea deciziilor in materie de azil si a oferit cursuri de
instruire specializate pentru imbunatdtirea competentelor
profesionale ale functionarilor de baza.

JTotusi, aniversdrile anului 2012 nu au determinat Moldova sa
se culce pe lauri’, a spus Peter Kessler, Reprezentant UNHCR.
,In acest an, Moldova de asemenea a aderat la cele dous
Conventii ONU referitoare la apatridie si a elaborat prevederi

Ca parte a unei experiente-pilot de facilitare a integrarii
refugiatilor, UNHCR, in cadrul proiectului sdu Integrare Locala
a Refugiatilor, co-finantat de UE, a renovat in acest an doud
cladiri din localitdtile Mereni, raionul Anenii Noi, si Razeni,
raionul laloveni, pentru a caza opt familii nevoiase

de refugiati.

In scopul sustinerii eforturilor ministerelor si autoritétilor
locale menite sa faciliteze integrarea refugiatilor, Agentia
ONU pentru Refugiati, in strdnsa colaborare cu Directia
Refugiati, a organizat un seminar pentru asistenti sociali din
toata tara, inclusiv din Tiraspol. Cursurile Dreptul Refugiatilor
din cadrul Programului Regional de Protectie al Agentiei

ONU pentru Refugiati, finantat de UE, organizate de UNHCR
la Academia de Politie a Ministerului Afacerilor Interne sila
Colegiul National al Politiei de Frontiera, au continuat, cu
participarea a peste 125 de ofiteri. Alte cursuri de instruire
organizate in timpul anului au inclus seminare pentru
judecatori si experti guvernamentali cu referire la ultimele
evolutii in domeniul legislatiei si al procedurilor UE cu privire
la azil, prezentate de specialisti romani si moldoveni, precum
si un seminar specializat privind determinarea apatridiei.

Tn acest an, Centrul de Drept al Avocatilor impreuna cu Centrul
National al Romilor a acordat sprijin UNHCR la efectuarea

unui studiu-pilot, al carui grup-tinta a inclus peste 400 de
gospodarii ale romilor, ca sa stabileasca daca rezidentii se
confrunta cu probleme legate de documentare sau apatridie.
Studiul a identificat doar cateva persoane cu probleme de
documentare, iar aceste complicatii au fost rapid solutionate
prin intermediul agentiilor guvernamentale relevante.

Studiul UNHCR a constatat cd politica Moldovei de a oferi
documentatie gratuitd romilor contribuie la rezolvarea
problemelor pe care aceste persoane le pot intdmpina la
obtinerea certificatelor oficiale de nastere si a altor documente.

La fel in anul 2012, UNHCR a informat Guvernul ca datorita
realizarilor Moldovei in privinta adoptarii legislatiei si a
procedurilor relevante pentru sprijinirea solicitantilor de azil,
refugiatilor si a apatrizilor, in viitorul apropiat biroul UNHCR
va fi coordonat de biroul regional cu sediul la Kiev.

,Decizia Agentiei ONU pentru Refugiati de a-si mentine
prezenta in Chisindu prin intermediul expertilor sai nationali
indica angajamentul continuu al UNHCR fatd de Republica
Moldova, reflectand totodatd progresele din cadrul legislativ
si cel procedural’, a declarat Reprezentantul UNHCR,

Peter Kessler.

UNHCR va continua sa consolideze capacitatea Directiei
Refugiati de luare a deciziilor si de integrare locald si va pleda
in favoarea emiterii documentelor de cdlatorie pentru refugiati,
o cerintd mai veche ce rezulta din prevederile Conventiei cu
privire la Refugiati din 1951. Printre provocérile existente se
numara satisfacerea nevoilor umanitare ale solicitantilor de azil
si refugiatilor aflati in situatii vulnerabile. Pdna in ziua in care
reteaua de asistentd sociald in Moldova va fi mai puternica,
UNHCR isi va mentine suportul direct prin intermediul unor
ONG-uri partenere atent selectate precum AVE Copiii, RCTV
Memoria si Centrul de Caritate pentru Refugiati.

