Statement by Kaarina Immonen, UN Resident Coordinator

in the Republic of Moldova

Two major recent events in the
Republic of Moldova - Europe
Day and the Family Festival

- brought together the country’s
leadership, citizens - children
and adults, civil society
organizations, representatives
of diplomatic missions in
Chisinau and development
partners.

These events — which took place
on May 7 and 10 in Chisinau and
on May 14 in Balti - were an opportunity for the UN family in Moldova
to publicly convey its messages about the European values and the
importance of the family, combining them with information and
awareness activities, cultural exchanges and promotion of national
customs and cuisine. The highlight of this year’s Family Festival was
the partnership with the Romanian celebrity Andreea Marin-Banica
who promoted the messages of the campaign during various events
organized on the occasion of the International Day of Family. The
festivities, organized with UN support, highlighted the importance of
the family as the fundamental unit of society, and the rich diversity of
types and kinds of family in the Republic of Moldova. These events also
promoted the diverse cultures of Europe and the highest European
values of tolerance, diversity and non-discrimination.

The public agenda also included an important event for Moldova's
development — general local elections on June 5. Along with the
support we provided for the organization of free and fair elections, the
Parliament and the UN joined efforts to train women running for local
elections. This initiative aimed at increasing women’s participation and
representation in taking decisions at the local level as part of Moldova's
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commitment to meet one of the Millennium Development Goals
by 2015 - ensure gender equality and empower women.

May also saw Moldova reviewed by the UN Committee on Economic,
Social and Cultural Rights, a valuable opportunity for the government
and civil society to discuss with this international expert the ongoing
actions to promote the full implementation of international human
rights law in the Republic of Moldova. Thematic areas addressed during
the review included measures to combat discrimination on all grounds,
strengthen Roma inclusion, combat stigma against persons living with
HIV/AIDS, and improve actions to combat violence against women,
children and older persons. The review concluded with a series of
recommendations by the Committee, which will provide guidance

to the UN’s development work in the Republic of Moldova

in the coming months and years.

The roadmap until 2015 also includes preparations undertaken by
environment institutions in Moldova for the forthcoming international
conference in Chisinau at the end of June, dedicated to the Aarhus
Convention. The Convention sets forward the obligations of parties
related to access to information, justice and public participation in
matters related to the environment. The Aarhus Convention meeting
is particularly relevant in the context of the Millennium Development
Goals. In keeping with this meeting’s focus on access to justice in
matters related to the environment, among other activities in the
framework of the Aarhus meeting, a side event is being organised on
civic activism and combating human rights abuse in matters related
to the environment, with participants from around the region.

The perspective of UN's cooperation with the Government of the
Republic of Moldova for the next 5 years, which also includes the year
of 2015, will be laid down in the new UN Development Assistance
Framework (UNDAF) in Moldova, which we are discussing now

with our partners.

A Real Democratic Exercise

A UN - Parliament Initiative Trained Women Candidates

in Local Elections

The Parliament of the Republic of Moldova
and the United Nations in Moldova on

May 18, 2011 launched a joint initiative to
support women candidates in local elections
onJune 5,2011. More than 180 women

from parliamentary and non-parliamentary
parties, running for the mayors’ office, district
and local councils were trained in planning
and using the countdown electoral calendar,
efficient communication with voters and
development of campaigning messages.

The initiative aimed to contribute to Moldova'’s
overall goal to increase the share of women'’s
representation in decision-making process

at local level.

One-day workshops were organized throughout
the country from May 19-27, specifically in
Telenesti, Briceni, Ungheni, laloveni, Hincesti,
Criuleni, Cantemir, Causeni, and Cimislia, to
facilitate access of women candidates to the
training and on-the-spot advice and assistance
granted by experts up until election day.

Liliana Palihovici, deputy speaker of the Parliament
of Moldova, thanked the United Nations in
Moldova for promoting and supporting women
candidates in the electoral campaign. “All

good initiatives aimed at increasing women'’s
participation in political life is a real democratic
exercise for Moldovan society,” Ms. Palihovici said.
The proposed initiative to amend the Electoral
Code by including a 30 percent quota for women
representation on electoral lists and the support
of women'’s involvement are a few examples to
reduce their under-representation at a local and
national level in public administration.

The Republic of Moldova committed itself to
promote women in leadership positions under the
Millennium Development Goal 3 “Promote Gender
Equality an Empower Women” by increasing the
representation of women to 40 percent in local
councils, 25 percent in district councils, 25 percent
of mayors, and 30 percent in the Parliament by
2015. Currently there are only 21 women out of
101 parliament members and only one woman

Minister. This under-representation at national
level is also mirrored at the regional and local
levels: 26.5 percent in village councils, 13.2 percent
in district councils, 18 percent of mayors in 2007.

“This year's local elections are the last opportunity
to meet the local and district level targets for
women'’s representation in public life in Moldova
by 2015, the agreed MDG deadline,” said

Kaarina Immonen, the UN Resident Coordinator
in Moldova, who welcomed the first joint
Parliament-United Nations initiative to support
women running for local elections. “We hope
this initiative will serve as a platform for women
to successfully complete the election campaign
and succeed to be elected to local mayors, and
councilors positions,” Kaarina Immonen added.

The workshops were organized with the support
of the UNDP project “Support to Parliament
Development in the Republic of Moldova” funded
by the Governments of Denmark and Sweden.

vulnerable children. The event was organized by UNICEF Moldova
in partnership with the Moldovan Parliament, the Oak Foundation
and the Youth Media Centre.

Authors of the photos are children aged 10 to 19 years, who come from
different regions of the country and have vulnerable backgrounds

- growing up in institutions, in families with special needs, having only
one parent or both parents working abroad. The children aimed to
capture the images of everyday life of their peers, especially the most
disadvantaged ones, thus expressing their right to participation and
equal opportunities for all.

“Itis very important that all children enjoy equal rights not only today,
when we celebrate Children’s Day, but every day. Children have the

right to express opinions and be heard by the adults - parents, teachers,
policy makers, community. Listening to what children have to say

we understand, in fact, that they simply want a better society for us

all. A society in which all children, including those who are poor and
marginalized, those who are disabled or belong to a different ethnic
group, to live in a family, enjoy an education free from violence, go to
school and are treated with dignity and respect,’ said Alexandra Yuster,
UNICEF Representative in Moldova, at the inauguration of the exhibition.

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The Republic of Moldova Will Produce
Energy from Domestic Sources

Many Important Benefits for Rural Communities

The Republic of Moldova will significantly increase
the use of renewable energy sources in the next
four years. More than 130 kindergartens, schools,
medical centres, and other public institutions

in rural communities, and over 500 private
households will be heated with energy from
locally produced biomass, especially waste straw.

These are some of the key objectives of the European
Union- funded Moldova Energy and Biomass Project
(14 MEUR provided by the EU), launched by the
United Nations Development Programme (UNDP) in
cooperation with the Government of Moldova.

