Vlad Filat Thanks UN for Support, Cooperation

A Moldovan government delegation,
headed by Prime Minister Vlad Filat,
met with UN Secretary-General Ban Ki-
moon in New York, on January 19, 2010,
according to the government’s press
service.

Vlad Filat thanked the United Nations and

its institutions for their deep cooperation

with Moldova. He said Moldova backs the UN
Secretary-General’s actions aimed at enhancing
the organization’s role in overcoming challenges
to international peace and security, as well as
actions to combat economic, financial

and food crises.

Prime Minister Filat expressed his conviction that
the conference to evaluate the implementation
of the Treaty on Non-Proliferation of Nuclear
Weapons (NPT), due in May 2010, will represent
a step forward in the fulfillment of the UN's goal
of global disarmament.

The PM also said that Moldova is keeping a
close eye on shifts in the climate change debate
within the UN. He said Moldova welcomes

the UN Secretary-General’s initiatives and
contributions aimed at raising the awareness

of the international community about climate
change.

“We welcome the UN'’s efforts to mobilize the
international community in order to overcome
the global economic crisis that hit Moldova too,
and in this respect, we welcome the adoption

of arrangements for the organization of the
fourth High-Level Dialogue on Financing for
Development in New York on 16-17 March 2010,
Vlad Filat said.

Referring to the implementation of the
Millennium Development Goals, Vlad Filat said
that Moldova welcomes the UN Secretary-
General’s initiative to organize a summit on
the matter in September 2010. This event is of
utmost importance for the assessment of MDG

About 25 policemen from the Vulcanesti district
attended a training seminar on preventing
torture and other inhumane, degrading and
cruel forms of treatment. A group of experts
informed the policemen about the seriousness
of the torture problem in the Republic of
Moldova, and trained the lawmen on how to do
their jobs without torture.

The training session occurred in the Vulcanesti
district Police Section, and the attendees were
policemen working in regional villages and
districts. The goal of the seminar was to boost the
knowledge and awareness of the policemen to
prevent them from applying torture upon those
arrested. The training followed provisions of Art.10
from UN Convention against torture and other
inhumane, degrading and cruel treatment, and
was also guided by the Activity Report of National
Torture Prevention Mechanism in the Republic of
Moldova titled, “Informing and training policemen
in the view of preventing and fighting torture”

During the seminar, the trainees took advantage

of the presence of a group of legal experts and the
representative of the Comrat Centre for Human
Rights, and attempted to find out as much useful
information as possible. The training organizer, the
Comrat Institute for Democracy, will sponsor similar
training courses in Comrat and Ciadar-Lunga police
sections as well.

The training for policemen is part of a series

of activities to be developed within the Small
Grants Programme 2009, launched by the project
“Torture prevention”, and financed by the European
Union and implemented by the United Nations
Development Programme. The goal of the Small
Grants Programme is to build NGOs capabilities

for promoting the rights of torture victims,
providing them legal assistance, and implementing
rehabilitation and social integration initiatives/
services for tortured people.

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Supporting a Fair and Efficient Asylum
System in Moldova

UNHCR, EU, Civil Society Cooperate on Projects

The UN Refugee Agency (UNHCR) and the
European Union (EU) support authorities and
civil society in the Republic of Moldova that
are seeking a fair and efficient asylum system
consistent with international standards.

Belarus, Moldova and Ukraine are situated at the
eastern border of the enlarged EU. All three are
transit countries for large-scale irregular migrations
westwards that are facilitated by smuggling and
human trafficking networks. These three countries
are confronted with the challenge of establishing
modern migration management systems that
combat irregular migration and provide protection to
refugees. The asylum and migration systems still face
important challenges, although all three countries
have taken steps to address both regular and irregular
migrations.

In April 2009, UNHCR began implementing the EU
funded “Regional Protection Support Project (RPSP)”
programme in Belarus, Moldova and Ukraine. The
project, which includes a 400,000 euro budget for
the Moldovan portion of the undertaking, will be
carried out over two years. Its overall objective is

to contribute to ensuring that asylum-seekers and
refugees receive protection, assistance, and help

in seeking long-term solutions in accordance with
international standards.

On September 16, 2009 in Chisinau, UNHCR signed

a Memorandum of Understanding (MoU) with

the Border Guard Service (BGS) of the Republic of
Moldova, the Bureau for Migration and Asylum (BMA)
under the Ministry of Internal Affairs of the Republic
of Moldova and the Law Centre of Advocates NGO.
The MoU’s goal is to better inform and empower
asylum-seekers.

Under the MoU, joint protection monitoring missions
(Govt./UNHCR/ NGO) will be carried out regularly

in border areas to ensure that asylum seekers have
access to the country and to the asylum system.
UNHCR is also providing support to asylum and
border authorities to facilitate cooperation and
improve the transfer of asylum applications and the
referral of asylum-seekers from the Border Guard
Service (BGS) to the Bureau for Migration and Asylum
(BMA). A number of capacity-building activities for
government authorities and NGO's are also being
implemented, including a training strategy to
improve knowledge about asylum, migration and
protection principles.

To properly equip migration and asylum authorities,
UNHCR bought and donated six 4x4's, valued at
$113,400 dollars. The vehicles handed over to the
Bureau for Migration and Asylum were assigned to
three regions of Moldova (North, Centre and South)
where migration service offices operate. The 4x4’s
will be used for the transfer of asylum-seekers to the
Refugee Directorate. The 2 vehicles given to the BGS
and NGO will be used for protection monitoring and
other project-related activities.

Also, interviewing and reception facilities are being
established at the Chisinau Airport and the Leuseni
and Vulcanesti border entry points.

These activities are being implemented by UNHCR
in close cooperation with the BGS, with the support
of a construction expert who is supervising

the construction and renovation projects. The
refurbished facilities will be furnished and provided
with necessary supplies (household items, etc.) for
temporary accommodation of asylum seekers.

