An Agenda of Cooperation for All

Statement by Kaarina Immonen, UN Resident Coordinator

in the Republic of Moldova

In recent months, the UN agenda
in Moldova initiated a series of
significant events for the present
and future of the country, and
for strengthening cooperation
between UN Agencies and the
Government in the interest

of the country’s people and
strengthening of human rights in
Moldova.

In April, the EU High Level Policy Advice Mission for the Republic
of Moldova began its activities under a project implemented by
the United Nations Development Programme (UNDP). A team of
experts for the Moldovan Government was created as a follow up
to the Consultative Group meeting — Moldova Partnership Forum
- organized by the European Union and World Bank in Brussels.

Also in April, the French senator Robert Badinter visited Moldova

to advocate for the continuation of juvenile justice system reforms.
He reminded the country’s authorities that “in a country, democracy
does not stop at the prison’s gates”.

In May, the Republic of Moldova became a member of the UN
Human Rights Council, taking a seat on this prestigious body during
its formative period. The move comes in advance of Moldova'’s first
Universal Periodic Review, to take place during the second half of
2011. In the same month, the UN and the Government of Moldova
organized the second edition of the Family Festival to highlight the
important role of a family in the lives of citizens and society as a
whole.

In the following month, UNDP launched two important policy
papers in areas of major importance for Moldova - education and
human development, and human rights education. Studies were
conducted which assess the education system from the perspective

of human development. These reports advocate for new efforts
in the area of human rights education, and also include policy
recommendations for the Government of Moldova

in the education sector.

The period has also seen the establishment of a Working Group
at the Ministry of Health to address health and human rights
work, with early efforts focusing on the areas of HIV/AIDS and
tuberculosis, sexual and reproductive rights, and the rights of
patients in psychiatric care.

All these recent events are guided by an overarching framework
reflecting Moldova's international commitments — the Millennium
Development Goals (MDGs) and human rights. Indeed, in June,
the Moldovan Government participated in a regional conference
in Istanbul focused on assessing the progress towards reaching
the Millennium Development Goals in Europe and CIS. At the
conference, Moldova presented its efforts to achieve MDG 1,
sharing its experience in reducing poverty and hunger.

This regional conference paves the way for two forthcoming
international events on the MDG front where Moldova will be
represented: In June, in New York, the Government of Moldova will
deliver a National Voluntary Presentation (NVP) for the 2010 Annual
Ministerial Review to be held during the High-level Segment of
ECOSOC (Economic and Social Council). This represents a unique
opportunity for the country to share its experience in implementing
strategies and policies towards meeting internationally agreed
development goals, including the MDGs.

The second international forum will take place in September where
the UN will be organizing a summit in New York to take stock of
the progress made by the world countries, including the Republic
of Moldova, in achieving the Millennium Development Goals, after
10 years since the Millennium Declaration was signed and 5 years
before the target date. Until then, Moldova is preparing

its own Report on MDGs.

In aceasta perioada a fost creat si un Grup de Lucru in cadrul
Ministerului Sanatatii pentru a aborda problemele legate de dreptul
la sanatate si drepturile omului, cu activitati care se axeazd, mai intai,
pe domenii precum HIV/SIDA si tuberculoza, drepturile la sandtate
sexuald si reproductiva si drepturile persoanelor care beneficiaza de
asistenta psihiatrica.

The European Union’s team of High Level Policy
Advisers will offer expertise to public institutions in
the Republic of Moldova. The group was presented
on April 22, 2010 at the Government during an
official event with the participation of the Prime
Minister Vlad Filat, Head of the European Union
Delegation to Moldova, Mr Dirk Schuebel, UN
Resident Coordinator in the Republic of Moldova,
Kaarina Immonen, Chief Technical Advisor Mr
Rupinder Singh, EU ambassadors, members

of the Cabinet and civil society organizations
representatives.

The EU High Level Policy Advice Mission to the
Republic of Moldova consists of 9 international
experts who will advise the management of public
institutions in carrying out the democratic reforms
and acceleration of association and further economic
integration between EU and Moldova. The mission is
the response of the European Union to the request of
the Government of Moldova.

