Statement by Kaarina Immonen, UN Resident Coordinator

Moldova’s presence at the
UN Summit in September
2010, dedicated to the
Millennium Development
Goals, and the recent
visits to Chisinau of senior
officials from international
agencies that partner with
Moldova have marked the
country’s development
agenda in the past few months.

At the UN Summit in New York, Moldova, through the
voice of its Minister of State, committed “to promote
policies to advance the sector in achieving the Millennium
Development Goals” in several key areas: education

and children’s health, social inclusion, environmental
sustainability, partnerships in combating HIV/AIDS and
tuberculosis, water supply, and sanitation

Moldova can continue to count on support from the
development partners in these efforts. This commitment
was renewed in Chisinau in August and September by the

presence of World Bank Group President Robert B. Zoellick,

United Nations Development Programme Administrator
Helen Clark, and the Acting Head of the Education for All-
Fast Track Initiative Secretariat Bob Prouty.

The path to be followed by the Republic of Moldova,
with the support of its partners, in the efforts to ensure
the country’s progress and welfare for all citizens was
outlined in the Second National Report on Millennium
Development Goals, developed by the Moldovan
government in September. This important document
records the progress made by Moldova in achieving the
eight Millennium Development Goals and indicates the
steps to be executed in the next five years that will decide
the fate of the commitments that Moldova and other
countries undertook at the Millennium Summit in 2000.

And in all these steps to be taken in the near future, youth
should also be actively involved, because, as | said at

The report prepared by

the Government, with

the support of the United
Nations in Moldova,
identifies the progress made
by Moldova in meeting those
eight goals. It also outlines
the steps that will be taken
in the next five years which

“The United Nations will
continue to support the people
and the Government of Moldova
in achieving prosperity and
progress in the country.

Five years before 2015 - the deadline set by

the world leaders for achieving the Millennium
Development Goals, the Second Millennium
Development Goals Report of the Republic of
Moldova notes that today, the MDGs are included
in the Government’s medium-term agenda, which
are set out in the National Development Strategy
(NDS) for 2008-2011.

“I believe this Report will help the Governmental
agencies, civil society and development partners
to better focus their interventions on achieving
the national development targets of which the
MDGs form an integral part,’ says Moldovan Prime
Minister, Vladimir Filat, in the Foreword of the
National Report.

The National Report notes that the main
achievements of the country related to the eight
Millennium Development Goals are aimed at
eradicating poverty, reducing infant and maternal
mortality, extending the areas protected by

the state and the increasing role of information

This is the second National Report developed
by Moldova since the Millennium Summit and
signing the Millennium Declaration in 2000. This
report is now presented in the context of the
forthcoming MDGs Summit in
New York that will take place
from September 20th to 22nd
2010, where heads of state and
government will meet with
private sector leaders and civil
society to set the agenda for
the next five years.

The first National Report of
Moldova was prepared by

the Government of Moldova,
with the support of the UN
Agencies in March 2005, and
aimed to become “one of the
instruments of solidarity of the
country and the government in
building a prosperous society.”

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UNFPA Donates Ambulances to
Support Emergency Preparedness

Donation of the New Ambulances is Consistent with the
Strategy for Recovery and Reconstruction of the health Sector

UNFPA, the United Nations Population
Fund, donated two advanced ambulances/
mobile clinics to the Ministry of Health. The
donation, made October 5, will be used by
the National Calamity Medicine Centre.

This donation was part of UNFPA's assistance to
the Government of the Republic of Moldova after
last summer’s floods.

Donation of the new ambulances is consistent
with the strategy for recovery and reconstruction
of the health sector. This strategy includes
modernizing the physical infrastructure of health
care facilities and upgrading medical equipment
and medical transport.

The two Land Rover Defender ambulances
donated were made in the UK in 2010. They are
4X4's, allowing them to access difficult to reach
areas affected by natural disasters.

“These units of transport will allow the delivery of
high quality medical assistance to a larger number
of persons affected by calamities, especially
pregnant women and children. The ambulances
will be used for medical evacuation in cases of
emergency, especially in cases of childbirths

and other obstetric and reproductive health
emergencies,” said Francois Farah, UNFPA Country
Director for Moldova based in Bucharest.

UNFPA, the United Nations Population Fund,
together with other donors and development
partners, responded quickly in early hours of

last summer’s flooding by providing essential
hygiene products and medical equipment sets to
maternity hospitals from all eight districts affected
by the disaster.

