Moldovan citizens, including a record number of
those living abroad, cast their votes during early
parliamentary elections on 28 November. This year’s
voter turnout was higher than any other previous
elections.

People with visual impairments also cast their vote
using a new system for the first time during the
elections, thanks to assistance from the Romanian
Government and UNDP.

“This was the first time | could vote without the help of
an attendant, being confident that | gave my vote to
the electoral competitor who deserves it,” said Nicolae
Ciobanu.“l hope that more blind people will be able to
participate in future elections.”

According to statistical data, there are approximately
10,000 people with visual impairments in Moldova, with
most having been unable to vote independently.

Moldovan voters also witnessed another first during the
elections: the electronic register of voters.

The electronic voter register was successfully tested

in 43 polling stations in Chisinau. A survey conducted
at the exit from the polling stations to evaluate voters’
perception on the use of the electronic voters' register
showed that 90 percent of respondents found it
extremely effective in ensuring fair and transparent
elections.

UNDP also supported the development and running
of an improved system of displaying the turnout
and voting results, which contributed to faster and

public relations and communication as well as the
improvement of Commission’s media and [information
and communication technology] infrastructure,
harmonization of the electoral legislation, and
organization of nation-wide information campaigns.”

Together with the International Organization for
Migration (IOM), UNDP in Moldova organized training
for staff of the Ministry of Foreign Affairs and European
Integration involved in organizing elections, including
the employees of the 75 polling stations outside of the
country, on election procedures and logistics - which
contributed to the successful organization of voting for
those living abroad.

UNDP also helped set up a media centre at the Central
Elections Commission, which according to lurie Ciocan,
helped to strengthen relations with the media and
ensure a quick sharing of information to the public.

UNDP organized a publicity campaign for the early
parliamentary elections which used social networks
(Facebook, Twitter, YouTube), a web site (www.lume.
md), on online contest, audio and video public service
announcements, flyers, billboards, banners, and SMS
campaigns.

The campaign was based on the folk song “Lume, lume”
(“People, people”) with the goal of bringing people

of different ages, culture and social status together
regardless of their whereabouts, using the slogan
“Voteaza, lume!”

The Central Electoral Commission, UN agencies and
donors came together

The Human Rights Gala awards
ceremony on December 10
honored journalists, NGO
representatives, and activists
for protection and promotion
of human rights.

The awards ceremony coincided
with International Human Rights
Day, celebrated annually on December 10.
This sixth annual event was organized

by the United Nations in Moldova.

In 2010 for the first time, the award winners were
selected using a process that included public
input. The process began with an open invitation
for nominations. Assessment, monitoring, and
nomination were then done by a technical panel
of experts. An honorary council made the final
decision as to the winners.

The criteria used in assessing nominees were
creativity, perseverance, courage and commitment
shown in promoting human rights, and the
impact of individual projects on society.

For the first time, the Gala presented a new prize-
-a bronze sculpture. The sculpture, which will
henceforth be awarded annually, is a spherical
spiral pierced by an arrow. It represents the
complexity surrounding human rights, and the
barriers in ensuring human rights for all. However,
since the trophy is abstract, there is room for
individual interpretation as to its meaning. The
trophy was created by sculptors Victor Macovei
and Ruslan Tihonciuc.

“In 2010, Moldova has recorded many
achievements in the field of Human Rights. There
remained many challenges that we must face

with the same dedication and effort in the coming
year. The UN Gala of Awards honors persons,
organizations and initiatives that have contributed
to our common success; and inspires new initiatives
and actions to promote human rights in future,”
Kaarina Immonen, UN Resident Coordinator in
Moldova, said during the awards ceremony.

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New UNFPA Report Highlights Needs

of Women, Girls

“State of World Population 2010” Unveiled in Moldova,

Worldwide

On October 20, the United Nations Population
Fund unveiled a report titled “State of World
Population 2010” in the Republic of Moldova
and worldwide. This year, the report describes
the status of women and girls during crises like
military conflicts and natural disasters.

The report coincides with the tenth anniversary
of adoption of the UN Security Council Resolution
on women'’s protection and safety during times of
crisis.

The report notes, “Whenever a calamity, military
conflict or any other situation of this type
occurs, life continues, and women continue to
get pregnant and deliver babies. During the
long periods of crisis and refuge, one out of five
women of reproductive age gets pregnant. The
interventions to secure no-danger deliveries
during crises times are essential for the lives of
pregnant women and their children.”

In Moldova, the launch of the report also
coincided with the inception of a number of
trainings for medical workers from the zones
affected by floods. These seminars advised the
attendees how to offer emergency assistance to
pregnant women and

Hancesti, which was one of the localities affected
by floods last summer. Journalists covering the
launch event interviewed doctors who attended
the training courses, and visited a young family
affected by the floods that were temporarily
sheltered in a hostel in Hincesti town. During

the floods, Mariana, the wife in the family, was
pregnant. She has since given birth to a baby girl,
Madalina.

The United Nations Population Fund is a
permanent partner of the Ministry of Health in
the area of emergency health care and disaster
recovery. Aside from the current trainings for
medical workers, UNFPA has granted assistance to
residents by distributing kits containing hygiene
products. UNFPA has also donated medical
equipment and modern ambulances that have
increased access to flood-affected regions. UNFPA
has provided help both during and after

the 2008 and 2010 floods.

Reproductive Health

When analyzing the number
of early deliveries, the
highest number of deliveries
among teenagers 15-19
years old is registered in

less developed countries,
especially in Africa (103
deliveries per 1000
teenagers), being followed
by Latin America (72
deliveries), Arab states (42),
Asia (40), North America (34),
Oceania (28), and Europe
(17). The lowest number of
deliveries among teenagers
worldwide is registered in
the Western Europe (7).

The highest rate of
contraceptive use is Eastern
Asia, where an average of
85 out of 100 women use
amodern contraception
method. The worst situation
in this regard is registered
in Central Africa, where only
7 out of 100 women use
amodern contraception
method. In Eastern Europe,
64 out of 100 women use
any contraception method,
and 44 women use a modern
contraception method. At
the global level, on average,
only half of women have
access to a modern method
of family planning (55).

Mortality

The highest life expectancy
in the world is registered in
Australia and New Zeeland:
79.4 years for men and 83.8
years for women. The lowest
level of life expectancy is in
Africa, especially in Central
Africa, where men live on
average for 47.5 years and
women a little over 50 years.
In Europe, the longest-lived
are in Western Europe: 77.9
years for men and 83.5 for
women.

The highest infant mortality
rate is in Central Africa,
where 109 children per 1000
alive newborns die. The best
situation in this regard is
registered in Australia and
Western Europe (4 deaths
per 1000 alive-newborns).

Tough Issues

The Event Exemplifies Youth Mobilization and Socialization

Migration, trafficking, and domestic violence
were among the tough issues tackled by a group
of young Moldovans participating in the Social
Theater Festival on Nov. 6 in Chisinau.

The festival, the first of its kind in Moldova, included
12 teams of young activists between 14-25 years old
who were gathered from throughout the country

- Chisinau, Falesti, Cahul, Drochia, Calarasi, Glodeni,

Balti, and Bender.

