Statement by Kaarina Immonen, UN Resident Coordinator

in the Republic of Moldova

The last months of the
year are full of significant
events for the agenda

of cooperation between
the United Nations,

the Government of the
Republic of Moldova, and
development partners.
The year 2009 brought

to the UN Country Team
the strengthening of

the UN role in ensuring
communication,
coordination and
dialogue among donors
and the Government

of Moldova in the area of development and aid
coordination.

Thus the visit of the Acting President of the Republic
of Moldova to the UN House on October 19 and

the speech of the Prime Minister on the occasion of
the United Nations Day reconfirms that the United
Nations continues to be a trusted partner in the
development process of the country. We also have
the assurance of the country’s high officials that the
UN family in Moldova is perceived as very active and
present at the national level.

In Moldova and anywhere in the world, the progress
of a country can be achieved through trust and
cooperation between authorities, citizens and
development partners. The joint retreat recently held

in Orhei of the Government and development partners
to discuss Moldova'’s Stability and Recovery Plan is an
important step for strengthening our dialogue about the
development priorities of the Republic of Moldova.

It is worth mentioning that in October, the Republic of
Moldova was a first-time host for the regional launch of
the Global Human Development Report, which focused
on a very sensitive issue for Moldova - migration and

its benefits and constraints. Also, an international
conference dedicated to early child education and the
Millennium Development Goals took place in Chisinau

in October. A regional conference on child protection in
November gathered together government and external
agencies, programmes and partners to explore Moldova’s
experience and learn more about efficient and innovative
approaches in this field.

The 2009 National Human Development Report,
featuring the impact of the climate change on the human
development in Moldova, is another product of our joint
efforts.

As we had planned, we are concluding this year with
human rights activities. The presentation in October

in Geneva of the periodical report on the human

rights observance in Moldova and the formulation of
recommendations by the Human Rights Committee

on the report is a key achievement in human rights
protection and promotion in Moldova. And on December
10, at the Human Rights Gala, we celebrated the people
and organizations that made essential contributions to
the fulfillment of this agenda.

Ultimele luni ale anului sunt pline de evenimente
cu semnificatie deosebita pe agenda cooperarii
dintre Natiunile Unite, Guvernul Republicii
Moldova si partenerii de dezvoltare. 2009 a adus
Echipei de Tara a Natiunilor Unite fortificarea
rolului ONU in asigurarea comunicarii, coordonarii
si dialogului dintre donatori si Guvernul Republicii
Moldova in domeniul dezvoltarii si eficientei
asistentei.

Astfel, vizita Presedintelui interimar al Republicii
Moldova la Casa ONU, de la 19 octombrie, si
alocutiunea rostita de Prim-Ministrul tarii, cu ocazia
Zilei Natiunilor Unite, reconfirma faptul ca Organizatia
Natiunilor Unite continud sa ramana un partener

de incredere in procesul de dezvoltare al Moldovei.
Avem asigurarea inaltelor oficialitati ale tarii ca Familia
ONU in Moldova este perceputa ca fiind foarte activa
si prezentd la nivel national.

In Moldova si oriunde in lume, progresul unei tari
poate fi realizat printr-o relatie de incredere si
cooperare dintre autoritati, cetateni si partenerii

de dezvoltare. Sedinta comuna a Guvernului si a
partenerilor, organizata recent la Orhei pentru a
discuta Planul de stabilizare si relansare economica
a tarii, este un pas important pentru aprofundarea in
continuare a dialogului nostru asupra prioritatilor de
dezvoltare ale Republicii Moldova.

Este necesar de mentionat ca in octombrie, Republica
Moldova a fost pentru prima datd gazda unei lansari
regionale a Raportului Global al Dezvoltarii Umane,
axat pe un subiect sensibil pentru Moldova — migratia,
intre constrangeri si beneficii.

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Report Explores Barriers, Benefits

New Human Development Report Ranks Moldova 117th

out of 182 Countries

The 2009 Global Human Development Report
released in Chisinau and other world capitals
provides an analysis of benefits of and barriers
to migration. The Report ranks the Republic

of Moldova 117th in the world according to

the Human Development Index, a summary
indicator of people’s well-being, education, and
per capita GDP.

The Human Development Report “Overcoming
Barriers: Human Mobility and Development”
demonstrates that migration is a process to be
managed, not a problem to be solved. Migrants
can contribute ideas, resources, knowledge

and skills to their destination communities and
countries of origin. However, nations should not
substitute these benefits of migration for effective
development policies and strategies.

“Migration can be a force for good, contributing
significantly to human development,” said Helen
Clark, Administrator of the United Nations
Development Programme (UNDP), the UN's
development agency which commissioned

the report.

To make migration work for development, there is a
need to demystify common misconceptions about
migration and to carry out a package of reforms,
according to the Human Development Report.

Contrary to commonly held beliefs, migration is
increasingly occurring within countries, rather than
from one country to another. Migrants typically
boost economic output and give more than they
take. Host communities most often accept them
rather then deny their entry only if there are jobs,
notes the Human Development Report, which was
signed by its lead author Jeni Klugman.

The package of reforms proposed by the report to
achieve maximum benefits as a result of migration
for human development has six major pillars,
including opening existing entry channels for more
workers, especially those with low skills, and adding
migration as a element in development strategies.

“Migration has played a crucial role in enhancing
the living standards of the Moldovan people and
we cannot deny this fact,” said Kaarina Immonen,
UNDP Resident Representative in Moldova. “At

the same time, human and social costs associated
with migration were significant in Moldova. This
Human Development Report is an opportunity

to reflect on these processes and a call for action,”
noted the UNDP Representative in Moldova on the
anniversary of the first regional launch of the Global
Human Development Reports in the Republic of
Moldova.

In the region, the 2009 Human Development
Report was simultaneously launched in Chisinau,
Istanbul, and Moscow.

The Global Human Development Report mentions
Moldova on pages 75, 76, 82, and 90 and explains
Moldova’s ranking (117th) according to the Human
Development Index (HDI).

This year’s HDI, which refers to 2007, highlights the
very large gaps in well-being and opportunities
that continue to divide our increasingly
interconnected world. The HDI for Moldova is 0.720,
which gives the country a rank of 117th out of 182
countries.

The top three ranked countries in the HDI are
Norway, Australia and Iceland, while the bottom
three ranked countries in this year’s HDI are Niger,
Afghanistan (included for the first time since 1996)
and Sierra Leone.

