Meets the Press

The first meeting of Kaarina Immonen,

UN Resident Coordinator and UNDP Resident
Representative in Chisinau, with the members
of the UN Press Club revealed interesting
information about the personality of this

UN diplomat as well as about the UNDP’s
ongoing and future work in Moldova.

At the meeting at the UN House on February
12,2008, Kaarina Immonen defined herself as
“a product of the United Nations Development
Programme” since she has worked for UNDP
for many years, including in countries of Asia
and Africa and more recently in Georgia and
Russia. “When my son asked me what | was
doing, | explained him in very simple words,
unlike in technical brochures, that UNDP helps
people reduce poverty,” said the UNDP Resident
Representative. She began her assignment

to Moldova in June, 2007.

Kaarina Immonen told the press that the first
months of her stint in Chisinau were educational
and challenging. “Usually, we do development
work, but the drought that hit the country last
summer required an immediate and generous
response from donors,” said the UNDP Resident
Representative. “So far, thousands of Moldovan
people have received help to alleviate the
consequences of the drought and the assistance
has been aimed at the most vulnerable people,”
said the UN official.

Ms. Immonen was also asked about the challenges
faced by the Republic of Moldova, specifically if
the country has managed to overcome poverty
and take a steady development path. Immonen
said that the word ‘poverty’is not part of the
vocabulary used in Chisinau. “In the Republic of
Moldova, there are still signs of poverty, but the
development trend is good” even though “the
development path of the Republic of Moldova still
contains poverty elements.”

The UN Resident Coordinator in Moldova also
noted that mass media is an “important partner”

of the development agencies. “If 20 people die

in a car or airplane crash, the news will hit the
front page in all media. This is not the case when
hundreds of mothers and children die at birth or
when we speak about maternal or child mortality,”
Ms. Immonen observed.

Thus mass media plays an important role in
shaping public opinion when it focuses on a
specific event or ignores others. At the same time,
the UNDP Resident Representative emphasized
that the studies developed with UN's support
such as the Roma Report or the National Human
Development Report can be useful resources for
media.

During the meeting with the Moldovan journalists
at the UN Press Club, Kaarina Immonen mentioned
that the UN will mark two major events in 2008:
the 60th anniversary of the Universal Declaration
of Human Rights and 15 years of the UN's presence
in Moldova. The UN in Moldova has already
planned a series of events which will be jointly
commemorated with Moldovan officials.

Study: One Fourth of Moldovan
Children are Beaten by their Parents

Ministry of Education, Ministry of Social Protection,
and UNICEF Commit to Prevent, Eliminate Violence

Laws of Republic of Moldova forbid mistreating
children, yet violence against children is
widespread both in families and in schools,
according to the “Study on violence against
children in the Republic of Moldova” which was
released at the end of February. The study was
carried out by IMAS-inc by order of the Ministry
of Social Protection, Family and Child and

of the Ministry of Education and Youth,

with the support of the UNICEF’s
Representation in Moldova.

According to the study, 25% of the interviewed
children say they are beaten by their parents. 13%

of the children mentioned that the teachers at school
applied corporal punishment. If we add all the
children who experienced violence or aggression

of any type, they would fill up over 400 of Moldova’s
1500 schools.

In other findings, 15% of the interviewed children
either lack food, or feel that nobody takes care of
them, or lack communication with their parents. 20%
of the children said they suffer from verbal abuse,
while 10% of parents admitted they emotionally or
psychologically abuse their children.

“Adults must change their perceptions. Children are
brought up to perceive beating as normal and well-
deserved punishment,” said UNICEF Representative
in Moldova, Ray V. Torres. “Many women and children
victims do not report acts of
domestic violence because they are

identification and settlement of cases of violence
towards children is insufficient. This is the conclusion
to which the experts of Gender-Centre arrived in
their “Study on the State responsiveness to violence
against children with regard to the identification,
registration and reporting of cases of violence
towards children”. The study was commissioned

by UNICEF, MEY (Ministry of Education and Youth),
and MSPFC (Ministry of Social Protection, Family

and Child). According to the report, half of the
respondents (employees of over 400 state institutions,
such as schools, kindergartens, local authorities,
Ministry of Internal Affairs, and MEY) declared that
they are not aware of the procedures for reporting of
violent cases and thus do not show any initiative in
aggressively reporting these cases. The study showed
that local public authorities were the most efficient,
while the least efficient were the institutions from the
educational and health sector. Specialists from the
urban areas register more often cases of violence than
those in the rural areas.

The prevention and elimination of violence towards
children and women represents a priority for the
Government of the Republic of Moldova and UNICEF.

“We are conscious of the fact that violence towards
children remains to be a current problem for the
Republic of Moldova. At the same time, we intend
to develop a strong system, capable of identifying
cases of violence and offering
necessary support and

afraid to do so, they do not know
where to go for help and what the
reporting procedures are. Some feel
ashamed or guilty,”added Mr. Torres.

The same study showed that the
supposed disparity between urban
regions and rural environments, is,

in fact, a myth. In reality, there is
almost no difference between cities
and villages in terms of violence
against children, or between families
with different levels of education and
material wealth.

STATE’S ANSWER TO VIOLENCE

The sensitivity of the social system
of the state with regard to the

protection to children and
women who are victims or are
subject to the risk of violence,’
said the Deputy Minister of
Social Protection, Family and
Children, Lucia Gavrilita.“The
professionals working with and
for children and family should
be well trained; community
services shall be created and
developed. This year we are
planning to organize special
seminars for all social assistants
in the country, who are going
to be trained how to trace

out and act correctly in cases
of abuse against children,’
Gavrilita noted.

“VIOLENCE-FREE
SCHOOLS”

In response to results
from these two re-
ports, the Ministry of
Education and Youth
launched a National
Project “Violence-free
schools”at a press con-
ference on February 21.
The project will cover
all the 1500 schools

in Moldova and will
ensure an educational
partnership between
children, parents, and
teachers.

“It is important, on one
hand, to help children
learn about non-violent
communication and
develop the abil-

ity to peacefully settle
conflicts, and, on the
other hand, to help the
teachers learn how to
educate and discipline
children without apply-
ing physical or psycho-
logical punishment,”
observed the Minister
of Education and
Youth, Victor Tvircun, at
the press conference.
“Having considered the
important role of school
in the formation of a
child’s personality and
the influence school has
on families, we consider
important the familiar-
ization of parents with
the positive practices
used in schools to be
taken over and applied
by them in their fami-
lies," said Tvircun.

