Statement by Kaarina Immonen, Resident Coordinator of
the United Nations in Moldova

The experience and
assistance of the
United Nations has
been for a decade
and a half at the
service of the citizens
and Government

of the Republic of
Moldova. These

15 years since the
beginning of the

UN operations in
Moldova that we mark
in 2008 have brought
more than a mere
presence in Chisinau
of the organization
which has the easiest and most recognizable
abbreviation in the world.

It has been a decade and a half of joint efforts

for cooperation, and a decade and a half of
changes in the country. We, the United Nations,
have changed as well to better respond to

the challenges, emergencies, and needs for
sustainable development in Moldova. Meanwhile,
during these 15 years, a new generation of young
people grew up who can bring tremendous
contributions with their ideas and energy to the

progress of the country. This gives us the strength to
look with confidence at the coming years and to the
prospect of a prosperous future.

In terms of our immediate preoccupations, beyond
our thoughts for celebration, we are looking for
efficient and transparent solutions for providing
assistance to people from both sides of the Nistru
river who were affected by the floods this July.
After a joint drought response, including first-time
interventions in Transnistria to overcome dramatic
crop losses and animal destocking last year, we

are facing another situation where technical and
emergency assistance is vital for the Republic of
Moldova. This means that our efforts at cooperation
will continue.

Thus the United Nations will continue working
together with the Government of the Republic of
Moldova, development partners, civil society, and
public and private organizations to ensure that all
citizens’rights are upheld and protected. Our shared
goal is to promote a country where everyone can
experience dignified lives safe from hunger, poverty,
disease and inequality.

We will work together because all of us have a role to
play in creating a prosperous future without poverty
in Moldova.

Natiunilor Unite se afla de un deceniu
si jumatate in serviciul cetatenilor si al
Guvernului Republicii Moldova.

UNDP Supports First Steps in Social

Entrepreneurship

Organizations Launch Sustainable Social Activities

A different kind of business enterprise, Aprional Grup,
is up and running in the community of Carpineni,
Hincesti. Aprional Grup produces hygiene products and
has eight employees and an annual income of almost
150,000 MDL. So what makes them different? Aprional
Grup is a social enterprise, and its eight employees

are young people who have recently graduated from
boarding schools or come from socially vulnerable
families from the community.

The enterprise was founded by a legal entity in cooperation
with Speranta (hope) civil society organization (CSO)

from the community. Speranta also manages a Youth

Social Reintegration Centre in Carpineni, which prepares
orphans and young people without parental care for

an independent life. The Centre itself benefits from the
support of UNDP/USAID’s Better Opportunities for Women
and Youth Project. The Aprional Grup enterprise has three
main objectives:

m Creation of jobs for vulnerable young people;

m  Generation of financial support to cover the
maintenance costs for the Social Reintegration
Centre;

m Creation of a database for the professionalization of
the Centre’s beneficiaries.

SOCIAL ENTREPRENEURSHIP

The phenomenon of social entrepreneurship is common
and widespread in Western European countries, whereas
in the Republic of Moldova, it is still a relatively new
concept. The notion of social entrepreneurship has various
interpretations. The most common definition is: a social
entrepreneur business uses the outcome of its activity for
social purposes.

The most important forms of social entrepreneurship are:
m  Through civil society organizations;
m Through the business environment;

m Through state institutions and organizations.

In the particular case of the Better Opportunities for

Women and Youth Project, the majority of the social
entrepreneurship activities are conducted via partner CSOs.
This way, the entrepreneurship activities are conducted by
CSO partners directly as well as indirectly via the creation of
separate social enterprises or joint ventures in cooperation
with the business sector.

So far, five social enterprises have been registered thanks
to the support of the UNDP/USAID project. Four of these
enterprises, in Soroca, Drochia, Calarasi and Carpineni, are

already operating, and one new enterprise in Causeni will
be in business soon.

These social enterprises are active in many diverse fields.
In Soroca, a workshop for metal and wood production
has created 14 new jobs for the beneficiaries of the
Dacia Youth Social Reintegration Centre. According

to preliminary estimates, the profit generated by this
enterprise will be 100,000 MDL and will cover up to

40% of the Centre’s maintenance costs. In addition, a
photocopying mini-centre has been opened within the
Dacia centre using financial support from the workshop.

The UNDP/USAID project’s support also underwrote the
establishment of an ultrasound clinic in Drochia by the CSO
Artemida. This CSO manages the Maternal Centre in the
community. This centre benefits mothers with children or
pregnant women in crisis situations. The economic benefits
generated by the laboratory include two jobs, and an
annual profit of 150,000 MDL. Of course, this helps to allow
the Maternal Centre to give free ultrasounds to its clients.

In Calarasi, the social entrepreneurship activities also take
many forms. With the support from the UNDP/USAID
project, the CSO Epitrop opened a rabbit-breeding farm, a
greenhouse, and two photocopying mini-centres. These
activities have created jobs for 12 Moldovans, and have
generated an annual profit of 80,000 MDL. Around 40% of
the profit generated by all these activities will go for the
maintenance of the community Youth Social Reintegration
Centre.

Though the numbers employed by all these enterprises,
and their total profit generated, may still be modest, there’s
no question about their potential to produce much more.
Indeed, these activities are groundbreaking. Until now,

very few civil society organizations have tried to perform
activities without donors’ grants. Very few organizations
have tried to launch activities that would allow them to be
active in the social field while depending only on their own
resources. But that has changed, and now true sustainability
for social projects seems within reach.

beneficiarilor Centrului.

ANTREPRENORIATUL SOCIAL

Fenomenul antreprenoriatului social, pe larg raspandit si
valorificat in tarile Europei Occidentale, in Republica Moldova
ramane a fi o idee relativ noud. Notiunea ,antreprenoriat
social” cunoaste interpretdri multiple, insa cea mai simpla
formulare ar fi urmdtoarea: o afacere care utilizeaza
produsele activitatii sale exclusiv in scopuri sociale.

Formele principale
de desfasurare a
antreprenoriatului
social sunt:

m Prin intermediul
organizatiilor obstesti
m Prin intermediul
sectorului business

m Prin intermediul
institutiilor statale.

In cazul particular

al proiectului
LOportunitati mai
bune pentru tineri si
femei” majoritatea
activitatilor de

antreprenoriat social sunt desfasurate prin intermediul
organizatiilor obstesti partenere. Astfel activitatile de
antreprenoriat sunt derulate atat direct de catre ONG-urile
partenere, cat si indirect, prin fondarea unor intreprinderi
sociale separate sau intreprinderi mixte in colaborare cu
sectorul businessului.

Pana la momentul actual cu ajutorul proiectului PNUD/
USAID au fost inregistrate 5 intreprinderi sociale, patru
dintre acestea - la Soroca, Drochia, Céldrasi si Carpineni
- deja desfasoara activitati economice, iar la Cduseni este
pe cale de a fi lansata.

