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The Republic of Moldova: Reflecting
on 15 Years in the United Nations Family

Strengthening our cooperation with the UN in all areas is a priority
of the Republic of Moldova’s foreign policy

The event commemorated on March 2, 2007, is very significant
for our history. On this day 15 years ago, the Republic of
Moldova joined the big family of the United Nations. By doing
this, our country not only signed the United Nations Charter,
but also committed itself to achieve the desires and principles
of this universal document.

As a UN member-state, the Republic of Moldova has chosen
to unite with other countries and coordinate our efforts to
jointly reach the objectives of ensuring peace and security,
of international cooperation in the economic, social, cultural,
and humanitarian fields, and protecting human rights and
fundamental liberties for all.

The United Nations plays an important role in international
relations, so thus over the years since the accession, the Republic
of Moldova has committed itself to back the efforts of the
Organization and of its member states in addressing and solving
the stringent problems the world faces with, while at the same
time contributing to Moldovan foreign policy, independence,
and sovereignty.

The UN’s activities have been, and remain, complex. Membership in
this Organization offers Moldova, on one hand, the opportunity to
participate together with the member states in solving global and
regional problems, and on the other, establishes an advantageous
framework for getting external assistance necessary for reforms
concerning consolidation of the rule of law, and to assist the
country’s development. At the same time, the UN provides a means
of foreign policy support for the country as it develops bilateral
relations with other world countries, and the UN provides expertise
in different fields. With the help of permanent missions and our
embassies accredited at the UN structures, the Republic of Moldova
has established diplomatic relations with a range of states spread
from Asia to Latin America to Africa. Obviously, all UN activities

are coordinated by the Ministry of Foreign Affairs and European
Integration, via its Department of Multilateral Cooperation, the UN
Direction and its specialized agencies, as well as the missions and
the embassies of the Republic of Moldova accredited to UN offices
in many countries. The delegations of the Republic of Moldova have
participated in preparation and development of world conferences
and forums, organized over the last 15 years under the UN auspices,
that addressed world issues related to human rights, conditions of
women and children, environment, social development, human

settlements and food, as well as liquidation of arms, and arms control.

The major decisions and objectives adopted within these
international forums provide a valuable reference for Moldovan
proposals and programmes. Over these years, Moldova has
organized and participated in the activities of the Organization
aimed at settling the most stringent problems it faces such as
poverty reduction, mitigating the negative effects of globalization,
combating organized crime and terrorism, conflict settlement,

reversal of environment degradation and proliferation
of arms mass destruction, the assurance of sustainable
development, and human rights observance.

At present, the UN and its specialized agencies are passing
through a harsh and crucial process of reform. The Republic of
Moldova has formulated clearly, on different occasions, its stance
on the reform, including UN General Assembly reform. We urge
advancing reform aimed at revitalization of the General Assembly,
reform and enlargement of the Security Council (SC), increasing
the efficiency of the Social and Economic Council (SEC), including
enhancing the transparency and efficiency of the Council. As
related to the UN General Assembly, we support increasing

the efficiency of the UN and its main and subsidiary structures,
especially the improvement of activities of coordination of SEC,
and revision of the working methods of the commissions

and its committees aimed at enhancing cooperation with

UN member states.

The Republic of Moldova actively participates in the process of
implementing Millennium Development Goals and decisions
made at UN Development Summits. In its effort to fulfill the
decisions of the Millennium Summit, the Republic of Moldova
continues to achieve goals outlined in the Economic Growth and
Poverty Reduction Strategy. These positions and approaches
were confirmed by the President of the Republic of Moldova,

Mr. Vladimir Voronin, at the plenary meeting of the UN General
Assembly, at the Summit in 2005. Reaffirming the commitment
of our country to the joint purposes of the UN and Moldova, and
our support for the United Nations, the president reiterated that
“only through fully honoring the commitments comprised in the
Millennium Declaration and the decisions of the most important
conferences related to the economic and social field, we will assure
the conditions necessary for poverty eradication, achievement
of Millennium Development Goals, and sustainable economic
growth at world and national level.”

Other important issues being addressed include the need of joint
settlement of the problems related to the strong promotion of
democracy, rule of law and human rights protection, as well as
of arms liquidation and nonproliferation, via the prevention and
peaceful regulation of conflicts and combating terrorism, as well
as the issues of organized crime and aggressive separatism. The
support our country offers through its availability to cooperate
in the future with the UN and the member states was stressed in
a speech given by the head of Republic of Moldova’s delegation
during the 61st session of the UN General Assembly. This
cooperation can be seen, the speech notes, through Moldova’s
active participation organizational reform, and in the ongoing
discussion of issues of global and regional importance.

The United Nations Organization is developing many activities in
Moldova with the help of UN funds, programmes, and specialized
agencies, including those currently operating in Moldova and
the United Nations Development Programme (UNDP). Given
that, the UN structures provide a way to support our country’s
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efforts in a period of definite social and economic
transformations. In the first years after accession,
Moldova hosted three UN agencies, but that
number has now grown to 10, and others are
represented by UNDP.

Over this period of time, our country has
benefited from technical assistance from UNDP,
United Nations Children’s Fund (UNICEF), the
United Nations Population Fund (UNFPA),
United Nations High Commissioner for Refugees
(UNHCR), International Labor Organization

(ILO), World Health Organization (WHO), and
the Food and Agriculture Organization (FAO).
The increasing assistance can be illustrated not
only by the number of these structures, but also
by their budgets as well. At the beginning of its
operations in the country, UNDP’s annual budget
was $1,000,000, but is currently $7.000,000.
UNICEF has increased its budget from $600,000
to $4,000,000 per year. Other UN agencies, 2006.
funds and programmes have also increased

several times the annual amount of assistance

they offer to our country. These financial resources are aimed at
projects in priority fields for the country such as the legal reform,
improving the health care system, promotion of human rights
protection, including women and children’s, gender equality,
access to information, environmental protection, and civil
society development. With the support of these agencies, the
National Human Rights Action Plan was developed, including
the production of national reports and the establishment of an
Ombudsman.
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UN programmes, funds and agencies are continuously expanding
their field of activity in Moldova. Their contributions are important
in achieving the Millennium Development Goals of the country,
including poverty reduction, the fight against HIV/AIDS,
corruption, and trafficking in humans and drugs. This is being
accomplished through support provided for developing and
implementing the Economic Growth and Poverty Reduction
Strategy (EGPRS) and other human development policies and
strategies, as well as through regional development and public
administration reform, which together have had a considerable
impact on the social and economic development of the country. In
this context, it is important to mention that in late 2006, Country
Programme Action Plans for UNDP and UNFPA for 2007-2011

were approved that budgeted assistance worth $32,366,000 to

be provided by UNDP and $2,250,000 by UNFPA. The UNICEF
Country Programme is in the planning process for 2007-2011, but
anticipates approval of a $19 million budget. Since January 2007,
the United Nations Food and Agriculture Organization opened its
office at Chisinau, and has increased both the number of projects
and the amount of assistance for agricultural development. It is
worth mentioning that using the experience gained as Moldova
has developed and progressed, some of these structures, such

as UNDP, have participated successfully in European funds
management, and this will improve border management. Thus,
the cooperation with UN structures contributes to a certain extent
to achieving the strategic objectives of our country’s adjustment
to European standards and of European integration.

Representatives of the Republic of Moldova participate in debates at
the UN General Assembly and its main and functional commissions,
and also at international conferences held under the UN'’s aegis,
expressing the visions of our country and supporting, as co-author,
resolutions on different problems related to peace and security,

development and human rights. Given its presence
and activity in these forums, Moldova has the
chance to participate in the decision-making process
within the Organization and to promote its major
national interests. In the debates, our delegation at
UN has consistently supported resolutions on UN
cooperation with regional organizations, especially
with the Organization for Security and Cooperation
in Europe, including at the highest level, in the
plenary meeting of the UN General Assembly,
addressing issues related to separatism and human
rights violations in the Transnistrian region.

