Workshop Advances e-Government

Solutions

UNDP pioneers projects to improve Information

Technology in Moldova

Moldovan Government and UNDP officials

heard reports on Information Technology (IT)
development during a recent workshop at the
Republican Palace in Chisinau. The workshop
“Advancing e-Government Solutions for Friendly,
Efficient and Secure Public Service” was sponsored
by the Ministry of Information Development with
the support of the United Nations Development
Programme. The workshop was part of the
International IT Conference BIT + 2007.

During the workshop, speakers presented reports

on the implementation of the National Strategy
“Electronic Moldova” and the Concept of Electronic
Governance, created with the support of UNDP
Moldova. The strategy includes projects and practical
solutions for implementing IT technologies in both
local and national governments, and includes a report

UNDP Moldova “e-Governance” project supports two events
during IT week: the Workshop on “Advancing e-Government
Solutions for Friendly, Efficient and Secure Public Service”
and the WEBTOP awards.

on the evolution of e-readiness in Moldova during
the last 2-3 years.

Yuri Misnikov, expert in electronic governance from
the Regional UNDP Centre from Bratislava, spoke
about the best international practices in delivering
governmental electronic services. This was followed
by discussions and debates about the development
of electronic governance in Moldova.

Another expert, Sunil Abraham, Asia-Pacific
Development Information Programme APDIP,
Bangkok, presented the best international practices in
implementing open source software versus licensed
industrial platforms used in electronic governance
systems. He also offered software suggestions for
Moldova.

On April 23, Vladimir Voronin, President of the
Republic of Moldova, officially launched IT Week,
which lasted until April 30.

In his opening speech, President Voronin mentioned
that “the essence of all the events to be held during
this week consists in the fact that the State shall
acquire a new order from society regarding the
importance of this branch in the country’s economy.
It is essential to pay more attention to the digital
signature mechanisms and development of electronic
services. It is necessary to develop an economic
infrastructure that will contribute to increasing the
number of citizens using information resource in
everyday life”

During the opening ceremony of IT Week, Ignacio
Artaza, UNDP Resident Representative a.i. in Moldova,
stated, “UNDP has taken up pioneer actions in
Information Technologies during the initial phases.
In Moldova, UNDP has assisted the Government in
promoting and integrating information technologies
benefits in the development of the country policies
and strategies. Implementing the National Strategy
on Building an Information Society, created with

the assistance of UNDP, will contribute to poverty
eradication by raising economic competitiveness
and work output in Moldova. This IT week (including
the BIT+ Conference 2007) represented another
extraordinary example of getting national partners,
international partners and donors together, in order
to share experience, discuss important problems
regarding electronic governance, and identify
efficient solutions for Moldova, based on the
knowledge of the international experts.”

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Republic of Moldova is in Critical Need
of Demographic Policies

Policies should address migration, birth rate, family support

Recently, Mr. Nicolai Botev, UNFPA/CST
Bratislava international expert in Population
and Development issues for Eastern Europe and
Central Asia, has been on a mission to Chisinau.
Nikolai Botev met governmental policymakers
and representatives of academic institutions in
the capital. Mr. Botev came with a number of
recommendations regarding Moldova'’s serious
demographic issues, including population

and migration.

- How is Moldova situated in the context of the
regional demographic decline?

- The demographic situation of your country is not
very different from the one of the other states in

the Eastern Europe. Taking into consideration the
decrease of the young population numbers because
of the low birth rate (which is under the necessary
level for ensuring the replacement of generations on
a long term); the Republic of Moldova can already
be considered a country of the European Union. By
the ‘90s, Moldova registered the highest birth rate
comparing to its neighbour states. For example,

the birth rate did not decrease as

of Moldova does not promote pro-birth policies,
policies that would provide real support for the
families that wish to have children.

- What should be the role of the National
Commission for Population and Development
recently created at Governmental level?

- The role of the commission should mostly be

to develop policies related to population and
development issues, as Moldova remains behind
its neighbour states, such as Romania, Ukraine
and Bulgaria, countries that have been addressing
demographic decline on a Governmental level for
years.

- As you know, the Republic of Moldova does not
have an institution responsible for demographic
problems, nor a university department that would
train specialists in demography. Are there any
other similar situations in Europe?

- There are two small and less known states, and

namely Monaco and Andorra, which do not invest in

such issues. Taking into consideration the magnitude
of the demographic phenomenon

much as in Ukraine. The situation
of the Republic of Moldova is
different because the birth rate,
which is rapidly decreasing, and the
mortality rate, which is increasing
(especially among economically
active population), lead to negative
demographic consequences.
Another challenge of your country
is the issue of massive migration.

- What measures should the
Government undertake in order
to stabilize the demographic
situation?

- The Republic of Moldova does

not have yet the necessary
comprehensive social policies to
address demographic decline.
Initially, it is important to take

into consideration the health of
the population. The migration
phenomenon can be stopped if
active measures in improving the
economic situation are undertaken,
so that people stop living abroad.

It is important to offer them work places and decent

salaries in their home country. Moreover, the Republic

in your country, the Republic of
Moldova urgently needs to develop
demographic policies and to educate
specialists in the field.

- The Transnistrian region is

not included in the official
demographic statistics. What
apolitical measures should the
international organizations
undertake in order to involve the
region in the context of improving
the demographic situation?

- In 2004, the population census
that took place in Moldova did not
include the Transnistrian region. It is
regrettable that more than half of the
population of Moldova which lives
in the Transnistrian region could not
participate to the completion of the
demographic data of the Republic
of Moldova. The international
organizations see this region as

part of the country and wish that
Transnistria becomes part of various
official statistics. It is less probable
to achieve changes in this context only by means of
apolitical measures.

Politicile sociale complexe reprezinta una dintre solutii

Recent, la Chisinau, s-a aflat DI Nicolai Botev,
expert in domeniul populatiei si demografiei

de la Biroul Regional de Suport Tehnic al
Fondului ONU pentru Populatie (UNFPA) din
Bratislava responsabil pentru tarile Europei de
Est si Asiei Centrale. Nicolai Botev s-a intalnit

cu factori decizionali din Guvern, precum si cu
reprezentanti ai cercurilor academice din capitala.
Cu aceasta ocazie, expertul UNFPA a propus o
serie de recomandari privind stoparea declinului
demografic din tara noastra.

- Cum se plaseaza Republica Moldova in contextul
declinului demografic regional?

- Situatia demografica din tara dvs. nu este foarte
diferita fata de cea a altor state din Europa de Est.

Cét priveste scaderea populatiei tinere datorata
natalitatii (ce se afla sub nivelul necesar pentru a
asigura schimbul de generatii pe termen lung),
Republica Moldova poate fi deja consideratd o tara

a Uniunii Europene. Pana in anii ‘90, aici exista cea
mai inalta rata a natalitatii fata de statele vecine.n
perioada de tranzitie, acesti indicatori s-au inrdutatit
considerabil. Totusi, rata natalitatii nu a scazut atat de
mult ca in Ucraina, de exemplu. Situatia din Moldova
este diferita prin faptul ca rata natalitatii care se
diminueaza rapid si rata mortalitatii in ascensiune —in
special, in varsta aptd de munca - conduc la urmari
demografice nefaste. Problema emigrarii masive
reprezinta o alta provocare pentru tara dvs.

- Ce masuri ar trebui sa intreprinda Guvernul in
vederea stabilizarii situatiei demografice?

- Sunt necesare politici sociale complexe, pe care
Republica Moldova incé nu le are. Inainte de toate,

sa acorde mai multa atentie sanatatii populatiei.
Fenomenul migratiunii poate fi oprit dacd vor fi

luate masuri energice de imbunatatire a situatiei
economice, ca oamenii sd nu mai plece peste hotare.
Sa li se ofere locuri de munca si salarii decente acasa.
In plus, Moldova actualmente nu promoveaza politici
pro-nataliste, de sustinere reald a familiilor care
doresc sa aiba copii.

- Care ar trebui sa fie prerogativele Comisiei
Nationale pentru Populatie si Dezvoltare,
creata recent pe langa Guvern?

