Immonen Arrives in Chisinau

Kaarina Immonen, Resident Coordinator of the
United Nations and Resident Representative for
the United Nations Development Programme
(UNDP) in the Republic of Moldova, presented
her credentials and met with Andrei Stratan, Vice
Prime Minister and Minister of Foreign Affairs
and European Integration.

The new UN Resident Coordinator recently met

with Marian Lupu, Speaker of the Parliament of

the Republic of Moldova. Mr. Lupu underlined the
importance of activities undertaken in Moldova
through the programmes carried out by the

UN Agencies, saying that “the United Nations
Development Programme is an important partner of
the Republic of Moldova.”

Ms. Immonen in turn expressed UNDP's readiness
to further develop a good cooperation with the
authorities of the Republic of Moldova in the
implementation of democratic reforms.

Before being appointed to Moldova, Kaarina
Immonen served as Deputy Resident Representative
of UNDP in the Russian Federation.

A native of Finland, Ms. Immonen previously served
with UN and UNDP in many countries, including
Cambodia, Vietnam, Congo, Kenya, South Africa, and
more recently, Georgia and Russia.

Kaarina Immonen holds a Master’s degree in Political
Science, and a degree in International Relations
from the Graduate Institute for International Studies,
Geneva, Switzerland. Ms. Immonen speaks English
and French, has a working knowledge of German
and ltalian, and is conversant in Russian. Her native
tongue is Finnish.

Ms. Immonen arrives in Moldova as the country

gets ready to celebrate its 15th anniversary as a

UN member. According to a press release from the
Ministry of Foreign Affairs and European Integration,
a plan to commemorate this anniversary has been
developed in cooperation with the UN Resident
Coordinator Office and other UN Agencies in
Moldova.

The Republic of Moldova joined the United Nations
on March 2, 1992. The United Nations opened its
office in Chisinau in 1993. The UN Country Team

in Moldova includes several UN agencies: the
United Nations Development Programme (UNDP),

the United Nations Children Fund (UNICEF), the
United Nations Population Fund (UNFPA), the
United Nations High Commissioner for Refugees
(UNHCR), the World Health Organization (WHO),
International Labour Organization (ILO), the Bretton
Woods Institutions — IMF and World Bank, the United
Nations Development Fund for Women (UNIFEM),
Joint United Nations Programme on HIV/AIDS
(UNAIDS), Food and Agriculture Organization (FAO),
International Fund for Agricultural Development
(IFAD), and a number of other Funds and
Programmes which provide assistance to Moldova.

The UN Agencies in Moldova operate under the
United Nations Development Assistance Framework,
a common strategy that provides a collective,
coherent and integrated UN response to national
priorities and needs as outlined in the Millennium
Development Goals.

Social Reintegration Centres Bring Smiles Back to Young

People’s Faces

For a few years, Nadia grew up only
with her mother. She never met
her father, though she knows he’s
alive. Then, Nadia’s mother passed
away as a result of a hemorrhage
when Nadia was only eight years
old. The girl’s grandmother took
custody briefly, but because of her
age, wasn’t able to handle raising
a child. Nadia was forced, then, to
be placed in the Blessed Joseph
orphanage in Chisinau.

Nadia always felt the lack of maternal warmth, even
though the living conditions at the orphanage were
very good.

Upon graduation from gymnasium, Nadia was
enrolled in a professional cooking school in Calarasi.
But without a stable income and family care, Nadia
had ongoing problems.“The students, even if they
stayed in the dormitories, had families, and went
home for the weekends,” Nadia said bitterly.“l did
not have a place to go.”

Finally, at the recommendation of school principal,
Nadia came to the Social Reintegration Centre for
Youth in Calarasi. The Centre offered her housing,
psychological counseling, and practical advice. At
the Centre, she experienced a real parental attitude,
thanks to the Centre’s social assistants.

“The children who get here are part of vulnerable
group, a very difficult one,” said Aliona Grulea, a
services coordinator from the Centre. “Lacking
parental care, many of them isolate themselves, and
experience apathy and aggression. We try to do our
best to compensate for the losses they have had in
the past. As the students experience a warm and
caring attitude, they start to change, becoming more
sociable and finding more sense in their lives.”

The Social Reintegration Centre for Youth in Calarasi
is one of the activities of the Better Opportunities
for Women and Youth Project, implemented by

the United Nations Development Programme
(UNDP) and funded by the United States Agency
for International Development (USAID) under
President’s Bush Anti-Human Trafficking Initiative.
The Centre was created to assist young people

who lack parental care as well as boarding schools
graduates. The Centre can house 13 young people.
Youth from the community can also benefit from the
Centre's ‘day’ services. The Centre opened in March,

2007, and 33 young people have
benefited from its services to date.

During their stay in the Centre, young
people have an opportunity to learn
to live independently. They learn how
to manage the money they receive to
buy food, to take care of their hygiene,
and to buy clothes. In short, they
acquire basic life skills.

With the help of social assistants from
the Centre, during the summer Nadia was employed
as a cook’s assistant at the children’s summer camp
in Sadova, where she also had her professional
practice. Marcela Stoian, social assistant from the
Calarasi Centre, said, “Today, Nadia is a totally
different person. She always has a smile on her face
and she has made friends.”

At the summer camp in Sadova, we found a happy
girl, full of life.“It is very nice here,” said Nadia. “l work
and have time to rest. | like the cooking specialty

- most of all | like making pies and cookies. We have
over 300 children at the camp and they need food,
no joke! And today | had a happy moment - it's pay
day!” Nadia continued, “If you go to the Centre, give
my best regards to Maria, my best friend. Tell her
that | miss her and maybe she can pay me a visit
some time?”

