Statement by Kaarina Immonen, Resident Coordinator
of the United Nations in Moldova
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We are approaching
the end of the year of
2007. No matter what
mandate people and
organizations may
have in one country or
another, the transition
from one year to
another cannot be
stopped. It’s the right
time to take stock of our
achievements and plan
for the future.

What did 2007 bring

to the United Nations
Agencies in Moldova
and to the country we
are working together to

benefit? When we answer this question, we try to
see glass as half full, not half empty.

First, the year 2007 marked the 15th anniversary
of Moldova’s joining the United Nations. The series
of activities to commemorate this event have
been a good occasion to analyze the evolution

of the country during this one and half decades
and its affirmation at the international level. Major
events in 2007 include President Vladimir Voronin's
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October visit to the UN House in Chisinau, and the
country’s membership beginning in November in the
Economic and Social Council.

Also, the country’s development agenda this year
included the formulation of the 2008-2011 National
Development Plan. We would like to congratulate the
Government of Moldova and its partners for the manner
in which the consultation process was conducted. Of
course, the UN actively participated in this process.

In terms of difficulties, the drought created the biggest
problems. The drought that hit the country this

summer affected many Moldovans: farmers, families
and children. But there is good news as well. The
emergency actions launched by the UN Agencies at

the Government’s request transformed within a short
period of time into a large aid programme spearheaded
by many partners. Given their assistance, 20,500 farmers
have been provided with support.

The year 2007 also has personal significance. For me,

it has been the year | have began my assignment in
Moldova, while for the UN programmes and projects, it
has been the first year of joint review and evaluation.

My pledge for this end of the year is that when we tell
each other “Happy New Year!’, we look at the full part of
the glass, the good things we have done together, and
what we should continue to do in 2008 as well.

Vladimir Voronin Celebrates UN; Discusses

Development Goals

The President of the Republic of Moldova,
Vladimir Voronin, visited the United Nations
House in Chisinau on October 18, 2007. The visit,
the president’s first, was part of the celebration of
the 15th anniversary of Moldova’s membership in
the United Nations, and in recognition of United
Nations Day on October 24.

President Voronin was welcomed by Kaarina
Immonen, UN Resident Coordinator in Moldova.

The President met with Heads of UN Agencies and
discussed development goals for Moldova. Special
attention was given to the assistance provided by
the UN to Moldova in achieving the Millennium
Development Goals, in addressing the consequences
of the severe drought which affected the country
earlier this summer, and to public administration
reform.

At the end of the visit, Mr. Voronin signed the
UN Book of Honorable Guests and took a photo
together with the UN House staff.

The Republic of Moldova joined the United
Nations on March 2, 1992. The first UN Agency to
open its office in Chisinau was the United Nations
Development Programme (UNDP) in 1993.The
United Nations House was officially opened in
Moldova on July 15, 1999. Its goal is to achieve
greater unity of purpose and coherence by the
UN Family in responding to the needs of Moldova
and its people.

The UN Country Team in Moldova includes several
UN agencies: the United Nations Development
Programme (UNDP), the United Nations Children’s
Fund (UNICEF), the United Nations Population Fund
(UNFPA), the United Nations High Commissioner for
Refugees (UNHCR), the World Health Organization
(WHO), International Labour Organization (ILO),

the United Nations Development Fund for Women
(UNIFEM), International Fund for Agricultural
Development (IFAD), International Organization for
Migration (IOM), National Commission for UNESCO,
Joint United Nations Programme on HIV/AIDS
(UNAIDS), Food and Agriculture Organization (FAO),

Hilde F. Johnson Makes Moldova Her First Stop

After Assuming New Job

On her first field visit, new
UNICEF Deputy Executive
Director Hilde F. Johnson
visited Moldova and met
high level officials on October
8-9. She reviewed advocacy
efforts to ensure that all
Moldovan children are
benefitting from the recent
economic growth.

Three major priorities

for children of Moldova,
highlighted during the visit,
are continuation of the
deinstitutionalization process,
increased efforts for HIV
prevention, and creation of an
Ombudsperson for Children’s
Rights.

