Rock stars sing anti-drug tune
for young Moldovans

Live TV show “Buna Seara!” encourages healthy lifestyles

A live TV talk show, featuring a compelling
message from a popular band, delivered an
anti-drug message to over 100 students from
a Chisinau lyceum on February 17.

During the show, “Buna seara!”, students from
Mihai Viteazul Lyceum in Chisinau firmly pledged
to stay away from drugs. The Moldovan rock band
,Gandul Matei”, featuring singer Nicu Tarna,
appeared on the program. Members of the band
confessed that they used “light” drugs in the past,
but that they learned from their mistakes, and that
they would never again use drugs.

On the talk-show “Buna seara!”, host Mircea
Surdu gathered civil society and law enforcement
authorities and state institutions’ representatives to
discuss the negative impact of drug abuse and
trafficking. They motivated the youngsters to stick
with a healthy lifestyle.

An hour and ten minutes of sincere and open
discussions, as well as lots of useful information,
were featured on this TV show. Mr. llie Jecicoy,
lieutenant-colonel of police, Ministry of Internal
Affairs, Anti-drug Department, emphasized that
drug abuse affects and infringes both on the
interests of the State and the family, destroying
users’ consciousness and morality. About 9,000
drug addicts have been treated by narcologists,
1200 of them are placed under supervision. Mr.
Jecicov stressed the importance of the fact that
special subdivisions of the enforcement bodies
have discovered 1,511 illegal hemp

cultivation sites in Moldova last year. As a
result, around 16,688 kg of drug raw

material were destroyed. Also last year,
authorities discovered 2,350 illegal poppy
cultivation sites, and 18,418 kg of drug raw
material were destroyed. These data
demonstrate that drugs are produced in
Moldova, and as the result, drug consumers
appear.

Authorities not only battle against these
these breeding grounds for drug production,
but also concentrate on drug abuse
prevention. Therefore, drug abuse awareness
campaigns are very important because it is
always much easier to prevent abuse than to |g

heal it, according to Mr. Mihai Oprea, the
representative of the Narcologic Clinic of Chisinau.

The doctor also said that all kinds of drugs, both
intravenous and inhaled, can induce dependence,
some of them in a very short period of time, others
over a longer period. But he said unequivocally
that all drugs affect the consciousness. Mihai
Viteazul Lyceum director, Ms. Nelly Berezovshi,
who participated in the talk-show, brought up

the issue of family education and lack of
communication between parents and children

as a possible factor leading to drug use.

Nicu Tarna, the popular voice of the Moldovan
rock band ,,Gandul Matei”, gave TV viewers his
best wishes. The group sang several songs from
their last album ,Ghem in ghem”. Nicu stated
during the live show that he is firmly against drugs.
He believes it is better to keep yourself busy with
the interesting things, like music, than to be
“drugged out” and end up sleeping on the street.
During the song ,,Am venit cu ganduri bune”

("l came with the best wishes"”), fans gathered
around Nicu to get his autograph on a brochure
distributed at the event titled “We don’t believe in
drugs”. The brochure was developed with the
support of BUMAD Programme, financed by the
European Union and co-financed and implemented
by UNDP Moldova. A part of the technical
assistance was provided by BUMAD Programme,
which initiates programs and mobilizes the
population in anti-drug campaigns.

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UN Agency provides $13
million loan to boost rural
development in Moldova

The specialized agency of the United
Nations dedicated to eradicating poverty
and hunger in rural areas of developing
countries has given the Republic of
Moldova a loan for $13 million to help fund
a 5-year economic development plan.

The loan agreement was signed at the Rome
headquarters of the International Fund for
Agricultural Development (IFAD) by its President,
Lennart Bage, and the Ambassador of the
Republic of Moldova to IFAD, Nicolae Dudau.

IFAD said that the programme would help create
new markets and jobs in the country’s rural
areas, and enable poor farmers to move into
more productive farm and non-farm activities.

The agricultural sector, including production and
food processing, employs about 40 per cent of

With this loan, the Agency said it would have
financed three investment programmes in the
Republic of Moldova for a total loan portfolio of
$35.5 million.

Since starting operations in 1978, IFAD has
invested almost $9.0 billion in 707 programmes
and projects that have helped nearly 300 million
poor rural men and women achieve better lives
for themselves and their families.

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Best practices against HIV/AIDS
shared during seminar

Regional meeting on “Three Ones” principle held

in Chisinau

A regional seminar on approaches to
combating HIV/AIDS was held February 6-8
in Chisinau.

