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Several major events of the
past months have characterized
our joint development efforts
in the Republic of Moldova.

Moldova records gains in fight

against poverty

Report outlines performances and shortcomings

of poverty reduction plan

Poverty rates in Moldova have continued to
decline, though the rate is slower. However,
this economic upswing includes some
growing pains, according to the first annual
report on implementation of the Economic
Growth and Poverty Reduction Strategy Paper
(EGPRSP). The report was introduced at a
national forum in Chisinau.

The meeting brought together President Vladimir
\oronin, Premier Vasile Tarlev, and members of
the cabinet of ministers, lawmakers, foreign
ambassadors, representatives of main donor
organisations, NGOs, and mass media. “Such a
wide representation inspires us with courage,”
Premier Tarlev said.

Minister of Economy and Trade Valeriu Lazar, who
unveiled the first report, said that important
accomplishments can be observed regarding the
poverty reduction and economic growth more than
a year after the EGPRSP was implemented. In
2005, GDP rose by 7.1 percent, while the
cumulative increase from 2000-2005 was 43
percent. The poverty rates continued to decline in
2003-2004, but the rate of reduction was slower.
26.5 percent lived in poverty in 2004, and 15
percent lived in extreme poverty.

“Qur question today is how sustained these
growths are, and what should we do in future in
order to reduce the poverty and to ensure the

economic expansion,” Lazar stated. He said that
during the next three years, priorities will include
the acceleration of structural reforms and
expansion of the policies and approaches
contained in EGPRSP.

“The agriculture and industry (sectors) grew slowly
because of the lack of investments,” Lazar noted.
As for government income, indirect taxes remain a
very big source of revenues — 44.1 percent of all
collections raised in 2005. The insurance of energy
security, and infrastructure development, are also
both serious, unsolved challenges.

In general, Minister Lazar said that the
government was “self-critical” while drafting the
report on implementation of EGPRSP. He added
that the accomplishment of producing this
economic plan lies “on the shoulders of the
executive and of other actors participating in
achievement of EGPRSP.”

Thomas Richardson, chief negotiator of IMF for
Moldova, said he “highly appreciated the sincerity
and transparency of the report on EGPRSP”, and
said that this report forms a solid foundation for
seeking additional financing from foreign donors.
“Of course, much work is still to be done, but we
should also mention our accomplishments
regarding poverty reduction,” Richardson told
journalists.

Asked if he is satisfied with evolutions
after one year of implementation of
EGPRSP, President Vladimir Voronin said
that EGPRSP’s goals were accomplished at
an organizational level, although much
work still must be done to eliminate
poverty. “This strategy stipulates policies
and approaches for one more year. It
means that we must already think what
we will do the next three years,” the chief
of state added.

President Voronin reiterated Chisinau’s
interest in promoting reforms, encouraging
business, and enhancing productivity. The
chief of state thanked foreign donors for
their assistance and invited them to
continue supporting Moldova.

Equal rights and development opportunities for every
citizen are a priority for UNDP

The United Nations Development Programme
(UNDP) in Moldova and the National Bureau
of Statistics have launched a new report,
Women and Men in the Republic of Moldova.

Based on annual statistical data collected by the
Statistics Bureau and published with the support of
UNDP Moldova, the report contains disaggregated
data on the situation of women and men in the
country, including data on migration,
unemployment, healthcare, education, welfare
and crime. A separate section presents
international statistics for comparison.

Steliana Nedera, UNDP Moldova Programme
Coordinator, underscored the importance of
collecting reliable statistics and indicators to
strengthen gender policies. Equal rights and
development opportunities for every citizen are a
priority for UNDP, she added.

Vitalie Valcov, chief of the National Bureau of
Statistics, said the report represented an important
tool for advocating for equal rights and
opportunities. The National Bureau of Statistics will
publish gender-disaggregated data bi-annually to
help Moldova identify gender development trends
and develop adequate social policies.

Women and Men in the Republic of Moldova
contains comparative data for the period of 2000-
2004, including the number of women in local and
central public administration, the education level
of women and men, birth and death rates as well
as the number of births outside of marriage and
data on households led by women and men.

According to the report, women in Moldova on
average live eight years longer than men, face
more health problems and are paid less. More
women than men pursue higher education, but
women are less likely to go on to do post-graduate
work — in 2004, over 68,000 women studied at
universities, compared with 46,000 men, but only
35 women carried out Ph.D. research, compared
with 232 men.