Republica Moldova se situeaza pe pozitii de lider in materie
de masuri juridice de protectie si integrare a refugiatilor si
apatrizilor, cu toate ca punerea in aplicare si perfectionarea
acestor prevederi legale este un proces in curs de desfasurare
si necesita sprijin international continuu. Intrucét cererile de
azil pe parcursul anului 2012 au depadsit numdrul celor din anii
precedenti din cauza unui aflux de persoane din Siria, tara
dezbinatd de razboi, capacitatea Moldovei de a oferi adapost
persoanelor care au nevoie de protectie este

tot mai recunoscutd la nivel mondial.

First National Health Forum in Moldova

A Comprehensive Review of Policies, Achievements and
Opportunities in the Health Sector of the Republic of Moldova

“The population of the Republic of Moldova
deserves a modern and efficient health system
that is responsive to its needs and | am glad that
the Ministry of Health has gathered all relevant
partners to evaluate progress in health reforms,
but also to identify priorities for the next stage of
reforms,” said the Prime Minister of the Republic
of Moldova, Vladimir Filat during the first National
Health Forum.

The health sector of the Republic of Moldova is going
through a series of complex and challenging reforms in all
areas, which are outlined in the National Health Policy, the
Healthcare System Development Strategy 2008-2017 and
the Roadmap 2012-2014 Accelerating reforms: addressing the
needs of the health area through investment policies.

These include the restructuring and optimization of the
services delivery network, with more autonomy granted

to the primary health care sector and regionalization of
hospital services; strengthening the health financing
mechanisms and ensuring long-term sustainability,

with the introduction of DRG payment mechanisms and
development of an institutional strategy for the National
Health Insurance Company; efforts to improve access to
medicines through price-control policies, enlarging the list
of compensated medicines under the mandatory health
insurance and changing the roles of the National Medicines
Agency; structural and functional reform of the public
health services with revision and adjustment of the national
legislation, regionalization of laboratory network, changing
the focus towards NCD control and broader health
promotion activities.

Most of the initiated reforms require intersectoral
approach and active involvement of actors both within and
outside the health system, including local authorities and
communities. Besides, many reforms are challenging from
the point of view of political sensitivity and population’s
perception. Thus, it is of utmost importance to putin

place broad platforms for discussions and debates on

the on-going and planned changes, with participation

of all stakeholders involved. The Ministry of Health, in
collaboration with WHO and EU Delegation, has decided
to put in place such a platform, in form of the first National
Health Forum on 22-23 November 2012. The Forum is first
in series of annual meetings planned for coming years.

The National Health Forum “Healthy Moldova: Policies,
Achievements and Opportunities” took place in Chisinau
on 22-23 November 2012. The event was organized by

the Ministry of Health with WHO's support and brought
together over 350 representatives of the Parliament, Prime-
minister’s office, the Delegation of European
Union to Moldova, embassies and missions
accredited to the Republic of Moldova,

local public authorities, Ministry of Health
and subordinated institutions, and key
ministries as Labour, Social Protection and

Family, Finance, Education, Interior, Environment, Justice,
Agriculture and Food Industry, National Health Insurance
Company, Medical and Pharmaceutical University,
health care providers of different levels, international
organizations, NGOs and independent

local and external experts.

The main objective of the National Health Forum was to
evaluate the on-going reform processes in major areas

of the health sector and their impact and to identify on a
consensus basis the priority actions to be undertaken in
2013, taking into consideration the long-term perspectives
of sector’s development. The first event of such scale in

the Republic of Moldova is a culmination of earlier policy
dialogues hosted by Ministry of Health and WHO to debate
options for health system reforms. During the Forum the
Health System Review 2012 was launched to provide
outside view on health sector changes in last few years.

In addition the six first policy studies published by WHO
and Ministry of Health with EU financial support covering
various health sector reform needs were distributed.