Funded by the European Union, the project
constitutes currently the most ambitious initiative in
the area of renewable energy promotion in Moldova,
aiming to increase energy security, set up functional
markets for biomass technologies and fuel, and create
new jobs and income at the local and regional level.

»Moldova is highly dependent on energetic resources
imported from abroad and finding alternative energy
sources is a priority for the country. As Moldova is

a relatively agrarian country, biomass is the most
suitable energy source. The Government has set its
objective to reform the energy sector by increasing
energy security, diversifying energy sources and
attracting investment in this sector. The Moldova
Energy Strategy envisages that by 2020, 20% of
produced energy will come from renewable sources,’
said llarion Popa, Deputy Economy Minister.

Over 95% of Moldova energy needs, mostly fossil
fuels and electricity, are covered by imports. At the
same time, the country has a large potential for

the production of energy from renewable sources,
which at present is not explored. Recent studies
have shown that one of the most reliable and easily
accessible alternative energy sources is straw and
other agricultural wastes. The Republic of Moldova
produces on average 700,000 tones of straw per year
which can generate around 700 million KWh.

“Renewable energy plays a crucial role in reducing
greenhouse gas emissions and other forms of
pollution, diversifying and improving the security

of energy supply and maintaining clean-energy
technology industry. The EU has agreed to achieve

a 20 % share of renewable for the entire EU by 2020.
This European framework should help everyone
move to a more sustainable energy supply,” said Dirk
Schuebel, Head of the EU Delegation to Moldova.
“The Moldovan government has a clear intention

to diversify energy sources as already stipulated by
several policy documents, however, implementation

of these targets is a real challenge. Therefore the EU
and other donors are ready to provide assistance in
order to achieve the declared policy objectives. One
of these projects is the current Energy and Biomass
Project, which aims to increase the use of renewable
energy technology which will primarily focus on
improving heating comfort levels in rural public
sector buildings including schools and community
centres by using readily available waste straw
supplied from local agricultural enterprises,”

Mr. Schuebel said.

The Moldova Energy and Biomass Project will support
authorities to diversify the energy sources which

will contribute to a more secure and sustainable
energy supply system in more than 130 selected rural
communities, with a high potential for replication
and upscaling. Many public buildings and private
households in rural areas will have increased heat
comfort while saving money on energy consumption.
Agricultural producers and biomass technology
providers will benefit from new

business opportunities.

.This project will work in all regions of Moldova

and will yield many important benefits for rural
communities. Local energy security and heat
comfort for many schools, kindergartens, hospitals,
community centers, social centres will be increased.
At the same time, the project will help create
sustainable value added chains at the local level
through commercializing the fuel straw and creating
new green jobs, and as such contributing to poverty
reduction and income generation in rural areas.
UNDP finds this initiative to be an important step

in promoting renewable energy in Moldova, with

a significant potential for further replication,” said
Kaarina Immonen, the UNDP Resident
Representative.

Energy produced from
biomass has multiple
benefits. It reduces
the dependency on
imports, increases
the country’s energy
security, it is affordable,
stimulates the local
economy and rural
development, and
creates opportunities
for the development
of new businesses
and employment. In
addition, the energy
produced from
renewable sources

is environmentally
friendly, reducing
significantly green
house gas emissions
and pollution.

The 4-year Energy

and Biomass Project

is expected to be
implemented from
2011-2014, with a total
budget of 14.56 million
Euro, provided by the
European Union

(14 million Euro)

and co-funded by
UNDP Moldova
(560,000 Euro).

The Freedom to Choose
From Rock Painting to the World Wide Web

On May 3, 2011 the National Museum of
Ethnography and Natural History in Chisinau
accommodated the debates on press

freedom and the freedom of expression. The
discussion was held within the framework of
an international media forum called: “The
Freedom to Choose: From Rock Painting to the
World Wide Web” which was timed to coincide
with the twentieth anniversary of the Windhoek
Declaration and the World Press Freedom Day
dedicated to the 21st Century Media.

The Media Forum was supported by the UNESCO
Moscow Office and the National Commission for
UNESCO of the Republic of Moldova. Representatives
of nongovernmental journalist organizations and
mass-media, journalists, photographers and bloggers
from Moldova, Russia, Romania, Belgium and USA
came together to discuss the contemporary trends in
the mass media and the role of new technologies in
the modern media ambience.

The opening ceremony began with a minute of silence
to commemorate journalists who have lost their lives
in the line of duty.

The next item on the Media Forum agenda was

the announcement of results of the Photography
Competition “The Moment of Choice: Moldova.

Social Portrayal” More than 200 photographs were
submitted to the all.moldova portal in the past three
months since the competition was launched. The
most popular photos were selected by open online
voting; the 30 best pictures were displayed at the
exhibition. The language of photography is a universal
communication media understood by everyone.

The social orientation of the contest determined its
success. Visitors had an opportunity to get acquainted
with the multi-faceted image of the present-day
Moldova: youth and maturity, joy and sorrow,
everyday life and holidays - as seen through the eyes
of professional and amateur photographers. The First
Prize was awarded to Adrian Musteata, a professional
surgeon and amateur photographer.

The major objective of the Media Forum was to
establish constructive dialogue aimed at promoting
consolidation within Moldova’s mass-media
community, which is currently disintegrated. The
journalists invited to the debate publish in Russian and
Romanian and represent different political opinions.
The discussion was very tough because being held on
the Press Freedom Day it went beyond the advanced
communication means and multimedia technologies.

According to the Windhoek
Declaration “Consistent with article
19 of the Universal Declaration of
Human Rights, the establishment,
maintenance and fostering of

an independent, pluralistic and
free press is essential to the
development and maintenance

of democracy in a nation, and for
economic development."The Media
Forum questioned the feasibility

of independence of the media on
national and global scale when print
and electronic editions, TV channels and broadcasting
stations depend on funding from economic and
political circles. Currently, there are more than a dozen
of NGOs which support independent journalism and
are registered in Moldova, and, according to one of the
participants “Moldova journalism has one emphatic
achievement - it supports pluralism of opinions”.

From the independence of the media, the discussion
moved to the issues of objectivity and professional
journalist ethics, trust to blogosphere sources,
intellectual property rights and plagiarism. Serious
attention was paid to the profitability of online mass-
media and the patterns of transfer of traditional media
to the Internet. Special presentations were devoted

to psychological effects of participation in social
networks and communication in the

virtual environment.

The plenary session was concluded by the
deliberations on the interaction between culture

and multimedia technologies, the opportunities of
collaboration between culture and mass media based
on active engagement of the most recent multimedia
technologies, as well as the quality of multimedia
content and mass media. In the context of envisaged
integration of the Republic of Moldova in the EU the
concept of multiculturalism acquires new meaning,
so does the preservation of the mixture of Moldova,
Romanian, Gagauz, Russian, Ukrainian, Bulgarian and
Jewish musical, cultural, artistic and gastronomic
traditions in the multinational country.