La 16 septembrie 2009, ICNUR, avand ca scop
imbunatatirea accesului solicitantilor de azil la
procedura de azil, a semnat Memorandumul de
intelegere cu Serviciul Graniceri al Republicii Moldova,
Biroul Migratie si Azil din cadrul Ministerului Afacerilor

Interne al Republicii Moldova si organizatia non-
guvernamentald Centrul de Drept al Avocatilor.

Tn cadrul Memorandumului de Intelegere, sunt
efectuate actiuni comune de monitorizare a protectiei,
inclusiv in zonele de frontierd, pentru a asigura faptul
ca solicitantilor de azil li se permite accesul in tara

si la procedurile de azil. De asemenea, ICNUR ofera
asistenta autoritatilor ce activeaza in domeniul azilului
si controlului de frontiera cu scopul facilitarii cooperarii

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Eliminating Health Threats

Transnistrian Specialists Learn About Pesticide,

Other Chemical Threats

In February this year, health and environment
specialists from the Transnistrian region were
trained on assessing the risks of posed by
obsolete pesticides by using an integrated
management system of tracking persistent
organic pollutants (POPs) stocks and other
dangerous chemical substances.

The 10 participants are part of a work group
studying European standards in sustainable
pesticides management.“In the fall of 2009,
European experts taught the trainees how
to make an inventory of obsolete pesticides,
and now they acquired knowledge about
risk assessment. This knowledge shall help
the specialists from the two Ministries to
evaluate the problem of obsolete pesticides in
Transnistrian region,” said

Ecaterina Melnicenco, Coordinator of
Milieukontakt International.

Following the educational sessions, the trainees
will take a documentation trip to the Kiev region
of Ukraine this spring to study techniques in
eliminating obsolete pesticides stocks.

The training sessions were organized by
Milieukontakt International (Amsterdam) as part
of the project, “Building confidence relations for
eliminating acute risks of obsolete pesticides

in the Transnistrian region of Moldova” The
project was implemented with the assistance
of “Support to Confidence Building Measures’,
financed by European Union, and implemented
by United Nations Development Programme.
The project serves as a first step in solving the
problem of obsolete pesticides from the region
and aims at helping specialists from the left
bank of the river Nistru to apply international
standards in their daily activities.

According to experts, the Transnistrian territory
stocks large quantities of obsolete pesticides

in kolhoz stockpiles, which represent a great
threat to the environment and the health of
the region’s citizens. A recent study indicates
that persistent organic pollutants from the
Transnistrian region account for 20-30% from
the entire stockpile of unusable and banned
pesticides in the Republic of Moldova.
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Moldovan Migrants Analyzed in Two Studies

A new study tracking migration shows that about 70% of Moldovans who
have settled abroad for a long period still intend to return to Moldova in
order to settle down. 24% of those questioned wish to invest the money
earned abroad into starting their own businesses. Also, 60% of interviewed
emigrants explained the main factor for determining when they return to
Moldova will be when they’ve saved enough money to meet their goals,
and also their chances of getting a good paying job back at home.

These findings were made public by the Centre for Sociological, Political
Theory and Psychological Analysis and Investigations, which conducted two
complex national-level studies, “Research on Households” and “Research on
Moldovan Emigrants”. These studies were conducted as part of the project
DEVINPRO Moldova 2009/2010 (“Developing innovative products and services
for emigrants”), sponsored by the EU-UN Joint Migration and Development
Initiative.

Research was done by households with a total of 1,200 respondents.

Also, 2,300 Moldovan migrants were surveyed. For the first time, “Research
on Moldovan Emigrants” was performed at the country’s borders and

did not include temporary migrants.

Ruslan Sintov, CIVIS Executive Director, noted that money earned abroad is
frequently spent on consumer goods, children’s studies, repairing of houses,
and not for starting businesses. “Research shows only 24% of respondents
intend to open a business with the money earned abroad, whereas a good part
of emigrants prefer to keep the money indoors rather than deposit it in banks,”
added Ruslan Sintov.

Research also reveals that the level of reuniting families of emigrants abroad

is rather low. About 71% of emigrants are married, but only 27% of them are
reunited in the migration destination country (as compared to other countries,
where the reuniting ratio is 90%-98%). “We should question if the separation of
mother from children and the rest of the family is worth several hundred Euros,’
observed Nicolaas de Zwager, Director of International Agency for Source
Country Information from Austria.

Studiile au fost realizate atat la nivelul gospodariilor casnice, fiind chestionati 1 200
de respondenti, cét si in randul migrantilor moldoveni, fiind intervievate 2 300 de
persoane. in premierd, ,Studiul emigrantilor moldoveni” a fost realizat la punctele
de frontierad ale tarii si nu a inclus persoanele care migreaza sezonier din tara.

Potrivit datelor studiilor, circa 70% din moldovenii aflati peste hotare pe termen
lung intentioneaza sa revind in tard pentru a se stabili cu traiul, iar 24% dintre cei
chestionati doresc s investeasca banii castigati in strainatate intr-o afacere. Alti

Local Teams Successfully Battle

Domestic Violence

“If One Specialist Doesn’t Succeed, the Second Gets Involved”

The village Ignatei in the Rezina district is one
of those 30 key communities participating in
the project “Protection and Empowerment of
Victims of Human Trafficking and Domestic
Violence in Moldova”. The project is financed
by the Government of Japan through the
United Nations Trust Fund for Human Security.

In monitoring the project in Ignatei and elsewhere,
experts have discovered that local multidisciplinary
specialists - social assistants, medical workers, doctors
and policemen - play a pivotal role solving the cases
of domestic violence.

These conclusions were reached during the

first monitoring visit to local projects made by
representatives of the UNFPA, United Nations
Population Fund, the Ministry of Internal Affairs and
the Ministry of Labor, Social Protection and Family.

AN OLD VILLAGE

The multidisciplinary specialists along with Ignatei
Mayor lon Balan are gathered in the mayor’s office

to hear detailed reports about the situation in

the village. Located 30 km away from the district
centre Rezina, Ignatei is a village like many others in
Moldova, with people who left for abroad, children
left with no parents, and youth who migrated and
aren’t willing to return. “Since the beginning of the
year, nine persons died, and no babies were born. |
am scared when | think of the way the village ages,’
said one woman who recalls that 20 years ago,
“Ignatei was inhabited by 3500 people and at present
it has 2500 inhabitants only.” Another woman states
with sadness that “new houses are not being built in
Ignatei, and given the lack of jobs and occupations,
people start drinking, and many disputes and cases of
family violence appear.”