The EU High Level Advisory Group has experts at

the following institutions: the Prime Minister’s Office,
State Chancellery, the Ministries of Economy, Finance,
Justice, Interior, Agriculture and Food Industry, Tax
Inspectorate and Public Procurement Agency.

The major objective of the mission is to support the
democratic and sustainable development of Moldova
through provision of high level policy advice in the
overall implementation of the Government Programme
“European Integration: Freedom, Democracy, Welfare”
2009-2013, with particular focus on the EU integration
process, economic recovery and democratic reforms.

Prime Minister of the Republic of Moldova, Mr

Vlad Filat, reiterated his vision of EU Integration
underwritten by strong commitment to the Rule of
Law. In this context, he reiterated that the presence
of this mission in Republic of Moldova is extremely
important and timely to help guide the government’s
reform process and to help improve the absorption
of foreign assistance

The PM stated that the group of advisors carry
valuable know-how and experience sectorally and EU
Integration and underlined the commitment of the
government to utilise this expertise to help accelerate
Moldova's transition to a market economy with a
vibrant civic society.

Prime Minister Filat thanked the European Union
Delegation and the United Nations Development
Programme for a positive response to the government
request for policy advice by high level international
experts.

The Head of the European Union Delegation to
Moldova, Mr Dirk Schuebel, stressed that the
programme is providing support to the public
institutions to carry out the reforms and expressed
his strong belief that the results of the EU advisors’
work with the key institutions of the country will be
visible in a short period of time but emphasising the
need for continuing political will to ensure that the
expert advice is absorbed. Mr. Schuebel emphasized
the important role the team of international experts
will have in supporting the Republic of Moldova

in fulfilment of its commitments for signing the
Association Agreement with European Union.

Mr. Schuebel thanked the UNDP from Republic
of Moldova for acting as implementing agency of
this project and in facilitating the response to the
government in such a short period of time.

UN Resident Coordinator in the Republic of Moldova,
Ms Kaarina Immonen, highlighted the leadership of
the Government in carrying reforms aimed at boosting
the quality of governance and public services. Ms
Immonen stated that this project will benefit from
UNDP’s rich expertise in the area of institutional
development and capacity building and successful

experience in working on similar projects in the region.

The Coordinator of the EU advisors’ team, Mr. Rupinder
Singh said that the team of international experts

will contribute to a clear vision of the Government

of Moldova about

Valentina Buliga, Minister of Labour, Social Protection
and Family, said that support and protection of families
with many children, families with disabled members,
the elderly, and vulnerable families is a priority. “We
will continue to support these families by allocating
social benefits, but also by promoting alternative
models of family, such as foster family, family-type
houses, professional parental assistance service, and
families which educate and take care of children under
guardianship/curatorship,” she noted.

The Family Festival took place across Moldova,
including Anenii Noi, Basarabeasca, Briceni, Drochia
Vulcanesti, Rezina, Soldanesti, Telenesti, Calarasi

and Dubasari, which held its first Family Festival. The
festival concluded on May 16 with a festive event in
“Stefan cel Mare” Public Park in Chisinau that brought
together participants from the capital city and other
parts of the country. Those celebrating 50-year golden
wedding anniversaries and just married couples were
recognized. Celebrants included families with triplets,
families with many children, and families owning their
own business.

On May 15 at Mereni, Anenii Noi, a regional sports
contest took place. It included a competition among
families. Anenii Noi Centre for Creative Students
organized an artistic event, which included an
exhibition of children’s photographs and drawings
about the family, as well as a musical contest involving
parents and children. A special guest, famous singer
Mihai Ciobanu, performed at the event.

On April 28, the project “Torture Prevention”,
financed by the European Union and co-financed and
implemented by the United Nations Development
Programme, unveiled the study “Situation in R.
Moldova on combating torture and other cruel,
inhuman and degrading treatment forms”.

Based on the study, a group of experts created a new
chapter for the National Action Plan in the area of human
rights that specifically addresses preventing torture and
violence. This plan has been submitted to Moldova's
authorities for approval.