According to the administration of the National
Scientific-Practical Centre for Emergency
Medicine /National Calamity Medicine Centre, the
availability of medical equipment, especially of
transport units with the ability to transport large
loads, is essential for coping with emergency
situations.

The ambulances were bought by the United
Nations Population Fund through UNFPA
Humanitarian Assistance Department and
the UN Office for Project Services (UNOPS)
for approximately USD 70,000.

Vladimir Hotineanu, Minister of Health, Francois
Farah, UNFPA Country Director and Boris

Galca, Deputy UNFPA Representative Moldova,
participated in the donation ceremony.

Last year, UNFPA donated two ambulances to the
Ministry of Health as part of UNFPA's response

to the summer 2008 floods. Thus, the Centre has
now four ambulances that are equipped with
modern medical equipment designed to facilitate
quick and effective interventions in emergency
situations or natural disasters. The ambulances can
also assist in evacuations from disaster affected
regions.

UNFPA recently participated in the evaluation of
the impact of flooding on the health care system
and in the improving the health care infrastructure
for ensuring a high quality access to health care
services in affected areas.

This action is part of the response by the UN, the
donor community, and international bodies to the
Republic of Moldova Government’s request for
support in mitigating the impact of flooding.

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Consular Officers Learn to Deliver
Better Services to Moldovans Abroad

Training Themes Includes Labour Market Issues
and Assisting Stranded Migrants

The workshop, attended by 23 Moldovan
diplomatic and consular officers, was

titled “Improving the skills of the consular
officers from the diplomatic missions and
consular offices of the Republic of Moldova
abroad to grant consular assistance”. It was
held July 12-14 as part of the EU-funded,
IOM-implemented project, “Supporting
the implementation of the migration

and development component of the EU-
Moldova Mobility Partnership”.

Through a targeted curriculum, the consular
officers were trained on legal protection

of Moldovan citizens abroad and the
implementation of readmission agreements,
citizen documentation, transcription of civil
status acts, procedural changes in the role of the
Civil Registry Office, and information channels
and assistance services for migrants seeking to
return and reintegrate into Moldovan society.

The consular officers also reviewed national
policies and priorities regarding the labour
market and migration; challenges and
opportunities presented by the labour market in
Moldova for returned migrants; unaccompanied
minors and stranded migrants; the consular
officers’role in identifying and assisting victims
of trafficking; and child protection. A special
emphasis was on diaspora management, so an
entire training module was
dedicated to this topic.

Organized in cooperation
with the Ministry of Foreign
Affairs and European
Integration (MFAEI), the
training brought together
different partner institutions
responsible for migration,
including the Ministry of

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First “Child Friendly School”

Opens in Moldova

“We Want All Children from the Country

to Benefit from Schools”

The Ministry of Education proudly launched
Moldova’s first “Child Friendly School” in
Molesti, laloveni district on Sept. 1. A second
“Child Friendly School’; in Sofrancani, Edinet
district has also been renovated.

“Child Friendly Schools” are those equipped
consistent with the highest international standards.
The “Child Friendly Schools” concept has been heavily
promoted by UNICEF since education experts agree
it provides the most appropriate model for education
and comprehensive development of children.

These thoroughly modern schools sport bathrooms
with shiny tiles instead of traditional wooden cabins
behind the school. The schools also feature advanced
heating systems, improved teaching materials,
specially trained teachers, and a non-violent
environment.

At the revamped Molesti school’s opening ceremony,
Leonid Bujor, Minister of Education, said, “We want that
all children from the country to benefit from such a
school like children from Molesti, and Sofrancani but
for that we have a long way to go. We believe we are
able to succeed with the assistance of our international
partners.”

The Veolia Environnement Foundation financially
supported the renovations and contributed the
expertise of its specialists in water and energy
management. The Ministry of Education, UNICEF,
FISM, local authorities, and the community were also
key partners in the project.

“This project is part of a longstanding collaboration
between the Veolia Environnement Foundation
and UNICEF. We have supported UNICEF to

provide the children with a better access to basic
services such as water, sanitation and heating,” said
Thierry Vandevelde, Executive Officer of the Veolia
Environnement Foundation. The involvement of the
community in this project is important for offering
children a better school, noted Vandevelde.