The young dramatists presented scenes about
migration, the danger of trafficking in human beings
and domestic violence, HIV/AIDS prevention, risks
during the teenage period, the right to a clean
environment, and many others.

The teams were judged by a jury-commission of
representatives of the Ministry of Education, Youth
and Sport, the UN Agencies in Moldova, youth
organizations, and organizations of professional
actors.

Top honors were awarded to a team from the Centre
for Information and Documentation in Children
Rights from Chisinau. They presented a sketch
about migration and prevention of trafficking in
human beings. The sketch implied that parents are
responsible for watching over their children, and
presented the serious consequences that occur for
children (including trafficking in human beings)
when there is no adequate care or lack of attention.

Second and third prizes were given to the Y-PEER
teams from Bender and Glodeni. Their drama
addressed the problems of HIV-positive persons

and the lack of correct information regarding this
epidemic. Their presentations also discussed the risks
related to the reproductive health of young people
in Moldova.

Eugenia Parlicov, a
representative of the
Ministry of Education,
said that during their
presentations, the young
people had to convince
the audience through the
clarity of the expressed
message and the scenic
art, and to strictly observe
the time limit for each
sketch. In fact, clarity,

art, and length were the
evaluation criteria used
by the judges.

Eugenia Parlicov said, “We really hope for the festival
to continue in the following years so as to gather
together teams from all the districts of the country.
This is a successful example of youth mobilization,
which proves that young people are not only the
witnesses of the phenomena surrounding them, but
also active actors of the change to occur”

Anna Susarenco, a representative of Y-PEER network,
noted that all the participating teams received
honorable mention diplomas and gifts, since the
events’'goals transcended the competition. These
goals included the exchange of experience, providing
a networking platform for young people, and the
creation of partnerships for future.

The Social Theatre Festival was organized by the
Peer-to-Peer Educators Network “Y-PEER’, the UN
Population Fund, Ministry
of Youth and Sport, and
Ministry of Education of
the Republic of Moldova.

Individuals, Communities Honored for Response

to HIV/AIDS

On December 1st every year since 1988, World
AIDS Day has been commemorated. The goal every
December 1st is to promote responsible behavior
needed to stop the spread of HIV, and to ensure
access to prevention and treatment.

At the end of 2009, an estimated 33.3 million people worldwide
were living with HIV. 15.9 million were women. 7000 new HIV
infections are still occurring each day. Eastern Europe and Asia
are the only regions in the world where the HIV epidemic is

on therise, as the number of people living with HIV in these
regions almost tripled between 2000 and 2009. In Eastern
Europe, 1.4 million were living with HIV in 2009.

Globally, the leading cause of death among women of
reproductive age is HIV/AIDS. Women are particularly
vulnerable to HIV infection due to a combination of
biological factors and gender-based inequalities. In most
societies, women and girls face power imbalances, unequal
opportunities, discrimination and violations of their human
rights, including widespread violence inside and outside of
the home. In addition, women and girls commonly carry the
burden of caring for the sick and for orphaned children.

Nearly 30 years into the HIV epidemic, HIV programmes and
policies do not sufficiently address the realities and needs

of women and girls, and/or fail to respect and protect their
human rights. Addressing gender inequality as a human
right and a development imperative is necessary not only for
social justice but also for achieving universal access to HIV
prevention, treatment, care and support.

The WAD theme for 2009-2010, the topic of World AIDS

Day is “Universal Access and Human Rights”. The access to
prevention, treatment, care and support is a fundamental
right and part of the response to HIV and AIDS. In a written
statement, UN Secretary General Ban Ki-Moon emphasized
the importance of the human rights in the response to HIV
and AIDS and said that if rights of people living with HIV are
respected, fewer new HIV cases and fewer AIDS deaths will
be registered.

In the Republic of Moldova as of October 1, 2010, there were
6,240 HIV cases. Since 2002, the HIV epidemic in Moldova
has been characterized by an increase in heterosexual
transmission, feminization of the epidemic, and its
geographical spread into all districts of the country,
including rural areas.

To mark World AIDS Day, an Awards Ceremony was organized
on November 30. For the second straight year, this ceremony
recognized outstanding initiatives on behalf of people and
communities that demonstrate involvement and leadership in
reducing the spread and the impact of AIDS at national level.

The Red Ribbon is a global symbol of solidarity in the fight
against HIV/AIDS. A Red Ribbon Award was given out

based on a contest organized by the Joint United Nations
Programme on HIV/AIDS (UNAIDS) in Moldova, World AIDS
Campaign (WAC) in Moldova and United Nations Population
Fund (UNFPA) in Moldova. The contest, held October 22

- November 25, was open to all citizens of the Republic

of Moldova. Initiatives were nominated for the award by
individuals or institutions/organizations, both governmental
and non-governmental, that are involved in the national
response to AIDS.

Individual/organizations that accumulated a majority of
nominations received the awards. Nominations were made
at www.aids.md and through written forms. The winners
of the award were:

Diaspora Resolution Outlines Steps to Strengthen

Relationship with Homeland

The IV-th Moldovan Diaspora Congress
ended in Chisinau on October 14 with a
resolution identifying concrete steps that
would strengthen relationships between
Moldovan migrants and their homeland.
The ultimate goal of these steps is to build
a more prosperous Moldova.

The Congress, organized by the Bureau of
Inter-Ethnic Relations in partnership with IOM,
brought together 110 Moldovans living in 31
countries, government ministers, Moldovan
President Mihai Ghimpu, and Prime Minister
Vlad Filat.

The diaspora resolution identified measures
such as:

@ The creation of a specialized state agency
on diaspora, and a diaspora council with a
consultative role for Moldovan government;

@ The involvement of diaspora leaders in
Moldovan official delegations;

@ Supporting the creation of Moldovan
Cultural Centres in cities with large number
of Moldovan migrants, and

e Promoting policies that would better
involve the Moldovan diaspora in the social,
economic, and political affairs of their home
country.

The Congress, convened as part of an IOM-
implemented EU-funded programme, aimed
to strengthen the partnership between

the Moldovan government and Moldovan
migrants abroad by discussing the most
pressing issues of common interest and finding
ways for Moldovan migrants to contribute to
the development of their country through the
experience they gained abroad.

Discussions also included the protection of
migrants’ rights; utilizing educational, cultural
and scientific activities abroad to promote
national culture and traditions; the importance
of the Moldovan diaspora in moving the
country towards European integration; and
finding ways to consolidate the Moldovan
diaspora.

Programme Prevents Trafficking, Assists Victims

Corporate Social Responsibility,
featuring a business focus that
shifts from selling products to
solving difficult social problems,
has opened the door for

many companies to engage in
partnerships with international
and Non-Governmental
Organizations. One such
partnership features Mary Kay
Moldova and the International Organization
for Migration (IOM).

In 2008, Mary Kay Inc. through its corporate
social responsibility initiative, Pink Changing
Lives, Mary Kay Moldova and IOM began a
collaboration aimed at providing medical and
psychological assistance to women and children
victims of trafficking (through the Assistance
and Protection Centre for Victims and Potential
Victims of Trafficking), and raising awareness
among youth about the risks and negative
consequences of illegal migration.