UN Documentation Centre Opens

in Comrat

Centre Provides Platform for Accessing Vital Information

A UN Documentation Centre was opened in the
grounds of the Regional Public Library in Comrat.
This is the third Documentation Centre created
by the UN Agencies in Moldova to inform citizens
about the UN’s values and the organization’s
work in Moldova and worldwide.

Similar UN Centres were opened at the State
Universities in Balti in 2001 and Cahul in 2003.The
Centre in Comrat was created in partnership with
the World Bank and is part of the commemoration
of the United Nations Day in Moldova, which is
marked annually on October 24th. The World Bank
has opened information centres at the Academy of
Economic Studies in Moldova and State University
“Alecu Russo”in Balti.

“The opening of the UN Documentation Centre

in Comrat sets a new stage in our cooperation

with Gagauzia. By opening the Centre today we
hope to bring the United Nations closer to the
Gagauz people - through access to UN information
and experience,” Kaarina Immonen, UN Resident
Coordinator in Moldova, said at the inauguration
ceremony of the Centre in Comrat.

Major goals of the Centre include increasing the
awareness and knowledge about the UN’s values,
agencies, and activities, particularly among young
people. The Centre will also strengthen the links
between the youth and UN Agencies through
promoting dialogue. It’s also hoped that the Centre
will increase the participation of youth in various UN
activities.

The beneficiaries of the Centre, students at the
university, local public authorities, civil society
organizations, and the general public, will have
access to the most recent UN publications and
reports. They'll also be able to access video and
audio materials as well as Internet-connected
computers that will allow them to explore the United
Nations’accomplishments.

“The World Bank is pleased to join efforts with our
colleagues in the UN System in opening a new
documentation Centre in Comrat. We believe this

is an important milestone in our support for the
local student community as well as for the general
population of Comrat and surrounding areas. This
Centre will help the population learn more about
the work of both institutions in Moldova, in addition
to providing a platform for accessing knowledge

and information,” said Melanie Marlett, World Bank
Country Manager for Moldova.

The Republic of Moldova joined the United Nations
on March 2, 1992. Moldova has ratified a series of
international agreements and UN Conventions.

The UN Country Team in Moldova includes several
UN agencies: the United Nations Development
Programme (UNDP), the United Nations Children
Fund (UNICEF), the United Nations Population Fund
(UNFPA), the United Nations High Commissioner for
Refugees (UNHCR), the World Health Organization
(WHO), International Labour Organization (ILO),
the United Nations Development Fund for Women
(UNIFEM), International Fund for Agricultural
Development (IFAD), International Organization for
Migration (IOM), National Commission for UNESCO,
Joint United Nations Programme on HIV/AIDS
(UNAIDS), Food and Agriculture Organization (FAO),
the Bretton Woods Institutions — IMF and World
Bank.

The UN Agencies in Moldova operate under the
United Nations Development Assistance Framework,
a common strategy that provides a collective,
coherent and integrated UN response to national
priorities and needs within the framework of the
Millennium Development Goals.

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Moldova Must Act Now to Adapt to
Changing Climate New Report Says

“Climate Change in Moldova: Socio-Economic Impact
and Policy Options for Adaptation”

Most aspects of Moldovan life
and the Moldovan economy are
likely to change for the worse
due to global climate change

if no actions are taken, a new
United Nations Development
Programme report predicts. The
Report, the 2009/2010 National
Human Development Report
“Climate Change in Moldova:
Socio-Economic Impact and
Policy Options for Adaptation,”
says a 2007 drought that caused
$1 billion (US) in losses in
Moldova foreshadows the future
for Moldova given current climate

change trends. With this in mind, (e g & Wi
the Report stresses immediate By
action, noting that “Climate ]
change is global, but its effects are local.”

According to the Report, in the near future Moldova
can expect wetter winters similar to England’s, and
hotter, drier summers similar to summers in Greece
and Spain. Such seasonal changes are expected to
affect Moldova'’s agricultural production and water
supplies. The Report forecasts Moldova'’s surface water
supplies will potentially decrease by 16 to 20 percent
within the next 15 years. Arid conditions in the

future are also expected to deplete the landlocked
nation’s agricultural resources — one of its economic
mainstays. Moldova has struggled in its transition to

a market-based economy and the expected impact
of changing climate, rising temperatures and severe
weather events are expected to add to its burden.
The country recently ranked 117 out of 182 countries
on the UN Human Development Index, a summary
indicator of people’s well-being based on such factors
as life span, education level and living conditions.

In Moldova, people’s well-being could also be
affected in such sectors as transport, health, and
energy. In transport, for instance, heat waves could
melt pavement disrupting roadways, and intense heat
could deform railways and bridges. In health, higher
temperatures could increase pollution and affect
overall human health.

To remedy these predicted scenarios, the Report
urges immediate action stating that the cost of
inaction could be significant both in human and
economic terms. Instead, the Report argues for

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inclusion of climate change
mitigation and adaptation
strategies in Moldova’s long-term
policy planning. In one example,
the climate change Report
proposes developing scenarios of
possible future droughts and water
shortages as part of prioritizing
water use and establishing water
reserves. In another example, the
Report recommends using modern
farming techniques to prevent

soil erosion, and developing
agricultural infrastructure to help
with efficient irrigation.

Overall, the Report suggests
Moldova develop a comprehensive
National Climate Change
Adaptation Programme to oversee
overall and sectoral adaptation strategies. The
programme could include an adaptation action plan
and a communication strategy to help raise public
awareness of the consequences of global warming.

In short, the 2009/2010 National Human
Development Report, “Climate Change in Moldova’,
stresses the need for all Moldovans, including those
in the private sector and public officials, to be aware
of the issue and see themselves as stakeholders and
agents of change.

“I look forward to this Report generating discussions
around climate change impact on Moldova, the role
of government and individuals in addressing it, and
the proposed policy recommendations,” said Kaarina
Immomen, UNDP Resident Representative and UN
Resident Coordinator in Moldova. “l hope that such
national dialogue will help achieve greater progress
in the country.”

The Report is also part of part of global efforts
related to the United Nations Climate Change
Conference (COP 15), held on 7-18 December 2009 in
Copenhagen.

Human Rights Awards 2009

Awards Recognize, Honor Human Rights Activists

and Journalists

As we commemorated International Human Rights Day,
the UN Country Team announced awards for leading
initiatives in the field of Human Rights in 2009. The
awards were presented at a ceremony in Chisinau

on the evening of December 10, 2009.