The project “Violence-
free schools”includes
more activities, includ-
ing the development of
seminars for teachers
on positive and non-
violent disciplining,
time set aside to discuss
violence issues in all
schools, publication

of some booklets for
children, informational
seminars for the didacti-
cal staff and adminis-
tration of educational
institutions, etc.

United Nations
humanitarian agen-

while some 9,000 tons

issued on February
27,2008.

Kaarina Immonen, the
UN Resident Coordina-
tor in Moldova, told
reporters at New York
that the provision of
livestock fodder and
corn is only the latest
phase of a multi-step
programme to help
Moldovans get back
on their feet after

the drought. So far,
more than 135,000
people have received
assistance.

Gone With the Wind

Mass Slaughtering of Cattle Could Trigger Serious
Consequences for Moldova’s Economy

In the depths of winter, farmers feel the effects
of the 2007 drought in Moldova even more
acutely than usual. People with suffering faces,
animals exhausted from hunger, barns gone
with the wind, many uncultivated fields due to
lack of money or despair - this is the general
winter picture for many Moldovan villages. The
humanitarian aid many farmers have benefited
from in the past has encouraged them and
offered them at least some hope of overcoming
poverty and family burdens.

In a deserted field just near Ciadir village from Leova
district, six houses stand in line, one by one, copies

of one another. All of them are built from scraped
clay bricks, with blind windows and some beams
improvised from pylons. The homeowners are young
people up to 30 years old who have been working
hard for several years to finish their houses. For the
time being, they live with their children in one single
room, although the house will eventually have 3-4
rooms. Although it takes them just one hour and

a half to get to the capital city of the Republic of
Moldova, those six houses seem completely isolated
from the rest of the world. Because of shattered roads,
even the villagers from Ciadir seldom come to this
part of the village. The local government has targeted
this new part of the village for house construction,
but very few can afford to build new houses. Just

like in many other Moldovan villages, the majority of
youth has left to work abroad, and those who are left
have no money to build a house.

Married couple luliana and lon Carabadjac, who share
the “island” near Ciadir village with five other families,
say that the temptation to go abroad was very high
for them, but they preferred to keep their families
together, to bring up together their children at home,
and to help out their elderly parents. Especially given

last summer’s drought, every day the couple struggles
to elude poverty. luliana is a housewife taking care

of the youngest child of the family, Adrian, who is

just one year old, and lon is a mechanic in village
association who can only get seasonal farm work. This
year, because of the drought, he has had even less
work. His earnings during the whole year are hardly
enough to buy wood for heating and flour for bread.
There are only several places to work in the village,
and the only subsistence means for the villagers is
the land. The Carabadjac family has no land, except
for those 20 acres received as a gift from their parents
—and this plot is far too small for a family of 5 persons.
The lack of alternatives has forced luliana to work by
day on the land of other villagers.“So as to gather
feed for the cow and the other animals from the
courtyard, we have worked during the scorching
summer months on the plots of other people from
the village. Because of the drought the land did not
bring any harvest, so in the fall we gathered just a
cartful of straw and a few maize cobs - but this was
enough only for a month,” said luliana.

JOIANA - THE“SACRED ANIMAL" OF THE FAMILY

Unlike the other villagers, this family slaughtered

a lot of poultry due to the lack of fodder, but they

did not sell their cow. “This would have meant for

us to give up the last straw, although there was no
other way out. We have reduced its daily intake, so
the poor cow turned to be only skin and bones. We
have neither hay nor money to buy it, and it is also
difficult even to find someone to sell you fodder
when the whole republic had to suffer from drought,’
luliana, a 27 year old housewife, commented. Her
neighbors say that after the dry summer months with
no rain at all, the plots near the house looked were
scortched, and the only well in the area was almost
tapped out. The drought created more problems for
luliana and her family. Now health problems and the
expensive treatments that followed are eroding the
little savings the family had. Nevertheless, they did
not lose their energy or humor. The young woman
tells us that this winter their striped cow is considered
to be their family’s “sacred animal”. “If not for the cow,
[ really don't know how we would have coped with
all this. Sometimes all five of us are ready to dance
around the cow for it to give us more milk,” said the
woman, supported by the rest of her neighbors.
Sometimes when “debts are eating us” they sell some
milk, although the price they get is very low. With

the money they gather, they pay the fees for the
kindergarten and buy only food that’s absolutely
needed. Except for Evelina, who goes to school, the

younger children did not see any new clothes or
shoes; they wear what is left from the older ones.

At the beginning of this year, holiday has come

to the district of those six houses. Together with
another 90 villagers from Ciadir who have dairy

cows, those six households from the new district of
the village benefited from fodder thanks to financial
contributions coming from the European Commission
through the Humanitarian Aid Department (ECHO)
and other donors. “The help came right on the dot,
when the majority of farmers have used up all their
reserves and have no other way out but for selling out
their cattle for meat. Our Joiana has never ever tasted
combined fodder and | think that now the day came
when it will eat to its heart’s content and will give

us more milk,” said the woman with optimism in her
voice. "The combined fodder will be enough for 80
days, and afterwards it will be possible already for the
cattle to go grazing on fields,” noted luliana.

“We have granted this donation to the most
vulnerable farmers from the Republic of Moldova who
have a dairy cow so as to help them to overcome the
consequences of the drought that has affected them
seriously during the last summer. Distributing fodder
to about 20 thousand farming households from the
Republic, we wanted to help them to keep the cattle
that provide their only source of food security. This

is an important sign of our continuous commitment
to help Moldova, and more specifically Moldovan
population, targeting the poorest and those who are
most in need,” said Cesare de Montis, Ambassador,
Head of the European Commission Delegation to
Moldova.

Mihail Tabac, the mayor of Ciadir village, tells us

that the villagers have sold their cattle almost for
nothing as they have no fodder to feed them with.
"The drought has compromised the whole harvest
from this year and people do not have enough
supplies either for themselves or for their cattle. (It's)
a real disaster for a country in which the majority

of the population lives from agriculture,” said the
mayor. The specialists estimate that such a drought
has not occurred in Moldova since 1946, and at

least three years will be needed to re-establish soil
moisture levels, assuming that normal rainfall occurs
during this time. According to the joint evaluation
undertaken by FAO and WFP in August 2007, about
84% out of the total surface of republic’s arable land
was affected by drought, and the cost of production
losses accounted for approximately 300 million euros
for cereal crops alone, at current market prices.