Aceste intreprinderi sociale activeaza intr-o sferd
destul de vasta. La Soroca a fost constituit un atelier
de confectionare a articolelor din metal si lemn care

a permis crearea a 14 locuri noi de munca pentru
beneficiarii Centrului de reintegrare sociald,Dacia”.
Conform estimadrilor preliminare, profitul generat de
aceasta intreprindere va constitui anual circa 100 mii
lei si va permite acoperirea a circa 40% din cheltuielile
de intretinere a centrului. Aditional, in cadrul Centrului
4Dacia’, a fost deschis, cu suportul proiectului, si un punct
de fotocopiere.

Cu asistenta proiectului un laborator de investigatii
ultrasonografice a fost instituit la Drochia de cétre asociatia
obsteasca Artemida, care gestioneaza si Centrul maternal
din localitate, destinat mamelor cu copii si femeilor
insarcinate in situatii de criza. Beneficiile sociale generate
de laborator sunt 2 locuri de muncd, iar profitul anual este
estimat la circa 150 mii lei. Bineinteles, pentru beneficiarele
Centrului maternal, gestionat de acelasi ONG, serviciile de
investigatii ultrasonografice sunt gratuite.

La Calarasi, activitatile de antreprenoriat social sunt mai
variate. Cu sprijinul proiectului, ONG-ul Epitrop a deschis
o ferma de crestere a iepurilor, o sera si doua puncte de
fotocopiere. Numarul total de beneficiari amplasati in
campul muncii este de 12 persoane, iar profitul cumulativ
anual ar putea fi de circa 80 mii lei. Circa 40% din profitul
acestor obiective vor fi directionate spre intretinerea
Centrului local de reintegrare sociald pentru tineri.

Desigur, cifrele poate nu sunt mari, iar numarul
persoanelor implicate in activitatea economica este
deocamdata modest. Dar ideea este cd pana acum,
foarte putine organizatii neguvernamentale au incercat
sa-si desfagoare activitatea, fara sa apeleze la granturile
donatorilor. Foarte putine organizatii au incercat, cu
fortele proprii, sa lanseze afaceri care sa le permita sa
activeze in plan social. Dar primele randunele au aparut,
iar asta inseamna ca vine-vine primdvara!
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Young Moldovans Learn to Protect
Themselves from HIV/AIDS

Summer Programmes Teach Youths How to Educate One Another

Over 1,400 adolescents in the Republic of Moldova
were trained to become “peer educators”in a
number of special summer programmes. This novel
approach has proven its efficacy in many countries.
It involves adolescents acquiring new knowledge
about HIV/AIDS not from teachers or parents but
from their peers with whom they share interests
and trust.

Summer programmes for peer educators ages 12-18
were held in seven districts of the country: Orhei,
Anenii Noi, Telenesti, Cimislia, Calarasi, Stefan-Voda and
Leova.“We are in a unique summer camp. We rest while
learning. It is the kind of camp where you can rest,” said
a smiling Natalia Malcoci, peer educator.

Adolescents work in groups with trainers and adult
coordinators who try to convince them that AIDS is

a real threat to them, but at the same time, that HIV
can be avoided if one knows the dangers and abides
by several rules. In addition to the modes of HIV
transmission and methods of prevention, adolesce
nts learn to be tolerant of people living with HIV/AIDS.
Participants easily assimilate new information due to
interactive methods such as team work, discussions,
games, slogan contests, role playing, and simulations.

“The peer group is an important means of socialization,
especially at the age of puberty and adolescence

when an opinion about a healthy lifestyle is formed.

It is a connection that we have been using for several
years and that has proven its efficacy,’ said Viorel Babii,
coordinator of the Youth for HIV/AIDS Prevention
Project.“This year we have received more support from
local authorities which proves that these programmes
are very useful and that young people need them.”

Peer educators go through a rather rigorous selection
process. Only four participants — those committed to
changing their schools and communities — are selected
from each school.”l am proud that | have been selected.
| have worked hard to demonstrate that my opinion
matters for my colleagues and that | will be listened

to when | tell my peers about HIV/AIDS,” says Natalia
Suruceanu, a student from
Anenii Noi City.

Summer programmes for
peer educators are organized
by the Moldovan National
Resource Centre for Young
People and the Ministry of
Education and Youth, with
financial support from UNICEF,
UNFPA, and from UCIMP in for
form of a Global Fund to Fight
AIDS, Tuberculosis and Malaria
grant.

“UNICEF supports the creation of peer educator teams
for HIV/AIDS prevention to increase access to accurate
information on HIV/AIDS which unfortunately is still
very limited among adolescents. Studies have shown
that information transmitted on a peer-to-peer basis
and the participation of young people in fighting HIV/
AIDS is the most efficient way to inform adolescents and
young people and to reduce behaviours that imply a
higher risk of infection,” said Larisa Lazarescu-Spetetchi,
Programme Coordinator for HIV /AIDS and Vulnerable
Adolescents.

The peer educator network for HIV/AIDS prevention

was created last year and covers over 1,000 adolescents
aged 12-18 from more than 270 schools throughout the
country. They will be joined by another 1,400 educators
who were trained this summer. According to a study by
UNICEF and the National Resource Centre for Young

People, in 2007 the number of

adolescents who had accurate
knowledge about HIV/AIDS
increased almost six fold (from
8% to 48%). In addition, the
number of youngsters with a
tolerant attitude about those
living with HIV/AIDS doubled.
These gains are a direct result of
adolescents who are now more
informed thanks to the peer-to-
peer approach.

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World Day Against Child Labour
Commemorated in Moldova
Participants Learn that Education is the “Right Response”

to Child Labour

This year’s World Day Against Child Labour

was marked around the world with activities to
raise awareness that education is preferable to
child labour. In the Republic of Moldova, several
events were organized with the support of the
International Labour Organization and the
International Programme on the Elimination of
Child Labour (ILO-IPEC).

The goal of these events was to encourage parents,
child care givers, teachers, employers and the
media to join forces to combat child labour while
promoting education as an alternative.

Child labour is closely associated with poverty.
Many poor families are unable to afford expenses
associated with school. Families may depend on
the contribution that a working child makes to the
household’s income, and place more importance on
this income than on educating the child.

The International Labour Organization estimates
that about 165 million children between the ages
of 5 and 14 are involved in child labour worldwide.
Many of these children work long hours, often in
dangerous conditions. UNESCO' statistics show
that some 75 million children of primary school age
were out of school in 2006, a reduction from 103
million in 1999.

In Moldova, child labour stems from widespread
poverty and inequity in income levels that has
increased during the transition to a market
economy. Another cause is a traditional positive
attitude towards working children. A UNICEF
study on violence against children in the Republic
of Moldova of 2007 reports that four out of ten
children are asked to perform a certain amount of
housework often (7%) or sometimes (36%) after
school and do not have time for playing, friends, or
sometimes even homework.