The Republic of Moldova has always supported
the major role of UN in the area of maintaining
and re-establishing international peace and
security. To the extent of its capability, Moldova
participates with militaries in UN peacekeeping
operations in Sudan, Liberia, and Cote d'lvoire,
and also in mine clearing in Irag. Despite the fact
that our country is facing an unresolved conflict,
we will continue to support the UN’s efforts to
strengthen the organization’s capacities to prevent
and resolve conflicts, post conflict recovery, and the fight against
international terrorism. In the coming years, actions will be taken
to increase the participation of the representatives of our country
in UN peace-keeping operations, and eventually, to the UN
purchase system.

The activity and the cooperation of the Republic of Moldova
within the UN, based on promoting Moldovan national interests,
require a continuous focus on the major priorities and objectives
of country’s development. For the near future, the agenda of

our cooperation with the United Nations includes actions aimed
at solving the Transnistrean conflict and ensuring the country’s
reintegration. Other goals include strengthening the cooperation
with UN and its member states and agencies aimed at securing
the respect for human rights, fighting corruption and trafficking
in humans, and successfully achieving the Millennium Agenda by
developing appropriate mechanisms of financing through trade,
investments, assistance, and good governance.

To improve its image and facilitate its increasing role at the UN,
the Republic of Moldova has nominated candidates for this
year's elections in many elective bodies of the United Nations,
including ECOSOC, one of the main bodies of the UN General
Assembly, as well as in the Council for Human Rights, and the
Intergovernmental Committee for Protection of the Immaterial
Cultural Patrimony of UNESCO. The promotion of the candidates
of the Republic of Moldova in these important bodies can enable
a more active and efficient participation of our country

in supporting UN reform, the settlement of pressing problems,
and in achieving the priorities stipulated by the final document
of the UN High Panel meeting.

One of the priority objectives will be the consolidation and
intensification of the cooperation within the United Nations with the
main actors of international policy, especially with our partners from
the European Union, as well as the development of bilateral relations,
including establishing diplomatic relations, with other UN member
states. The 15th anniversary since accession offered an occasion

to reflect on goals achieved and to assess current and prospective
activities within the United Nations that can be leveraged to benefit
Moldova. The consolidation of relations at all levels with the United
Nations is a priority of our foreign policy and is aimed to achieve

the strategic objectives of our country’s development. The United
Nations will remain one of the best ways to achieve these goals.

Consolidarea relatiilor pe toate dimensiunile cu ONU constituie
o prioritate a politicii externe a Republicii Moldova

Evenimentul consemnat la 2 martie 2007 este unul semnificativ
pentru istoria noastra. in aceasta zi, acum 15 ani, Republica
Moldova a devenit parte la marea familie a Natiunilor Unite.
Prin acest act tara noastra nu doar a semnat Carta Natiunilor
Unite, dar si a acceptat sa contribuie la realizarea dezideratelor
si principiilor din acest document universal.

Ca stat-membru al ONU, Republica Moldova a ales sa mearga alaturi
de celelalte tari pe calea armonizarii eforturilor natiunilor catre
atingerea scopurilor comune de asigurare a pacii si securitatii si de
realizare a cooperdrii internationale in domeniile economic, social,
cultural, umanitar si respectarii drepturilor omului si libertatilor
fundamentale pentru toti.

Natiunile Unite joacd un rol indispensabil in relatiile internationale,
astfel incat pe parcursul anilor care au trecut de la aderare, Republica
Moldova s-a angajat sd sustind eforturile Organizatiei si statelor ei
membre in abordarea si solutionarea problemelor stringente cu care se
confruntd lumea, in acelasi timp contribuind la afirmarea sa pe arena
internationala si la consolidarea independentei si suveranitatii sale.

Activitatea in cadrul ONU a fost si ramane complexa. Apartenenta

la Organizatie ofera Moldovei, pe de o parte, oportunitatea de a
participa impreuna cu tdrile-membre la solutionarea problemelor
globale si regionale, iar pe de alta parte, creeaza un cadru prielnic
pentru obtinerea sprijinului extern necesar procesului de reforme,
consolidare a statului de drept si dezvoltare a tarii. Totodata,

ONU constituie un mijloc de sustinere a politicii externe a tarii si
dezvoltare a relatiilor bilaterale cu alte state ale lumii, dar si de
preluare a experientei acestora in diverse domenii. Prin intermediul
misiunilor permanente si ambasadelor noastre acreditate la birourile
structurilor ONU, Republica Moldova a stabilit relatii diplomatice

cu o serie de state situate geografic in zone mai indepartate din
Asia, America Latina si Africa. Evident, toate activitatile pe linia ONU
sunt coordonate de catre Ministerul Afacerilor Externe si Integrarii
Europene, prin Departamentul sdu de Cooperare Multilaterala,
Directia ONU si Agentiile sale Specializate, precum si misiunile si
ambasadele Republicii Moldova, acreditate pe langa oficiile Natiunilor
Unite aflate in mai multe tari.

Delegatiile Republicii Moldova au participat la pregatirea si
desfasurarea conferintelor mondiale si a forurilor de re-evaluare

a acestora, organizate in ultimii 15 ani sub auspiciile ONU, care au
dezbdtut problemele globale ce tin de drepturile omului, conditiile
femeii si copilului, mediu, dezvoltarea sociald, asezémintele umane

si alimentatie, precum si de dezarmare si controlul armamentelor.
Deciziile si obiectivele majore adoptate la aceste foruri internationale
constituie elemente de referinta pentru actiunile si programele care au
fost sau sunt in curs de realizare in tara noastra.

Pe parcursul acestor ani, Moldova a sustinut si participat la activitatile
Organizatiei, directionate spre rezolvarea celor mai stringente
probleme aflate in atentia acesteia, cum sunt eradicarea sardciei,
inlaturarea efectelor negative ale globalizarii, combaterea proliferarii

crimei organizate si a terorismului, solutionarea conflictelor, oprirea
degradarii mediului si proliferdrii armelor de distrugere in masg,
asigurarea unei dezvoltari durabile si respectarii drepturilor omului.

La etapa actuald, ONU si Agentiile sale Specializate trec printr-un
proces anevoios, dar crucial de reforma. Republica Moldova si-a
formulat clar, cu diferite ocazii, pozitia asupra reformei, inclusiv de

la tribuna Adunarii Generale a ONU. Noi pledam pentru avansarea
reformei pe linia revitalizarii Adundrii Generale, reformei si extinderii
Consiliului de Securitate (CS) si sporirii eficientei Consiliului Economic
si Social (ECOSOC). In particular, noi sustinem accelerarea procesului
de reforma a CS, prin consolidarea autoritatii, sporirea transparentei

si ameliorarea metodelor de lucru ale Consiliului. In ce priveste
Adunarea Generald a ONU, sprijinim sporirea eficientei Natiunilor
Unite si organelor sale principale si subsidiare, in special imbunatatirea
activitatilor de coordonare ale ECOSOC, revizuirea metodelor de lucru
ale comisiilor si comitetelor sale in vederea evitdrii dublarii actiunilor si
intensificarea cooperdrii cu guvernele statelor-membre.

Republica Moldova participa activ la procesul de implementare a
Obiectivelor de Dezvoltare ale Mileniului, deciziilor conferintelor i
Summit-urilor ONU in domeniul dezvoltarii. In efortul de indeplinire
a deciziilor Summit-ului Mileniului, Republica Moldova continua
realizarea Strategiei de Crestere Economica si Reducere a Saraciei.