- Rolul Comisiei ar trebui sa se axeze pe elaborarea
politicilor in acest domeniu, intrucat Republica
Moldova a ramas mult in urma statelor vecine,
precum Romania, Ucraina, Bulgaria, tdri care de mai

- Regiunea transnistreana se afla in afara
statisticilor oficiale demografice. Ce masuri
apolitice ar trebui sa intreprinda organizatiile
internationale pentru a o implica in contextul
rezolvarii problemelor populatiei?

—1n 2004 a avut loc recensamantul populatiei din
Republica Moldova, la care regiunea transnistreana
nu a participat. Este regretabil ca mai mult de
jumatate de milion din populatia tarii care se afla

in regiunea transnistreana nu poate contribui la
completarea datelor demografice ale Republicii
Moldova. Organizatiile internationale privesc aceasta
zona ca pe un teritoriu integrat in componenta tarii si
doresc ca Transnistria sa fie parte in diverse statistici
oficiale.

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Conference Confronts Ageing,
Demographic Changes

Moldova faces challenges as elderly population booms

A recent conference in Moldova underlined the
importance of developing sustainable strategies
for addressing the needs of the elderly. The
International Conference, “Population Ageing

- Challenges and Opportunities for the East
European, Caucasus and Central Asia Countries’,
was organized by UNFPA (United Nations
Population Fund) in the Republic of Moldova,

in cooperation with the UNECE (United Nations
Economic Commission for Europe).

The objectives of the conference were to analyze and
correlate data on population ageing and demographic
changes, expand information on the Regional
Implementation Strategy of the Madrid International
Plan of Action on Ageing (Madrid, 2002), and to provide
useful information for developing national sustainable
strategies and projects for the elderly. The conference
was attended by approximately 60 representatives

of 24 countries from the Eastern Europe, Caucasus

and Central Asia, including the CIS, as well as by
international experts from UN, UNFPA, UNECE, the
European Union, the Vienna Demographic Institute, etc.

The Republic of Moldova joined the countries of the
world by signing the International Conference on
Population and Development Plan of Action as well as
the Madrid International Plan of Action on Ageing. The
Republic of Moldova made a commitment to ensure
universal access to social justice and reproductive
health information and services, to respect fundamental
human rights, and to reduce poverty.

However, the Republic of Moldova has been registering
an essential demographic decline and deterioration of
the population age structure since the end of the ‘80s.

If there aren't sufficient young people, the population
becomes unbalanced, increasing the percentage of older,
dependent persons, creating a difficult demographic
decline. In the years to come, the elderly population

in Moldova is expected to double or triple. This may
severely affect the systems of social protection, and will
require reasonable measures for ensuring decent living
standards, and necessitate developing economic policies
meant for ensuring financial resources for the elderly.

The reforms undertaken to improve sustainable
development of population (continuous reform of

the pensions and social assistance systems, increasing
public investments for implementing the National
Health Programme and the National Reproductive
Health Strategy, and implementing youth policies and
of the national initiative “Moldavian Village”) could
redress the situation if institutional and professional
mechanisms of managing and processing demographic

data are in place. These data could be used in
developing projects and strategies of social-economic
development of the country, including of the National
Development Plan for 2008-2011.

Postponing decisions shall lead to increasing
the costs for interventions

The recent launch of the National Commission

for Population and Development will provide a
resource for promoting population and development
policies, for coordination in achieving the objectives
in the field of demography, and for monitoring
demographic phenomena and their connection to
other Governmental social policies and programmes.
Today, the issue of adopting national policies in the
field of population is more important than ever.
Postponing such decisions in the field of population and
development will exacerbate the demographic crisis
and increase the costs for future interventions.

Globalization processes have proven that although the
differences between states and regions are noteworthy,
these nations nonetheless face common problems such
as demographic decline, population ageing, increase of
dependence rate, and deterioration of the age structure
of the population. These problems make sustainable
development difficult and endangers the achievement
of reforms and strategies to improve the socio-
economic and social protection situation of the country.
Many states from the region have passed the painful
transition period, which proved that the ex-Soviet/
socialistic systems of population social protection and
assistance, based on a planned economy, failed. The
need to reduce poverty and to enact structural reforms
has become obvious to ensure sustainable economic
development and improving living standards, especially
for those who are in greatest need of governmental
protection, the elderly.

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O conferinta abordeaza imbatranirea

In urmatorii ani, Moldova se va confrunta cu o crestere
de doua-trei ori a numarului de pensionari

Biroul Fondului ONU pentru Populatie (UNFPA) din
Republica Moldova, in comun cu Comisia Economica
Europeana a Natiunilor Unite (UNECE), a organizat
recent, la Chisinau, Conferinta internationala
~imbatranirea populatiei - provociri si oportunitati
pentru tarile din Europa de Est, Caucaz si Asia
Centrala”.

Obiectivele conferintei au fost axate pe analiza si
corelarea datelor despre imbdtranirea populatiei si
schimbdrile demografice, extinderea informatiei asupra
Strategiei Regionale de implementare a Planului
International de Actiuni asupra Imbatranirii Populatiei
(Madrid, 2002), precum si furnizarea cunostintelor
privind dezvoltarea strategiilor si proiectelor nationale
durabile pentru persoanele varstnice. La conferinta au
participat circa 50 reprezentanti din 25 de tari din Europa
de Est, Caucaz si Asia Centrald, inclusiv Comunitatea
Statelor Independente, precum si experti internationali
de la ONU, UNFPA, UNECE, Uniunea Europeand, Institutul
de Demografie din Viena etc.

Republica Moldova s-a aldturat statelor lumii, prin
aderarea la Programului de Actiuni al Conferintei
Internationale pentru Populatie si Dezvoltare de la
Cairo si la Planul International de Actiuni de la Madrid
privind Imbétranirea. Astfel, tara noastra si-a asumat
angajamente sa asigure accesul universal la informatii
si servicii in domeniul justitiei sociale, sanatatii
reproductive, sa asigure respectarea drepturilor
fundamentale ale omului si sa reduca sdrdcia.

In acelasi timp, Republica Moldova inregistreaza

de la sfarsitul anilor ‘80 ai secolului trecut un declin
demografic esential si o deteriorare a structurii pe
varsta a populatiei. Mentinerea valorilor actuale de
replicare a populatiei, sporirea gradului de dependenta
a populatiei, duratei medii de viata ar conduce la o
accelerare catastrofald a declinului demografic. In
urmatorii ani, Moldova se va confrunta cu o crestere

de doua-trei ori a numarului pensionarilor (persoane
dependente), fapt care poate afecta grav sistemele

de protectie sociald a tdrii. Aceasta va solicita masuri
rationale pentru asigurarea conditiilor de viata decenta
si va necesita elaborarea politicilor economice menite sa
asigure surse de acoperire financiara in acest scop.

Derularea reformelor pentru ameliorarea dezvoltdrii
durabile a populatiei - reformarea continua a sistemului
de pensionare, a sistemului de asistentd sociala, sporirea

Programului National ,Satul Moldovenesc” - poate redresa
situatia dacd vor fi prezente mecanisme institutionale

si profesionale de gestionare si analiza a datelor
demografice, utilizarea acestora in elaborarea proiectelor si
strategiilor de dezvoltare socio-economica a tdrii, inclusiv a
Planului National de Dezvoltare pentru anii 2008-2011.

Amanarea deciziilor va majora costurile interventiilor

Crearea recenta in Republica Moldova a Comisiei
Nationale pentru Populatie si Dezvoltare va putea oferi
capacitati de promovare a politicilor pentru populatie

si dezvoltare, de coordonare a realizarii obiectivelor in
domeniul demografiei, de monitorizare a tendintelor
fenomenelor demografice si corelarii acestora cu alte
politici si programe sociale ale Guvernului. Astazi
adoptarea unor politici nationale in domeniul populatiei
este mai actuala ca niciodata. Amanarea deciziilor in
domeniu va conduce la aprofundarea crizei demografice
si la majorarea costurilor de interventii pe viitor.