Maria made friends with Nadia from the very first
day of Nadia’s stay at the Centre. Beginning in
2000, when her mother passed away, Maria was
shuttled from one boarding school to another

- Carpineni, Drochia, and several years spent at her
aunt’s house, but the aunt lived in poverty herself,
raising four children. Maria was aware of the fact
that her aunt’s family lives in poverty and was
helping with housework. When Maria found out
about the Social Rehabilitation Centre in Calarasi,
it was a blessing. Maria was accepted by the
Centre. There, she benefited from psychological
counseling, acquired independent life skills,
including eating right, managing money, keeping a
clean house, and establishing healthy relationships
with peers.

Being guided by the Centre’s employees, she
recently started a tailoring course at a textile factory
in the neighbourhood. “l can’t wait to start working,”
said Maria.” | like sewing, but | want to become a
real professional — maybe even a famous fashion
designer.”
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Better Opportunities
for Women and
Youth Project
established five
Social Reintegration
Centres for Youth:
Calarasi, Soroca,
Ungheni, Edinet and
Carpineni, Hincesti.
Along with the
Youth Centres, three
Maternal Centres
were opened as part
of the same project.
These institutions
provide assistance
to mothers with
children and
pregnant women
from socially
vulnerable families.
One of the Maternal
Centres' objectives
is prevention of
child abandonment
by the mothers.

At the Centre,
young mothers
receive medical
care, psychological
assistance, as well
as accommodation
and meals. The
beneficiaries

are assisted

to reestablish
connections with
the family. After
that, they can

be enrolled into
various training
Programmes that
would help them
find jobs.

The Centres,
launched by UNDP
Moldova, are lo-
cated on properties
managed by local
municipalities. The
Project efficiently
cooperated with
the local public
authorities, obtain-
ing the Centre

sites for free for

15 -30 years. With
financial support
from USAID, eight
Social Reintegration
Centres have been
created, and a ninth
will open soon. A
total of almost 600
young people and
young mothers with
children benefit
from the Centres'’
services each year.

Centrul de reintegrare socialad pentru tineri de la
Calarasi este unul din rezultatele activitatii proiectului
»Oportunitati mai bune pentru tineri si femei’,
implementat de Programul Natiunilor Unite pentru
Dezvoltare (PNUD) si finantat de Agentia SUA

pentru Dezvoltare Internationala (USAID) la Initiativa
Presedintelui Bush pentru Programul Antitrafic.
Centrul a fost creat pentru ajutorarea tinerilor lipsiti
de grija parinteasca si a absolventilor internatelor.
Capacitatea de cazare a centrului este de 13 locuri.
Dar de serviciile ,de zi" ale centrului pot beneficia si
alti tineri din comunitate. Centrul si-a deschis usile in
martie 2007 si de atunci 33 de tineri au beneficiat de
serviciile acestuia.

Proiectul ,,Oportunitati mai bune pentru tineri
si femei” a deschis in Moldova cinci Centre

de reabilitare sociala pentru tineri: Calarasi,
Soroca, Ungheni, Edinet si Carpineni, Hancesti.
impreuna cu Centrele pentru tineri, in cadrul
aceluiasi proiect au fost lansate si trei Centre
maternale. Aceste institutii acorda ajutor
mamelor cu copii si femeilor insarcinate din
familii social vulnerabile.

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For Abandoned Children, a Family-
type Home is a Real Home

Professional Parent-educators Embrace Needy Children

The most beautiful thing that can
happen to an abandoned child is to find
a family. For thousands of Moldovan
children, growing up in a real home with
people who will take care of them is just
a dream. These children are alone and
are unable to change their lives. They
live in boarding schools, orphanages, or
even in the street.

Thanks to a new program, some of
these children will experience a family
atmosphere.

UNICEF in Moldova and the European
Union are supporting the Government

in the Reform of the Child Protection
System, and are promoting a new service
for children deprived of parental care. This service, which
will provide Family-type Homes, will serve as an alternative
to the boarding school. These homes nearly replicate a
family environment, and feature caregivers called parent-
educators.

Since the beginning of the year, 12 families have decided
to begin setting up Family-type Homes in the six target
regions of UNICEF-EU's “Integrated Social Care Services
for Families and Children” Project. The applicants for
parent-educator are currently waiting for the local public
authorities to give the project green light.

The parent-educators-to-be from Hancesti, Falesti, Floresti,
Straseni and Telenesti districts have been trained and
learned how to be parent-educators. In July 2007, 12
couples participated in two training sessions that taught
them how to be good parent-educators.

These 12 families have already acquired practical skills to
take care of and educate the children who are going to

be placed into their homes. Future parent-educators are
provided support by psychologists, doctors, social assistants
and legal experts. The parent-educators are learning how
to better understand the needs of the children placed with
their family, and the best ways to establish a relationship
based on mutual trust, love, and attachment.

“Children we are going to bring up in our families have

a special destiny. They were either abandoned by their

own parents and left to grow up in the boarding school or
they come from difficult families where they experienced
abuse and neglect. Obviously, it will be necessary to make
an effort to bring them the love and care that they were
deprived of once. Thanks to the specialists involved in these
trainings, we learned how to bring up and educate children
to be brought into our homes, so that they can regain
family warmth and love they need so much,” said Vasile
Tataru, a parent-educator-to-be from Hancesti.

Couples who attended the training sessions learned

how to better communicate with children, what feelings
abandoned or neglected children can experience, and what
they can do to help children attach to the new family and

make it feel like home. Having analyzed
specific situations, the future parent-
educators gained knowledge about modern
non-violent educational methods and

how children can have a healthy physical
and moral development. Some families
participating in the training have experience
working with children from boarding
schools or from dysfunctional families.