“Moldova records an economic

growth acknowledged by

international bodies. Important reforms have been
initiated in the social sector meant to ensure that all
Moldovan citizens benefit from that growth. During
the meeting | had in Moldova, it became clear to

me that there was strong commitment, not just

an intention, to implement these reforms,” Hilde F.
Johnson stated at a press conference during her visit
to Chisinau.

Hilde F. Johnson met with the Speaker of the
Parliament, the Prime-Minister and Deputy Prime
Minister, the ministers of health and youth, social
protection, family and children, as well as heads of
parliamentary commissions. Hilde F. Johnson also
met people living with HIV/AIDS and others who
have benefited from UNICEF projects in Moldova.

REFORMING THE RESIDENTIAL SYSTEM

The Republic of Moldova is currently reforming the
residential childcare system. In this context, Mrs.
Johnson admitted that this is a difficult, long, and
potentially controversial process. Therefore, it is
extremely important that the reform is implemented
in a thorough, strategic manner that it takes into
account the fate of each child as well as those
employed at child care institutions.

“There is no turning back - the reform must be
implemented, but correctly, so that no one suffers,”
she said.

INCREASED EFFORTS IN THE AREA
OF HIV/AIDS

Hilde F. Johnson stated that the HIV/AIDS infection
rate is increasing. “Rapid spreading of the infection
affects children as well: they become infected, or
become orphans. They are rejected by society, some
are even denied access to education and health care.
The epidemic is not likely to be stopped without
increased efforts for education in the field of HIV/
AIDS prevention and without reduced stigmatization
of people living with HIV,” Mrs. Johnson noted.

Moldova ranks third among CIS countries (after
Russia and Ukraine) in terms of annual HIV-
incidence. Though the number of HIV/AIDS cases

is limited, it is constantly and rapidly increasing.

On December 31, 2006, the overall number of
people living with HIV/AIDS in Moldova was

3,400. Heterosexual transmission has become the
main transmission route. HIV incidence among
adolescents aged 10-19 increased five-fold between
2002 and 2006 in Moldova.

International Response to Drought

Donors Visit Zaim, Applaud UN Technical Assistance to Farmers

Packages of seeds, fertilizers, and fuel were
distributed on October 11, 2007 to farm
households from the village of Zaim, Causeni
district, that were impacted by this year’s
drought. The action is part of the UN joint
programme titled “Relief and Technical
Assistance Response to the Drought in Moldova’,
and was monitored by the project’s donors

and partners.

During the field visit to Causeni, donors and partners
involved in the project monitored distribution of the
aid to rural communities and to farming households.
Ten beneficiaries from Zaim received packages
containing 100 kg of seeds, 60 kg of fertilizers, and

8 litres of fuel. The recipients were selected by a

local commission in Zaim according to a series of
criteria, including the impact of the drought, social
conditions, and the availability of the beneficiary

to plant winter crops. Overall, 20,500 farming
households throughout the country will benefit
from similar aid packages. The total cost of packages
is estimated at US$ 1.5 million. During the field

visit, Kaarina Immonen, UN Resident Coordinator in
Moldova, expressed

a better harvest next year. Vera Grosu, one of the
beneficiaries from Zaim, mentioned that agriculture
is the only source of survival for the eight members
of her family. “If last year we harvested 8 tons of
wheat from 2 ha of land, this year we collected only
800 kg. Without this package, | would have not been
able to buy fertilizers and seeds. We are very happy
about this support, in particular about the high-
quality seeds,”Vera Grosu said.

Packages were distributed thanks to financial
support provided by the Swedish International
Development Cooperation Agency (Sida), the
Austrian Development Agency (ADA), and the
United Nations Development Programme (UNDP).

The project is managed by the United Nations
Development Programme in partnership with the Food
and Agriculture Organization (FAO), the UN Population
Fund (UNFPA), the United Nations Children Fund
(UNICEF), other UN agencies and the Government of
the Republic of Moldova, as well as non-governmental
organizations and local public authorities which are
implementing partners of the project.