The seminar, “The Role of People Living with
HIV/AIDS and Other Vulnerable Groups in the
Implementation of the Three Ones Principle at the
National Level in Eastern Europe and Central Asia”,
was organized by the association of organizations
representing HIV+ representatives from Eastern
Europe and Central Asia, with the support of the
Ukrainian Network of PLHA and the UNAIDS
Secretariat (Geneva). The seminar included 30
activists, representatives of the vulnerable groups,
and HIV+ representatives from 14 countries from
Eastern Europe and Central Asia.

During the opening of the seminar, Mr. Oleg
Barba, CCM Secretary, welcomed the participants,
stating that this event represents a good
opportunity to exchange information about best
regional practices in fighting HIV/AIDS.

Based on the Three Ones approach in combating
HIV/AIDS (one national coordination mechanism,
one national program in HIV/AIDS, and one
Monitoring and Evaluation unit), the seminar aimed
at involving PLHA (the Ukranian anti-HIV/AIDS
network) and representatives of vulnerable groups in
the development, coordination, and implementation
of the fundamental three principles.

The participants presented the experience of their
own countries, identifying common problems and
best practices, including activities undertaken to
promote anti-HIV/AIDS programming. The materials
prepared during the seminar were compiled into a
guide of practical recommendations. This guide was
distributed to the participants.

Below are some opinions expressed by the seminar
participants:

Roman GAILEVICH, Regional Consultant,
UNAIDS, Geneva

Following several days of intense activity, | may
state that the objective of the seminar was
attained. The community representatives
understood how to use the three key elements for

the maximum benefit of HIV+ and vulnerable

people (including increased access to HIV/AIDS
prophylaxis, and accepting ARV treatment). The
fact that the seminar was organized in Chisinau is
not by chance. The Republic of Moldova has a
positive image in the implementation of the Three
Ones Principle. As a rule, countries only have one
or two of these three elements. Another good
example is Ukraine, which can be brought up as a
role model on the global level.

Natalia LEONCIUK, Executive Director of the
Secretary of the Association of Organizations
of PLHA from Eastern Europe and Central Asia
| very much wanted this event to bring together
both representatives of civil society and state
structures, especially CCM representatives,
because HIV/AIDS-related problems can not be
approached without collaboration. We have
worked a great deal, and as a result, we have
managed to better understand our potential and
what we need to do to take more efficient action.
Personally, | have found out about many best
practices in the field (Moldova, Lithuania,
Armenia, Azerbaijan), which can be shared

at such regional meetings.

Following my participation

in this seminar, | have noticed that many
countries undertake efforts based on the Three
Ones Principle. In Russia, this will probably be
hard to implement. Even though we have a
CCM created by the Global Fund, its
functionality is mostly theoretical because
nobody knows who appointed the members of
this body and what, in fact, its functions are.

Regarding Moldova, | know mostly about their
good initiatives, especially in the field of
reducing possible exposure to HIV. For example,
two years ago we were presented with an
example of this from Moldova’s penitentiaries.
It is surprising that this anti-HIV/AIDS initiative

came from the medical service of the

Department of Penitentiary Institutions. We are
unable to reach this point yet. There is a close
collaboration between the managers of anti-
HIV/AIDS projects and the Director of the
Federal Services for Execution of Punishments,
and there have been times when an anti-HIV
strategy was very close to being implemented.
However, there were enough opponents to
impede this process. After discussing the three
ones principle with other participants at this
seminar, we all agree that Moldova is one step
ahead of the other CIS countries. Russia lags way
behind Ukraine, Moldova, and Kazahstan in
combating HIV/AIDS.

The 16-month project will be implemented in 3
stages. During the 3rd stage of the project, the
NWSIC intends to replicate the experience of
Causeni in combating child labour in other 3
regions situated in center, north and south of the
Republic of Moldova.

The National Women'’s Studies and Information
Center intends to build partnerships with all
IPEC-implementing agencies and the ILO-ACT/
EMP project on combating child labour in
agriculture sector of Moldova. Relevant
materials designed for caregivers, parents, and
children printed with the support of ILO-IPEC
are being shared with the NWSIC.

to Transnistria

Mission helps launch reproductive health center

Reproductive health was the focus of

a November 3-13, 2005 UNFPA (United
Nations Population Fund)-led mission
the Transnistria region of the Republic
of Moldova. The mission laid the
groundwork for the opening of a new
Reproductive Health Center “Nadejda”,
which officially opened on February 15,
2006.

The objective of the international mission was
to both evaluate Transnistria’s needs in the
area of reproductive health, and to analyze its
current reproductive health situation. The
mission assessed local authorities’ resources and
their commitment to providing universal access
to quality reproductive health services. The
report identifies important factors that limit
the access and the quality of reproductive
health care for the Transnistrian people.