The report was developed based on household
survey data collected by the National Bureau of
Statistics and information provided by ministries
and state institutions.

Improved Property Registration System
Supports Economic Development

Anatol Cibotaru has considered himself an

accomplished landowner

For over six years, 27-year-old Anatol Cibotaru
of Costuleni village, district of Ungheni, has
considered himself an accomplished
landowner. In 1999, he became the owner of
a two-hectare parcel of land, and since then
he has been cultivating cereal grains on one
hectare and renting out the second hectare
for vineyard cultivation. His rights to the
property were recorded in the real estate
register created under the World Bank-
financed Cadastre Project in Moldova.

“| am doing just fine in terms of supporting my
family with the rent-generated incomes, as well as
by the proceeds gained from the annual cereal,
sun-flower and vegetable crops. | have plans to
save some money, sell my property and move to
the city,” Anatol Cibotaru said. He notes that he is
confident he won't face any problems selling his
property because his land registry papers are in
order. The real estate registry that lists his right to
the property provides information about the land
parcels, construction sites, detached buildings,
ownership rights, and other entitlements, and
represents a de facto passport without which no
land-related transaction will be allowed.

It was not always this way. Prior to 1998, Anatol had
no rights over his real estate. After 1990, the
Republic of Moldova moved in the direction of
government property demonopolization. As a result,
many new landowners emerged. Their rights were
not upheld, and they were not protected. At that
point, several different and confusing systems of
land registration were introduced. Land ownership
rights and rental rights were registered with city
halls, rights over dwellings with technical inventory
offices, and mortgage rights with notary offices.
Anyone wanting to make a real estate transaction
had to visit numerous institutions and waste a great
deal of time and money.

In the autumn of 1995, the Moldovan Government
asked the World Bank for assistance in drafting a
project to create a real estate rights registration
system. The project was drafted in conjunction with
the National Agency for Geodesy, Mapping and
Cadastre. The first step was the implementation of a
pilot-project in three regions — the city of Chisinau,
the town of Orhei and the village of Mereni. The
pilot project included assessment and registration
activities, and the commission of maps. Other
objectives of the project included setting up a single
institutional framework, and drafting a law on
cadastre, real estate registration and registration

proceedings. Another goal of the pilot-project was
to develop a unified real estate institutional
framework, develop several laws on cadastre and
real estate registration, and come up with a tool for
their mass registration.

The pilot project ended in 1997, and the law on
real estate cadastre was adopted in 1998. A
government program on the creation of real estate
cadastre was approved shortly afterwards. The
program is to be implemented in two stages -
1998-2006, and 2007-2011.

The first stage is being implemented through the
First Cadastre Project approved by the World Bank
in 1998. As part of this project, the Republic of
Moldova received total funds worth US $24.6
million, including a loan from the International
Development Association of US $15.9 million. The
project’s goal is to develop and implement a
national unified real estate registration program for
urban and rural land, thereby setting a system for
clear and enforceable ownership rights. The
program also seeks to promote the privatization of
land and the development of real
estate markets in Moldova.

“With assistance from the World
Bank and donor countries, we have
managed to create a modern
system for the identification and
registration of real estate and
ownership rights that meets current
requirements,” said Mr. Valeriu
Ganju, deputy manager of the First
Cadastre Project Implementation
Office.

Landowners’ rights are now
guaranteed. A legal framework
was created to make the real
estate cadastre system operational,
along with the ownership rights and
a unified real estate registration
system. This system operates
through 12 regional cadastre offices
and 28 branches. The offices have
been refurbished and equipped with cars,
computer systems, and mapping equipmement.
Staff in these offices are well trained and efficient.
The implementation of cadastre sped up the
distribution of land. Today, 99 per cent of
landowners and 55 per cent of citizens that have
land adjacent to their houses are entitled
landholders. Some 75 per cent of real estate is
registered with the cadastre system.

About 4.2 million properties, including land with
construction sites, apartments, gardens,
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agricultural land etc., have been identified and
reported with the cadastre during the
implementation of the First Cadastre Project. This
outcome is seven times greater than the baseline
forecasts. A fully operational cadastre system has
been put in place. Between 1999 and 2005,
cadastre works have been performed in about 606
settlements out of 1,550, and about 1 million
parcels of land next to people’s houses and garden
land have been identified and measured. The
landowners of these parcels now have in their
collective possession 850,000
ownership papers. And
cadastre works are also
underway in another 346
settlements.