The National Health Forum addressed a variety of topics
including health system performance; access to health
services and financial protection; health in all policies
and roles of other sectors to contribute to health; the role
of local authorities and communities in improving the
population’s health; primary health care development
and optimization of the hospital sector; addressing both
non-communicable and communicable diseases; access
to quality medicines; challenges related to human
resources for health and managerial capacities;
long-term care and rehabilitation.

On-going policy dialogue on health system reforms is
incorporated in the biennial collaborative agreement
between the Ministry of Health of the Republic of Moldova
and WHO/Europe. The event was also part of the WHO
and European Union global initiative
“Supporting policy dialogue on national
health policies, strategies and plans”. The
forum has identified in a participatory
manner a series of priorities for actions in
2013 and generated commitment of a
broad range of stakeholders.

The visits to several
museums of the Republic of Moldova, field
thematic sessions at the cultural and natural
museum-reserve “Orheiul Vechi” and the Natural

The Regional Thematic UNESCO/ICOM Training
“Place and role of museum-reserves in the system
of preservation and use of cultural heritage” was
successfully conducted on 9-12 November 2012 in
Chisinau in the framework of the above mentioned UNESCO/
IFESCCO project with participation of 30 museum specialists
from Azerbaijan, Armenia, Belarus, Kazakhstan, Kyrgyzstan,
Republic of Moldova, Russian Federation, Tajikistan, Uzbekistan
and Ukraine, as well as a representative from museums of
Transdniestria.

The Regional UNESCO/ICOM training in Moldova was arranged
by the UNESCO Moscow Office in partnership with the National
Museum of Ethnography and Natural History of the Republic of
Moldova and in cooperation with the Ministry of Culture of the
Republic of Moldova, the National Commission of the Republic
of Moldova for UNESCO and the ICOM National Committee

of the Republic of Moldova.

Taking into consideration the complexness of museum-
reserves and their role in cultural tourism development, the
training focused on issues of identification of main directions of
development of museum-reserves, strengthening partnership
between museum-reserves in CIS countries and their potential
role as factors of economic development of regions with
involvement of local communities.

The programme of the trainings was based on the UNESCO/ICOM
Museum Studies Training Package “Running a Museum - 21st
Century”and on the Presentational & Educational Resource Kit
of the UNESCO/IFESCCO Project for CIS Countries on Museum
Management published in 2010. The thematic sessions
comprised a wide range of questions, including (i) Museum-
reserves in the context of economic, cultural and touristic
development of the regions; (i) The role of museum-reserves

in the process of implementation of UNESCO Conventions on
cultural heritage; (iii) Natural heritage - a context for organizing
and functioning of museum-reserves (iv) Management principles
for local museums and protection of heritage; (v) Diversity of the
museum-reserves and their role in the museum network

of CIS countries.

The training also contributed to an overall goal of participating
countries to strengthen the legal provisions in the field of
protection of natural and cultural heritage in the context of
effective implementation of UNESCO Conventions in the field of
culture on national, regional and international levels, in particular,
the Convention for the Safeguarding of Intangible Cultural
Heritage (2003), Convention concerning the Protection of the
World Cultural and Natural Heritage (1972) and Convention on
the Means of Prohibiting and Preventing the lllicit Import, Export

as well as presentations of involved participants
from the CIS countries contributed to general achievements
and gave to all participants the possibility to know some
advanced international practices.

Referring to the new UNESCO programmes on “Global
Partnership for Museums”and “Heritage and Dialogue’, aimed
at involving museums and related institutions as vital partners
in the implementation of cultural policies for sustainable
development, the Regional Thematic UNESCO/ICOM Training
for CIS countries in Moldova has contributed to promoting new
approaches to complex issues in heritage management through
the creation of regional expert group working for promotion of
museum educational capacities, in particular for intercultural
dialogue and social cohesion. The participants exchanged
information and experiences on heritage policies and museum
management and focused on issues that may arise from practices
of protection and promotion of cultural heritage on regional and
national levels in the CIS countries.