A parallel session “Photography World: Author’s

Sight and Position” was the floor for the exchange of
opinions on the role of promptness in photojournalism
and documentary journalism, on the consequences

of the presence effect, and on ethical aspects of
photojournalism and live commentaries

in emergency situations.

The Media Forum
participants adopted
a final resolution
which emphasized
the role of up-to-date
technologies for

the dissemination

of information and
development of mass
media, as well as the
role of mass media for
building a democratic
society and the need
for consolidation

of the journalist
community of the
Republic of Moldova.
The participants
proposed to organize
a similar discussion
forum on a regular
basis - once a year. In
addition, the MediArt
Dialogue, organizer
of the Media Forum,
was recommended

to develop a draft
project and approach
the Ministry of Culture
of the Republic of
Moldova and the
Chisinau Town Council
with a proposal to set
up a National Museum
of Photography.

International AIDS Candlelight Memorial Day

The International AIDS Candlelight Memorial, is
one of the world’s largest grassroots movements
against HIV and AIDS, spreading hope and uniting
communities. Started in 1983, the Candlelight
Memorial takes place every third Sunday in May
(this year on May 15) and is led by a coalition

of some 1,200 community organizationsin 115
countries hosting local memorials to honour the
lives lost and raise social consciousness about HIV.

The Candlelight is also much more than just a
memorial. It provides opportunities for leadership
development, policy advocacy, partnerships, and
improvement of community mobilization skills.
With 35.7 million people living with HIV today, the
Candlelight continues to serve as an important
intervention for global solidarity, breaking down
barriers, and giving hope to new generations. In
addition to commemorating the lives of those lost
and affected by AIDS, the Candlelight Memorial
program serves as a community mobilization
campaign beginning in December and ending with
the international memorial day in May.

This year, to mark the International Candlelight
Memorial Day in Moldova, UNAIDS Moldova and
World AIDS Campaign (WAC), in collaboration with
AIDS Foundation East-West (AFEW) and project
Dance4Life, New Life, League of people living with
HIV/AIDS in Moldova, Ministry of Education, Ministry
of Health, Health Department of Chisinau Mayor,
planned and organized a running marathon on the
central street Stefan cel Mare with the slogan: ,Many
Lights for Human Rights!” with the participation of
students from Universities and the 12 first finalists

(6 boys and 6 girls) received diplomas and awards.

The purpose of this marathon was to inform students
regarding HIV infection and transmission routes; to
adopt and promote a healthy lifestyle among peers
and to form tolerant and non-discriminatory attitudes
towards people living with or affected by HIV / AIDS.
In the Cathedral Square there were official speeches
where Dorin Chirtoaca, Andreea

people, to ensure Universal Access to HIV prevention,
treatment, care and support, increase solidarity and
promote involvement.

Currently, HIV is a global public health problem.
According to UNAIDS, there are 35.7 million HIV
infected people in the world, including 2.1 million
children. From the beginning of the epidemic 25
million people have died, 3 million new cases are
registered yearly, 60,000 - monthly and 7,000 - daily.
HIV represents a threat for men as well as for women
and children all over the world.

According to the WHO criteria, the epidemic
situation of HIV/AIDS in Moldova is considered to be
concentrated. From 1987-2010, 6,404 HIV cumulative
cases were registered, including 2,041 - on the
Eastern Bank of the river Nistru. For the first 4 months
of 2011, there were 265 newly registered cases
(compared to 234 cases for the same period in 2010),
including 87 cases on the Eastern Bank of river Nistru.
HIV infection affects young people of reproductive
age, able to work (age groups: 15-39 years — 79%, 20-
24 years — 17.4% and 25-29 years

The overall objective of the event

Third Survey on Monitoring the Paris Declaration
Measures Trends in Development Cooperation
and Aid Effectiveness

Endorsed in 2005, the Paris Declaration on Aid
Effectiveness lays out some of the key guiding
principles for development cooperation, encouraging
national ownership, alignment of donors behind

the national development priorities and better
harmonization among development partners, and
calling upon donors and partners to base their
support on mutual accountability for

development results.

The Paris Declaration Survey periodically monitors
progress on the document’s 12 indicators, providing
a scorecard on progress for the fourth High-Level
Forum on Aid Effectiveness in Busan in November
2011, which will chart future directions for more
effective development aid and contribute towards a
new international aid architecture as follow-up to the
Paris process.

With a total of USD 448 million reported for 2010,

of which USD 389 million through agreements
signed with the Government, Official Development
Assistance (ODA) to Moldova more than tripled

since 2005 and doubled since 2007, the two years
previously measured by the survey. Since 2005,
technical assistance only slightly increased from

USD 86 million to USD 91 million, illustrating that
the growth in ODA is largely due to macro-economic
support. This was accompanied by an increase in
useage of national public financial management
systems from 25 percent of ODA in 2005 to 67
percent in 2010 and public procurements systems
from 25 percent to 71 percent in the same period. The
coordination of development cooperation improved,
with 71 percent of technical assistance coordinated,
compared to 26 percent in 2005 and 37 percent of
donor missions conducted jointly, compared

to 20 percent in 2005.

Joint Partnership Council established

In order to improve the efficiency, effectiveness and
sustainability of development cooperation with
Moldova, a Joint Partnership Council was established
to ensure engagement of external development
partners, civil society and the private sector in
ensuring aid effectiveness.

Meeting regularly on a biannual basis, the council

is co-chaired by the Prime Minister and, based on
principle of rotation every semester, a representative
of foreign development partners. Members invited
by the State Chancellery include representatives of
foreign development partners, four members of the
National Participation Council, two private sector
representatives, and other members of government,
civil society, private sector, trade unions and
employers organizations.

Evaluation of the United Nations Development
Assistance Framework (UNDAF) draws lessons
for the future

In March 2011, an international team of evaluators
visited Moldova to meet with over 200 partners
from government, civil society, private sector and
international community in view of assessing the
United Nations'technical cooperation within its
ongoing development assistance framework
2007-2012 and guiding the development of the
new programme framework for 2013-2017.

The evaluation report encourages the UN agencies
and programmes to continue their successful work in
the country, while increasingly unifying UN operations
through streamlined and strengthened inter-agency
coordination, enhanced joint programming, and a
proactive UN country team. To ensure sustainability,
the report recommends building future cooperation
on increased government ownership, better linkages
to national systems, and closer partnership with civil
society, while making strategic adjustments

in anticipation of Moldova’s accelerated

European integration.

privind Eficacitatea Asistentei din noiembrie 2011.
Forumul va oferi un plan de actiuni in viitor, pentru
un ajutor mai eficient in domeniul dezvoltarii

si va contribui la o noua arhitectura a asistentei
internationale ca urmare a procesului

de la Paris.

Cu un total de 448 milioane de dolari SUA raportat
pentru 2010, dintre care 389 milioane dolari

SUA sunt oferiti prin intermediul unor acorduri
semnate cu Guvernul, Asistenta Oficiala pentru
Dezvoltare (AOD) pentru Republica Moldova s-a
triplat din 2005 si s-a dublat din 2007, cei doi ani
precedenti examinati in cadrul studiului.