“IT IS A SHAME IN THE VILLAGE TO BE A TEACHER
AND BEATEN BY YOUR HUSBAND"”

The discussions are harsh when it comes to a recent
case of violence in Ignatei. The victim is a teacher; he
is a constructions worker in Russia. They raised a child,
now 14. This is about a family of hardworking people,
and nobody talked bad about them. At the beginning
of January, in a conflict that emerged in the family
because of excessive alcohol, the man got angry and
stabbed his wife with a knife. It was discovered that
this is a pattern, and that this woman has been facing
abuse for years.“It is a shame in the village to be a
teacher and be beaten by your husband,” explained
the social assistant from the community. This story

is common for many families from Moldova, where
“each fourth woman was subject to physical or

psychological violence and only a small percentage
requested help because of the fear and shame,”’
according to specialized research.

Happily, the situation has changed for this family.
Unlike previous incidents when the woman simply
accepted the violent attacks of his husband, this time
she decided that she can't live like this anymore, so
she divorced him. As a result of the intervention of
specialists, the man was hospitalized for 40 days in
alcohol rehab, while the woman got conciliation

and information which helped her make the right
decision. She currently lives with her son in the house
and her husband lives in a little house in the yard. The
policeman and the social assistant visit them every day
as to keep things under control.

JOINT INTERVENTION OF SPECIALISTS IS CRUCIAL

Currently, three family aggressors are registered in

the community. “For 20 years | have been working as

a policeman in this community, but | do not record
many cases when women would appeal to the police.
They are afraid or ashamed. They would sooner go and
talk with the social assistant. | can find out from (the
social assistant) the current cases of violence. Later on,
I go to the above mentioned family and | “scare” the
aggressor. It is easier and more efficient to work within
the multidisciplinary team. If one specialist doesn’t
succeed, the second gets involved. This is the role of

a team work,” concluded Tudor Safaleri, head of the
police service from Ignatei.

According to the data
of the Ministry of In-
ternal Affairs, in 2009
in the Republic of
Moldova, there were
46 serious offences,
17 murders and 29
serious injuries in
the area of family
relations. At present,
4745 aggressors are
under the control of
the police.

The team work and referring the cases of violence to
the most competent specialist is the main idea of the
multidisciplinary teams created as part of the project
“Protection and Empowerment of Victims of Human
Trafficking

and Domestic
Violence in
Moldova". There
are currently
multidisciplinary
teams in all of the
project’s 30 key
communities. All
their members
were trained

in the field of
prevention and
assistance in
cases of violence.

The multidisciplinary team from Ignatei village, consisting of
mayor, priest, police officer, medical and social assistants, re-
port to the evaluation team about recent cases of domestic
violence and solutions undertaken to assist the victims.

Gratie interventiei
specialistilor din echipa multidisciplinara, barbatul a fost
internat pentru 40 de zile in sectia de narcologie din raion,
iar intre timp sotia a beneficiat de consiliere si a aflat toata
informatia necesard, pentru a lua decizia potrivita. Acum,
cat actele de divort se afla pe rol, ea locuieste impreuna
cu bdiatul in casd, iar barbatul - in cdsoaia din ograda.
Politistul si asistentul social ii viziteazd aproape in fiecare zi
pentru a tine lucrurile sub control.

Intreband cati scandalagii familiali sunt inregistrati in
Ignatei, aflam ca este vorba de trei persoane.,De 20 de
ani lucrez politist si inca nu am avut cazuri in care femeile
s-au adresat singure la politie, deoarece se tem sau li-i
rusine. Mai degraba ele vorbesc cu asistenta socialg, iar
eu aflu de la ea ce situatii de violenta existd, dupa care
ma deplasez in familia respectiva si-l,mai sperii” pe
scandalagiu. Important este sa comunicam si sa facem
schimb de informatie, caci asa este mult mai usor si mai
eficient sd lucram. Interventia in comun a specialistilor din
echipa multidisciplinard este decisiva pentru solutionarea
cazurilor de violentd in familie’, conchide Tudor Safaleri,
Seful de post al sectiei de politie din Igndtei.

Activitatea in comun si referirea cazurilor de violenta la
specialistul competent este principiul de baza al echipelor
multidisciplinare, create in cadrul proiectului,Protectia si
abilitarea victimelor traficului de fiinte umane si violentei
domestice”. In prezent, echipe multidisciplinare exista in
toate cele 30 de localitati tinta ale proiectului, iar memburii
lor au fost instruiti sd poata interveni rapid si eficient in
prevenirea si asistarea cazurilor de violentad in familie.

IOM Moldova to Implement a New
Three-Year EU Funded Project

Efforts will Support Migration, Development Segment
of Moldova Mobility Partnership

IOM has been an important actor in

the implementation of the EU-Moldova
Mobility Partnership, and has assisted in
establishing the partnership as a coherent
and coordinated package of initiatives. These
efforts include combining measures aimed

at facilitating legal migration opportunities
with those reducing illegal migration,

and those addressing the development
ramifications of migration.

The EU has mandated IOM to carry out a three-
year project, whose overall objective is to
minimize the negative effects of migration and to
harness the benefits of migration for development
purposes.

The project is designed to foster linkages between
migration and development and to support the
operationalisation of the EU-Moldova Mobility
Partnership. To succeed in this process, current
challenges posed by migration in the Republic

of Moldova will be addressed in a number of
ways. These include interventions at the levels of
policy making, building institutional migration
management capacity, and providing direct
support measures both inside

thus reinforcing ties of the diaspora members with
Moldova, and the capacity will be built allowing
diaspora associations to get actively involved in
homeland development.