The study includes a detailed analysis of torture and
torture prevention in Moldova, and introduces a series
of recommendations to prevent torture and protect its
victims. The authors of the study say that the Republic
of Moldova, along with other countries that have signed
international conventions banning the use of torture,
must act to prevent and combat the use of torture,
punish the offenders, and compensate the victims.

According to the study, the detention conditions at
police stations do not meet national and international
legislative standards. Numerous reliable sources and
observations point to the great number of complaints
about the use of force and maltreatment in certain police
detention centres.

Therefore, measures to suppress the use of torture and
other maltreatment within detention centres will be
taken, such as: detention of persons (both in criminal and
contravention cases) for a period exceeding 48 hours in
detention centres will be subordinated to the Ministry

of Justice; video surveillance at police detention centres
will be undertaken; a strict record of persons in police
custody will be maintained; detainees’ basic rights will

be ensured, and adequate detention conditions will be
provided.

The situation regarding maltreatment and attempts

to cover up cases of torture and inhumane, cruel, and
degrading treatment of prisoners, as well as inhumane
detention conditions in quarantine cells, remains
troublesome. It is recommended that action be taken

to help root out this phenomenon by ensuring the
observance of detainees’rights, including creating
appropriate detention conditions in quarantine and lock-
up cells, and reviewing the mechanism for challenging
disciplinary actions against prisoners.

In addition, experts say the situation in psychiatric
institutions is alarming. Many persons are kept there
without a court order and are subjected to poor
treatment. Thus, the authors of the study recommend
creating a patient defense service, reviewing the status of
hospitalized persons, training personnel, and monitoring
how patients’rights are observed.

With a goal of improving the operation of the National
Torture Prevention Mechanism and ombudsman
institution, the experts believe it is imperative to clearly
determine such institutions’ competencies, endow them
with necessary resources, and eliminate all operational
impediments. This includes raising the awareness of
stakeholders about the problems and solutions in these
institutions. Simultaneously, in order to make the activity
of R. Moldova’s Centre for Human Rights more effective,
it is necessary to rank according to priority the categories
of intervention undertaken and reinforce the legal
empowerment of prisoners.

The authors of the study concluded that domestic
investigations conducted by the Ministry of Domestic
Affairs have not complied with best practices used to
investigate reports of torture. The majority of criminal
investigations in torture cases (before and after April
2009 events) do not meet the minimal requirements,
resulting in long and inconclusive legal battles.
According to international best practices, the criminal
and torture acts’ investigation must be efficient, multi-
sided and complete, quick, and transparent.

Currently, few cases concerning the use of torture and
rehabilitation of its victims are adjudicated in courts.
This is because the judiciary is not independent, there is
insufficient training in torture-related matters, and the
ECHR decisions over article 3 are not implemented.

Following the statements on condition of torture and other
inhuman, cruel and degrading forms of treatment, the
experts drafted a series of recommendations and actions
which were included in a new chapter regarding torture
prevention. The new chapter is part of the National Action
Plan in the field of Human Rights and has been presented
to the authorities for approval. “We are convinced that
other stipulations included in the draft Plan for 2010-2013
will help prevent and combat torture and there will be

no need to submit special proposals in this respect. Both
the employees of detention institutions and other related
professional groups must be trained so that they better
understand the mechanism for preventing and combating
torture and other inhumane treatments,” said Victor
Zaharia, the leader of the team of experts.

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Juvenile Solitary Confinement Cells
to Be Abolished in Moldova

“Democracy in a Country Doesn’t Stop at the Gates

of the Penitentiary”

On an advocacy visit to Moldova this month,
French Senator Robert Badinter, known for
overseeing the abolition of the death penalty
in France, called on the Moldovan Government
to advance reforms in the country’s juvenile
justice system.

The Moldovan justice system has been the focus of
international attention since political unrest - which
followed the country’s parliamentary election in April
2009 - led to reports of violence against children in
contact with the law.

Treatment of minors

During his visit, Mr. Badinter went to the penitentiary
where minors in Moldova are kept in pre-trial
detention and met with young people who had been
held for more than a year. He visited cells just 20
square metres in size that were occupied by up to 10
young people each, as well as solitary confinement
cells.