Also making comments at the launch of the
renovated school in Molesti was UNICEF's
Representative in Moldova, Alexandra Yuster. She
said, “UNICEF welcomes the opening of the first
child-friendly school, which was jointly a great effort
— the result of (cooperation of) the government,

international organizations, and local authorities.

We are confident that the school from Molesti will
become a positive example of ensuring appropriate
conditions for education and most importantly — will
increase access to education for all children, including
the most vulnerable - a fundamental right that
everyone should have equally”

The Veolia Environnement Foundation supports
community-oriented projects that contribute to
sustainable development in France and other
countries in three main areas: outreach, workforce
development, and environmental conservation.

The originality of its approach is that each project is
supported by a sponsor who is a Veolia employee.
The Foundation also encourages volunteering of skills
and contribution of Veolia Environnement employees
expertise to its partners, associations, and institutions.
Since its creation in 2004, the Veolia Environnement
Foundation has supported close to 1,000 projects in
France and internationally.

According to the data provided by UNICEF, compared
to the situation ten years ago, many more children
attend school in Moldova. Nevertheless, children from
poor families in the countryside, children with special
needs, and Roma are among those disadvantaged
who attend school at lower than average rates.
Currently, only half of Roma children and just one
third of children with disabilities attend school. All
children, including disadvantaged children, will have
access to education in a child-friendly school.

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Fast Track Program Seeks Better Start
for All Moldovan Children

Significant Progress Registered on Children’s Access

to Early Education

Thanks to the “Education for All - Fast Track
Initiative”, more Moldovan youngsters than ever
are attending kindergarten. In 2009, about

75 percent of Moldovan children under

school age were attending kindergarten,
compared to only 48 percent in 2001.

“We are pleased to see that a growing number of
preschool children from vulnerable families attend
modern equipped kindergartens and receive quality
education which will provide a solid support for
their further studies and development,” said Bob
Prouty, director of the Fast Track Initiative Secretariat
- Education for All (EFA-FTI).

Bob Prouty visited Moldova on August 10. He toured
the inclusive kindergarten and the Rehabilitation
Centre for Children with Special Needs from Straseni,
and the Early Education Community Centre in
Vulcanesti village, Nisporeni district, a region with

a 95% majority of Roma population. In this Roma
region, Bob Prouty noted the positive results
generated from child-centred practices which were
established by teachers and local officials.

The “Education for All — Fast Track Initiative” started
in 2006 when the Republic of Moldova received
8.8 million U.S. dollars from the Catalytic Fund

of the Fast Track Initiative.

Even with the strides made, 1 out of 4 children of early
age and more than half of children under five years
still don't have access to early education. Like tens of
millions of children from other
developing countries, these
excluded kids do not maximize
their potential and cognitive
development. This is especially
true since excluded children are
often also exposed to poverty,
poor nutrition, lack of training
programs, and poor domestic
environment which retard
learning and development.

“Preschool education is

one of the most important
investments that we can
make for children. We intend
to improve the quality of
kindergartens throughout the
country in order to provide
better opportunities for the

children of Moldova to succeed in their lives,” said
UNICEF Deputy Representative in Moldova Sadrine
Blanchet.

The government of the Republic of Moldova is behind
the effort to enroll all youngsters in kindergarten,

and has “declared that education and early childhood
development are national priorities and will support
the national and international initiatives in this area,”
said Minister of Education Leonid Bujor.

The first phase of “Education for All” project occurred
from 2006 to 2008, while the second phase
is 2008 to 2010.

The project, conducted by local officials and the
Ministry of Education, aims to increase access to
quality preschool education. The grant is managed
by the World Bank, while the activities are conducted
utilizing UNICEF’s support as a coordinating agency.

“Education for All — Fast Track Initiative” (EFA-FTI) is
a global partnership between developing countries,
donors, and UN agencies. It was initiated to assist
countries that need assistance in achieving the
Millennium Development Goals.

Research demonstrates the importance of
interventions on behalf of children ages birth to

7 years old. Studies show that investments in quality
early education of children determine the long-term
socio-economic development of a country.

A new initiative, “Be Healthy, Wherever You
Are”, has been launched to educate Moldovans
about the health risks inherent in migration.
This information campaign was launched on
September 28 in Chisinau, and is sponsored

by the Ministry of Health of the Republic of
Moldova and the International Organization for
Migration (IOM).