Two years later, the campaign continues.

On November 1, 2010, Mary Kay Moldova

and IOM announced a new charitable effort
targeting women and children in need. Through
December 2010, with each purchase of a Mary
Kay “Charity” lipstick, thirteen Moldovan lei (13
MDL) will be donated to provide medical and
psychological assistance to women and children
who have fallen prey to traffickers, and also to
children living in orphanages and boarding
schools in Moldova.

In Moldova, human trafficking primarily affects
women and children. Also, children in Moldova
living in boarding schools are ten times more
likely to fall victim to trafficking than the average
child. The campaign “Charity” aims to combat
this phenomenon by assisting those who are
most vulnerable to human trafficking.

The Mary Kay Moldova and IOM collaboration
has benefited a number of youngsters.
For example:

Maria* spent her childhood living with her
alcoholic parents, and was often subjected to

violence from her father. She did

her studies at a vocational training
school and upon completion
remained unemployed. Her
unemployment forced Maria to

start looking for a job abroad. After
several unsuccessful attempts of
seasonal work in Ukraine and Russia,
which finished with more loss and
disappointment, Maria decided to
come back and search for a job at home. At this
pointin her life she was already a single mother
with two children, one of whom was suffering from
a severe form of heart disease. Now more than ever
before, Maria felt desperate and in need of a well-
paid job to provide a decent life for her children.
Once again she accepted a job offer abroad made
by a distant relative. Luckily, Maria was stopped at
the Chisinau International Airport. As Maria was
stopped, authorities also picked up a women who
was accompanying her. This woman would have
transferred Maria into the hands of traffickers once
they arrived overseas.

Maria received assistance under the IOM
Prevention and Protection Programme. She also
collaborated with law enforcement agencies in

the prosecution of the traffickers. After receiving
reintegration assistance, the situation in her

family has greatly improved. Maria and her
children received first necessity goods including
clothes, dishes, furniture, and wood for heating

her house, which was also renovated. Maria is
currently working and her children are attending
kindergarten. The family is re-united and Maria has
no more thoughts of going abroad and leaving her
children without parental care and love.

Number of Detained Children Decreases Significantly

The number of children in detention in Moldova
has recently decreased by 2/3, although this
change is mostly due to an amnesty in 2008 rather
than qualitative changes in the justice system.

These facts are contained in a newly released report
titled, “Assessment of Juvenile Justice Reform
Achievements in Moldova.’ It was developed by a
team of local and international experts and launched
by the Ministry of Justice and UNICEF on November
11,2010.

According to the report, the law mandates a time limit
for pre-trial detention of up to 4 months. However, is
no time limit on trials, so in some cases the accused
children of committing a crime wait a year or more for
ajudge’s ruling.

Physical conditions in juvenile prisons and pre-
sentence detention facilities, especially in boy'’s
prisons, are inhumane, according to the report. It
also says that disciplinary techniques used in the
facilities, like isolation, are a violation of international
standards. Also, labor in the special school for
delinquent children is not compensated, similar to
the practice in adult penitentiaries.

“Prison doesn’t help a child to become better.
Children in conflict with the law usually are
vulnerable; their lives are out of their control. In order
to be rehabilitated, they have to be helped to break
the vicious circle of poverty, abuse and neglect,” said
UNICEF Moldova Representative, Alexandra Yuster at
the event to introduce the report.

According to Alexandra Yuster, one way to prevent
the criminalization of youth is to eliminate the
phenomenon of social exclusion of the most
vulnerable.

UNICEF's Representative in Moldova highlighted
the important steps which Moldova has made in
reforming the juvenile justice system so that it is
consistent with European

now this support more than ever, because besides
reforming the system it is necessary to change the
behavior of the people. The entire community has

to understand that a child that was wrong can be
recovered only by helping him to reintegrate,’ said the
head of the Minister of Justice Bureau.

In Moldova, there is lack of programmes designed
to assist children at a higher risk of offending. The
authors of the report emphasize the fact that, with
the exception of mediation, there are no other
initiatives at community level that would address
the causes of offending and assist the child to avoid
re-offending.

For children under the age of criminal liability who are
involved in criminal behaviors, there are no effective
intervention methods.

One sign of progress is that the solitary confinement
cells at Penitentiary no. 13, where children under
pre-trial detention are kept, have been closed and
the cells of the juveniles have been renovated. This
progress is attributable to efforts from the Minister
of Justice and UNICEF following the visit of the
prominent promoter human rights advocate and
former Minister of Justice in France Robert Badinter
in April 2010.

Also, with the support of UNICEF, the Ministry of
Justice has opened classrooms in all four juvenile
detention facilities. The classrooms have been
equipped with textbooks, teaching materials, and
school supplies. Thus, since 2008, all children in pre-
trial detention have access to education. According
to the Department of Penitentiary Institutions, about
80% of detained children are illiterate.

Another joint initiative of UNICEF and the Ministry

of Justice was the Video Workshop “One Minute
Junior”that took place in October this year at the
penitentiary for Children in Lipcani. The detained
children learned how to make movies and have
produced their own films so that their voices can be
heard by the international

and international
standards. She reiterated
the support that UNICEF
will continue to provide
to the government for this
purpose.

2010. Raportul mentioneaza ca in ultimii ani
numarul copiilor din detentie s-a redus cu 2/3,
insa acest lucru se datoreaza in mare parte
Amnistiei din 2008 si mai putin schimbarilor
calitative din sistemul de justitie.

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Poor Water Quality, Inadequate
Sanitation Plague Schools
More than 60% of Moldovan Pupils are at Risk of Illness,

Report Says

More than 60% of Moldovan students are at risk
of illness because of the poor quality of water in
their schools. This is one of the findings of the
Report “Quality of water, sanitation and hygiene
practices in the schools of Moldova". The report
was unveiled on November 12, 2010 by UNICEF,
the Ministry of Health, the Ministry of Education
and the National Centre of Public Health.

The data in the report were collected from more than
1,500 schools in Moldova. The quality of water has
been assessed according to the recommendations of
the World Health Organization (WHO).

THE QUALITY OF WATER

According to the data, fifty percent of the schools
use drinking water from sources unapproved by
sanitation authorities. Only 2/3 of the schools are
connected to water pipes, while one third use water
from wells. The schools supplied with well water
were registered as the most unhygienic — about one
in six water samples did not correspond to sanitary
standards. The highest level of microbiological
pollution was registered in schools from Soldanesti,
Leova, Cantemir, and Donduseni rayons, and the
lowest in the municipalities of Chisinau,

Balti and Orhei.

One third of the schools use nitrate-polluted water,
the study shows. As a result, one in 5 students in the
country is exposed to health hazards and delays in
physical development. This is particularly the case
in the rural communities, where schools are mainly
supplied with well water.

In 17 percent of the schools, the level of fluorine in
the drinking water exceeded health standards, thus
making the students vulnerable to dental problems
and fluorosis diseases which affect children’s teeth
and bones.