First Prizes were awarded to non-governmental
organizations for their work in 2009 on various human
rights.issues. These winners are:

Moldovan Institute for Human Rights (IDOM), for
bravery under duress in promoting and protecting human
rights defenders in the context of the April events, for the
range of thematic areas of their human rights activities,
and in particular for their actions in seeking and securing
international forensics expertise in the matter of the death
of Valeriu Boboc.

Centre for Rehabilitation of Torture Victims (Memo-

ria), for bravery under duress in responding to the needs

of victims of torture and other forms of ill-treatment in
custody, in particular for providing rehabilitative support
services, and as well for their public advocacy to end torture
in Moldova.

NGO “CCF-Moldova - Copil, Comunitate, Familie”, for
promoting an innovative model of non-governmental
assistance in the process of the deinstitutionalization of
children, including support to families.

NGO “Centrul de Informare si Documentare privind
Drepturile Copilului”, for an inclusive model of children’s
rights advocacy, involving children and youth monitoring
and reporting regularly on children’s rights issues in
Moldova.

A First Prize was also awarded to the weekly newspaper
Ziarul de Garda, with particular mention of the work

of journalists Svetlana Panta, Victor Mosneaga, and
Anastasia Nani. The award is presented for work -
including interview documentation - on a range of human
rights issues, including the fundamental rights of women
and human rights in the context of the events of April 2009.

First Prizes were also awarded to the following journalists
for their work on various human rights issues:

Anastasia Nani for her high-quality journalistic work on
themes including the educational rights of children and
youth in Transnistria, as well as for her work in calling
attention to the problem of human rights abuse by police
officers. Viorica Zaharia, for her wide-ranging journalistic
work on a range of human
rights issues, including the

governmental organizations: NGO “Asociatia de sprijin

a copiilor cu handicap Peresecina”, for providing a
grassroots community initiative model of mutual assistance
for de-institutionalization of persons with disabilities, as well
as by providing support to persons and families assisting
this process.

NGO “DEMOS” for their work in assisting excluded and
vulnerable persons in gaining access to identification cards
and other personal documents crucial for access to goods
and services. Obtaining these much-needed documents

is a fundamental right for Moldovans.

NGO “ECO-RAZENI" for their work in fostering the inclusion
of children and youth in the democratic process.

Runner-Up Prizes were also awarded to the following
journalists as recognition for their work as human rights
journalists: Ana Botnariuc for articles on issues of concern
in the town of Balti, including suppressions of the right to
freedom of assembly, ill-treatment of children and youth,
labour rights in relation to a food processing plant, as well as
on a number of other human rights themes. Valeria Vitu for
her work on a wide range of human rights and social justice
issues, as well as for the originality of her themes, including
family rights, children’s rights, the right to vote for persons
living in Transnistria, and the fundamental rights of Roma

in Moldova. In addition, a Special Award is provided to the
Public Library for Children in the village of Molovata,
Dubasari district, for their work in facilitating access by
children and youth to information about fundamental
human rights, and thereby fostering a culture of education
about fundamental rights.

A Special Women'’s Rights Award is provided to Svetlana
Panta for a series of articles on women’s rights and related
themes, published in the newspaper Ziarul de Garda.

Special Awards for Defending Human Rights were presented
to: Piotr Dovgali for his efforts to call attention to human
rights issues in Transnistria in media in Transnistria. Grigore
Matasaru for a series of radio interviews with experts,
aiming to educate a wide audience about human rights law.

A Special Investigative Journalism Award was presented to
Natalia Silitcaia and Oleg Banaru for their article on the
health rights impact and related public concerns arising as a
result of the Tintareni rubbish situation.

Special Mention for Originality was given to the NGO

“Centrul de Resurse Tineri si Liberi”, for their creative

approaches in using media and prominent personalities to
raise awareness on key issues in

fundamental rights of persons
living in Transnistria. Marina
Pinzaru for her high quality
journalism on human rights
themes, including children’s
rights and the rights of persons
with disabilities. The award to
Anastasia Nani is in addition to
her recognition as part of the
team at the Ziarul de Garda.

Honourable
mention was given to the local
newspaper Plaiul Orheian,
which elucidated its readers on
a number of human rights and
other public concerns in Orhei.
Particular notice is made of the

“Impact of the Global Financial
Crisis on the Local Communities in

Moldova”

Crisis Represents Chance to Address Fundamental Weakness

in the Economy

“The global financial crisis resulted in a significant
drop in the Moldovan economy and caused a
negative social impact at the local level,” noted
the study, “Impact of the Global Financial Crisis on
the Local Communities in Moldova”. The study was
presented during a roundtable discussion held

on Sept. 29 as part of UNDP’s Integrated Local
Development Programme.

The global financial and economic crisis, in particular
“falling remittances, declining domestic and external
demand, reduction in the foreign direct investments
inflows, shrinking governmental transfers to local
budgets, and increasing unemployment, have
resulted in a severe economic slowdown at the

local level,"according to the study commissioned

by the United Nations Development Programme in
Moldova and conducted by Expert-Grup. The study
assesses qualitatively and quantitatively the impact
of the global financial crisis on Moldovan local
communities and identifies possible responses that
local communities can take.

The study included interviews with representatives
of local public administration authorities, local
public services, the private sector, and individual
households in addition to focus group discussions
with socially vulnerable groups. Pollsters surveyed
1,100 Moldovans (excluding Transnistrians), and a
quantitative analysis of the impact of the crisis on
local budgets was made.

According to the study, the negative effects on local
budgets have led to a reduction in expenditures by
local authorities on investment projects and also

on logistics-related expenses. To maintain salary
expenditures at their current level, spending on other
services (heating and electricity for public institutions,
food for children in kindergartens and schools among
others) will have to be drastically cut, in some cases
by over 50%. At the individual and household level,
the study notes that the most prominent impact of
the worldwide recession was decreased remittances
from abroad that led to lower spending in Moldova.

The study also points out that this year has been
marked by an increased level of psychological
problems, including depression and suicide attempts

due to unemployment, declining income, and
hopelessness.

The study recommends that governments enact a more
transparent and predictable redistribution mechanism
of tax revenues from national to local budgets. This
increased autonomy would empower local authorities
to “respond to demands for higher spending or adjust
to sudden downturns in revenues”. A transparent and
regular dialogue between the Ministry of Finance

and district- and community-level public authorities

is urgently needed to develop a fair and transparent
budget revision process for 2009 and beyond. At the
same time, representatives of local public authorities
should be involved in dialogue with international
financial organizations and bilateral donors.