A GLASS OF MILK AND A PIECE OF BREAD - THE
ONLY FOOD FOR BREAKFAST AND DINNER

Different victims, but sadly, the same story... “We
have kept the cow with us for about ten years already,
but it was never ever so difficult to feed it as it is

now,” noted Aculina Tinta, a 30 year old woman from
Colibabovca, Leova district, another locality from the
south of the Republic.“The whole summer - no drops

of rain. We had no place where to graze and water
the cattle. Where from to gather fodder?”, the woman
asked rhetorically. “We've bought some hay but it is
already gone, and the cow still has to be fed well as in
spring it will give birth!” Her family has approximately
one and a half hectare of land, which due to drought
has harvested only three sacks of maize.“It is not
enough even for us, not mentioning the feed for
cattle," said Vasile, the 33 year old head of the family.
He tells us that unlike many of his neighbors, he did
not sell the cow, because the children would have
chased him out of the house. “Early every morning,
they go to the kitchen and look for milk. All our three
children and my 64 years old mother, Feodosia,

who lives with us, adore the milk and the cheese. |
cannot even imagine how to live without a cow in the
household", says Vasile. The lady of the house admits
that sometimes a glass of milk and a piece of bread

is the only food for breakfast and for dinner.“We

are more than pleased with the assistance received,
because we had no other way out to buy the fodder
and thus the animal would have to endure hunger

— which means less milk, as the milk is on the tongue
of the cow. Now, | think, we'll have more forces to
struggle against the poverty,’ said the spouses.

At the beginning of this year, over 20,000 socially-
vulnerable households from 17 districts most
seriously affected by the drought will benefit from
fodder provided through the UN Project “Relief

and Technical Assistance Response to the Drought

in Moldova” A total of 8,993 tons of fodder will be
distributed. The project is implemented with the
financial help of the European Commission through
the Directorate General for Humanitarian Aid (ECHO),
the Swedish International Development Agency
(Sida), the Austrian Development Agency (ADA), the
Governments of Netherlands, Norway, Italy, Finland,
the United Nations Development Programme (UNDP),
and the UN Population Fund (UNFPA). The project is
managed by UNDP with technical assistance from
FAO, and in partnership with UNFPA, UNICEF, other
UN agencies, the Government of the Republic of
Moldova, as well as the associations and the local
public authorities that are implementing partners

of the project.

Proprietarii lor sunt
tineri de pana la 30 de ani, care muncesc din greu de
cativa ani ca sa-si vada casele finalizate si se inghesuie,
deocamdata, cu copiii intr-o odaita din cele 3 sau 4
planificate. Desi se afla la o ora si jumatate de mers cu
masina de capitala Republicii Moldova, cele sase case
parca ar fi rupte de restul lumii. Din cauza drumurilor
desfundate, pe aici se abat rar si satenii din Ciadar. In
aceastd parte a satului primaria a repartizat mai multe
loturi pentru constructii, dar putine familii isi pot
ridica case noi. Ca in majoritatea satelor moldovenesti,
o buna parte din tinerii din Ciadar sunt plecati la
munca peste hotare, iar cei ramasi nu au bani pentru
constructia unei case.

Sotii luliana si lon Carabadjac, care impart,insula” de
langa Ciadar cu alte cinci familii, spun ca si pentru

ei tentatia de a pleca in strdinatate a fost mare, dar

au preferat sa-si pastreze familia, sa-si creasca acasa,
impreuna, cei trei copii si sa fie 0 mana de ajutor
pentru parintii lor batrani. Asta chiar daca, dupd seceta
grava din vara trecutd, fiecare zi este pentru ei o noua
lupta cu sdracia. luliana este casnica si ingrijeste de
mezinul familiei, Adrian, care abia a implinit un an, iar
lon, mecanizator in asociatia din sat, munceste doar

la sezon. Anul acesta, din cauza secetei a avut si mai
putin de lucru. Salariile lui adunate laolalta timp de

un an abia daca le ajung sa cumpere lemne de foc si
faina pentru paine. In sat sunt doar cateva locuri de
munca si singura sursa de existenta a locuitorilor este
pamantul. Familia Carabadjac nici pamant nu are, cu
exceptia celor 20 de ari primiti cadou de la parinti, prea
putin pentru o familie din cinci persoane. Lipsa de
alternative a determinat-o pe luliana sa munceasca cu
ziua la cotasii din sat.,Ca sd adunam hrana pentru vaca
si oratdniile din jurul casei, toate lunile dogoritoare

de vard, am tras sapa, impreund cu sotul, pe ogoarele
oamenilor din sat. Din cauza secetei insa pamantul nu
a rodit si in toamna am adunat doar cateva brate de
ciocleje si o cdruta cu paie, care s-au terminat intr-o
lund’, povesteste luliana.

In lipsa hranei, familia Carabadjac a sacrificat multe
pasari, dar vaca n-au vandut-o, asa cum au facut-o
multi séteni.,Ar fi insemnat ca ne tdiem si ultima
creangd de sub picioare, desi nu exista alta solutie.
I-am micsorat hrana zilnica si sarmana dobitoaca
ramdsese numai piele si os. Nu aveam nici fan, nici bani
pentru a-I cumpara, si vanzatori de nutret este greu sa
gasesti, dupa ce in toata republica a fost mare secetd’,
povesteste luliana, in varsta de 27 de ani.

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Repaired Road Leads to the Future

UNDP Moldova Helps Isolated Citizens Get Access

to Transportation

As a result of repair of the road connecting
Floritoaia Veche to Grozasca (in the Ungheni
district), a new bus line has been opened.
Now, approximately 1300 people from
Floritoaia Noua and Grozasca could benefit
from public transportation. Previously, they
had to walk more than 5 km to Floritoaia
Veche - the closest village where they could
take a bus to the district’s centre.

The road repairs were one of a range of activities
organised by the Floritoaia Veche mayor’s office
in co-operation with UNDP Integrated Local
Development Programme. The repair was done
by workers from the three communities who
were paid by UNDP Moldova. This remuneration
constituted a partial compensation of the losses
caused by last summer’s drought. The city
government got an additional 273,000 lei from
UNDP Moldova, which also contributed 15 percent
of construction materials as well as other non-
financial contributions to the project. 261 workers
participated.

“Until now, the villages Floritoaia Noua and
Grozasca were places forgotten by God, with
impassable roads and no access,” said Floritoaia
Veche Mayor Margarita Baban. “On rainy days, the
villages were completely cut from the rest of the
world. Today, with the help of UNDP Moldova, we
succeeded to mobilize and to put bedrock to our
future. Everyone knows that there is no economic
development without roads.”