The Educational Millennium Development Goal
of the Republic of Moldova seeks to ensure that
all children in the country, boys and girls alike,
complete a full course of basic education. This
target cannot be met unless the factors that
generate child labour and prevent poor families
from sending children to school are addressed.

Among the most important steps required are:
e Provision of properly funded quality

education;

Tackling barriers to girls’education;
Ensuring that children have access to a safe,
high quality learning environment;

e Providing remedial education for absentee
or poorly performing students;

e Ensuring a sufficient number of trained
teachers in urban and rural areas;

e Improving and enforcing child labour laws
and facilitating education consistent with
international standards;

e Tackling poverty, and creating decent jobs
for adults;

e Raising public awareness to help eliminate
child labour.

These points were analyzed during a roundtable
discussion on June 12 that was organized by the
National Confederation of Trade Unions of Moldova
to commemorate World Day against Child Labour.
The event'’s goal was to strengthen the ability of
Teachers Trade Unions to combat child labour. The
discussion gathered 30 trade union leaders from 13
regions of Moldova, representatives of the Ministry
of Education and Youth, NGOs, Youth Centres,
representatives of UNDP and the Moldova Global
Compact Network.

The National Confederation of Trade Unions
of Moldova also designed and printed flyers

si altor organizatii in combaterea muncii copilului prin
educatie.

Munca copilului este deseori asociata cu sardcia.
Multe familii sdrace sunt incapabile sa acopere
cheltuielile legate de instruire. Unele familii chiar
depind de contributia la venitul familiei a copiilor care
muncesc si pun accentul mai mult pe munca decat pe
educatia copiilor.

Organizatia Internationald a Muncii a estimat cd exista
165 milioane de copii cu varste cuprinse intre 5 si 14
ani care sunt implicati in munca copilului. Multi dintre
acestia lucreaza mai mult decat este permis prin
legislatie si, deseori, in conditii periculoase. Statisticile
Organizatiei Natiunilor Unite pentru Educatie, Stiinta
si Culturd (UNESCO)' aratd ca aproximativ 75 milioane
de copii la varsta educatiei primare nu erau scolarizati
in 2006. Cifra denota o reducere fata de anul 1999,
cand erau 103 milioane.

In Republica Moldova, munca copilului este cauzata
de sardcie si inechitate, care s-au amplificat in timpul

perioadei de tranzitie la economia de piata, dar

si de atitudinea traditionala pozitiva a oamenilor

fata de implicarea copiilor in munca de la varste
fragede. Conform Studiului Fondului Natiunilor Unite
pentru Copii (UNICEF) privind violenta fata de copii
in Republica Moldova (2007), patru din zece copii
spun ca mai des (7%) sau uneori (36%), atunci cand
se intorc de la scoald, sunt pusi la o serie de trebuiri
gospodaresti si nu mai au timp nici pentru joaca, nici
pentru prieteni si, uneori, nici pentru teme.

Obiectivul de Dezvoltare al Mileniului cu privire la
educatie, stabilit pentru tara noastrd, este orientat
spre asigurarea invatamantului secundar obligatoriu
pentru toti copiii, bdieti si fete deopotriva. Acest
obiectiv poate fi realizat daca vor fi eliminati factorii
ce genereaza munca copilului si impiedica familiile
sdrace sa-si trimita copiii la scoala. Cativa dintre pasii
necesari sunt mentionati in continuare:

® Oferirea unei educatii calitative cu un nivel

adecvat de acoperire financiard

® Eliminarea barierelor in educatia fetelor

® Asigurarea accesului copiilor la scoald si la
un mediu sigur de educatie calitativa

® Oferirea de meditatii pentru copiii si tinerii
care au absentat de la scoala sau inregistreaza
nereusita scolara

® Asigurarea unui numar suficient de cadre
didactice bine instruite in scolile din mediul
urban si rural

® Armonizarea/ aplicarea legilor in domeniul
muncii copilului si educatiei in conformitate
cu standardele internationale

® Reducerea sardciei si crearea locurilor
de munca decenta pentru adulfi

® Sensibilizarea publicului larg cu privire la
necesitatea combaterii muncii copilului.

Aceste mesaje au fost lansate in timpul unei
mese rotunde, organizatd la 12 iunie 2008, de
catre Confederatia Nationala a Sindicatelor din
Moldova, cu ocazia Zilei Mondiale de Combatere
a Muncii Copilului. Evenimentul a avut drept scop
consolidarea capacitatii sindicatelor din educatie
in realizarea unor actiuni de combatere a muncii
copilului. La masa rotunda au participat 30 de lideri
sindicali din 13 raioane ale tarii, reprezentanti ai
Ministerului Educatiei si Tineretului, organizatiilor
neguvernamentale, Centrelor pentru Tineri,

In acelasi timp, Confederatia Nationald a
Sindicatelor din Moldova a elaborat si a tipdrit
pliante cu descrierea succintd a semnificatiei Zilei
Mondiale de Combatere a Muncii Copilului din
2008,Educatia - solutia necesara in combaterea
muncii copilului”. De asemenea, aici au fost
incluse si unele ,mituri si adevaruri” despre

Pliantele au fost
distribuite in intreaga tara prin intermediul
Ministerului Educatiei si Tineretului, Centrelor
pentru Drepturile Omului, sindicatelor in educatie,
Federatiei Nationale a Patronatului din Agricultura
si Industria Alimentara, mass-mediei si altor
parteneri.
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at-risk children, including those who had been
trafficked or been abused as child labourers.
The central message of these cultural events
was to focus on the importance of education in
preparing children for the future.

These efforts to combat child labour in Moldova
during 2008-2009 were spelled out in a National
Cooperation Agreement signed on June 12 by
the National Centre for Child Abuse Prevention
(CNPAC) and the Ministry of Economy and Trade,
the Ministry of Education and Youth, and the
Ministry of Social Protection, Family and Child.
This agreement seeks to facilitate improved
methods to monitor child labour throughout
Moldova, and to encourage youth employment
interventions beyond the timeframe of ILO-IPEC
project in Moldova.

Aceste activitati au fost complimentate de
evenimentele culturale pentru copii, organizate la

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THE UNITED NATIONS IN MOLDOVA

Working Towards the Future

In a spirit of partnership and harmonization, more than
13 United Nations Agencies, Funds and Programmes
have combined expertise to assist the Moldovan
Government in its efforts to fight poverty. The United
Nations Development Assistance Framework (UNDAF)
agreed upon in 2005 defines UN collective assistance
objectives. These objectives are aligned to national
priorities to yield greater effectiveness and bring
strategic contributions to Moldova’s national poverty
reduction agenda.