Aceste pozitii si aborddri au fost confirmate de catre Presedintele
Republicii Moldova, Domnul Vladimir Voronin, la Reuniunea plenara

a Adundrii Generale ONU, la Summit-ul din 2005. Reafirmand
atasamentul tdrii noastre fata de scopurile comune si sprijinul nostru
pentru Natiunile Unite, Presedintele tarii a reiterat ca,,numai prin
onorarea deplind a angajamentelor incluse in Declaratia Mileniului

si in deciziile conferintelor de importantd majora privind domeniul
economic si social vom putea asigura premisele necesare pentru
eradicarea sardciei, realizarea Obiectivelor de Dezvoltare ale Mileniului
si cresterea economica durabila la nivel global si national”. Pe aceeasi
linie au fost puse si necesitatea rezolvarii in comun a problemelor ce
tin de promovarea ferma a democratiei, statului de drept si respectarii
drepturilor omului, precum si a dezarmadrii si neproliferdrii, prin
prevenirea si reglementarea pasnica a conflictelor si combaterea
terorismului, crimei organizate si separatismului agresiv.

Sustinerea pe care tara noastrd o acordd Organizatiei si disponibilitatea ei
de a coopera in viitor cu ONU si statele-membre, prin participarea activa la
solutionarea problemelor privind reformarea Organizatiei, precum si celor
de importanta globald si regionald, tinand cont, in acelasi timp, de interesele
nationale ale Moldovei, a fost evidentiata si in discursul sefului delegatiei
Republicii Moldova la cea de-a 61-a Sesiune a Adundrii Generale ONU.

Organizatia Natiunilor Unite desfdsoara o activitate ampld in Moldova
prin fondurile, programele si Agentiile sale specializate - atat a celor
prezente in Moldova, cat si a celor reprezentate in tara de catre Programul
Natiunilor Unite pentru Dezvoltare (PNUD). Prin aceasta, structurile
Natiunilor Unite constituie o sursa de sustinere a eforturilor tdrii noastre
intr-o perioada de transformari sociale si economice definitorii. Merita
mentionat, in acest sens cd, daca in primii ani dupd aderare in tard
functionau doar trei asemenea structuri ONU, in prezent 10 dintre
acestea au birouri in Chisindu, altele cateva fiind reprezentate de PNUD.
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In aceasta perioad3, tara noastra a beneficiat de
asistenta tehnica din partea PNUD, Fondului Natiunilor
Unite pentru Copii (UNICEF), Fondului Natiunilor

Unite pentru Populatie (UNFPA), Oficiului Inaltului
Comisar al Natiunilor Unite pentru Refugiati (UNHCR),
Organizatiei Internationale a Muncii (ILO), Organizatiei
Mondiale a Sandtatii (WHO) si Organizatiei pentru
Agricultura si Alimentatie (FAO). Asistenta crescanda
poate fi exemplifica nu doar prin numarul acestor
structuri, dar si prin volumul acesteia. Astfel, daca

la inceputul activitdtii sale in tara PNUD valorifica in
total circa 1 milion de dolari SUA pe an, in prezent
acesta gestioneazd anual peste 7 milioane de dolari
SUA, in timp ce UNICEF a sporit asistenta sa de la 600
mii la circa 4 milioane dolari SUA pe an. Alte agentii,
fonduri si programe ONU, de asemenea, si-au marit

de cateva ori volumul anual de asistenta acordat

tdrii noastre. Deosebit de important este si faptul cd
resursele financiare sunt indreptate la realizarea unor
proiecte in domenii prioritare pentru tard, cum ar fi
reforma juridica si a sistemului de ocrotire a sanatatii,
promovarea respectarii drepturilor omului, inclusiv

a femeilor si copiilor, asigurarea egalitétii genurilor si accesului la
informatie, protectia mediului, sustinerea si dezvoltarea societtii
civile. Suportul acestor agentii a asigurat pregatirea si realizarea
Planul National de actiuni in domeniul drepturilor omului, inclusiv
elaborarea rapoartelor nationale, crearea si functionarea institutiei
de Ombudsman.
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Programele, fondurile si agentiile ONU isi largesc continuu sfera de
activitate in Moldova. Considerabild este contributia lor la realizarea
Obiectivelor de Dezvoltare ale Mileniului pe tard, in primul rand a
celor legate de eradicarea saraciei, combaterea HIV/SIDA, a coruptiei,
traficului de fiinte umane si drogurilor, prin sustinerea acordata
elaborarii si implementdrii Strategiei de Crestere Economica si
Reducere a Sardciei (SCERS) si altor politici si strategii de dezvoltare
umang, precum dezvoltarea regionala si reforma administratiei
publice care, luate impreunad, au un impact semnificativ asupra
dezvoltarii sociale si economice a tarii. In acest context, este
important de mentionat ca la sfarsitul anului 2006 au fost aprobate
Planul de Actiuni al Programului de Tard PNUD si Programul pe Tara
UNFPA pentru anii 2007-2011, care prevdad acordarea asistentei in
valoare de 32 milioane 336 mii de dolari SUA si, respectiv, 2 milioane
250 mii de dolari SUA. In proces de examinare, in vederea aprobarii
este si Programul pe Tard UNICEF, pentru aceeasi perioadd, in volum
de circa 19 milioane de dolari SUA. Din ianuarie 2007, si-a deschis
biroul la Chisindu si Organizatia Natiunilor Unite pentru Agricultura si
Alimentatie, aceasta sporind atat numdrul de proiecte, cat si volumul
de asistenta in domeniul dezvoltarii agriculturii.

Notabil este si faptul ca, folosind experienta acumulata in conditiile
tarii noastre si capacitatile lor sporite din ultimii ani, unele din

aceste structuri, cum ar fi PNUD, participa cu succes la gestionarea
fondurilor europene acordate pentru imbunatatirea managementului
frontierelor. Astfel, cooperarea cu structurile ONU contribuie intr-o
anumita mdsura si la realizarea obiectivului strategic de aliniere a tdrii
noastre la standardele europene si integrare europeana.

Reprezentantii Republicii Moldova participa la dezbaterile din cadrul
Adunarii Generale a ONU si comisiilor sale principale si functionale,
cét si la conferintele internationale desfasurate sub egida ONU,
exprimand pozitiile tdrii noastre si sustinand, inclusiv cu titlu de
co-autor, rezolutii asupra diverselor probleme privind asigurarea
pacii si securitatii, dezvoltarii si drepturilor omului. Prin prezenta si
activitatea sa la aceste foruri, Moldova are posibilitatea de a participa

la procesul decizional din cadrul Organizatiei si de

a promova interesele nationale majore. Delegatia
noastrd la ONU a sprijinit permanent rezolutiile
privind cooperarea Natiunilor Unite cu organizatiile
regionale, in special cu Organizatia pentru Cooperare
si Securitate in Europa, in cadrul dezbaterilor,
inclusiv la cel mai inalt nivel, in Reuniunea plenara

a Adunarii Generale a ONU, abordand problemele
separatismului, incalcarii drepturilor omului in
regiunea transnistreana.

Republica Moldova a sustinut permanent rolul

major pe care ONU il are in domeniul mentinerii si
restabilirii pacii si securitatii internationale. Tn mésura
posibilitatilor sale, Moldova participa cu ofiteri militari
la operatiunile ONU de pacificare si stabilizare din
Sudan, Liberia si Cote d'lvoire, precum si la actiunile
de deminare din Irak. In virtutea faptului ci tara
noastra se confrunta cu un conflict nesolutionat,

noi vom sprijini in continuare eforturile ONU pentru
consolidarea capacitatii Organizatiei de prevenire si
solutionare a conflictelor, reabilitdrii post-conflict si
combaterii terorismului international. In urmétorii ani vor fi intreprinsi
pasi sustinuti pentru sporirea participadrii reprezentantilor tdrii noastre
la operatiunile ONU de mentinere a pacii i, eventual, la sistemul

ONU de procurari.