Procesele de globalizare au demonstrat cd, desi
diferentele dintre state si regiuni sunt esentiale, exista
probleme comune, cum ar fi declinul demografic,
imbatranirea populatiei, cresterea ratei dependentei,
deteriorarea structurii pe varste a populatiei, care
genereazd probleme de dezvoltare durabild si pun in
pericol realizarea reformelor si strategiilor de ordin
socio-economic, protectie sociald, asigurarea bundstarii
generatiilor prezente si viitoare. Multe state din regiune
au trecut prin perioada dureroasd de tranzitie, perioada
care a demonstrat cd fostele sisteme sovietice/socialiste
de protectie si asistentd sociala a populatiei, bazate pe
economia planificatd, au fost depdsite de timp si au
falimentat.

Heart-wrenching play displays “tremendous courage”

Thousands of people throughout the Republic
of Moldova will get a chance to watch the

film version of the play “Abandoned People”,
written by the well-known dramatist Dumitru
Crudu. The play tackles the difficult issue

of Moldovans living abroad.

Showings of the movie and an accompanying
information campaign are funded under

the European Commission’s AENEAS project
“Combating Trafficking in Human
Beings in Ukraine and Moldova".
The 304,384 EUR campaign is
co-funded by the Italian Ministry
of Foreign Affairs. The campaign
will be implemented during
2007-2008 by the International
Organization for Migration, Mission
to the Republic of Moldova (IOM
Moldova).

Based on real stories broaching the
massive out migration of Moldovan
citizens, the premiere of the play
took place on November 25, 2005,

in the “Eugene lonesco” theatre with the support
of IOM Moldova. Building on the great success the
play had in Chisinau and throughout the country,
IOM Moldova decided to carry out a nationwide
information campaign.

The screen version of “Abandoned People” will
be shown in over 140 small towns and villages
throughout Moldova, and followed by facilitated
discussions with the audience. As part of this
campaign, over 70 representatives
of Youth Local Councils and IOM
Moldova volunteers were trained
to organize video screenings and
facilitate subsequent discussions. The
story is currently being broadcast by
local and regional TV stations from
Moldova, followed by public debates.
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This initiative was developed in
partnership with the Ministry of
Education and Youth (MEY) of the
Republic of Moldova, as well as
with the Ministry of Economy and
Trade (MET), through the network
of the National Employment

Agency (NEA). In addition to the
video presentations and debates,
brochures will be distributed and
stills from the play will be exhibited.

Remittances

Money can be used to establish, enhance small businesses

A new program is aimed at helping Moldovans
wisely invest remittances from abroad in a way
that stimulates small business growth.

The project, launched in 2007-2008 by the
International Organization for Migration (IOM),
Mission to the Republic of Moldova, is funded by
the European Commission. It will be implemented
in partnership with the Ministry of Economy

and Trade of the Republic of Moldova and the
International Labour Organization (ILO).

According to the World Bank, Moldova is the

first in Europe in terms of the size of remittances
in proportion to GDP. Remittances constitute

one third of Moldova’s GDP. According to the
National Bank of Moldova, in 2006, Moldovan
migrants remitted almost 855 min US dollars. The
recent IOM “Migration and Remittances Survey
2006" shows that over 40 percent of Moldovan
households receive remittances. Most remittances
fund basic household consumption, consumer
durables, the purchase of housing, and debt
repayment. Very little, less than 7 percent, is being
used to finance business investment, and only

5 percent is saved in bank accounts.

The European Commission funded 80 percent of
this 1 mln euro project, titled “Beyond Poverty
Alleviation: Developing a Legal, Regulatory and
Institutional Framework for Leveraging Migrant
Remittances for Entrepreneurial Growth in

Moldova”". This initiative is part of the strategy

of the Moldovan Government to create effective
mechanisms for regulated migration and a
favourable environment for investment of
remittances in Moldova.

The project will develop a national remittances
programme for the Government, improve the
ability of civil servants to develop policies to
enhance the business environment, facilitate
the establishment of the national organization
for small businesses, and develop information
campaigns promoting legal channels of money
transfers. Additionally, the project will train
migrant workers and their families to start up
or improve a business, as well as build linkages
between the Moldovan Diaspora and their home
country.

The project activities also include the creation

of a business start-up almanac for beginning
entrepreneurs and a manual on Financial Services
aimed at helping small entrepreneurs benefit

from adequate financial services. Partnerships
between financial institutions from Italy, one

of the main destination countries of Moldovan
migrants, and Moldova will be fostered to promote
the use of formal transfer channels and use of the
remittances in income-generating investments.

“This project begins in the wake of strengthened
interest of the Government and the international
community to link

migration with
development. It is a first
step in a process that
will see more Moldovan
migrants returning to
Moldova rather than
leaving,” said Martin
Wyss of IOM Moldova.

Government Searches for Viable
Solutions for Institutionalized Children

Alternative family-type services considered

During the last year, the Republic of Moldova has
undertaken important steps to reform the child

and family protection system. The Ministry of Social
Protection, Family and Child has been created, the
first 600 social assistants have been employed, and
the Government has approved the National Strategy
and Action Plan for residential child care system
reform for 2007-2012.

These achievements were presented on May 29 at the
second National Conference, “A New Moldova WITH
and FOR Children”. It was organized exactly a year after
the launching of child care system reform in Moldova.
The event was organized by the Government of the
Republic of Moldova in collaboration with UNICEF and
the European Commission’s Delegation to Moldova.

The reform was launched a year ago by the President
Vladimir Voronin. Its goal is to reduce the number of
children living apart from their families. This is being
done through their reintegration in biological or
extended families, through development of alternative
family-type services, and through prevention of child
institutionalisation. At the same time, the placement
system will be transformed so that remaining
institutions more closely meet childrens’ needs.

How many children live in boarding schools
and children’s homes?

In order to make reorganisation of the residential
protection system possible, a team of independent
experts assessed all the 67 residential institutions.
Currently, more than 11,500 children are at boarding
schools and children’s homes. The majority of them (80%)
have one or both parents alive. 13% go home every day,

20% return to their families every weekend, and 12% were
not at the boarding school/children’s home at the moment
of assessment, most of them being at home.

“Itis important, in the end, that only orphan children
stay at boarding schools and children’s homes, the

ones that have had no chance to be reintegrated in

the biological or extended family, or have not been
placed with alternative family-type services,” said Victor
Tvircun, Minister of Education and Youth. The majority
of residential institutions - 62, with 10,516 children - are
subordinated to the Ministry.

What will boarding schools look like after the reform?

Starting from this year, there will be a reorganisation plan
developed separately for every residential institution.
Some boarding schools or the buildings of these

could become community centres, schools of general
education, or day centres. Other institutions will maintain
their residential status, but will develop family-type
services, including by reorganizing dormitories and other
rooms. One of the most important aspects of the reform
is that all the children from institutions will have a chance
to attend schools in their neighbourhood. The staff of
the institutions will become integral partners in this
transformation process.

According to the UNICEF Representative in Moldova,
Ray V. Torres, the EU and UNICEF have supported the
Government in the creation of the foundation for the
reform. In order for it to take place and to be successful,
the Government has to take on the commitment

to completely implement the National Action Plan
regarding the residential child care system reform for
2007-2012.

Timp de un an, Republica Moldova a realizat pasi
importanti pentru reforma sistemului de protectie
a copilului si a familiei. Astfel, a fost creat
Ministerul Protectiei Sociale, Familiei si Copilului,
au fost angajati primii 600 de asistenti sociali, iar
Guvernul a aprobat Strategia si Planul National de
Actiuni privind Reforma Sistemului rezidential de
ingrijire a copilului pentru 2007-2012.

Aceste realizari au fost prezentate, la 29 mai 2007, la
cea de a doua Conferinta Nationala cu genericul ,O
Moldova cu si pentru copii’, desfasurata exact la un
an de la lansarea Reformei sistemului de protectie a
copilului din Moldova. Evenimentul a fost organizat
de Guvernul Republicii Moldova, in colaborare cu
UNICEF si Delegatia Comisiei Europene in Moldova.