This is the second training for prospective
parent-educators. The first one took place on
July 7-8, 2007. At first, training families got
general information about creating a Family-
type Home, the rights and duties of parent-
educators, and the financial and social
benefits for parent-educators. They also
gained knowledge about how to get prepared for the first
meeting with the child, and about the basic child’s needs
and possible effects of placing children into residential care.
Once having set up the Family-type Homes, parent-
educators will participate in new training where they will
discuss specific situations they encountered in their child-
parent relationship and, together with the psychologists
and social assistants, will find the best solutions so that
children can enjoy care and attention they need in order to
develop well.

Family-type Homes are operating based on the Decision of
the Government of the Republic of Moldova no.937 as of
July 12,2002 on the approval of the Regulations for Family-
type Homes.

There are currently 26 Family-type Homes operating in
Moldova that take care of 137 children.

What is a Family-type Home?

A Family-type Home is an alternative service to
the institutionalization of children that provides
for a safe environment close to the family. In

a Family-type Home, parents take orphans or
youth from dysfunctional families into their own
homes. These new homes house 3-7 children.
Children eligible for a Family-home placement
cannot be relatives or from the native village/
town of host families.

Who is a parent-educator?

The husband of the wife may become a parent-
educator. The parent-educator is a professional,
and he/she receives a salary and a service record.
The responsibilities of the parent-educator are to
bring up and educate the children in the Family-
type Home.

12 familii (soti si sotii) au participat la doua traininguri de
instruire dedicate Caselor de copii de tip familial.

Familiile care au anuntat intentia lor de a deschide Case de
copii de tip familial si-au format abilitati practice in ingrijirea
si educatia copiilor care urmeaza sd fie plasati in familie.
Experti in psihologie, medicing, legislatie, asistenti sociali

au oferit viitorilor parinti-educatori informatii si cunostinte
necesare pentru a intelege mai bine nevoile copiilor plasati
in familiile lor, pentru a stabili cu acestia relatii bazate pe
incredere, atasament si dragoste.

,Copiii pe care ii vom creste in familiile noastre sunt copii
cu un destin aparte.

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Moldova’s Gender Gap

Moldovan Government, UNIFEM Address Gender Equity Issues

Two recent forums in Chisinau highlighted
gender issues, especially gender equity in
government, employment, education, and
health. The Ministry of Social Protection, Family
and Children of the Republic of Moldova,

in collaboration with the United Nations
Development Fund for Women (UNIFEM),
conducted the two events August 1-3, 2007 at
the Institute of Labor.

The first event, the “Forum of Civil Society
Organizations on strengthening the national
mechanism on promoting gender equality
through partnership building” was devoted to
promoting gender equality at the national level

in the Republic of Moldova, with a specific focus
on the Governmental Committee on Equality
Between Men and Women. Representatives

from the NGOs working in the field of gender
equality and women'’s empowerment, education,
employment and health as well as representatives
from academic and research institutions attended
the event.

The Forum served as a platform for discussing

in detail the roles and responsibilities of the civil
society members in the Governmental Committee,
and touched upon the issues of CSO accountability
in the national mechanism. This discussion was
based on the presentation of the current members
of the Governmental Committee representing the
civil society about their opinion on the work of the
committee as well as its future directions.

As a result of this Forum, the CSO members
got a unique opportunity to exercise their
democratic rights to nominate
their representatives to the new
Government Committee, which is
planned for 2007. Another result
of this Forum was a decision to set
up a single window access to the
resources and knowledge created
in the Republic of Moldova as

well as internationally in the field
of promoting gender equality

and women's empowerment and
which will be titled as“The Gender
Map of Moldova”.

The second event was a
“Consultative Forum on
Gender and MDGs (Millennium

Development Goals)". It focused on gender
dimensions of Employment, Social Protection,
Education and Health in the context of the

MDGs. This event was attended by experts from
the above mentioned areas, representatives

of the government, donor and international
organizations, civil society members, as well as
mass media associations. During the Consultative
Forum, the participants shared their opinions and
provided suggestions for improvement of the
“Gender and the MDGs in the Republic of Moldova”
review paper written by UNIFEM experts under the
joint initiatives of UNIFEM and UNDP.

This event was fruitful because the experts present
validated the review paper. This particular Forum
was preceded by number of thematic workshops
organized on Employment, Social Protection,
Education and Health through gender lenses in the
context of the MDGs.

These two Forums constitute the first consultative
events organized within the Programme
“Promoting gender equality in national
development policies and plans” managed by the
Ministry of Social Protection, Family and Children
of the Republic of Moldova and implemented by
United Nations Development Fund for Women
(UNIFEM) with the financial support of Sida.

The Programme’s overall development objective
is promotion of gender equality as a prerequisite
for the rights-based sustainable development
in the context of the MDGs and EU - Moldova

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Moldovan Youth Offer Solutions

for a Better Future

UNICEEF, Education Ministry Consult with Youth
on National Development Plan

Moldova’s young people have a number of
ambitious ideas, including: Developing a
mechanism for assessment of young people’s
health; creating a national analysis, consulting
and support centre for youth entrepreneurship;
extending the community centre network for
family and youth support; supervising the
implementation of legislation regarding the
protection of young people’s rights; ensuring
participation of young people in the decision-

making process; and reintegrating the country by

stimulating dialogue between young people on
both banks of the Nistru River.

These are among the proposals made by young
people as they were consulted about the National
Development Plan (NDP) of the Republic of Moldova
for 2008-2011.