Initiative Aims anti-HIV/AIDS Message to Young Audience

A recent study conducted by BBC and
Terrence Higgins Foundation found
that 9 of 10 young people do not think
about the risk of being infected with
HIV before they engage in sex. 41%
from the respondents believe they are
notin the danger

of getting the infection.

The ignorance regarding HIV among
young people is a problem in Moldova
and indeed, worldwide. The Knowledge
Attitudes Practices survey conducted in
2006 shows that only 50.9% of young
people aged 15-24 have knowledge about
HIV transmission and prevention.

Considering all these alarming trends,
UNFPA (United Nations Fund for
Population) decided to launch “PRO Life
—Together for a healthy life” - a behaviour
change programme aimed to raise
awareness about HIV/AIDS prevention
among young people in Moldova.

The HIV/AIDS prevention messages
were communicated via appropriate
events designed to reach a younger
demographic.

From Oct. 19-21, UNFPA and ORANGE

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Drought Leaves Thousand
of Moldovan Farmers High and Dry

Aid Packages Offer Glimmer of Hope

Farmers say that this year’s drought has dried out
even their souls after leaving their barns totally
empty. They stand in dread of the upcoming long
winter months, of having to slaughter animals early
due to lack of fodder, of the bread that is going

to become a luxury for them, of the spring that is
going to find them even more exhausted and with
fewer hopes. Old people say that they have not
seen such a drought since the famine of 1947, and
they pray that no one today finds out first-hand
what those starvation years were really like.

For several weeks in a row, Galina Antoci from
Bulboaca village in the Anenii Noi Rayon (region)
and her 15 year old daughter met the sunrise in the
field. The land and the cattle are the only means of
subsistence for their family, and they try to do their
best to tend to them. They waited, expecting their
harvest. They watched with gentleness how the first
wheat blades timidly made their way through the
dirt. They hoped to harvest about one and a half tons
of cereals from their half hectare plot, which would
be a good harvest. But this year brought them only
some sacks of stunted wheat. Galina says, “If not for
the help from the United Nations, we'd have left the
land fallow this year.” In fact, many of her neighbors
did this, aided by a simple mathematic calculation:

“I have spent about 4 thousand lei for the land tax,
land processing, planting of one hectare of wheat and
harvesting, but instead of those 3 expected tons of
wheat, | have harvested only 600 kg - just enough to
make some flour for a couple of months... but what
are we going to do afterwards?,” asked Galina.

Antoci Galina’s family is one of those 20 Bulboaca
farms that benefited this year from United Nations
assistance granted under a project called, “Relief
and Technical Assistance Response to the Drought
in Moldova" Just like the other villagers, the Antoci
family received a package containing winter wheat
seeds, fertilizers, and fuel for planting half a hectare.

Galina is pleased and very surprised with the help
provided.“No one has given us anything up until
now, and | was really astonished by the fact that
somewhere in the world people with great hearts
decided to help us out, without asking something
in return. This assistance is really a valuable help

for our family. We would never be in a position

to buy qualitative seeds and fertilizers,” she said.
Trofim Gavrilov, Project Coordinator from the Rural
Development National Agency “ACSA” from Anenii
Noi, the organization monitoring the distribution of
packages to farmers, said that high quality seeds were

distributed, therefore, it will be possible to reproduce
new generations of quality seeds during the next few
years.

Although the locality where the Antoci family lives is
approximately 50 km away from Chisinau, it is rather
difficult for locals to find a job.“The only earnings we
have are coming from sale of milk and cheese from
the two cows we have. But we will have to slaughter
one of them this year, as we don't have any fodder ..."
Galina said, sadly. The head of the family, Vitalie, a 41
year old machine operator, has left for work abroad
to help pay the family’s debts. Two years ago, their 11
year old daughter had heart surgery, and the family
had to borrow a lot of money. Galina believes, “If he
didn't leave for work abroad, we would not pay back
the debts, even ‘till a ripe old age”

The house they live in was passed down from their
parents, and it is still covered with reeds as a roof. “We
did not have money to change the roof. And the reeds
actually keeps the house warm during winter and
cool during summer time,” said Galina, optimistically.
The villagers say that the fire risk for the houses with
reed roofs is very high. Many of these roofs have
been set ablaze during recent winters by defective
stoves and fireplaces. But this year, even heating

will be a luxury for the majority of the area’s farm
families. “During the good years, we would sell a part
of the products grown on the auxiliary plot for cash
with which we could buy coal and wood. This year,
unfortunately, we have nothing to sell,” Galina said.