Following the planning session and the initial
meetings that took place in Chisinau, special
activities were undertaken in Tiraspol and in
other two districts, Rabnita and Camenca, in
order to understand and research the situation
of reproductive health in the region.

Transnistria is still using the Soviet-style
traditional public health model “Semashko”,
where the district therapist is the “key person”
in primary health care. A structured network of
family planning services does not exist in
Transnistria. There are few opportunities for
youth to find services provided on a
confidential basis; the concept of youth-
friendly services is not known; and there are no
rules, infrastructure, or trained personnel to
provide such services.

The district of Camenca, the location
designated for the implementation of a UNFPA
pilot project in Transnistria, is situated in the
northern part of the region. It includes the city
of Camenca and 21 villages in the district with
a total population of 31,067. Health care
services are provided by the district hospital
(including a Women'’s Consultation unit), 4

Rural Dispensaries, and 13 Ambulances for
medical and emergency assistance.

The Reproductive Health Center “Nadejda”
officially opened on February 15, 2006, with
the participation of Peer Sieben, UNFPA
Country Director, Republic of Moldova. The
center provides primary health care services in
reproductive health which include: family
planning, including education, information
and access to contraceptive methods;
consultative prenatal assistance, including
training classes for pregnancy, birth and
breastfeeding; screening and education in the
prevention and early diagnosis of breast
cancer; educational classes, counseling and
sexual education and prevention-oriented
health programs for teenagers and youth.

Through the agency the project created in
Camenca, and the launching of the Reproductive
Health Center “Nadejda”, the UNFPA office
intends to provide the population with quality
services in reproductive health. The UNFPA pilot
project in Transnistria intends to create a model
for increased access to quality services in the field.
The model is based on a long-term reproductive
health strategy for the region, using the lessons
learned under a similar initiative implemented in
the Republic of Moldova.
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“Nadejda” has also initiated a multi-
institutional cooperation among the district the
Hygiene and Epidemiology Center, the district
Department of Education, and the schools
(which will be responsible for the promotion of
health education programs, and peer
education and reference activities with parents
and the civil society). The pilot center may
become the central part of a multisectorial
model for promoting reproductive health in
the district and in the region as a whole. The
model also includes support for the activities
promoting community participation. The
model encourages the involvement of civil
society organizations. The partnership with the
administration of the district hospital from
Camenca was crucial in the development of
the Reproductive Health Center “Nadejda”.
Thus, the local administration identified a
separate floor in one of the hospital’s buildings
to locate the center, and provided a modern
renovation of the space, qualified medical staff
and the payment of the salary, as well as the
future maintenance of the center’s space

and of the medical staff.

What needs to happen in Camenca to increase
access to quality family planning services? One
doctor mentioned these items:

e Establishment of family planning units within
the Women’s Consultation area where
qualified medical staff would be employed,

e Availability of free contraceptives
for disadvantaged persons; and

e Implementation of Information-Education-
Communication campaigns.

The Reproductive Health Center “Nadejda”
will provide an efficient program for the

promotion of a healthy lifestyle, including
prevention components in their reproductive
health program. Interactive teaching
methodologies and training programs will also
be developed. A social dialog and partnership
between the health and education
departments will be established and
maintained to promote reproductive health
protection, which will involve not only doctors
and medical assistants, but also school
teachers, psychologists, peer educators. The
youth will be involved in the promotion of
education and prevention services through the
training of peer educators and the
establishment of peer educators’ network in
Transnistria as part of a national network of
Peer Educators in Moldova. UNFPA carried out
a continuous training process of the medical
staff from Camenca in reproductive health,
provided the “Nadejda” center with modern
medical equipment and technology, with
information technology, with office
equipment, as well as with informative
materials and contraceptives. The total budget
of the project implemented in Camenca

is USD 50,000.

During the recent visit to the Republic of
Moldova by an international UNFPA mission
headed by Peer Sieben, UNFPA Country
Director, a large cache of useful equipment
and supplies were donated to the Ministry
of Health and Social Protection (for all the
Family Planning Cabinets from the Republic
of Moldova). The donations included
electronic equipment (49 computers, 49
printers and secondary equipments),
medical equipment, and reproductive
health products (modern contraceptives),
which were given as a result of a request
made by the Ministry of Health and Social
Protection. These will be distributed freely
to disadvantaged groups in the population.

The total value of donated goods and
supplies, calculated based on average
market prices for Moldova, is 1,026,498 US
dollars.

The donations were given in accordance
to the stipulations of the project document
MDAO1R202 “Support to Improved
Integrated Information and Services on
Reproductive Health”.