The legal framework has
been created and the
implementation of a new
realty assessment system is in
progress. Conditions have
been created for the
development of private sector
(including notaries, cadastre
engineers, evaluators) in
areas linked to registration.
The completion of
privatization and the creation
of a unified cadastre system
promoted the emergence of
a real estate market that
started growing rapidly. As a
result, the use of mortgages has become more
popular. From 1999-2005, the number of real
estate transactions increased 7 times, while
mortgage transactions increased 9 times.

The development of a real estate market has
contributed to economic growth by generating
more investments in realty, so that the profit-
generating property ends up being held by the
people who use them more efficiently from an
economic point of view.

The International Development Association
finished distributing its loan in November, 2005.

At the request of the Government, the World Bank
accepted additional funding totaling US $2.9
million for the First Cadastre Project. This money
will be used through June, 2007.

Though both foreign and local experts consider the
project a success story, much is left to be done

to complete the creation of an efficient and
transparent cadastre system. Between 2006 and
2008, the normative documents on real estate
registration will be drafted, and a national unified
real estate registration system will be improved in
an attempt to reduce the real estate transaction
costs and to increase capital. The procedure for
selling real estate will also be simplified, and the
security of these transactions will be improved.
Other goals include the improvement of the
information cadastre system, connection of all
users, and organizing the data exchange among
informational resources. The dispensing of land in
the last 950 settlements, as well as the primary
mass registration of all the realty titles (1 million),
is scheduled to be completed by 2010.

“Creation of a modern cadastre system and

of a database comprising all the real estate truly
contributes towards making investments in
Moldova attractive,” said Valeriu Ganju.

Un tandr din Costuleni se considerd proprietar
implinit, datorita Bancii Mondiale

Anatol Cibotaru, un tanar in varsta de 27 de
ani din satul Costuleni, raionul Ungheni, se
considera un proprietar implinit. In 1999 el a
obtinut titlul de autentificare a dreptului
asupra unui lot agricol cu suprafata de doua
hectare, iar proprietatea i-a fost inclusa in
registrul bunurilor imobile creat in cadrul
Proiectului de cadastru, finantat de Banca
Mondiala. Pe jumatate din suprafata, Anatol
deja de sase ani creste cereale si alte culturi
agricole, iar cealalta jumatate, care este sadita
cu vita-de-vie, a transmis-o in arenda.

. Cu veniturile obtinute din arenda, plus recolta anuala
de cereale, floarea-soarelui si legume, reusesc sa-mi
intretin familia. Pe viitor intentionez s mai fac niste
economii, dupa care imi voi vinde proprietatea si voi
trece cu traiul la oras”, spune Anatol Cibotaru. El este
sigur-ca nu va avea probleme la tranzactiile cu imobilul,
deoarece are ,toate documentele in ordine”.
Proprietatile fermierului din Costuleni sunt incluse in
registrul bunurilor imobile, ce contine informatii despre
terenuri, constructii, incaperi izolate, despre drepturile de
proprietate, alte drepturi reale si reprezinta, de fapt, un
pasaport fara de care este imposibila orice tranzactie.

Altfel era pana in 1998, cand ii lipseau garantiile
drepturilor reale asupra bunului imobil. Dupa anul 1990
Republica Moldova a pornit pe calea demonopolizarii
patrimoniului de stat. in consecintd, au aparut milioane de
proprietari noi ale cdror drepturi nu erau inregistrate si,
respectiv, insuficient de protejate. Pe atunci se aplicau o
multime de sisteme de evidenta departamentala. Astfel,
drepturile asupra terenurilor si de arenda se inregistrau de
primari, drepturile asupra caselor de locuit — de birourile
de inventariere tehnicd, drepturile de gaj — de notariate.
Ca urmare, daca o persoana initia o tranzactie cu bunul
sau imobil, trebuia sa bata pragurile mai multor institutii
pentru care cheltuia mult timp, dar si bani.

in toamna anului 1995 Guvernul Republicii Moldova a
solicitat asistenta Bancii Mondiale pentru pregatirea
unui Proiect de creare a sistemului de inregistrare a
drepturilor asupra bunurilor imobile. Pregatirea
Proiectului a fost realizata impreuna cu Agentia
Nationald de Geodezie, Cartografie si Cadastru. Un prim
pas a fost implementarea unui proiect-pilot in trei zone —
municipiul Chisindu, orasul Orhei si satul Mereni pentru
testare, implicand activitati de elaborare a hartilor,
evaluari si inregistrare, ce a servit drept baza temeinica
pentru dezvoltarea metodologiei si elaborarii Proiectului.