Therefore it becomes clear that the cooperation of all interested
parties, including the Governments, local authorities, site
managers and museum-reserves representatives played

an important role in achieving general goals, including
strengthening of the role of museum-reserves as social,
educational and economic actors, raising of capacity of
museum professionals in museum management, highlighting
of educational role of museums to attract new public through
support of educational and informational units in museums,
enhancing of social, economic and educational roles of museums
as vectors for sustainable development and intercultural
dialogue.

The Vth Congress of Moldovan

Diaspora in Chisinau

A unique possibility to set up direct dialogue with the state
authorities and diaspora, to get to know better each other
and organize common activities for the benefit of all

About 80 Moldovan citizens - representatives

of Moldovan Diaspora from all over the world
gathered on October 11-13, 2012 in Chisinau for
the fifth Diaspora Congress, organized by the
Bureau of Interethnic Relations in partnership
with the International Organization for Migration
(IOM), Mission to Moldova.

Being a valuable resource from outside the country,
Moldovan migrants met to enhance the partnership
between the country of origin and its citizens
abroad, thus bringing to a focus the most important
problems of common interest and identifying ways
to support the country with the experience and
knowledge accumulated abroad.

During three days, the Vth Congress of Moldovan
Diaspora served as a platform for discussions
focused on mobilizing the efforts of the Government
to solve Diaspora’s problems, based on its
experience, as well as on involving Diaspora in social,
economic, academic, and political processes going
on in the Republic of Moldova.

The event was organized with the active
participation of the national public authorities,
including the representatives of the institutions
responsible for maintaining links with the Moldovans
abroad and protecting their rights.

During the event, the
participants discussed such
issues as ways to improve

the Diaspora-Diaspora and
Diaspora-homeland relations,
the possibilities to mobilize
the Diaspora associations

for the social-economic
development of the Republic
of Moldova, the opportunities
to get employed and to open
business in the country, to
maintain the links with the
scientific Diaspora, to promote
the economic links with the
Diaspora, and to implement
new projects for migrants,
including for the young people
who left abroad for studies.

The Congress participants worked within the
framework of thematic workshops, organized with
the participation of representatives from the relevant
state institutions. Every thematic round focused on
different topics of common interest.

The second day of the Congress included the
presentation of IOM Moldova programmes designed
for the Diaspora, and namely the results of the Pilot
Programme for Attracting Remittances in Economy
“PARE 1+1"; of the Study on “Mapping Moldovan
Diaspora in Russia and in four European Countries of
Destination”; and the overview of the results obtained
within the Information and Awareness Raising
Campaign for Moldovan Migrants in Italy “Nobody is
Alone on this Earth”.

The Congress also hosted a workshop for Moldovan
scientific Diaspora entitled “Highly skilled migrants
and development of the research and innovation
sector in the Republic of Moldova: the need for a
strategic vision,” which took place in the premises of
the Moldova Academy of Science.

The event ended with a plenary session during which
the draft Resolution covering the drawn conclusions
and subsequent actions to be undertaken with the
involvement and commitment of all the Congress
participants was adopted.

World AIDS Day on December 1st brings
together people from around the world

to raise awareness about HIV/AIDS and
demonstrates international solidarity
towards the pandemic. The day is an
opportunity for public and private partners
to spread awareness about the status

of the pandemic and encourage progress

in HIV/AIDS prevention, treatment and care.

Many informative and awareness activities were
organised in the Republic of Moldova. During
the “Red Ribbon Award 2012" ceremony, on
November 29th in Chisinau, 26 people who were
actively involved in the fight against HIV/AIDS
in 2012, were awarded. Also, two special prizes
“A Life Time Award” were given - one to Maria
Turcan from AO “Miloserdie” and another post-
mortem to Valeria Dmitrienco, chief of the AIDS
Centre laboratory. Remember that red ribbon is
the global symbol of solidarity with HIV positive
people.

This year, many singers, actors, and
representatives from the private sector were
actively involved in the campaign. A photo
exhibition consisting of 30 portraits black/
white of famous personalities from Moldova
including Dumitru Crudu, Pavel Braila, Mihai
Fusu, Tania Cerga, was launched featuring non-
discriminatory messages.