Tn martie 2011, o echipa internationald de
evaluatori a vizitat Republica Moldova pentru a

se intalni cu peste 200 de parteneri din Guvern,
societatea civila, sectorul privat si comunitatea
internationala in vederea evaluarii cooperarii
tehnice a Organizatiei Natiunilor Unite in contextul
Cadrului sau de Asistenta pentru Dezvoltare
2007-2012, in curs de desfasurare, si ghidare
pentru dezvoltarea cadrului unui nou program

Raportul de evaluare incurajeaza Agentiile si

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Dynamic Activities Implemented
for Protection of Refugees

New Representative of UN High Commissioner

for Refugees in Moldova

Peter Kessler commenced his
duties as Representative of UN
High Commissioner for Refugees
in the Republic of Moldova in
December 2010. A national of
the United States, Mr. Kessler has
worked throughout Africa, the
Balkans, Pakistan, East Timor,
Jordan and Afghanistan.

Prior to arriving in the Republic of
Moldova, Mr. Kessler led the camp
management cluster helping to direct the international
community’s response to the devastating floods in

Pakistan and oversaw UNHCR's external relations in the
United Kingdom. He holds a Master of Arts in Law and
Diplomacy from the Fletcher School at Tufts University, USA
and a Dipléme d'Etudes Supérieur from the Institute of
International Studies at the University of Geneva.

Peter Kessler has briefed government ministers,
ambassadors and key NGOs on the agency’s goals in
Moldova and has met refugees and asylum seekers,
including also residents of the Temporary Accommodation
Centre.

UNHCR is working closely with the Government particularly
over the coming months as Moldova joins the international
community in commemorating the 60th anniversary of the
Refugee Convention and the 50th anniversary of the 1961
Convention of the Reduction of Statelessness.

Key changes in the way UNHCR works with its beneficiaries
have already been initiated. Earlier this year Moldova

was the first country in Europe where the UN High
Commissioner for Refugees (UNHCR) has provided debit
cards to streamline the distribution of its monthly financial
support via Automated Teller Machines (ATMs).

The new card scheme launched by UNHCR, in cooperation
with BCR Chisinau S.A., enables needy refugees, asylum
seekers and beneficiaries of humanitarian protection to
receive convenient debit cards which they can use to
withdraw the monthly support.

“UNHCR is very pleased to launch this initiative in
Moldova as it enables people to withdraw funds at nearby
bankomats at their convenience rather than having to
commute to a central distribution point to collect the
allowance," said Peter Kessler.

UNHCR is also working to help the government implement
its responsibilities in regard to the integration of refugees.
By the end of this year, up to 10 refugee families are
expected to occupy flats being renovated under the
framework of the Local Integration Project for Refugees in

Belarus, Moldova and Ukraine initiative
funded by the European Union with
the co-financing and implementation
by the United Nations High
Commissioner for Refugees (UNHCR).
Under the housing component of the
LIP initiative, flats will be constructed
in several dilapidated buildings in the
Mereni village(Anenii Noi) and Rezeni
(laloveni).

An important element of LIP’s housing
component lies in the fact that refugees will be able to
integrate in these communities, which are also home to
a number of businesses, and due to their small size will
also permit refugee children to easily integrate into local
kindergartens and schools.

In a separate initiative, the UNHCR is working closely with
the Border Guards Service and the Police to include training
on refugee and asylum for new officers studying at the
academies. In April, UNHCR handed over a 4WD vehicle,
computers and other equipment valued at more than
500,000 MDL to Border Guard Service under the EU-funded
Regional Protection Programme, to further improve the
performance of Border Guards in respect to the protection
of refugees.

The equipment will be used by the personnel of the Border
Guard Service at Chisinau Airport, Leuseni, Palanca, Criva,
Sculeni and Giurgiulesti International Border Crossing
Points to better meet their obligations under the 1951
Refugee Convention and in accordance with the national
asylum legislation.

Under the EU-funded Regional Protection Programme,
UNHCR is also renovating interview/temporary reception
rooms at Chisinau Airport, Leuseni, Palanca, Criva, Sculeni
and Giurgiulesti International Border Crossing Points for
use by asylum seekers prior to their transfer to the Bureau
for Migration and Asylum’s (Mol) shelter, known as the
Temporary Accommodation Centre.

In April, UNHCR organized a study visit in Poland for the
representatives of state border/migration authorities and
civil society from the Republic of Moldova to help the
government develop and implement mechanisms that
ensure protection-sensitive entry systems and refugee
protection within mixed migration, and especially in the
areas of non-refoulement and reception of asylum seekers.
The visiting team included 12 representatives from the
Border Guard Service, Bureau for Migration and Asylum
under the Ministry of Interior, Law Centre of Advocates
NGO and UNHCR http://www.britishcouncil.org/ro/
romania-exams-tests-your-english-with-ielts-how-can-i-
register-link.htm.

Detine grad de Magistru in Diplomatie si Legislatie, obtinut
de la Scoala Fletcher de la Universitatea Tufts din Statele Unite
ale Americii, si Diploma de Studii Superioare de la Institutul de
Studii Internationale de la Universitatea din Geneva.

Peter Kessler a avut scurte intrevederi de informare cu

pe obiectivele Agentiei ONU pentru Refugiati in Republica
Moldova, si s-a intalnit cu refugiati si solicitanti de azil, inclusiv
persoane de la Centrul de Cazare Temporara.

ICNUR colaboreaza activ cu Guvernul Republicii Moldova

in ultimele luni, deoarece Republica Moldova se alatura
comunitatii internationale la comemorarea celor 60 de ani de
la semnarea Conventiei privind Refugiatii si a 50-a aniversare a
Conventiei din 1961 de Reducere a Cazurilor de Apatridie.

Au fost deja efectuate modificari-cheie in modul de
interactionare a ICNUR cu beneficiarii sdi. La inceputul acestui
an, Republica Moldova a fost prima tara din Europa in care
Inaltul Comisariat al ONU pentru Refugiati a furnizat carduri
de debit pentru a simplifica distributia sprijinului financiar
lunar, prin intermediul aparatelor bancare (ATM-uri).

Noul sistem bazat pe cardurile de debit, realizat de ICNUR in
colaborare cu BCR Chisinau S.A., permite refugiatilor nevoiasi,
solicitantilor de azil si beneficiarilor de protectie umanitara
obtinerea acestor carduri in conditii avantajoase, pe care le
pot folosi pentru a retrage banii oferiti ca sprijin lunar.