The ability of the Moldovan Government to
develop and implement programmes for
promotion and facilitation of the return and
professional reintegration of Moldovans will be
enhanced through upgrading of the in-country
system targeting migrant returnees. Based on

the IOM’s previous successful Assisted Voluntary
Return and Reintegration experience, a set of
measures will be created to facilitate both the
temporary and permanent return and socio-
economic reintegration of returning migrants.

To this end, the regional outreach capacity of the
Organization of Small and Medium Enterprises
Developing will be consolidated, and initiatives of
economic empowerment for youth and women
will be implemented. Furthermore, the social
protection of Moldovan migrants will be enhanced
by supporting the negotiation of bilateral labour
and social security agreements.

The direct needs of most vulnerable persons
left behind by migrants - their children and
elderly relatives — will be

and outside the country
for Moldovans affected by
migration.

The project will support the
implementation of the EU
Moldova Mobility Partnership
by consolidating efforts of
the Mobility Partnership
Cooperation Platform. Also,
for the first time, an Extended
Migration Profile will be
piloted. It will serve as a
country-owned reference
tool for evidence-based
policy making in the area of
migration and development.

The capabilities of the

Moldovan consular staff to
reach out to the Moldovan
diaspora will be improved,

targeted, and the ability

of the national and local
authorities to cope with a
relatively new phenomenon
will be enhanced by thematic
extension of the National
Referral System of the
Ministry of Labour, Social
Protection and Family.

The project will be
implemented throughout
2010-2012, with a total
budget of EUR 1,999,734.77,
fully financed by the
European Union.

UNFPA, Orange Donate Ambulance

to Lipcani’s Emergency Hospital
“The Actions of This Type Will Help Provide People

with Quality Medical Services”

The United Nations Population Fund,

in partnership with Orange Foundation
Moldova, have donated an ambulance to the
emergency centre in Lipcani. The donation is
part of the UN initiative in response to floods
from the summer of 2008. Its goal is

to provide humanitarian assistance

to the most affected villages.

The donation and flood response is part of a
public-private partnership between the United
Nations Population Fund and Orange. The
donation ceremony was attended by the Prime
Minister of Moldova, Vlad Filat, the General
Director of Orange, Ludmila Climoc and UN
representatives from Moldova.

Prime Minister Vlad Filat thanked the Orange
Foundation and UNFPA for the donation, and
expressed his belief that citizens will feel the
benefits. “The actions of this type will help
provide people with quality medical services,’
noted the Prime Minister.

Ludmila Climoc, General Director Orange
Moldova, said that the donation of the
ambulance is a “top point in a series of actions
previously started by the company Orange to
assist communities affected by the floods of
summer 2008

Nina Chifeac, Head of the emergency medical
assistance Service in Briceni,

Boris Gilca, UNFPA Deputy Representative
in Moldova, said that the cost of such an
ambulance is estimated at over 50,000 Euro,
but given that it was purchased through the
UN Office for Procurement Services, it costs
only $27,000 US dollars.

The ambulance donated to Lipcani was
purchased by UNFPA, through the UN Office
for Procurement Services, with financial
contributions of the company Orange Moldova
as part of a joint project, “Integration of the
needs specific to age, reproductive health and
gender within a comprehensive and coherent
plan for a humanitarian reply to the
emergency cases”.

As part of this project, the Centre of Information
and Documentation within the Theoretic
Lyceum from the village Drepcauti, Briceni
district (inaugurated with UNFPA support in
2004), was equipped on the same day with high
tech computers, aimed to ensure the access of
pupils and teachers to information and quality
education.

This is the second ambulance donated to Lipcani
through UNFPA’s assistance, as a response to the
floods of summer 2008. The first ambulance was
donated to the Centre of Emergency Medicine
within the Health Ministry in October 2009.

thanked donors for the
ambulance and stated that the
emergency medical services
from the district is equipped
with 7 cars, and each new vehicle
can transport 15-17 additional
patients total per day.“The new
ambulance will help us render
quality and prompt medical
assistance.

UNGASS Reporting 2010

Moldova’s HIV/AIDS Reporting Praised by Experts

The next round of reporting on the 2001
Declaration of Commitment on HIV/AIDS occurs
in 2010. Country progress reports should be
submitted no later than March 31, 2010. To
guide the reporting, UNGASS Guidelines on
Construction of Core Indicators for 2010 have
been developed.

In 2010, for the first time, countries will be able

to submit their data directly through an online
reporting tool including a narrative report, AIDS
spending data, and the National Composite Policy
Index. Use of this tool requires only an Internet
connection and includes features to facilitate data
entry, submission management, and data sharing
with relevant stakeholders.

In adopting the 2001 Declaration of Commitment
on HIV/AIDS, Member States obligated themselves
to regularly report on their progress to the General
Assembly. The Secretary-General charged the
UNAIDS Secretariat with the responsibility for
developing the reporting process, accepting
reports from member states, and preparing a
regular report (UNGASS) for the UN General
Assembly. Member States are required to

submit Country Progress Reports to the UNAIDS
Secretariat every two years.

In close collaboration with national governments,
UNAIDS co-sponsors, and development partners,
the UNAIDS Secretariat developed a set of

Core Indicators for the Monitoring of the 2001
Declaration of Commitment. After each of the
three rounds of reporting in 2004, 2006 and
2008, the core indicators were reviewed and,

if necessary, updated, based on an analysis of
indicator performance in previous reporting
rounds as well as advice from partners and
programmatic developments.

The national core indicators are grouped
into three broad categories:

o National commitment and action. These
indicators focus on policy and the strategic
and financial inputs for the prevention of the
spread of HIV, treatment, care and support
provided for the infected, and the mitigation
of the social and economic impacts of high
levels of morbidity and mortality due to AIDS.

o National knowledge and
behaviour. These indicators ﬂ o
cover a range of specific
knowledge and behavioural
outcomes, including
accurate knowledge about
HIV transmission, sexual
behaviours and school
attendance by orphans. e

o National-level programme

impact. These indicators, such

as the percentage of young people infected
with HIV, focus whether national programme
activities have succeeded in reducing rates
of HIV infection and its associated

morbidity and mortality.