The senator also learned about other challenges
entrenched in the justice system, including lengthy
sentences and the lack of proper legal assistance.

The visit — which was organized by UNICEF and

the Embassy of France, in cooperation with the
Delegation of the European Union and the Council

of Europe - brought several high-profile members of
the international community to Chinisau. Mr. Badinter
was accompanied by Moldovan Minister of Justice
Alexandru Tanase, the Head of the European Union
Delegation in Moldova, Dirk Schuebel, and UNICEF
Representative in Moldova Alexandra Yuster. He also
met the Moldovan Prosecutor
General, Valeriu Zubco, and
representatives of civil society and
the media.

“Conditions are inhuman”

Following his visit, Mr. Badinter
stressed the need to reform much
of what he had seen, adding that
he was “shocked by the echoes of
the past” Among other changes,
he recommended the Moldovan
authorities take urgent action to
close solitary confinement cells

for minors. Badinter during a tour of juvenile de-
tention facilities in Chinisau, Moldova.

“The detention conditions are inhuman, the inmates
have limited space, [and] they don’t have sanitary
conditions,” said Mr. Badinter. “This state of affairs
must change ... democracy in a country doesn’t stop
at the gates of the penitentiary”’

Dirk Schuebel, Head of the EU Delegation in Moldova,
reiterated the need for a new juvenile justice system
where detention is a last resort. He noted that, to

this end, the European Union is currently supporting
justice and penitentiary system reforms throughout
Moldova.

Minister of Justice Alexandru Tanase said the juvenile
justice is a priority area of Government reform.“What
you have just seen is absolutely unacceptable in a
democratic state,” said Mr. Tanase. “The European
future of Moldova depends on how the correctional
system is re-organized.”

New commitments to child rights

Following the advocacy tour, the Moldovan Ministry
of Justice made a commitment to close solitary
confinement cells.

Moldovan Prosecutor General Valeriu Zubco also
agreed to create a special unit to monitor the
situation of juveniles left in pretrial detention for
long periods of time. He ensured Mr. Badinter that
all efforts will be made to enforce Moldovan laws
limiting the pretrial detention of minors to four
months.

UNICEF Representative in Moldova Alexandra Yuster
emphasized the requirements of the Convention of
the Rights of the Child (CRC), which encourages States
Parties to consider a child’s age and reintegration
potential when he or she comes
into contact with the law. “Punitive
approaches help neither children
nor their communities,” she said.

UNICEF and its partners are
committed to supporting the
Government of Moldova in its
efforts to implement a juvenile
justice system based on the
principles of the CRC. This
means calling for restorative
justice — which emphasizes
social reintegration, rather than
punishment - in the case of all
children in contact with the law.

(ILO) warned in a new study that efforts to eliminate
the worst forms of child labour are slowing down
and called for a “re-energized” global campaign to
end the practice.

In its quadrennial Global Report on child labour, the
ILO said that the global number of child labourers had
declined from 222 million to 215 million, or 3 per cent,
over the period 2004 to 2008, representing a “slowing .

A new momentum is necessary if the world is to attain the goal of eliminating the worst
forms of child labour by 2016 as agreed upon by the ILO tripartite constituents in the
Global Action Plan . Around the world, 215 million boys and girls are engaged in child
labour . 115 million of these children are exposed to its worst forms . Removing these
children from the worst forms and offering them a future without child labour is an
urgent priority.

We, participants at the‘Global Child Labour Conference 2010. Towards a world without
child labour. Mapping the road to 2016; representatives from governments, employers’
and workers' organizations, non-governmental and other civil society organizations,
regional and international organizations, have gathered in the Hague, the Netherlands,
on 10and 11 May 2010, to take stock of progress made since the adoption of the ILO
Worst Forms of Child Labour Convention, 1999 (No. 182), to assess remaining obstacles
and to agree on measures to accelerate progress towards the elimination of the worst
forms of child labour by 2016, while affirming the overarching goal of the effective
abolition of child labour, which is reflected in the ILO Declaration on Fundamental
Principles and Rights at Work (1998) and ILO Convention, 1973 (No. 138) to which ILO
Convention, 1999 (No. 182) is complementary.