The campaign combines several visual and
interpersonal communication elements, promoted
by media and health experts, and focuses on

some of the health risks associated with migration.
These include HIV/AIDS and sexually transmitted
infections, tuberculosis, and reproductive health
problems. Campaign messages and products speak
about dangers, and also about solutions.

The information campaign unites its partnersin a
common goal. It presents the key concepts outlined
in a Ministry of Health-IOM project titled, “Managing
the impact of migration on the health system in
Moldova! This effort is financed by IOM'’s

1035 facility.

The Minister of Health of the Republic of Moldova,
Vladimir Hotineanu, said that all Moldovan

citizens, wherever at home or abroad, need reliable
information about health risks and appropriate
behaviors. “This information provides for the health
of families and communities, so that the migration
phenomenon could bring more development
benefits than dangers and losses," said the Minister
of Health.

This social campaign is consistent

International Organization
for Migration Mission in
Moldova.“It is important
for migrants to recognize
their high degree of
vulnerability, and the
campaign will provide

the key information that
is necessary for their
protection.”

This healthy migration

campaign is necessary

because a large part of Moldova’s economically
active population goes abroad to work or for other
purposes, and the majority eventually return home.
In these cases, the highest risks are associated with
migration and the illegal migration abroad, and the
risks target not only migrants but also those who
remain at home. Thus, the awareness of the entire
population about these risks will improve the health
situation in the country and will help to lighten the
load on the national health system.

“Involving the public television company in the
communication campaign is fully justified. Thus we
can achieve our social vocation,” said Constantin
Marin, the President of National Public Broadcasting
Teleradio Moldova, which is the information
campaign’s media partner.

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Interview with Director of the National Centre on Prevention
and Control of HIV/AIDS, Stefan Gheorghita

In the context of MDG summit, which took place

in New-York, we are discussing with Mr. Gheorghita
whether MDG goals will be met, especially MDG #6,
Combating HIV/AIDS, Tuberculosis and Other Diseases.

- Mr. Gheorghita, during 2010 International AIDS
Conference in Vienna, discussions focused on
AIDS+MDG, especially the need to take AIDS out of
isolation and linking the HIV global response to other
movements for health, human rights, gender equality
and partnership development. What is the situation in
the Republic of Moldova?

- Different acts, strategies and policy documents
developed at national level focus on or include a chapter
on responding to the HIV epidemic. For example, the
government has approved and is implementing a National
Health Policy, wherein HIV infection is treated as a public
health priority. A separate chapter is focused on prevention
and control of infectious diseases, HIV/AIDS

and tuberculosis.

Or, we can mention as an example the Health System
Development Strategy, HIV prevention, and access of
people to information, education and communication
services, (all of which) represent essential components.
Therefore, HIV infection is not tackled as a separate issue
(but) itis included in all health programmes and policies
and linked to various areas in order to ensure a more global
response. Due to integration of the HIV response with
other areas in the Republic of Moldova, national response
activities such as HIV prevention, access of general
population and most at-risk populations to information
services, treatment and care for people living with HIV are
being implemented successfully.

- You mentioned the success registered by the Republic
of Moldova in the national response to HIV. What would
you say is the greatest success, to date, in Moldova's
AIDS response?

- The greatest success in the Republic of Moldova is the
union of the efforts on behalf of state institutions and
civil society organizations, especially in the development
of joint prevention, education, training and information
activities as well as strategic planning, implementation,
monitoring and evaluation of the results achieved.
Nowadays there are 40 NGOs in the territory of the
Republic of Moldova that provide services in area of HIV/
AIDS. These services are multi-sectional and coordinated
with the services delivered by state institutions.

Meanwhile, | would like also to mention the contribution
of international organizations accredited in Moldova like
UNAIDS, UNFPA, WHO, UNICEF, and IOM, all of which have
contributed to the consolidation of the national response

to HIV/AIDS. Another success has been the
implementation of strategies and activities
of the National Programme on HIV/AIDS and
STl by the National Coordination Council on
TB/AIDS and its Technical Working Groups,
including the Ministry of Health, Ministry of
Education, the Ministry of Justice, and the
Ministry of Labour. This can continue with
antiretroviral treatment for people living with
HIV, and (through) care, support, and access
of general populations to VCT services in 56
regions throughout the country.