HYGIENE CONDITIONS

Children from rural areas have less access to basic
hygiene conditions such as sinks, soap, toilet paper,
hand dryers and toilets. In 232 schools, students are
unable to wash their hands because there are no taps
since the sinks are broken. One third of the schools
do not have washstands in their canteens and have
no washstands in the bathrooms. There is a definite
risk that students do not manage to wash their hands
after using the toilets and before taking a meal, being
thus exposed to diseases caused by dirty hands.

The study indicates that 70% of the schools lack
soap and hand dryers. The least advantaged from
this point of view are the students from the schools
in Basarabeasca and Donduseni districts. Most of
the children from the rural schools (55% of the total
number of students) don't have access to indoor
toilets and practically all rural schools (and two third
of the urban ones) are not supplied with toilet paper.

Inadequate sanitary conditions in schools poses a
real danger to students’ health, exposing them to
infectious and parasitic diseases. According to the
national statistics, childhood morbidity caused by
these diseases has increased in 2008 by over 20 %
(72,000 children) compared to 2004 (56,000).

The report recommends the development of national
policies on children’s environment and health,
launching projects aiming the modernization of

the water supply and sanitation infrastructure in
disadvantaged communities, and the implementation
of adequate techniques for the treatment

of drinking water.

The first steps in this regard have already been made
at the beginning of this school year, when UNICEF
and the Ministry of Education opened two “child-
friendly” schools in the villages of Molesti in laloveni
and Sofrancani in Edinet. With the assistance of the
funds provided by the French company Veolia, the
two rural schools have been equipped with modern
water supply and sanitation systems, so that the
students can enjoy safe drinking water

and proper sanitation.

UNICEF SURVEY: POVERTY,
MIGRATION ILLS AFFLICT RURAL
CHILDREN

A new study shows that young
children in rural areas are more
affected by

migration, poverty, and limited
access to education and health
care thantheir urban peers.

The study, “Family knowledge,
attitudes and practices in the

area of Early Childhood Care and
Development 2009', was conducted
by UNICEF and the Ministry

of Education.

According to the survey, Moldovan
parents showed a number of
positive tendencies when it comes
to educating and caring for their
children. In 2009, the number

of parents who play with their
children almost doubled (from
2003) to 97%. Currently, one in ten
children under 7 years of age is
left without parental supervision.
However, fewer parents said they
read books to their children: 30% in
2009 compared with 37% in 2003.

The survey also shows a low level
of tolerance for differentially-abled
children. Only 5% of respondents
think that children with disabilities
should attend the same
kindergartens as other children.
Only 46% of the families said they
would allow their children to play
with their disabled peers. About
20% of the families who have
children with disabilities prefer
they be kept in boarding schools.

The study also revealed alarming
tendencies related to violence. 16%
of the children less than one year
old and 57% of the children under
7 years old are beaten

by their parents.

In 16% of families, children live
without one or both parents due
to migration. This phenomenon

is particularly prevalent in poor
and rural families. Generally,

rural families are more affected

by poverty, inability to afford
hygiene products and services, and
difficulty purchasing enough fruits,
vegetables, dairy products, and
meat for their children.

“We believe the findings of the
study will help the efforts of the
Moldovan authorities to invest

in programmes and complex
services for young children and
their parents. And the most
important thing is to ensure the
services to be available to the most
vulnerable families,” observed
UNICEF Representative in Moldova
Alexandra Yuster.

“The first years are the most
important for the growth and
development of a child. This is why
the Ministry of Education is willing
to further improve the access of
all children, including the most
vulnerable ones, to community
centers (in places) where there are
no kindergartens. We also intend
to improve professional skills of
teachers and health workers so
that the parents can enjoy the
necessary support,’said the Chief
of the Department of General and
Secondary Education from the
Ministry of Education,

Valentin Crudu.

The “Family knowledge, attitudes
and practices in the area of Early
Childhood Care and Development
2009" survey was conducted last
year and covered 1,800 families
who have at least one child up to
7 years old.

Potrivit studiului, périntii din Mol-
dova dau dovadd de unele tendinte
positive in educatia si grija fata

de copiii lor. Fatd de 2003, in 2009
numarul parintilor care se joaca

cu copiii lor aproape ca s-a dublat
si constituie 97%. In acelasi timp,
unul din zece copii sub varsta de

7 ani este lasat fara supraveghere.
De asemenea, mai putini parinti au
declarat cd le citesc copiilor carti :

Studiul demonstreaza o toleranta
scazutd in randul familiilor din Re-
publica Moldova.

Totodata, circa 20%
dintre familii cred ca pentru copiii
lor cu dezabilitati ar fi mai bine sa
invete in scolile internat.

Sila capitolul violenta studiul atesta
tendinte ingrijordtoare : 16% dintre
copiii de pana la un an si 57% din
copiii de pana la 7 ani sunt

bétuti de parinti.

Tn 16% din familii lipseste unul
sau ambii parinti, plecati la muncd
peste hotare, acest fenomen
cuprinzand in special familiile
sarace si cele din localitdtile rurale.
In general, familiile de la tara sunt
mai afectate de saracie, intampina
dificultdti in ceea ce priveste
asigurarea copiilor cu produse si
servicii de igiena, precum si un
regim alimentar adecvat de fructe,
legume, produse dietetice si carne.

Credem ca datele studiului pe

care |-am lansat astdzi vor sustine
eforturile autoritatillor moldovenei
de ainvesti in programe si servicii
complexe pentru copiii de varsta
timpurie si familiile acestora.

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Nevoia unor proiecte de modernizare

Peste 60 la suta din elevii din Moldova sunt expusi riscului
de a se imbolnavi din cauza apei necalitative din scoli

Circa 60 la suta din elevii din
Republica Moldova sunt expusi
riscului de a se imbolnavi din
cauza apei necalitative din
scolile in care invatd, se arata
in raportul ,Calitatea apei, a
sanitatiei si a practicilor de
igiena in scolile din Republica
Moldova” lansat de UNICEF,
Ministerul Sanatatii, Ministerul
Educatiei si Centrul National
de Sanatate Publica, la 12
noiembrie 2010. Datele au fost
colectate in toate cele peste
1500 de scoli din Moldova, iar
calitatea apei a fost masurata in conformitate
cu recomandarile Organizatiei Mondiale

a Sanatatii (OMS).

Potrivit studiului, cincizeci la suta din scoli utilizeaza
in scopuri potabile surse de apa neautorizate sanitar.
Doar 2/3 din scoli au apeducte, iar 1/3 folosesc apa
din fantani. In scolile care se alimenteaza cu apa
preponderent din fantani se inregistreaza, de regulg,
cele mai ridicate niveluri de neconformitate dupa
parametrii microbiologici — practic fiecare a 6-a proba
de apa colectata din scoli nu corespunde normelor
sanitare. Cel mai inalt nivel de poluare microbiologica
a fost atestat in scolile din raioanele Soldanesti, Leova,
Cantemir, Donduseni, iar cel mai mic grad de poluare
- Tn municipiul Chisindu, Balti si Orhei.