“The financial and economic crisis and its related
impact represent an opportunity to address more
radically the weaknesses of the economy. We will
continue supporting the Government of Moldova in
ensuring a better life for its people and overcoming
the consequences of the global crisis, including
through community development projects,” stressed
Kaarina Immonen, UNDP Resident Representative in
Moldova.

“The Republic of Moldova Needs a

National Torture Prevention Plan”

Interview with Manfred Nowak, UN Special Rapporteur
on Torture and other Cruel, Inhuman or Degrading

Treatment or Punishment

-In 2008, you visited Republic of Moldova to
monitor the efficiency of policies designed to
prevent and combat torture. In your opinion, has
the situation changed since then?

— In the Republic of Moldova, the situation is alarming.
Bad detention conditions exist that are compatible
with cruel, inhuman and degrading treatment. For
instance, Chisinau Penitentiary #13 is very old and
although the management invests great efforts for
improving the imprisonment conditions, nevertheless,
the situation continues to be difficult and problematic.
On the other side, in the Republic of Moldova we can
find a classic torture system, when the convicts are
beaten in order to testify and give evidence. The events
from April 2009 perfectly illustrate this condition,
marking a step backwards in Moldova’s evolution
towards human rights observance. For this reason, it

is important that torture acts or alleged crimes should
be judged independently and impartially. Those who
apply torture should be judged accordingly.

In 2008, after finishing my trip

to Moldova, | drafted a series

of recommendations, and the
authorities promised they would
take them into consideration. Today,
unfortunately, | can conclude that
no major changes have occurred.

It is true that the National Torture
Prevention Mechanism operates

in Republic of Moldova. Its main
function is the inspection of
detention cells in penitentiaries,
police stations, military units, etc.
Still, my opinion is that these mechanisms work no
better than a year ago.
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- How important is the creation of a National
Torture Prevention Plan for the Republic of
Moldova, and to what extent would such a plan
improve the existing situation?

—The Republic of Moldova is in great need of a
National Torture Prevention Plan. | would be glad to
see that my recommendations made a year ago are
included in its creation. The Plan must be well-defined,
allowing us to monitor the authorities’ contribution to
its implementation. Generally-speaking, the Republic
of Moldova is aware of the necessary steps to take for
preventing and fighting torture, however, the political
will to move in this direction is crucial. Provided the

new Chisinau Government shows its will to get rid of
this phenomenon by acknowledging national and
international public opinion, then | can guarantee my
assistance and the assistance of the United Nations
Organization. However, difficulties shall arise in the
attempt to create better detention conditions since
that would demand very important financial means.
In my report, | included an appeal addressed to the
international community - United Nations Organization,
Council of Europe etc. - to support the Republic of
Moldova financially in its efforts to improve detention
conditions.

- You took trips to many countries in order to
monitor torture. Where would you rank the Republic
of Moldova in terms of preventing

and fighting torture?

- I never rate any country. | always try to evaluate a
country in terms of its history, financial abilities, etc.

But | can assert that in Denmark, the situation is much
better than in Moldova, whereas in Guinea -much worse.
Denmark has a different culture, a
different history, and it wasn't marked
by the Soviet system’s influence.
Comparing these countries would not
be a fair thing to do.

Should we compare today’s situation
in Republic of Moldova with the
situation dating 20 years ago, we can
obviously notice positive changes.
On the whole, if | were to leave April
2009 events aside, | could say a
gradual, but consistent improvement
can be tracked down. I truly hope the Republic of
Moldova will adhere to European Union (standards)

in a reasonable period of time. Moldova is regarded

as a poor country and, according to Transparency
International, a corrupt one. The state must engage

in fighting corruption and increase the wages of
prosecutors, judges, and policemen, since it is common
knowledge that small salaries encourage corruption.

| do have confidence that the new Government in
Chisinau has the will to turn the Republic of Moldova
into a country with a strong democracy that will
continue to make efforts to integrate into the European
Union.

Recently, the UN
Committee for Human
Rights recommended that
the Republic of Moldova
enforce the National
Torture Prevention
Mechanism (NTPM).

The Committee urged

the state to allocate

more finances for NTPM
that would precipitate

the process of recruiting
experts working for NTPM.
These new hires would
publish and disseminate
NTPM yearly reports,

and ensure that the
penitentiary institution
management is familiar
with the rights of NTPM
representatives. At the
same time, the Committee
expressed its concern
about human rights
violations resulting from
the April 2009 protests,
asserting that an impartial
and independent body
should investigate the
abuses committed by law
enforcement agencies.

“The persons guilty of
torturing and maltreating
protesters must be
brought to account in
front of the law, and
disciplinary measures
must be applied to
them. Throughout

the investigation, the
culpable parties should
be suspended from their
positions,” the report
states.

The Committee
recommended that

April torture victims
should receive adequate
compensation, regardless
of the penal investigation
findings applied to

the guilty. Also, they
should be rehabilitated
psychologically and
medically.

Simultaneously, the
Committee suggested
the state should take
immediate steps in order
to cease and eliminate
torture in police custody
and other detention units
through training police
and prison employees,
investigating all torture
complaints, initiating
lawsuits and punishing the
quilty, as well as applying
the law which prohibits
admissibility of evidence
acquired through torture.

Governments Pledge to Tackle Increasing

Child Separation from Families

Five Eastern European Countries Agree to Develop Social Services

that Reduce Reliance on State-run Children’s Institutions

Governments of five eastern European
countries have agreed to start the long-
term work of developing community-based
services and phasing out state-run children’s
institutions.

The Moldovan Minister of Labour, Social
Protection and Family, Valentina Buliga, said:
“A priority must be for all of our countries to
prevent children being separated from their
families. This means developing a range of
family social support services that enable early
identification of problems in the home, so we
can devise solutions to keep families together.”

UNICEF Central and Eastern Europe and
Commonwealth of Independent States (CEE/CIS)
Child Protection Regional Adviser, Jean-Claude
Legrand, said: “Too many children are being
placed in residential homes. This agreement is
a promising start. Now we need governments
to act upon their word. They must start to
co-ordinate across government ministries and
invest in new social and family support services
by re-allocating resources already available
within their child care budgets.”’

Delegates drawn from the governments of
Armenia, Belarus, Georgia, Moldova, and Ukraine
have all agreed to take 12 important steps within
the next two years which will help them develop
national plans for reforming child care.
These steps include setting timelines,
targets and indicators for measuring
progress of reforms.