Moreover, people from Floritoaia Noua renovated
the building and the fence of the local stadium,
and eliminated a number of unauthorised dumps
in Floritoaia Veche and near the forest on a portion
of 3 km. Also, people from this village prepared the
ground for a new stadium, from which more than
1,000 young people will benefit.

Floritoaia Veche is one of the 20 villages included
in the Community Empowerment Project

within the UNDP Integrated Local Development
Programme. The communities and beneficiaries
were selected according to the Evaluation Report
on Consequences of the Drought and Cereal Crops
Losses, developed by the Ministry of Agriculture
and Food Industry in cooperation with the Food
and Agriculture Organisation (FAO). The selection
process took into consideration the results of
the annual report on categorising the villages

on the basis of deprivation coefficients that were
calculated by the Ministry of Economy and Trade.
The cities identified one or more community
problems and mobilised citizens to work for the
community. Participating communities had to
agree to involve at least 100 vulnerable citizens
in the project.

By the end of 2007, all the communities included
in the project finished their work. The people

from these localities had the opportunity

to help compensate for the losses from last

year’s drought, thus addressing an important
community problem. For instance, at Pereni in the
Rezina district, citizens cleaned up two springs,
planted 400 trees, and repaired 1200 meters of
roads. At Pirita in the Dubasari region, 235 people
eliminated unauthorised dumps from the village,
thus clearing space to build several houses. At
Zolotivca in the Anenii Noi region, people repaired
400 meters of road and installed 4 km of aqueduct.
At Dezghingea in Gagauzia, the people planted
1,500 trees and cleaned 3 km of road and 2 km

of the bank of Cismea river.

"With this project, UNDP Moldova contributes

to social consolidation through mobilising the
community,” said Mircea Ursu, the coordinator of
the Integrated Local Development Programme.
Financial assistance was offered by UNDP
Moldova, the Swedish International Development
Agency (Sida), and SOROS-Moldova Foundation.

La repararea drumului
au luat parte locuitorii celor trei sate - Floritoaia

Noua, Floritoaia Veche si Grozasca, iar munca lor a fost
remunerata de PNUD Moldova.

UN Refugee Agency Makes Important
Visit to Republic of Moldova

Cooperation Benefits Government, Refugees,

and Stateless Persons

From February 17-24, 2008, a mission

from the UN Refugee Agency (UNHCR)
visited Moldova and two other countries.
The mission, which also toured Belarus

and Ukraine, included Ms. Pirkko Kourula,
Director of the Bureau for Europe, and Mr.
Arnauld Akodjenou, Director of the Division
of Operational Support.

The Directors were in Chisinau on February 17-18.
This mission from UNHCR Headquarters is the
most senior one to the country since UNHCR
established its presence in Moldova in 1997. This
visit's goal was to emphasize the importance that
UNHCR attaches to the close cooperation it has
enjoyed with the Government of Moldova in the
past ten years, and to identify ways to strengthen
cooperation for the benefit of Moldova's
Government, refugees, as well as stateless persons.
The Directors examined progress made to date,
taking into account the complex migration
challenges that Moldova is facing. At the same
time, they discussed how to best protect and meet
the needs of refugees and asylum seekers.

In Moldova, Ms. Kourula and Mr. Akodjenou met
with Mr. Andrei Stratan, Minister of Foreign Affairs
and European Integration, Mr. Gheorghe Papuc,
Minister of Internal Affairs. Ms. Kourula and Mr.
Akodjenou also held consultations with other UN
agencies, OSCE and civil society, as well as visited a
temporary accommodation centre for refugees.

Moldova: Background Information

The UN Refugee Agency (UNHCR) provides
protection and assistance to the world’s refugees.
Its founding statute, as well as the 1951 Geneva
Convention relating to the Status of Refugees
and its 1967 New York Protocol, the two most
important instruments of international refugee
law, defines a refugee as a person who cannot or
does not want to return to his/her home country
because of a well-founded fear of persecution for
reasons of race, religion, nationality, political views,
or membership in a particular social group. Since
its creation, UNHCR has helped about 50 million

refugees, earning two Nobel Peace Prizes in the
process. Currently there are 32.9 million refugees
worldwide.

UNHCR established its presence in Moldova in
1997. Working with the Government and the
Parliament as well as with civil society, academia
and media, UNHCR supports the development of
an effective national asylum system in the country.
Between 1997 and 2007, the UNHCR invested
more than $5-million US into the development of
the asylum system and the protection of refugees
in Moldova.

In December 2001, Moldova acceded to the 1951
Convention relating to the status of refugees, and
its 1967 Protocol, which entered into force on May
1, 2002 and January 31, 2003 respectively. The
Law on the Status of Refugees was adopted in July
2002 and entered into force on January 1, 2003.

In October 2003, a Reception Centre was opened.
The center is part of an EC/TACIS project.

In May 2005, the Parliament adopted amendments
to the Refugee Law introducing subsidiary forms
of protection (humanitarian status), which entered
into force on July 7, 2005. As of December 16,
2005, the Government started issuing identity
documents to refugees.

As of January 1, 2008, some 150 recognized
refugees and 146 asylum seekers resided in
Moldova.

Report, Hearings Lead to Substantive Recommendations

There is a depopulation trend, caused by a
decrease in the birth rate, population ageing,

a decrease of fertility rate, and an increase of
mortality rate, in the Republic of Moldova. These
findings are contained in a recent report from
the National Commission for Population and
Development (NCPD)* published last year, and
explained during a hearing of the Parliamentary
Commission on Social Protection, Health and
Family on December 19.

The evidence says the depopulation can be found
in the most recent census conducted in Moldova,
as well as in current demographic statistics.

Population has decreased in recent decades. This
can be seen in the deterioration of the structure of
the population dynamics - birthrate, mortality rate,
and external migration. These phenomena will lead
to a series of negative social, economical, political,
and cultural consequences that will necessitate the
adoption of an efficient demographic policy.

Moldova is facing various demographic changes
that will have long term implications. The country’s
population dropped 350,000 between 1989 and
2007 and continued to drop consistently in the last
3 years by 10,000 per year. This trend is caused by
a low fertility rate (1.3 children per woman, instead
of 2.1 — a figure that will ensure the replacement of
the population) and the large external migration.
Parallel with this, Moldova's mortality rate is at a
medium level and so is the life expectancy.