THE MILLENNIUM DEVELOPMENT GOALS

In September 2000, at the United Nations Millennium
Summit, world leaders agreed to set a time frame for
measurable goals and targets to combat poverty, hunger,
disease, illiteracy, environmental degradation and gender
inequality. These Millennium Development Goals (UIDGs),
endorsed again at the 2005 World Summit, along with

the Millennium Declaration, are now at the heart of the
global development agenda, at the center of Moldova’s
National Development Plan (NDP) and the United Nations’
Development Assistance Framework (UNDAF).

GOVERNANCE & PARTICIPATION

Improved living conditions of the poor through better
targeted social protection, facilitated access to social services
and enhanced abilities of families and individuals in poverty
mitigation through developing small businesses, creating
jobs, and assisting socially vulnerable groups in gaining
employment, will help eradicate poverty in Moldova.

No concrete gain in poverty reduction efforts will be

made without full participation of its citizens in their

own development. Improving the quality of governance
institutions and encouraging community participation is at
the core of UN and national efforts to reduce poverty and
promote human development.

BRI SATECA I POLDOTE

PRO-POOR POLICIES

Tackling poverty is a complex mission that requires
multidimensional approaches. As a strong advocate for
poverty reduction, the United Nations works closely with
the Government to promote effective implementation
of equitable, pro-poor and gender sensitive economic
policies and programmes.

FAO supports food safety inspection to improve the quality
of the domestic food supply and enhance the export
potential of the Moldovan agro-food sector.

ILO and IOM offer assistance to Government institutions
to develop policies on labour migration, employment and
counter-trafficking measures.

UNDP and the World Bank support national public
administration reform to create a more transparent, efficient
and equitable system of governance.

UNICEF supports the Government to create the National
Network of Social Workers at community levels, in order
to increase the level of inclusion of the most vulnerable
segments of the population.

UNFPA provides technical assistance, advocacy and policy
dialogue to assist the Government in formulating sound
national policies to improve the reproductive health of
women, men and young people. UNFPA also helped develop
the National Action Plan to Combat Gender Based Violence.

The World Bank assists the government in implementing
important structural reforms, aimed at boosting economic
growth and poverty reduction, in particular through the
development of policy lending. World Bank also finances a
competitiveness enhancement operation to improve the
investment and business environment.

The IMF strives to promote economic and financial stability

as a basis for sustained economic growth and higher living
standards. In Moldova, the IMF provides advice on policies
conducive to low inflation and economic growth, technical
assistance to strengthen the capacity to design and implement
effective macroeconomic policies, and financial assistance

of about 170 million dollars through an ongoing three-year
programme to promote growth and reduce poverty.

JUDICIARY REFORMS

Supporting the creation of a more accessible and
transparent justice system means that the poor are
granted protection, representation and access to legal
recourse. It also holds policy makers accountable to their
commitments.

UNDP enhances the national capacity of the judiciary to
better manage legal cases and court resources, identify
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dispute settlement alternatives and simplify court
proceedings. By supporting the implementation of the
National Human Rights Action Plan, UNDP helps safeguard
a more consistent and transparent system of monitoring the
human rights conditions in Moldova.

UNICEF supports the reform of the Juvenile System to ensure
that the criminal legislation applying to minors complies
with international human rights policies and alternatives to
detention for children in conflict with the law are developed.

In order to improve the quality of asylum legislation, policy
and practice, UNHCR trains judiciary officials in human
rights and refugee law to ensure that all asylum claims are
addressed in a fair and efficient way - now and in the future.

CIVIL SOCIETY ORGANIZATIONS

Civil society organizations (CSOs) are the guarantors of
citizens’rights. By strengthening CSOs, the UN facilitates
access to information to help citizens reach a better
understanding of their rights and Government policies.

UNHCR supports the NGO Law Center of Advocates that
ensures that asylum seekers'rights are respected via access
to legal representation, counselling and advice.

ILO builds the capacity of mass-media, Non Governmental
Organizations (NGOs) and ILO constituents (Government,
workers and employers organizations) to improve the
general public knowledgebase on labour rights issues.

UNDP and UNICEF ensure joint coordination mechanisms
to enable CSOs to play an effective role in developing and
employing poverty reduction strategies and reporting on
implementation of national plans and human right treaties.

ENVIRONMENTAL RESOURCES

Protection of the environment is of significant concern
for the UN. Climate change, loss of biodiversity

and ozone layer depletion cannot be addressed by
countries acting alone. Environmental degradation
disproportionately affects the poorest people due to
their lack of access to clean, affordable energy services
and safe water sources.

WHO is supporting the Government to strengthen

the capacities in the area of food and water safety by
strengthening the surveillance of food and water borne
diseases and promotion of the standard operation
procedures.

The World Bank pollution management and environmental
health programme helps protect the environment and human
health by safely managing Moldova's stockpiles of organic
pollutants, contaminated pesticides and other toxic substances.

Through the implementation of the Refrigerant Management
Plan, UNDP helps Moldova reduce its consumption of Ozone
Depleting Substances as stipulated in the Montreal Protocol.

The World Bank provides financial and technical assistance
to upgrade Moldova’s electricity system and heating supply.

DISASTER PREVENTION

The UN in Moldova has united forces to strengthen the
government capacity for disaster preparedness to help
prevent and mitigate natural and man-made disasters.

Through its emergency assistance for early detection and
prevention programme for avian influenza, FAO helps
generate information and understanding on migratory
bird movement to strengthen national surveillance. Every
three years, FAO provides emergency assistance to farmers
who suffered from frosts and droughts and strengthens the
Government's capacities to cope with the effects of adverse
climatic events.

UNDP, UNICEF and UNFPA provide support to develop
comprehensive contingency plans for humanitarian
responses to natural disasters and man-made emergencies.

On behalf of donor community, UNICEF supports
Government to develop and implement a nationwide
behaviour change communication intervention for the
prevention of Avian Influenza.

WHO also assists the health authorities to strengthen
the surveillance of communicable diseases and provides
technical support for the avian influenza and pandemic
preparedness plans.

ACCESS TO QUALITY SERVICES

Improved quality and access to medical and educational
services will help reduce poverty in Moldova, especially
among the poorest segments of society.

The UN helps ensure that government resources are
efficiently allocated to protect poor and vulnerable
groups, while providing improved access to essential
health care and social services for all.

IOM supports the National Employment Agency to provide
victims of trafficking and boarding school graduates with
vocational training and income-generation skills. Economic
empowerment is seen as essential prerequisite for a
sustainable social integration.

EARLY CHILDHOOD CARE

Children’s early years are critical for theirimmediate
and long term growth and well-being. All children are
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entitled to early childcare development programmes
and quality basic education. The UN works to ensure that
impoverished and vulnerable children have access to
these essential services.