Activitatea si cooperarea Republicii Moldova in cadrul ONU, bazate
pe promovarea intereselor nationale, solicita o axare continua

pe prioritatile si obiectivele majore de dezvoltare a tarii. Pentru
perioada apropiatd, in prim-planul colaborarii cu Natiunile Unite
vor fi plasate actiunile indreptate spre asigurarea reglementarii
conflictului transnistrean si reintegrarii tarii, consolidarea cooperarii
cu ONU, statele ei membre si Agentiile sale specializate in scopul
garantarii respectului pentru drepturile omului, combaterea coruptiei
si traficului de fiinte umane si realizarii cu succes la nivel national

a Agendei Mileniului, prin dezvoltarea mecanismelor adecvate de
finantare prin comert, investitii, asistentd si buna guvernare.

In scopul imbunatatirii imaginii si cresterii rolului sdu in cadrul ONU,
Republica Moldova si-a prezentat candidaturile pentru alegerile din
acest an in mai multe organe elective ale Natiunilor Unite, inclusiv
in ECOSOC, unul din principalele organe ale Adunarii Generale
ONU, precum si in Consiliul pentru Drepturile Omului si Comitetul
Interguvernamental pentru Salvgardarea Patrimoniului Cultural
Imaterial al UNESCO.

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Centres Provide Life Support for

Vulnerable Youth

Boarding school graduates, others benefit from range

of services

Orphans and children from disadvantaged
families in Moldova are those most affected

by human trafficking. Among the most vulnerable
are boarding school graduates who find
themselves with no home, no profession,

and no job upon graduation.

When Natalia’s father started to serve a prison term,
her mother decided to send Natalia to a boarding
school, since the mother was unemployed and unable
to provide for her child. Upon graduation from the
boarding school in Ungheni, Natalia came back to her
unemployed parents and a small, poorly furnished,
unheated hostel room of nine sg. meters. The only
thing her parents cared about was alcohol - they
barely noticed the girl except when she needed to

do the house work. Sometimes Natalia did not eat

for days. The father was brutal to her; the mother was
simply indifferent. “When my parents fought, | had no
place to hide. | was forced to go outside to just sit and
cry in the courtyard so that the neighbours do not see
me,” says Natalia.

She wanted to run away from home, to anywhere,
just to escape from her parents. She started to think
of getting a job abroad, even though she had heard
about the risks of trafficking. But in December 2005,
on the recommendation of the Director of boarding
school where she studied, Natalia was referred to the
“Credo”, the Ungheni Social Reintegration Centre for
Youth. She was housed there, provided medical and
psychological-social assistance, and life skills training.

“l did a tailoring course,” says Natalia. “With the help of
social assistants of the Centre, | got a job at one of the
tailoring workshops in Ungheni. Now | have a decent
salary, and started to save money to find a room to
rent.”

“Credo” Centre is a component of a project to

assist young people who lack parental care and

new boarding schools graduates. The project was
implemented by UNDP Moldova and funded by
USAID under President’s Bush Anti-Trafficking
Initiative. “Credo” can provide accommodations for 12
people at a time, but it also offers a range of services
to the community’s young people who do not need
housing. Over a hundred of young people benefited
from the Centre’s services during its first year.

“During their stay in the Centre, young people have
an opportunity to learn to live independently,”
emphasizes Tatiana Ticu, social assistant of this
institution. “They learn how to manage the money
they receive to buy food, toiletries, and clothes.
Along with the other useful things, they acquire
basic life skills."

Apart from the Social Reintegration Centres for Youth,
the project also opened a Maternal Centre in the
town of Drochia. The Centre provides assistance to
mothers and pregnant women at risk and in crisis
situations and, ultimately, vocational training and
other training programme to help them find jobs.

Sisters Aurica and Irina graduated from the
professional schools in Carpineni and Hincesti - the
first got a tailoring diploma, and the second has
become a baker. Their father went to work in Russia,
but doesn’t send any money, and hasn’t written

a word for half a year. Their mother is not able to
provide for her five children. The only income of
the family is the crop from their land share, which

is enough for subsistence. The Social Reintegration
Centre "Amigo” from Carpineni offered the girls

a whole package of services, including housing.
Beginning last summer, Aurica was employed by a
textile factory in laloveni, and Irina started to work as
a baker’s assistant at a kindergarten in Chisinau.

Liuba Balan, the director of the Centre “Amigo’, says that
such cases of successful integration of young people
into society are common for her centre. Most children
come from poor families, where bread and butter

are something uncommon. “We provide our services
according to the need of the children,” she says.

Am un salariu bun,
imi adun bani pentru un apartament cu o camera.

Centrul de reintegrare sociald pentru tineri,Credo”
este o componenta a proiectului,Oportunitati

mai bune pentru tineri si femei’, implementat de
Programul Natiunilor Unite pentru Dezvoltare in
Moldova si finantat de Agentia SUA pentru Dezvoltare
Internationala la Initiativa Presedintelui Bush pentru
Programul Antitrafic. Centrul a fost creat pentru
ajutorarea tinerilor lipsiti de grija parinteasca si
absolventilor de internate. Capacitatea de cazare a
institutiei este de 12 locuri, dar de serviciile acesteia
pot beneficia si tineri din comunitate care nu se
confrunta cu problema spatiului locativ.

Surorile Aurica si Irina au absolvit scoala profesionald
din Carpineni — una a obtinut diploma de croitoreasa,
alta de brutdreasa.

rand, nu trimite nici un ban. Mama nu este in stare sa
intretind cei cinci copii — singurul venit al familiei este
obtinut de pe cota de pamant, insa acesta nu asigura
nici minimumul de existenta.

VULNERABLE YOUTH

“Some of them would like to
learn a profession, others want
to try different courses, and
others simply don’t have a
home. We talk to them several
times, trying to identify what
help we can provide to them.”

The Carpineni Centre serves
youth from throughout its

region. Ruslan is from Dancu. He

will stay at the Centre until the
age of 18, when he will be able
to get a job. Until then, he helps
out around the Centre, and
recently studied driving. Soon
he will get the driver’s license.

There are four Social
Reintegration Centres for Youth
created with the support of
USAID. Apart from the Centres
for Youth, the project has
opened a Maternal Centre in

Drochia that provides assistance

to mothers with children and to
pregnant women at risk. They
benefit from accommodations
and medical care and,
ultimately, vocational training
and other training programmes
to help them find jobs.
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In order to assure the continuity
and sustainability of the project,
the Centres are administered

by local NGOs. Up to ten Social
Reintegration Centres will be
created with USAID financial
support in Moldova, with a total
number of approximately 600
young people and mothers with
children being assisted annually.
It is not a big number, especially

Moldova launches effort to reform, replace boarding schools

and orphanages

The Moldovan Government has launched a
reform of the residential childcare system. The
Cabinet of Ministers is going to consider the
draft 2007-2012 National Strategy and Action
Plan for the Reform of the Residential Childcare
System. UNICEF and EU are supporting this
reform, which is part of a project titled,
“Development of integrated social care services
for vulnerable families and children at risk”.

“I've been in this boarding school for three years. It
pains me to live here. Every day | ask myself: Who
needs us? Who cares about us? We are nobody’s
children. There are younger children who grow up
with me and | often see them with tears in their eyes
wishing to have a shoulder to cry on. But who would
give it to them? Children of my age and the older
ones say they do not care about their life and see no
use of it” These are several quotations from the diary
of Irina, a girl who is spending her childhood far away
from her parents in one of the boarding schools in
Moldova.