Reforma a fost lansata acum un an de Presedintele
Vladimir Voronin, avand drept scop reducerea
numarului de copii care cresc in afara familiei. Acest
lucru se face prin reintegrarea copiilor in familiile
biologice sau extinse, prin dezvoltarea serviciilor
de alternativa apropiate modelului familial si prin
prevenirea institutionalizdrii copiilor. Totodata,
sistemul de internate va fi transformat pentru ca
institutiile care vor exista in continuare sa fie mai
apropiate de nevoile copiilor.

Cati copiii traiesc in internate si case de copii?

Pentru a putea reorganiza sistemul de protectie
rezidentiald, o echipa de experti independenti a
evaluat toate cele 67 de institutii de tip rezidential.
Rezultatele au ardtat ca, astdzi, peste 11.500 de

copii isi traiesc copildria in internate si case de copii.
Majoritatea lor — 80 la suta — au unul sau ambii parinti
in viata. 13 la suta merg acasa in fiecare zi, 20 la suta

pleaca in familie la fiecare sfarsit de saptamana, iar
12 la sutd nu erau in internat/casa de copii la data
evaluarii, cei mai multi dintre ei fiind acasa.

In subordinea acestui minister
se afld cele mai multe institutii rezidentiale - 62 la
numar, cu 10.516 de copii.

Cum vor arata internatele reformate?

Incepand din acest an, va fi elaborat un Plan de
reorganizare pentru fiecare institutie rezidentiala in
parte. Unele internate sau blocuri ale acestora ar putea
deveni centre comunitare, scoli de cultura generala,
centre de zi. Alte institutii isi vor mentine statutul de tip
rezidential, dar vor dezvolta servicii apropiate modelului
familial, inclusiv prin reorganizarea dormitoarelor si
altor spatii. Unul din cele mai importante aspecte ale
reformei vizeaza faptul ca toti copiii din institutii sa
poata frecventa scoala din comunitate. Personalul
institutiilor va fi antrenat in aceastd reforma, constituind
o fortd majora pe care se mizeaza in procesul

de transformare.

Potrivit Reprezentantului UNICEF in Moldova,

Ray V. Torres, Uniunea Europeana si UNICEF au
sprijinit Guvernul in crearea fundamentului pentru
aceastd reforma. Pentru ca ea sa se produca si sa

fie dusa la bun sfarsit, Guvernul trebuie sa-si asume
angajamentul de a implementa in totalitate Planul
National de Actiuni privind Reforma sistemului
rezidential de ingrijire a copilului pentru 2007-2012.

ILO-IPEC partners’ professionalism, dedication leads to success

Child labour, according to the International Labour
Organization (ILO) conventions ratified by the
Republic of Moldova, is any economic activity of
children that harms their education, health, and
development, and deprives them of childhood.

Child Labour in Moldova stems from widespread
poverty and inequity that has increased during the
current transition period. Hard-pressed parents very
often do not feel that the long-term returns of an
investment in education outweigh the short-term
economic gains brought by child labour. These parental
attitudes can be explained through: A) Their inability to
plan long-term, rather than merely relying on survival
strategies; B) Their lack of trust in the ability of the
educational system to help their children access decent
work; C) Their perception that labour is good for the
development of the child, irrespective of the hazards
that may be linked to it.

The Republic of Moldova is one of the principal
countries of origin for trafficking in children for labour
and sexual exploitation (internal and external). The
number of registered cases of the worst forms of
child labour increased by 250 percent between 2001
and 2004, and 260 judicial cases were filed since the
beginning of 2003.

More children are working within and outside the
family. According to the Ministry of Internal Affairs, in
2003, there were 3,681 children living and/or working in
the street (no gender breakdown available). Most have a
place to live, but spend their time on the street begging
(45%), working (17%), thieving (15%), or as small
vendors (9%). There is a noticeable lack of specialized
support and rehabilitation services for these children.

One third of the 145 school-age children sampled in
the ILO-IPEC 2004 Rural Child Labour Study, carried out
by the National Centre for Studies and Information on
Women’s Issues, reported that their parents force them
to work, and two-thirds stated they are punished if they

fail to work or perform poorly. Since the children are
involved in activities which do not correspond to their
age, they also suffer from physical traumas.

The phenomenon of trafficking in children, which is
one of the worst forms of child labour, was the topic of
the ILO-IPEC Rapid Assessment of Trafficking in Children
for Labour and Sexual Exploitation in Moldova, published
in 2003 by the Institute for Public Policy. According to
unofficial data provided by law enforcement bodies, the
report notes that every year approximately 5,000 minors
are transported to Russia and forced to provide sexual
services. Trafficked children also end up in forced labour,
including begging. An analysis of the survey results
shows that mostly those between the ages of 12 and

18 years are trafficked, with the largest group of victims
being between 15 and 18 years old. Boys are recruited
mostly by members of the Roma ethnic group who
exploit them in agricultural labour, begging, selling of
fake gold, etc. Girls are also often recruited for these jobs
and may also be sexually exploited.

During recent years, there has been a growing
commitment of the Government of Moldova to combat
child labour and eliminate its worst forms, including
trafficking. The Parliament of Moldova ratified a number
of international conventions: UN Convention on the
Rights of the Child (1993), ILO Convention No. 81 on
Labour Inspection (1995), ILO Convention No. 138 on
Minimum Age (2000), ILO Convention No. 182 against
the Worst Forms of Child Labour (2003), UN Convention
against Transnational Organized Crime (2005), Council
of Europe Convention on Action against Trafficking in
Human Beings (March, 2006), etc.

The initiative of the National Steering Committee
on the Elimination of Child Labour

A number of recommendations to the international
conventions ratified by the Republic of Moldova have
been reflected in relevant national legislative acts. These
recommendations are consistent with the National
Steering Committee on the Elimination of Child

Labour, chaired by the Ministry of Economy and Trade
(Government Decision No. 631 of May, 2004).

Approval of the Labour Code and amendments to the
article 41 of the Code enable the labour inspectors

to apply administrative sanctions on behalf of the
Labour Inspection, without referring the case to a court.
According to the amendment to the article 2 of the Law
on Labour Inspection No 140-XV (dated 10 May, 2001),
the Labour Inspection is now entitled to inspect both
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legal and physical persons (which paves the way for
labour inspection in the informal sector). Additionally,
the amendment to the article 41 of the Code on
Administrative Contraventions (dated 29 March, 1985)
on fines for violation of labour legislation, increases
significantly the fines for employers using child labour
up to 2,000-5,000 MDL (or 100-250 conventional units).

The amendments to the 1) Law on Entry and Exit the
Republic of Moldova (amended by the Law No 252-XV);
2) Law on Identity Documents of the National Passport
System (amended by the Law No 252-XV); and 3) Law
on Notary Offices (amended by the Law No 252-XV)
and approval of the Law on Prevention and Combating
of Trafficking in Human Beings (September, 2005),
significantly increase the protection of children against
trafficking.

Still, legislative changes alone cannot produce desired
results. There are problems that should be addressed by
creation and building of global, regional and national
partnerships between such actors as Governments,
employers, workers and non-governmental
organizations that active in child and family protection.

The ILO-IPEC Project of Technical assistance against
the labour and sexual Exploitation of Children,
including Trafficking, in countries of CEE (PROTECT
CEE) represents an example of regional and national
partnership in combating child labour. PROTECT

CEE was launched in September 2003 thanks to the
financial support from the Governments of the USA
and Germany. The project serves as a collaboration
framework for 6 countries (Albania, Bulgaria, Kosovo,
Moldova, Romania, and Ukraine).

During the first phase of the project (September 2003-
2006), several ILO-IPEC models were piloted in 5 areas of
Moldova (Chisinau, Balti, Ungheni, Orhei and Singerei).
Phase one includes: A) Child Labour Monitoring System
(CLMS); B) Peer education and youth activities, including
life skills; C) Job and education counseling, vocational
training and youth employment; D) Psycho-social
rehabilitation of victims of trafficking and other acute
forms of child labour; E) Sharing of good practices in
combating WFCL, including trafficking at the local and
national levels.