These consultations included 400 youth from
throughout Moldova. UNICEF and the Ministry of
Education and Youth suggested a version of the
development plan be adapted after consultations with
young people. According to lon Ceban, head of Youth
Department within the MoEY, young people “have
been informed about the existence of the strategy
that is important in interventions at the level of state
policies for 2008-2011. They have had the chance

to participate in a democratization process, and it is
absolutely important that they get involved with their
vision on what the NDP is, and what it should be”

The National Development Plan of the Republic

of Moldova for 2008-2011 is the country’s main
document on strategic planning. Its aim is to improve
the life of all the citizens by means of a strong and
long-term economic growth that would cover all the
Moldovan people.

For a more efficient development of the NDP, officials
organized public debates and consultations within the
civil society, especially with young people aged 14-30,
who often say that “nobody listens to them”. In order
for the young to be covered in such a document, they
were involved in regional consultations where they
were asked to add to the NDP by making suggestions
on how to solve the problems they face. Their opinions
were recorded by five working groups. These groups,
divided according to the five main directions set by
the NDP, are: regional development, consolidation

of the modern democratic state based on the rule of
law, enhancement of competitiveness of the national
economy, settlement of the Transnistrian conflict
and reintegration of the country, human resource
development, and promotion of social inclusion.

The proposals made by young people were presented
at a press conference held by the representatives

of the youth involved in this process. Marcel Abras,
representative of the Young Prime-Ministers Club,
noted at the press conference that the youth represent
25% of the Moldovan population, but were rarely
mentioned in the NDP. He noted that implementation
of the drafted proposals would stimulate young
people to stay in the country and not to leave abroad
looking for a job.

“This is for the first time that the opinions of young
people were asked for in the development of such

a strategy. After the development of the NDP, each
ministry will create a specific action plan with allocated
funds and then we will insist that they include

the young people’s solutions in them,” said Larisa
Lazarescu-Spetetchi, UNICEF Programme Coordinator.

Recently, UNICEF Moldova supported a number

of youth participation models, such as the Youth
Parliament, local youth councils, youth resource
centres, and the Media Centre, where young people
learned to participate in social life and the issues
related to social protection, education, and health.

Urban Growth: Republic of Moldova is Europe’s Most Rural State

Urbanization - worldwide growth of urban
population- is unavoidable, yet this can
have a positive side as well. The potential
advantages can exceed the disadvantages.
The challenge is in the way these
opportunities can be used.

e In 2008, for the first time in mankind’s
history, more then half of world’s
population, 3.3. billion people, will live in
urban areas.

e Itis predicted that this figure will grow to 5
billion by 2030.

e In Africa and Asia, the urban population will
double between 2000-2030.

e Many of the new residents of urban areas
will be poor. Their future, and the future
of the cities of developing countries and
of humanity, will depend largely on the
decisions that are made now.

The cities of the world are being confronted

with highly important issues such as poverty,

living spaces, environment, and governing and
administration, yet these problems are minor when
it comes to those provoked by the future growth
of the population. Acting whenever the problem
arises is not sufficient anymore: cities need
proactive policies.

“State of World Population” - the Global Report of
UNFPA - UN Fund for Population, released on June
27 by the UNFPA Office from Moldova, focuses
on“Urban Growth”. The report looks beyond

the current problems of urbanization, by calling

to action and analyzing the implications of the
imminent growth of urban population, and giving
suggestions to help improve the current situation.
The report also underscores the importance of
reducing poverty long-term.

Regarding the situation of Republic of Moldova,
the phenomena of returning to a rural pattern
has occurred during the last 15 years. The number
of rural cities increased from 21 to 65 (54 on the
right and 11 in the left side of Nistru river). All
these locations (which in fact were larger villages,
with compounds of block buildings and some
centrally located manufacturing) were labeled as
cities.

According to the director of Habitat Moldova
Centre, Mr. Ghenadie Ivascenko, census data
shows that the urban population in Moldova

has dropped from 47.4% in 1989 to 39% in 2004.
The demographic trends contain very alarming
statistics. During the last 15 years, for example, the
population of cities like Orhei and Soroca dropped
by 1/3, while cities like Ungheni and Cahul fell
almost 20%.

The demographic crisis is also typical for cities
located in the left bank of Nistru river. In 2004,
the population of Dubasari plummeted by 44%,
in Bender by 30% and in Camenca by 25%, as
compared to 1989.

Moldova is losing the regional centers it needs if it
is to sustain national growth. With few exceptions
(Cahul, and to a lesser extent Ungheni and
Comrat), none of the medium and small cities are
able to offer the minimum conditions (urban area,
human potential, logistics, services, infrastructure,
etc) to foreign investors or to the youth.

Chisinau represents one of the most crowded
urban areas in the region. On a national scale, the
municipality holds a leading position in contrast
with the rest of the country. The high concentration
of the economic, financial and institutional
potential in Chisinau makes the entire country
excessively dependent on the capital. This very
dominant role is in part a result of the “capital lease”
and the extra shares from the contrast “downtown
-periphery’, amplified once the development of
the market relations and reducing the regulatory
functions of the state took place.

Regarding Moldova'’s cities, “internal”

problems are impacting urban areas in the

form of technical infrastructure limits and
territorial disparities, bad quality of public
utilities, inefficient restructure of economy,
cultural heritage breakdown, administrative
management inefficiency, environmental issues,
and others.

At the regional level, Chisinau sits on the
periphery, with limited international influence,
a large deficit of metropolitan services and
barely-existing international utilities. The most
important regional influences in transport,
information services, or finance bypass the city.

On March 22, 2007, Chisinau approved two
strategic documents: the “Spatial Development
Plan of Chisinau Municipality” (PATM) and the
General Urban Plan of Chisinau (PUG) for 2007-
2025.