Two kilometres away from Bulboaca, in Roscani,
hundreds of other families are also experiencing
extreme poverty. According to UN experts,
approximately 84% of the total area of arable land
from the Republic was affected by drought, and
the cost of production losses was about 300 million
euros - calculated at market prices only for cereal
crops. Since subsistence agriculture is a way of life
for the majority of the poor population from the
rural regions, it is obvious that this drought has had a
dramatic impact on living standards.

Natalia Lungu, 35 years old, has worked her entire
life in agriculture. She has weathered skin and rough
hands. The villagers from Roscani call her the “Bee”
because she works hard all day. When introducing
her, the villagers painted the following portrait: “She
wants to succeed in everything, and she is so skinny
that the clothes are falling off of her. But her hard
work did not save her this year." The Lungu family’s
storage sheds were always filled with cereals and
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fodders for cattle, but this year, there are
only some sacks with maize, just several
containers of wheat, and absolutely
nothing in the basement.“During the
previous years on the auxiliary 20 acres
plot surrounding the house, we were
cultivating vegetables, so we had plenty
of preserved and bottled food, but this
year there is not even one jar of preserved
vegetables in the basement. We hardly
had any fresh vegetables during the
summer,” said a sorrowful Natalia. To make
matters worse, one of their pigs died, and
they’ll probably have to slaughter one

of their remaining cows. Natalia asked,
“The goats and the cows had nothing to
eat during summer time on the fields, so
from where can we actually gather some
fodder for the winter time?”

Nevertheless, she considers herself to
be lucky, just like 65 other families from
the village, because she was selected to
benefit from the assistance granted by
donors and the United Nations. “It might
be a small help when compared to the
losses we have suffered this year, but at least it is a
start which gives us hope that next year we will be
able to have a bigger harvest...Let God bless the
people who are thinking about us and our poverty,”
said Natalia as she made the sign of cross. She does
not know exactly the name of the organization
making the donation, but she knows that assistance

is coming from several countries who have asked

for nothing in return. She asked that we write in our
“gazette” about her enormous gratitude for this help

- a big thanks from herself, her husband and their two
children, Mihai and Dumitru.

Just like many other villagers, the Lungu family
does not have money for buying quality seeds and
fertilizers.“From year to year, we are planting on our
2 hectares just the seeds from the wheat harvested
from our own plots. The same goes for barley,
sunflower and other crops we plant. It's obvious
that the harvest leaves much to be desired. The only
sources for soil enrichment is the stable waste, but it's
going to be rather difficult to find it this year as well,
as the majority of villagers have slaughtered their
animals. It's better for them to die from knives than
from starvation,” she observed.

Her husband, Andrei, works in road construction,
but his monthly salary of one thousand lei is just
enough to cover the land taxes, the utility payments,
with enough left over to occasionally buy some new
clothes and shoes for their kids. “My husband’s salary
was not enough to buy all the necessary school
stationery for the eldest boy, Mihai, who went to
school for the first time this year,” said Natalia. The
couple saved all of their money for eight years, and
invested it in their new home they are building. They
have only started to build the house, but they are not
sure when they will be able actually to finish it. The

family continues to live in their parents’ old house,
with a leaking roof and very low windows that do not
let the sun in.

The land is their wealth, and it is their primary source
of subsistence. Natalia jokes with sadness, “The
drought has left us high and dry this year”. Humor is
helping them out in critical situations. “If we loose our
humor, we'd be totally lost for sure,” she noted.