UNFPA (Fondul Natiunilor Unite pentru
Populatie) a efectuat, in perioada 6-13
noiembrie 2005, o misiune internationala
privind evaluarea necesitatilor in
domeniul Sanatatii reproductive /Analiza
situatiei in regiunea transnistreana a
Republicii Moldova.

Misiunea a urmarit scopul de a evalua
necesitatile si angajamentul autoritatilor locale
pentru realizarea accesului universal la servicii
de calitate in sanatatea reproducerii (SR).
Raportul identifica factorii importanti care
limiteaza accesul si calitatea asistentei medicale
cu referire la serviciile furnizate in domeniul
SR pentru populatia din Transnistria.

Transnistria mai utilizeaza inca modelul

.Semasko”, in care terapeutul de sector este

asistentei medicale primare. Nu exista o retea
structurata a serviciilor de planificare familiala.
Tinerii beneficiaza de putine oportunitati de a
gasi servicii confidentiale, iar conceptul
serviciilor prietenoase pentru tineri nu este
cunoscut si nu exista regulamente,
infrastructura sau resurse umane instruite
pentru a oferi asemenea servicii.

Raionul Camenca, locul desemnat pentru
implementarea unui proiect-pilot al UNFPA in
Transnistria, este situat in partea de nord a
regiunii. Acesta include oraselul Camenca

si 21 de sate, cu o populatie totald de 31,067
persoane. Serviciile medicale sunt asigurate de
catre spitalul raional (cu o consultatie pentru
femei, ca parte a acestuia), patru dispensare
rurale si 13 puncte medicale pentru acordarea
asistentei medicale si a celei de urgenta.

scolare (care vor fi responsabile de promovarea
programelor de educatie pentru sanatate,
educatia de la egal la egal si activitati de
referinta cu parintii si societatea civila).
Centrul-pilot poate deveni elementul central
al unui model de colaborare multisectoriala
pentru a promova sanatatea reproductiva

in raion si regiune.

Modelul include, de asemenea, sprijin
pentru activitatile de promovare a participarii
comunitare si incurajeaza implicarea
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organizatiilor societatii civile. Este important de
mentionat parteneriatul cu administratia
spitalului raional din Camenca la dezvoltarea
Centrului ,Nadejda”.

Astfel, administratia locala a identificat un etaj
separat in unul din edificiile spitalului pentru
amplasarea centrului, a asigurat renovarea
moderna a spatiului, asigurarea cu personal
medical si plata salariului, la fel si intretinerea
acestui spatiu si a personalului pentru viitor.

Centrul de Sanatate Reproductiva ,,Nadejda”,
inaugurat oficial la 15 februarie 2006 cu
participarea Dlui Peer Sieben, Director UNFPA
pentru Republica Moldova, ofera servicii de
asistenta primara in sandatatea reproducerii
printre care: planificarea familiala, incluzand
educatia, informarea si acces la metode de
reglementare a fertilitatii; prevenirea,
diagnosticul, depistarea, tratamentul si
gestionarea infectiilor cu transmitere sexualg;

Va fi
stabilit si mentinut un dialog si un parteneriat
intre sectorul sanatatii si cel al educatiei pentru
promovarea protejarii sanatatii reproductive,
implicand nu numai medici si asistente medicale,
dar si profesori scolari, psihologi, educatori de la
egal la egal.

Experts analyze “Building
e-governance” in Moldova

Is Moldova ready for E-governance?

A round-table discussion was recently held
to examine Moldova's readiness for
E-governance.

The Government of the Republic of Moldova and
UNDP Project “Building of E-governance” in
Moldova, financed by the Japanese Government
and the Soros Foundation, invited more than 60
representatives of central public authorities, banks,
private sector and IT specialists to the round-table,
which used a variety of research and surveys taken
during 2005 to scrutinize E-governance in Moldova.

To implement the E-governance concept, the
Republic of Moldova needs annual state investments
in the amount of one percent of its GDP, said Mr.
Sergiu Sitnic, Deputy Ministry of Information
Development. He also emphasized that the State
Budget Law doesn’t include expenses for
information technologies development for public
authorities. “There are donors that express their
interests to co-finance the implementation strategy
of E-governance, but they are waiting for the
contribution of the Government of Moldova,” added
Mr. Sergiu Sitnic. He said that Japan, for example,
spent billons of dollars to build the E-governance
concept. “The Ministry of Information Development
is very thankful for the technical assistance offered
in this field by UNDP, the Japanese Government and
Soros Foundation. This support represents a
significant foundation to advance the field of
information technologies implementation.”