A fost creat
cadrul juridic necesar pentru functionarea sistemului
cadastrului bunurilor imobile, precum si sistemul unificat
de inregistrare a drepturilor asupra bunurilor imobile.
Acest sistem functioneaza prin intermediul a 12 oficii
cadastrale teritoriale si a 28 de filiale ale acestora, ce au
fost renovate si dotate cu autoturisme, echipament
geodezic, sisteme informatizate. Personalul oficiilor este
bine instruit, lucreaza eficient si ofera servicii garantate la
costuri rezonabile in baza unor standarde inalte.
Implementarea cadastrului a accelerat procesul de
improprietarire cu pamant a cetatenilor.

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New ILO Report shows marked
decline in child labour worldwide

Believes its worst forms can be eliminated in 10 years

Child labour, especially in its worst forms,

is in decline for the first time across the
globe, the International Labour Organization
(ILO) said, in a new, cautiously optimistic
report entitled , The end of child labour:
Within reach”.

The ILO report also says that if the current pace of
the decline were to be maintained and the global
momentum to stop child labour continued, it
believes child labour could feasibly be eliminated,
in most of its worst forms, in 10 years.

“The end of child labour is within our reach”, says
Juan Somavia, Director-General of the ILO. “Though
the fight against child labour remains a daunting
challenge, we are on the right track. We can end its
worst forms in a decade, while not losing sight of
the ultimate goal of ending all child labour.”

The new report says the actual number of child

labourers worldwide fell by 11 per cent between
2000 and 2004, from 246 million to 218 million.
What's more, the number of children and youth
aged 5-17 trapped in hazardous work decreased
by 26 per cent, to reach 126 million in 2004 as

opposed to 171 million in the previous estimate.

The report attributed the reduction in child labour
to increased political will and awareness and
concrete action, particularly in the field of poverty
reduction and mass education that has led to a
~worldwide movement against child labour”.
Through its International Programme on the
Elimination of Child Labour (IPEC), the ILO assists
in building national capacity to deal with child
labour and providing policy advice. In addition,
through direct action, the Programme over the
past decade has reached some 5 million children.

Despite considerable progress in the fight against
child labour, the report also highlights important
challenges, particularly in agriculture, where seven
out of ten child labourers work. Other challenges
include addressing the impact of HIV/AIDS on child
labour, and building stronger links between child
labour and youth employment concerns.

The report calls for greater national efforts, involving
organizations representing employers and workers,
as well as governments — the partners that make up
the tripartite ILO. It also calls for the strengthening of
the worldwide movement to make child labour
history. Meeting the UN Millennium Development

Goals by 2015 would further help to eradicate child
labour, the report says.

.In this 21st century, no child should be brutalized
by exploitation or be placed in hazardous work”,
said Mr. Somavia. , No child should be denied
access to education. No child should have to slave
for his or her survival. Let's keep up the
momentum. Let’s resolve to keep investing in the
struggle for the right of all children to their
childhood”.

The International Programme on the Elimination of
Child Labour (IPEC) is the world’s largest pro-
gramme dedicated to the eradication of child
labour and the biggest single operational
programme of the ILO. Since its establishment in
1992, IPEC has spent US$350 million, with annual
expenditure now running at US$50-60 million.

Beyond the ILO’s tripartite structure of
governments and employers’ and workers’
organizations, IPEC works with others, including:
private businesses, community-based
organizations, NGOs, the media, parliamentarians,
the judiciary, universities, religious groups and, of
course, children and their families. National and
community action is crucial for the success of the
IPEC programme. Through local authorities and
municipalities, IPEC can reach children in the
informal economy and small and medium-sized
businesses that provide the bulk of employment,
and promote integrated approaches to get children
out of work and into school. www.ilo.org

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Regional trends
According to the
report, Latin
America and the
Caribbean have
seen the most rapid
decline in child labour
over the four-year
period. The number
of children at work in
the region has fallen
by two-thirds during
that time, with just 5
per cent of children
now engaged in
work.