The surprise of the event was a new song
performed by Dara and Carla’s Dreams
“Choosing to live” with video projection, which
touched people’s hearts and brought some to
tears. The song is very touching, about love, pain,
fighting, indifference and survival. The words of
the song and the video have struck a chord with
the public not only here but also in Moscow,
where Dara, a singer who is also a Red Ribbon
Ambassador, represented Moldova
in a concert held on November 30th
where the “Red Ribbon” Awards
were given.

On December 1st in MallDova
Shopping Centre, more than 250
people had the chance to make

a free and anonymous HIV rapid
test from their saliva, and to get
information about HIV and the ways

itis transmitted. An exhibition of handicrafts
was also organized. The funds raised from this
exhibition will be donated for renovating the
hospital ward of HIV-positive children in Balti.
Winners of the national contest “One minute
about HIV/AIDS” were awarded.

Several commercial entities, such as MallDova
Shopping Centre, pharmacy network Felicia,
Clinic “Sancos’, Medpark International Hospital,
taxi services, mini buses etc. agreed to put
informative stickers on their windows and
employees wore red ribbon in solidarity

with HIV positive people.

Events were organized by UNAIDS Moldova,
World Health Organization, PAS Centre,

Soros Moldova Foundation and Association
Positive Initiative, in partnership with Medpark
International Hospital, MallDova Shopping
Centre, Youbeesc Company and StudioZ.

According to statistics, as of November 1, 2012,
there were 7,720 HIV positive persons registered
in Moldova, while the estimated number of
people with HIV in Moldova reached 15,000.

In 2011, there were some 34.2 million people
with HIV worldwide.

“Child Friendly School” Initiative

The Results of Children Who Study in Child Friendly
Schools Improved by 16%, UNICEF Report Shows

UNICEF and the Ministry of Education have launched
recently the Report Evaluation of the Initiative “Child
Friendly School” (CFS), implemented in Moldova
from 2007 to 2011. The launch took place at the
school in Molesti village, laloveni district, one of the
4 schools which implemented the initiative CFS in
the Republic of Moldova.

Deputy Minister of Education, Tatiana Poting, mentioned
that a significant part of ministry’s activities were
performed under the slogan “Child Friendly School"

Alexandra Yuster, UNICEF Representative in Moldova,
said that friendly schools make a real change in children’s
lives and in the education system. “UNICEF believes that
CFSinitiative could be an important component in the
transition process of schools in Moldova and that all
schools should be child-friendly.”

The Evaluation Report of the Child Friendly School
Initiative was elaborated during the school year 2010-
2011 by independent consultants. Authors of the study
compared the situation between the 4 schools that were
part of the project and another 4 ordinary schools.

The report notes that children from the CFS, also named as
experimental schools, improved their results at school by
16%. This is due to the fact that, during the 4 experimental
years (2007-2011), children studied according to a
curriculum adjusted as per their needs. Also, teachers
were engaged in training courses on child cantered
education and learnt how to help children study easier. At

the same time, the
4 schools selected
for the project

— from Molesti,
Crocmaz, Valcinet
and Sofrincani

- were repaired
and provided with
heating systems
and sanitary blocks,
thus, the number
of viruses among
children decreased
and they could go to school systematically.

The changes are visible also in children behaviour - they
are more self-confident, caring and attentive towards their
peers, due to group exercises.

The costs of the initiative was more than 7 million MDL,
most of which was invested in the infrastructure. Training
courses and curriculum were estimated at around 90.000
MDL per school. Together with the financial support from
the external donors, local authorities and the community
had a significant contribution in the whole process.

The Evaluation Report of the Child Friendly School
Initiative was elaborated as per MoEd and UNICEF
suggestion by an independent consultant from Romania
and the Resource Centre for Human Rights - CReDO NGO
from Moldova. Data was collected in November 2011.

Children With and Without Disabilities from Calarasi Produced

Films About Their Lives

Expressing Thoughts and Opinions Through Film

From 17 to 21 September 2012, a group of 22 children from
the villages of Calarasi district learned how to express their
thoughts and opinions through film. The majority of children
are with special needs - they have physical disabilities,
speech disorders or cerebral palsy.