ICNUR ajutd Guvernul
moldovean in problema punerii
in aplicare a responsabilitatilor
sale in ceea ce priveste
integrarea refugiatilor.

sfarsitul acestui an, aproape 10 familii de refugiati vor primi
apartamente renovate in cadrul Proiectului de Integrare
Locala pentru Refugiatii din Belarus, Moldova si Ucraina,
initiativa finantatd de Uniunea Europeand, co-finantata si
realizata de ctre Inaltul Comisariat al Natiunilor Unite pentru
Refugiati. In cadrul componentei de locuinte a Proiectului de
Integrare Locald, apartamentele vor fi construite in cateva
case in ruina din satul Mereni (Anenii Noi) si Rezeni (laloveni).

Un element important al componentei de locuinte consta

in faptul cd refugiatii vor avea posibilitatea sa se integreze

in aceste comunitati, care sunt si locul in care mai multe
intreprinderi isi au resedinta si, datorita dimensiunilor mici ale
comunitatii, vor permite copiilor refugiati sa se integreze usor
in gradinitele si scolile din regiune.

Intr-o initiativa separata, ICNUR lucreaza indeaproape cu
Serviciul Graniceri si cu politia, pentru realizarea unui training
privind drepturile de azil ale refugiatilor pentru noii ofiteri

ai academiilor. In aprilie, ICNUR a donat Serviciului Gréniceri
un vehicul 4WD, computere si alte echipamente evaluate la
mai mult de 500 000 lei moldovenesti, in cadrul Programului
de Protectie Regionald finantat de UE, pentru a imbunétati

in continuare performantele granicerilor in ceea ce priveste
protectia refugiatilor.

Echipamentele vor fi utilizate de catre personalul Serviciului
Graniceri din cadrul Aeroportului International Chisindu, al
punctelor de trecere a frontierei internationale de la Leuseni,
Palanca, Criva, Sculeni si Giurgiulesti pentru a respecta
obligatiile care le revin in temeiul Conventiei din 1951

si in conformitate cu legislatia nationald de azil.

In cadrul Programului de Protectie Regionalg, finantat de UE,
ICNUR renoveaza camerele de audiere/de sedere temporara
din cadrul Aeroportului International Chisinau, punctelor de
trecere a frontierei internationale de la Leuseni, Palanca, Criva,
Sculeni si Giurgiulesti pentru a fi utilizate de catre solicitantii
de azil inainte de transferul lor cdtre azilul Biroului pentru

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Diversity of Families Promoted within
the 2011 Family Festival

Each Family is Different, But All Consist of Love,

Responsibility and Respect

For the third consecutive year, the Government of

the Republic of Moldova in partnership with the UN
Agencies organized the Family Festival, dedicated to the
International Family Day, celebrated on the 15th of May.

The international Family day is observed annually on the

15th of May, according to the decision of the United Nations
General Assembly passed through Resolution 47 / 237 as

of 20th of September. Since 2010 the Family Day became a
national holiday also in Moldova, and if the previous years the
Family Festival gathered around 10 districts or rayons, this year
it has been extended to the national level. The main objective
of this day is to highlight the importance and diversity of
families within the society and foster the major family values
- equality, love, respect, sharing of domestic responsibilities,
combating of all forms of violence against women, children,
elderly people, and indeed all forms of social exclusion of
vulnerable persons or groups.

The Festival aimed at raising the awareness of the general
public about the family values, equal opportunities for women
and men, zero tolerance for violence in the family, higher
involvement of men in childcare and households’tasks, etc. It
additionally helped in increasing the responsiveness of central
and local authorities towards the problems of families,

by maintaining family issues high

on their agendas.

These values are intrinsic to the UN system. Article 10 of the
International Covenant on Economic, Social and Cultural
Rights sets out that the widest possible protection and
assistance should be accorded to the family, “which is the
natural and fundamental group unit of society,” particularly
for its establishment and while it is responsible for the

care and education of dependent children. Marriage must

be entered into with the free consent of the intending
spouses. The Covenant also affirms that the law requires that
special protection should be accorded to mothers during a
reasonable period before and after childbirth. During such
period working mothers should be accorded paid leave or
leave with adequate social security benefits. In addition,
special measures of protection and assistance should be taken
on behalf of “all children and young persons without any
discrimination for reasons of parentage or other conditions”.
Children and young persons should additionally be protected
from economic and social exploitation.

The United Nations Committee on the Elimination of
Discrimination Against Women (CEDAW) has urged States
Parties to strengthen efforts to eliminate stereotypical images
and attitudes regarding the roles of women and men in the
family and in society, and held that “This should include
developing additional programmes to address gender
stereotypes related to discrimination on other grounds, such
as race, age, sexual orientation and disability”. In Europe,
measures to protect the family are included in a number
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of areas of law, in particular Article 16 of the European
Social Charter. All forms of discrimination are banned under
European and international law.

The objective of this year's events, dedicated to the Family
Day revolved around reinforcing family values, by promoting
the inherent strengths and diversity of families and their
contribution to a healthy, educated and wealthy society.
Respect for diversity of families was crosscutting throughout
all activities, in order to avoid focusing on traditional families
only, but responding to the needs of different types of families,
irrespective of their form and/or belonging to various social
categories. Here we should mention single-parent families,
interethnic families, foster families that offered a home to
orphan children, families with members suffering from a
disability, professional parental assistants and other types

of families.

During the Festival period, 10-15 of May, different activities
were held in order to celebrate the family and unite its
members. Contests for children and adolescents, home-made
art exhibitions, information and public awareness campaigns,
TV and radio talk-shows, festive events and concerts were
organized throughout the country.

The big surprise for the Family Day was the visit of a famous
Romanian celebrity Andreea Marin-Banica, a high profile
Romanian Women'’s Rights Advocate who participated in
public and TV debates, including visit to the Penitentiary for
women no.7 at Rusca (the only prison for women in Moldova),
where she held advanced counseling sessions for women
detainees, especially for mothers with children.

INFPA
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This year's Family
Festival in Moldova
witnessed the devel-
opment of a shared
consensus on gender
biases in society, the
integrity of women's
rights, the antidis-
crimination issues,

the adverse intrica-
cies of the sexual and
reproductive rights
and the need to work
towards securing a
dignifying implementa-
tion of Human Rights
agenda in Moldova.
Both high level officials
committed themselves
to supporting the
efforts through the
appropriate legal and
judiciary instruments
that could help achieve
this objective. A long
lasting measure of suc-
cess will eventually be
seen in a society where
all human beings enjoy
a fair hearing, an equal
treatment and equal
basic human rights
regardless of their
birth characteristics
including being males
or females.

The 2011 Family Festival also had a very positive and constructive engagement
of the Acting President Marian Lupu and the Prime Minister of Moldova Vlad
Filat. Following past positive experience of the Family Festival in Moldova, the
Acting President sought the technical and advocacy support of UNFPA and
Andreea Marin Banica to assist Moldova in its efforts of awareness creation
and mobilization of the public opinion and all social groups in favor of family

values of social equity, gender equality and human rights.

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Improving Local Service Provision to

Empower Women and Men in Moldova

Cooperation and Coordination between Representatives
of Local and Central Public Authorities

United Nations Entity for Gender Equality and the
Empowerment of Women (UN Women) and the
Electronic Government Centre (EGC) organized

a two days National Consultation on “Improving
Local Service Provision to Empower Women

and Men in Moldova”.