The UNGASS country response rate has been high
from the outset, and has increased significantly. In
2004, 103 (55%) of UN Member States submitted
progress reports; that percentage rose to 153
Country Progress Reports or 80% of member
states in 2008.

The Republic of Moldova has submitted three
UNGASS reports. Experts said the reports were
very well written, very complete and detailed,
conformed to recommended UNGASS guidelines,
and were logically presented, using good

data collection, sourcing, and dissemination
techniques. The participation in the UNGASS
report development process increased also at
national level, as it included representatives of all
stakeholders involved including governmental
entities, civil society organizations, and
representatives of UN Agencies.

The 4th UNGASS report is the last report in the
present format. A Technical Work Group under
MERG (the Global M&E Reference Group) is
currently working on combining the UNGASS
reporting and Universal Access to HIV Prevention,
Treatment, Care and Support reporting, and
coming up with several global and region-specific
indicators that allow the analysis of trends over
time and regions while sharpening focus and
enhancing comprehensiveness.

locin 2010. Rapoartele cu privire la progresul
realizat de statele lumii au fost transmise pana

la 31 martie 2010. Pentru a facilita procesul de
raportare, a fost elaborat Ghidul UNGASS privind
constituirea indicatorilor de baza pentru 2010.

Pentru prima data, in 2010, statele prezinta datele
prin intermediul unui instrument de raportare online,
inclusiv raportul narativ, raportul privind cheltuielile
in domeniul HIV/SIDA si Indicele compus al politicilor
nationale. Utilizarea acestui instrument necesita doar
conectare la internet, care faciliteaza introducerea
datelor, gestionarea procesului de introducere a
datelor si diseminarea informatiei printre partenerii
relevanti.

Totusi, care este originea raportdrii UNGASS? Prin
adoptarea Declaratiei de Angajament privind
HIV/SIDA in 2001, statele membre s-au obligat

sa raporteze periodic Adunarii Generale despre
progresul inregistrat. Secretarul General ONU a
atribuit Secretariatului UNAIDS responsabilitatea
organizarii procesului de raportare, acceptarea
rapoartelor din partea statelor membre si elaborarea
unui raport pentru Adunarea Generala ONU. Conform
prevederilor, tarile membre prezintd rapoartele
nationale de progres catre Secretariatul UNAIDS la
fiecare doi ani.

Secretariatul UNAIDS, in stransd colaborare cu
guvernele nationale, co-sponsorii UNAIDS si
partenerii nationali, au elaborat un set de indicatori
de baza pentru monitorizarea Declaratiei de
Angajament 2001. Dupa fiecare runda de raportare
din 2004, 2006 si 2008, indicatorii de baza au

fost analizati si, atunci cand a fost nevoie, au fost
actualizati in baza analizei performantei indicatorilor
din rundele precedente de raportare, recomandarile
din partea partenerilor si evolutiile programatice.

® Impactul programelor nationale. Indicatorii,
precum rata tinerilor infectati cu HIV, se axeaza
asupra masurii in care programele nationale au
reusit sa reduca rata de raspandire a infectiei
HIV si morbiditatea si mortalitatea asociata.

Proportia prezentarii rapoartelor UNGASS a fost inalta
de lainceput si a crescut ulterior. In 2004, 103 (55%)
din statele-membre ONU au prezentat rapoartele de
progres; numarul marindu-se la 153 rapoarte sau 80
% din statele-membre in 2008.

Republica Moldova a prezentat trei rapoarte UNGASS
si evaluarea documentelor de cétre experti a fost
foarte buna.

recomandat. Caracterul complet si calitatea
informatiei sunt foarte bune, iar fiecare indicator a

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Transnistrian Seminars Underscore

Commitment

To Prevent Trafficking, HIV/AIDS, Domestic Violence,

Illegal Migration

IOM has actively worked in the Transnistrian
Region of Moldova since 2004. Transnistria,
known to most as a frozen-conflict region,
remains an area of opportunity when it comes
to preventing illegal migration, domestic
violence, and trafficking in human beings.

Utilizing seminars to train peer-to-peer volunteers,
IOM Moldova, in partnership with various national
and local NGOs, has used these seminars to raise
awareness and inform students at schools and
boarding schools about the existence of illegal
migration and THB, its risks and consequences, as
well as protection measures. This technique has
proven to be the most efficient way of informing
youth and involving them directly in prevention
activities as peer-to-peer educators.

August 10-13, 2009, IOM Moldova, in partnership
with UN Population Fund in Moldova (UNFPA) held
the “Prevention of Trafficking of Human Beings
and HIV/AIDS through peer education” training

for volunteers in Transnistria. 25 youngsters

14-22 years old were trained in organising and
conducting peer-to-peer information activities
throughout the Transnistria region. This training
marked the first time the topics of preventing
Trafficking in Human Beings and HIV/AIDS were
combined under one peer-education training
module. It was the third training on these topics

to take place in Transnistria, building upon the
successes of trainings in August 2008 and February
2009.

Following the training, the volunteers

In its first six months, TRUST LINE provided
assistance to 113 callers. Of these, 19 calls were
referred directly for domestic violence. There were
31 calls for psychological problems, 51 SOS calls,
17 collaboration calls, and 15 from the “other”
category.

The statistics from calls showed violence
(psychological 53% and physical 36%), and sexual
violence (4%) were the most frequently reported
issues. The most vulnerable age category was 30-
39 years old (43 calls), followed by18-29 years (38
calls), 40-49 years (23 calls), with calls from those
under 17 occurring the least.

Several training sessions have been held through
Transnistria to develop and strengthen the TRUST
LINE. In these trainings, TRUST LINE operators and
supervisors learned how to properly respond to a
wide array of callers, and also learned in general
about domestic violence, prevention of violence
towards children, and trafficking in human beings.

In 2010, TRUST LINE plans to organize on-the-
job trainings, seminars and workshops focused
on increasing the knowledge and effectiveness
of the operators. The prognosis for the future

of TRUSTLINE is quite positive. An increasing
number of calls to TRUST LINE is expected. Also
anticipated is further involvement of civil society,
Transnistrian mass-media, the Government, and
other stakeholders in preventing trafficking and
domestic violence, and protecting victims of both
phenomena.