Considering that action to eliminate the worst forms of child labour is most effective
and sustainable when it is situated within action to eliminate all child labour, including
through area-based and sector-based programmes.

Acknowledging that the effective abolition of child labour is a moral necessity and
that all ILO members have an obligation to respect, promote and realize that principle;
that it can yield high social and economic returns, and that eradicating child labour
- and providing the alternative of education and training, and decent work for adults
and children of working age - contributes to households breaking out of the cycle of
poverty, and helps countries advance human development, and

Recognizing that the international community has identified child labour as a
significant impediment to the realization of children’s rights, national development
and the attainment of the Millennium Development Goals, particularly those related
to poverty alleviation, education, gender equality and HIV/AIDS, and recognizing
furthermore that the ILO Worst Forms of Child Labour Convention, 1999 (No. 182) and
its accompanying Recommendation (No. 190) reflect a global consensus thatimmediate
and effective measures are required to secure the prohibition and elimination of the
worst forms of child labour as a matter of urgency, and

Noting that over the past decade action against the worst forms of child labour has
beenimplemented in all parts of the world and that this has led to significant progress;
that this demonstrates that the fight against child labour can be won with sound policy
choices and substantial national and international resource commitments, and when
capitalizing on new opportunities, such as the G-20 summits and the Global Jobs Pact,
and

Acknowledging the available data concerning the incidence of child labour, by sector,
with the highest incidence of child labour in agriculture (60%), and 26 % in services,
while recognizing the need for more data collection covering hard-to-reach children
including in domestic work, slavery, sexual exploitation and illicit activities.

Agreeing that with six years remaining until the target date of 2016 for the elimination
of the worst forms of child labour, it is imperative to substantially upscale and accelerate
action, given the overall pace of progress and that the global economic crisis puts
recent progress at risk, and

Recognizing further that now, more than ever, political leadership is needed to
achieve the elimination of the worst forms of child labour, and that governments in
partnership with all other relevant actors need to act swiftly and with determination
in this endeavour, particularly in the informal economy where most child labour
oceurs,

Acknowledging that international cooperation and/or assistance among Members
for the prohibition and effective elimination of the worst forms of child labour should
complement national efforts and may, as appropriate, be developed and implemented
in consultation with employers'and workers' organizations,

We declare that we will substantially increase efforts to ensure that we achieve the goal
of eliminating the worst forms of child labour by 2016 and we agree to this Roadmap,
and we urge the international community to substantially increase its efforts in this
regard.

Part | - Principles and Action

Guiding principles:

1. Governments have the primary responsibility for enforcing the right to
education for all children, and the elimination of the worst forms of child
labour. The social partners and other civil society organizations, and

international organizations have important roles in promoting and supporting
such action.

2. Government responsibility should be assumed at the highest level and with the
best interests of children in mind taking into consideration the views of children
and their families, and should include due attention to the most vulnerable children
and the conditions that create their vulnerability. In doing so governments should
assess the impact of relevant policies on the worst forms of child labour, taking
into account gender and age, put in place preventive and time-bound measures
and make adequate financial resources available to fight the worst forms of child
labour, including through international cooperation .

3. Ina globalized economy, government responsibility includes developing and
strengthening policies and programmes, in consultation with social partners, that
address child labour issues, in particular the worst forms, in international supply
chains.

4. Government actions to combat child trafficking, prostitution, production of
pornography and the trafficking of drugs should where necessary include
international cooperation;

5. Governments should consider ways to address the potential vulnerability of children
to, in particular, the worst forms of child labour, in the context of migratory flows;

6. All actors should work towards strengthening the world wide movement against
child labour, including by using traditional and new media. They should - according
to their expertise - raise awareness and sensitize the public on the rights of children
to be free from child labour, the value of education and training, and the longer
term costs of child labour, in terms of health, employment opportunities, persistent
inequalities and intergenerational poverty.