Mr. Stefan Gheorghita
is the Director of the
National Center on
Prevention and Control
of HIV/AIDS, and Vice-
director of the National
Center for Public
Health. Mr. Gheorghita
is epidemiologist and
has worked in area

of HIV/AIDS since the
start of HIV epidemic in
Moldova in 1987.

- What are the main obstacles in Moldova
to achieving MDG Goal #6?

- One of the obstacles is associated with indicators and
targets for MDG #6, which should be reached by 2015, is
the existence of the regime on eastern part of the republic
which influences the joint implementation of measures
and activities and therefore the results. The epidemic
situation in the eastern part of the Republic of Moldova is
severe; the spread of HIV infection is 2.8 higher than in the
area west of the river. Poor mobilization of the civil society
in the response to HIV/AIDS on behalf of local authorities
and limited access of the population to information and
prevention activities represent the main issues in this part
of the country.

Other impediments in achieving MDG #6 are increased
migration and the need to extend and improve the
quality and organization of information, education and
communication programmes. (Regarding) certain aspects
of the national response to HIV such as access of the
population to VCT services, the resources are limited

to achieve the MDG goal 6.

- Are investments in the AIDS response advancing
other MDGs?

- Investments in the HIV/AIDS area support implementation
of provisions of MDG #4 and MDG #5 on Maternal Health
and Child Mortality by the fact that they support awareness
activities among young people and women, prevention of
mother-to-child transmission, of HIV specific treatment for
HIV positive pregnant women and therefore reducing the
number of children born with HIV.

- What could the state do to break the national
trajectory of the AIDS epidemic?

One of the purposes of the national health policy is to
break definitively the trajectory of the AIDS epidemic. The
HIV epidemic in the Republic of Moldova is a concentrated
one and the basic measures are prevention activities,
differentiated educational programmes, extension of

De exemplu, Guvernul
a aprobat si implementeaza Politica Nationala de Sandtate,
care priveste infectia HIV ca pe o problema prioritara de
sanatate publica, iar un capitol separat al aceste politici se
axeazd pe prevenirea si controlul bolilor infectioase,
HIV/SIDA si tuberculozei.

Strategia de dezvoltare a sistemului de sdnatate include, de
asemenea, prevenirea infectiei HIV si extinderea accesului
persoanelor la servicii de informare, educare si comunicare
ca pe o componenta principala.

existent prevention programmes among at-risk populations,
and providing supplementary services.

For the moment the main means of transmission of HIV
infection is heterosexual sex. This especially affects the young,
those who are sexually active - those in their prime working
years. The draft of the National Programme on Prevention

and Control of HIV/AIDS and STl for 2011-2015 foresees the
consolidation of capacities, increased access of the population
to services, including at-risk populations to educational
programmes, and greater involvement of civil society in

HIV prevention. Merging the activities in projects already
implemented for at-risk populations is still needed despite the
fact that the epidemic is under control.

- What is happening in Moldova to make HIV prevention a
priority, especially the “Revolution in HIV Prevention”?

Papers Address Inflation, Foreign Direct Investments,
Rural Labour Force, Health Issues

During the first nine months of 2010, four
analytical papers have been produced, on the
basis of available statistics, at the request of
Moldovan line-ministries. The papers were
completed as part of the Joint UN project
“Strengthening the National Statistical System”,
and implemented in partnership with

the National Bureau of Statistics.

The goal of this Policy Research Programme
is to provide the government institutions
with in-depth analysis on selected themes,
using official statistics, as well to contribute
to evidence-based policy development,
implementation, and monitoring.

The topics of the four research papers are:

1. Impact of prices on the well-being
of the population

2. Impact of foreign direct investment (FDI)
on the Moldovan economy

3. Situational Analysis of Labour Force
in Rural Areas through a gender lens

4. Analysis of the population’s health status
through statistical indicators.

These four reports were developed by independent
think-tanks and publicly disseminated. Their goal is
to complement ongoing research by government
institutions and to contribute to the process of policy
development, implementation, evaluation,

and monitoring.

Development of these papers is both pertinent

and timely as the Republic of Moldova engages in
key economic reforms to address the impact of the
financial crisis on the country as it seeks sustainable
growth and development. In the long run, such

an approach will create a flexible demand-driven
instrument for stimulating independent, high quality
applied social and economic policy research, as
well as fostering statistical data use by government
ministries, academia, CSOs, etc. for participatory
policy analysis.