1/3 din scolile verificate utilizeaza apa poluata cu
nitrati, se arata in studiu. In consecints, fiecare al
5-lea elev din tara este expus riscului pentru sandtate
si retinerii in dezvoltarea fizica, acest lucru fiind

mai pronuntat in localitatile rurale, unde scolile se
aprovizioneaza cu apa potabila din fantani.

Tn 17 la sutd din scoli s-a constatat necorespunderea
probelor de apa dupa continutul de fluor, iar acest
fapt ii face pe elevi vulnerabili la carii dentare si
fluoroza, boli care le afecteaza dintii si oasele.

Copiii din zonele rurale, comparativ cu semenii lor
din orase, au un acces mai redus la conditii igienice

elementare, cum ar fi lavoarele,
sapunul, hartia igienica,
uscatoare pentru maini si
veceurile.Tn 232 de scoli din
tard elevii nu au posibilitatea
de a se spdla pe maini, deoarece
lipsesc robinetele si sunt
deteriorate chiuvetele. 1/3 din
scoli nu sunt dotate cu lavoare
la canting, iar 3/4- la veceu.
Astfel, exista pericolul ca elevii
sd NU reuseasca sa se spele pe
maini dupa ce folosesc veceul
si inainte de a lua masa, fiind
expusi riscului de a se
imbolndvi de bolile,mainilor murdare”.

Studiul aratd ca 70% din scoli duc lipsa de sapun

si uscatoare, cei mai dezavantajati in acest sens

fiind elevii din scolile raioanelor Basarabeasca si
Donduseni. Majoritatea copiilor din scolile rurale
(55% din totalul elevilor) nu au acces la veceuri
interioare, iar hartia igienica lipseste in practic toate
scolile rurale si in 2/3 din scolile urbane.

Starea necorespunzatoare a sistemelor de sanitatie
din scoli prezintd pericole reale pentru sanatatea
copiilor, acestia fiind expusi riscului de a contacta boli
infectioase si parazitare. Potrivit statisticilor nationale,
morbiditatea copiilor din cauza unor asemenea
maladii a crescut in 2008 cu peste 20% (72 000 de
copii) in comparatie cu 2004 (56 000 de copii).

Printre recomandarile mentionate in studiu se numara
elaborarea unor politici nationale privind sanatatea
copiilor in relatie cu mediul, proiecte de modernizare
a infrastructurii de aprovizionare cu apa si canalizare,
care sa cuprinda localitdtile mai defavorizate, precum
siimplementarea tehnicilor adecvate de tratare

a apei potabile.

Primii pasi in acest sens au fost deja facuti la inceputul
anului an scolar, cand UNICEF si Ministerul Educatiei
au deschis doua scoli,prietenoase copiilor”in satele
Molesti, laloveni, si Sofrancani, Edinet. Cu ajutorul
fondurilor oferite de compania franceza Veolia,

cele doua scoli rurale au fost dotate cu sisteme
performante de aprovizionare cu apa si canalizare,
astfel incat elevii se pot bucura de apa potabila de
calitate si conditii sanitare adecvate.

Rayon Council Organizes Bureau to Empower Citizens

As a typical day in Sangerei rayon (region)
unfolds, women are taking their children to
school and heading for work, young people

are beginning a full schedule of classes at high
schools, and elderly people gather to socialize.
Inhabitants of the rayon take different roads:
job, school, town hall, post office, Rayon Council,
central market or policlinic. They all face needs,
challenges, and problems and they all have
plans and ideas.

They are all looking for solutions to their needs,
answers to their questions and problems, support
for their plans and guidance to help identify
opportunities for a better life and living conditions.
Their problems might include finding a better job
or identifying a better source of income, getting
appropriate information, solving property/land
issues, or getting a credit to start their own
business.

As Sangerei’s residents begin their day and search
for solutions, they have probably noticed an
interesting banner unfurled outside the Rayon
Council Building that says, “Joint Information and
Services Bureau Singerei”. When they go inside to
find out about this bureau, they will see, in the main
hall of the building, people representing different
units of the Rayon Council, state agencies, and
private entities all sitting together. The experts are
there to help citizens solve tough problems which
need multiple answers.

The residents are familiar with the experts, since
they represent the National Employment Agency,
Rural Extension Service, Unit of Social Assistance
and Protection of Family of the Rayon, Cadastre

(Land/title) Agency. What is different is that

these experts are usually found in their offices or
institutions. So, this new format brings the experts
together in one spot so that solutions for all
problems can be synchronized and coordinated.
Call it one-stop shopping.

Tamara Daraban from the village of Bilicenii
Vechi, rayon of Sangerei said, “The consultation
with the Cadastre Agency took me 15 minutes
and the discussion with the representative from
the Credit Guarantee Fund, 20 minutes. | got all
the information needed within Joint Information
and Services Bureau, including getting a set of
documents and contact details with everything
I need to know to go further with my plans.
Previously it took me more than two weeks

to go to all service providers and obtain the
necessary information.”

This new format of coordinated service provision
is an approach suggested as part of a programme
titled, “Women’s Economic Empowerment through
Increasing Employability in the Republic of
Moldova". This programme has been implemented
by the Ministry of Labour, Social Protection and
Family and the Ministry of Economy jointly with
United Nations Fund for Women (UN Women)

with the financial support of the Government

of Sweden. The programme aims to address the
needs of the suburban and rural populations, and
especially poor women, to gain meaningful access
to social protection and employment assistance
services provided by the state, private sector, and
civil society. The project’s goals will be achieved
through increasing access to quality information
and services about employment, social protection,
agriculture, land issues, etc.

This new approach establishes a Joint
Information and Services Bureau in

one physical location under the Rayon
Administration to provide complex
services one day a week. Authorities

of Singerei has chosen Thursday as

the day for service providers to come
together and support people in finding
appropriate solutions to their problems.
Opening of this Bureau offers new
opportunities. Using this approach, the
structural and institutional barriers will
disappear. Residents will no longer have
to waste time and money to get the
legal and economic answers they need.

UNIFEM's Programme
“Women'’s Economic
Empowerment through
Increasing Employ-
ability in the Republic of
Moldova"is financially
supported by the Govern-
ment of Sweden. The
total value is 2.9 million
USD. The programme was
officially launched at the
beginning of November
2010 with the participa-
tion of state institutions
at national and local level,
UN Agencies, donors and
mass media.

The three main compo-
nents of the programme
are improving access

to quality service and

Public Consultations on Decentralization Strategy

Use Human Rights Approach

The Government of Moldova is looking to
decentralize power, and to promote and enhance
the role of local governments in delivering services.

To achieve this goal, the central government has
undertaken public consultations with civil society
organizations to develop a decentralization strategy.
These consultations have taken place in collaboration
with United Nations Development Fund (UNDP) and
United Nations Fund for Women (UN Women) as part
of the Joint Integrated Local Development Programme,
funded by the Government of Sweden.

The Decentralization Strategy was developed in a highly
participatory manner and represents the vision of the
state for decentralization which enhances the abilities of
Local Public Administrations (LPA's), promotes LPA’s role
in the decision making process, while simultaneously
respecting and promoting human rights and gender
equality at the local level.