The participants emphasised the need
to change their child care systems to
more effectively prevent the separation
of children from their families. This
means developing mechanisms

for re-allocating resources to new
services and this will enable the more
effective use of existing state budgets.
Services are intended to be available
for all communities, irrespective of
whether they live in urban or remote

locations. This will only be achieved by better co-
ordination of government ministries and other
stakeholders at the highest level.

Their pledges were made at the end of a high-
level conference on Child Care System Reform, in
Chisinau, hosted by the Moldovan government,
with UNICEF support, from November 24-26.

Out of an estimated two million children who
are in institutionalised care around the world,
more than 800,000 come from CEE/CIS.

In 2008, there were approximately 210,000

children living in various types of alternative care
arrangements in all the five countries. More than
110,000 of them were growing up in institutions.

Poverty, migration and disability are important
factors which push families to abandon their
children. Experience in these countries suggests
in economic hard times even more families use
residential care for their children as a coping
mechanism and there are disproportionately
high numbers of young and disabled children
abandoned in institutions or living at home
without specialised support services.

The countries participating in this conference
are among the most severely hit, globally, by the
economic crisis.

to the HIV/AIDS Cause

On World AIDS day each December
1st, thousands of messages are
transmitted worldwide to call
attention to the ongoing epidemic,
which continues to steal lives of
those who don’t know about HIV or
don't take the proper precautions.

According to UNAIDS, from

the beginning of the epidemic,
approximately 25 million people
have passed away because of AIDS
associated maladies, and more then
35.7 million people live with HIV,
including 5 million children. There are
15 million orphans due to AIDS.

At global level, according to the Report “2009 AIDS
Epidemic Update’, progress was made in reducing new
HIV cases 17 % during the last 8 years. This news is
welcome, but the actions of all partners involved in the
national response to HIV/AIDS should focus further on
achieving universal access to HIV prevention, treatment,
care and support.

Joint efforts of the state institutions, civil society and

the private sector should be strengthened to ensure

the sustainability of the results achieved thus far. UN
Agencies, especially UNAIDS, will continue to provide
technical assistance to support the actions and initiatives
focused on halting the spread of HIV infection, including
in the Republic of Moldova.

This year, according to World AIDS Campaign, the theme
of World AIDS Day is “Universal Access and Human Rights".
The access to prevention, treatment, care and support is

a fundamental right and part of the response to HIV and
AIDS. UN Secretary General, Ban Ki-moon emphasized in
a recent statement the importance of the human rights

in the response to HIV and AIDS, and mentioned that if
the rights of people living with HIV are respected, fewer
new HIV cases will occur, causing fewer requests for
antiretroviral treatment and lower mortality.

According to 2008 data from the Republic of Moldova,
there were 795 new HIV cases. During the first 11 months
of 2009, 645 new HIV cases were registered, 73 cases
fewer than the same period of 2008. The highest level

of infection was recorded in the cities of Balti, Chisinau,
and Tiraspol and in the rayons (regions) of Glodeni,
Basarabeasca, Singerei, Falesti, Causeni, Donduseni,
Soroca, Stefan-Voda, Orhei, Hincesti, Ribnita and Slobozia.

80 % of people infected with HIV are young people aged
between 15-39 years old, and the sexual transmission

of HIV increases. Approximately 79 % are infected with
HIV due to sexual intercourse. 758 persons are on
antiretroviral treatment.

Mayor Dorin Chirtoaca awarded

In order to commemorate World AIDS
Day on December 1, an Awards Ceremony
was held on November 30 to honor

and celebrate a number of outstanding
initiatives to benefit victims, and to
recognize communities that demonstrate
involvement and leadership in reducing
the spread and the impact of AIDS at
national level.

During the ceremony, awards were given
out in area of culture and art. A Red
Ribbon Award was also presented. This
award was based on a contest organized
by the Joint United Nations Programme
on HIV/AIDS (UNAIDS) in Moldova and
World AIDS Campaign (WAC) in Moldova. The contest was
open to all citizens of the Republic of Moldova, through
nomination of individuals or institutions/organizations,
both governmental and non-governmental, involved

in the national response to AIDS. The individual/
organization which got a majority of nominations
received recognition.

Education for All

The History of a Village that
Reanimated the Kindergarten

“I remember how difficult it was to raise children at home”

lalpujeni is a village situated 76 km away from
the capital of the Republic of Moldova, in the
Cimislia raion. The village is inhabited by 1860
people, of whom 104 are children between the
ages of 0 and 7 years. lalpujeni has not had a
kindergarten for 11 years. On November 20th,
2009, the kindergarten was reopened here.

In the early 1990s there were two kindergartens in
lalpujeni. Eleven years ago, in 1998, the pre-schools were
closed down. The local administration did not have the
funds to pay for heat, electricity, food for the children,
and salaries for the staff. The children were sent home to
stay with their grandparents. In the families that did not
have grandparents, mothers left their jobs to take care of
their children. The buildings soon began to deteriorate,
and within ten years they were unrecognizable; the doors
were stolen, the windows rotted, the roof leaked, and the
plaster crumbled.

Where in former times children’s voices were heard, now
the only sound is wind whistling amid the desolate walls.
The children were taken care of in their families; they
were nourished and dressed, but they did not receive the
early education they needed. The caregivers had neither
the skills, nor the resources needed for this. Moldova, a
post-soviet country, did not have the tradition of “parents
school”

’

The education of children was declared the state’s
responsibility, with the school as the institution where
the citizen was formed. No books addressed to parents
and caregivers were published, no training courses

for young parents were organized. The families from
lalpujeni village, as other tens of thousands of Moldovan
families, suddenly found themselves responsible for
the early education of their children, but lacked the
necessary training. Toys, books, and other educational
materials were either nonexistent or were prohibitively
expensive.

The children also needed socialization. Closed in their
yards they could only look at each other through

fences. Their mothers, consumed with housekeeping
and other chores, had no time to spend time with their
children. There was no community centre with programs
for parents and children in the village. A refurbished
kindergarten was the Mayor’s dream Vitalie Burduh, the
current Mayor of lalpujeni commune, is the father of
grown children. Since becoming the mayor, his dream,
was to refurbish the preschool institution.