Moldova’s current elderly population (62 plus years
for women, 57 for men) is 712,000 (out of 3,600,000
total population). Given this, in 50 years, the
demographic picture will tell a completely different
story: pensioners will represent more than half of
the population, and the adults and children

will be fewer.

In order to face all these changes, Moldova

must reform the medical, social assistance, and
educational systems. These reforms have to take
into account that people of different ages have
different needs that they represent a valuable
resource for the society at any age, and they need
conditions that would allow and even encourage
them to have active lives.

According to the prognosis, the situation will
become more complicated from 2008 to 2010,

when the generations born in the years 1948-
1950 will be entering the retirement phase. This
generation is 2.3 times larger than its predecessors.
The elderly will need support from the state.
However, the state’s economic and institutional
ability, at least in the short term, is limited in its
ability to meet the needs of the elderly. The issue
will become more problematic if social policies are
not revised to meet the ageing trends, and if labor
productivity does not rise accordingly.

The age structure of the population, thanks to a
lower birthrate, shows a decrease in the population
of children 0-14. The population 0-14 years old has
decreased from 25.6% in January, 1997 to 18.1%

in January 2007, a decrease of 283,400. Over those
same 10 years, there was an increase of those over
65 years old, from 9.3% to 10.2%, an increase of
29,500 elderly.

From a regional point of view, the ageing of the
population in the northern sectors of the Republic
of Moldova shed additional light on the issue.

The youngest districts that have 23% or more
young people (0-15) in the populations include

Telenesti, Cantemir, Singerei, Nisporeni. The districts

Donduseni, Briceni, Drochia, Edinet, Riscani, and
Ocnita registered a higher percent of elderly (over
20%). laloveni, Criuleni, Cantemir, Anenii Noi and
Chisinau municipality have elderly populations
under 13%. Elderly population economically active
were 65% in Chisinau and Balti municipalities,
Anenii Noi, Basarabeasca, Criuleni, Dubasari, Orhei,
Straseni regions and U.T.A. Gagauzia.

Aceasta distributie a
populatiei pe medii de resedinta are implicatii majore
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pentru politicile de ocupare a fortei de muncd, atat
prin crearea locurilor de munca in mediul rural, cat siin
sectoarele de productie alternative agriculturii.

Scdderea populatiei apte de munca si imbdtranirea fortei
de munca vor afecta multe domenii socio-economice,
cu impact direct asupra cererii totale a fortei de munca,
distribuirii venitului, cheltuielilor publice pentru
asigurarea socialg, investitiilor etc. In corespundere

cu cadrul politico-social, inclusiv cel referitor la piata
fortei de munca din prezent, procesele de imbatranire
ulterioara a populatiei vor cauza unele insuficiente de
capital uman necesar dezvoltarii durabile a tarii.

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National Referral System Assists

Trafficking Victims

System “Coordinates the Interventions of All Social Actors’

The National Referral System (NRS) for
assistance and protection for actual and
potential victims of trafficking in human
beings was launched in 2006 in response to
shortcomings in organizing assistance and
protection for victims of trafficking, especially
gaps in services available to rural residents.
The NRS represents an effective mechanism
to protect human rights in a limited but well
defined area. This mechanism is potentially
replicable in other sectors of the State social
protection system.

The initiative was launched by the Ministry of Social
Protection, Family and Child and the International
Organization for Migration, and is actually
implemented at the district level by numerous
multidisciplinary teams consisting of representatives
of local public authorities and the civil society.
Within NRS, technical and operational tasks, such
as collecting data, disseminating information, and
coordinating and monitoring social assistants’
interventions for actual and potential victims of
human trafficking, have been assumed by the
National Coordination Unit (NCU).

IOM Chief of Mission Martin Andreas Wyss
highlighted the importance of creating NRS. He
said, “The essence of the system lies in the creation
of a universal mechanism able to coordinate the
interventions of all social actors specialized in

this field, and positioning the Government as a
mediator. We move from totality to unity, from the
State - civil society dialogue to a united network
of service providers, from a list of institutions to
multidisciplinary teams, from limited objectives to
swiftness and quality.”

NRS is currently developing and expending the
training for social assistants in rural areas so that the
assistants can identify, monitor, and assist victims and
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potential victims of human trafficking. In 2006, the
National Referral System was launched in 5 districts.
It has spread to 12 districts today, and should cover
the entire country by the end of 2009.

With a view to institutionalizing NRS, a National Strategy
has been created. In this process, several dialogue
mechanisms have been used (including a National
Conference entitled “Integrating Protection and
Assistance Services for Victims and Potential Victims

of Human Trafficking into the State Social Protection
System” as well as other workshops, coordination
meetings, etc.). Representatives from multiple State
entities, intergovernmental and non governmental
organizations active in fighting against human
trafficking have been brought together. The strategy
was presented on November 28, 2007 to the community
of counter-trafficking organizations and institutions at
a public hearing of the Parliamentary Committee for
Human Rights Prevention and Fighting Against Human
Trafficking in the Republic of Moldova (implementing
NHRAP, part I, chapter 7, p. b). At this public hearing,
ideas and recommendations to improve the content of
the Strategy used as a mechanism to protect the rights
of actual and potential victims of human trafficking
were presented.

As part of this programme, a manual has also been
published for employees in the social protection
and assistance fields, law enforcement units, NGOs,
as well as all organizations involved in rehabilitation
and reintegration of vulnerable people. Designed
as an education tool, the manual will guide NRS’s
implementation and development.

From June 2006 to December 2007, 162 individuals
were assisted within the National Referral System: 75
victims and 71 potential victims of human trafficking.
16 more people were assisted in regions where NRS
has not implemented Direct Assistance mechanisms
yet (Anenii Noi, Rezina, Vadul lui Voda, Basarabeasca).

THE INTER-CONFESSIONAL COALITION FOR PREVENTION >
OF TRAFFICKING IN HUMAN BEINGS includes the Moldovan
Orthodox Church (Moldovan Mitropolia, Russian Patriarchate),

the Moldovan Orthodox Church (Bessarabian Mitropolia,
Romanian Patriarchate), the Union of Christian Evangelical

Baptist Churches and the Evangelical Lutheran Church of the
Republic of Moldova (ELCRM).