UNESCO and UNICEF support Government efforts to
increase the coverage of early childhood programmes for
children from vulnerable families in rural areas by developing
community-based child and family centres.

WHO supports the Government in the development of
national child and adolescent health policies and strategies.

UNHCR supports Save the Children and the Charity Centre

for Refugees to ensure that basic material and food needs of
refugees and asylum seekers are met. The centre ensures access
of asylum-seekers and refugee children to pre-school facilities,
primary and secondary education, as well as extra-curricular
activities to facilitate their integration into local society.

Through the establishment of an integrated institutional
structure for curriculum development, teachers'trainings,
monitoring student achievements, and the introduction
of new textbooks, the World Bank helps improve and
modernize the quality of primary and lower secondary
education in Moldova.

REPRODUCTIVE HEALTH

Reproductive health is a means to sustainable
development as well as a human right. Investments in
reproductive health help save lives and prevent lifelong
injury. Reproductive health services slow the spread of
HIV/AIDS, and Sexually Transmitted Infections (STIs)
while encouraging gender equality and preventing
maternal and infant death through safer deliveries.

WHO supports the Government in the development of a
comprehensive RH strategy and introduced new methods for
safer pregnancy to improve quality access to maternal and
neonatal health care services in Moldova.

UNFPA promotes

IOM addresses
health concerns

migrants) on sexual behaviour and epidemiological risks
related to mobility.

ILO promotes HIV/AIDS activities at the workplace as part of a
multi-sectoral strategy to combat HIV/AIDS at a national level.

Through the NGO Save the Children Moldova, UNHCR
provides refugees and asylum seekers with access to primary
health care and mandatory medical insurance, with special
attention for women and girls, young mothers, the newly-
born and the chronically sick.

The World Bank Health Investment Fund supports and
provides technical assistance for the development of health
reform strategies and policies as well as the development of
emergency, and primary health care services in the different
regions of Moldova.

WHO provides technical assistance to the Government in the
area of health financing reforms and health services provision
and strengthening the health system by promotion of
evidence based practices in the area of maternal and child care,
tuberculosis, non-communicable diseases and HIV/AIDS/STIs.

HEALTH CARE

The UN strives to improve access to quality healthcare
services to all individuals, especially those who are most
vulnerable.

UNICEF contributes to better mother and child health and
substantial decrease of maternal and child mortality via
development of policy framework and support to quality
service delivery nationwide. UNICEF also encourages
pregnant women to visit a doctor during the early stages
of their pregnancy through a nationwide antenatal care
communication campaign.

UNAIDS supports the Monitoring and Evaluation System of
the National Programme on Prevention and Control of HIV/
AIDS/STls and Tuberculosis.

SOCIAL PROTECTION

Everyday, vulnerable people are subject to higher risks
of being exploited, abused and experiencing violence.
The UN pays special attention to uphold people’s rights
by providing protection from neglect, abuse, exploitative
and hazardous labor and assistance with improved
access to quality social protection services.

Through its 10 centres in Moldova, UNDP provides social
services and professional development opportunities to
former boarding schools residents and vulnerable women.

ILO facilitates psychosocial rehabilitation and reintegration of
victims of Worst Forms of Child Labour (slavery, trafficking for
labour and sexual exploitation, hazardous child labour etc)
and provides support for peer education, job and education
counseling, back to school programmes, vocational training
and employment of children (of employment age) and their
family members.

The Government, with the support of UNICEF and EU has
launched a reform of the residential child-care institutions
in Moldova that focuses on identifying the best solutions for
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vulnerable children: reintegration into the family, placement
in professional parental care of within a family-type home.

UNHCR distributes food packages, humanitarian and cash
assistance to the most vulnerable refugees and asylum
seekers in Moldova.

I0OM supports the Government to provide protection and
assistance to victims of trafficking through a specialized
Rehabilitation Center in Chisinau and a National Referral
System which provides long-term home-based reintegration
services, including medical, psychological, legal, educational
and professional assistance.

LOCAL & REGIONAL DEVELOPMENT

Encouraging poverty and inequality reduction while
increasing participation of the poor in economic
development will bolster regional and local development.

With over 70% of the poor living in rural areas, the face

of poverty in Moldova is largely rural. Failing to find
employment in the cities, Moldova's poor are heading

back to the countryside in large numbers in search for
subsistence living. Many others are going abroad in search
of better economic opportunities. The UN helps strengthen
regional and local structures of governance and supports
small and medium enterprises to generate new economic
activity, empowering communities to take ownership of
their own development.

LOCAL PUBLIC AUTHORITIES

By supporting Local Public Authorities (LPAs), the UN helps
build stronger communities, while ensuring that resources
and services are being delivered in accordance with local
poverty reduction goals throughout the country.

IOM and ILO support the Government to create effective
mechanisms for regulated migration and a favourable
environment for investment of remittances in Moldova.

To decrease poverty levels in small towns and rural areas,
UNDP strengthens local authorities’ capacity to develop viable
local economic strategies. LPAs are encouraged to promote

a greater role for women and ethnic minorities in decision-
making bodies and increase greater citizen participation.
UNAIDS helps expand community capacity to assess the

impact of HIV/AIDS to implement strategies to cope with the
pandemic.

The World Bank helps build capacity of central government
public authorities, service providers and social workers.

BUSINESS OPPORTUNITIES

By creating new business opportunities throughout
Moldova'’s poor rural and urban areas, the UN helps
accelerate economic growth by creating new jobs.

UNDP encourages local entrepreneurship by facilitating
poor local wool suppliers’access to credit and seeking
international customers for local wool products.

IFAD supports the development of the rural small

and medium enterprise sector, creating employment
opportunities. In order to overcome infrastructure
deficiencies which harm business development in rural
areas, IFAD also supports the development of commercially
oriented public infrastructure such as roads and utilities.

FAO strengthens food inspection procedures to improve the
quality and safety of the domestic food supply and enhance
opportunities for agro-food exports. By providing technical
assistance, funding and training for farmers, FAO also
encourages small-scale modern farm irrigation technologies.

The World Bank helps expand formal financial sector to rural
areas and ensure access to investment financing for farmers
and rural entrepreneurs. Savings and Credit Associations
were also strengthened to deliver financial services to a large
segment of the population without access to traditional
banking services.

COMMUNITY EMPOWERMENT

Through more democratic local party structures,
citizens’ groups are encouraged to participate in local
development planning, ensure that results are achieved,
resources allocated according to commitments and
public servants held accountable for poverty reduction
achievements.

UNHCR provides community development services to help
refugees integrate into the local society through vocational
training, language courses and cultural orientation.

UNAIDS helped establish the National League of People
Living with HIV to enhance equal access to decision making
while breaking the cycle of stigma and discrimination.

UNICEF supported the creation of more than 315 Local
Children’s and Youth Councils throughout Moldova.