Currently, over 12 000 children grow up and study
in 67 boarding schools and orphanages in Moldova.
Most of them, 85%, have one or two living parents.
All these children want and need to grow up in a
family. These children face a number of difficulties.
Studies have shown that a child who has been
educated in a residential institution is not self-
confident, finds it more difficult to get a job, and is
at-risk for running afoul of or the law.

The goal of the reform is to reduce the number of
children who grow up and develop apart from their
family. The family is a place where the child can

feel safe and develop with proper guidance, thus
increasing the odds that a child becomes a successful
adult. During the reform project, community-based
services will be established and developed to protect
vulnerable children and families. Services to prevent
children from being placed into boarding schools
and to reintegrate them into families will be a priority,
and family support services will be developed for this
purpose. Integrated social care services will also be
developed in communities to prevent children from
institutionalization. These include:

Family - type services: guardianship, family-type
homes, foster care. These services benefit children
as they provide them with a safe environment which
approximates a family. This is important for a child’s
proper development.

Community - based services: Day care centres,
maternal centers, temporary placement centers.
They provide vulnerable children and families with
rooms and services, and professionals provide help in
finding individualized solutions for each case.

These services offer a better home to children than
orphanages or boarding schools. They are less
expensive than residential care institutions, and have
already proved their efficiency in Moldova. These
services might even be expanded.

As to the residential care institutions, some of them
will be transformed into community-based centers.
In some areas, residential institutions will remain
open, but will have fewer children and will provide
improved services based on the best interest of the
children. Inefficient boarding schools and orphanages
will be closed down. A separate decision on closure
of each institution will be made based an assessment
being made of all residential care institutions. Data
collection began on January 18 and will be finalized
by March 10 this year. After having synthesized

the data, a Master Plan for Transformation of each
residential care institution in Moldova will be
developed.

The reform initiative is the first step undertaken

by the Republic of Moldova towards European
integration. The reform of the residential care system
is on the agenda of many countries in Europe,

the CIS, and worldwide.

Guvernul Republicii Moldova a demarat reforma
sistemului rezidential de ingrijire a copilului.

»Ma aflu de trei ani la acest gimnaziu internat. Zi de

zi ma intreb: cui trebuim? cui ii pasa de noi? Suntem
copii ai nimanui. Aldturi de mine traiesc copii mai

mici pe care ii vad deseori cu lacrimi in ochi si care ar
dori sa planga pe umarul cuiva apropiat. Dar cine il
ofera? Cei de o varsta cu mine sau mai mari imi spun
ca nu le mai pasa de viata lor si cd nu-i mai vad nici

un rost”. Sunt cateva spicuiri din jurnalul Irinei, o fata
care isi traieste copildria departe de parinti in unul din
internatele Moldovei.

Astazi, peste 12 mii de copii cresc si invata in cele 67
de internate si case de copii din Moldova. Majoritatea
acestor copii — 85% - au unul sau ambii parinti vii.
Toti acesti copii doresc si au nevoie sa creascd intr-o
familie. Altfel, ei risca sa-si gaseasca mult mai greu

un rost in viata. Studiile au demonstrat ca un copil

educat intr-o institutie rezidentiala nu are incredere in
propriile forte, isi gaseste mai greu un loc de munca si
poate intra in conflict cu legea.

Scopul reformei este de a reduce numarul copiilor
care cresc si se dezvolta separat de familie. Familia
este locul in care copilul se simte cel mai bine si se
poate dezvolta armonios - conditii importante pentru
a deveni un matur de succes. In cadrul reformei vor

fi create si dezvoltate noi servicii comunitare de
protectie a copilului si familiilor vulnerabile. Prioritare
vor fi actiunile de prevenire a plasarii copilului in
internat si cele de reintegrare a copilului in familie,
pentru aceasta fiind dezvoltate servicii de sprijin
familial. De asemenea, in comunitati vor fi create

si extinse servicii sociale integrate care vor preveni
plasarea copilului intr-o institutie rezidentiala:

De tip familial: Tuteld, case de copii de tip familial,
asistenta parentala profesionista. Aceste servicii sunt
benefice copilului, deoarece asigura un mediu sigur
si apropiat celui familial, important pentru o buna
dezvoltare.

De tip comunitar: Centre de zi, centre maternale,
centre de plasament temporar. Ele ofera spatiu si
servicii copiilor si familiilor vulnerabile, iar specialistii
intervin profesionist pentru a gdsi o solutie optima
pentru fiecare caz in parte.

Serviciile asigura copilului o casa mai bund decat
orfelinatul sau internatul. Ele sunt mai putin costisitoare
decat institutiile rezidentiale, si-au dovedit deja eficienta
in Republica Moldova si pot fi multiplicate.

In acelasi timp, o parte din institutiile rezidentiale
vor fi transformate in centre comunitare. In unele
localitati vor fi mentinute institutiile rezidentiale,

dar cu un numar mai mic de copii si cu servicii
imbunatatite, centrate pe interesul si binele copilului.
Internatele sau casele de copii ineficiente vor fi
inchise. Decizia privitor la fiecare institutie in parte
va fi luatd in urma evaludrii tuturor institutiilor
rezidentiale. Colectarea datelor a inceput pe 18
ianuarie 2007 si urmeaza sa fie finalizata pe 10 martie
curent. In urma sintetizarii acestor date, va fi adoptat
un Plan cadru de transformare a fiecdrei institutii
rezidentiale din Moldova.

Projects review meeting highlights collaboration

The Moldovan government welcomes and is grateful

for the presence of the UN and UNFPA in Moldova,
according to a speech given on February 1, 2007.

The speech was part of the Annual Projects Review
Meeting 2004-2006, organized by the UNFPA and the
Government of Moldova. This annual event is part of the
important cooperation activities between UNFPA and
the Government. The First Deputy Prime Minister of the
Republic of Moldova, Mrs. Zinaida Greceanii, spoke the
meeting. Below are excerpts from her speech:

The Government of Moldova welcomes the presence
of all UN Agencies in our country and is especially
grateful to UNFPA for the specific support aimed at the
development and strengthening of the national capacity
for implementing the National RH Programme and RH
Strategy, and for interventions in health education.

All these important activities provide the conditions
necessary for the improving and making national
legislation and regulations consistent with European
ones, and consistent with Moldovan'’s desire

for integration into the European Union.

The good news is that the Government will implement
a Country Programme Action Plan (CPAP) for 2007-

2011 with the support of UNFPA. This Programme

was recently approved by the UNFPA Executive Board
during the session on January 26, 2007. The fruitful
experience of collaboration between the Government
and UNFPA specifies the extension and strengthening of
this collaboration through the first Country Programme
Action Plan, which was developed according to the
priorities established by the Government of Moldova.
These priorities are Reproductive Health, Gender Equity,
Population management, and Development.

The CPAP, developed over 5 years, will lead to fortifying
the cooperation between UNFPA and the Government,
to improving the efficiency of common activities in the
field of population and development, and to increasing
technical assistance provided to our country.

The Government is undertaking considerable efforts
attempting to redress the demographic indicators of
Moldova, indicators that in the 90’s declined. Increasing
natural growth and well-being of the populationis a
major component of Moldova’s National Development
Plan. The demographic projections represent a major
instrument in developing programmes and strategies
on the economic and social development of the country,
and are indispensable in substantiating the components
of a realistic and efficient demographic policy. Today, the
development of a national population policy is needed
more than ever. Postponing decision-making in this
field will lead to amplifying the demographic crisis and
increasing costs of future interventions.

The Government has recently approved the development
of the National Commission for Population and
Development. Its primary responsibilities are to evaluate
population data and to formulate national policies

and plans-based data, projections, and demographic
analyses. It is worth mentioning that UNFPA offered
important support in formulating the concept and the
attributions of the Commission in 2005 and 2006.