Three implementing agencies, “La Strada” Moldova,
the National Centre for Child Abuse Prevention, and
Business Advisory Centre successfully implemented
the above working models. As of January 2007, these
organizations provided quality services to

18,381 children.

The range of services provided include: 1) Educational
and job counseling, vocational training and/or support

for employment; 2) Psycho-social services; 3) Raising
awareness about the worst forms of child labour during
information sessions carried out by Peer Educators and
through cultural and sports events; 4) Back to school
programmes.

As part of the same project, the ILO-IPEC partners
deployed 39 social workers and psychologists; 20

job and education counselors; 40 Peer Educators;

45 members of Multi-disciplinary teams, and 26
representatives of District and Municipal Commissions
to combat trafficking in human beings. These resources
were based on a number of materials designed for
different target groups (http://un.md/un_ag_mol/
index_ILO_IPEC.shtml). The professionalism, dedication,
and innovative spirit of the partners from public

and non-governmental sectors involved in the
implementation of the PROTECT CEE project in Moldova
determined the success of these activities supported by
ILO-IPEC.

In September 2006, the second phase of PROTECT CEE
was launched in Albania, Bulgaria, Kosovo, Moldova,
Romania, and Ukraine, using a grant given by the
United States Government following the achievements
registered in 2003-2006. During the next 3 years, the
ILO-IPEC partners will contribute to the nationwide
replication of working models piloted in the Republic
of Moldova.

and applying of toxic
pesticides to using
dangerous cutting
tools, to working in
extreme temperatures
and operating
powerful farm
vehicles and heavy
machinery.

To strengthen the
worldwide movement
against child labour,

Deseori, parintii presati de griji nu
inteleg beneficiile pe termen lung

ale investitiilor in educatie, in raport
cu castigul pe termen scurt adus de
munca copilului. Aceasta se intampla
din cateva motive: a) incapacitatea
parintilor de a privi dincolo de
strategiile de supravietuire in care
sunt pringi, b) lipsa de incredere in
posibilitatea sistemului de educatie
de a extinde sansele copiilor pentru o
munca decenta in viitor, c) perceptiile
potrivit carora munca este benefica
pentru dezvoltarea copilului, indiferent
de posibilele pericole inerente.

Tot mai multi copii sunt implicati in munci in
gospodaria familiei si in afara acesteia. O treime

din cei 145 de copii de varstd scolara, intervievati

in cadrul Studiului privind Munca copilului in zonele
rurale, realizat de Centrul National de Studii si
Informare pentru Problemele Femeii cu sprijinul
Programului International pentru Eliminarea Muncii
Copilului al Organizatiei Internationale a Muncii
(ILO-IPEC) in 2004, au mentionat ca parintii ii forteaza
sa munceasca. In acelasi timp, doud-treimi din copii
au marturisit ca sunt pedepsiti daca nu muncesc sau
indeplinesc munca mai rau. Atunci cand copiii sunt
implicati in activitati care nu corespund varstei lor, ei
deseori sufera traume fizice.

Potrivit Ministerului Afacerilor Interne, in 2003 au
fost inregistrati 3,681 de copii care locuiau si/sau
lucrau in strada.

trai, dar isi petrec timpul in strada cersind, muncind,
furand sau fiind implicati in comertul ambulant?.

Fenomenul traficului de copii, ca o expresie a celor
mai grave forme ale muncii copilului, a fost reflectat
in Evaluarea Rapida privind traficul de copii pentru
exploatare sexuald si prin muncd in Moldova, efectuata
de catre Institutul de Politici Publice, cu sprijinul
ILO-IPEC in 2003. Astfel, conform unor date neoficiale
oferite de agentiile de fortd, anual, circa 5,000 minori
sunt transportati in Rusia si fortati sa presteze servicii
sexuale. Copiii traficati sunt deseori victime ale muncii
fortate, inclusiv cersit. O analiza a rezultatelor evaludrii
arata ca sunt supusi traficului in principal fete si baieti
intre 12 si 18 ani, insa cel mai mare numadr al acestora
are varsta de 15-18 ani. Baietii sunt exploatati mai
mult de cdtre membrii comunitatii rome pentru
lucrari agricole, cersit, vanzare de aur fals, etc. Fetele
sunt recrutate pentru aceleasi activitati, precum si
pentru exploatare sexuala.

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INTERNATIONAL CANDLELIGHT
MEMORIAL DAY IN CHISINAU AND BALTI

Moldovans participated in the International AIDS
Candlelight Memorial in the Central Park of Chisinau
on the afternoon of May 19, 2007.

The goal of this initiative was to raise awareness of and
stimulate tolerance toward people affected by HIV in the
Republic of Moldova. The participants left messages on a
special poster, and listened to presenters speak, sing, or
dance their messages of support. Participants received a HIV
awareness bracelet. Young participants were engaged in
various activities, helped by a presenter and 15 volunteers,
who distributed materials and organized contests,
discussions, a social theatre, and an imaginary parachute.

This event was coordinated by AIDS Foundation East-
West as part of its campaign for solidarity with people
living with HIV in the Republic of Moldova in cooperation
with the Ministry of Health and the Orthodox District of
Moldova. The event was sanctioned by the Chisinau city
authorities.

In Balti, The International Candlelight Memorial Day was
held Saturday, May 19, 2007, on Estrada de Vara. The event
began with a March for solidarity with the people living
with HIV. Young people from three different parts of the
city headed toward Estrada de Vara holding candles in
their hands, and wearing T-shirts displaying the National
Media Campaign for Solidarity with HIV-positive people.
The campaign, “Because they are the same as you;

Stand by their side’, was conducted by AIDS Foundation
East-West (AFEW). At the Balti event, information was
distributed that encourages society to join in solidarity for
support for those with AIDS.

The events on Estrada de Vara included a religious ceremony
in the name of the people who have died because of

AIDS, an official speech by local authorities, a social

theatre, musical and dance performances, a Memory Book
ceremony, and a candlelight ceremony, all culminating in
the moment when dozens of balloons soared in memory of
the people who have passed away because of AIDS.

LAW “ON HIV/AIDS INFECTION PREVEN-
TION” PUBLISHED IN “MONITORUL OFICIAL"

A new law on HIV/AIDS provides prevention
and educational measures, and includes an
anti-discrimination component.

Law number 23-XVI“On HIV/AIDS Infection
Prevention” was adopted by the Parliament of the
Republic of Moldova on February 16, 2007. The
new law was published in the official law register
“Monitorul Oficial” on April 20, 2007.

This law contains important provisions regarding
HIV/AIDS prevention measures, including
educational measures and prevention among
populations at higher risk of exposure to the
human immunodeficiency virus. The law sets

the background for voluntary counseling and
testing, including the regulation of special

laboratories and centres. Chapter V makes clear
reference to the right of the citizens to care and
treatment (antiretroviral treatment, palliative care,
prevention of mother-to-child transmission, etc.).
Access to post-exposure prevention measures is
also guaranteed by this law.

One of the most outstanding achievements of
the Law “On HIV/AIDS Infection Prevention”is
probably the fact that it stresses clearly that
people living with HIV may not be discriminated
against, and stipulates legal measures against
infringement of the rights of people living with
HIV. The greatest drawback of this law is the first-
reading amendment that reflected the decision
of the Parliament to eliminate previously included
provisions with respect to populations most likely
to be exposed to HIV such as sex workers and
men having sex with men.

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Thomas Richardson: President’s Initiatives
Will Be Effective Only if Complemented
by Other Broader Reforms

BASA-press Agency interview with Thomas Richardson,
Head of the IMF Mission to Moldova

BASA-press: Before the IMF Mission'’s arrival
in Chisinau it was said that “very interesting”
discussions would be held with Moldovan
authorities. Did that occur?

Thomas Richardson: Indeed, the discussions were
interesting. Actually, each time we come to Chisinau
we have interesting discussions, especially when we
conduct a review mission (as we did previously), and
when discussions are held to reach an agreement.