The coordinator of the General Urban Plan,
Mr. Mihai Roscovan, stated that achieving the
strategic objectives formulated in PATM and

PUG will become visible by designing and
implementing over 30 policies, 60 programs,
and 200 development projects. These policies,
programs and projects will begin once the
decisions about the new CMC are in place.

These documents are converging in a unique
and coordinated project. Economic, social and
environmental policies all essential in order to
reach the major objectives a city with the rank
of a capital needs, including improving living
conditions of its citizens and attracting new
economic activities.

Moldova, a avut anul acesta ca subiect central
,Dezvoltarea Urbana”. Raportul priveste dincolo
de problemele actuale ale urbanizarii, chemand

la actiune, examinand implicatiile cresterii
iminente a populatiei urbane si oferind sugestii
pentru imbunatatirea situatiei create, atentionand
in special asupra reducerii saraciei si asupra
durabilitatii.

In ceea ce priveste situatia din Republica Moldova,

Conform Directorului Centrului Habitat Moldova,
Ghenadie Ivascenko, datele recensamintelor
aratd ca ponderea populatiei urbane in Republica
Moldova s-a redus de la 47,4% in 1989 la 39%

in anul 2004. Tendintele demografice prezints,
de asemenea, date alarmante: pe parcursul
ultimilor 15 ani, spre exemplu, populatia oraselor
Orhei si Soroca s-a diminuat cu o treime, a
oraselor Ungheni si Cahul cu circa o patrime,

iar a municipiului Balti — cu o cincime. Criza
demografica afecteaza si orasele din stanga
Nistrului: in comparatie cu 1989, in anul 2004
populatia orasului Dubdasari s-a micsorat cu 44%,
mun. Bender — cu 30%, or. Camenca — cu 25%.

Orasele mici si medii sunt in continua
dezurbanizare si ruralizare a modului de trai si de
activitate.

Republica Moldova isi pierde centrele regionale
de sustinere a dezvoltarii. Cu mici exceptii relative
(Cahul, ceva mai putin Ungheni si Comrat), nici

un oras de dimensiune medie si mica din tard nu
posedd conditiile minime (mediu urban, potential
uman, logistica, servicii, infrastructurd, etc.) pentru
investitorii straini si tineret.

Up-and-Down Ride

Uneven Progress Slowing Drive to Meet Millennium Goals,

UN Finds

The transition countries of South-Eastern
Europe and the Commonwealth of
Independent States (CIS) have been on a
socio-economic roller coaster since the early
1990s, with progress towards the Millennium
Development Goals (MDGs) seemingly tied to
the sharp rises and falls of extreme poverty
and income inequality, a United Nations study
has found.

The study, the Millennium Development Goals
Report 2007, said that the proportion of people
living on less than a dollar a day jumped from
less than 1 per cent of the population in the CIS
countries and South-Eastern Europe in 1990 to
5.5 per cent and 1.3 per cent respectively in the
two regions in 2004, and then fell back to the low
levels of the pre-transition period of the 1980s.

But the slowdown in extreme poverty was
accompanied by rising rates of income inequality
in the region, the UN report found.

Inequality in the CIS countries was very low in
the 1990s, the report noted. But the share of
consumption (or income) by the poorest quintile
of the population in the CIS countries went from
among the highest among all regions (nearly 8
per cent) in 1990 to just over 6 per cent in 2004.

By the turn of the century, the overall situation
was again showing signs of improvement, the
report found, although other longstanding
problems continued to afflict the CIS and South-
Eastern European countries.

The report also pointed to sharp distinctions
between CIS countries in Europe and CIS
countries in Asia. For instance, in the European
countries, the total net enrolment ratio of
children in primary school fell from 91 per cent
in 1991 to 83 per cent in 1999, and then bounced
back to 90 per cent in 2005.

By contrast, primary school enrolment levels n
the Asian CIS countries, which were lower than
CIS Europe’s in 1990, rose steadily throughout
the transition period, reaching 94 per cent in
2005.

Similarly, the report said, the mortality rate for
children under the age of 5 declined significantly
in the European parts of CIS and in the countries

of South-Eastern Europe, dropping to 17
deaths per 1,000 births. By contrast, in the
Asian CIS countries, the slow rate of progress
was dramatized by figures showing that child
mortality there is the third highest among all
regions.

Yet the CIS and South-Eastern European
countries entered the last decade in a situation
of relative advantage compared to all other
developing regions. Examples include the
relatively high rate of measles immunization (85
per cent coverage in 1990), widespread health
care for women in childbirth (which already
stood at 99 per cent in 1990); relatively high
access to improved sanitation facilities (82 per
cent in 1990); and in the declining incidence and
prevalence of diseases such as tuberculosis.

But the report found that the region’s slow
pace in addressing such problems as poverty
eradication, prevention of major infectious
diseases and gender equality had impaired
progress in moving more rapidly towards
implementation of the MDG targets.

The Millennium Development Goals Report, an
annual assessment of regional progress towards
the Goals, produced at the request of the
General Assembly, is based on data compiled by
over 20 organizations both within and outside
the UN System. The report is supervised and
coordinated by the UN Department of Economic
and Social Affairs.

SAVES LIVES IN
TRANSNISTRIA

0800 88888 is one of the
most recognized phone
numbers in Transnistria.
It can be seen on TV
and radio, on billboards,
trolleybuses, or in mail
boxes. Launched a year
and half ago, Hotline 0
800 88888 serves as a
hub for activities aimed at
preventing trafficking in
human beings.

Offering information

to potential migrants to
enable them to avoid

the risk of falling prey

to traffickers as well as
handling “SOS-calls” from
victims of trafficking and
their families, the Hotline is
a lifeline for many people
in the region.