This fall, twenty thousand, five hundred (20,500)
Moldovan farm families who have suffered from
the drought have benefited from contribution
packages containing winter wheat, fertilizers and
fuel, thanks to the financial support offered by
Swedish International Development Cooperation
Agency (Sida), the Austrian Development Agency
(ADA), the European Commission through its
Humanitarian Office (ECHO), the United Nations
Development Programme (UNDP) and the United
Nations Population Fund (UNFPA).“We are very
happy that through our contribution we have helped
Moldovan farm households plant winter wheat and
thus overcome the disastrous impact of this year’s
drought. The feedback received from farmers is
very gratifying as it confirms that our assistance has
reached (the correct) beneficiaries and is very much
appreciated by them,” said Bo Westman, Head of
Swedish International Development Cooperation
Agency (Sida) office in Moldova.

Development Programme in partnership with

the Food and Agriculture Organization, the UN
Population Fund, the United Nations Children Fund,
other UN agencies and the Government of the
Republic of Moldova as well as non-governmental
organizations and local public authorities which are
implementing partners of the project.

United Nations Population Fund Provides Support

to Drought Victims

Pregnant women and nursing mothers who live
in regions severely affected by the drought will
receive food packages provided by the United
Nations Population Fund (UNFPA). These food
packages are provided as part of the UN project
“Relief and Technical Assistance Response to
the Drought in Moldova”. $70,000 worth of
food packages were recently handed over to the
Ministry of Health.

Food packages, which include sunflower oil, rice,
sugar, flour, maize, dry yeast and beans, will be
distributed to pregnant women and nursing mothers
(with 6-month old or younger children) through
reproductive health centres in 19 regions most
affected by this summer’s drought. The Ministry

of Health with UNFPA'’s support has developed an
integrated, transparent plan for distribution of these
food packages to the vulnerable groups of people.
The food is packaged in 4,700 boxes for individual
distribution.

Kaarina Immonen, UN Resident Coordinator in
Moldova, stressed during the meeting that UNFPA's

donation is part of the UN project to respond to the
request for assistance made by the Prime Minister

of the Republic of Moldova to the United Nations
Secretary General to alleviate the consequences of
the drought which hit the country earlier this year. Ms.
Immonen mentioned that the joint efforts of donors,
local authorities, and non-government organizations
are crucial for helping Moldova alleviate the impact of
the drought.

20,500 farm households affected by drought have
benefited so far from packages consisting of seeds,
fertilizers, and fuel provided by the United Nations
through its project “Relief and Technical Assistance
Response to the Drought in Moldova”. In the coming
months, an additional fifteen thousand (15,000)
vulnerable households will receive livestock fodder.
Also, victims will be provided with free meals and
allowances as well as fortified cereals to avoid an iron
deficiency. In order to reduce the negative impact
of future droughts, the UN Agencies will develop,
within the project, an Agricultural Development
Strategy.

Seeking Regional Collaboration on
Refugees, Migrants, and Displaced Persons
Moldovan Delegation Participates in UNHCR’s

Executive Committee Meeting

The mass movement of
people displaced because of
internal conflicts, wars, and
natural disasters continues
to be a worldwide problem.
These are the issues that are
being aggressively addressed
by the United Nations High
Commissioner for Refugees
(UNHCR).

The UNHCR’s Executive
Committee meets annually

in Geneva. The most recent
meeting Oct. 1-5 included
representatives from all UN
member countries. The annual
meeting’s well-defined aim is to
analyze and debate problems
concerning refugees, as well the
states’ options for protecting
them legally and providing for
their physical needs.

A delegation from Moldova participated in the 58th
session of the Executive Committee of UNHCR in
October. Moldova was represented by Ms. Ecaterina
Silvestru - Director of Refugees Department of
Migration and Asylum Office of Domestic Affairs,
Mr.Victor Moraru - Responsible for Ad-Interim Affairs
of Moldova's representative at UNO, Mr.Vasile Batcu
— Director of the Organization “Save the Children”

in Moldova, and Mr. Dumitru Maxim - President of
Society for Refugees. The last two NGOs are partners
in implementing the ideas of the UNHCR in Moldova.