Mr. lon Cosuleanu, Manager of the UNDP Project, said
that the results of several studies are consistent and
relevant, so ultimately Moldova will be able to
calculate the necessary effort to prepare the country for
E-governance. “So far, the data are discussed and this
is good, the numbers obtained need to be validated to
be ultimately included into the official report,” said
Mr.Cosuleanu. The data include the Technical Audit of
Public Administration Information Systems (Central and
Local) study, the Analysis of Information Flows in
Decision Making Processes in Public Administration
study, as well as of surveys carried out among
businesses, households and Internet users.

According to one of the surveys, almost half of the
public officials in the Republic of Moldova do not
know how to use a computer. State spending on the
IT sector at the level of local public authorities is less
than one per cent of the budget, and the largest
part of this spending is directed to finance the phone
conversations. 43 per cent of the municipalities do

not even use
computers, and
those which do use
computers are not
connected to the
Internet. Only 12% of the Moldovan population has
ongoing daily access to the Internet.
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One of the important topics discussed was on-line
services that are not yet wide spread in Moldova. To
date, there are only information on-line services. Mr.
Sergiu Satnic said that the Ministry of Information
Development was planning an initiative that would
require the central government to publish all their
draft laws and decisions on the Internet.

The surveys were carried out by the Centre of
Analysis and Social, Political and Psychological
Studies, as well as by S&T Company.

THE CONCEPT OF E-GOVERNANCE: UNIVERSAL ACCESSIBILITY

A Governmnet accessible anywhere, any time, and to anyone is the dream
of any citizen and the aspiration of any democratic state. This formulae
underlies the concept of e-governance.

Information Society Development in Moldova is a hot topic, and E-
Governance will bring benefits to the whole society as well as to the
citizens of the Republic of Moldova, according to UNDP Moldova experts
and Government representatives. They participated in an E-Governance
concept development roundtable. More than 50 participants, including
Government, NGO and private sector representatives, met to analyze the
E-Governance Concept. Vladimir Molojen, the Minister of Information
Development, emphasized that the Ministry would make substantial efforts
to implement e-governance mechanisms. These efforts will increase the
efficiency of central and local governments and will make governments
more accessible to citizens.

Oleg Rotaru, deputy head of the Government Administration, said Moldova
must offer its citizens useful interactive services every day, and not just be
present as an informational source on the Internet. To do this, the
government must intensify its efforts to facilitate the flow of information
to citizens, and to enhance the information exchange between
governmental departments, Rotaru said. “For the time being there is no
intercommunication between public officials, while governmental web
pages are not well organized and do not comply with standard
requirements, which makes it difficult to search for information. The
concept includes recommendations for the creation of more on-line
services,” said lon Cosuleanu, Manager of the UNDP Project “Building of
E-Governance”.

Moldova ranks the 57th among 169 states in the E-Government 2005
rating published by the Taubman Center for Public Policy, Brown University,
U.S.A. According to the Global E-Government report, Moldova tripled its
international rating for digital development in the last three years. At
present, it is the most advanced state among CIS countries in e-governance.

Deocamdata, datele incita
discutii si asta e bine, deoarece cifrele obtinute trebuie
validate pentru a fi prezentate ulterior in cadrul unui
raport oficial, a mai precizat dl Cosuleanu.

Potrivit unuia dintre sondaje, aproape jumatate din
functionarii publici din Republica Moldova nu poseda
aptitudini de lucru la computer. Finantarea
tehnologiilor informationale in cadrul administratiilor
publice este sub unu la suta din bugetul acestora, iar in
cea mai mare parte cheltuielile sunt indreptate doar
spre finantarea convorbirilor telefonice. 43 la suta din
primarii lucreaza fara a utiliza calculatorul, iar celelalte
care au cate un computer nu au conectare la Internet.

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How is humanitarian status

determined?

Seminar helps officials make difficult choices

on asylum

Defining and determining who qualifies for
humanitarian status and asylum was discussed at a
training seminar January 24-26 2006 in Chisinau.

The seminar, organized jointly by the UNHCR
Representation in Chisinau and the Swedish
Migration Board, was titled, “Humanitarian Status
(Subsidiary Protection): Practical aspects of
determination procedures”.

The training seminar was organized as part of the
IOM-SIDA project on Capacity Building for Devel-
oping Migration Management Procedures and
Migration Policies in the Republic of Moldova.
Under this project, several training events and a
study visit to Sweden for officials dealing with
asylum issues are scheduled.

The first training session under this project focused
on subsidiary forms of protection, and primarily
targeted the staff of the Main Directorate for
Refugees, judges and lawyers involved in the
decision procedure on asylum claims, as well as
other officials in the field of migration.