The report presents
Brazil as an example
toillustrate how
countries can move
forward in tackling
child labour. Activity
ratesamong the 5-9
age group fell by 61
per cent from 1992

thelarger 10-17 age
group by 36 per cent.

General Kofi Annan, who presented a report on
progress achieved in meeting the targets agreed by
UN Member States in the historic Declaration of
Commitment on HIV/AIDS, adopted in 2001 at the

The 2006 High Level Meeting

on AIDS featured, among other
firsts, the first time a person living
with HIV addressed the General
Assembly.

The meeting also identified
common challenges to scaling-up
and sustaining national AIDS
responses. Countries will consider
recommendations on how to
intensify HIV prevention,
treatment, and patient support.
The goal, by 2010, is universal
access (or as close to it as possible) to AIDS
treatment for all those who need it.

Almost 800 civil society groups were granted
special accreditation to the meeting, an
unprecedented number for such a gathering, and
many more attended from organizations already
accredited to the UN or as part of national
delegations, officials said. A hearing was held to
provide an opportunity for civil society to exchange
views with Member States.

The 2006 High Level Meeting on AIDS featured a
series of panel discussions as well as roundtables

on a range of critical topics, including financing a
scaled-up AIDS response and overcoming stigma

and discrimination. Building on these discussions,

a political declaration was adopted at the close of
the meeting on June 2.

“An Evening of Remembrance and Hope: Uniting
the World against AIDS” was held June 1 in the
General Assembly Hall. The event remembered
25 years of AIDS, and the heroes who have
shaped the AIDS response.

In addition to UN officials, numerous celebrities
participated in the event, including Noerine
Kaleeba, Naomi Watts, Iryna Borisheck, Mary
Fisher, and Whoopi Goldberg. The event also
included performances by Wyclef Jean, Salman
Ahmad, the African Children’s Choir, and
Angelique Kidjo.

Moldova has managed to achieve much in terms
of asylum and refugee legislation

From April 10-12 2006, Ms. Simone Wolken,
United Nations High Commissioner for
Refugees (UNHCR) Regional Representative for
the Republic of Belarus, the Republic of
Moldova and Ukraine, made an official visit to
the Republic of Moldova.

During her stay, Ms. Wolken met, with
government officials, including representatives of
the Ministry of Foreign Affairs and European
Integration, Parliament of the Republic of
Moldova, and the National Bureau for Migration
and Main Directorate for Refugees. Ms. Wolken
expressed gratitude for the cooperation between
UNHCR and government structures, and
mentioned that Moldova has managed to achieve
much in terms of asylum and refugee legislation.

She also met the UN Resident Coordinator, the
World Bank Representative, and the IOM Chief
of Mission. The NGO community was represented
by the UNHCR Implementing Partners: Save the
Children, Charity Centre for Refugees, and the
Law Centre of Advocates and Society for
Refugees. Ms. Wolken also visited the Reception
Centre for Asylum Seekers located near the
airport. The purpose of the visit was to get
acquainted with the activities implemented

by UNHCR and by its Implementing Partners

in Moldova.

The UNHCR regional office, represented by Ms.
Wolken, has an important role in the area. The
goal in establishing of the UNHCR Regional office
was not to diminish the responsibilities of the
UNHCR office in Moldova, but to support its
activities. In 2004, the UNHCR reviewed its

presence in the whole of Europe and discovered
that there is a growing need for better-
coordinated regional strategies among countries
that share common challenges.

The mixed movement of persons, including
migrants and refugees, is a common feature that
needs to be addressed in a comprehensive manner
not only within the region, but also beyond,
including European Union countries. UNHCR'’s
purpose is to ensure that asylum seekers and
refugees are not overwhelmed, and are provided
treatment they deserve in line with international
conventions.

Ms. Wolken joined the UNHCR in 1990 and was
appointed as Regional Representative in 2005. The
Regional office, which is based in Ukraine, covers
the Republic of Belarus, the Republic of Moldova,
and Ukraine.

Implementing National Health Policy
challenges the Republic of Moldova

Planning will consolidate, reform health care system

The changes that occurred in the social,
political, and economic life of the Republic
of Moldova in the last decade have had a
significant, negative impact on the overall
health of the population. Thus, the Ministry
of Health and Social Protection (MHSP) has
initiated a process that will both consolidate
and reform the health care system.