Children are beneficiaries of the Support Centre for Children and
Youth with Disabilities“Dorinta”from Calarasi. Some of them study in
the local primary school, others have no access to education because
schools are not equipped with ramps or they have no transportation.
During the workshop children learned how

without disabilities, so that they can interact and learn from each
other. Only in this way can we achieve inclusion. We want all children
tofeel as free to express what they think and produce interesting films,
“ said Alexandra Yuster, UNICEF Representative in Moldova.

One Minute Junior Workshop in Moldova reached this year’s 4th
edition and is dedicated to inclusion of children with disabilities.

The
films produced by children were well received in Moldova and abroad.
The film “Amen,” produced by one of the detainees in Lipcani was
nominated in the Top 5 movies at the international competition
OneMinute Junior.

UN Women Civil Society Advisory Group on Gender Equality
and Women'’s Empowerment Established in Moldova

The first meeting of the newly established Civil Society Advisory Group (CSAG) was held on December
5,2012. Members representing the civil society networks and women’s groups as well as gender advocates
came together to launch the platform for strengthening dialogue and cooperation of UN Women in

Moldova with civil society organizations.

UNWomen Strategic Plan provides foundation for UNWomen tofurther
strengthen dialogue and cooperation with civil society organizations
(CSOs) atglobal and local levels, including by establishing a civil society
advisory groups at the global, national and regional levels.

In Moldova UN Women has a strong and vibrant relationship with civil
society organizations across the country through its various programme
interventions. Recognizing the vital role that civil society organizations, in
particularwomen’s organizations, play in promoting women's rights, gender
equality and the empowerment of women the UN Women launched the
idea of establishing Civil Society Advisory Group in Moldova to create a space
for continued dialogue and to continue the existing practice of effective
consultation with civil society organizations to ensure their meaningful
contribution to the work of the new entity.

The process of selection of 11 members of the CSAGwas highly transparent
and participatory. Thus, six members were nominated by the largest and
most representative civil society networks — National Participation Council
and the Council of NGOs. The other 5 members were selected by UN
Women through an open competition announced in national, regional
and local newspapers and electronic media. The members of the CSAG
have a strong combined expertise and wealth of practical experience with
policy development, women'’s rights advocacy, gender equality legislation
drafting, capacity development in such areas as economic empowerment,

elimination of violence against women, political participation etc.

During thefirst meeting, the CSAG members were introduced to the UNWomen
mandate, goals and objectives, its governance, core principles, opportunities for
partnersas well as the challenges, the entity faces. Also, the members discussed
the currentand planned UN Women programmes and initiatives and the view
of CSAG members and their respective networks on them.

A significant part of the meeting discussion was devoted to the roles,
responsibilities and obligations of the CSAG members. The members took their
membersrole responsibly and came up with a set of concrete recommendations
for ensuring effective CSAG work in future. Also, a number of proposals for
increased visibility and outreach of UN Women and its CSAG were made,
including usage of social nets, e-platforms, etc.

Another important discussion, which took place during the meeting, was
on the Post-2015 development framework. The CSAG member appreciated
the open and inclusive consultative process launched by the UN System at
global and country levels. They underlined the importance of the UN Women
efforts in ensuring that gender equality advocates, experts and practitioners
of Moldova receive opportunity to influence the development framework
from the earliest stages of the process and provide a set of recommendations
on gender equality and women'’s rights. It was agreed to arrange next CSAG
meeting in January 2013.

The understanding and preservation of natural
and cultural heritage is not only a task for
experts but the daily contribution of the general
public who visit and have an effect on World
Heritage sites. To celebrate the 40th anniversary
of the World Heritage Convention, UNESCO and
DeAgostini Libri will present a first-time atlas
- featuring all World Heritage sites, including those
inscribed in 2012. This atlas will present colour
maps for each region of the world; beautiful fold-out maps with
enlarged areas featuring detailed information and colour images
of the sites located in them; and an index of site names and
descriptions.