The event took place in the framework of the
Programme “Women'’s Economic Empowerment through
Increasing Employability in the Republic of Moldova”
(WEE), implemented by UN Women in partnership with
the Ministry of Labour, Social Protection and Family, and
Ministry of Economy, with financial support from the
Government of Sweden.

The national consultation was aimed at facilitating

the dialogue between the local service providers and
central public authorities on the efficient local public
service provision and rendering high quality services to
empower Women and Men. The event took place from
27th-28th April 2011 in Chisinau and it brought together
75 persons representing district or rayon administrations
and service providers from four districts or rayons in
Singerei, Telenesti, Nisporeni, Cantemir, central public
authorities, civil society and media organizations,
donors, international organizations and other
stakeholders around the common agenda of improving
service delivery at the local level in the areas of
employment, social protection, business development,
land/cadastre, agriculture, media, and finance.

Agenda of the national consultation was very intense
and focused on two important aspects:

(i) Exchange of information and experiences on
improving cooperation and coordination among service
providers at the local level through existent Joint
Information and Services Bureaus (JISB) in four

rayons and;

(ii) Consultation on improving coordination and
cooperation between the local and central public
authorities on provision of information and services
in selected fields.

Participants were involved in plenary and working
group sessions discussing about ways of improving
service provision at the local level and ways to improve
coordination and cooperation between Central Public
Authorities (CPA) and Local Public Authorities (LPA). The
participants came to the conclusion that the innovative

approach proposed by the UN Women Programme
through JISB is the appropriate model to improve the
efficiency of service provision at the local and rural
level. Please see Box for JISB results. The dialogue
between representatives of two levels of administration
resulted also in development of concrete proposals and
recommendations both to the CPA and LPAs.

One of the recommendations is for the CPAs to consider
expanding the model of JISB throughout the country

in the coming years as an efficient and effective ways

of providing people centered, high quality service to
women and men in rural and urban areas of Moldova.

Moreover, based on the initial data on the operation of
JISB under the leadership of the Rayon Administration
UN Women with EGC have initiated the digitalization

of services within four JISBs. Digitalization of services
within JISB represents a good entry point to scale up the
timely and quality provision of information and services
to women and men in rural areas.

The initial Memorandum of Understanding (MoU)
regarding the functioning of JISB has been signed
during the launching of the programme in November
2010 between Ministry of Labour, Social Protection and
Family, Ministry of Economy, Ministry of Agriculture

and Food Industry, Cadastre Agency, UN Women, and
Inter-banking Guarantee Society “Garantlnvest”. This
partnership has been extended during the National
Consultation to Electronic Government Centre, National
Social Insurance House, and the Organization for
Development of Small and Medium Enterprise Sector by
signing an Addendum to that MoU. Above mentioned
institutions became partners both at national and

local levels, by committing to provide information and
services through JISB at local level to women and men.

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The Vulnerable Groups in the Context
of Decentralization: Roma

Information and Awareness Events on the International Roma Day

The International Roma Day is
commemorated annually on April 8. This
year, the Joint Integrated Local Development
Programme (JILDP) of the Government of
Republic Moldova, UNDP and UN Women
funded by the Government of Sweden,
organized a series of information and
awareness events on the occasion, marking
the International Roma Day in a photo
exhibition and 20 minutes video material
on Roma women.

In Moldova, Roma people represent one of the
most vulnerable groups of population. Their
number, according to various official studies,
varies between 12,000 and 20,000. They face
discrimination and multiple barriers to social
inclusion, employment, education and health
care services.

The unemployment rate among Roma is 50%
higher than in the overall population in Moldova.
Roma women experience even greater risks of
social exclusion and poverty than men in their
community and women from the ethnic majority.
Every fifth Roma cannot write or read; three out
of ten Roma gained primary education, at most.
At the local level Roma have limited access to
the basic services. Roma representation in the
local public administration authorities remains
insignificant, thus limiting their participation

in local decision making.

The photo exhibitions “Vulnerable groups in the
context of Decentralization: Roma,” organized

in the Central Park “Stefan cel Mare” of Chisinau
and in the hall of the Bureau of Interethnic
Relations, were launched on April 8 2011 by the
representatives of the JILDP, Anastasia Divinskaya,
Bureau of Interethnic Relations, Vera Petuhov and
National Roma Center, Nicolae Radita.

The exhibitions demonstrated the problems

and the needs of Roma people, which the
decentralization reform has to address by
presenting only some facts of reality, calling for
immediate actions through respective policies and
actions. The advantage of decentralization should
improve the lives of people for the best. The photo

exhibitions in Chisinau will be followed by the
mobile exhibitions in Soroca and Hincesti towns.

Additionally, a 20-minute video material on Roma
women was developed, portraying their lives,
problems and constraints they have at a local level
in Moldova. The video material was broadcast

by “Reporter de Garda”TV programme on the
national TV channel “Moldova 1” on April 14th,
2011.The material presents Roma women and girls
from Schinoasa village, Calarasi distrcit or rayon
and from Hincesti town, as well as interviews

with Roma NGOs representatives and the

JILDP programme analyst.

JILDP expresses gratitude to photographer Igor
Schimbator, reporters of “Reporter de Garda’, the
National Roma Centre, and Bureau of Interethnic

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Children and Elderly Left behind

in Moldova

The Specific Needs of Children and the Elderly Left Behind
as a Consequence of Labour Migration

At the initiative of the Ministry of Labour Social
Protection and Family (MLSPF) of the Republic of
Moldova, the first qualitative in-depth study on
specific needs and problems encountered by the
children and elderly left behind as a consequence
of migration was carried out in partnership with
the Moldova State University, the International
Organization for Migration (IOM) and the United
Nations Population Fund (UNFPA).

The qualitative study gives a complete picture of
the psychological, social and economic impact of
migration on children and the elderly left behind by
their migrating family members, revealing general
consequences on the family, community and society
levels.

Massive flows of labour migration from Moldova

have led to a large number of children and elderly
being left without any care from their migrating
family members in cities and villages throughout

the country. The consequences of this phenomenon
tend to have a negative impact on the lives and
development, physical and psychological health,
emotional and psycho-social stability of both children
and the elderly. In this context, the present study
aimed at identifying and analysing the main needs of
the children and elderly left behind as a consequence
of migration.

In order to have a complete picture of the impact of
migration on children and the elderly left behind by
migrating family members and the social policies
promoted in Moldova with this regard, the qualitative
approach was chosen which allowed the experts

to conduct an interdisciplinary analysis based on
special social research methods (individual in-depth
interviews, focus group discussions, free-writing
technique, etc.).

“The results of the study
serve as a strong basis for
the improvement of the
already existent mechanisms
in the social protection
domain, including creation
and diversification of social
services individually tailored
to the needs of these
children and the elderly,” said
Viorica Dumbraveanu, the
head of the Family and Child

Protection Department within the Ministry of Labour,
Social Protection and Family.