Statistica apelurilor indica faptul ca violenta
(psihologica — 53%, fizica — 36% si sexuala — 4%) a
fost problema cea mai deseori raportata. In ceea ce
priveste caracteristicile demografice ale apelantilor,
cele mai vulnerabile categorii au fost cele cu varsta
cuprinsa intre 30 si 39 ani (43 apeluri), 18-29 ani (38
apeluri), 40-49 ani (23 apeluri), precum si persoanele
sub 17 ani.

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Employers Combat Child Labour

in Agriculture

Moldovan Businesses Display Responsibility, Commitment

Children are most vulnerable during crises. Yet, the negative
effects on children produced by a crisis can be mitigated
through perseverance. Development of human capital and
interrupting the vicious circle of poverty through quality
education for all children and promoting positive social

and economic policies are common efforts of the social
partners in Moldova. These efforts include a commitment by
employers to combat child labour.

Actions to battle the worst forms of child labour in agriculture
and at the local level are promoted by the National Federation of
Employers in the Agriculture and Food Industry (FNPAIA) as part
of a project supported by the Bureau for Employers’ Activity of
the International Labour Organisation (ILO ACT/EMP).

The FNPAIA began with promoting the ILO child labour
Conventions to the business community, as well as promoting

a three-way dialogue with social partners. The FNPAIA also
conducted awareness and sensitising campaigns on the issue of
child labour, and discussed and convinced agri-entrepreneurs
that child labour should be eliminated not only because it is
hazardous but because in the long term it retards human and
national development. Not only is it bad for business, most of all,
child labour impedes the development of the physical, moral,
and educational development of children.

It has been a long and arduous path to the development of a
Code of Conduct for Employers on the Elimination of the Worst
Forms of Child Labour. This path entailed many discussions,
meetings, round tables, workshops, and visits to businesses. The
Code is not a document written in an office, but it is a document
produced by employers themselves, and it represents a desire
and commitment to eliminate child labour.

The Code is an effective tool to assist businesses to eliminate
child labour. Since 2008, a FNPAIA Child Labour Code monitoring
team has undertaken many monitoring visits to different regions
of the country. At the end of 2009, the Monitoring Team visited
many villages in the Soroca, Causeni, Cahul, Edinet, Ocnita,
Briceni and Donduseni regions to monitor how employers were
following the provisions of the Code of Conduct for Employers
on the Elimination of the worst forms of child labour in the
agriculture and food industry.

The Monitoring Team met agri-employers, who have pledged to
run both profitable and respectable businesses. Tatiana Pavliuc,
the Director of ,Plaiul Barladean”in the village of Barladeni,
Ocnita district was among the first agri-enterprises from
Moldova to receive the GLOBAL G.A.P. certification, confirming
that the apple business run by Tatiana Pavliuc guarantees food
safety, welfare of employees, environmental protection, etc.
“The children should receive quality education and good care,
because in the future they should bring new technologies and
know how to apply them in agriculture,” stated Tatiana Pavliuc.
“When employers think of employing minors, they should see
what the law and the Code of Conduct for Employers reads, and
strictly follow these provisions,” noted Pavliuc.

In 2008 and 2009 the FNPAIA Child Labour Code Monitoring
Team made visits to Orhei, Hancesti, Stefan Voda, Floresti, Balti,
Soroca, Cduseni, Cahul, Edinet, Ocnita, Briceni and Donduseni to
engage in Code monitoring.

In 2010, the Code of Conduct for Employers, which was adopted

by the Council of the Federation in December 2007, was re-
edited and will be used by employers and their professional

organisations as a tool to eliminate child labour and to sensitise
professional communities about the problem of child labour in
Moldova.

In 2010, more efforts are needed since the social and economic
situation of many families has worsened due to the world
financial crisis. This was confirmed by the Study on the impact
of the global financial crisis on local communities in Moldova
conducted by Expert-Grup in the second half of 2009. According
to the study, “Even among families able to accumulate some
savings from remittances or wages, there was caution about
spending those funds. Among other things, expenditures

for decent food, clothes and shoes and in some cases for
education and health have been reduced as part of a strategy
to accommodate to the consequences of the financial crisis. As
a result, we expect that health status and education enrollment
and education outcomes will worsen for a short to medium
period of time. Some parents have said also that they will have to

m

ask their children to work in order to sustain the income flows!

“Under these circumstances, it is hard to state that legislative
interventions such as raising the minimum employment age
can be a lone solution to the problem. We think that a holistic
approach is needed instead, and concrete and immediate action
of social partners in combating child labour," said Alexandru
Slusari, FNPAIA Executive Director.

“The Labour Code envisages the age of 16 as minimum
employment age, and contingent that there is a written consent
from the parents or legal, a minor can conclude an employment
contract at the age of 15 in order to contribute with income

and increase subsistence of the family, if such work does not
prejudice child’s health, development, education and career
training. These provisions allow many families with pupils in

the 9th grade, for example, after the exams in June, to work for
1.5-2 months during summer vacation and to return to school
in September. Prohibiting by law 15-years olds from doing light
work can push them into worse conditions, even trafficking.
Moreover, in neighbouring countries Ukraine and Romania, the
law allows 15 years olds to get employment. This is why child
labour should have a multi-aspect approach and to always think
about consequences,’ stated the FNPAIA Director.

Since 2005, the FNPAIA has promoted the project on Combating
Child Labour in Agriculture in Moldova with technical assistance
from the ILO Bureau for Employers’ Activities (ILO-ACT/EMP) and
financial support from the Government of Norway. The project is
aimed at combating child labour by creating a negative attitude
about the worst forms of child labour.