7. There is no single policy that by itself will end the worst forms of child labour.
However, evidence has shown that targeted action that simultaneously addresses
the implementation and enforcement of legislation, the provision and accessibility
of public services (including free, quality compulsory education, training and non-
discriminatory social protection services), and the functioning of labour markets,
yields high returns in the fight against child labour, including its worst forms.
The elimination of child labour should therefore be integrated in broader policy
frameworks at national and sub-national levels, and policy coordination should be
strengthened through appropriate inter-ministerial mechanisms.

Action by governments:
8. Government actions should be guided by the following policy priorities:

8.1. National legislation and enforcement

8.1.1 Working towards implementation of the ILO Declaration on the
Fundamental Principles and Rights at work (1998) and, for states party
to the ILO Conventions addressing child labour, full implementation of
those conventions, and for states that are not party to those conventions,
consideration of ratifications, as well as the optional protocols to the UN
Convention on the Rights of the Child;

8.1.2  Adopting and enforcing national legislation against child labour and its
worst forms in particular, ensuring that these rights are respected for all
children without exception, and ensuring that information on relevant
legislation is widely disseminated;

8.1.3 Developing and implementing cross-sectoral national action plans to
eliminate the worst forms of child labour as a priority, in consultation with
social partners and taking into consideration the views of other parties
as appropriate. Providing adequate resources to achieve the goals so
established;

8.14 Periodically reviewing and updating national lists of hazardous work
prohibited for children in consultation with social partners;

8.1.5 Ensuring access to justice by children and their families, including by
ensuring that justice systems and processes are child friendly;
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8.1.6 Enforcing appropriate sanctions against perpetrators of the worst forms
of child labour, strengthening the inspection and monitoring machinery
that bring these to light, and documenting court cases. Particular
emphasis should be given to strengthening labour inspection, including
on occupational health and safety;

8.1 Education and training

8.1.1 Extending and improving access to free, compulsory, quality education for
all children, with a particular focus on girls, and ensuring that all children
under the minimum age for employment are in full-time education, and
including where appropriate and consistent with relevant international
labour standards, in vocational or technical education;

Adopting strategies to remove costs that represent a barrier to education,
in particular fees and school supplies;

Adopting strategies to (i) encourage and monitor school enrolment
attendance, retention and reintegration, through, for instance, scholarship
and school meal programs to help poor families reduce the costs of
education, and (i) create a child-friendly learning environment, in which
children are protected from abuse, violence and discrimination;
Developing concrete plans and mechanisms to meet the needs of children
engaged in the worst forms of child labour as per ILO Convention No. 182
and support their transition into appropriate education or vocational
training.

8.2 Social protection

8.2.1 Implementing strategies, policies and programmes that offer access to and
delivery of social and health services to vulnerable and socially excluded
households, hard-to-reach children, and children with special needs, where
possible including a basic social protection floor;

8.2.2 Fighting discrimination that contributes to child labour;

8.2.3 Supporting families’ capacity to protect their children by working towards
a system of social protection through, for instance, cash transfer schemes;
public works; access to credit, insurance and savings schemes;Strengthening
and implementing national protection frameworks to protect children from
exploitation.

8.2.4  Assisting victims of the worst forms of child labour to prevent their return
to child labour.

8.3 Labour market policy:

8.3.1 Taking action to foster a well-functioning labour market, as well as access
to vocational training for adults and young people of working age that
corresponds with the current and future needs of the labour market so as
to facilitate the school to work transition;

8.3.2 Supporting employment creation and promoting decent and productive
work for adults and young people of working age, that is consistent with
the fundamental principles and rights at work ;

8.3.3  Working towards regulating and formalizing the informal economy where
most instances of the worst forms of child labour occur, including through
the strengthening of state labour inspection and enforcement systems and
capacities;

8.3.4 Creating an environment, together with social partners, that aims to combat
child labour in supply chains.

Action by the social partners:

Taking immediate and effective measures within their own competence for the
prohibition and elimination of the worst forms of child labour as a matter of urgency
including through policies and programmes that address child labour ;

Advocating for effective training and education policies and for extended access
to free, compulsory, quality education up to the minimum age for admission to
employment;