It is widely recognized
that FDI, price
monitoring and
employment policies,
with all their subsequent
benefits, have a critical
role to play in promoting
economic growth in
Moldova and reducing

the negative impact of the economic crisis. This

is the main reason why the issue of stimulating
investments, improving price and tariff monitoring,
reducing morbidity, reversing population ageing and
increasing employment, especially in the rural area,
remains at the top of the list of priorities

for improving the Moldovan economy.

The analytical reports produced were commended as
high-quality demonstrations of how statistical data
can be used to analyse diverse social and economic
phenomena from various angles and demographics
like sex, age, environment, etc. We therefore hope
that the findings of the papers will contribute to

the policy discussions of the government and other
partners regarding promotion of direct foreign
investments, increasing the availability of attractive
jobs, securing gender equality, and improving public
health to ensure maximum socio-economic

benefits for the country

From Afghanistan to Moldova

An Exchange of Experiences in Protecting

and Assisting Trafficking Victims

A delegation from Afghanistan visited Moldova

August 1-7 to learn about assisting and protecting trafficking
victims. The visit focused on developing partnerships, the
empowerment of women, shelter management, and on
learning about Moldova’s National Referral System.

The 14 person delegation was composed of representatives from
the Afghan Ministries of Interior, Women'’s Affairs, Labour, and
Social Assistance. It also included the NGO HAGAR, the Afghan
National Association for Adult Education, and IOM Staff.

Although accurate data on human trafficking in Afghanistan is
limited, IOM research suggests the practice is widespread. The
phenomenon particularly affects women and girls, notably in the
form of abductions for forced marriage, forced prostitution, and
domestic servitude. As a response, IOM addresses the “four P's”
needed to combat this modern-day form of slavery: Prevention,
Protection, Prosecution and Partnership. This visit focused

on all four Ps.

In Afghanistan, controlling criminal networks that organize the flow
of drugs, human smuggling, and human trafficking is a daunting,
almost impossible task due to the displacement of vulnerable
persons, ongoing conflict, and porous borders in inaccessible areas.

Despite the challenges, Afghanistan has launched an important

10 year National Action Plan for the Women of Afghanistan
(NAPWA). One of its key goals is to build and sustain a secure
environment that enables women to live a life free from
intimidation, fear, and violence. This goal is shared by the Moldova
UN Trust Fund for Human Security project implemented by IOM,
UNDP, UNFPA, and OSCE.

At the training, information was shared on topics such as
cooperation with the government through the National Referral
System (NRS), Shelter management, and protection and
empowerment of women at risk as part of IOM’s UN Trust Fund
for Human Security project. Discussions showcased practices

to further the visitors’ understanding and capabilities

to assist victims and those at-risk.

The delegation received first-hand information from shelter staff
on case management and individual assistance plans for VoTs,
prevention of professional burn-out and stress management for
shelter staff, shelter administration, security, and human resources
management.

IOM Moldova has a long history in the counter-trafficking field.
Opened by IOM in 2001, the shelter plays a key role as a crisis
intervention centre for victims and at-risk cases. By 2008 it was
self-sustaining, so it was handed over to the government, and it
became a public institution. The shelter offers recovery assistance
such as safe accommodation, medical care, and psychological
counseling as well as social and legal assistance for short term
periods. It can accommodate up to 24 persons. The services
provided through the centre are offered to both victims identified
abroad and at-risk cases identified in Moldova.

Moldova is a country heavily affected by migration. Many families
are left in difficult situations as loved ones make sacrifices for
their families; traveling to far away places in search of better
opportunities. This steady flow of migration out of the country

has given smugglers and traffickers a window of opportunity to
deceive, lure and ultimately exploit these migrants, as many look
to informal migration channels to pursue false opportunities.
This is especially true for women. Between 2000 - July 2010, IOM
Moldova has assisted 2,569 women victims of trafficking: 2,569
Moldovan daughters, sisters, mothers, and wives.

“In Afghanistan, women are also in the highest risk category

for trafficking. With mass population displacement and porous
borders, many of the displaced have no secure place to stay; and
are forced to live in camps or open areas without any basic social
services or livelihoods. Women and children living under these
conditions are particularly at risk of being trafficked,’ observed
Nigina Mamadjonova, Counter Trafficking Programme Manager,
IOM Kabul.