The objective of this consultation was to directly
engage Civil Society Organizations and entice groups
and communities into engaging in participatory
dialogues about the draft decentralization strategy, and
to increase its responsiveness of LPA’s to the specific
needs of women, youth, ethnic minorities, people

with disabilities, the poor, etc. The event targeted civil
society organizations both from the regional and local
level working in areas of human rights, women’s rights,
gender equality, protection of ethnic minorities rights,
sexual minorities rights, rural development, inter-
confessional organizations, and mass media networks.
Representatives of state institutions and UN Agencies
and donors were also targeted.

Lively discussions, expression of opinions, work in groups,
debates, critiques, and arguments all focused on equal
and open participation of women and men representing
various groups in the process of development and
implementation of the decentralization strategy

and reform.

Gender equality is an important element at the centre

of decentralization reform. Victoria Cujba, Deputy Head
of the Directorate on Decentralization Policies, State
Chancellery (high level public authority responsible

for organizing the work of the Government in charge

of general priorities of the Government, development
and implementation of public policies) highlighted the
importance of the involvement of women'’s organizations.
She said, “A special attention is paid to engagement

of women's groups and gender advocates and their

capacity to influence the policy and institutional changes
at all stages of decentralization reform. This will help

in building gender responsiveness into processes of
local service delivery and promote evidence-based
organizational change for gender equality.”

Such public consultations represent the key mechanism
in ensuring the application of a human rights-based
approach. Key principles such as wide participation,
non-discrimination, transparency, and accountability
demonstrate that the stakeholders are committed to
authentic participation of all people, especially those
marginalized and vulnerable, in the processes and
decisions that subsequently affect them.

Alexandru Roman, expert of the Centre for Human Rights,
observed, “The decentralization strategy is welcome. The
application of a human rights-based approach brings the
reform closer to the people, especially representatives of
vulnerable populations which are entitled to claim their
rights to education, social assistance, a decent workplace
and others”

This consultation was a unique opportunity for women
and men representing different groups to voice their
needs, show their support for the decentralization
process, and to develop a joint vision and concrete
recommendations on how to further integrate

human rights and gender equality into the process of
decentralization. The recommendations developed by
the participants of the consultation will be submitted
to the government and included in the decentralization
strategy to advance the rights and interests of women
and men, especially those who are most disadvantaged
and vulnerable.

Reprezentantii societatii civile participa la primele discutii
publice privind Strategia de Descentralizare

Guvernul Republicii Moldova a lansat discutiile
publice cu societatea civila privind Strategia

de Descentralizare, in colaborare cu Fondul
Natiunilor Unite pentru Dezvoltare (PNUD) si
Fondul Natiunilor Unite pentru Femei (parte
componenta a UN Women), in cadrul Programului
Comun de Dezvoltare Locala Integrata, finantat
de catre Guvernul Suediei.

Strategia de Descentralizare a fost elaboratd in cadrul
unui proces participativ si prezintd viziunea statului
in domeniul descentralizarii, avand drept scop
transferul eficient al competentelor catre autoritatile
publice locale (APL), promovarea rolului APL in cadrul
procesului de luare a deciziilor, precum si respectarea
si promovarea drepturilor omului si egalitatea

de gen la nivel local.

Obiectivul acestei consultari a fost implicarea directa
a organizatiilor societatii civile, grupurilor tinta si
comunitatilor in cadrul unui dialog participativ
privind proiectul Strategiei de Descentralizare si
asigurarea includerii actiunilor de raspuns in cadrul
documentului corespunzatoare necesitatilor specifice
ale femeilor, tinerilor, minoritatile etnice, persoanele
cu dizabilitdti, persoanele sarace etc. Astfel, la
eveniment au participat reprezentanti ai organizatiilor
societatii civile la nivel regional si local care activeaza
in urmadtoarele domenii: drepturile omului, drepturile
femeilor, egalitatea de gen, protectia drepturilor
minoritatilor etnice, drepturile minoritatilor sexuale,
dezvoltarea rurald, cultele religioase, retelele mass-
media, precum si reprezentanti ai institutiilor de stat,
Agentiilor ONU si donatorilor.

Discutii aprinse, exprimarea opiniilor, lucrul in grup,
dezbateri, critici, argumente — toate s-au axat asupra
participarii deschise si in mod egal a femeilor si

barbatilor, reprezentand diverse grupuri de populatie,
in cadrul procesului de dezvoltare si implementare a
strategiei si reformei de descentralizare.

Egalitatea de gen este un element important,

fiind plasat de cétre Guvern in centrul reformei

de descentralizare. Victoria Cujb3, Sef adjunct al
Directiei Politici de Descentralizare, Cancelaria

de Stat (autoritate publica centrald pentru
organizarea activitatii Guvernului in conformitate

cu prioritatile statului, dezvoltarea si implementarea
politicilor publice etc.), a evidentiat importanta
implicarii organizatiilor de femei. Victoria Cujba a

A New Business School, and a New Business

Training Course in Bender

The new school is a branch of the Business School
of the Chamber of Commerce and Industry. The
business school is offering a course titled “The
basis of own business”. The institution will offer
courses to the managers of small and medium-
sized enterprises training on establishing and
developing a business as well as accounting

and judicial assistance and support

for fiscal administration.

The Business School was opened with assistance of the
project “Support to Confidence Building Measures”, funded
by the European Union and implemented by the United
Nations Development Programme. The project for creation
of the Business School was implemented in partnership
with the Chamber of Commerce and Industry from the
Transnistrian region. The new school is part of a network
of 3 business schools in Bender, Tiraspol and Rabnita. For
opening of the business school in Bender, the Chamber

of Commerce and Industry bought from its own financial
resources a building in Bender, which, using the project’s
resources, was repaired and equipped with necessary
equipment for training businessmen. The training course
“The basis of own business” for beginning businesspeople
was launched in both Bender and Tiraspol the same day the
new Bender school opened.

The Head of the Delegation of the European Union to
Moldova, Ambassador Dirk Schuebel, said that the EU
attaches great importance to promoting fruitful dialogue
and cooperation between Moldovan and Transnistrian
authorities. The EU is therefore involved on the political
stage, but also at a technical level, with concrete initiatives
such as the opening of the business school in Bender.
“Business education is indeed central to promote
exchanges but also to build the future. This is why for
instance | seize every opportunity to provide my European
colleagues with investment opportunities that are brought
to my knowledge in Moldova in general and in Transnistria
in particular. Allow me also to remind you that the EU

and Moldova will soon start negotiations on a Deep and
Comprehensive Business Free Trade Agreement which are
of direct benefit to both banks of the Nistru.”

“In addition to the increased financial support provided
to the country, the European Union has launched two
confidence-building initiatives. The EU intends to pursue its

efforts in the coming year by building on previous successes

in the areas of business development, infrastructures,
social projects, etc. There are indeed many opportunities
for cooperation, and the EU stands ready to support them,
confident in our Moldovan and Transnistrian partners’
goodwill and sense of ownership,” observed Ambassador
Dirk Schuebel. After his comments, the ambassador had a
chance to visit with students the new business school.