“I remember how difficult it was to raise children at
home. We ran around like madmen to keep up with the
activities both at home and at work.” But how could one
re-establish in one year what has been destroyed for 11
years? The local authorities didn't have any money and
due to a lack of jobs, most of the villagers had left for
abroad to work. The answer came from the Education
for All - Fast Track Initiative, a worldwide initiative that
supports revitalizing early education in the Republic of
Moldova. The project promotes policy changes at the
institutional and community levels and is implemented
by the Ministry of Education, with the support of UNICEF
and the World Bank.

“The refurbishment of the kindergarten is the first project
for the rehabilitation of some places with social purpose,
carried out by the inhabitants of our village," Vitalie
Burduh says.“Now we know how to do it and we won't
stop here: we'll repair the school and then we'll create a
community centre for young parents.” The change at the
level of the educational system follows “The kindergarten
was repaired quite quickly, in half a year’, the manager of
the kindergarten Ina Turcanu says. “Now it is our teachers
turn to learn how to work according to the new curricula
and the new child-centered educational approaches.”

The Republic of Moldova had the tradition of teacher-
centered preschool education. The educational process
took place unilaterally, in one direction: from the
teacher to the child. Over the past 4 years, the Ministry
of Education has initiated a process of changing the
educational policies in the area of early education,
shifting the emphasis from the teacher to the child. The
child-centered education underpins the new Curricula for
Early Education and other documents, such as Learning
and Development Standards for Children aged between
zero and seven years and the Professional Standards for
the Teaching Staff.

“These publications were developed with the support
of UNICEF and the WB as part of the Education for All

- Fast Track Initiative in the Republic of Moldova,” says
Leonid Bujor, the Minister of Education.“It is not easy
for teachers who've worked for years in the “old fashion’,
to approach the child-centered education, but we all
make efforts. The Ministry of Education organizes on

a periodical basis, training courses for teachers and
methodologists and provides us with didactic materials
of much help for us,” says Ina Turcanu, the headmistress
of the newly refurbished kindergarten of lalpujeni.

si dotata de Ministerul Educatiei in cadrul

La inceputul anilor ‘90, la lalpujeni existau doua
gradinite. Cu peste un deceniu in urma, in 1998, ele
au fost inchise. Administratia locald nu avea bani sa
le gestioneze: sa lumineze si sa incalzeasca cladirile,
sa hraneasca copiii, sa plateasca personalul. Copiii
au fost dusi acasd, s stea cu bunicii. In familiile in
care nu erau bunici, mamele au lasat serviciul ca sa
ingrijeasca de copiii.

Tn familii, copiii erau ingrijiti - hraniti, imbracati,
pieptanati, dar nu primeau educatia timpurie de care
aveau nevoie. Ingrijitorii nu aveau nici deprinderile,
nici resurse necesare pentru aceasta. In Moldova,
nu a existat traditia de ,scoald a pdrintilor”. Educatia
copiilor era declarata o responsabilitate a statului,
gradinita si scoala fiind institutiile care formau
cetdteanul. Nu se editau carti adresate parintilor si
ingrijitorilor, nu se organizau cursuri pentru tinerii
parinti.

Astfel, familiile din satul lalpujeni, ca si alte zeci de
mii de familii din Republica Moldova, s-au pomenit
in situatia in care trebuie sd facd fata educatiei
timpurii a copiilor, dar nu aveau pregdtirea necesara,
iar jucariile, cartile, materiale didactice lipsesc ori
sunt foarte scumpe.

In acelasi timp, copiii au nevoie de comunicare, de
socializare. Inchisi in curtile caselor, ei se uitau unii
la altii printre garduri. Mamele nu aveau nici timp,
nici posibilitati sa se socializeze impreuna cu copiii

lor. Ingrijirea gospodariei le lua tot timpul. In sat nu
exista un centru comunitar sau un camin cultural
cu program pentru parinti si copii. Copiii fugeau de
acasa ca sa se joace si sa comunice unii cu altii.

Vitalie Burduh, primarul comunei lalpujeni, nu are
copii de gradinita. Copiii lui au crescut deja mari. Dar
visul lui, de cand a devenit primar, a fost sa renoveze
institutia prescolara. ,imi amintesc cat de greu a fost
sd crestem copiii acasa. Ne rupeam in bucati ca sa
reusim si acasa, si la serviciu”.

Dar cum sa restabilesti intr-un an ceea ce s-a distrus
timp de 11 ani? Administratia locala nu are bani,
locuitorii satului sunt in mare parte plecati la munca
in strdinatate. Sansa satului a venit din partea
Initiativei de Actiune Rapidd in Educatia pentru
Toti.,Renovarea gradinitei este primul proiect de
revitalizare a unor spatii de menire sociala, realizat
de locuitorii satului nostru’, spune Vitalie Burduh.

A recent study shows
alarming population trends
in Moldova. According to
the study, the birth rate over
18 years has dropped from
17.7% in 1990 to 10.9% in
2008.

The death rate in 2008 was
11.8%. At the start of 2000,
the mortality rate in rural
areas was 60-65% higher
than in urban areas.

The study, launched by the
United Nations Population
Fund and the National

Only a scientific approach to the
problem can help achieve what
we planned,” he said.

Minister of Labor, Social
Protection and Family Valentina
Buliga said that a governmental
office will be created to deal
with demographic problems.
“The findings of the study are
rather worrisome. We all know
the effects of migration and
ageing on Moldova’s economy
and its future. We need
strategies to ensure Moldova'’s
demographic security,” the
Minister said.

The study forecasts that if these

Commission for Population
and Development, analyzes
demographic indicators from 1990 until 2008.

“50% of the men do not reach retirement age.
The population diminishes and grows older.

The number of elderly people increases, while
the number of young persons decreases.

He said, “Despite this
situation, Moldova lacks a demographic institution
and highly qualified demography specialists who
would thoroughly analyze the problem?”

(study) will serve as a basis for the formulation of
official policies and strategies, which can not be
effective without demographic data.

Deputy Head of Parliament lurie Tap said that past
local and national strategies and policies did not
centre on demographic problems. “The local and
central authorities will use this study in their work.

demographic trends persist,
Moldova’s population will decrease by about 1
million by 2050, down to 2.6 million. According
to the same study, by 2130 Moldova will have a
population of only 1.5 million.

Roma Mediators
Plead for Official
Recognition

The institutionalization of Roma social
mediators is crucial for the education
and health of Romani communities in
Moldova. This was the main conclusion
at a roundtable discussion held in early
November titled, “Roma People in
Moldova: Realities and Perspectives”.
The goal of the roundtable meeting,
organized by UNFPA, was to present the
results of UNFPA's project “Promotion of
Access to Basic Service, Human Security
and Social Inclusion of Vulnerable Groups
in Moldova”, which was implemented in
2009.