The activities are carried out by the Inter-confessional Coalition
for the Prevention of Trafficking in Human Beings in partnership
with the International Organization for Migration’s Mission to
the Republic of Moldova (IOM Moldova), and Christian Aid from
Moldova, as part of the programme, “Mobilization of Church
Networks for the Prevention of Trafficking in Human Beings in
Moldova". The programme is implemented with the financial
support of the Bureau for Population, Refugees and Migration
(PRM) of the U.S. State Department as part of the initiative of the
President of the United States to combat Trafficking in Persons.

NATIONAL PRAYER DAY

The spirit of prayer has
always been an important
part of the Moldovan
national character - a force
that has guided us in mo-
ments of joy and of sorrow
alike.

Even if the citizens of the
Republic of Moldova share
different religious beliefs,
they still believe that God
can hear their prayers. With
this in mind, the members
of the Inter-confessional
Coalition for the Prevention
of Trafficking in human
beings and the International
Organization for Migration’s
Mission to the Republic of
Moldova (IOM Moldova)
have initiated a National
Prayer Day for all those
affected by migration.

This event coincided with
the International Day for the
Abolition of Slavery. Places
of worship will hold a reli-
gious ceremony based on

a compilation of sermons,
especially created and
distributed for the National
Prayer Day. The goal was to
unite the Churches and the
representatives of the main
Christian denominations
from Moldova in prayer for
those who are far away from
home, for those who stayed
behind, for those who have
suffered, and for the victims
of human trafficking.

This prayer day is welcome
in Moldova, especially

now when the number of
migrants, according to IOM,
has increased four-fold
during the past six years.
According to IOM, 62% of
Moldovan citizens would

be willing to work abroad
permanently or for an
extended period of time.
The increasing number of
children left behind as a
result of migration is alarm-
ingly high and continues to
rise. Since 2001, the Chisinau
Rehabilitation Centre has
offered assistance to 2,143
victims of migration. In
order to alleviate the despair
and the pain of those af-
fected by migration, but also
to grant hope, the priests,
pastors, monks, deacons,
and clergymen called the
people to unite in special
prayers on a special day.

serviciilor disponibile pentru acestea in afara
capitalei. in esent3, SNR reprezintd un mecanism
functional de protectie a drepturilor omului intr-

un domeniu initial restrans, dar bine definit si cu
potential de replicare in alte sectoare de incidenta
ale sistemului protectiei sociale de stat.

Initiativa apartine Ministerului Protectiei Sociale,
Familiei si Copilului al Republicii Moldova si Organizatiei
Internationale pentru Migratiune (OIM), realizata in
mod practic prin crearea echipelor multi-disciplinare la
nivel de raion, formate din reprezentanti ai autoritdtilor
publice locale si societatii civile. In cadrul Sistemului
National de Referire functiile tehnice si operationale

de colectare, distribuire, coordonare si monitorizare

a interventiilor de asistenta pentru victimele si
potentialele victime ale traficului au fost asumate

de catre Centrul National de Coordonare (CNC).

Seful Misiunii OIM, Martin Andreas Wyss, a subliniat
importanta acestui sistem, declarand urmatoarele:
4Esenta sistemului este de a crea un mecanism universal
valabil de coordonare a interventiilor tuturor actorilor
sociali specializati, avand Guvernul in pozitia de
moderator.

Opportunities for Young People
Social Entrepreneurship and Self Employment Create Jobs, Wealth

One of the priorities of the Better Opportunities
for Youth and Women Project program entails
creating jobs for the project’s beneficiaries. This
isn’t just getting participants jobs that currently
exist, but rather generating new jobs as a result
of project’s financial and material investments.

Within Better Opportunities for Youth and Women
Project, there are two main modalities for creating
jobs:

e Through social entrepreneurship;

e Self employment

SOCIAL ENTREPRENEURSHIP

The social entrepreneurship phenomenonis a
relatively new idea for the Republic of Moldova,
although it is utilized widely in Western European
countries. The notion of “social entrepreneurship”
has many different definitions, but the simplest is
the following: a business that uses the products of
its own activity exclusively for social purposes.

The main means of facilitating social
entrepreneurship are:

e Through public organizations;
e Through the business sector;
e Through state institutions.

In the specific case of Better Opportunities for

Youth and Women Project, the majority of social
entrepreneurship activities are undertaken through
public organizations that are project partners. Thus,
entrepreneurship activities are carried out both
directly by the NGOs-partners and indirectly by
setting up some separate social enterprises or joint
ventures in collaboration with the business sector.

The benefits of social entrepreneurship activity
are rather different and can include:

e Creation of jobs for project beneficiaries;

e Generation of financial means for covering
the costs for maintaining social reintegration
centres;

e Setting up a base for project beneficiaries’
professionalization.

So far, 5 social enterprises were registered with

the help of the project. Three of them —in Soroca,
Drochia and Calarasi - already carry out some
economic activities. Social enterprises in Carpineni
and Causeni are set to be launched.

The social enterprises created by Better
Opportunities for Youth and Women Project work in
a rather large field. In Soroca, a wood and metal
workshop was built that created 14 new jobs for
beneficiaries from the Social Reintegration Center
“Dacia". According to preliminary estimates, the
profit generated by this enterprise will reach a
yearly total of 100,000 lei and thus will be able to
cover almost 40% of centre’s maintenance costs.
Also, a photo copying center was opened in the
“Dacia” Centre itself with the project’s help.

In Calarasi, social entrepreneurship activities are
more varied. With the project’s support, a farm
for breeding rabbits, a greenhouse, and 2 centres
for photo-copying services were set up. There
are a total of 12 beneficiaries employed in these
activities, and the annual cumulative profit could
reach about 80,000 lei.

The project has also granted assistance for setting
up a laboratory for ultrasound tests in Drochia.

The lab created two jobs, with an annual estimated
profit of 150,000 lei. The project’s beneficiaries will
be allowed to use the services of the ultrasound test
lab for free.

The social enterprise in Carpineni village in the
Hincesti region is almost ready to be launched. This
enterprise will be established in collaboration with
a private economic unit in the village. The joint
venture will produce hygiene items. It’s estimated
that the social enterprise will generate five jobs and
an annual income of about 240,000 lei.
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SELF EMPLOYMENT

Another way of
generating jobs in the
Better Opportunities
for Youth and Women
Project deals with the
support of entrepre-
neurship activities
launched directly by
the project’s ben-
eficiaries. The support
offered by the project
includes specific train-
ing on how to launch
a business, support
for drafting a business
plan, equipment, as
well technical support
once the business is
operating. A success-
ful example is the
hairdressers opened in
Soroca by one of the
beneficiaries of “Dacia”
Social Rehabilitation
Center for Youth. This
created three jobs for
beneficiaries.