IFAD’s agricultural revitalisation project supports local
enterprise through SME loans to individual entrepreneurs
with community development investment objectives.

ILO si OIM ofera asistenta institutiilor guvernamentale la
elaborarea politicilor privind migratia fortei de munca, angajarii si
masurilor de combatere a traficului.

PNUD si Banca Mondiala sustin reforma administratiei
publice centrale pentru crearea unui sistem de guvernare mai
transparent, mai eficient si mai echitabil.

Moldovans Visit Romania to Learn
Best Practices in Working with
Domestic Violence Victims

Reducing domestic violence is an objective of
Moldovan governmental policies, and domestic
violence is a major public health problem,
according to the law on the Prevention

of Domestic Violence which was recently
approved by the Moldovan Parliament.

The danger of domestic violence, coupled with
the costs involved in dealing with this problem,
led state institutions and nongovernmental
actors to create a common system that will
eradicate domestic violence and its negative
impact on families. This concern is shared by
international bodies and is echoed in continuing
efforts worldwide to address the sources of
domestic violence.

Between July 21 and July 25, as part

of the project “Developing of an
integrated system of information for data
administration on domestic violence

in Moldova’, a group of Moldovan
governmental specialists, representatives
of the Ministry of Social Protection, Family
and child, Ministry of Internal Affairs,
local authorities and NGO’s from Moldova
visited Targu Mures and Bucharest,
Romania. The purpose of this visit was

to experience and learn from the best
practices in Romania regarding the
administration of domestic violence data
and developing an integrated system of
information for related cases.

The project soon to be implemented in Moldova
will meet the special needs of the victims of
domestic violence. Its ultimate goal is to increase
protection for potential victims and integrate
existing domestic violence services.

The project is being financed by the Agency

for International Assistance of the Romanian
Government for Moldova, and will be
implemented by UNFPA (UN Fund for Population)
in cooperation with the Ministry of Social
Protection, Family and Child in Moldova, and civil
society partners.

Children’s Eyes”

Moldovan Children Compile Document About Their Rights

“LIFE THROUGH CHILDREN’S EYES” is the name

of the first Children’s Report based on the United
Nations Convention on the Rights of the Child in
the Republic of Moldova. Published in Chisinau
on August 12, 2008, the report was compiled by a
team of 20 children ages 13 to 17 from 14 districts
in Moldova.

The Children’s Report was sent to the Geneva-based
United Nations Committee on the Rights of the

Child (CRC), which is to consider it jointly with the
Government’s Report and with a complementary
report compiled by NGOs. CRC is a body of
independent experts that monitors implementation
of the Convention on the Rights of the Child by states.

In presenting the report, Child Rights Information
Centre (CRIC) President Cezar Gavriliuc said that
children’s voices are very important.“The children are
the best experts, they know how the authorities’actions
or non-actions influence their lives, (since) they are
directly targeted by the Government’s strategies and
policies in terms of protecting children. They also have
new ideas, and are valuable and visionary,” said the head
of CRIC, which has a ten years experience of promoting
and protecting the rights of children in Moldova.

Helped by CRIC, the 20 young reporters went to their
communities and interviewed peers about the way
their rights were observed, and those observations
filled the report.

“We all have noticed that many rights are violated in
our country and the children claim their rights,” said
Adriana Rosca (16) from Zgardesti village, Telenesti.
Adriana said the most frequently violated rights

are family-related. “Because of parents’ migration,
many children remain home alone as grandparents,
relatives, neighbors take care of them. This negatively

influences children’s’ education. They care for the
whole household and have to give up their education,
rest, and thus other rights of theirs are violated,’
Adriana says. “The psychic or physical violence

met in very many families negatively influences

the formation of a child. The phenomenon is also
seen in education institutions, among youths from
communities,” said Adriana, who is the Mayor of Youth
Local Council in Zgardesti.

The children noticed a trend towards more leisure
opportunities. “However, because of phenomena
such as migration, poverty and unemployment, many
children have to work on farms,” said Andrei Postu (17)
from Biesti, Orhei.

The children also noticed that they have access to
more sources of information, including Internet-
equipped reading rooms. “However, these
opportunities can be used by children from the city
most,” Postu said.

The right to education is largely observed, the
children noted. There are schools and kindergartens
practically in all localities. “Yet, there are many
children not attending school, but working hard,’
said Ala Rotaru (15), from Hartopul Mare, Criuleni.
They would like the school curricula to offer them
more life skills, and the schools to have labs. HIV/AIDS
peer-educator Ala Rotaru points out the children from
the Nistru’s left bank have a special situation, as their
rights to association, to free speech, and to study in
their native language are not fully observed.

The Children’s Report “LIFE THROUGH CHILDREN'S
EYES” was produced by the Child Rights Information
Centre with the support of the “Save the Children”
Sweden NGO (“Radda Barnen”) and the Alliance of
Active NGOs in Social Protection of the Child and the
Family in Moldova.

One of the most important recommendations of the
Children’s Report was the need to steadily monitor the
observance of children’s rights. The team, organized
by the Child Rights Information Centre in Moldova

in July 2008, will monitor the implementation of the
Convention on the Rights of the Child in Moldova

for two more years. The results of their work will be
offered to authorities, especially those responsible for
the protection of the children’s rights to education,
health, and social assistance.

Copiii din Moldova au lansat primul lor raport despre
respectarea drepturilor copilului

+VIATA iN OCHII COPILULUI" este genericul
primului Raport al Copiilor despre respectarea
Conventiei ONU privind Drepturile Copilului in
Republica Moldova, prezentat la Chisinau. Lansat
la 12 august 2008, raportul a fost elaborat de un
grup de 20 de copii cu varste cuprinse intre 13 si
17 ani, din 14 raioane ale tarii.

Raportul Copiilor a fost expediat Comitetului ONU
pentru Drepturile Copilului de la Geneva, pentru a fi
examinat impreuna cu Raportul Guvernului si Raportul
complementar al organizatiilor non-guvernamentale
despre respectarea Conventiei Natiunilor Unite privind
Drepturile Copilului in Republica Moldova.

Cu ocazia lansdrii raportului, Presedintele Centrului de
Informare si Documentare privind Drepturile Copilului
(CIDDC), Cezar Gavriliuc, a declarat ca vocea copiilor

este foarte importanta.,Copii sunt cei mai buni experti

in domeniu, ei stiu cum se rasfrang actiunile sau non-
actiunile autoritdtilor asupra vietii lor si sunt vizati direct
de strategiile si politicile Guvernului in domeniul protectiei
copilului. De asemenea, ei au idei noi, valoroase, cu viziune
spre viitor’, a spus Cezar Gavriliuc in numele organizatiei
sale care are o experienta de zece ani in promovarea
initiativelor de exprimare a opiniei copiilor.