The Government of Moldova appreciates the
UNFPA's initiative to initiate social programmes in the
Transnistrian region. The Government of Moldova
appeals to all international bodies to develop and
support programmes of assistance towards the

feeling empowered these days. On December 9, 2006, UNFPA SPOKE THI;
(United Nations Population Fund), in cooperation with the MEETING

Ministry of Education and Youth, opened an Information and
Documentation Centre. Located in the Plopi-Stiubei area, the
centre is well equipped with furniture, IT, and educational
materials. The centre provides informative materials provided
by UNFPA, while allowing access to the main periodicals
available in the Republic of Moldova.

UNFPA's donation of over 100 thousand lei made the centre
possible. The citizens of Plopi-Stiubei, as well as from other
neighboring villages, are now able to explore the Internet,
to find out more information about the UN system and its
specialized agencies, and to study specialty literature in the
mini-library donated by UNFPA and UN Agencies. Young
people form the community benefit from information on
responsible behaviour and reproductive health protection.

It is the second Centre of this kind opened in a rural
community. The first was opened at a school in Drepcauti
village, Briceni region. “In the future, we shall complete
the mini-library with information materials, and the Centre
is already subscribed to all periodicals in the Republic of
Moldova. We hope that the Centre from Plopi-Stiubei will
contribute to the economic and social development of
the rural community. By means of access to information
and information technologies, we hope that the young
people will have faith in the future and develop projects
for rural development,” said Boris Gilca, UNFPA Programme
Coordinator.

Varvara Cherdivara, the director of the public library in Plopi-
Stiubei, emphasized the total lack of literature, of any kind,
including for children. “Daily, around 250 children of the village
do not have access to the desired books, although they all have
the right to education. We do not have any encyclopedias,
dictionaries, or didactic literature. Since 2002, there have been
no donations for the library.” Therefore, materials received
from UNFPA are extremely valuable and necessary for the
Plopi-Stiubei community.

“The majority of rural areas do not have access to
informative materials, information technologies, and quality
services. The young people need education regarding
healthy lifestyle and responsible and risk-free behavior,”
stated Mr. Boris Gilca.

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THE NATIONAL COMMISSION FOR
POPULATION AND DEVELOPMENT

The Government of the Republic of Moldova
has recently adopted the creation of a National
Commission for Population and Development,
under the decision nr. 140.

Its purpose is capacity building in promoting

state Population and Development policies,
coordinating the achievement of the demographic
objectives, monitoring social processes trends and
demographic phenomena, and creating a liaison
with other social policies and programmes. The
commission is based on the Law on Government
nr. 64-XIIl article nr.22, from May 31, 1990. The
Commission will act under the coordination of the
Vice Prime-Minister Vitalie Vrabie under the direct
supervision of the Prime Minister of the Republic
of Moldova, Vasile Tarlev.

The members of the National Commission for
Population and Development and its regulations
were approved. The created Commission

will develop and present to the Government

its proposals regarding: the mechanism of
disaggregated data collection and sharing
regarding main demographic indicators;
demographic risks and evaluation criteria of the
demographic risk situations for Moldova; main
objectives in the demographic field, guidelines for
developing a National Strategy on demographic
security issues, and a National Programme on long
and mid term demographic security issues.

The current activity of the Commission shall be
ensured by an executive secretariat, remunerated
within the limit of the budgetary allotments,
designed for this kind of activities.

It is worth mentioning that UNFPA offered
support and technical assistance necessary for
formulating the concept and attributions of
the National Commission for Population and
Development.

Julie, what was the strongest impression
of Moldova when you were here?

| was actually quite surprised by people’s warmth,
openness, and very welcoming attitude. Last time |
was in Eastern Europe was in 1999 in the Ukraine...
| am sure that the Ukraine has changed a lot since
then. Moldova gave me the following feeling: a very
welcoming people with a strong interest about
foreigners. Everyone | met was very eager to share
their culture and history. They invited me to see
their homes and families.

It was also very easy to get by in the country, even
without speaking a word of Romanian or Russian.
Everyone | met tried to make me feel at ease, even
if we had to speak with hands and feet at times!
Everyone made sure | understood them.

I have also visited several eco-tourism projects
supported by UNDP near Orhei, and | was again

very pleasantly surprised to see how beautiful
the Moldovan countryside is...| was also very
impressed by the historical centre of Chisinau.
Itis stunning. All buildings that are being
renovated now are simply beautiful.

And | almost forgot, beyond welcoming people and
a beautiful country, you also have incredible wines,
liquors and very good food! | did very much enjoy
mamaliga, although it is quite hard to go back to
work after eating it for lunch... | highly recommend
it, but would definitely keep it for dinner!

How were the Moldovans you met similar,
or different, than those in other countries
where you have worked for the United Nations?

I mostly work with the UN in Africa, so definitely
it is a very different setting to work in. Working
in Moldova actually enabled me to get a sense
of perspective towards my work with other UN
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Ungheni Primary School “Spiridon Vargheli”. Experimental classroom especially designed for shy pupils, based on the Step by
Step educational model that encourages students to work in groups in order to develop communication and artistic skills.

agencies in different parts of the world. Children
living in abject poverty, horrible human rights
violations, extreme corruption.... Although poverty
numbers in Moldova are striking and the country
is considered as one of the poorest in Europe, this
is a very different type of poverty that one will
encounter in Africa. | have also found that people
here were very keen on helping one another and
that most projects that | visited were very well
owned by communities. Even if the UN helps
jumpstart a project, it seems like communities do
everything they can to make it work and make a
difference for their people.

Generally speaking, | found that people | have
worked with in Moldova were extremely efficient.
Things are getting done very fast and all promises
have been kept, which makes my job much easier
than in most other countries. All people | have
met in Moldova were extremely hard working and
dedicated to making a difference in their country.
Although Moldova is quite small, it is impressive to
see how much it has to offer and how much gifted
young (and older!) professionals are working hard
towards improving social and economic standards
while opening new horizons for the future.

Is a picture worth a thousand words? How does
Julie Pudlowski define a good photo?

A good photo will depict a situation in an accurate
manner, and will help the viewer understand a
complex situation. A better photo will do so in an
aesthetic way and a great photo will stir-up emotions.

This is why | decided to move to photography. |
have a Ph.D. in international development, but | felt
that photography and visual communications could
help me share strong messages in a very direct and
emotional way.

Combining aesthetics and emotions to help shed light
on the world’s most intractable problems to encourage
people to take action is a very powerful tool. The UN

is excellent at writing reports, detailed accounts of
human right violations and economic situations, but
much less at appealing to the general public.

Photography can help attract people’s attention

to major challenges by appealing to their positive
emotions. My job is to ensure that the general
public, civil society actors, the international
community, and governments get a good sense of
the important activities undertaken by the UN that
will make they want to look further into detailed
documents and encourage partnerships. Thanks
to strong visuals, we can help people get a better
understanding of what it is that the UN really does.
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The site of Old Orhei has applied to UNESCO world heritage sites. UNDP has
assisted the city in promoting its tourism attractions and build the necessary

At-risk youth will benefit from new Regional Resource

Centre in Cahul

Thousands of children and adolescents from
Cahul, a town in the Southern part of the Republic
of Moldova, have access to information and
professional and vocational counseling thanks

to a new Regional Resource Centre for Youth
called “Impuls”. The centre opened in Cahul

on December 8, 2006.

The goals of the new centre include providing
information services, creating opportunities for youth to
spend their free time wisely, and providing health and
lifestyle education to youth and adolescents from the
Cahul region. The Centre provides informational, social,
psychological and legal assistance to at-risk young
people, primarily targeting vulnerable and abandoned
minors. In addition, “Impuls” promotes youth
participation in community development through the
involvement of volunteers in social activities.