We can tell that economic policies are having an
impact on the upcoming elections. Of course, it

is a good thing that the influence of politics and
democracy has an impact on economic policies,

but then again, all of us have witnessed cases when
politicians are tempted to undertake more populist
actions to attract more votes in elections. The IMF tries
to help any state to try to ensure some continuity of
economic policies across the electoral cycle.

We work with the current Government in every
country, whatever Government’s in power. We try
maintaining the same advice and the same policy
regardless of who is in power. And we hope that these
efforts result in ensuring some stability in the country’s
economic policies.

What do you mean when you say that the forthcoming
elections have an impact on economic policies?

Thomas Richardson: | do not see here any direct
implications of the President’s initiatives, because,

for the most part, the ordinary population will not be
affected directly by them. Such pressure may be seen
in the decision to apply the amendments to the law on
wages, namely to increase wages in the public sector.

We could see that there is a certain degree of
nervousness about raising public utilities rates. First of
all, it refers to the rates for electricity and centralized
heating. It seemed to us that the authorities are
somewhat reticent to increase these rates to the cost
recovery level.

The rate for centralized heating is about 540 lei per
giga-calorie, but the people pay 233 lei, and the rest
is covered by the Municipality Budget. Clearly, this is a
rather populist measure.

This is true if we compare the rate with the
production costs. However, if we compare the rate
and the wages, the wages are still comparatively
low. So, what do we do then?

Thomas Richardson: For some people it’s true and
for others it is not. The Government has the challenge
to develop and then to introduce a targeted nominal
assistance system, so that in the end the assistance
goes to the people who really need them. | think

that is the only way to proceed.

I know that many international financial institutions
and donors that provide support to Moldova provide
the Government with assistance to develop and
introduce such a targeted assistance system. However,
it doesn't work well yet because it goes to the people
who are not poor. We think that this is a problem.

That's one reason why we do not insist that the rates
paid by individual households fully cover the costs.
Nevertheless, it is very important that the costs be
paid, no matter who does it. “Termocom” itself was
formerly covering the costs, but now the Chisinau
municipality budget will cover a part of the expense
for city residents. And that is a very good thing. In
some countries in the region, these systems have
collapsed. This happened so because the rates failed to
cover the costs.

Be it intentional or not, the law on amending the
legislation in force with a view to carry out the
President’s initiatives was unveiled on the very day
when the IMF mission finished its visit to Chisinau,
which makes some think there were great concerns
and lively discussions about these initiatives.

Thomas Richardson: | wouldn't say that we reached
an agreement on the President’s economic measures.
| wouldn't put it that way. | didn't try to hide anything,
and | think that we were sincere enough during the
press conference we held at the end of the mission.

I would not want to give an impression that we

were happy with some of the President’s measures,
including the tax amnesty. Frankly, we don't like

tax amnesties anywhere. What we did reach some
agreement on, though, was the measures that are to
be taken to compensate some of the risks that arise
from the economic initiatives launched

by the President.

A business forum was held recently, and earlier
there was a forum for foreign investors, during
which the participants focused on issues other than
tax reduction, tax amnesty and capital legalization.
How can this be explained?
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Thomas Richardson: During our visit we have found a
lot of agreement with the President’s initiatives among
the business community, among Government officials,
and academics.
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in the other direction. It means that, actually, no one
could predict with certainty where the exchange rate
could go. However, in a more modern financial system
there are opportunities to hedge the risks.

But again, we have also
noticed there is a fairamount
of scepticism on whether the
expected outcomes would
really be very effective,
though we have not said

this directly. And | do not
know whether people are
reluctant to openly criticize
the measures, or if they

are just not sure. Probably,
these measures will be
effected only if they are
complemented by other
broader reforms in the

country, like judiciary reform.  Thomas Richardson:,During our visit we have
found a lot of agreement with the President’s
initiatives among the business community, among ~ they had budget surplus of
Government officials, and academics.”

I did not mean that
businessmen opposed the
initiative, but rather that
they were concerned

more about other reforms.

Thomas Richardson: Clearly, they have been
discussing deeper reforms for the environment,
effective in the long run, such as improvements of the
regulatory framework and judiciary reform that will
have a greater impact than the reforms launched

by the President.

| have heard from lots of business people, both
foreign and domestic, and Government officials that
the judicial system was not effective in protecting
property rights. And as long as that’s the case, none of
the President’s economic reforms will really have any
significant impact.

I heard an economist say that he planned to start

a business at the beginning of the year at a certain
exchange rate, but the fact that the Moldovan

Leu recently got stronger messed up all his plans.
Probably, exporters, who suffer losses, must

have the same opinion. Do you think the current
currency exchange rate is realistic? What should the
National Bank of Moldova be doing to this end?

Thomas Richardson: The National Bank should

—as they are — concentrate on preserving a low
inflation rate. Of course, they pay attention to other
economic variables, too, like real economic growth,
the unemployment rate, interest rates, and also the
exchange rate. But their goal is and should be to
achieve single-digit inflation. It does create some
complications for them in terms of managing inflows
of foreign exchange. The Central Bank's goal is to
smooth out fluctuations in the exchange rate.

The National Bank has shown that they are prepared
to let the exchange rate move to the levels that the
market sets. Last year, when were here, we discussed
this with journalists, the business community, and
Government officials. We said that the Moldovan Leu
might go as low as 14 lei per dollar. Now, it has moved

The alternative is just to

go completely to the other
direction and set a fixed
exchange rate regime, like they
did in Bulgaria or Macedonia.
But that poses very strong
requirements on the budget
to be able to adjust as the
economic conditions change,
so that a fixed currency
exchange rate is kept. If the
state is willing to give up
monetary policy tools for the
sake of fixing the exchange
rate, then all the pressure falls
on the budget. If we look at
Bulgaria for the last few years,

2-3% each year.

The currency exchange rate

moves around like the price
of gasoline. In the case of the latter, if you are worried
about the gasoline price fluctuation, you chose to buy
a smaller car that consumes less gasoline in order to
minimize the risks.

One of the main reasons for a flexible exchange rate
is that it serves as a buffer against external economic
shocks.

Based on discussions with the authorities, are you
certain that capital legalization and tax amnesty
will be one-time events?

Thomas Richardson: | am sure that the authorities
understand the importance of making this a one-time
event. Everybody we met, from the President to the Tax
Inspectorate, understand very well that it can happen
only once. Stronger tax administration is needed to
prevent the accumulation of arrears in the future.

What are the objectives of the new Memorandum
on Economic and Financial Policies that was agreed
upon during the last IMF Mission's visit?

Thomas Richardson: The new Memorandum has still
to go to the IMF Board of Directors;. Therefore, | would
prefer not to get into details regarding its content. It is
based mainly on the text of the old Memorandum. The
key objectives announced by the Government have
been preserved.

Actually, there are three, maximum four, key objectives
that underlie the foundation of the agreement
between the IMF and the authorities. The first is

to preserve economic stability. We mean, first of

all, keeping inflation lower than 10%. Another key
objective of the authorities is to reduce the degree
of Government'’s interference in business, as well as
to improve the business climate. Here | am speaking
of regulatory reform, the guillotine process. And yet
another objective is to preserve the stability of the
financial sector and to develop the financial system.

BASA-press: in ajunul sosirii la Chisinau a misiunii
Fondului Monetar International (FMI) s-a afirmat ca
urmeaza discutii foarte interesante cu autoritatile
moldovene.

Thomas Richardson: Au fost intr-adevar discutii
interesante.

Si cu atat mai mult atunci cand
este vorba de o vizitd de evaluare, cum a fost ultima, cand
sunt purtate discutii pentru a ajunge la un acord comun.

Delegate’s goal is to put service to people first

Adriana Solovei, 14 years old, participated at the J8
Summit to speak about problems children from this
region face. The Junior 8 (J8) Summit is a children and
young people’s event linked to the G8 Summit hosted
by the German Government in Heiligendamm in June
(1-7), 2007. The J8 Summit took place before and
during the G8 leaders’ Summit.