The Hotline operates seven
days a week between 8
a.m.and 11 p.m.and is

the first toll-free fixed
phone-line in Transnistria.
It is operated by the non-
governmental organization
“Interaction”.

From January to June,
2007, the Hotline received
more than 600 calls (and

a total of 1800 calls since
its launch in February,
2006). Though 80% of
calls were requests for
general information about
migration, this service
also reaches victims and
potential victims of human
trafficking and stranded
migrants. This can be seen
clearly in the 106 “SOS”
phone calls registered
since the beginning of the
year (345 since February,
2006).

The hotline, for example,
save one young lady
named Svetlana. Thanks to
a friend’s call, Svetlana, a
former victim, was rescued
from sexual slavery in the
United Arab Emirates and
brought home. Svetlana’s
story begins like so many
stories of this kind, with her



belief that she could find
a better life abroad. Like
many young women,
she trusted someone
who turned out to be a
human slave recruiter.
Svetlana’s dream of a
better life became her
worst nightmare. Sold
into debt bondage, she
was forced to provide
sexual services to repay
her‘debt’ of $14.000. She
never received any of
the money. A telephone
call that she managed
to make to a friend back
home and a copy of her
passport that she had
somehow managed

to hide saved her life.
The Hotline team acted
swiftly to bring her
home.“Some cases are
so shocking that it is very
hard not burst into tears.
The only thing which
keeps you calm and
makes you enthusiastic
about continuing
working is the memory
of those words of
gratitude from the
mother who finally got to
see her daughter home,’
said Aliona Mrachkova,
the coordinator of the
Hotline.

Hotline operators work
with a wide network

of institutions and
partner organizations,
through which they
organize the repatriation
and rehabilitation of
trafficking victims.

The International
Organization for
Migration (IOM) is

one such partner. [OM
Moldova has supported
the Hotline since it was
set up, and has helped
25 trafficking victims and
stranded migrants return
home.

“This is a titanic work,
but it brings you
satisfaction when you
know that you can help
someone in difficulty.

It is based on the
desire to make a better
world,’ noted Oxana
Alistratova, Interaction
Director. From 2000,
IOM Moldova has
assisted over 2000
victims, providing them
with medical services,
psychological and legal
counseling, and socio-
economic assistance.

Sud-Est. Ascensiuni si regrese

Natiunile Unite constata progrese inegale pentru realizarea
Obiectivelor de Dezvoltare ale Mileniului

Tarile aflate in tranzitie din Comunitatea
Statelor Independente (CSl) si Europa de Sud-Est
au trecut prin transformari social-economice de
la inceputul anilor 1990, iar progresul pentru
realizarea Obiectivelor de Dezvoltare ale
Mileniului (ODM) a fost determinat, se pare, de
cresterea sau diminuarea profunda a saraciei
extreme si inegalitatii veniturilor, constata un
studiu al Natiunilor Unite.

Raportul privind Obiectivele de Dezvoltare ale
Mileniului 2007 afirma ca proportia oamenilor care
traiesc cu mai putin de un dolar pe zi s-a majorat,
intre 1990 si 2004, de la aproximativ un procent
din populatia CSI si Europei de Sud-Est pana la

5,5 si, respectiv, 1,3 procente in ambele regiuni.
Mai tarziu, acesti indicatori au revenit, totusi, la
nivelul scazut din perioada anilor 1980, inaintea
tranzitiei.

Diminuarea nivelului saraciei extreme a fost
insotitd, insa, de majorarea ratei de inegalitate a
veniturilor, mentioneaza studiul ONU.

Nivelul inegalitatii in Comunitatea Statelor
Independente a fost foarte jos in anii 1990, noteaza
raportul, iar proportia consumului (sau veniturilor)
in cea mai saraca chentila a populatiei din tarile CSI
a cunoscut o descrestere de la nivelul cel mai inalt
dintre toate regiunile, de aproape opt procente in
1990, pana la peste sase procente in 2004,

Raportul Natiunilor Unite remarca faptul ca spre
sfarsitul secolului situatia a cunoscut in general
semne de ameliorare, desi mai multe probleme de

durata continua sa afecteze tarile din Comunitatea
Statelor Independente si Europa de Sud-Est.

De asemenea, studiul subliniaza deosebirile
semnificative dintre tarile CSI din Europa si tarile CSI
din Asia. De exemplu, in statele europene rata neta
a inroldrii copiilor in scoala primara a scazut de la 91
procente in 1991 pana la 83 procente in 1999, apoi a
revenit la 90 de procente in 2005.

Prin contrast, inrolarea la nivelul educatiei primare in
tarile CSl din Asia, care a fost mai micd decat in tarile
CSl din Europa in 1990, a crescut constant in timpul
tranzitiei, ajungand pana la 94 procente in 2005.

Tn mod similar, afirma raportul ODM, rata mortalitatii
copiilor cu varsta pana la cinci ani a inregistrat un
declin dramatic in tdrile europene ale CSI si in statele
Europei de Sud-Est, pana la 17 decese la 1,000 de
nasteri. In acelasi timp, in tarile asiatice ale CSl,
progresul redus a fost incetinit si datoritd faptului ca
mortalitatea copiilor s-a situat, potrivit statisticilor,
pe cea de-a treia pozitie printre ratele cele mai inalte
dintre regiunile lumii.

Autorii studiului remarcd, de asemenea, ca tarile

CSl si Europei de Sud-Est au inregistrat in ultimul
deceniu o situatie relativ buna in comparatie cu alte
state aflate in curs de dezvoltare. Astfel, exemplele
includ rata relativ inalta de imunizare impotriva
rujeolei si rubeolei (85 procente in 1990), extinderea
asistentei medicale acordate femeilor insdrcinate (99
procente in 1990); accesul relativ larg la sanitatie de
calitate (82 procente in 1990); si declinul incidentei si
prevalentei unor maladii precum tuberculoza.