The most important regional challenges regarding
IDP’s and refugees were discussed by Ms. Silvestru in a
speech presented at the session. These include:

® To intensify international cooperation with the
aim of preventing illegal migration.

® To maintain a cooperative relationship regarding
issues from the left bank of the Dniester. UNHCR
has a decisive role in humanitarian protection of
persons internally displaced, included children
from pre-schools.

® To share the information between the bodies
concerned with migration and asylum.

® To create and adopt a strategy,
including establishing a database,
addressing persons who ask for
asylum, and procedures for receiving
refugee status.

® The regional collaboration of CIS
member states with EU in the field
of migration and asylum, including
at an informational level to help

combat illegal migration.

M:s. Silvestru pointed out the
priorities of the state regarding
asylum and migration at the
national level:

® Consolidation of the national
asylum system: adjustment of
national legislation to international
standards;

® Creation of conditions necessary for integrating
refugees in society through designing a judicial
basis for the settlement and social integration of
refugees. A financing mechanism must also be
created;

® Obtaining foreign financial support and using
these funds for assisting refugees collectively and
i ndividually;

® Maintaining the relationship with UNHCR at the
international level.

Through his comments supporting the proposals

put forward to UNHCR, Ms. Silvestru reminded those
gathered that the Republic of Moldova has chosen

a path toward eventual EU integration, and will
continue to implement the EU-Moldova Action Plan
according to the new policy. The fact that the Republic
of Moldova is part of the Black Sea Region is especially
noteworthy given the area’s simmering conflicts—
South Ossetia, Nagorno-Karabakh, Abkhazia,
Chechnya, Turkey, as well Transnistria. The potential

is always present, then, for massive waves of refugees
and displaced persons. Unfortunately, these conflicts
can also generate phenomena like illegal migration,
international criminality, and human, weapons and
drug trafficking.

Millennium Development Goals
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“New Challenges - New Tasks”

Public Debates Millennium Development Goals

The Government of the Republic of Moldova
organized a public debate in Chisinau on

the draft National Report, “The Millennium
Development Goals: New Challenges - New Tasks".
Nongovernmental organizations, academia,
private sector, development partners and

mass media all participated in the debate. The
comments and the proposals formulated during
the meeting were collected by the Ministry of
Economy and Trade and used to help finalize the
National Report, which will be submitted to the
Government for approval.

The Republic of Moldova discussed its progress
toward achieving the Millennium Development Goals,
which were signed seven years ago. The second
National Report, “The Millennium Development
Goals: New challenges - New tasks”, was the subject
of the public debate. This report covers the targets
and indicators mentioned as part of the Development
Goals, as well as new methodological techniques

for monitoring and assessing progress made toward
meeting those goals.

The draft National Report discusses the positive
economic performances recently registered by the
Republic of Moldova, even while confirming, however,
that one million people (30.2%) still live in absolute
poverty and other 150 thousand others (4.5%) face
extreme poverty and have a monthly income of less
than 404.2 lei.

Although poverty dropped significantly from 1999

to 2004, the poverty rate began to rise again in 2005,
when 33% of Moldovans lived in absolute poverty
and 16% lived in extreme poverty. Poverty affected
mostly rural populations, where poverty was six times
higher than in urban areas. Children, especially from
rural regions, continue to be the most vulnerable
category of the population.

In the Republic of Moldova, poverty indicators are
calculated based on the Household Budget Survey
by the National Bureau of Statistics.

Essential amendments have been included in the
Household Budget Survey since 2006. As a result,
the 2006 data is not compatible, or comparable,
with previous statistics. In the context of Millennium
Development Goals, these amendments mean that
the goals and indicators for the first Development
Goal: Reduction of Extreme Poverty and Hunger,

must be revised.