The seminar was conducted by three experts from
the Swedish Migration Board including Christian

Andersson, Yvonne Carlberg and Helene Sjovall. It
covered the fundamentals of the asylum interview,

the interview technique (theoretical and practical
aspects), the behavior of the interviewing person,
the strategy and the psychology of the interview,
technical aspects, position of the persons in the
room, using of the interpreter. Also discussed was
the usage of Country of Origin Information,
including general details, background of the Col
and usage of information sources, and the
UNHCR’s recommendations and asylum procedure
under the Moldovan Refugee Law, etc. The
participants worked on practical aspects of the
determining refugee status in small groups which
worked on case-studies.

The objective of the training seminar was to
improve the skills of the participants in dealing
with asylum claims, particularly procedural issues
related to granting subsidiary forms of protection
consistent with international standards and
national legislation.

The participants had the opportunity to expand
their knowledge, to discuss practical issues they
came across with in their daily activities, to
become acquainted with the latest information
concerning the Refugee Status Determination
procedures, and to exchange information with
colleagues from EU countries.

»Statutul umanitar (protectia subsidiara): Aspecte
practice de determinare a statutului de refugiat”.

Atelierul de instruire face parte din proiectul
comun al Organizatiei Internationale pentru
Migratiei (OIM) si Agentiei Suedeze pentru
Dezvoltare Internationala (SIDA) privind crearea de
capacitati pentru dezvoltarea Procedurilor de
Administrare a Migratiunii si Politicile de
Migratiune in Republica Moldova. in cadrul acestei
initiative, sunt planificate cateva seminare de
instruire si organizarea unei vizite de documentare
in Suedia pentru oficiali din Moldova care
abordeaza probleme in domeniul azilului.

Prima sesiune de instruire a proiectului s-a axat pe
formele subsidiare de protectie si a fost organizata
in mod special atat pentru personalul Directiei
Principale pentru Refugiati, judecatori si avocati
implicati in procesul de luare a deciziilor privind

Sesiunea de instruire a abordat subiecte precum
principiile fundamentale ale interviului privind
azilul, tehnici de realizare a interviului (aspecte
teoretice si practice), comportamentul persoanei
intervievate, strategia si psihologia interviului,
elemente tehnice, pozitia persoanei in biroul in
care are loc interviul si utilizarea traducatorului.
De asemenea, printre temele discutate s-au
numarat utilizarea informatiei privind tara de
origine, inclusiv informatii generale, utilizarea
surselor de documentare, recomandarile ICNUR
si procedura de azil in cadrul Legii Republicii
Moldova cu privire la Refugiati etc. Participantii
s-au implicat in activitatea unor grupuri de lucru
care au examinat aspectele practice de determi-
nare a statutului de refugiat.

19 new Youth Resource Centres will soon open their doors

These 19 new centres will supplement the
network of 10 regional centres created by
UNICEF with the support of the Dutch
Government, and 22 other local centres
created with the support of other donors.

Young people from 76 localities across Moldova
participated in a fierce competition to have their
area selected as a site for one of 19 new youth
resource centres. The applicant teams had to
present an interesting and feasible project with
goals that could meet the needs of local young
people. Their projects also required support from
local authorities.

Cooperation between young people, UNICEF, the
Ministry of Education, Youth and Sports, and local
authorities proved to be the most successful
ingredient in running a viable centre, according to
those who have already opened youth centres.

The 19 newly created centres will carry out their
activities in  Basarabeasca, Cahul,
Calarasi,Ceadar-Lunga, Comrat, Floresti, Glodeni,
laloveni, Leova, Orhei, Rascani, Rezina, Sangerei,
Straseni, Stefan- Voda, Telenesti, and Tiraspol
districts. The young managers of these centres
have already attended an initiation course. During
a three-day seminar held in Chisinau, they have
learned how to run a centre, what kind of services
to provide to young people, and how to write a
report. Similar training sessions will take place
both before and after the centres open.

What does a Resource Centre offers to young
people?

A resource centre offers information, consultation,
training opportunities, vocational and leisure-time
activities, as well as potential development
opportunities. The centres are accessible to young
people, and provide free services tailored to the
needs of young people in each community.

What is Youth Resource Centres Network?

The Youth Resource Centres Network is a project
supported by UNICEF Moldova that aims at
enhancing the capabilities of youth-friendly
centres. Created in 2004, the network includes 32
national, regional, and community centres, 10 of
which were created with the financial support of
UNICEF Moldova and the Dutch Government. The
others were supported by different donors. The
latter have joined the network supported by

UNICEF and benefited from training and
consultation.