In Moldova, there is currently a high level of
morbidity due to infectious diseases (STD's, HIV/
AIDS, TB) common to under-developed countries,
as well as morbidity due to non-infectious chronic
diseases (cardio-vascular affections, cancer, etc.),
specific to the highly industrialized countries. This
two-tiered problem of high levels of both chronic
and infectious diseases in Moldova necessitates
developing and implementing reforms to enhance
the public health care system.;

In order to enhance public health, the MHSP has set
as a goal developing and implementing a National
Health Policy (NHP). This policy’s goal is to ensure the
acceleration of efforts to improve the Health System,
including the development of comprehensive
measure that address not only the health care system
but also substantially improving Moldovan’s quality of
life vis-a-vis those factors which affect health. These
steps are being taken in accordance with the
Republic of Moldova — European Union Action Plan,
the Programme of Actions of the International
Conference on Population and Development

(Cairo, 1994), the Millennium Development Goals
and the WHO Regional Office for Europe Session
Recommendations “Health — 21. Health policy
fundamentals for everybody in Europe”, dating

from September 12-15, 2005.

The MHSP, the United Nations Population Fund
(UNFPA), United Nations Children Fund (UNICEF),
the Joint United Nations Programme on HIV/AIDS,
and the “Health Investment Fund” Project
Coordination Unit have agreed on developing a
National Health Policy and determining
implementation strategies. This includes adjusting
the legislative and normative framework for
regulation of sectorial and inter-sectorial
interventions; establishing a monitoring and
evaluation framework for the NHP goals; and
continuous monitoring and periodic evaluation of the
NHP’s success in meeting its objectives. The Center
for Public Health and Management has been
appointed as the implementing agency for these
activities, which will be undertaken from 2006-2008.

NHP represents a framework of priorities and
development directions of the Republic of Moldova. lts

15-year goals include improvement of health in a
number of statistical categories; the reduction of health
disparities between different demographic and regional
groups; and the creation of conditions within society
that make it possible for citizens to lead healthy lives.

MHSP established the following general objectives:
increase life expectancy, ensure optimal quality of
life, and reduce the health disparities among
various social groups.

There are also a number of specific components to
the NHP:

Flourishing health of the young generation
Healthy and active senior citizens

Health promotion and disease prevention
Creating a healthy and safe environment

Balanced nutrition and increased physical activity

A life without trauma and violence

Control of infectious diseases

Achieving new performances within
the Health Protection System

According to Mr. Mihai Ciocanu, the Director
of Center for Public Health and Management,
“The fulfilment of these main objectives
represents a major challenge for the Republic
of Moldova at the beginning of the new
millennium. This requires the development of
strategies and action plans, as well as the
financing of various programmes and projects.
The implementation methods of the NHP are
some of the most diverse, and correspond to
its complexity, in this way forming a large
range of approaches that cover strategic elements,
legislative instruments, and financial and analytical
coordination methods, which together ensure the internal
cohesion of this policy.”

The coordination of NHP implementation and
evaluation will be ensured through the National
Council of NHP Implementation and Evaluation.

Mr. Mihai Ciocanu also stated, “The NHP
stipulates that the sexual and reproductive health

Schimbarile in viata sociala, politica si
economica a Republicii Moldova, inregistrate in
ultimul deceniu, au influentat in modul cel mai
nefavorabil sanatatea populatiei. Ca raspuns la
aceste evolutii, Ministerul Sanatatii si Protectiei
Sociale (MSPS) a initiat un proces de reformare
si consolidare a sistemului de sanatate.

Astazi, la un nivel inalt se mentine atat
morbiditatea prin unele maladii infectioase (infectii
cu transmitere sexuala, HIV/SIDA, tuberculoza),
caracteristice tarilor in curs de dezvoltare, cat si
morbiditatea prin unele maladii cronice
neinfectioase (afectiunile cardio-vasculare,
patologii oncologice), specifice statele dezvoltate
industrial.