The migration of children, in the case of the elderly
left behind, exposes the latter to a wide range

of emotions generated by their loneliness and
helplessness. Nevertheless, the elderly who take

care of their grandchildren, being aware of the
responsibility granted on them, acknowledge the fact
that this situation makes them feel better and helps
them compensate the feeling of loneliness.

The data collected proves that both children and
elderly left behind adapt to the changes in an
individual way, adopting specific behaviours, trying to
overcome the problems that affect them personally
but also their family members who went abroad.

The study has also revealed the vital role the
grandparents play in bringing up and taking care of
their grandchildren, as well as the importance of the
teachers and school for the lives of these children. At
the same time, the study reveals a range of serious
issues encountered by children left behind, such as
misunderstandings, conflicts, labour exploitation, and
physical, psychological and sexual abuse, etc.

It is important to mention that the results of the study
will contribute to development and implementation
of more efficient social policies by the Government

of Moldova and its relevant authorities, based on
empirical data and focused on prevention and
counteracting the negative consequences of
migration by the means of concrete protection
measures for children and the elderly left behind

by migrants.

The study’s conclusions provide a range of
recommendations for the development of a national
system for monitoring the
situation of children and
the elderly left behind;
creation and diversification
of social services
individually tailored to the
needs of these children and
elderly, as well as for the
improvement of the already
existent mechanisms

in the social protection
domain.

pentru Populatie (UNFPA).

Studiul calitativ ofera imaginea completa a
impactului psihologic, social si economic al migratiei
asupra copiilor si varstnicilor ramasi fara ingrijirea

Renovation and the Hand Over of the New Buildings
of Migration Accommodation Centre

On 14th of March 2011, the official inauguration of
the two new buildings destined for accommodation
of migrant women and families as well as for

some administrative facilities of the Migrants
Accommodation Centre (MAC) took place. The MAC
is a subdivision of the Bureau of Migration and
Asylum of the Ministry of Internal Affairs of the
Republic of Moldova.

The inauguration ceremony marked the completion
of a complex renovation and refurbishment of the
MAC and hosted honorable guests such as donors,
representatives of the government and international
community,

and local mass media.

The Government initiative to create the Centre emerged
against the background of the global migration

growth and especially of the migration shift towards
the present and future European borders. This has a
significantimpact on the EU countries as well as the
neighbouring Republic of Moldova which became

not only a country of origin of potential migrants, but
also a country of transit and destination. The growing
migration flows impose a range of important challenges
to the Government of the Republic of Moldova to
coherently manage migration.

In his opening speech, Mr. W. Berendt, the Head of
Economic and Political Section at the EC Delegation to
Moldova, stated that “Renovation and hand over of the
new buildings represent an important step towards
strengthening the capacity of Moldovan authorities

in the area of migration management. The newly
refurbished MAC provides exemplary accommodation
conditions and protection for irregular migrants, in
particular women and children, according with the best
European practices.”

The first renovated building of the MAC was officially
opened on 4 April 2008. At the present moment the
Centre has the capacity to host in decent conditions 200
persons who benefit of a complex set of professional
legal, medical, psychological and social assistance
services to its beneficiaries. The accommodated persons
will enjoy all the necessary conditions, such as dwelling
rooms, a medical centre, sanitary groups, a canteen, as
well as recreational facilities, including an athletic field
and a gym.

The refurbishment and equipping of the new buildings
was possible due to the EU financial support through the
project “Technical Cooperation and Capacity Building

for the Governments of Ukraine and Moldova for the
Implementation of Readmission Agreements with the
European Union (GUMIRA)’, co-funded by the Italian
Development Cooperation and the German Federal
Office for Migration and Refugees.

The first stage of refurbishment and start-up activities
within the MAC has been carried out within the EU
funded project “Strengthening Migration Management
in the Republics of Belarus and Moldova - Migrabel

- Migramol” which was co-funded by the Government of
Finland.

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Evaluation of Hospital Safety in the
Republic of Moldova

Strengthening Interventions in Most Vulnerable Hospitals

The Republic of Moldova's territory

is affected by a number of natural,
manmade, biological and social risks
and threats which in case of there
occurrence, have a significant impact
on the health system and on hospitals
in particular.

The WHO Country Office in the Republic
of Moldova has started assistance in

the area of disaster preparedness and
response in 2008. In the same year

the agency has provided support for a

the three safety groups - A, B or C. Following
the analysis of findings the report provides also
a series of recommendations on strengthening
the hospital safety in the country.

In 2011 WHO will continue its support to

the Ministry of Health for the piloting of
resilience strengthening interventions in most
vulnerable hospitals and a follow up evaluation
of their cost-effectiveness, as well as for the
development of a strategic document on
strengthening resilience of hospitals at
country level.

baseline Assessment of health security
and crises management capacity in the
country and in 2009 - for the organization of a hospital
simulation exercise (earthquake simulation) in the
Anenii-Noi rayon’s hospital.

Both the “Assessment of health security and crisis
management capacity” report and the evaluations done
during the hospital simulation exercise have identified
as a gap the lack of a country - wide evaluation of
hospital safety in disasters. Following consultations
with WHO the national health authorities have decided
to use the Hospital Safety Index (developed by Pan
American Health Organization) as a tool for the
evaluation of hospital safety in the Republic of Moldova.
By the end of 2009 the HSI tool was translated, adapted
and piloted in three Moldovan hospitals at central and
district levels. The piloting was successful and has paved
the way for a nation-wide assessment of all hospitals in
the country.

In 2010, a further 63 republican, municipal and rayon's
hospitals located all over the country have been
evaluated with WHO support. Individual reports for each
hospital are available. The summary report has been
printed and officially launched on April 21,2011.The
event was attended by representatives of the Ministry
of Health and subordinated institutions, WHO Country
office and Regional Office for Europe, hospital managers
from the entire country, ambassadors, representatives
of international and donor agencies.

The report summarizes findings of the nation-wide
evaluation of the hospital sector in terms of safety. It
is focusing on three key areas that a hospital safety
relies upon: structural safety, non-structural safety,
and functional safety. Data on the assessment levels
(high, average, or low) for each of the 145 parameters
were processed using the “Safety Index Calculator”- a
software application specifically designed for the HSI
tool, which is automatically computing a safety index
and, subsequently, a vulnerability index of the hospital
being evaluated. The evaluated hospitals have been
classified according to the safety index value in one of

Promoting Young People’s Health
in the Republic of Moldova

To provide a better response to the health and developmental needs of young
people, WHO/Europe has been supporting the Ministry of Health of the Republic
of Moldova in the reorganization of school health services. In March 2011 two
workshops were held on monitoring and evaluating school health services and
building competencies of school health personnel.