Eugenia Ganea, Project Coordinator of the FNPAIA ILO-ACT/
EMP Project on combating child labour, said, “FNPAIA Code
Monitoring visits were aimed both at sensitising and monitoring
how employers understand and follow the provisions of the
Code of Conduct for Employers on the elimination of the worst
forms of child labour in agriculture...We will disseminate further
in our activities the message of the FNPAIA stating that the
‘place of the child is at school and child’s work is to study; which
is convincing and applicable and it communicates a response

to the problem of child labour - education... This opinion is
shared by all our members. Through social dialogue we will
further promote policies on combating the worst forms of child
labour, will support actions on human capital development,
economic growth, and national development. Taken together,
these are more likely to change the situation,” stated the Project
Coordinator.

Copiii sunt cei mai vulnerabili in fata crizelor, iar efectele
acestora asupra copiilor pot fi diminuate prin eforturi
sustinute. Dezvoltarea capitalului uman si ruperea
cercului vicios al saraciei prin educatie de calitate pentru
toti copiii, promovarea politicilor social-economice cu
impact pozitiv sunt sarcini comune ale partenerilor sociali
din Moldova, iar contributia patronilor in combaterea
muncii copiilor inseamna angajament si actiuni concrete.

Astfel de actiuni de combatere a celor mai grave forme ale
muncii copilului in agricultura si sustinerea unor initiative

de dezvoltare pe plan local sunt promovate de Federatia
Nationald a Patronatului din Agricultura si Industria Alimentara
(FNPAIA), in cadrul unui proiect sprijinit de Biroul Organizatiei

Patronale (ILO-ACT/EMP).

FNPAIA a inceput actiunea de combatere a celor mai grave
forme ale muncii copilului in Moldova, contribuind la
cunoagterea in randul patronilor a Conventiilor relevante ale
Organizatiei Internationale a Muncii si promovand dialogul
tripartit cu partenerii sociali.

Codul nu este un document scris
intr-un birou, ci este un document produs de patroni insisi, care
reprezinta angajamentul si dorinta lor de eliminare a muncii
copilului la intreprinderi.

Pe parcursul ultimilor ani, din 2008, FNPAIA a pus in aplicare un
mecanism de monitorizare a modului in care patronii agricoli
se conforma prevederilor Codului, iar o Echipa de monitorizare
a efectuat mai multe vizite de documentare. La sfarsitul anului

Gabriel, Other Special Needs Kids

Blossom in Straseni

Programme Features Mainstreaming Into Pre-school Classes

At kindergarten no. 2 in Straseni,
children with special needs
have managed to integrate
into mainstream children’s
groups. Their friends, parents
and educators, as well as the
entire community, have grown
accustomed to the presence of
children with disabilities in the
kindergarten in this locality, 23
kilometres from Chisinau.

For Gabriel Seredovschi from
Straseni, being mainstreamed is
complicated. At six years of age,
Gabriel is just learning to speak and
is facing motor difficulties. He looks like other children. The
only thing that makes him different is related to his limited
communication and concentration abilities.

“At birth, Gabriel was dropped by the physicians,” said his
grandmother. “They told us that one of his hands had been
traumatized. We noticed that something was wrong only when
he was six months - he did not sit. The physician told us that
there was nothing unusual about that. We believed her. What
could have we said then? Children are different indeed.”

What was different were the unending medical tests, diagnoses,
and treatments that Gabriel underwent. “Only at the age of two
years the child has been diagnosed with epilepsy. Expenses
treatments followed. His parents had to leave the country to
work in order to be able to cover the costs incurred by the
treatment,’ said Gabriel's grandmother, Parascovia Sarbu.

Before the opening of the Rehabilitation Centre for children
with special needs inside kindergarten no. 2 in Straseni,
Gabriel stayed at home with his grandmother. He seldom
communicated with other children.“| believe this was the
reason for which he did not speak until now," said Parascovia
Sarbu. His grandmother brought the child to the Rehabilitation
Centre from Straseni immediately after it's opening under

the Fast Track Initiative in Education for All in the Republic of
Moldova.

Here Gabriel, along with the other 14 children with special
needs attending the centre, can benefit from treatment that
otherwise would have to be paid for by their families. Also, I
was glad that he will have the possibility to be with the other
children,” said his grandmother. “Gabriel, due to his desire to
communicate, could sometimes grab somebody else’s toy. At
the beginning the children’s parents were unsympathetic, but
once Gabriel’s situation had been explained to them, they have
accepted us.”

During one monitoring visit by the team of the “Education
for All" Project at the Rehabilitation Centre from Straseni a
few weeks after the centre opened, Gabriel, the child with
communication difficulties, was the first to offer his hand to
greet the visitors. His smile could be seen as evidence that
connections were being forged between Gabriel and the
people surrounding him.

Gabriel goes home at noon and can stay at the centre only
under individual supervision. Since attending the kindergarten,
Gabriel has learned to pronounce more words, though he

still has difficulties concentrating.
The kindergarten’s speech and
communication therapist, Ina
Donijica, is optimistic and says that
it is something new for her as well.
“Gabriel needs a more specific
approach.” Initially, therapists

could only work with Gabriel a

few minutes a day. “He gets bored
quickly and we have to change
exercises permanently. But since he
has managed to learn to pronounce
several words in a couple of days, |
believe we shall succeed,” said the
therapist.

PARTNERSHIPS FOR CHILDREN

The Rehabilitation Centre for children with special needs has
been open since February 2010 inside kindergarten no. 2 in
Straseni with the support of the “Education for All - Fast Track
Initiative” Project. The project is implemented through a grant
offered to Republic of Moldova by the Catalytic Fund. The Grant
is administered by the World Bank and the project activities

are implemented by Ministry of Education with the support of
UNICEF.

In Moldova, the “Education for All” Project renovates
kindergartens, equips them with learning materials, books, toys,
furniture and playgrounds, trains teaching and administrative
staff and produces education policy documents.

In Straseni, the Rehabilitation Centre offers physical and
psychological rehabilitation services for children of preschool
age, under the supervision of specialized educators and parents.

This partnership aimed at reintegrating children with special
needs involves the local public administration. Constantin
lonita, vice-president of the Straseni region, said that
authorities had identified additional funding sources and had
allocated 100 thousand Moldovan lei (7,800 US dollars) for the
Centre's maintenance in 2010.“l hope that the legal framework
in the field shall be improved and the centre’s financing be
included in the mayor’s office’s budget,’ said the region’s vice-
president.