12 The promotion of action and monitoring of progress in eliminating the worst
forms of child labour is to be undertaken consistent with, and complementary to
the ILO supervisory system and reporting mechanisms, and to enhance progress
towards the 2016 goal. Recommended actions include:

Two days, with teams from the Moldovan and
Ukrainian Customs and Border Guard Services, the
Romanian border police, The Odessa Law academy,
Odessa regional authorities, FRONTEX, Management
of the Southern Regional Directorate of State Border
Guard Service and EUBAM. Matches were played in
two groups, play offs for all places took place after and
a riveting 40 minute finale between the Moldovan and
Ukrainian border guards ended with a penalty shoot
out.

“The football tournament is about building trust and
good relationships,” said Udo Burkholder, Head of
EUBAM.

“It's quite symbolic that our football tournament
has been awarded international status and that

the number of participating countries grows every
year. Football is a team sport where it’s important
to develop not only one’s own strategy but also

to understand the playing style of all players on

the pitch. Through such games we learn to better
understand each other. The fact that we are holding
such a sport competition between border services
is evidence that borders unite both countries and
people,” said the Chairman of the State Border Guard
Service of Ukraine Mykola Lytvyn.

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Tourism Ready to Take Off

in Bender Region

New Tour Developed for Ramsar/Lower Dniester Area

Tourists now have an easier time visiting
Transnistria. In April 2010, collaboration
between tourism agencies from both
banks of the Dniester river was resumed
after an 18-year hiatus. The goal of the
collaboration is to enhance tourism and
give tourists access to interesting spots
like historical Bender town, landscape
architecture monuments in Cioburciu and
Parcani, and the Butilca Wine Museum in
Ternovca.

The development of tour itineraries in
Ramsar in the Lower Dniester area is one of
the activities included as part of the project
“Common building of the future for the
internationally recognised zone of the Lower
Dniester”, implemented by the Ecological Society “Biotica”
within the programme “Support to Confidence Building
Measures”, financed by the European Union and implemented
by the United Nations Development Programme.

The official launching of Ramsar tour took place recently.

40 representatives from Chisinau travel agencies took the
tour. Tourists from Chisinau went sightseeing and visited the
Fortress of Bender, the Dniester river along the Turunchuck
branch (in the Ramsar site), the landscape architecture
monument in the village of Cioburciu, the Butilca Wine
Museum in Ternovca, and the Bulgarian Estate in Parcani
village. This route can be followed by ordinary tourists, who
might also want to visit the Chitcani Monastery and the
Tiraspol “Kvint” Distilleries.

“The Bender Zone has a huge potential

for tourism. Twenty years ago, the town
received 30 to 40 groups of foreign tourists
daily. Unfortunately, after the tragic events
from 1992, Bender was closed for tourism
and, practically, no one visited it for tourism
purposes for 18 years. Together with the
Ecological Society Biotica, we intend to revive
tourism in the Transnistrian region, laying the
foundation for a long-lasting cooperation
between the tourism firms from the right and
left banks of the Dniester River. We hope to
attract into the Transnistrian region at least
10 percent of the tourists who visit Republic
of Moldova," stated Viktor Kulishov, Director
of the Bender-based travel agency Atlantis,
which is one of the partners of the

Ecological Society “Biotica"

The Ramsar Lower Dniester tour area is multifaceted and
includes elements of commercial, historical, ecological and
rural tourism. “The Transnistrian region of Moldova, namely
the Lower Dniester site, has remarkable beauty. “Biotica”
wishes to consolidate collaboration relationships between
tourism companies from both sides of the Dniester River,
contributing, thus, to flourishing tourism. We wanted very
much to produce an authentic and functional offer. The site
has been little explored despite its great potential. We tested
the (tour) itinerary only with representatives of tourism
agencies, hoping to lay the grounds for a new business in the
field,” said Alexei Andreev, Chairman of the “Biotica” Board.