Despite their differences, Moldovan and Afghan women share a
high risk of becoming trafficking victims. Thus, a special emphasis
on gender was made throughout all the sessions of the exchange
visit. Indeed, a session on the victims' profile and the delivery

of individually tailored assistance and specialized protection
measures was included, since women face difficult challenges in
re-integration and are more likely to be subject to stigmatization,
double victimization, and social exclusion.

The delegation also met with key Moldovan government
counterparts such as the Minister of Internal Affairs (Mol),
representatives of the Centre for Combating Trafficking in Persons
of the Mol, the Bureau for Migration & Asylum, and the Ministry of
Labor, Social Protection and Family, which is IOM’s main partner
in the government-led National Referral System.

“We are deeply thankful for the exchange of experience with the
Moldovan Government. We were able to see the important role
partnership plays in combating human trafficking in Moldova
through the National Referral System, and this is an approach
we will try to emulate in Afghanistan,” said Ahmad Farid, Head
of Department for International Relations, Ministry of Labor

and Social Assistance.

At IOM Moldova, we believe that partnerships between missions
play a vital role in effectively combating human trafficking, and
we have therefore decided to follow-up with a future exchange
visit from Moldova to Afghanistan.

Moldova Needs to Conduct Census

by 2014

UN Population Fund in Moldova Recommends Timetable
at World Population Day on July 11

Experts are recommending that the Republic of
Moldova conduct its next census no later than
2014. According to UNFPA and EUROSTAT’s
recommendations, the period between
censuses should not exceed 10 years, and
Moldova’s last census was 2004. UNFPA is the
leading international development agency

that supports global censuses. They call upon
Moldovan decision makers to expedite planning
and conducting of their next census.

World Population Day, which brings the census issue
onto the public agenda in 2010, was established

by the United Nations in 1987. Its goal is to focus
governments’ attention on the urgency

of population issues.

During a press
conference held on
World Population Day
on July 9th, Boris Gilca,
UNFPA Moldova Deputy
Representative, said

that the decision and
commitment of the
Government to conduct
anew census in Moldova
are essential at this
stage. To obtain quality information, it is necessary
that census is planned in advance and complies with
international standards. He noted,

World Population Day,
which brings the census
issue onto the public
agenda in 2010, was
established by the United
Nations in 1987. Its goal
is to focus governments’
attention on the urgency
of population issues.

“Quality information on population is essential for
progress in achieving the Millennium
Development Goals”

Valentina Buliga, Minister of Labour, Social Protection
and Family, agreed, noting that census data are
crucial for service planning in education, medicine,
public transport, for developing policies based on
forecasts of population, and for evaluation of their
effectiveness. “Counting all family members during
census helps them to benefit from better social
services: quality education for young people, jobs for
adults, and better health services for the elderly.”

Globally in 2010, 60 countries and regions,
representing 41% of the world’s population, plan
to conduct censuses. By the end of 2014, when the
current round of censuses ends, it is expected that
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98.4% of the world will have gone through
this process.

According to Lucia Spoiala, Director General of
National Bureau of Statistics, a part of the population
perceives censuses in the wrong way, believing it
is another method the government uses to find
out if everyone pays taxes. Others believe the data
can be manipulated. However, misinformation can
be eliminated through good communication. At
the World Population Day press conference, the
Director of NBS stated, “People should know that
the census will follow international guidelines in
this area, questions will be clear and the results will
be anonymous. Only this will ensure more active
participation of population in the census and will
allow us to obtain accurate and relevant data to

country’s future”

The issue of organizing the census in the Republic of
Moldova was raised during the National Commission
for Population and Development meeting held on

August 24. Members

of the Commission
agreed on the proposal
of the National Bureau
of Statistics to hold the
population census in
2013, and decided to
promote this initiative
in the government and
in the Parliament so that
preparations to conduct
a census could begin.

Challenges and Good Practices of CIS States and Georgia
Revealed and Improvement Recommendations Formulated

The Republic of Moldova recently hosted its first
Regional Workshop on Tourism Statistics for CIS
countries. The workshop was held in Chisinau, on June
29-July 2. The event was organized by the United
Nations Statistics Division (UNSD) in collaboration
with the UN World Tourism Organization (UNWTO), the
Interstate Statistical Committee of the CIS (CISSTAT)
and the National Bureau of Statistics of the Republic of
Moldova (NBS), with the support of the UNDP Moldova
as part of the Joint Project “Strengthening

the National Statistical System of RM".