The Business Schools in Bender and in Tiraspol will train
businesspeople who are looking to expand their current
businesses. The schools will also provide training on how to
launch businesses. Special assistance will be offered to the
managers of big enterprises from the Transnistrian region,
especially in the areas of risk management and the global
economic crisis.

The participants for the trainings will be selected based

on an open contest, and the training cycle will last four
months. The beneficiaries will learn how to access the
financing from abroad, how to register and launch
businesses, etc. The participants will also receive accounting
and judicial assistance, support for fiscal administration,
etc. After finishing the course, the students with the most
innovative and feasible business ideas will be supported

to implement their ideas.

The chairman of the Chamber of Commerce and Industry
from Transnistria, Vasilii Cojan, said that this effort is the first
to train businesspeople in Transnistria. “The purpose of the
project implemented by the Chamber is the development
of training programmes in business through the business
schools in Tiraspol, Bender and Rabnita. In total, the project
will train about 500 businessmen. We want to offer to the
managers of enterprises the necessary knowledge and skills
for successful development of their business,’

said Vasilii Cojan.

The Business School in Tiraspol earlier received all the office
equipment they needed. The Business School in Rabnita
has rented new offices. Today, thanks to the support

of European Union and UNDP Moldova, the business
schools in the Transnistrian region can offer quality and
modern training courses for beginning and experienced
businesspeople. The development of the network

of business schools in Transnistria will offer

both rural and urban businesspeople the opportunity

to attend business-training courses.

EUROPEAN UNION AND

UNDP MOLDOVA HAS
BROUGHT DRINKING WATER IN
NEZAVERTAILOVCA VILLAGE

The schools, kindergartens and
54.2% of the inhabitants of
Nezavertailovca village, Slobozia
district, Transnistrian Region, have
unlimited access to high quality
drinking water.

The NGO “Renasterea’, Talmaza
village, Stefan-Voda district, in
partnership with local authorities
and local associations “Akvavita”
from Nezavertailovka and with
support of the programme
“Support to Confidence Building
Measures’, funded by the European
Union and implemented by the
United Nations Development
Programme, have managed

in less than one year to repair
water and sewage systems from
Nezavertailovca, providing
drinking water for more than
half of the villagers.

From the project resources, it

was repaired the aqueduct and
sewer system in two local schools
and kindergartens, being also
renovated cafeterias, kitchens and
bathrooms in the schools. Today,
476 pupils and 66 children under
school age from Nezavertailovca
have permanent access to drinking
water and use modern toilets and
washstands with warm water,
reducing in such way significantly
the degree of illness of children
with infectious diseases.

The NGO “Renasterea”in
partnership with public authorities
and local NGOs have also
renovated five water towers in the
village, installing an aqueduct with
alength of 7 km on seven streets in
Nezavertailovca. Proper functioning
of the wells allows providing to the
population with drinking water,
during 24 hours being extracted
12,600 cubic meters of water.

As a result, the number of water
consumers increased twice, while
the volume of water provided

to population tripled.

“We've repaired the sewage
pumping station and a segment of
the sewer system was connected
to the collector of Dnestrovsk. In
carrying out construction works
have been actively involved

the villagers of Nezavertailovca,

70 persons being temporarily
employed. | fully believe that

we have achieved the project’s
objectives.

Crossings

“Modern States Have to Rely on an Economy
which is Open for International Trade”

An international conference on Integrated Border
Management (IBM) was recently held in Chisinau.
Jointly organized by the European Union Border
Assistance Mission to Moldova and Ukraine (EUBAM)
and the Border Guard Service of the Republic of
Moldova, the conference gathered more than 100
top managers and professionals from the border
agencies of Ukraine and Moldova, 3 other EU Eastern
Partnership countries, 12 EU member states, as well
as representatives from embassies to Moldova and
12 international organizations working

in the field of border security.

Vlad Filat, the Prime Minister of the Republic of Moldova, and the HE
Ambassador Dirk Schuebel, Head of EU Delegation to the Republic of
Moldova, welcomed participants to the conference.

“Modern states have to rely on an economy which is open for international

trade and yet at the same time offers a high degree of security to their citizens,”

said HE Ambassador Schuebel.“The Integrated Border Management Concept
has an important role to play in efficiently combating illegal migration,
trafficking in human beings, and other cross-border crimes.

It also allows for simplified border checks, thus making borders easier to cross.”

“The Government of Moldova has approved the National Integrated Border
Management Strategy last week and a few weeks ago the government of
Ukraine has also adopted a National IBM concept. These steps give us a
clear signal that the introduction of EU standards in border management

is an important priority for both countries and EUBAM will continue
providing assistance in this area,” said Udo Burkholder, Head of EUBAM.
“This conference will allow our partners from Moldova and Ukraine to share
the experience of international experts, thus promoting the successful
implementation of the IBM approach in both states,” he added.

Brigadier General Alexei Roibu, the Director General of the Border Guard
Service of the Republic of Moldova, noted, “The effective introduction

of Integrated Border Management will open new perspectives for the
development in every field needed for a prosperous and democratic

state. The final objective of this strategy is the gradual integration into the
European area of freedom, justice and security. This will increase the level
of security, strengthen compliance of human rights and freedoms, improve
the simplification of border crossing for travellers and goods, and support
the liberalisation of the visa regime for the people of Moldova planning
trips to European Union member states. This may come true only with the
involvement of the officials of central and local governments, civil society,
businesses, non-governmental organizations, with the support from the
state as well as partners from the European Union, neighbouring countries,
and international organizations.”

During a press-conference, Brigadier General llkka Laitinen, the Executive
Director of the European Agency for the Management of Operational
Cooperation at the External Borders of the Member States of the European
Union (FRONTEX), provided an update on the latest development in
implementation of EU Integrated Border Management concept. HE
Ambassador Dirk Schuebel, Brigadier General Alexei Roibu, Mr. Udo

Burkholder, and General Yuriy Potomskyi,

Republic of Moldova, briefed journalists
on the state of implementation of the
IBM concepts in the Republic of Moldova
and Ukraine.

The IBM model involves
intensive cooperation among border
agencies internally and internationally.
Instruments such as modern risk analysis techniques, highly professional
human resources, training, communication and information exchange,
developed infrastructure, and effective equipment were used to help
achieve positive results.

AGENCIES ASSESS JOINT OPERATION ON
THE MOLDOVAN-UKRAINIAN BORDER

A meeting was held on Nov. 18 to evaluate current joint
border control operations (TYRA 2010) and plan future
operations along the Moldova-Ukraine border.

The meeting was attended by representatives of the Ukrainian
and Moldovan border services, other law enforcement bodies
of Ukraine, international organizations, and EUBAM.

“Through the joint work of Moldovan and Ukrainian border

'-' services with direct EUBAM support, ‘TYRA 2010’ has positively

impacted on border security along the Moldovan-Ukrainian

border,’ said Slawomir Pichor, Deputy Head of EUBAM. “Inter-agency, cross-border

and international cooperation is vital in securing borders and the intelligence led
approach taken by the partners in this operation is a great example of that."