The project revealed that poor quality of
education, reduced access to health services,
and discrimination in all areas are the major
problems encountered by the Roma people.
To overcome these problems, informational
campaigns to change the attitude of medical
personnel, teachers and others towards
Roma people are needed. Moreover, the
Roma communities need special persons

to mediate relations between them and

the rest of society. “These persons are the
social mediators. They are specially trained
for working in the Roma settlements and
represent a link between the Roma and

the basic services they need to obtain. The
problem is that the social mediators now

work as volunteers, but they should be
recognized officially in order to be more
efficient,” Nicolae Radita, director of the Roma
National Centre, commented during the
meeting.

“The Roma in Moldova face serious social
problems. They became models of social
exclusion and discrimination. We all are
responsible for changing this situation and
enabling their access to social, economical
and political life. This is especially true

since part of our future political strategy

is to adhere to the European Union, which
involves equal opportunities and rights for
all groups, including Roma people,” observed
Boris Galca, UNFPA Programme Coordinator.

Earlier this year, Liliana Palihovici, the head
of the Parliamentary Commission for Social
Protection, Health and Family, attended a
meeting of the Roma social mediators and
tried to clarify the problems that Roma
people confront today in Moldova. She is
now aware of their needs and concluded
that decent living conditions and support
must be provided and ensured for them.
“The public authorities will take all necessary
steps in order to clarify the situation of social
mediators in the Roma settlements and to
improve their access to public services,” she
promised.

The census taken in 2004 showed that the
Roma people make up 0.4% of Moldova's
population, totaling over 12,000. According
to unofficial reports, the Roma number up to
150,000 in Moldova.

Cu atat mai mult cu
cat imbunatatirea situatiei populatiei rome va
constitui si o conditie politicd importanta pentru
aderarea in viitor a Republicii Moldova la Uniunea
Europeand”.

La una din mesele rotunde, organizate pentru
mediatorii socio-sanitari, a participat Liliana
Palihovici, Presedinta Comisiei parlamentare
pentru Protectie Sociald, Sandtate si Familie,
care a dat asigurdri ca vor fi intreprinse toate
masurile necesare pentru realizarea modificarilor
de politici propuse. ,Aceste actiuni vor contribui
la asigurarea drepturilor populatiei rome in
Republica Moldova si vor oferi acces sporit la
servicii si la viata publica’, a mai spus Presedinta
Comisiei.

Recensamantul populatiei din anul 2004 a
indicat ca in Republica Moldova exista 12 271 de
persoane de etnie roma sau 0.4% din populatia
totald. Datele neoficiale releva o cifra de pana la
150 000 de romi.

Who is Vulnerable to Human

Trafficking?

Discussion Participants Analyze Trafficking, Offer Solutions

Moldovans working in the
anti-human trafficking
field, as well as journalists,
gathered recently at the UN
Press Club to discuss many
aspects of the phenomena,
including who is most
vulnerable to trafficking.

The discussions at the United
Nations House centered many
aspects of trafficking in human
beings and included issues
like family violence and child abuse. The efficacy

of the National System of Reference for protection
and assistance of Victims and potential victims of
trafficking in humans was also discussed, as was the
need for migration to benefit citizens, and recent
developments and statistics in the field.

Participants in the dialogue at the UN House
included representatives of state agencies, non-
governmental and international organizations,

and partners in initiatives to prevent and combat
trafficking in humans in the Republic of Moldova:
Lilia Pascal, Head of Equal Opportunities and
Violence Prevention Directorate, Ministry of Labor,
Social Protection and Family; Lilia Gorceag,
Psychologist, Chisinau-based Assistance and
Protection Centre; lurie Podarilov, Head of Penal
Investigation Department, Center of Anti-trafficking
in humans of the Ministry of Internal Affairs; Ana
Revenco, President of International Women Rights
Protection and Promotion Centre “La Strada”;
Eugenia Benigni, Anti-trafficking and Gender
Equality Project Coordinator, Organization for
Security and Cooperation in Europe, Mission in
Moldova; and Stella Rotaru, Repatriation Specialist,
International Organization for Migration, Mission in
Moldova.

The meeting was convened by International
Organization for Migration. It preceded the
European Days against trafficking on October
18, and followed the presentation in Chisinau
of the Human Development Report 2009, titled
“Overcoming Barriers: Human Mobility and
Development”.

The messages of the Human
Development Report 2009,
including a call for migration
that benefits citizens, and not
states, were analyzed during
the discussion on human

Club. “Migration can bring not
only risks but benefits as well.
It shall be to the benefit of

citizens, whose rights shall be

protected. So far, migration was
favorable to the states and not to citizens,” said Ana

Revenco, President of International Women Rights
Protection and Promotion Centre “La Strada”

Those leaving Moldova should not be illegal
migrants abroad, but should have equitable and
safe living and labor conditions, regardless of their
job. And Moldovan authorities have to ask for and
negotiate these conditions for their own citizens.

The participants in the roundtable came to the
conclusion that in Moldova, both people and
authorities, seem to get so used to refining in
humans, that they don't even notice it or are too
busy and show no reaction, because it is nothing
new. “A reaction can appear only if something
terrible, overwhelming happens. Common stories,
although dramatic, of women and girls who have
been trafficked or who are in danger of being
trafficked do not impress any more,” said Ana
Revenco.

One solution for combating trafficking in humans
can achieved through mass media publicity for
the National Hotline for combating trafficking
and promoting safe migration: 0 800 77777.

The hotline is supported by “La Strada” and other
partners.

At the discussion, journalists were also interested
in the number of registered calls to the hotline,
the profile of persons calling, as well as the results
of partnerships in the field of preventing and
combating trafficking in humans in Moldova.

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Cobalea Village Establishes a Children

and Youth Centre

The Prevention and Combating of Domestic Violence
and Human Trafficking are Priorities for Cobalea

Young people are an inexhaustible
source of energy and the willingness
to change things for the better at
home and in their communities.
Sometimes, they are able to enact
changes that might not be possible
for adults.

This is what residents of Cobalea
village, Soldanesti rayon, believe. They
acted on this belief by investing in
youth as a tool to prevent domestic
violence and trafficking in human
beings. Currently, the Cobalea village
is bustling with activity - adults and
young people working together

to create a centre for information,
education, assistance, and integration
for children, youth, and members of
vulnerable families from the village.
The centre is being developed with
financial support from the “Protection
and Empowerment of Victims of Human Trafficking and
Domestic Violence” Project.