With the goal of creat-
ing 300 new jobs, the
project will offer sup-
port for the creation

of at least 5 new social
enterprises in 2008, will
support possibilities
for beneficiaries to be
self-employed, and will
continue to collaborate
with the private sector
to increase the number
of jobs for project
beneficiaries.

ANTREPRENORIATUL SOCIAL

Raspandit si valorificat pe larg in tdrile Europei
Occidentale, fenomenul antreprenoriatu lui social
ramane a fi o idee relativ noud in Moldova. Notiunea
de,antreprenoriat social” cunoaste interpretdri
multiple, dar cea mai simpla formulare este
urmatoarea: o afacere care utilizeaza produsele
activitatii sale exclusiv in scopuri sociale.

Formele principale de desfasurare a
antreprenoriatului social sunt:
e Prin intermediul organizatiilor obstesti
e Prin intermediul sectorului business
e Prinintermediul institutiilor statale.

In cazul particular al proiectului PNUD ,Oportunitati
mai bune pentru tineri si femei’, majoritatea
actiunilor de antreprenoriat social sunt realizate
prin intermediul organizatiilor obstesti partenere.
Astfel, activitatile de antreprenoriat sunt derulate
atat in mod direct de cdtre ONG-urile partenere, cat
si indirect, prin fondarea unor intreprinderi sociale
separate sau intreprinderi mixte in colaborare cu
sectorul businessului.

Beneficiile activitatii de antreprenoriat social sunt
diverse si pot include:
e crearea locurilor de munca pentru beneficiarii
proiectului
e generarea surselor financiare pentru acoperirea
costurilor de intretinere ale centrelor de
reintegrare sociald
e constituirea unei baze pentru profesionalizarea
beneficiarilor proiectului.

Pana in prezent, cu ajutorul proiectului au fost
inregistrate cinci intreprinderi sociale, trei dintre

care - la Soroca, Drochia si Calarasi — deja desfasoara
activitati economice, iar la Carpineni si Causeni sunt
pe cale de a fi lansate.

TIntreprinderile sociale inspirate de proiectul
,Oportunitdti mai bune pentru tineri si femei”
activeaza in diverse domenii. La Soroca a fost
constituit un atelier de confectionare a articolelor din
metal si lemn, care a permis crearea a 14 locuri noi de
munca pentru beneficiarii Centrului de Reintegrare
Sociald,Dacia". Conform estimarilor preliminare,
profitul generat de aceasta intreprindere va constitui
anual aproximativ 121 mii lei si va permite acoperirea
a circa 40% din cheltuielile de intretinere ale centrului.
Aditional, in cadrul Centrului,Dacia” a fost deschis, cu
suportul proiectului, si un punct de fotocopiere.

La Calarasi activitatile de antreprenoriat social sunt
si mai variate. Cu sprijinul proiectului a fost creata o
ferma de crestere a iepurilor, o sera de zarzavaturi si
doud puncte de fotocopiere. In total, 10 beneficiari au
fost plasati in cdmpul muncii, iar profitul cumulativ
anual ar putea fi de circa 88 mii lei.

Cu asistenta proiectului a fost constituit un laborator
de investigatii ultrasonografice la Drochia. Beneficiile
sociale generate sunt trei locuri de munca, iar profitul
anual este estimat la circa 180 mii lei. Bineinteles,
pentru beneficiarii proiectului serviciile de investigatii
ultrasonografice vor fi gratuite. Actualmente, in proces
de constituire se afla si intreprinderea sociala din satul
Carpineni, Hincesti. Specificul acestei intreprinderi este
ca ea va fi creata in colaborare cu un agent economic
privat din localitate. intreprinderea mixta va produce
articole de igiend.

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Moldovan Agricultural Employers
Unite Against the Worst Forms

of Child Labour

Code of Conduct for Employers Was Adopted in Chisinau

A Code of Conduct for Employers on how to
combat the worst forms of child labour is in
the spotlight as part of promotional activities
carried out by the National Federation of
Employers on Agriculture and Food Industry
in Moldova.

The Code of Conduct for employers on combating
the worst forms of child labour in agriculture

and food industry in Moldova represents a new
initiative in the region and contributes to creating
a supportive environment for the prevention and
combating of difficult, harmful, and hazardous
child labour. The document was adopted on
December 19, 2007 by the Council of the National
Federation of Employers in Agriculture and Food
Industry (FNPAIA). The document is the result

of a long series of public awareness campaigns,
workshops, roundtable meetings, and advocacy
activities carried out by the FNPAIA in Moldova
with the technical and financial support of ILO-
Bureau for Employers’ Activities (ACT/EMP).

The Code will encourage governmental
institutions, workers, organisations, parents,
tutors, children, and communities to get involved
in activities to combat child labour. At the same
time, the Code represents a commitment by
employers. The code is derived from national
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legislation, as well as the international conventions
ratified by the Republic of Moldova, including ILO
Conventions and the Convention on the Rights of
the Child.

During the extended council meeting of the
FNPAIA, the new Code of Conduct was saluted

by Valeriu Bulgari, FNPAIA Chairman; Anne-Brit
Nippierd, ILO ACT/EMP Project Manager (Geneva);
Anne Knowles, Senior Specialist, Employers’
Activities, ILO Sub-regional Office (Budapest);
Anatol Spivacenco, Deputy Minister of Agriculture
and Food Industry; and Ala Lipciu, ILO National
Coordinator.

“The recently adopted Code has a double aim,’
explained Alexandru Slusari, FNPAIA Executive
Director. “Firstly, the document offers employers
exact definitions of the main terms used in the
context of child labour. Secondly, the Code
encourages employers to progressively eliminate
the worst forms of child labour in agriculture and
food industry in Moldova.”

Eugenia Ganea, coordinator of the FNPAIA project
“Combating child labour in agriculture in Moldova’,
mentioned that the Federation is currently
conducting a promotional campaign through
FNPAIA's network of member-associations with
the cooperation of social partners.“The extensive
participative process
which preceded
adopting the Code
must be continued
with the same level
of involvement so
that the fundamental
commitments
undertaken by
employers on
combating the
worst forms of child
labour are fully
implemented,’

she noted.
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CODE OF CONDUCT
ON COMBATING
CHILD LABOUR

Alongside the funda-
mental commitments
undertaken by the
agricultural employ-

ers - starting from the
minimum employment
age up to the creation
of a social environment
which would not permit
child labour - the Code
also includes a list of
types of work that are
prohibited to children.
The prohibited list was
defined in the Collective
Agreement (national
level) on the elimination
of the worst forms of
child labour signed in
2007 by the Employers’
and Workers’ Organisa-
tion and the Govern-
ment of the Republic

of Moldova. The Code

is also supplemented

by an excerpt from the
Nomenclature of Indus-
tries, Professions and
Works with hard and
hazardous conditions
proscribed to persons
under 18 years in the
Republic of Moldova.
The Code also defined a
child labour monitoring
schem e carried out by a
special Inspection Team.