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Moldovan Government Moves
to Combat Trafficking

New Plan Establishes Protection and Assistance Centre

As aresponse to the 2008 Report of the U.S.

State Department on trafficking in human beings
(downgrading Moldova to Tier 3) and based on
the State Department’s recommendations, the
Government of the Republic of Moldova has acted
to improve the efficacy of counter-trafficking
policies. First, the government approved an
Additional Action Plan to Prevent and Combat
Trafficking in Human Beings.

The implementation of this plan will be monitored
by the National Committee for Combating
Trafficking in Human Beings, which began
operating in the spring of 2008. IOM Moldova
welcomed the Government of Moldova's decision
on July 9 to establish the Chisinau Protection

and Assistance Centre for victims and potential
victims of human trafficking (CPAC) as a public
institution under the coordination of the Ministry
of Social Protection, Family and Child (MSPFC). The
Moldovan Government has budgeted 25 % of the
operating costs of the CPAC for 2008.

IOM Moldova and its donors (primarily the
European Commission, SIDA, and U.S. State
Department) will continue on this path, and believe
that 60 to 70% of the expenses should eventually
be paid by the Moldovan Government. The
Moldovan authorities also endorsed the regulation
on repatriation which will be of great assistance in
rescuing and returning trafficking victims home.
This regulation will allow the government to
support these efforts.

IOM Moldova opened the Chisinau Protection and
Assistance Centre in 2001. Through July 2008, IOM
Moldova has offered assistance to 2,370 trafficking
victims, including 195 children. Over 1,000 potential
victims - those fitting the profile of traditional
trafficking victims — were also identified and
assisted before they became victims.

In March 2008, the government approved the
National Action Plan to Prevent and Combat
Trafficking in Human Beings for 2008-2009. The
plan was drafted by the National Committee for
Combating Trafficking in Human Beings.

In May 2008, a Memorandum of Cooperation in

the field of assisting victims and potential victims
of trafficking was signed between the General
Prosecutor’s Office, the Ministry of Interior and the
Ministry of Social Protection, Family and Child, and
by the International Organization for Migration, the
Association of Women in Legal Careers / the Centre
for Prevention of Trafficking in Women (AWLC/
CPTW), and the International Centre for Protection
and Promotion of Women'’s Rights “La Strada”. The
purpose of the agreement is to establish ongoing,
equal and mutual cooperation between public
authorities, law enforcement bodies, civil society,
and the international community in preventing and
fighting human trafficking by ensuring assistance to
victims and potential victims.

Through the adoption of the new counter-
trafficking legislation and the Plan of Action,

the Ministry of Social Protection, Family and

Child (MSPFC) was designated as the key actor

to deliver direct assistance to trafficking victims.
Although the MSPFC is aware of its needs for
more capacity and resources, it has nevertheless
expressed in taking the lead to deliver direct
assistance to victims of trafficking. IOM re-focused
its rehabilitation and reintegration programme
from direct implementation into enhancing the
capabilities of the MSPFC. The IOM programme also
establishes a referral and coordination mechanism
called the National Referral System for Protection
and Assistance for Victims and Potential Victims of
Trafficking in Human Beings (NRS).

IOM Moldova and MSPFC have drafted a policy
document - NRS Strategy - following extensive
consultations with relevant partners in the
counter-trafficking community (both national and
international). This NRS Strategy was promoted
by MSPFC and sent to the Moldovan Government

In acordarea protectiei si asistentei victimelor si potentialelor

Guvernul Republicii Moldova a intreprins

in continuare eforturi si actiuni pentru
imbunatatirea politicilor anti-trafic si a
impactului acestora. Actiunile sunt un raspuns

la Raportul din 2008 al Departamentului de Stat
al SUA cu privire la traficul de fiinte umane, care a
retrogradat Moldova la Categoria 3,

si la recomandarile respective ale
Departamentului de Stat.

Tnainte de toate, in primavara anului 2008, Guvernul a
aprobat un Plan Aditional de Actiuni pentru Prevenirea
si Combaterea Traficului de Fiinte Umane, care i-a
prelungit termenele de realizare. De asemenea, la 9
iulie 2008, Organizatia Internationald pentru Migratiune
(OIM) in Moldova a salutat decizia Guvernului Moldovei
despre crearea la Chisindu a Centrului de Asistentd si
Protectie pentru victimele si potentialele victime ale
traficului de fiinte umane (CAPC), cu statut de institutie
publica sub coordonarea Ministerului Protectiei Sociale,
Familiei si al Copilului (MPSFC).

Potrivit acestei decizii, Guvernul Moldovei a alocat o
suma de 25% din costurile de exploatare ale CAPC
pentru anul 2008. OIM Moldova si donatorii sdi - in
principal, Comisia Europeand, Agentia Suedeza pentru
Dezvoltare Internationald (Sida) si Departamentul

de Stat al SUA - se vor tine de aceasta ecuatie de
finantare, exprimandu-si convingerea ca Guvernul
Moldovei ar trebui, cu timpul, sa finanteze 60-70%
din costurile de exploatare ale Centrului. Autoritatile
moldovene, de asemenea, au semnat Regulamentul
de Repatriere, care va facilita in mod considerabil
intoarcerea victimelor traficului, identificate si salvate
in tarile de destinatie, si va permite Guvernului sa
sprijine astfel de operatiuni.

OIM Moldova a deschis Centrul de Asistentd si Protectie
din Chisindu in 2001. Pand in iulie 2008, OIM Moldova
a oferit asistentd unui numdr de 2370 de victime ale
traficului (inclusiv 195 copii) si peste 1000 de potentiale
victime, definite drept persoane cu acelasi profil ca
victimele inaintea experientei de trafic.

Anterior, in martie 2008, Planul National de Actiuni
pentru Prevenirea si Combaterea Traficului de Fiinte
Umane pentru 2008-2009, schitat de Comitetul
National pentru Combaterea Traficului de Fiinte
Umane, a fost aprobat de Guvern.

Tn mai 2008, intre Procuratura Generald, Ministerul
de Interne si Ministerul Protectiei Sociale, Familiei si
al Copilului, de o parte, si Organizatia Internationala

pentru Migratie, Asociatia Femeilor de Cariera
Juridica/Centrul pentru Prevenirea Traficului de Femei
(AFCJ/CPTF), Centrul International pentru Protectia si
Promovarea Drepturilor Femeii,La Strada’, pe de alta
parte, a fost semnat un Memorandum de cooperare
in sfera asistentei pentru victimele si potentialele
victime ale traficului de fiinte umane. Scopul incheierii
unui astfel de acord este stabilirea unei colaborari
continue, egale si a unei cooperari mutuale intre
autoritatile publice, organele de drept, societatea civila
si comunitatea internationala in domeniul prevenirii si
combaterii traficului de fiinte umane, prin asigurarea
asistentei pentru victimele si potentialele victime ale
traficului de fiinte umane.