The Centre developed a network of over 50
volunteers from Cahul region and the neighbouring
villages Zirnesti, Cucoara and Andrusul de Sus. A
team of volunteers within the Centre is trained in
organization management, community participation
and development, outreach methods for children and

adolescents in need, and management of information
resources. The volunteers will provide services and
develop social activities targeting children and
adolescents in Cahul area. In December 2006, the
volunteers conducted the first trainings in schools

on family planning, healthy lifestyle promotion,
children’s rights, spending free time.

Beginning in February 2007, the volunteer team

of “Impuls” Centre was scheduled to publish

a newspaper titled “Coolmea’, for and about
adolescents that was to be distributed in schools and
youth-based NGOs.

“Impuls” Centre is launched in partnership with the
International Organization for Migration, Mission to
the Republic of Moldova, with the financial support
of the Ministry of Foreign Affairs of Italy as part

of a larger project, “Fighting Trafficking in Minors

in Unaccompanied Minors: Urgent Measures for
Children in Need”

“This is an innovative project which tries to respond
to the challenge of the impact of adults’ migration on
minors left behind,” said Teresa Albano, programme
coordinator from MRF Rome.

The project is based on four components:

® Rehabilitation and/or refurbishment of already existing
structures in the municipalities identified in 3 regions
from Moldova: Chisinau, Balti, Cahul;

® Professional training and exchange of experiences
in the field of prevention of minors’ abuse, targeting
national institutions;

@ Vocational training targeting minors in the three regions
who are at risk of being involved in trafficking and
smuggling;

@ Information and public information on illegal
migration and human trafficking.

“The project aims at supporting the creation of local,
multidisciplinary networks to prevent and respond to
those situations of children abandonment, abuse, school
drop out and delinquency that most probably will push
minors to leave the country,”added Teresa Albano.

Misiunea CRRT,Impuls” este de a acorda servicii
informationale, a crea oportunitati pentru petrecerea
timpului liber si educa un mod de viatd sandtos in randul
tinerilor din regiunea Cahul. Centrul acordd asistenta
informationald, sociald, psihologica si juridica pentru
tinerii in situatii de risc, beneficiarii Centrului fiind in
primul rand copiii si tinerii vulnerabili si cei abandonati.
Aditional, aceasta institutie promoveazd participarea
tinerilor la dezvoltarea comunitard prin implicarea
voluntarilor in activitati sociale.

INTERNATIONAL MIGRANTS DAY
ROUNDTABLE DISSECTS MIGRANT
ISSUES IN MOLDOVA

The impact of migration on individuals and

on Moldova was the topic of discussion at a
roundtable meeting held on December 19,
2006. Governmental officials, representatives
of international organizations, and civil society
representatives were present.

The event was organized by the International
Organization for Migration’s (IOM) Mission to
Republic of Moldova to commemorate International
Migrants’ Day. This annual event, held December 18,
is officially named the International Day of Solidarity
with Migrants.

At the roundtable, “International Migrants Day:
Migration Realities in Moldova’; participants
approached migration as a complex and crosscutting
phenomena, with its positive and negative impacts
on Moldovan society.

The discussion was built around four study reports
written by IOM, UNICEF, and UNDP with the
support of the Swedish International Development
Cooperation Agency (Sida) and the European

Impactul migratiei si al remitentelor
la nivel de gospodatrie, situatia copiilor ramasi fara
ingrijirea parinteasca in urma migratiei, costul uman al
migratiei, impactul ei asupra comunitatilor si incélcarea
drepturilor migrantilor moldoveni - iata cateva
subiecte care au fost analizate.

Commission. The impact of migration and
remittances at the household level, the situation

of children left behind by migrating parents,

the human cost of migration, its impact on
communities, and the abuse of Moldovan migrants’
rights were among the subjects addressed.

The studies show that while Moldovan migrants’
remittances amounted to one third of the country’s
Gross Domestic Product (just above 1 USS$ billion

in 2006), and the remittances investments in

small businesses slightly increased, migration in
Moldova negatively impacts children left behind by
migrating parents. In addition, the human rights of
migrants from Moldova are violated. These findings
prove once again the fact that migration needs to
be approached as a complex phenomenon with
both positive and negative aspects.

“There is no denying that migrants make a
significant contribution to the social and economic
development of the countries in which they live and
work. Given that, equal consideration must be given
to their safety and well-being,” says IOM Director
General Brunson McKinley. “Migrants have to be
helped in a rapid, safe and well-coordinated manner.”

At a ceremony at United Nations headquarters,
the world’s top-ranked women'’s tennis

player, Maria Sharapova, was appointed a
Goodwill Ambassador for the United Nations
Development Programme (UNDP). At the same
time, Sharapova announced a donation of
$100,000 to UNDP Chernobyl-recovery projects.

“UNDP works around the world making a positive
difference in people’s lives, and | am proud to add my
personal commitment to its work,” said Sharapova,
who will serve in her new role to rally support for the
global campaign against poverty. “UNDP’s efforts in
the fight against poverty are crucial for young people
everywhere to achieve their potential. | am looking
forward to working with UNDP”

Sharapova’s work with UNDP will include promoting
international efforts to achieve the Millennium
Development Goals. Adopted by 189 countries in 2000,
the Goals are clear, time-bound targets for achieving
measurable improvements in the lives of the world’s
poorest people. They aim at eradicating poverty, putting
children in schools, promoting women's rights, fighting
killer diseases, and providing access to safe drinking
water. UNDP is working to help countries around the
world achieve these goals by 2015.

“UNDP is very proud to welcome Ms. Sharapova as
our Goodwill Ambassador,” said Ad Melkert, UNDP’s
Associate Administrator and UN’s Under-Secretary-
General.“She is a role model for young people who
face challenging conditions in life. She is already
building on her success as a top athlete to create
concrete opportunities for disadvantaged young
people to improve their lives.”

At the ceremony, Sharapova announced a $100,000
contribution to eight youth-oriented projects in
rural communities in Belarus, the Russian Federation
and Ukraine that still suffer the after-effects of the
Chernobyl disaster of 1986.

Sharapova’s donation from the newly created

Maria Sharapova Foundation will fund projects
aimed at improving computer access, promoting
ecological awareness, and restoring sports facilities
and hospitals in the three countries most affected
by Chernobyl. These projects complement a broad
portfolio of UN work helping Chernobyl-affected
communities regain a sense of self-sufficiency, build

new livelihoods, and bring a once-blighted region
back to life.

“My first step is to focus on the Chernobyl-affected
region, where my family has roots,” said Sharapova.
“Today, it is poverty and lack of opportunities that
pose the greatest threat for young people in the
Chernobyl region.”

“UNDP is especially pleased that Ms. Sharapova is
targeting a region that is often overlooked by donors,”
concluded Melkert.“We know that community-
recovery projects of the sort that she has targeted for
her generous donation hold great promise.”

Maria Sharapova joins an elite group of UNDP
Goodwill Ambassadors, which includes soccer
stars Ronaldo of Brazil, Zinédine Zidane of
France, and newly appointed Didier Drogba of
Cote d’lvoire; Japanese actress Misako Konno;
and Crown Prince Haakon Magnus of Norway.

She was born on 19 April, 1987 in Nyagan,
Siberia, after her family fled the city of Gomel in
Belarus in the wake of the Chernobyl accident.
The family lived in Nyagan for 2 years and then
moved to the Black Sea town of Sochi. In 1995,
Sharapova left Russia and became a full-time
student at IMG’s Nick Bolletieri Tennis Academy.