UNICEF and the Morgan Stanley International Foundation
sponsored the event, which brought together young
people from G8 and developing countries to debate,
discuss and make their voices heard to the G8 leaders. The
conclusions and recommendations of the J8 Summit were
presented to the G8 world leaders by eight representatives
of the J8 Summit.

The J8 Summit 2007 focused on four main themes:
« HIV/AIDS

« Prospects for economic development in Africa

« Climate change and energy efficiency

+ New Global Challenges - Intellectual Property Rights and
Corporate Social Responsibility.

The primary objective of the Junior 8 Summit was to
provide a platform for children and young people to come
together in person to discuss the global issues that affect
their daily lives. Many of the same issues were addressed by
G8 leaders later in the week. The J8 Summit was not only an
opportunity for young people to discuss, but to influence,
and act on, global issues. UNICEF and Morgan Stanley’s goal
is to ensure that the voices of children and young people
are heard by the G8 leaders and the international public.

Traditionally, the G8 summit includes: Canada, France,
Germany, Italy, Japan, the Russian Federation, the United
Kingdom and the United States of America.

Previous J8 Summits have taken place in Edinburgh/
Gleneagles in 2005 and St. Petersburg in 2006. At the

Russian Summit last year, the J8 delegates had a 45-
minute face-to-face meeting with all of the G8 leaders
where they were able to present the final conclusions
and recommendations prepared by the 64 children who
participated in J8 2006.

Adriana Solovei, Moldova’s delegate to J8: “ALL
CHILDREN DESERVE TO GROW UP IN A FAMILY”

At the age of just 14, Adriana Solovei is already a mature
personality. She is a child only for her parents, as for the
others - almost everyone considers her to be an adult.
At school, at home or with her friends, Adriana is always
responsible and tries to understand everything.

However, this doesn’t make her boring or dull to her close
friends, quite the contrary - she is a role model. Adriana’s
departure to Germany for J-8 Summit did not surprise anyone.
(Perhaps Adriana herself was a bit surprised.) Armed with
ideas and courage, and cognizant of her role representing
Moldova, she is making plans to change the world.

Before leaving for the summit, she said, “l will try to bring
there some of the most urgent problems of Moldova: poverty
and high level of migration of population in the search of

a better job. I'll talk about children without parental care,
support and education, which are so important for their
future. | have friends and colleagues who are living with their
relatives, but they really need their parents next to them.
Also, many families are destroyed because of the migration of
mothers and fathers who do not return. All children deserve
to grow up in a family. I hope we will find solutions at the
summit and after my return, | will do as much as possible to
improve the situation.”

Adriana says that she has been a dynamic person since she
was born; and now that she has grown up, she wants the day
to be longer so that she can manage to do everything. Her
calendar looks is as full as any leader’s calendar. She goes to
school in the morning, but her day begins only after classes.

First, she goes to the Youth Radio Studio, where together with
other children she prepares shows and programs. Afterwards,
she goes to “Speranta” Centre for children with disabilities. Here
Adriana made a friend — Lenuta. Adriana says she will continue
to encourage all children to take part in volunteer projects.

Before the summit, she added, “At the summit | would like to
discuss the participation of teenagers and young people in
different activities, including: volunteering at organizations
for children with disabilities/ infected with HIV/AIDS, seminars
on democracy, society, mass-media, and school. | think in this
way young people would be much more interested in how to
help the country and the society; don’t smoke, drink alcohol,
and take drugs. This is an advantage for all of us: children,
youth, adults and old people, for the entire society.”

Being a person who copes with everything and who is always
willing to help everyone in need, Adriana is a ground breaker. It
is no surprise that she knows about and initiates these projects
for young people. Although she has not decided yet what
profession she is going to choose when she grows up, Adriana
is sure of one thing - she wants to serve people at all times.

Media Tour Highlights Improvements

in laloveni

“We have been operating in comfortable conditions

for two years now”

In 2001, workers in the district hospital in laloveni
literally had to go to work with their winter clothes
on. That’s not the situation any more, thanks to a
special World Bank Project. Moldovan journalists
got to see the results of this project first hand
when they toured the hospital in May.

The World Bank Office in Moldova organized the tour to
the Energy Il Project site in laloveni. The tour was held in
cooperation with the Project Implementation Agency.
World Bank Country Manager Edward Brown led the
visit, alongside Dejan Ostojic, Program Team Leader.
Galina Parsian, Head of the Heating Department under
the Ministry of Industry and Infrastructure, and Ludmila
Burlui, Head of the Project Implementation Unit,
represented the Government of Moldova.

The print and electronic journalists on the tour
included representatives of National Television and
Radio, four news agencies, and eight newspapers. The
journalists received media kits about the project and
the media tour site.

The energy problems in laloveni date back to 2001,
when central heating failed in most communities in
Moldova. The Energy Il project stepped in to rectify
the situation. The laloveni district administration
benefited from a US$210,000 loan through the
Energy Il Project, which was used to build a self-
sufficient boiler room and to replace the internal
heating system of the hospital, which was irreparably
damaged by exposure to cold weather. According
to Dejan Ostojic, the new heating system saves

a considerable amount of money, which before
was used to defray energy costs. The boiler has

an efficiency output of over 92 percent and low
emissions of greenhouse gases and hazardous

compounds. Moreover, the new boiler has made it
possible to supply the hospital’s admissions ward and
the intensive care room with hot water.

During the visit, representatives of the World Bank, PIU,
and Health Ministry briefed the media on the Energy

Il Project, in particular its heating component, with a
summary of the main outcomes and the impact to date.
This was followed by a comprehensive presentation

by Lidia Hangan, the Head Physician of the hospital,
and a question-answer session. The journalists had the
opportunity to visit the boiler room and see on their
own the up-to-date heating system with its newly-
installed radiators. Throughout the tour, the media
representatives worked closely with the organizers of
the tour, as well as with the health workers and the
engineering staff of the Hospital.

“We have been operating in comfortable conditions
for two years now, which has resulted in a two-fold
drop in the rate of morbidity owing to respiratory
conditions among health workers,” according to Ms.
Hangan.“We heated the working rooms with electric
heaters for four years, and the specialists had to cram
into fewer rooms to save power. The air temperature
was as low as 8°C in the corridors, and many patients
with certain health problems risked catching a cold”

The District Hospital in laloveni consists of four
buildings with an area of about 11,000 square meters
and an overall capacity of 1,200 visits per shift.

Today, the 97,000 residents of the district of laloveni
benefit from health services rendered in comfortable
conditions. In the near future, the hospital
administration is planning to open an admissions
ward with 134 beds and to start replacing windows to
minimize the loss of heat, according to Ms. Hangan.

As many as 35 social facilities, with over 1,200,000
visits per year, are benefiting from the heating
component of the US$35 million Energy Il Project.
Most of the sites -schools, kindergartens, district
hospitals etc. - are in small towns. At the same

time, the Project provides funds for heating system
renovations. It is also supplying national-level
facilities, such as the Republican Clinical Hospital and
the Institute for Oncology, with hot water and steam.

Before wrapping up the tour, media representatives
expressed their full satisfaction with the project and
gratitude for the chance to see with their own eyes the
outcomes and the impact of the Project. They expressed
the hope that such events would be organized more
often, including for other Bank projects.

Actiunea s-a desfasurat in cooperare cu
Unitatea de implementare a Proiectului.

Vizita a fost condusa de catre Directorul de tard al Bancii
Mondiale pentru Moldova, Edward Brown, si de catre
seful de proiect din partea Bancii, Dejan Ostojic. Guvernul
Republicii Moldova a fost reprezentat de seful Directiei
Termoenergetica din cadrul Ministerului Industriei si
Infrastructurii, Galina Parsian, si de Directorul Unitatii de
implementare a proiectului, Ludmila Burlui.