Totodata, studiul atrage atentia asupra progreselor
modeste ale regiunii in solutionarea unor probleme
precum eradicarea saraciei, prevenirea principalelor
maladii infectioase si avansarea egalitatii genurilor,
care incetinesc realizarea sarcinilor asociate
Obiectivelor de Dezvoltare ale Mileniului.

Raportul privind Obiectivele de Dezvoltare ale
Mileniului 2007, care reprezinta, de fapt, o evaluare
anuala a progreselor regionale privind Obiectivele
realizata la solicitarea Adunarii Generale a Natiunilor
Unite, se bazeaza pe date compilate oferite de 20 de
organizatii din interiorul si din afara Sistemului ONU.

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Coalition Prevents Trafficking of
Human Beings in Moldova

Churches Unite as “Natural Protectors of the Weak”

Between March and July 2007, 470 clergymen,
priests, and social organization employees
were educated about human trafficking in
Moldova.

Informational seminars discussing trafficking

were organized by the International Organization
for Migration (IOM) Mission to the Republic of
Moldova, in partnership with Moldavian Christian
Aid, Moldovan Orthodox Church (Moldovan
Mitropolia, Russian Patriarchate), Moldovan
Orthodox Church (Bessarabian Mitropolia,
Romanian Patriarchate), the Union of Christian
Evangelical Baptist Churches, and the Evangelical
Lutheran Church of the Republic of Moldova. The
seminars were implemented as a programme of the
Inter-Denominational Coalition for the Prevention
of Trafficking in Human Beings. Churches
representing the majority of Moldovans participate
in this coalition.

The Chief of the IOM Mission, Martin Andreas Wyss,
stressed the importance of this programme. He said,
“The Church is the natural protector of the weak and
humble, lonely and desperate people. The personal
sufferings of trafficked persons and of those who have
survived after being trafficked must be recognized and
brought to the awareness of the people who preach in
our churches!”

Monks, deacons and priestesses learned about how
to prevent trafficking in human beings. Informative
seminars were held in several districts of the country:
Anenii Noi, Balti, Briceni, Cahul, Camenca, Chisinau,
Ciadir Lunga, Criuleni, Donduseni, Drochia, Edinet,
Falesti, Floresti, Glodeni, Ocnita, Orhei, Singerei,
Soroca, Stefan Voda, Tiraspol, Ungheni.

The objective of the seminars was to inform and to
sensitize the clergymen about the risks brought by
the trafficking in human beings, to create a tolerant
attitude towards the victims from both laypeople
and clergy, and to encourage the clergy to pass along
important messages to help prevent trafficking in
human beings.

Sermons, clerical visits, prayers, and spiritual and moral
education aimed at young people were among the
efforts that accompanied the seminars.

“If the Church, through its members, will recognize
more about the hidden wounds in the souls of

trafficked women, then it will be better prepared to
understand and help them, and it will be more open
to reaching them and alleviating their suffering,”
observed Martin Andreas Wyss.

The Rehabilitation Centre for victims and potential
victims of trafficking receives frequent assistance
requests from priests. The employees of the Hotline

La Strada (0 800 77777) actively cooperate with
clergymen in order to facilitate the rescue and

return back home of trafficked victims. At the same
time, priests greatly contribute to reducing the
trafficking and re-trafficking phenomenon by granting
protection and assistance for the reintegration of
victims into society.

Within the programme, video materials were
produced based on the testimonies of the trafficked
victims. These videos present the harsh reality of
trafficking. At the same time, an informative guide,
“Prevention of trafficking in human beings through
clerical and didactic activities’, was published. It assists
priests and serves as a resource in their work with at-
risk youth.

In order to develop the stability of this programme,
the priests have participated in the grant
competition with proposed projects on prevention
of trafficking in human beings and socio-economic
rehabilitation of victims. Seven projects were
selected and will be implemented, beginning in
September, 2007. The programme plans to launch a
National Payer Day and phases Il and lll of the grant
competition.

Stefan Voda is a small urban settlement (7,500
residents) on the right bank of Nistru River down
on the road from Chisinau, the capital city, to
Odesa port in Ukraine. Although confronted with
serious difficulties over the transition to market
economy, the town succeeded to save a significant
part of its utility infrastructure.

The Stefan Voda sub-project strongly builds up on
strengthening the institutional capacity of Apa-

Canal, but also assists in the planning, design and
implementation of investment programmes, including
high-priority and mid-term investments within the
project (production and end-user metering, energy
efficiency improvements by replacement of pumps,
leak detection equipment, prioritized replacement

of mains and service connections, toolkits and
equipment for maintenance and repairs).

The Bank acknowledged the latest results on the
ground, most of which already exceed the targets for
the end of the project. The most relevant are:

e percentage of negative water samples reduced
from 88% to 100%, reflecting a significant
improvement of the drinking water quality;

e share of energy use in Tm3 of water billed
decreased from 8.15% to 4% compared to
targeted 4.82%;

non-revenue water decreased from 70% down to
57% - target of 58%;

18 km of network rehabilitated compared to
projected 13 and 9 km of new extension laid;

daily service hours increased to 19 h compared
to just 2 h of water supply over the last 15 years;
and

collection rate increased to 90% (target of

100%) or to 133% if including acquittal of
historical arrears. Water Waste Treatment facilities
significantly improved through installation of
modern cost- and energy efficient equipment:
for more than a decade waste water was not
treated.