Thus, taking 2006 as a base year, the amended
objectives of this goal are:

e The reduction of the population rate with an
income of under 4.3 dollars per day/per person

The first National Report on the Millennium
Development Goals in the Republic of Moldova,
presented in 2005, contributed toward establishing
medium and long term goals. It analyzed the
percentage of population with an income under
$2.15 per day, although that benchmark is not fully
applicable to the Republic of Moldova.

The draft of the National Report on Millennium
Development Goals presents the progress and the
difficulties encountered by the Republic of Moldova
in reaching the eight Millennium Goals.

One Third of Moldovan Children
Are Affected by Migration

Absentee Parents Affect Psychological, Social Development

of Children

Migration is a relatively new phenomenon

in the Republic of Moldova, and it has grown
rapidly each year. Due to poverty, hundreds of
thousand of adults have left their homes and
children to go abroad to earn a living. According
to studies conducted with the support of
UNICEF and other international organisations,
the share of Moldovan children who do not live
with both parents has nearly doubled in recent
years from 16% in 2000 to 31% in 2005.

Migration and its impact on children was the main
topic of a national conference Nov. 15 in Chisinau
organised by UNICEF and the Moldovan Ministry of
Social Protection, Family and Child. The aim of the
event was to create a favourable environment for
discussions among the Government, international
organisations, non-government organisations and
academia and to propose solutions to the problem.

“The migration phenomenon in the Republic of
Moldova is regarded more for its economic and
demographic aspects and for intergovernmental
relations (than) from the viewpoint of its impact
on the psychological and emotional development
of children left without parental care. That is why
through this conference we would like to contribute
to public debates about this phenomenon and to
tackle all aspects of the problem - both positive
and negative ones,” said UNICEF Representative in
Moldova Mr. Ray Virgilio Torres.

The conference presented several studies and
research by experts in the field who stated that
migration is a growing area of concern. For 79%
of Moldovan families with children, remittances
from abroad have contributed to improvements
in the financial situation of the household, but at
the same time the lengthy absence of parents has

psychologically and emotionally affected children left

behind, according to a study carried out by CBS AXA
(@ member of Gallup International).

Another study done by a group of psychologists
based on case studies showed that the lengthy
absence of parents has devastating effects on
children. “Clinical evidence shows that parents’
leaving for abroad may cause neurotic disorders,
depression, anxiety, language disorders, behavioural
disorders, and nutritional disorders in children

of preschool age. There are also many problems
with adolescents who are left alone, including
waywardness, academic failure, anxiety and

depression. Often parental absence
leads to the early initiation of sexual
activity, to dropping out of school,
and to antisocial behaviour,’ said
psychologist Zinaida Bolea, one of
the authors of the study.

Although the Ministry of Social
Protection in Chisinau recognizes
the seriousness of the problem,
there are still no social mechanisms
and policies in place that allow
local authorities to monitor the
status of these children, to identify
cases when they need emergency
support, and to effectively
intervene.

An important step towards
improving the situation was the
creation of a national network of
social assistants in 2007. This system
of protection has been established
in towns and villages where it is
most needed and can be most
effective, especially for the children
of migrant parents. With UNICEF
support, 542 social assistants are currently employed
by mayors’ offices. They know the problems of
migrants’ children, and are trained to cooperate with
schools, kindergartens, family doctors, and others.

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Moldovan-French Relations in Harmony

Musical Events, Professional Exchanges Promote Cultural Understanding

Traditionally warm Moldovan-French relations have
been expanded recently thanks to the joint efforts
of non-governmental organizations through the use
of interpersonal communication, especially artist to
artist contact. A promoter of this cooperation, the
National Commission for UNESCO, together with
governmental organizations and specialized NGOs,
has engaged actively in spreading Moldovan culture
in France and the French culture here in Moldova.

The France-Moldova Committee was established in
1992, and is chaired by Cristiane Portois, well known
musician, a specialist in baroque music, and choir
conductor.

Over the years, the France-Moldova Committee has
developed many cultural-artistic programmes, both in
France and in Moldova, that were attended by dozens
of musicians, painters, sculptures, cultural specialists,
and students from both countries. Of course, the French
have an appropriate partner in Moldova: the well
known composer Constantin Rusnac, Secretary General
of the National Commission for UNESCO in Moldova
(NCRM) and the deputy chairman of the France-
Moldova Committee.