News from Youth Resource Centres Network

Orhei: The Biesti Regional Centre has launched a
new initiative to provide social services to children
from the community who need more attention and
support. Every week, 20 children come to the
centre, where volunteers and specialists help them
do their homework, give them advice, and
organize different activities. “We plan such actions
at least till May, 2006,” says Vladimir Vlas,
Director of the Biesti Resource Centre.

Ungheni: The “Faclia” Youth Centre, Ungheni,
has recently created a debate club. It was created
within a seminar in which 16 young people from
local high schools and representatives of the
National Debate League took part. At the seminar,
the participants learned how to build an argument
and how to prepare arguments for a debate,
including research. The purpose of this club is to
teach young people to express their ideas and
thoughts freely, and not to seek help when they
have to write a project or make a presentation.

Balti: 23 leaders of youth NGOs and
representatives of the Teachers and Parents
Associations from Drochia, Floresti, and Rascani
districts have participated in a round of training
organised by the Mostenitorii Regional Youth
Resource Centre. The training was part of the
project Active Young People - a Developed
Community. The participants have studied
organisational and volunteering management,
fundraising, and how to write an application for
financing.

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Program targets reduced infant,

maternal mortality
Campaign aims to produce “A Charming and Healthy Prince”

A vitally important health education
campaign has been launched in Moldova.
It's goal—to reduce maternal and infant
mortality.

Although there has been a decrease in maternal
and infant mortality in the last 10 years, one child,
newborn to age one, dies in Moldova every day.
The majority of deaths that occur within the first
days and weeks of the child’s life take place
because of the precarious health condition of
mothers-to-be, who have often lacked good
prenatal care. Prenatal care problems include diet,
insufficient monitoring by physicians, and lack of
knowledge about symptoms that may require
immediate medical attention.

As a result, the Ministry of Health and Social
Protection of the Republic of Moldova has
identified 4 simple rules of conduct that can have
a significant impact on prenatal health care. In
order to give birth to a “Charming and Healthy
Prince”, every mother-to-be must:

e Go to the doctor at the first signs
of pregnancy,

e Take folic acid when planning to become
pregnant and within the first three
months of pregnancy,

e Take iron within at least two months
of pregnancy, and

e Discuss any problems with a doctor
in a timely fashion.

This public education campaign will reach families
with the help of working groups at the community
level in every area of the country. Around 900
mayors and 3,000 health and education workers
understand their role in the campaign, as well as
the activities and information materials that are a
part of the effort.

For the first time within a public information
campaign, 1,500,000 leaflets outlining the 4 key
rules of conduct promoted by the campaign have
been produced, meaning that every single
Moldovan family will get a leaflet. Also, an 8-
minute behavioural documentary will be broadcast
by 5 TV stations in Moldova.

This year, every mother-to-be will receive a guide
titled, HOW TO GIVE BIRTH TO A CHARMING

AND HEALTHY PRINCE.
The guide gives
information on all the

JOURNALISM GUIDE ON COVERING

Titled , The Image of the Young”,
the new journalism resource
consists of two parts — “Best
Practices” and “Media Initiatives of
the Young”. It promotes the
concept of “human development
journalism” and calls on media
professionals to use the young as a resource to
identify topics for “positive” media stories.

The six Moldovan journalists (Igor Guzun,
Vsevolod Ciornei, Vitalie Dogaru, Veronica Bococ,
Aurelia Guzun and lulia Buzenco) and the
journalism professor from Park University in the
United States (Steven Youngblood) who authored
the guide, maintain that through their activities
as journalists, young people can contribute to
the overall progress of Moldovan society. The
guide was published jointly by the Moldovan
office of the UNICEF and the Youth Media Center
from Chisinau. The new resource book is illustra-
ted with photographs of Italian photographer
Giacomo Pirozzi.

Aceste mesaje ale campaniei vor ajunge in
familii cu ajutorul echipelor de lucru create la
nivel de comunitate in fiecare localitate a tarii.

Circa 900 de primari, 3,000 de lucratori
medicali si din sectorul educational au fost
informati despre rolul lor, activitatile si
materialele informationale din campanie.

Pentru prima data in cadrul unei campanii de
comunicare au fost produse 1,500,000 de
pliante cu argumentarea celor patru comporta-
mente-cheie promovate in campanie — astfel
incat in fiecare familie sa ajunga cate unul —
precum si un film documentar comportamental
cu durata de opt minute care va fi difuzat la cel
putin cinci posturi TV din tara.