Astfel, Ministerul Sanatatii si Protectiei Sociale, in
parteneriat cu Fondul Natiunilor Unite pentru
Populatie (UNFPA), Fondul Natiunilor Unite pentru
Copii (UNICEF), Programul Comun al Natiunilor
Unite pentru HIV/SIDA (UNAIDS) si Unitatea de
Coordonare, Implementare si Monitorizare a
Proiectului de Restructurare a Sistemului Sanatatii
.Fondul de Investitii in Sanatate”, a convenit
asupra elaborarii Politicii Nationale de Sanatate si
asupra formularii strategiilor de implementare,
ajustarii cadrului legislativ si normativ de
reglementare a interventiilor sectoriale si
intersectoriale; crearii structurii de monitorizare si
evaluare a realizdrii obiectivelor PNS; monitorizarii
continue si evaluarii periodice a realizarii
obiectivelor PNS. Centrul Stiintifico-Practic de
Sanatate Publica si Management Sanitar a fost
desemnat drept agentie de implementare a
acestor activitati. Proiectul este planificat pentru
perioada anilor 2006-2008.

Politica nationala de sanatate reprezinta un
ansamblu de prioritati majore si de directii de
dezvoltare ale Republicii Moldova, stabilite prin
decizie politica, pentru un termen de 15 ani.

p> issues, and initially, unwanted pregnancies,
abortions, STD’s, and HIV/AIDS, shall be
addressed by promoting a healthy and
responsible behaviour. The attitudes in favour
of a responsible reproductive behaviour among
teenagers shall be encouraged through
increasing access to information, including
specialized classes in the school curricula. The
population shall be familiarized with the
positive impact of family planning (FP). The FP
services shall have a medical-social character
and shall be accessible to the entire
population, regardless of their social status,
economic situation, religion, political beliefs,
ethnical background, or where they reside.”

“Evidence-based safe and effective confidential
services shall be offered to the population, and
quality assurance shall be implemented. The young
people, the people belonging to socially-disadvan-
taged groups with a high risk of maternal-infant
morbidity and mortality, and young people form
vulnerable categories, shall be the first to be
supplied with modern contraceptives, at a lower
price or free of charge.”

Mr. Mihai Ciocanu continued, “The FP services
shall be developed to address the needs of the
population, especially of teenagers and young
people belonging to vulnerable categories. A
special importance shall be given to activities
dealing with improving male reproductive health
as well as with women at menopause. The NHP
provisions shall serve as a basis for adjusting the
legislative and normative framework, as well as
for the implementation of the National Strategy
on Reproductive Health, which was adopted by
the Government in August, 2005.”

UNFPA was one of the first international agencies
that promptly replied to the MHSP’s request for
help in the development of the NHP. UNFPA
provides technical and financial assistance to the
activity of the technical work group. The UNFPA
support is also offered for consultancy and
reviewing of the NHP framework-document by
the members of the experts group.

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Moldovan children bring home messages
on avian influenza prevention

Over 500 thousand school-age Moldovan children learned ,,THE
SIX BASIC RULES ON PREVENTION OF AVIAN INFLUENZA”

Every child from primary, secondary

and high schools of Moldova participated in
an interactive Special Hour on Avian Influenza
prevention carried out by the Ministry of
Education, Youth and Sport with UNICEF
support on 4 and 11 May.

The event was carried out nation-wide and was
supported by a set of colorful and attractive
materials for children and their parents. The
content was geared for two age groups — for
primary and secondary schools — featuring “SIX
BASIC RULES ON PREVENTTION OF AVIAN
INFLUENZA". Each of the illustrated Info Note
contained a detachable part for parents. Since
every rural household in the country raises poultry,
the children’s assignment was to use the
detachable part when discussing with their families
the danger of avian flu and ways to minimize the
potential exposure to the infection.

The special event boosted a series of initiatives at
local levels. In Magdacesti village, visitors from the
National Scientific and Practical Center of
Preventive Medicine, national media and UNICEF
could observe a number of interactive activities
complementing the Special Hour. The desired
behaviours were modeled by children by means of
social theatre, visual demonstrations of hygiene
rules, drawing of posters and even writing poems
on protection from avian flu.

Magdalena Spanu, a 10-year-old from the same village
comes from a large household that rears chickens,
ducks, geese, rabbits and pigs. She is proud to help her
mother with household chores. She and her older
brother used to feed the poultry and collect the eggs.
Sometimes her father would allow her to help him
clean the chicken pen. “I liked playing with little
chicken, but since we learned about avian flu | am not
allowed to touch birds. | miss playing with chicken but |
understand this is for my own safety”.

Magdalena was one of the most active in her class
during the Special Hour. She was eager to find out
about many aspects of avian flu and won the
contest on drawings on the blackboard.