The March meeting was focused on the situation in Moldova: the experiences of
developing standards for youth-friendly health services (YFHS) in the country; some
general considerations about school health services (SHS) in the country. This meeting
was a follow-up meeting to two previous conducted workshops: 1). Reorganization of
School Health Services and Referrals for Adolescent’s Health and Development, Chisinau,
Moldova, 21-23 January 2008 and 2) Reorganization of School Health Services and
Referrals: health systems bottlenecks analysis, Chisinau, Moldova 8-10 September 2009;
3) Quality Standards for SHS and competencies for school health nurses (SHNs), Chisinau,
Moldova, 1-3 March, 2011.

These three workshops are core components of the systematic approach that is being
implemented by WHO/Europe to strengthen school health services, as a contribution to
improving the health and development of school age children. The update of activities
since the 2009 workshop on SHS included: a) the joint MoH/MoE working group was
organized aimed for the development/updating of the SHS regulatory and normative
framework; b) the set of SHS normative and regulation framework documents was
developed and presented to respective ministries for final approval; ) the draft of the
school nurse job description was developed.

This follow-up meeting was aimed to develop standards for SHS and agree on
competencies for SHNs. Is needed more attention to healthy lifestyles for school-age
children, it is important that this starts with the nurses so that they can be good role
models. The role of the SHN needs further development, so their work can be expanded
toinclude arole in the classroom, individual approach to pupils needs (counselling), and
more engagement with parents.

The SHS reorganization is part from the overall education sector reform, supported by WB,
UNICEF, and UNFPA. There is a growing need for SHS with the increasing recognition about
the importance of healthy lifestyles. However, SHS remains a challenging and complex
area because of the involvement of different sectors, the need to engage parents, the
wide range of problems that need to be dealt with, the lack of training and capacity of
the SHNs, and the fact that expectations continue to be much higher than capacity. There
is a need for models that stress collaboration, not blame, and for more attention be paid
to SHS in the health sector reform discussions. In relation to health sector reform, the
meeting is timely because there is a need for standards and models of SHS provision; to
be clear about/have consensus on the different priority services/activities that need to
be provided; and to have strategies for linking SHS with YFHS.

Atelierul din martie a fost consacrat situatiei din Republica Moldova: experientele de
elaborare a standardelor serviciilor de sandtate prietenoase tinerilor in tard; observatii
generale despre serviciile de sandtate in scoli. Aceastd reuniune a urmat dupa alte cateva
ateliere de lucru: 1) Reorganizarea serviciilor de sanatate si referire din scoli pentru
sanatatea si dezvoltarea adolescentilor, Chisindau, Moldova, 21-23 ianuarie 2008 si 2)
Reorganizarea serviciilor de sanatate si referire din scoli: analiza sistemelor de sénatate,
Chisindau, Moldova, 8-10 septembrie 2009; 3) Standarde de calitate pentru serviciile
de sdnatate pentru tineri si competente ale personalului medical din scoli, Chisinau,
Moldova, 1-3 martie 2011.

Aceste ateliere de lucru sunt elemente-cheie ale abordarii sistemice aplicata de Biroul
pentru Europa al OMS pentru fortificarea sistemelor de sanatate scolare, ca o contributie
la ameliorarea sanatatii si dezvoltdrii copiilor de varstd scolara. Activitatile actualizate
dupa atelierul din 2009 au inclus: a) a fost creat grupul de lucru comun al Ministerului

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Moldova Conducts its First General
Agricultural Census in 2011

With Technical Support of the Food and Agriculture
Organization of the United Nations (FAO)

The first ever General Agricultural
Census (GAC) in Moldova was
carried out from 15th March

- 15th April, 2011. During this
period data on agricultural
activities was collected from each
agricultural holding in the country.
This is the first effort to collect
comprehensive data on temporary
and permanent crop, livestock,
agriculture machinery, processing
of agriculture produce and soil
degradation.

Where there’s a will, there’s a way!

Food and Agriculture Organization (FAO) of the United
Nations which leads the World Programme for the Census of
Agriculture is technically supporting the efforts of Moldova.
FAO technical assistance for the census planning played a
catalytic role in mobilizing the donor support. Sweden with
2 million euro, the European Union with 1 million euro and
Romania with 0.5 million euros are financing partners in
conducting this first agricultural census. The Government

of Moldova contributed about 20 percent of the cost of the
census.

Besides supporting needs of the data for planning,
formulation of policy and management of the agriculture
sector, the census data will also support monitoring of
Millennium Development Goals (MDGs), including those
relating to reduction Poverty and Hunger, to which Moldova
is committed as a member of the United Nations.

FAO experts have designed the methodology and
questionnaire of the GAC to meet specific data needs of the
country, and keeping in view the international guidelines
and practices. Particular attention was paid to requirements
of EUROSTAT from candidate countries.

Foundation of information system

FAO lead technical officer Mukesh Srivastava said, “This
census will lay foundation of a sound system of more
frequent statistics on crop area, production and yields and
livestock production.” He added, “The GAC in Moldova

is in line with other European countries. The census data
will provide the basis for creation of future international
partnerships in the best interest of Moldova.” FAO technical
assistance will also build national capacities to undertake
similar activities in future with high degree

of professionalism.

The questionnaires for the census are comprehensive and
cover almost all aspects of agriculture, like: Land Tenure
and Use, Land degradation, Crops, Irrigation, Livestock,

Machinery, Fertilizer and Pesticide
and Agro-processing Industry.

A special module of census on
Community Infrastructure for
Agriculture has been included in
the census plan.

Food security of small farmers

A key future of this census is that
besides containing the features of a
normal census, it is also attempting
to capture data on small household
farms which do not participate in
the market, but their production is
important for household food security.

Issues relating the participation of women in agriculture and
on farm food processing could be analyzed using census
data.

The ultimate beneficiaries of the GAC will be the country’s
population, particularly the vulnerable groups (the rural
poor, households managing subsidiary farms, female-headed
households and other), as the Government will be in position
to prepare better policies for improving people’s life using
the census data. Other stakeholders benefiting from the
Census are Government institutions, private sector and
international organizations and development partners of
Moldova, which are concerned of supporting the country

in its European Integration process and need reliable
information to identify the country’s needs.

A number of preparatory activities for the GAC have been
undertaken during 2010 jointly by the National Bureau

of Statistics (the national implementing partner) and FAO
experts. Mainly, the efforts were directed to: facilitate
constitution of a High Level Steering Committee (Republican
Commission) responsible for overseeing census activities,
development of questionnaires and methodology, conduct a
pilot census in one of the country’s districts, securing funds to
meet expenditures related to GAC and other technical issues.

As per plan of census activities, preliminary results of the
census are expected to be available during July 2011. This will
be followed by scanning and processing of individual census
form to generate detailed data and to carry out thematic
studies. The micro-data will be archived to generate user
defined tables.

The National Agricultural Statistics Service
(NASS) of US Department of Agriculture is
also collaborating in this census with their
expertise. Their participation is expected
to provide sustainability to the efforts
towards building a sound system

of agricultural statistics.