By the end of 2009 the Government of the Republic of Moldova
approved Regulations on the establishment and operation of
the Early Development Community Centre for Children of 3-(6)7
years old. This is one of the objectives of the “Education for All

- Fast Track Initiative” Project.

A recent study on the knowledge, attitudes and practices in
early education at the institutional level, the first research of this
kind conducted in Moldova, reveals that “the access of children
to preschool education has improved; this also refers to
children from disadvantaged families and, partially, to children
with special needs."The Executive Director of the “Education
for All" Project, Nadejda Velisco, chief of Direction, Ministry of
Education, attributes these improvements to the development
of “partnerships between preschool education institutions and
parents, local public administration, school, economic agents
and Ministry of Education. And these partnerships have a
strong and durable impact especially in cases where efforts are
supported by international development partners.”’

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Turning Over a New Leaf
Addressing Migration and Cultural Diversity in Moldova

Political changes and economic progress have
positioned Moldova on an ascending slope that
reflects benefits from a market economy and its
corollaries. When walking on Stefan Cel Mare, the
main boulevard in the city centre, various languages
can be heard; different ethnic groups constantly
pass each other on the sidewalks. There are tourists
who come for a few days, businessmen who come
for a few weeks, and students who might be

staying a bit longer. This interaction provides many
perspectives and viewpoints that make it possible to
now discuss long-dormant social issues.

Most who travel abroad seek information about their
destination country’s visa and immigration policies.
Some, however, do not: either because they do not
intend to comply with the law, or because there is no
information available in their home countries. Those
men and women just take a plane, get on a train, jump
on a boat or catch a bus. They go through different
customs on the way to building their new life, at least
until someone reminds them they are not at home.

For example, imagine that you are a student who was
awarded a full scholarship to spend an entire year

in a foreign country: a chance many people would
immediately accept. Now, suppose you accepted the
offer and moved thousands of kilometers away, leaving
your family to pursue higher education. However, an
experience that was meant to enrich your life suddenly
goes wrong. Your study visa expires, you did not know
about it, and as you attempt to leave the country to fly
back home, you are apprehended at the airport and
found to be in violation of the country’s laws.

Such a scenario, experienced by many throughout the
world, was the basis for the play presented by those
staying at the Migrant Accommodation Centre (MAC)
of the Ministry of Interior, in Chisinau, Moldova. The
play was developed, written and performed by several
migrants residing in the MAC at the time. Their goal
was to share the importance of traveling with proper
documents and knowing their

that would ultimately lead him down an unknown
path, one where he would never know what tomorrow
would bring. After one year, Roger’s study visa expires
and he is arrested at the airport while trying to leave
Moldova. Perhaps one might think this issue would be
easy to resolve; however, as Roger was allowed to board
a flight that would take him back to Ghana, he would
eventually find that he was not in Ghana, but rather, in
Russia. This scenario would soon repeat itself several
times over. Eventually, Roger is helped by a Sheik he
meets in Pakistan, and is finally able to find his way
back to Ghana.“”Home sweet home,” he said, as

the play closed.

Many people go though life never worrying about

their basic rights that need to be respected. They travel
throughout the world, switch planes or study abroad
without incident. Others are not so fortunate. From
Russia to Turkmenistan, from Turkmenistan to Pakistan,
Roger was continually herded onto flights that moved
him from country to country, no doubt an incredible
experience; yet, the means of these movements are not
quite what a Lonely Planet traveler would expect. Since
Roger had no proper travel documents, his movements
where organized off the books by different people he
encountered, relegating him to take any offer that was
proposed. In the play, Roger encounters friendly people
who offer to feed, clothe, and assist him in his return
back home. Unfortunately, for many who take the same
unique travel paths as Roger, the outcome may not be
nearly as pleasant.

Through simple scenes, the actors used their sense of
humor, and tapped their cultural differences, to depict
their own experiences. Their lighthearted and casual
approach masked the seriousness of the issues being
discussed, but not at the expense of making an impact.
The play had no budget, yet the quality of the costumes,
props and scene changes was in no way hampered, and
neither was the serious message behind the play.

the world. The only efficient way to combat them is

to engage in open discussions on differences and
tolerance. It is also of primary

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psychological and medical assistance are also offered.
Social assistants are present every day to both entertain
the migrants and diminish their everyday difficulties.
Visits are possible for a few hours and a telephone is
available for the migrants to get in touch with their
relatives, giving them the opportunity to stay connected
with their home country. A translation service is also
being created to facilitate the communication between
the migrants and the judges who rule on their legal
situation.

Instead of being ostracized as the poorest country of
the European continent, Moldova should be followed as
an example in the entire region. Indeed, some countries
prefer stagnation. Moldova, however, takes the lead on
issues related to these extra-legal migrants. Not only are
its migrants treated according to the best practices set
by international organizations and NGO's, but the laws
themselves are changing to ensure their protection.

As the issues of addressing migration, xenophobia,

and cultural diversity continue to make their way up
the agenda, the well traveled Moldovans abroad will
surely come back with a positive influence on the future
generations and their thinking.

Fifteen years after ICPD, a large global family of
development workers committed to universal
access to sexual and reproductive health
continue to work on improving the lives and
expanding the choices of individuals and
couples. Over the last decade SRH workers
have become increasingly aware of the need
for an appropriate assessment of problems and
needs before designing interventions, and for
continuous monitoring during implementation.
They have developed and used many tools

and methodologies for the purpose; maybe too many for the busy
programme manager at national or district level to be comfortably
familiar with all the strengths and limitations of these tools and the
resources and time needed to conduct assessments using them.

To fill this information gap, UNFPA developed a guide to tools and
successful methodologies for SRH assessments. We hope that it will
be a useful aid to busy programme managers who need to plan and
conduct assessments in SRH; understand better the challenges facing
them; plan interventions, and monitor and evaluate their progress.