Seminars Educate Day Care Workers

Experts in social services development
for disabled children report that these
services in the Republic of Moldova and
its Transnistrian Region have developed
unevenly. Evidence shows an absence

of a cooperative system to establish
rehabilitation centre networks, as well as
the lack of a system of sharing knowledge
and experience among these centres

for disabled children.

To address this issue, a series of practical seminars for employees of
day-care centres for disabled children and youth in R. Moldova and

its Transnistrian Region were recently held. The theme was, “Infantile
cerebral paralysis and rehabilitation methods". The training sessions
featured experience sharing for staff of day-care rehabilitation centres,
and were sponsored by Hilfswerk Austria’s Representative in the
Republic of Moldova in partnership with Children’s Fund from Dubasari
“laroslav”. The seminars are part of a larger project, “Rehabilitation
centres network development for disabled children’, presented within
the programme “Support to Confidence Building Measures’, financed
by the European Union and implemented by the United Nations
Development Programme.

The participants learned about the latest research on infantile
cerebral paralysis (ICP) and practical methods for rehabilitation of
children suffering from ICP. During the first seminar, the participants
visited the kineto-therapy room at school no. 120 in Chisinau.
This school is attended by children with special needs. The visitors
assisted during the demonstration of physical rehabilitation
methods for children suffering from ICP. The visitors met children
with various forms and degrees of severity of ICP. The participants
also documented several specific case-studies. Mariana Jalba,
specialist in ICP, and kineto-therapist Veronica Andronache
(“Speranta” Day-Care Centre) served as trainers at the seminar.

The need for implementing the children’s rehabilitation centres
network development project is because social services for disabled
children have developed irregularly and unevenly in the Republic of
Moldova, including in the Transnistrian region. Social service delivery
for disabled youngsters lacks cooperation and mechanisms for the
sharing of professional knowledge and experience. The project aims
to strengthen cooperation by granting educational assistance to
social service providers from both sides of the Dniester River, and to
develop and maintain a viable network featuring new social services
development projects.

The
reduction in remittances from overseas, the
heavy burden of over-borrowing, current
and future needs for family support - all are
tightly connected to accumulating debt, and
are characterized by a lack of good financial
planning.

Recognizing this, the Rural Development
Centre recently launched a cycle of seminars
on rural households’ financial education,
meant to assist in solving problems associated
with household budgeting. The program

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Children, Grandparents Take to the Stage

Social Drama Addresses Problems
Created by Migration

Family relationships, and the strains put on children by
migration, took centre stage recently in Lapusna, Hincesti
district as 13 actors presented the drama, “The Kid with Three
Nanny Goats.”

The play, staged at Lapusna primary school on May 24, featured

a cast of four grandmothers and nine children, was presented to
reduce the negative impact of migration upon family members left
behind and to strengthen relationships between generations.

The show included several short-plays written by Grigore Vieru
about the role of family and about problems between generations
in families where grandparents care for their grandchildren. A
melancholy song expressing a longing for
parents to return home was sung by the
children, reflecting the impact of migration
upon youngsters.

The play identified the reasons for
misunderstandings between children and
grandparents through the masks of the kid
and the three nanny-goats-mommy-goat,
aunt-goat and grandmother-goat. At the
end of each short-play, the actor-children
and actor-grandparents discussed with the

audience the importance of family and children’s wishes to
grow up with their parents who could be working here, in their
native country, instead of abroad.

The spectators included children aged 6-11, seniors, teachers,
and other guests. When asked “How many children from the
room live with grandparents?’, everyone’s hands went up. Thus,
the topic of this social theatre was very real to this audience,
which came close to witnessing scenes from their daily lives.

Social Theatre represents one of the activities specified under
the project “Strengthening community-based support to multi-
generational households left behind by migration in Moldova’;
implemented by Second Breath and HelpAge International, and
assisted financially by the EU-UN Joint Migration Development
Initiative.

The involvement of grandparents and
grandchildren in social theatre strengthens
relationships between generations and
diminishes the negative impacts resulting

from parental migration. The performance

has a social character. Once presented to the
public, it strives to expose the problem and
identify solutions. It represents a successful
dovetailing of role-play and the involvement of
younger and older generations to ensure closer
communication between them.