Specialists in tourism statistics gathered to discuss their
perspectives on developing effective systems for collecting
tourism data. These specialists were from national statistical
offices and central banks from 10 CIS countries and Georgia,
and included representatives of the EUROSTAT and ILO (55
participants).

The objective of the workshop was to assist the countries’
tourism data collection by training them using International
Recommendations for Tourism Statistics 2008 (IRTS 2008),
and by providing advice on practical implementation issues.
The event focused on both the conceptual issues and good
practices in organizing and improving the national
programmes of tourism statistics under various country
specific circumstances.

The workshop aimed also at promoting and facilitating
inter-agency cooperation to ensure that tourism statistics

are compiled in an integrated and efficient way so that the
disseminated data effectively serve the needs of national
tourism agencies, national statistical offices, and central banks.

Karoly Kovacs, chief of International Trade in Services Statistics
Section of the UN Statistics Division, reading an opening
statement at the event on behalf of UNSD’s Director Paul
Cheung, emphasized that the organizers, UNSD and UNWTO,
saw the workshop as an important part of their efforts to assist
countries in implementing the International Recommendations
for Tourism Statistics 2008 after its adoption by the Statistical
Commission.

The statement said, “The availability of high-quality tourism
statistics is very important for an effective evidence-based
policy making. The task of providing the policy makers and
society at large with the necessary and reliable information
squarely falls on the compilers of tourism statistics both

in national statistical offices and in national tourism
administrations. This makes the strengthening of a strategic
alliance between these institutions as well as between them
and the central banks a crucial precondition for the success of
national tourism statistics programmes.’

The workshop was useful not only for country participants,
but it was an opportunity for two specialized international

organizations (UNWTO and UNSD) to further develop their
technical assistance programmes in tourism statistics.

During the working sessions, several important issues were
raised, including: the role of tourism statistics as part of national
statistical systems; the relationship between tourism statistics
and international trade in services statistics, balance of payment
and national accounts; basic concepts and definitions used

in the field of tourism statistics; classifications of products

and productive activities for tourism; and employment in the
tourism industries. Attendees also discussed data sources, i.e.
administrative and survey based data used in the reference
field, as well as tourism data at the local level.

During the four day workshop, the participants have presented
national best practices in the collection of primary (current)
data, i.e. data sources, potential deficiencies during data
collection, and cooperation between statistical offices and
public authorities at the national level.

Participants were very active and presented current practices
and discussed issues/problems at the time of each presentation
in both large and small groups. The workshop also served as a
forum to facilitate better cooperation between the participating
countries as well as with the UN Statistics Division and UNWTO.

At the last session, the participants presented a set of 29
recommendations to improve the availability, timeliness

and thoroughness of trade in services statistics in the CIS
region and Georgia. These recommendations covered: Legal
and institutional framework, Methodological framework,
Developing national databases, Sources and methods of data
collection, and Distribution and use of tourism data (available
on http://unstats.un.org/unsd/tradeserv/Workshops/
Chisinau/default.htm).

Local, Regional Leaders Learn to Nurture

Local leaders learned this summer how to help small
and medium-sized businesses cut through red tape
and develop their enterprises at a seminar titled,
“Role of the local public administration in creating
the support infrastructure for small and medium
enterprises”. The seminar was held

in Soroca July 15-16.

The seminar focused on the role of the central and local public
administration bodies in reducing the barriers hindering the
development of small and medium enterprises in Moldova.
Attendees discussed ways to communicate more efficiently
with private businesses, and to promote specific programs

for business through rayon (regional) and municipality
administration.

The seminar included a visit to Soroca’s business incubator,
which hosts 17 businesses and 70 employees with different
specializations. This visit showcased the practices from this
incubator in hopes that it can be replicated in other districts.

The seminar was attended by representatives of economic
units from local rayon councils and agencies of regional
development. Valeriu Lazar, Deputy Prime Minister, Minister of
Economy, delivered an opening speech explaining the role of
the central and local public administration bodies in reducing

the barriers hindering the
development of small and
medium-sized enterprises
in Moldova. Valentina
Veverita, Head of Division,
Development Policies

for Small and Medium
Enterprises and Liberal
Professions, moderated
the event and generated discussions on business
achievements as well as problems business specialists
encounter. lulia labanji, Director General of Organization for
Development of Small and Medium Enterprises, referenced
the importance of working with economic agents at the
local level.