‘TYRA 2010'is the 7th joint border control operation along the Moldovan-Ukrainian
border. These have progressively enhanced the processes and methodologies in
international coordination and cooperation to combat cross-border crime in the
region.

‘TYRA 2010’ differs significantly from the previous six operations. This time, EUBAM
and its partners utilized key concepts of the European Criminal Intelligence Model.
These concepts were used to analyse, process, and exchange information among
participating agencies.

As a result, 535,000 EUR worth of smuggled goods were detected during the
operation. This is a 170% increase over the 6th JBCO “NIKONIY” (198,000 EUR) in
2009. 277 cases of smuggling were detected. This includes several large-scale cases
of smuggling of cigarettes, illegal migration, trafficking of human beings, and vehicle
trafficking. Many appear directly related to organized crime.

For the first time, ‘TYRA included representatives from EUROPOL and FRONTEX.
EUROPOL's mobile office fed relevant information to participants in real time.
Combined with the CENcomm network, a web based, encrypted communication
system that facilitates the rapid and secure exchange of information, over 3,900
inquiries and 620 operational messages were processed.

La cea de-a 15-ea Reuniune a Consiliului Coordonator
al Misiunii Uniunii Europene de Asistenti la Frontiera
in Moldova §i Ucraina (EUBAM) au fost trecute in
revista realizarile Misiunii in sustinerea dezvoltarii
standardelor UE de gestionare a frontierei in cadrul
Serviciilor de Graniceri i Vamale ale Republicii
Moldova si Ucrainei, organelor de asigurare a ordinii
de drept si a institutiilor guvernamentale.

Reuniunea s-a desfagurat la Chisindu, in prezenta reprezentantilor de rang inalt ai
institutiilor ucrainene si moldovenesti, demonstrand prioritatea acordata de ambele
tari imbunatatirii managementului frontierei la hotarul comun.

Consiliul a mentionat asistenta acordata de catre Misiune pentru
implementarea conceptului de management integrat al frontierelor in Republica
Moldova si Ucraina, in special, implicarea sistematica a Misiunii in strategiile de
dezvoltare ale managementului din ambele tari.

FAO SUPPORTS MOLDOVAN LABORATORIES

The Food and Agriculture Organization of the
United Nations (FAO) has provided support to the
Republic of Moldova by enhancing capabilities
of Moldova’s national laboratories in the
phytosanitary (plants’ freedom from pests) and
agrochemical services fields.

The Food and Agriculture Organization of the United
Nations has finished the implementation of a technical
assistance project titled “Strengthening Phytosanitary
and Agrochemical Services”. The overall objective

of the project was to assist the Government in strengthening national
capabilities on matters related to plant protection and agrochemical services;
on Integrated Pest Management (IPM); and on control of soil fertility, plant
nutrient management, and use of bio-organic mineral fertilizers.

The project had a total budget of USD 240,000. The following outcomes were
achieved during the projects’two year life span:

® Around 25 national officers and technicians were trained on
implementation of the International Code of Conduct, improvement
of pesticide registration, and system for pesticide quality control;

® Around 25 national specialists were updated on international

phytosanitary standards and trained on IPM implementation
and participatory work with farmers;

® Around 25 national officers and technicians were updated
on methodologies for control of soil fertility;

® Two national experts traveled to Germany to study
soil and agrochemical services;

® Equipment worth USD 110,000 for the Republican
Centre for Applied Pedology was provided to
improve pesticide and agrochemical analysis.

In order to conform to international phytosanitary
standards, Moldova needs to be well acquainted
with the existing standards to enable the country
to adopt necessary measures and phytosanitary
certification of exported products to meet

the pest quarantine requirements of the
destination countries.

Although Moldova has excellent soils, there is still a need for knowledge
about reducing the presence of pollutants and pesticide residues

in the soil. No less important are the standards related to fertilizer
application rates, which are often below European and world averages.
Furthermore, outdated analytical equipment and lack of information

on relevant standards and methods demonstrates the need to improve
agrochemical services like standard setting, certification procedures,
and the quality control regulatory system. Other areas for improvement
include enhanced training on plant nutrient management and use of
bio-organic-mineral fertilizers.

The FAO project has addressed these problems following the request
from the government. The government’s request was based on the
importance of issues on integrated pest management including
pesticide management and analysis, relevant phytosanitary standards,
the improvement of the agrochemical services, and plant nutrient
management.

Organizatia Natiunilor Unite pentru Agricultura si Alimentatie (FAO)
a acordat sprijin Republicii Moldova prin consolidarea capacitatilor
laboratoarelor nationale in domeniul fitosanitar si al serviciilor agrochimice.

Organizatia Natiunilor Unite pentru Agriculturd si Alimentatie a implementat un
proiect de asistentd tehnicd, intitulat,,Consolidarea laboratoarelor fitosanitare

si a serviciilor agrochimice”. Obiectivul general al proiectului a inclus acordarea
asistentei pentru Guvernul Republicii Moldova in consolidarea capacitatilor
nationale: in domeniul proiectiei plantelor si al serviciilor agrochimice; in
domeniul Managementului Integrat al Pesticidelor (IPM); si al controlului
fertilitatii solului, managementului nutritional al plantelor, precum si utilizarea
ingrasamintelor bio-organice-minerale.

Proiectul FAO, cu un buget total de 240 000 dolari SUA, a contribuit, timp

de doi ani de implementare, la realizarea urmatoarele rezultate:

® Aproximativ 25 de specialisti nationali au fost informati
despre standardele internationale fitosanitare si instruiti cu privire la
punerea in aplicare a IPM, precum si despre lucrul participativ cu fermierii

® Circa 25 de experti nationali si tehnicieni au fost informati despre
metodologia de control a fertilitatii solului

@ Afost organizatd o vizita de studiu pentru doi experti nationali in Germania
la subiectul solul si serviciile agrochimice

® Echipamente in valoare totald de 110 000 dolari SUA au fost furnizate
Centrului Republican de Pedologie Aplicatd, pentru a servi la imbunatdtirea
pesticidelor si a analizei agrochimice.

Pentru armonizarea standardelor la normele fitosanitare internationale,
Republica Moldova trebuie sa fie familiarizata cu standardele existente,
asa incat sa dispund de capacitatea de adoptare a masurilor necesare

si certificarea fitosanitara a produselor exportate pentru a se conforma
cerintelor de carantina a daunatorilor din tdrile de destinatie.

Republica Moldova are soluri excelente, insa aici sunt necesare cunostinte
privind diminuarea prezentei poluantilor si, de asemenea, a reziduurilor de
pesticide in sol. La fel de importantd este si implementarea standardelor
referitoare la ratele de aplicare a fertilizantilor, care deseori sunt sub mediile
europene si mondiale. De asemenea, echipamentele vechi pentru analiz,
lipsa informatiilor privind metodele si standardele relevante implica
nevoia de imbunatatire a serviciilor agrochimice. Acestea includ stabilirea
standardelor, procedurilor de certificare si a sistemului de reglementare a
controlului calitatii, precum si instruirea personalului

cu privire la problemele legate de managementul nutritional

al plantelor si utilizarea ingrasamintelor bio-organice-minerale.