“It is very difficult to change the mentality and the lifestyle
of an adult. It is more efficient to invest in children and
youth, in activities that help them to network, to cope
with risky situations, to develop life skills, and to motivate
them to convey these messages to their peers, and - why
not? — to adults as well,” said Ana Cuceinic, the mayor of
Cobalea village.

The centre in Cobalea will open at the end of 2009.
Initially, the centre will include a dance club, sports club,
photography and journalism club, and a haircutting and
make-up club. The social assistant from the community
will visit this centre several times per week to offer
assistance and counseling to children.

“1 AM SO EAGER TO COME HERE”

The center will be opened on the grounds of the village
school. All the children from the Conalea village (from
families of diverse social status) will be able to attend

the centre free-of-charge, and adults will even be invited
to take part in some of the centre’s activities. The local
authorities estimate that about 220 children, including
young people and members of vulnerable families from
the village, will attend the centre’s activities. While we
were at the centre during its construction, curious kids
peppered us with questions: “Can we help you somehow?’,
“Will it be really opened until December?; “l am so eager to
come here’] “Can we subscribe to a number of clubs?” Angela
Spival, principal of Cobalea Village’s number two school,
said, “Children are very inpatient. And when they met me
on street during the summer time, they would stop me and
ask me to tell them details about the future centre!”

The children’s impatience and interest is understandable.
The new centre will be the only one in Cobalea village.

Previously, children and the youth
from the village have not had any
other alternatives than to spend

all their spare time watching TV,
hanging around in the street, or
going to a bar or disco club.“We
were so bored and we really envied
the young people from cities. We
wanted to graduate from school

as soon as possible and leave the
village," admitted Andrei, a 14-year-
old young man. He continued, “But
from now on we will have useful and
necessary activities. | hardly can wait
for the sports gym to open. For a
while | used to go to the Soldanesti
town to play football with the team
from the town. But | was not always
able to afford the transportation, so
sometimes | had to stay home.”

SPORTS, DANCE, AND PHOTOGRAPHY: METHODS
TO PREVENT DOMESTIC VIOLENCE AND HUMAN
TRAFFICKING

Participation in sports is a good way to prevent violence.
Practicing sports in the gym helps people burn energy and
negative emotions, while at the same time developing

a culture of non-violence. “When you get exhausted

in the gym, you go home and you want peace and
understanding. Besides, when practicing sports you

learn how to not be violent, not to attack people who

are weaker than you," explained Tudor Anghelici, sports
teacher.

Elenais 11 years old and would like to learn how to dance,
to take professional photos, and to write newspaper
articles. She wants to join at least two clubs at the centre.
Dancing is a long-held wish of hers - since her childhood
- while photography and journalism are some of her newer
dreams. Besides training in these two fields, the members
of the photography and journalism clubs will also launch
a village newspaper. They haven't created a name yet for
the newspaper, but they know for sure that it is going to
appear twice per month and will bring news about and
for the people from the village. The village inhabitants will
have the opportunity to read about local news, will get
answers to their questions from professionals (lawyers,
social assistants, doctors, and others), and will discover
useful advice in the paper. The members of the club will
also use the newspaper to publish advertisements about
job vacancies in the rayon and in the republic. They hope
to inform the people, and thus to prevent migration,
trafficking, and domestic violence. They will also publish

a number of articles meant to sensitize people about the
effects of violence and risks of human trafficking, and will
offer solutions to these problems.

> “About 20 villagers are now working to repair the
premises of the new centre, and the majority of them have
children. They receive wages for the work performed and
have a job, even thought is a temporary one. Actually,
adults will be invited to participate in all centre’s activities.
We want children and adults to be more united, to have
common concerns and common discussion topics. They
will become actively involved because they want their
children to come as quickly as possible to this centre.
Some of the parents told us that they also want to join
some of the clubs, at least when the time and the format
of the club will allow them to do so,” said Principal Angela
Spivac.

The Parent and Teacher Association “Stejarel” from the
school has been very active in mobilizing the community,
in creating better conditions for the operation of the
centre, and in ensuring the transparency of the centre’s
resources management.

WHERE DID THE IDEA FOR THE CENTRE COME FROM?

The idea for the creation of the centre was presented in
February, 2009. A group of villagers gathered at city hall
and discussed the village’s problems. The villagers created
an Organizational Committee composed of the mayor,

Potrivit acestui
plan, prevenirea si combaterea violentei
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social assistant, school principal, a policeman, a doctor,
and other inhabitants from the village. After lengthy
discussions and workshops, this group developed

the Village Strategic Development Plan. According to
this plan, the prevention and combating of domestic
violence and human trafficking are priorities for
Cobalea. Subsequently, the Organizational Committee
developed a project proposal on Cobalea village's
behalf, presenting the rationale for the need to open

a centre for children and youth. The UNDP and UNFPA
have financially supported the initiative, offering total
financial assistance of 132,960 MDL (about 12,000
USD). Besides the establishment of the centre, part of
the money (39,960 MDL) will be invested in creating
and equipping a separate office for a social assistant
at city hall.

Currently, the social assistant shares the same office
with two other persons, sometimes needing to go
outside to talk about some of the more delicate topics
or the private matters of the village inhabitants.“]

am very glad that | will finally get my own office,
telephone, PC, and even a hall for discussion. Now we
will be able to organize meetings with the families
from the village for promoting non-violence, and

we will inform people how to avoid the risks and

As a
result, UNDP responded to requests to facilitate capacity assessments
and diagnostics in 65 programme countries in 2008.

THE WORLD INVESTMENT REPORT 2009
subtitled “Transnational Corporations,
Agricultural Production and Development”
analyses two major issues: How have foreign
direct investment (FDI) flows reacted to the
current financial and economic crisis? How

do traditional and new foreign investors

- transnational corporations (TNCs) - affect
agriculture, the basis of livelihood in many
developing countries? According to the report,
after decades of slow growth, TNCs interest
and participation in agriculture - including FDI
- is again on the rise. Despite this increase, in most countries today only
a small share of FDI goes to agriculture. Renewed interest by foreign
investors in agricultural investment is significant enough to raise
questions about whether FDI and other forms of TNC participation in
agriculture can contribute to the development of this long neglected
industry. WIR 2009 suggests an integrated policy approach that takes
into account concerns arising from TNC involvement.