Latest Project Concentrates on Early Childhood

Education in Moldova

Focusing on education, the sciences, culture,
communication and information, UNESCO
contributes to the construction of peace,
human development, and intercultural
dialogue in the Republic of Moldova.

UNESCO assists Moldova through its field office,
which is located in Moscow. The Moscow Office

is also responsible for Armenia, Azerbaijan,
Belarus, and the Russian Federation. The National
Commission for UNESCO of the Republic of
Moldova plays an important role in implementing
UNESCO activities in the country.

In the area of education UNESCO has been actively
working in the fields of Early Childhood Care

and Education (ECCE) during the last two years,
concentrating on achievement assessment and
HIV/AIDS education. A pre-study of grades 2-4 has
been undertaken as part of a project designed to
develop a learning outcomes evaluation system.
The goal of the study was to identify the curriculum
evaluation objectives and to standardize
assessment tools in order to evaluate children’s
learning outcomes.

As a result of the project “Improving Quality of and
Access to Basic Services on Early Childhood Care
and Development in Rural Areas with a special

focus on vulnerable groups’; access for children
from rural areas to ECCE has been significantly
improved. Within this project, twelve pilot
Community Early Childhood Care and Education
Centres have been established in twelve rural
areas of the Republic of Moldova. All these Centres
have been equipped with furniture, supplied

with computers and office equipment, technical
equipment, pedagogical materials for educators
and parents, and books and toys for children.
UNESCO’s Moscow Office has organized a series

of workshops for the staff of newly established
Community Centres. These training seminars
included those on Life Skills Based Education
(LSBE), national and regional seminars and
conferences on ECCE, and seminars that developed
booklets on LSBE and guides on ECCE for the staff
of the Centres, parents, and families.

Freshwater and associated ecosystems have
been a priority for UNESCO in Moldova

The role of wetlands in the environmental
recovery of the Lower Danubian lakes region
was determined through implementation

of the projects “Wetland Restoration Targets

and Objectives for the Improvement of Water
Quality in the Catchment Areas of the Lower
Danube Lakes” and “Estimation of Vegetation
Recovery on Abandoned Agricultural Lands for
the Development of Protected Natural Areas and
the Identification of Reference Conditions for
the Implementation of the EU Water Framework
Directive in Moldova”. The main outcomes of
the projects were presented at five conferences,
three of which were held internationally, and are
applicable for relevant activities in the Black Sea
basin and in the Lower Danube region.

The Conference of the Academies of Eastern and
South-Eastern Europe (ESEE) on “Global Sciences
and National Policies: the Role of Academies”

(May 2007, Chisinau) resulted in reviewing a set

of strategic science issues (the environment,
education, gender) which are relevant to regional
and international cooperation, and the role of ESEE
Academies in solving these issues, assessing the
role of ESEE Academies in the national and regional
contexts, and enhancing the role of science in
building of knowledge societies in ESEE countries.
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In the cultural sphere, special attention was
devoted to strengthening capacities for
safeguarding tangible and intangible cultural
heritage and promotion of cultural diversity in
Moldova as an important factor in sustainable
development.

It is important to note that the Republic of Moldova
has ratified all of the major UNESCO cultural
conventions. UNESCO'’s Moscow Office places

a special emphasis on the need to develop an
integrated approach to the safeguarding heritage
in all its various forms (natural and cultural,
movable and immovable, tangible and intangible),
as well as on its role in development and social
cohesion.

To ensure effective implementation of the
Convention concerning the Protection of World
Cultural and Natural Heritage in Moldova,
UNESCO'’s Moscow Office, in cooperation with
the Venice Office, assisted the Ministry of Culture
and Tourism of the Republic of Moldova in
preparing a nomination file of those sights that
might be included in the Cultural and Historic
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presentational DVD containing the best examples of
Moldavian-Romanian folk music was created. These
efforts were supported by UNESCO’s Moscow Office.

UNESCO focused its efforts on mainstreaming

the principles of cultural diversity, including
promotion of the Universal Declaration on Cultural
Diversity and the Convention on the Protection
and Promotion of the Diversity of Cultural
Expressions that came into force in March 2007.

In partnership with the National Commission for
UNESCO of the Republic of Moldova, the National
Ethnographical and Natural History Museum
hosted the International Conference “The Diversity
of the Cultural Traditional Expressions Promoted
through Habitat”in August, 2007. It was devoted
to the analysis of the UNESCO Convention on

the Protection and Promotion of the Diversity

of Cultural Expressions. The Proceedings of the
Conference were published and distributed

to the main stakeholders.

Moreover, to strengthen international cooperation,
UNESCO has supported participation of experts
from Moldova in a number of international events
devoted to museum management, legislature in
the field of culture, inter-religious dialogue, artistic
education, teaching media subjects, etc.

In the area of communication and information,
UNESCO’s priority in Moldova is to promote
access to information and knowledge through
arange of activities

Government, civil society,
academic and private sector representatives from
10 countries came together with UN and donor
partners to look at national planning processes
and their potential for advancing gender
equality throughout the region.

GLOBAL EMPLOYMENT TRENDS. 2008

Economic turbulence largely due to credit
market turmoil and rising oil prices could spur
an increase in global unemployment by an
estimated 5 million persons in 2008. This is one
of the main findings in the GET report 2008.
This new projection for 2008 is in contrast to
2007, a watershed year in which sound global
GDP growth - of more than 5 percent -, led to a
“stabilization” of global labour markets with more
people in work, a net increase of 45 million new
jobs and only a slight increase in the number of
people unemployed, to a total of 189.9 million
persons worldwide. Other key findings of the GET Report are that despite
growth in the economy and jobs, the worldwide deficit in decent jobs

- especially for the poor - is “massive”. The Report says that five out of

10 people in the world are in vulnerable employment, either contributing
family workers or own-account workers with a higher risk of being
unprotected.