Prin adoptarea unei noi legislatii anti-trafic si a Planului
de Actiuni, Ministerul Protectiei Sociale, Familiei si
Copilului (MPSFC) a fost reconfirmat drept actor-cheie
in acordarea asistentei directe victimelor traficului.
Constientizand necesitatea cresterii capacitatii si
resurselor, MPSFC si-a exprimat, totusi, interesul
puternic pentru a juca un rol-cheie in acordarea
asistentei directe pentru victimele traficului.

and Parliament for final adoption. The NRS
Strategy will establish unified guidelines
and standards for all participants in counter-
trafficking activities in Moldova on local,
national, and trans-national levels.

Since NRS was launched in 2006, IOM
Moldova has been providing technical
assistance and capacity building to the
MSPFC in order to make this referral system
operational. Multidisciplinary teams (basic
operational structures of NRS) from 19
districts of Moldova have been trained and
201 victims and potential victims were
assisted.

NRS was conceptualized to ensure easy
accessible, timely, and high-quality social
protection interventions for victims and
potential victims of trafficking. Interestingly,
one essential component of NRS, the referral
mechanism, can be easily replicated in other

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Viladimir Pozner Visits Chisinau to
Participate in HIV/AIDS Roundtable

Participants Agree that Mass Media has Important Role

in HIV Prevention

Vladimir Pozner recently made
a one-day visit to the Republic
of Moldova to take partin

a roundtable discussion,
“Social advertising issues

in the Republic of Moldova:
The need to ease the access

of social advertising on local
mass media market.” The event
gathered representatives

of governmental and non-
governmental organizations,
international organizations,
the private sector, journalists, and press agencies
directors.

The roundtable started with a dance by the troupe
“Dance4life”. Afterwards, Mrs. Larisa Catrinici,
Minister of Health, presented a report on the

public health situation in Republic of Moldova. She
focused on major initiatives undertaken from 2001
to 2007 that were aimed at consolidating the health
care system in Republic of Moldova. These include:

® Strengthening primary medical assistance
and the creation of a family doctor system;

@ Establishment of a centralized system
for emergency medical services;

® Theintroduction of compulsory health
insurance beginning on January 1, 2004
and budgeting more finances for the health
care system;

® Development and approval of National Health
Policy for 2007-2021. Its goal is to create
optimal conditions for health and to facilitate
prevention measures to reduce risk factors.

According to World Health Organization indicators,
there are many alarming risks factors at play in
Republic of Moldova, including high factors for
alcohol, tobacco, arterial hypertension, high
cholesterol, and obesity. The Health Minister
stressed the need to concentrate on both individual
and societal preventative measures, on reducing
risk factors, and on consolidating the health care
system in the Republic of Moldova.

The programme continued

with presentation of results of
sociological research on the
“Social advertising phenomena
in local mass media.” Mass media
agency managers discussed
social advertising and its role in
identifying solutions to facilitate
local access to mass media.

Vladimir Pozner, special guest

at the roundtable, spoke

about social advertising that
focuses on HIV/AIDS. He mentioned that there

is no single approach toward social advertising.

He preferred instead to use the term of public
service advertising. In area of HIV/AIDS, Vladimir
Pozner said several things must occur to sensitize
the public to the issue of HIV/AIDS. First, the state
should be aware that HIV/AIDS represents a threat
for the nation, then the religious community should
change its attitude towards sexual education in
schools, and of course the community must change
its perception towards persons infected with and
affected by HIV/AIDS.

Mass media should play an important role in
developing prevention activities by placing social
advertising, but meantime media institutions
should be supported by the governmental and
non-governmental sectors. He said these activities
should be made compulsory. The discussions
were focused on facilitation of social advertising
in Republic of Moldova, social messages, and
importance of involvement and financial support
on behalf of state.

Near the conclusion of the roundtable, Olga
Osadcii, AFEW Manager, discussed the individual
approach of each state regarding social advertising
and the need to create techniques and instruments
consistent with best practices in order to ensure
successful implementation of social advertising in
the Republic of Moldova.

Suddenly, | saw the human face of HIV. It made
me wonder: What could | do differently, how
could I help?

It was impossible not to be reminded of the discrimination
those with HIV often face in many parts of the world,
including Asia. Against this backdrop, | was so proud of
my U.N. colleagues - for standing up and speaking out,
for challenging stigma and discrimination and for helping
make the U.N. a model of how the workplace should
respond to AIDS.

This week, more than 20,000 activists, academics and
policy-makers gathered in Mexico City for the 17th
International AIDS Conference, heralding what many
called a“new era”in fighting the disease. For the first time
fewer people are being infected by HIV and fewer are
dying. A recent UNAIDS 2008 Report shows encouraging
progress in preventing HIV in a number of the most
vulnerable countries, thanks to changes in sexual behavior
(particularly among young people) and better access to
anti-retroviral drugs.

These gains would not have been possible without strong
support from the international community. In Hokkaido
last month, G8 nations renewed their pledge to work
toward the goal of universal access to HIV treatment by
2010. More recently, President Bush signed legislation
committing $48 billion to the fight against AIDS,
tuberculosis and malaria over the next five years. And yet,
we must remember: One of the biggest hurdles for our
global response to AIDS is psychological.

That is the stigma factor. To greater or lesser degrees,
almost everywhere in the world, discrimination remains
a fact of daily life for people living with HIV. One-third

around the world.

We can fight stigma. Enlightened laws and policies
are key. But it begins with openness, the courage to speak
out. Fortunately, more and more people are finding their
voices, like my UN colleagues.

Visiting the AIDS conference, | was greeted with a kiss by a
young activist from Honduras, just 12 years old. Infected since
birth, Keren Gonzalez not only lives with HIV but thrives. She
edits a magazine for children affected by AIDS (funded by
UNICEF) and participates in workshops on AIDS awareness
and sensitivity across Latin America. She knows only too well
the pain of stigma. When she entered nursery school, teachers
told her to sit in the corner and not touch other children’s’
books or toys. But with understanding came acceptance.“I'm
the most popular girl in my class,” she says with pride. Her
greatest fear isn't her condition but how she will be received
when she moves on to secondary school (...).

Such people are at the heart of the global campaign against
AIDS. It is impossible not to admire their courage and
commitment. Yet their efforts, alone, are not enough.

In Mexico City, | called on world leaders to join them, to
speak out against discrimination and to guarantee the rights
of people living with HIV. Schools should teach respect and
understanding. Religious leaders should preach tolerance.
The media sho uld condemn prejudice and use its influence
to advance social change, from securing legal protections to
ensuring access to health care.

Above all, we must recognize that those who bear the
stigma of HIV should not be those who live with the disease.
It is those who allow it.