Moldovan Workshops Raise Awareness
of Child Labour in Agriculture

Managers hear message from the National Federation of
Employers in Agriculture and Food Industry (FNPAIA) and
the International Labour Organization (ILO)

15 regional workshops for agricultural
entrepreneurs have been held in different
locations throughout Moldova, including
Edinet, Balti, Floresti, Soroca, Ungheni, Orhei,
Straseni, Criuleni, Hancesti, Stefan Voda,
Causeni, Cahul, Taraclia, Comrat and Anenii
Noi. These workshops were organized by the
Moldovan FNPAIA and supported by the ILO
Bureau for Employers’ Activities (ACT/EMP).

These activities, which took place recently and
included hundreds of managers from the agricultural
industry and community leaders, are part of an ILO
project, funded by the government of Norway, aimed
at eliminating child labour. By promoting public
information initiatives, the project contributes to

the creation of networks and alliances at the local
and national levels aimed at preventing, combating,
and eliminating the worst forms of child labour in
agriculture. The FNPAIA is delivering this message
through its pool of trainers in rural areas.

Mr. Sergiu Sainciuc, Deputy Minister of Economy and
Trade, said, “A difference should be made between
light work for a few hours after school and child
labour, which is harmful and deprives children

of education.” His comments were made at the
opening in Chisinau of the second phase of a training
workshop for trainers.

During this series of 15 regional workshops, the
FNPAIA distributed an information brochure, “A
decent future for our children by eliminating child
labour”, that targets employers. The FNPAIA also
released a training manual for trainers on combating
child labour in agriculture entitled, “Employers’
response to child labour”. This greatly assisted the
trainers in delivering the message.

Mr. Valeriu Bulgari, chairman of the FNPAIA, stated
in the Foreword of the publication: “The Manual is

for employers, in their role as employers and parents,  “EMPLOYERS'
to differentiate between work which helps children E:;Z%':ﬁ'i TOCHILD

get work skills and hard, hazardous work, which
hampers their future... It is good that you create jobs.
But help the children to use these jobs later when
they become adults. This is one of the messages
transmitted to employers by our trainers.”

Another message delivered by the FNPAIA team

of trainers during their meeting with agricultural
entrepreneurs is, “The place of the child is in school,
while the child’s work is to study.” This message comes
from the Statement which was signed in October,
2005 by the FNPAIA and its member associations.

The regional workshops were based on international
conventions on child protection and on the need to
identify actions at the local level needed to combat
hazardous child labour in agriculture.

“We don't want in Moldova a whole
generation that has no work skills.
We want to make sure that children
do not undertake harmful or
hazardous work or work long hours
so that they cannot attend school.
A child’s rights to education and
development must be respected.
Children who receive a good
education and have good health
can bring great benefits to their
communities and the country as a
whole,"declared Eugenia Ganea,
Coordinator of the FNPAIA-ILO
project during the workshop in
Ungheni.

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Youth Take to the Airwaves

It is important that young people’s voices are heard in society

It's Wednesday, February 7th. First a catchy
tune... Then new, young voices unknown to the
public interrupt the usual broadcast at 5:15 p.m.
on Moldova’s National Radio Station. Listeners
turn up the volume on their radios. What’s going
on here? A young presenter announces to the
surprised audience that they are listening to

the first ever Tineradio programme of the Youth
Radio Studio and that another programme will
follow at the same time next week.

Back at the radio station, the 11 adolescents who
have prepared the show are thrilled with the results.
To produce a high-quality programme has taken
several months of hard work researching subjects and
recording hundreds of metres of tape. Throughout
these preparations, the microphone has been their
best friend; using it, they have shared their ideas,
thoughts and exchanged their problems. Students
who previously didn't have the slightest idea how

a radio studio worked, today consider themselves
competent radio journalists.

“I believe it is the most democratic and honest way to
build a communication bridge to young people,’ said
Mihaela Babici, age 17, programme presenter.

The topic for the first programme was, appropriately,
communication. The teenagers explored aspects and
facets of the issue of relevance to their lives, such as
communication between children and parents; between
peers; between genders; at school; and non-verbal
communication through flowers, colours, signs, sounds.

The Tineradio programme will be broadcast for 45
minutes every Wednesday at 5:15 p.m. The topics,
jingle and the clips are all chosen and produced by
teenagers. They even composed the music for the
segments. “We are a lucky group of adolescents
because we were given the opportunity to
communicate efficiently through radio,” said Mihaela
Babici, age 17, programme presenter.

“It was a totally new experience for me. | had never
before carried out an interview," said 18-year-old Radu
Ursu, reporter. “One of my subjects was a foreigner,

so | had to speak to him in English. | think that this
experience will be very useful for me in the future,
regardless of what profession | ultimately choose.” Radu
interviewed Ray Virgilio Torres, UNICEF Representative
in Moldova. They discussed the importance and
purpose of the Youth Media Network, which was
established in Moldova by UNICEF. Children wanted to
know why UNICEF is investing money in such projects.
Mr. Torres said that it is important that young people’s
voices are heard in society.

“For UNICEF, this show is most of all a forum for young
people where they can talk about their problems and

needs without going through adult intermediaries,”
commented Larisa Lazarescu-Spetetchi, UNICEF
Programme Coordinator for HIV and Vulnerable
Adolescents.

Before they could write scripts, conduct interviews
and make a live broadcast, the budding-broadcasters
had to first come to Radio House many times to learn
about radio and radio journalism from professionals.
“I have followed these teens from the very beginning
when they entered the studio for the first time until
thanks to their own efforts, they broadcast their first
show," says Valentina Romanciuc, studio coordinator.
“The change has been amazing. They have grown up.
They have become more serious and reflective. It also
seems that the experience they have gained at the
studio has helped them in their daily lives. Some who
were very shy are now celebrities at their schools, and
others who were afraid of speaking in public are now
always the centre of attention.”

The Youth Radio Studio is financed by UNICEF and
the Youth Media Center. “For UNICEF, this show is
most of all a forum for young people where they can
talk about their problems and needs without going
through adult intermediaries,” says Larisa Lazarescu-
Spetetchi, UNICEF Programme Coordinator for HIV
and Vulnerable Adolescents. “The voices of young
people are very important to us, so we continue to
invest in youth media projects.”

This studio is an integral part of the Youth Media
Network, which includes is 75 newspapers, 27 school
radio stations, 6 television and radio studios outside
of a school setting, and a photography workshop.
The network was created in 2003 by the Youth Media
Center and is financed by UNICEF.

First virtual network linking women in politics
throughout the world was launched at the United
Nations: the International Knowledge Network of
Women in Politics (iKNOW Politics). This ground-
breaking initiative was founded in partnership

by the International Institute for Democracy and
Electoral Assistance (International IDEA), the Inter-
Parliamentary Union (IPU), the National Democratic
Institute for International Affairs (NDI), the United
Nations Development Programme (UNDP) and

the United Nations Development Fund for Women
(UNIFEM).

This innovative global platform — www.iKNOWPolitics.
org - is specifically designed to promote gender-
sensitive governance and advance the role and number
of women in political and public life. iKNOW Politics
connects parliamentarians, representatives, candidates,
political party leaders and members, researchers,
academia and practitioners across borders, generations
and faiths, equipping them with the materials, expertise
and best practices to make their political mark.

The need for this resource is clear. Though the number
of women in politics has grown in recent years, they are
still under-represented and face innumerable obstacles
to full participation. In 2006, less than 17 per cent of

Drawing on a database of over 100 experts on women in
politics, IKNOW Politics allows users to access an online
library with more than 400 reports, handbooks and
training materials in English, French and Spanish from
leading international agencies, research institutions,
academia and civil society groups. Other highlights
include a virtual forum for mediated discussions, high-
profile interviews, member-created sites and a variety of
resources on campaigns, elections and quotas, political
parties, parliaments and representatives, advocacy and
lobbying, skills building, budgets and legislation and
post-conflict and transitional participation.