Grupul de jurnalisti din presa scrisa si cea electronica,
care au manifestat un real interes pentru Proiectul in
cauza si pentru obiectivul selectat, a fost compus din
reprezentanti ai Televiziunii si Radioului national, patru
agentii de stiri si opt ziare. Toti jurnalistii au primit dosare
de presa pentru o familiarizare preliminara cu proiectul in
ansambilu si cu obiectivul turului de presa.

Vizita a avut loc la Spitalul raional din ordselul laloveni.

La sosire reprezentantii echipei Bancii Mondiale, ai
Unitatii de implementare si ai Ministerului au oferit o
descriere succintd a Proiectului Energetic Il si au informat
presa in detalii asupra componentei termice, trecand

in revistd principalele rezultate si impactul obtinute

pana in prezent. A urmat o prezentare ampla efectuata
de cdtre medicul-sef al Spitalului din laloveni, Lidia
Hangan, privind obiectivul de la laloveni - constructia
cazangeriei autonome a Spitalului si renovarea integrala
a sistemului de incdlzire, inclusiv a retelelor interne. Dupa
seria de intrebari din partea presei si rdspunsurile oferite
de organizatori, jurnalistii au avut ocazia sa viziteze
cazangeria si sd vada sistemul de incalzire modern cu noile
calorifere instalate. Pe tot parcursul turului reprezentantii
presei s-au intretinut indeaproape cu organizatorii, dar si
cu personalul medical si ingineresc al Spitalului.

Tn anul 2001, sistemul de incalzire centralizat a falimentat
in majoritatea localitatilor din Moldova, iar cei 300 de
lucrdtori medicali din Spitalul raional laloveni erau nevoiti
sa lucreze, iarna, imbrdcati cu haine groase, manusi

si ciorapi de 1ana.,,De doi ani, insd, gratie creditului

Bancii Mondiale, avem conditii de lucru confortabile, iar
morbiditatea de maladii respiratorii in randul lucratorilor
medicali s-a redus de doua ori", a declarat Lidia Hangan.
,Timp de patru ani am incalzit incdperile de lucru cu
ajutorul cdminelor electrice, iar pentru a economisi
energie strangeam mai multi specialisti intr-o singura
odaie. Pentru ca temperatura aerului pe coridoare
ajungea la 8 grade Celsius, multi pacienti care veneau la
spital cu o anumitd problema de sdnatate erau supusi
riscului de a raci”, a precizat Lidia Hangan.

Gratie creditului Bancii Mondiale in cadrul Proiectului
Energetic I, acordat Guvernului in 2004, administratia
raionald laloveni a primit un imprumut de 210 mii de
dolari. Cu aceasta suma a fost construita o cazangerie
autonoma si a fost inlocuit sistemul intern de incélzire

al spitalului, care era deteriorat ireversibil in urma
ingheturilor. Potrivit coordonatorului proiectului din
partea Bancii Mondiale, Dejan Ostojic, noul sistem de
incalzire a permis economisirea unor sume importante
de bani, care erau anterior cheltuite pentru energia
electrica, cazangeria avand o eficienta de peste 92% si un
nivel redus de emisii de gaze cu efect de serad si substante
nocive in atmosfera. in plus, noua cazangerie permite
alimentarea cu apa calda a sectiei de internare

si reanimare din spital.

Spitalul raional laloveni are patru blocuri cu o suprafata
totald de peste 11 mii metri patrati si o capacitate de
1200 vizite in schimb. Astfel, cei 97 de mii de locuitori

ai raionului laloveni pot beneficia acum de servicii
medicale in conditii confortabile, iar in viitorul apropiat
administratia institutiei medicale intentioneazd sa
deschida si o sectie de internare de 134 de paturi si sa
inceapa reparatia geamurilor pentru a preveni pierderea
caldurii, a precizat Lidia Hangan.

Tn cadrul componentei termice a Proiectului Energetic
Il, cu o valoare totald de 35 de milioane de dolari,
beneficiazd 35 de institutii sociale, frecventate de
peste 1,200,000 persoane pe an. Majoritatea obiectelor
- scoli, gradinite, spitale raionale etc. - sunt din orase
mici; in acelasi timp in cadrul proiectului se desfasoara
reconstructia sistemelor de incdlzire, apa calda si
alimentare cu abur la obiecte de importanta nationala

Social Assistant Provide a New Link
in Social Protection System

Moldova addresses needs of the most vulnerable

Underprivileged families and persons from every
village and commune in the Republic of Moldova
will have the support of a new specialist-a social
assistant. The new position was created after

an unprecedented initiative for the Republic of
Moldova, along with the adoption of the decision
of the Government to appoint at least one social
assistant within each guildhall. Thus, a new link in
the national social protection system was created.

The first stage of recruitment was concluded by the
Ministry of Social Protection, Family and Child (MPSFC)
hiring 600 social assistants. All in all, their goal is to hire
1,135 social assistants by the end of the year.

In Creating the National Network of Social Assistants,
the Government has faced the challenge of the lack of
specialists in the field. It has been only a few years since
the specialty of social assistance has been offered at the
education institutions of the Republic of Moldova, and
very few graduates have stayed in towns, where they
could find a job. That is why the MPSFC and UNICEF
have organized an extensive mandatory training
program for all newly-hired social assistants. The

initial training courses have begun and will continue
throughout the summer. The training process that is
taking place in Chisinau and Balti engages university
professors, experts from UNICEF, and the Association for
the Promotion of Social Assistance.

In this effort of creating and training the national
network of social assistants, the Government of the
Republic of Moldova has been supported by UNICEF.

“UNICEF is proud of being able to support the
Government of the Republic Moldova in this effort,”
UNICEF Representative in the Republic of Moldova,
Ray V. Torres, told journalists. “Social assistants have to
become the voice of the most vulnerable, excluded
from social services and protection. Those who are
invisible at the moment and do not have access to
healthcare, education, and protection services. UNICEF
is interested in making all children in the Republic

of Moldova visible to the system and in supporting
families to overcome difficulties in order to offer their
children a true home.”The UNICEF Representative also
expressed his confidence that the network of social
assistants would have an important role to play in
preventing such negative social phenomena like child
abandonment and institutionalisation, violence and
neglect against children, including children impacted
by migration and dropping out of school.

The first group of trained social assistants have started
working in their communities. MPSFC believes that this

“army of social assistants” will establish an important
foundation for the reform of the social protection
system.

“With the help of social assistants, we will create a
database of disadvantaged persons and families

from the entire republic,” said the Minister, Galina
Balmos. Also, the social assistants will contribute to
the implementation of reform in the social insurance
system.“The reform in this system also refers to

a different method of directing social benefits

- compensations, allocations, allowances, and material
aid - to beneficiaries. Until now, the activity has been
based on the category principle, but we would like

to direct the resources to the most disadvantaged
persons and families. The social assistant will identify
the persons and families in difficulty, will assess their
needs and the shortages they face, and will take
measures to change their situation for better. In other
words, the social assistant will facilitate the access of
the disadvantaged persons and families to services and
social benefits,” stated Minister Balmos.

Since the social assistant is a new actor in the
community, MPSFC has produced, with the support
of UNICEF, a number of communication materials
that explain to the population the role of the social
assistant. These include radio and TV spots, a poster
for communities, and the brochure, “Who is the
social assistant?” The poster and the brochure will be
distributed in once the social assistants begin work.

Din lipsd de specialisti cu studii in
domeniul asistentei sociale, in multe localitati aceasta
pozitie a fost ocupata de foste asistente medicale,
profesori, dar si de contabili, inspectori fiscali etc.
Astfel se explica faptul de ce MPSFC a pregatit un
amplu program de instruire obligatorie pentru noii
angajati. Cursurile de instruire initiala au demarat deja
si vor continua pe tot parcursul verii. in procesul de
instruire, care are loc la Chisindu si Balti, sunt implicati
profesori universitari, experti UNICEF si ai Asociatiei
de Promovare a Asistentei Sociale.

In acest efort - de creare si instruire a retelei
nationale de asistenti sociali — Guvernul Republicii
Moldova a fost sustinut de UNICEF.

4UNICEF este mandru ca poate sprijini Guvernului