The already implemented as well as the remaining
activities would generate the following outcomes:

e improved safety and sustainability of Water

Supply Sanitation services;

reduced number of waterborne diseases,
particularly for children, and improved overall
public health through sufficient, safe and quality
supply of water; and

improved operational and financial capacity

of Apa-Canal enabling the latter to apply
appropriate planning and management tools for
future developments.

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Programme Targets Risky Behaviours
HIV/AIDS Prevention Through Dialogue Between

Military Personnel

Moldova's military branches have held their own
HIV/AIDS prevention project over the last few
years. Why? Because some draftees and recruits
don’t even know what a condom is and haven’t
even seen one, according to medical officers
from the National Army, Border Guards Service,
and Carabineers Department.

The HIV/AIDS education project targets young enlistees
between 18-25 years. Its objective is to show how HIV/
AIDS can affect sexual partners, families, and peers.

Infection risk for military personnel

The risk of getting HIV for the military enlistees

is linked to risky behaviour: engaging in casual

and unsafe sexual relations, alcohol consumption,
bloody injuries while in the service, the usage of the
same shaving blades, and getting tattoos. Military
personnel are at risk because they are isolated, board,
and away from their sexual partner.

However, the main risk of infection for young military
personnel is the lack of information, experts say. Lots
of young people stated that they know what HIV/AIDS
is, but they do not realize how the virus is transmitted.
The majority have not ever seen an HIV positive or a
person living with AIDS. They were worried about the
possibility of getting the infection through towels,
dishes, bathrooms, or casual contact. Now, being
informed, they understand how the HIV virus is
transmitted and how they can protect themselves, said
the medical officers.

“It is extremely important to know that there are
soldiers who have never seen condoms or know that
such thing exists on the Earth. It might seem to be so
insignificant. But | think it is really important,’ stated
Tudor Bezer, lieutenant general, Head of Medical
Department, Border Guards Service.

From information to behaviour change

“I was pleasantly surprised that the main goal of the
project is the formation of a safe sexual behavior,"
said Rodion Creanga, medical officer, Carabineers
Department. “Each military (branch) is informed and
makes its own decision.”

Young military men also receive condoms for their
annual leaves and R&R. Is important to mention that
the goal of the condom distribution is not promoting
sex but reducing risk, according to the medical
officers.

The Project “Scaling-up the response to HIV/
AIDS in the Uniformed Services of Moldova”

is being implemented through the support of
the United Nations Development Programme
(UNDP) in collaboration with Ministry of
Defense, Border Guard Service and the Ministry
of Internal Affairs.

“It is important for soldiers to be informed and to use
the condom when they need it. You have to realize
that just the information is not enough. It is mandatory
for them to create a safe behavior,” noted Major Sergiu
Soroceanu, physician, Ministry of Defense.

A survey conducted this year of the Uniformed
Services of Moldova proves that information helps
change risky behaviors. Among the survey’s findings:

e 81.9% of military personnel said they have
decided to use condoms once they learned
about how HIV/AIDS was transmitted;

e 62.6% said those who don't use condoms
are irresponsible about their own health;

e 40.3% of military personnel who have had
sexual relations during the last six months
always used a condom;

o 25% of those interviewed use a condom on
aregular basis. >

The instruction itself has to be a continuing process,
agree medical officers, since the turnover of military
personnel is constant. Once every six months, more than
3300 young people are enrolled for one year of military
service. The HIV/AIDS project, however, has proved
durable, as the prevention activities have been already
been included into the military’s educational curriculum.
“If the superiors sustain the prevention activities, then
these will be delivered more successfully,” noted Officer
Rodion Creanga. Major Sergiu Soroceanu added, “It

was necessary for all, including the commanders, to
realize about necessity of the project. It was essential

to have support at the level of ministers, vice-ministers,
and medical departments of the Major State, who are
involved in the programme’s creation and activities
planning within military institutions.

UN Experts Assess Problems, Offer Ideas to Mitigate

Future Droughts

Following the severe drought during the
2007 agricultural season, the Government

of Moldova requested that the Food and
Agriculture Organization (FAO) and the World
Food Programme (WFP) of the United Nations
assess the effects of the drought on the

food supply in order to develop appropriate
measures to ensure food security, as well

as to identify immediate and medium-term
measures to mitigate the impact of drought
on the agricultural sector.

The FAO/WFP Crop and Food Security
Assessment Mission’s assessment was made
August 12-22, 2007. The Mission’s findings and
recommendations were presented on August 22,
2007 at a joint meeting of the government with
the donor community, organized by the Office
of the UN Resident Coordinator in Moldova.

According to Dr. Henri Josserand, Mission Team
Leader, the estimated cost of lost production is
nearly €300 million for cereal crops only, while
the losses to the livestock sector are likely to

be even larger. The Mission also reported that
the drought has caused a reduction in food
available from home garden production, loss of
savings, loss of food and income from liquidated
family livestock, increased food expenditures,
and higher prices for other basic requirements
(energy, gas, heating, etc).

The Mission advised that immediate support
needs to be provided to the farmers to meet
the requirements for winter season cereal crops
seeds, as well as fodder for the livestock. In
addition, it was recommended that the current
system of social protection be expanded to
include those at risk due to:

e Reduced agricultural incomes
e Loss of household savings

e Higher prices for food and other essentials.

With respect to mid-term
measures, the Mission
advocated for:

e Better food security
monitoring and the
establishment of early
warning tools and
systems

e Improved seed
production and diversification and
upgrading of crops

e Rebuilding of national herds by providing
small breeders with subsidized breeding
stock.

In the long run, a sustainable strategy for the
agricultural sector, including proper farming
practices, crop mixes, and efficient use of

the natural resource base (including water)
should be developed and implemented. Better
and more widespread agricultural insurance,
including weather-indexed insurance, should be
also developed.