Recently, the France-Moldova Committee, with the
support of UNESCO-Paris, the National Commission

for UNESCO of France, and the National Commission
for UNESCO in Moldova, organized a series of big
celebrations in both countries to benefit artists and

art lovers. On September 3, Moldovan painters Angela
Candu, Elena Caracentev and Alexandru Us visited
France. They had the opportunity not only to visit
museums and art galleries, but also to work and display
their artistry in the art gallery “Jeane et Roland” from
Cerilly. It is noteworthy that Cristiane Portois hosted the
Moldovan painters in her house, created a work space
for them, and organized an exhibition of their works,
which were well received by the public and the press.

In turn, Cristiane Portois, supported by Cristiane Volf,
harpsichord player, and Pierre Migard, symphonic
orchestra conductor and director of the Conservatoire
from Besancon, were invited to Chisinau. In Chisinau,
the remarkable guests spoke and exchanged wisdom
with artists, bands, and students from different
specialized institutions. Cristiane Portois worked with
artists from the choir of the Organ Hall (conductor llona
Stepan) and the members of the choir “Gloria” from the
college “Stefan Neaga” They discussed specific nuances
of choral baroque music from the XVII century. The halls
where Cristiane Portois performed were too small in the
true sense of the word.

Chisinau visitor Cristiane Volf attended harpsichord
lessons at the Lyceum “Ciprian Porumbescu’, increasing
the enthusiasm of young musical disciples. Another
visitor, Pierre Migard, is also an old friend of Chisinau.

In 2004, he was nominated the best conductor of the
year in Chisinau. This time, he came with an unknown
symphony by the composer Charle Gounod, and with
other lesser-known works by Moldovan and French
composers. The scores of these works were given as a
gift to the Moldovan musicians.

These cultural exchanges culminated on November 8
with a concert of French music at the Organ Hall. The
works of Moldovan painters who visited France were
also exhibited at the concert.

UNESCO Distributes Publication
on Human Rights in Moldova

A new UNESCO publication, centering on protecting human rights in
Moldova, was recently distributed.

The manual “Human Rights: International and Moldovan Mechanisms of
Protection” (A. Azarov, V. Reuter, K. Huefner, V. Mosneaga, G. Rusnac, T.
Cirnat, V. Saca) was recently published by The National Commission of the
Republic of Moldova for UNESCO. This manual was produced in cooperation
with Moldova State University, the Centre “Intercultural Dialogue’, and the
Centre“CAPTES"with the support of UNESCO-Moscow as part of the project,
“Human Rights Education in the Republic of Moldova"

A similar manual on “International and Russian mechanisms for the
protection of human rights” written by A. Azarov, V. Reuter, K Hufner,
was used as a blueprint for the Moldovan human rights publication. The
Russian manual gives more complete and multilateral viewpoints on current
mechanisms and best practices of the United Nations in the field of human
rights. It also includes material devoted to functioning of regional (European)
and national (Russian) mechanisms for the human rights protection. One
of the strong points of Russian edition of the manual is an overview of the
theoretical foundations of human rights.

The Russian manual is applicable not only to Russia, but could also be useful
in analyzing human rights throughout the former Soviet Union. Certainly,
though, the Republic of Moldova has its own specific characteristics which
must be taken into consideration.

The Moldovan version, therefore, includes Romanian language chapters
devoted to the theory of human rights and its characteristics. This version
also includes international and regional mechanisms and procedures for
protecting human rights. This material was adapted to the situation and
needs of the Republic of Moldova.

An original chapter devoted to Moldovan mechanisms and procedures
on human rights was included in the text, along with information on the
value of jobs performed and an accompanying manual. This represents
the first comprehensive and systematic view of Moldovan scientific and
methodological literature on the mechanisms and procedures of human
rights protection.

The manual was prepared as part of a project titled, “International and
Moldavian mechanisms on the human rights protection”.