The project was carried out under the auspices
of the South East European Network for
Professionalization of the Media (SEENPM)
with financial support from the Danish
government in 2004-2005. Two workshops
have also been organized as part of the
project. The final report contains a
methodological overview, five country reports,
as well as supporting materials (IJC).

Theft, bribery and extortion rob millions

of proper healthcare

Corruption in the health sector deprives those most
in need of essential medical care and helps spawn
drug-resistant strains of deadly diseases, says
Transparency International’s GLOBAL CORRUPTION
REPORT 2006.

For the millions of poor held hostage by unethical
providers, stamping out corruption in health care is a
matter of life and death. “Corruption in health care
costs more than money. When an infant dies during an
operation because an adrenalin injection to restart her
heart was actually just water — how do you put a price
on that?” said Huguette Labelle, Chair of Transparency
International. “The price of corruption in health care is
paid in human suffering.”

The report shines a powerful light on the global US $3
trillion health sector, exposing a maze of complex and
opaque systems that are a fertile field for corruption.
While the majority of people employed in the sector
perform their functions with diligence and integrity,
there is evidence of bribery and fraud across the
breadth of health services, from petty thievery and
extortion to massive distortions of health policy and
funding fed by payoffs to officials.

Corruption permeates the provision of health care,
whether public or private, simple or sophisticated.

e Public health budgets become subverted by unethical
officials for private use.

¢ Hospitals function as self-service stores for illicit
enrichment, with unclear procurement

of equipment and supplies and ghost employees on
the payroll.

¢ Health workers demand fees for services that should
be free. In Bulgaria, as in much of South East Europe,
doctors frequently accept small informal payments or
gifts for medical treatment. This can be anything from
between US $10 — US $50 and in some cases can rise
to US $1,100.

¢ In the Philippines, a 10 per cent increase in the
extortion of bribes by medical

personnel was shown to reduce the rate of child
immunisation by up to 20 per cent.

¢ |n Cambodia, certain health indicators have
worsened partly because of direct embezzlement of
public health funds and despite increased health aid.
In contrast, in the United Kingdom tighter control
mechanisms have reduced losses to corruption by US
$300 million since 1999.

¢ In Costa Rica, nearly 20 percent of a US $40 million
international loan for health equipment wandered into
private pockets.

“Corruption eats away at the

public’s trust in the medical

community. People have a right to expect that the
drugs they depend on are real. They have a right to
think that doctors place a patient’s interests above
profits. And most of all, they have a right to believe
that the health care industry is there to cure, not to
kill,” said David Nussbaum, Chief Executive of
Transparency International.

Market distortions and counterfeit drugs

Aggressive marketing techniques buy physicians’
support for specific drugs, leading to a high rate of
prescriptions that are not always based on patient
need. With individual “blockbuster” drugs pulling in
tens of billions of dollars each year for pharmaceutical
companies, ballooning marketing and lobbying
budgets have outpaced the research and development
outlays necessary to create new and critical medicines
that could save lives in low-income countries.

Corruption underpins a lucrative counterfeit drugs
trade. Payoffs at every step of the chain smooth the
flow of counterfeit drugs from their source to the
unwitting consumer. With pharmaceuticals often the
largest household health expenditure in developing
countries — estimated at 50-90 per cent of total
individual out-of-pocket health expenses — corruption
in the pharmaceutical industry has a direct and painful
impact on people struggling for survival.

Undermining the fight against HIV/AIDS

Corruption has hampered the success of global efforts
to reign in the HIV/AIDS pandemic. The international
response to the growing crisis has been to scale up aid
in order to fund prevention programmes and the
disbursement of life-saving anti-retroviral medications.
Increased aid alone will not be effective if corruption is
not curbed. Accountability mechanisms need to be
introduced to prevent money from leaking at every level.

e Theft by ministries and national AIDS councils of
funds allocated for treatment leave sufferers without
critical care. Kenya's National Aids Council was
hijacked by a few high-level civil servants, diverting
critical resources through shell organisations expressly
formed to siphon off public funds.

Millennium Development Goals under threat

Corruption is undermining progress towards the United
Nations’ Millennium Development Goals, in particular
the three related directly to health: reduced child
mortality; improved maternal health; and the fight
against HIV/AIDS, malaria and other diseases. With the
target date for achieving the goals just nine years away,
the global community is already off target to meet them
—and corruption is one of the primary causes.

Svetlana Kovelina is contemporary artist specializing in
abstract art. She lives and works in the Republic of
Moldova.

After her education at the Lyceum of Fine Art then at
Chisinau State University, she worked as a book designer
for many years. She has also been involved in traditional

realistic painting, mostly local landscapes and still lifes,
where she could explore light effects, reflections, and the
movements of nature.