Her classmate Gheorghe Ursu (10) shares her
attitude. "I will tell my parents how dangerous
avian flu is. | will also urge them not to touch dead
birds and to wash their hands frequently with soap.
| will do the same.”

Nina Domneanu, director of Mdagdacesti School:
“Children help their parents and very often take
care of birds in their households. We, teachers,
were aware of the growing threat of the infection
and the need to address this. In this respect the
Special Hour initiative came as a great support to
our efforts. The materials used in the event - Info
Notes, bookmarks with behavioural messages and
the Teacher’s Guides on how to have a Special
Hour - were well appreciated by both teachers and
children. Moreover, we are sure the messages will
reach each household as children were eager to
‘teach’ their families.”

Over 170,000 Info Notes for primary school
children, more than 340,000 for secondary and
high school children, 37,000 Teachers’ Guides and
510,000 book marks were produced in Romanian
and Russian for nation-wide dissemination.

The special event was only one in the array of
activities foreseen by the National Communication
Strategy on Prevention of Avian Flu in Moldova,
developed by the national Inter-sectorial Working
Group on Communication for Al Prevention, with
the assistance from UNICEF.

P> UNICEF's experience in promoting behaviour
change through on-the-ground networks —
youth groups, medical staff, local authorities -
determined its leading role in the area of
communication on avian flu prevention.

Moldova has not registered any cases of avian
flu yet, though it is a high risk country,
geographically situated directly in the path of
migratory birds. Moldova directly borders
Romania and Ukraine, where major outbreaks
of avian influenza in birds were recorded. The
country is also in close proximity to Turkey, and
its south-eastern border touches the high-risk
Danube delta where a significant number of
migratory birds stop on their routes. m

IMF Approves US$118.2 Million Arrangement under
the Poverty Reduction and Growth Facility with Moldova

The Executive Board of the International
Monetary Fund (IMF) approved a new three-
year arrangement under the Poverty
Reduction and Growth Facility (PRGF) for an
amount equivalent to SDR 80.08 million
(about US$118.2 million) for Moldova. The
approval of the arrangement enables Moldova
to draw the equivalent of SDR 11.44 million
(about US$16.9 million) immediately.

Following the Executive Board discussion, Mr.
Takatoshi Kato, Deputy Managing Director and
Acting Chair, said:

“Moldova’s macroeconomic performance in the
past year has been encouraging. Growth remained
robust and inflation was brought down to near
single-digit levels. The fiscal position remained
strong and the external debt position improved.
Emerging risks to the balance of payments
outlook-stemming primarily from energy import
price increases-have been contained thus far.

“The outlook for growth remains encouraging, but
this requires continued polices to safeguard
macroeconomic stability and make progress in
improving the investment climate and modernizing
its economic infrastructure.

“The authorities’ Economic Growth and Poverty
Reduction Strategy Paper and the Moldova-EU
Action plan provide a solid basis for the medium-
term policy framework that will support conditions
for durable, private sector-led, and pro-poor
growth.

“The macroeconomic framework which underpins
the authorities’ program is appropriately ambitious,
aiming for further gradual disinflation in the
coming years. To achieve this objective, monetary
policy will need to accommodate greater
exchange rate flexibility to minimize risks to the
disinflation path and to provide a buffer against
external shocks. The authorities’” decision to
amend the National Bank law to establish price
stability as its key objective is a welcome step and
will support a forward-looking monetary policy
implementation. The fiscal program strikes the

appropriate balance between the objective of
supporting disinflation and meeting the country’s
extensive developmental needs. Moreover, it will
be important to maintain a disciplined path of
public sector wage increases in line with the
medium-term expenditure framework.

“The program envisages ambitious structural
reforms. Public sector management will be
strengthened through improved corporate
governance of state enterprises, privatization and
public administration reform, while the business
environment will be enhanced through the
modernization of bankruptcy procedures, the
streamlining of regulations, and the removal of
restrictions on grain exports. The financial sector
will be strengthened by improvements in
transparency, a reduction in government
interference, and the promotion of greater
competition, including through the support of
market access for reputable foreign banks. Strict
implementation of the measures should facilitate
renewed inflows of external assistance to the
Republic of Moldova, and thus contribute to
stronger economic growth and poverty reduction,”
Mr. Kato said.
