Concert, videos help to bring drug
problem into focus

Event implores audience, “Choose to Live!”

More than 500 youngsters as well as an
interesting collection of former drug users,
artists, public officers, and representatives of
non-government and international
organizations attended a unique unplugged
concert premier in Chisinau. The concert was
performed by the Moldovan popular band
“Gandul Matei” and marked the International
Day against Drug Abuse and lllicit Trafficking.

The International Day against Drug Abuse and
llicit Trafficking was June 26, 2006, and was
celebrated for the first time in Moldova. The event
was organized by the regional anti-drug
programme in Ukraine, Belarus and Moldova
(BUMAD), and financed by the European Union
and UNDP Moldova.

The concert was a combination of live rock music
and short videos about former drug users who
recovered from drug dependency and are now
savoring a life centering on work, family and
children. Some of those profiled in the video were
present at the concert hall, enjoying the show.
The atmosphere on the stage was a special one.

Artists were talking with the public and making links
between their songs and the anti-drug videos. The
song list was selected especially for this event, and
included everything from ballads to dance tunes.

The decor was simple, but not simplistic: a black
stage and white walls with blue waves forming a
circle in the centre. The play of lights and a little
luminosity of the screen, which showed faces of
real people and artistic social videos about drug
abuse, helped the audience focus on the subject.
The message against drug abuse delivered through
the music touched people’s hearts. The motto of
the concert was “Choose to Live!”.

Nicu Tarna, the famous vocalist of
“Gandul Matei” band, emphasized the
phrase, which was also reflected in the
music. One slow song was
accompanied by nice video production:
burned candles going downstream.
The candle motif was presented during
the whole show, symbolizing people
who want to live.

Centre provides housing, life skills

to Moldovan youth

Better Opportunities for Women and Youth provided

by new Centres

A Social Reintegration Centre for Youth was
officially opened on July 5, 2006 in Soroca.
This Centre will prepare new boarding
schools graduates for an independent life.
These young people will benefit from a series
of services that include housing,
psychological counselling, life skills
development, career guidance, and support in
job search and employment.

The Social Reintegration Centre for Youth is an
integral part of the Regional Resource Centre for
Young People “Dacia”. The Center is a
component of the “Better Opportunities for
Women and Youth” project, implemented by the
United Nations Development Programme (UNDP)
in Moldova and funded by the US Government
through the United States International Agency for
Development (USAID) under the US Presidential
Initiative Anti-Trafficking Programme.

One notable feature of the newly opened Centre
is that it provides transitional housing for young
people who have no place to live after graduation.
At the Centre, young people will live in a family-
type atmosphere for up to one year. The Centre
can provide accommodations for 12 people at a
time and can assist more than 70 young people
per year.

“The Social Reintegration Centre from Soroca is
the third Centre launched within the ‘Better
Opportunities for Women and Youth' project,” said
Viorel Albu, Project Manager. The first two
Centres are located in Carpineni (Hincesti) and
Ungheni. The Centres are administered by local
NGOs to assure the continuity and sustainability of
the project. “The social workers of the Centres are
high qualified specialists who improve their
professional skills continuously,” noted Viorel Albu.

The first seven young residents received the keys
to their rooms at the opening ceremony.

Natalia, 16, seems to be very impressed. “This
Centre is a real gift for me. | never had a family,
nobody taught me life. Now, | will try to find my
own way,” she said. Constantin, a 17-year old
boy, added, “Here at the Centre it is very nice. |

have never had such conditions in life. | graduated
from boarding school this year and | didn’t know
what to do. Here, | will learn life skills. T will
probably study as a carpenter and when | feel
prepared to work, | will look for a job.”

Apart from the Social Reintegration Centres for
Youth, the project plans to open several Maternal
Centres that will provide assistance to mothers
with children and pregnant women at risk. They
will benefit from housing services and medical care
and, ultimately, from vocational and other training
programmes to help them find jobs.

Up to ten Social Reintegration Centres will be
created under the “Better Opportunities for
Women and Youth” project. Maternal Centres will
be launched in Drochia and Cahul soon, and other
Centres will be launched in Edinet, Calarasi, and
Causeni by the end of October. The Centres are
administered by local NGOs to assure the
continuity and sustainability of the project.

After the official opening of the Soroca Social
Reintegration Centre, the rock band “Snails”
performed a concert titled, “Young People for
Equal Opportunities”.

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New programme to help trafficking
victims reintegrate into society

The trafficking reintegration assistance programme

A new programme has been launched to
help governments and NGO'’s assist victims
of human trafficking. The International
Organization for Migration’s (IOM)
Mission to Republic of Moldova is behind
the programme, which will continue until
2008.

The trafficking reintegration assistance
programme includes training sessions that
were held in June and July for the first time.
These sessions, financed by the Danish Ministry
of Foreign Affairs, Swedish International
Development Cooperation Agency, and
European Commission, were held in 5 regions
of Moldova — Balti, Cahul, Calarasi, Edinet
and Causeni.

The training sessions were delivered by IOM
Rehabilitation Centre staff based on a training
manual that documents five years of
experience of the IOM Rehabilitation Centre in
delivering reintegration services. Reintegration
assistance may include medical, psychological,
social, legal, educational, and employment
services to support those who have returned
from a harrowing experience. The goal of the
services is for the victims to successfully re-join
Moldovan society socially and economically.

In the past, most long-term monitoring and
follow-up assistance to trafficking victims was
delivered by Chisinau-based staff of the
Rehabilitation Centre, with other local NGOs
delivering other types of services to selected
beneficiaries. However, in 2005, the
Government of Moldova reached a turning
point in the fight against human trafficking as
it adopted a comprehensive anti-trafficking
law, and an accompanying Plan of Action. It is
within this framework that the Ministry of
Health and Social Protection (MoHSP) has
taken the initiative, with support of I0M, to
develop a National Reintegration System
through its district representatives.

The Strategy of the National Reintegration
System (NRS) is to provide assistance in a
consistent and coherent manner through the
responsible Government units throughout the
territory of Moldova. The NRS thus supports
the MoHSP in building and running a national
referral and assistance delivery system for the
medium and long-term reintegration needs of
victims of trafficking, once their immediate
rehabilitation needs have been addressed.
Present and future resources will be channeled
through this system to address gaps in available
assistance at the local level.

“The implementation of the National
Reintegration System will facilitate integration
of governmental services into the referral
system, thereby promoting the efficient use of
scarce resources and collaboration between the
government and civil society,” said Ecaterina
Berejan, head of the National Reintegration
Coordination Office. This office was established
in Chisinau as part of the Equal Opportunity
and Family Policy Office, MoHSP, to provide
technical and coordination support to the
regional social service agencies in implementing
this National Reintegration System.

Edinet si Causeni. Trainingurile au fost organizate cu
sprijinul financiar acordat de Ministerul Afacerilor
Externe al Regatului Danemarcei, Agentia Suedeza
pentru Dezvoltare si Cooperare (ASDC/SIDA) si Comisia
Europeana.

Aceste traininguri, moderate de catre colaboratorii
Centrului de Reabilitare a victimelor traficului de fiinte
umane gestionat de OIM, sunt bazate pe un Ghid de
bune practici, ce incorporeaza experienta acumulata de
Centrul de Reabilitare pe parcursul celor cinci ani de
existenta in domeniul acordarii serviciilor de
reintegrare. Asistenta de reintegrare cuprinde toata
gama de servicii medicale, psihologice, sociale, juridice,
educationale si de angajare in campul muncii menite sa
sustina persoanele care se intorc dintr-o experienta
dificila de peste hotare si de a le ajuta in calea lor spre
restabilirea social-economica in societate.

Keeping the G8's Promises to the Poor

When the Group of Eight convenes in St.
Petersburg Saturday for the annual summit of
the leading industrialized nations, the world’s
developing countries will be watching with
keen interest and raised expectations.

To their credit, at their last gathering in Scotland, the
G8 leaders took on the challenge of extreme poverty in
Africa, Asia and elsewhere in the developing world.
They agreed to write off un-payable loans owed by
highly indebted but low-income nations and promised
an additional $50 billion in annual development aid by
2010, including a doubling of assistance to Africa.
Perhaps most importantly, they pledged support for a
pro-poor conclusion of global trade talks, with
commitments to cut their own trade-distorting farm
subsidies and to lift barriers to imports from the least
developed countries.

Yet, one year later, few poor nations have experienced
much tangible impact from these promises.

The welcome debt-relief initiative erased tens of
billions of dollars’ worth of claims against the
economies of struggling developing nations. But most
of this went to relatively few countries, with Iraq alone
accounting for $14 billion of the total $23 billion in
loan forgiveness by creditor countries in 2005.

Debt cancellation is counted by most creditors as a
form of development aid, which is fair enough.
Nonetheless, a loan that was not being serviced, once
forgiven, does not have the impact of new resources
for development.

Aid increases can also take a long time to materialize,
as legislative appropriations cycles often lag a year or
more behind pledges. Soaring energy prices,
meanwhile, are costing most poor oil-importing
countries far more than they are receiving in additional
economic assistance.

As tracked by the OECD, official development
assistance increased from $52 billion in 2001 to
$106 billion in 2005 — at face value, a seemingly
extraordinary doubling of aid in just four years. But
when adjusted for inflation and the declining value of
the dollar — the currency in which aid flows are officially
calculated—the real increase in economic assistance
turns out to be closer to one-third over those four
years. And a large part of the 2005 gain comes from

a one-time surge in debt relief that is unlikely to be
repeated.

The biggest disappointment of the past year has been
the failure to reach accord in the stalled Doha round of
trade negotiations. Too many developing nations are
still on the outside looking in, watching mature
economies thrive off a “globalization” that is not yet
truly global. For this, we need G8 leadership, now.
Resources for development would be much more
productive if deployed in a trading environment more
favorable to low income countries.

Money is not everything — or even the main thing:
It is vitally important to focus on the end results
of aid efforts.

The countries most likely to turn aid money into real
gains for their citizens’ lives are those with legitimate
and capable civil and social institutions. Only with
good governance and economic policies that support
equitable growth can outside assistance lead to lasting
change.

Handled right, aid fosters economic development.

But we need to be careful when measuring progress.
Income growth, measured in terms of aggregate GDP
alone, does not necessarily reduce poverty. Nor does it
automatically nurture human development, which
entails freedom from oppression, freedom from
ignorance, and freedom from violence (...).

On Monday, the G8 leaders will meet their
counterparts from China, Brazil, India, Mexico and
South Africa. This welcome G8 engagement with the
emerging powers of the developing world should be
broadened and institutionalized to give these meetings
greater global legitimacy.

Gleneagles concluded with ambitious promises —
promises which must be kept in St. Petersburg.

Tarile in curs de dezvoltare au urmarit cu interes si
cu mari sperante Summit-ul G8, care a reunit la
Sankt Petersburg natiunile cele mai puternic
industrializate ale lumii.

Spre onoarea liderilor din statele G8, ei si-au asumat, la
ultima lor reuniune din Scotia, solutionarea problemei
saraciei extreme in Africa, Asia si in tarile in curs de
dezvoltare din alte regiuni ale globului. Liderii au decis
eliminarea datoriei pe care nu o pot plati statele cu o
datorie semnificativa si cu un nivel redus de venituri si au
promis sa ofere catre anul 2010 suplimentar 50 miliarde
de dolari SUA anual in cadrul initiativei de asistenta
pentru dezvoltare, inclusiv o dublare a asistentei pentru
Africa. Poate cel mai important fapt este ca liderii G8 au
promis sa poarte negocieri la nivel global in domeniul
comertului, tindnd cont de interesele tarilor sarace, sa
diminueze subventionarea propriilor agricultori, ce
afecteaza comertul liber, si sa ridice barierele de import a
marfurilor din statele cel mai putin dezvoltate.

La un an de la asumarea acestor promisiuni insa
putine tari au putut resimti consecintele reale ale
angajamentului.

in rezultatul initiativei de anulare a datoriei, economiile
tarilor in curs de dezvoltare au reusit sa renunte la plata
unor datorii de zeci de miliarde de dolari. Totusi, marea
majoritate a datoriei a fost eliminata din conturile unui
numar mic de tari. Irakul a beneficiat de o anulare a
datoriei in valoare de 14 miliarde de dolari SUA, in
timp ce suma totala a datoriilor eliminate in anul 2005
a reprezentat 23 miliarde de dolari.

Anularea datoriei este privitd de multe state-creditoare
ca o forma de asistenta pentru dezvoltare, fapt care
este corect, insa insuficient, pentru ca eliminarea
datoriei nu are un impact atat de puternic pentru tarile
in curs de dezvoltare ca resursele noi.

Majorarea asistentei pentru dezvoltare poate fi
materializatd intr-un interval de timp mai lung, fiindca
procedurile legale de oferire a acesteia pot dura pana
la un an. intre timp, cresterea semnificativa a preturilor
la energie solicita tarilor sarace importatoare de petrol
cheltuieli mai mari decat o reprezinta asistenta
economica de care beneficiaza.

Potrivit datelor Organizatiei pentru Cooperare si
Dezvoltare Economica, volumul asistentei oficiale
pentru dezvoltare a sporit de la 52 miliarde dolari in
2001 pana la 106 miliarde dolari in 2005. in cifre
aceasta majorare inseamna o dublare a sumei intr-un
interval de doar patru ani. insa tinand cont de inflatie si
de declinul dolarului — valuta in care este oferita
aceasta asistentd, majorarea reald a sprijinului
economic in ultimii patru ani se cifreaza la o treime.

Partea cea mai mare a majorarii pentru 2005 revine
anularii datoriei, fapt care se va repeta cu putina
probabilitate.

Officials discuss coherent response
to demographic problems
UNFPA, DASECA directors visit the Republic

of Moldova

Recently, the Republic of Moldova was visited by a
mission from the United Nations Population Fund
(UNFPA). It was for the first time that a mission
from the UNFPA Headquarters in New York visited
the Republic of Moldova.

Thevisit to the Republic of Moldova was part of a
documentation mission in the region (in Ukraine,
Moldova and Romania). Its purpose was to enhance
multilateral understanding of population issues and to
begin discussions on the UNFPA’'s 2007-2011 Action
Plan, which has a $2.25 million budget. Also discussed
were population and development programmes,
demographic policies and strategies, family friendly
social policies, and improving access to quality services
in reproductive health.

Visitors included Dr. Alaadin Morsy, Director of the
UNFPA Division for Arab States, Europe and Central
Asia (DASECA), Ms. Sherin Saadallah, DASECA
Programme Coordinator, and Dr. Peer Sieben, UNFPA
Director for the Republic of Moldova.

During their stay in the Republic of Moldova, the
UNFPA mission had meetings with H.E. Viadimir
Voronin, President of Republic of Moldova, H.E. Vasile
Tarlev, Prime Minister of Republic of Moldova, Mr.
Andrei Stratan, Minister of Foreign Affairs and
European Integration, Mr. lon Ababii, Minister of
Health and Social Protection, Mr. Vasile Sova, Minister
of Reintegration. They also visited the Reproductive
Health Center “Dalila” in Chisinau.

Moldovan officials highly appreciate the support from
and the activities of the United Nations Population
Fund in the Republic of Moldova. These activities
include settling multidimensional population
problems. UNFPA's presence in Moldova has become
more visible, due to its actions and the financial
support it provides. President Vladimir Voronin
expressed his gratitude to UNFPA for support provided
to the Republic of Moldova in development and
institutional capacity-building for implementing the
National Strategy of Reproductive Health. Especially
notable is the opening the Centers of Excellence, which
offers assistance in creating the Family Planning
Cabinets network. This network provides basic medical
equipment and sponsors other health-related activities.

President Vladimir Voronin also stated the importance
of definite proposals regarding the institution that is
to be authorized with the demographic analysis, trends
and their impact on the country sustainable
development, of initiating strategies and programmes
which shall prevent or overcome the negative effects of
the demographic phenomena in Moldova, in context
of the public administration reform process.
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The President also emphasized the interest of
Moldovan authorities in obtaining assistance from
UNFPA for building a cadre of professional individuals
and institutions dedicated to population issues.

Prime Minister Vasile Tarlev also mentioned the fact
that Moldova has joined 70 states in endorsing the
Programme of Action of the International Conference
on Population and Development in Cairo. These
countries committed themselves to ensuring universal
access to information and services in the field of social
justice and reproductive health, to strengthening
fundamental human rights, and to reducing poverty.

Dr. Alaadin Morsy was optimistic regarding the future
implementation of the first UNFPA Programme in
Moldova. Dr. Morsy notes the success achieved in the
process of promoting social-economic reforms, as well
as the actions undertaken by the Moldovan
government in the context of European integration of
the Republic of Moldova. These EU steps require
improving the living conditions of citizens, improving
health indicators, and enhancing population
development coordination. The UNFPA highlighted
Moldova’s positive record on reducing maternal
mortality and improving reproductive health, and
health care overall. At the same time, the United
Nation Population Fund believes that the issues of
population and development facing the Republic of
Moldova are of great importance, especially issues that
deal with social protection, reproductive health,
migration, population ageing, and HIV/AIDS.

National public policies should take into consideration
the demographic issues and the impact of
demographic changes. Consistent with EU
requirements, the Republic of Moldova is making a
coherent and urgent response to demographic
problems a high priority.

The Republic of Moldova needs prompt and
effective actions to counter demographic decline.
The lack of stable monitoring of demographic
phenomena impedes discovering social and
demographic processes and trends. The absence of
regular, intermittent studies also impedes
projecting the consequences of these population
trends. As a result, a methodology for developing a
holistic demographic policy does not yet exist.
Moldova does not have a means of accurate
projection of population and social demographics.

The Republic of Moldova needs a specialized
structure for Population and Development issues
that would be responsible for demographic research,
population policy, demographic projections, and
recommendations. Such a structure can be seen in
EU countries. The development of a National Strategy
on demographic issues and a mechanism for
implementing it, as well as developing a structure for
analyzing and monitoring demographics and
population, is of great importance for the Republic
of Moldova.

For a more efficient development of social and
economic strategies, it is important to know short,

medium, and long term demographic trends.

It is necessary that the studies and the social-
economic policies are preceded by demographic
studies. These demographic studies are intensive
and can span several generations, but are needed
to reduce errors in long-term development plans.

The European Green Paper shows that in human
history, economic and population growth have
always gone hand in hand. Several conditions
need to be in place to battle a low birth rate,
including increasing productivity by improving
access to education, and increasing employment
by creating a European-type labor market
featuring a high level of professional mobility.

In the framework of the Country Programme
Action Plan for 2007-2011, UNFPA, together with
other specialized UN agencies, shall support the
efforts of the Government of Republic of Moldova
for improving the quality of life for the population
of Moldova. These efforts include national
capacity building in analyzing and counteracting
the problems that affect population and
development, especially efforts to halt and

reverse the population decline.

Astazi Republica Moldova are nevoie de actiuni rapide si
efective pentru stoparea declinului demografic.

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Anti-HIV/AIDS partners unite
to submit grant proposal

Republic of Moldova becomes the first country
to submit its proposal to the Global Fund

On July 27, 2006, the Council of Directors of
Global Fund to Fight AIDS, TB, and Malaria
received a proposal from the Republic of
Moldova. Moldova was the first country that
submitted the proposal for the sixth round

of the Global Fund grant. The grant proposal’s
goal is to support the National Programme

on Prevention and Control of HIV/AIDS and
STD's (NAP) and National Programme on

TB Control (NTP).

The Republic of Moldova had benefited from a
$11.7-million, five-year grant from the Global Fund
that was awarded in 2002. The sixth round of
proposals of the Global Fund offers countries the
opportunity to obtain additional financial assistance
for the activities stipulated in the national programs
on prophylaxis and control of TB/HIV/AIDS/STD's
and their successful implementation. Thus, at
Country Coordination Mechanism (CCM) meeting
on May 11, 2006, a decision was made to apply for
additional financing from the Global Fund for the
above mentioned programs. This was the first step
in a complex grant application process.

Following the announcement for proposals receipt,
each Technical Working Group of CCM evaluated
and created grant proposals on AIDS. Meetings of
groups and local

AIDS/STD infections, mother-to-child and the drug
injection transmission, strengthening treatment and
support for people living with or affected by HIV/
AIDS, as well as strengthening collaborations and
partnerships among organizations battling these
afflictions.

In addressing TB, the grant proposal has the objective of
strengthening the DOTS strategy by improving the early
detection of TB, improving control over TB-MDR (multi-
resistant tuberculosis), and preventing the spread of TB
through modern measures of control over the infection
as well as information, education, and communication
activities.

The application procedure for sixth round of
proposals of the Global Fund lasted over two months
and necessitated intensive activity and commitment
from all national and regional partners involved in
Moldova’s response to HIV.

The grant proposals will be examined and approved
by Director Council of the Global Fund November 1-
3, 2006.

in propunerea de grant, obiectivele pentru
componenta HIV/SIDA/ITS se axeaza, in particular,
pe prevenirea transmiterii sexuale a infectiei,
transmiterii pe calea injectarii intravenoase si
materno-fetale; fortificarea tratamentului si
sprijinului pentru persoanele care trdiesc sau sunt
afectate de HIV/SIDA, precum si pe consolidarea
capacitatilor nationale si parteneriatelor care sunt
active in domeniu.

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International HIV/AIDS efforts
reviewed in New York

Two Moldovans attend conference, reflect

on experiences

Over 12 national governmental leaders, over
100 ministers, and more than a thousand civil
society and private sector representatives
gathered at United Nations Headquarters in
New York from May 31-June 2, 2006, for a
major review of international efforts to
combat HIV/AIDS.

Igor Chilicevschi, representative of NGO “Faith”,
and Antonita Fonari, representative of NGO
Network acting in the field of AIDS, represented
the Republic of Moldova at the event.

Antonita Fonari reflects on her experience as a
delegate to this event.

How did feel about participating in such a big
event as the UN Assembly regarding HIV/
AIDS?

My participation at the High Level Meeting in New
York was my biggest desire. In 2001, | received an
invitation to take part in the UN General Assembly
Special Session regarding HIV/AIDS, but then |
thought it was more important to send one of my
colleagues on the behalf of our organization. In
2001, UN member-states signed the
Declaration of Commitment regarding
HIV/AIDS (UNGASS).

Starting with country reports discussed
at the internal level in 2005, the
UNGASS review is a new practical
lesson on NGO involvement in the
process of creating opinions and

realized and evaluated more deeply the
progresses that occurred at the country level
while analyzing the achievements at the
global level as well.

Though the program of this UN meeting
was a very busy one, it gave me great
professional satisfaction. | tried not to miss
any workshops or activities. Also, | had the
opportunity to assist at workshops teaching
how to write a diplomatic message that
should be both politically correct and frank,
so that it could be later rendered to the
audience at the UN Special Session.

What impressed you most? What
sessions did you particularly like?

| liked the organizational part of the event
in general, but | was particularly impressed
by the concert “An Evening of Memory and
Hope” on June 1. Whoopi Goldberg, Naomi
Watts, and Richard Gere surprised me with
profound and simple messages. The most
emotional moment was when the stage was
full of African children from
families affected by HIV. The
kids told about the teacher
who taught them how to

read, and then invited Kofi
Annan, UN General Secretary, to
deliver his message.

influencing some decisions. Since the
activities regarding this report took
place step by step, we had the
opportunity to mobilize NGOs from the
country to express their opinions about
it.

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University students learn empathy
for refugees at UNHCR school

“Refugees are like you and me, except for one thing:
everything they once had has been destroyed or taken
away — home, family, possessions”

“Refugees are like you and me, except for one
thing: everything they once had has been
destroyed or taken away - home, family,
possessions.” That was the theme of a special
summer school held for Moldovan university
students July 12-14, 2006, at the Nistru resort
at Vadul-lui-Voda.

The school was the first of its kind, and was organized
by UNHCR in the Republic of Moldova. The participants
were students from the Law Department of the State
University of Moldova (SUM), the Social Assistance,
Sociology and Philosophy Department of the SUM and
from the Journalism and Public Communication
Department of the International Free University of
Moldova. During the 2005 — 2006 academic year, they
studied specialized courses dealing with Refugee
Legislation, Social Assistance, and Mass Media in
Special Conditions. The purpose of the joint summer
school was to provide students the opportunity to
learn more about the plight of refugees.

Three University lecturers provided information for the
students. The students participated in a number of
interactive sessions. Two journalists from the UN
Journalist's Club — Alina Radu and Igor Guzun — shared
their experiences with the participants. The second day
of the training activity ended with a meeting with
UNHCR Implementing Partners. A special cultural
program, featuring both adult and child refugees, was
also presented.

According to the UNHCR Representative in Moldova
Mr. Petrus Wijninga, “...Similar activities provided the

possibility to better understand the issues the asylum
seekers and refugees face, especially for the
undergraduate students. They are the future specialists
in different domains, and this knowledge would help

them to ensure asylum seekers and refugees are
treated accordingly.”

“...In many cases, today’s neighbour is tomorrow’s
refugee. They have lost their homes, jobs, community,
and often family. They are not a threat. Instead, they do
need temporary help until they can re-establish their
lives. The great majority of people wish to return to
their own homes once the situation there normalizes.
But if a refugee does stay for whatever reason, he or
she can often become a valuable asset to a community.
A Who's Who of the world’s leading businessmen,
artists and politicians includes many former refugees,”
Wijninga added.

The UNHCR Representation in Moldova is providing
support for teaching the university courses. The first
course, which has been taught since 2002, is about
refugee law. In 2004, two separate courses were
added: Social assistance and integration of refugees
and Mass media in special conditions. The best
students who followed these courses are provided the
opportunity to have an internship at the UNHCR office.

UNHCR in Moldova

UNHCR established itself in Moldova in February, 1997. Its
purpose was to help the Government introduce
legislative and procedural structures to assist personsin
need of international protection. In December, 2001, the
RM acceded to the 1951 Convention and the 1967
Protocol on the status of refugees. The Law on the
Status of Refugees was adopted in July, 2002. The Main
Directorate for Refugees is authorized to deal with the
Refugee Status Determination procedures and the
correct implementation of the law.

In October, 2003, a Reception Centre for Asylum
Seekers was established. Its purpose is to ensure the
efficient functioning of the asylum system in Moldova
according to the international standards and best
practices. The construction of the center was made
possible with the financial support of the EU and the
UNHCR. The Centre it is managed by the MDR.

In December, 2005, the recognized refugees were issued
Identity Documents. The refugees enjoy the same rights
and privileges as the Moldovan citizens. Celebration of
World Refugee Day on June 20 has become a tradition
since 2001. The title of the WRD in 2006 is HOPE — Hope
that refugees will never, ever, have to run again!

Voda.

Participantii la Scoala de vara au fost studenti ai
Facultatii de Drept si ai Facultatii de Asistenta Socialg,
Sociologie si Folosofie de la Universitatea de Stat din
Moldova si ai Facultatii de Jurnalism si Comunicare
Publica a Universitatii Libere Internationale in Moldova.
Pe parcursul anului de studii 2005-2006 ei au studiat
cursuri specializate privind legislatia pentru refugiati,
asistenta sociala si mass-media in conditii speciale.
Scopul unei Scoli de vara comune este de a le oferi
tinerilor oportunitatea pentru a-si extinde cunostintele
in domeniul refugiatilor.

Trei profesori universitari au oferit in cadrul Scolii de
vara prezentari ale acestor cursuri. Participantii s-au
implicat in diverse activitati interactive, iar doi
profesionisti, membri ai Clubului Jurnalistilor ONU —
Alina Radu si Ilgor Guzun — au impartasit participantilor
experienta lor in abordarea unor subiecte sensibile,
inclusiv tema refugiatilor si solicitantilor de azil . Cea
de-a doua zi de instruire s-a incheiat cu o intrevedere a
participantilor cu partenerii de implementare ai ICNUR
si cu un program cultural oferit de copii si adulti
refugiati.

Dupa cum a sustinut Reprezentantul ICNUR in
Republica Moldova, dl. Petrus Wijninga, “... Astfel de
activitati ofera posibilitatea de a intelege mai bine
problemele cu care se confrunta solicitantii de azil si
refugiatii, in special pentru studentii ce urmeaza sa
absolveasca facultatile.

Asistenta sociala si integrarea refugiatilor si Mass-
media in conditii speciale.

ICNUR in Moldova

Biroul ICNUR a fost creat in Moldova in februarie 1997,
cu scopul de a acorda asistenta Guvernului pentru a
introduce structurile legislative si de procedura necesare
asistentei persoanelor care au nevoie de protectie
internationald. in decembrie 2001, Republica Moldova a
aderat la Conventia din 1951 si Protocolul din 1967
privind statutul refugiatilor. Legea privind statutul
refugiatilor a fost adoptatd in iulie 2002. Directia
Principala pentru Refugiati (DPR) este autorizata de a se
ocupa cu procedura de Determinare a Statutului de
Refugiat si implementarea corecta a legii.

in octombrie 2003, a fost creat Centrul de Cazare
pentru Solicitantii de Azil, pentru a asigura functionarea
eficienta a sistemului de azil in Moldova conform
standardelor internationale si celor mai bune experiente.
Constructia centrului, administrat de DPR, a fost
sustinuta financiar de Uniunea Europeana si ICNUR.

in decembrie 2005, refugiatilor recunoscuti le-au fost
eliberate Documente de Identitate. Aceste acte le
permit refugiatilor sa se bucura de aceleasi drepturi si
privilegii ca si cetatenii Republicii Moldova.

Mayor for three days

UNICEF Representative visits Rublenita to examine
plight of youth, and to lead discussions about solutions

“"We tested our knowledge on the situation of
the most vulnerable people in Moldova, and
on the means actually available to local
authorities to help them. This experience
made us look at our interventions and
programmes to make sure we have a
meaningful impact on the lives of children of
Moldova,” said Ray V. Torres, UNICEF
Representative.

For three days, Rublenita, a village of 4,000
inhabitants in the Northern part of Moldova, had
an interim, honorary “Mayor” from UNICEF. The
UNICEF “Mayor” was allowed UNICEF to take a
close, inside look at the social problems of the
population, especially the problems of vulnerable
families with children.

The UNICEF representative facilitated a
brainstorming session on local solutions for
children, held discussions with the staff of the
health centre, and held a working meeting with
the teachers of the primary and of the secondary
schools. The Orthodox priests of the community
joined in most working meetings. The youth of
Rublenitsa were part of all working sessions, since
strengthening youth participation in key processes
in the community was one of the goals of the
effort. The UNICEF “Mayor” and his colleagues,
along with members of the Municipal Council and

Rublenita’s Mayor, visited the most destitute
families in the community and looked for solutions
to their most serious problems. Mayor of Rublenita
Mr. Cozma Ursache said, “We are open to learn
and to teach. | think we are both learning in this
experience.”

Local young people, led by the Junior Mayor of the
village, 14 year-old Nina Catan and her team of
10 local junior councilors, were among the most
active participants in a special brainstorming
session. These youth and community leaders
discussed the search for local solutions to children’s
problems. For example, in Rublenita, 352 school-
aged kids out of 1,000 are left without one or both
parents as a result of migration abroad to find
work.

In a country with 26.5 per cent of the population
living in poverty, and with increasing disparities of
wealth, the problems for most rural families with
children are considerable. Although progress has
been made in Moldova in reducing poverty, for
children in rural areas, the risk of living in poverty
is 2.6 times greater than for children living in urban
areas.

There were many conundrums presented by
community members. For example, a little girl was
taken to a residential institution because of
hearing problems. Her parents want her
back home but cannot afford the

hearing aid she needs. What do they
do? Or, what help can be provided to
grandmothers who are looking after
their grandchildren whose parents are
abroad for work? The answers are not
easy, but with the efforts of the entire
community and with expert advice from
professionals — legal advisers, social
assistants, health workers, and
educational advisers — strategies to
overcome the barriers were found for
each case.

“Reform in child care is just starting in
Moldova, and needs to be based on the
real understanding of the situation of

unicef &

children, of what it takes to create a
protective environment in the
community and - most of all — what
help is needed by a very poor family in
order not to abandon their children to
institutional care,” said Mr. Torres.

Currently, more than 1 percent of the
children’s population of the country is
living in residential institutions. Less
then one month ago, in response to this
situation, the President of Moldova
announced, in a joint press conference
with UNICEF, the inauguration of
reforms of the child-care system in
Moldova, mainly geared towards
deinstitutionalization.

“In order to help people find solutions

to their difficulties, we requested the

support of our Governmental and non-
governmental counterparts. These resources are
usually not available to local authorities and
families as they are located in the capital, not in
the communities,” said Mr. Torres. “In reality,
today local administration has little financial
support and is poorly informed on the referral
possibilities. There are only a few social workers in
some communities of Moldova and they are not
qualified or specifically trained. One of our main
tasks is to create a network of local social workers
and services to support the most vulnerable
families and children, so that no child leaves the
family unless this is in her or his best interest.”

Two Orthodox priests from the community, Father
Andrei and Father Vitalie, were actively involved in
several of the activities organized during the three
days, in particularly a training session and planning
exercise on early childhood care which was
facilitated by a specialized local NGO. In a
baptizing ceremony for four newborns, they
handed out a “Parent’s Guide” edited by UNICEF.

Young people of the community, with support from
young journalists from the UNICEF-supported Youth
Media Center in Chisinau, produced two media
events: the first issue of the community newspaper
“Speranta” (Hope) and a photo exhibition
“Rublenita as seen by children”. Twenty-five
children from the community learned how to
present the social life of their village in photos and
surprised the villagers by producing in just two days
an extraordinary exhibition presenting all the
aspects of local life: youth activities, poverty,
migration, children left without parental care, arts
and crafts, the life of the elderly, the joy of youth

and, of course, the local administration of the
village by showing three mayors at the same time
— the elected mayor, the junior mayor and the
UNICEF representative.

Tatiana Minzat, deputy director of the local school,
said, “These three days were so different for us,
though all the participants were the same people
we meet every day. Probably for the first time in
the history of the village doctors, priests, teachers,
children, and local counselors spent time together
looking for solutions that are not oriented towards
financial support. As a result of the joint workshop
“A better community for children”, we understand
that there are many useful things we can do
together in support of the village's children without
money from elsewhere. It was difficult to split up
after each of the activities — we tended to
continue the discussions in the street. | am sure
this was just a beginning of community
involvement in providing more support to our
children.”

One of the immediate results of the brainstorming
and of the training was the decision to extend the
programme of the local kindergarten by creating a
community center for families with small children.
Though the village has 260 children under 7, only
60 can attend the local kindergarten. A
community-based early childhood center would not
involve additional resources — just training about
new approaches, and inviting parents and children
to come for educational advice, to spend a few
hours together, to play with toys and read books.

"Say What You Believe”

Optimism in a sea of pessimism
At the Youth Media Center, the future is as bright as

the students who work there

In a place where optimism is in short supply,
the expressions that adorn a banner at the
Youth Media Center — “Discover Your Voice”,
“Your Opinions Count”, and “Say What You
Believe” — really are more than just slogans.

I've taught here at the Youth Media Center in
Chisinau, Moldova for three years now, although
this is my sixth visit to Moldova. It's taken me
three years to figure out that the Youth Media
Center (Centrul Media pentru Tineri, in Romanian)
is teaching not just the mechanics of journalism,
but more importantly, optimism.

Clearly, a dose of optimism couldn’t hurt here.

In Moldova, a small eastern European country of
about 4.45 million people, the prevalent attitude
is pessimism. Statistically, Moldova and Albania
are Europe’s poorest countries, so that certainly
contributes to the pessimism. At times here, the
pessimism is almost palpable. Don't just take my
word for it—ask any Moldovan. (There are actually
four in Parkville, so this is possible). For example,
several Youth Media Center students agreed that
pessimism prevails here. One girl said that
Moldovans would rather complain about problems
than act to solve them, while another credits the
pessimism to the historical domination of Moldova
first by Romania and later by Russia — historical
helplessness, as it were.

At times, this pessimism even filters down to my
otherwise upbeat students. One day, during my
radio workshop, we read a story quoting one
source who said Moldova could have in place at
least some of the mechanisms needed to join the
EU in as little as six months. All the students
laughed bitterly at this; one girl said it'd be more
like six years, and another chimed in with 60
years.

Given this backdrop, then, the optimism dished up
at the Youth Media Center, funded in large part by
UNICEF, is indispensable. The upbeat atmosphere
starts with the decor, which features vibrant photos
and inspirational sayings. Equally upbeat is the
professional staff. They are unfailingly cheery and
supportive of the various endeavors that take place
here — media workshops and projects, all done by
and for young people, mostly high scholars. Only
some high schools in Moldova produce
newspapers, and none have electronic media, so
it's natural that young people could feel alienated.

Yet the Youth Media Center provides a place
where they can gather and be treated like adults,
a place where they know they will be listened to;
a place where they can feel empowered, even,
optimistic. For example, at my radio workshop,
students created and produced a radio program at
the Media Centre, and broadcast the 30-minute
show live on a radio station that reaches most of
the country.

The message here is indeed that students can
make a positive difference. The students react to
this positive climate as one might expect: with
boundless energy and creativity, and an
unwavering commitment to their various projects,
and to the mission of the center as a whole. At the
Youth Media Center, the future is as bright as the
students who work and learn there.

The students’ energy, their enthusiasm, and yes,
their optimism is the most important reason |
return to Moldova every summer.

Toti tinerii au inceput sa zambeasca
ironic, o adolescenta a spus ca asta se va intampla
peste mai mult de sase ani, altcineva crede ca
peste 60 ani.

in acest context, optimismul creat la Centrul
Media, un centru finantat in mare parte de
UNICEF, este indispensabil. Atmosfera prietenoasa
incepe cu decorul, fotografii cu mesaje creative.
De asemenea, si staff-ul Centrului este unul
prietenos. Buna dispozitie persista tot timpul, in
pofida volumului mare de lucru care se face aici,
traininguri, proiecte, care sunt coordonate in
principal de patru tineri. Cateva colegii si licee din
Moldova editeaza ziare, insa nu exista ziare de
tineret online, deci e firesc ca tinerii sa se simta
oricum izolati. Totusi, Centrul Media i asigura cu
un spatiu unde tinerii se pot aduna si unde sunt
tratati ca adulti; un spatiu unde ei sunt ascultati,
unde se simt responsabili si optimisti.

Spre exemplu, in cadrul workshop-ului radio
moderat de mine, tinerii au produs si au
difuzat in direct o emisiune de 30 minute la
un post de radio cu acoperire nationala.

Un alt mesaj promovat la Centrul Media
este ca tinerii pot face schimbari pozitive.
intr-o asemenea atmosferd pozitiva ei
raspund cu multa energie si creativitate,
responsabilitate desavarsita in activitatile si
proiectele Centrului in general. La Centrul
Media viitorul este la fel de frumos ca si
tinerii care lucreaza si invata aici.

Energia si entuziasmul tinerilor, optimismul
acestora reprezinta cel mai important motiv
pentru a ma intoarce in fiecare vara in
Moldova.

Moldovans learn about spread,
prevention of avian flu

Moldova is working to prevent the avian flu

Representatives of the Ministry of Agriculture
and Food Industry of the Republic of Moldova
took part at the International Conference on
detection and prevention of the Highly
Pathogenic Avian Influenza (HPAI) which held
in Rome, Italy May 30-31, 2006. The
Conference was organised by United Nations
Organisation for Food and Agriculture. The
event brought together academic,
governmental, and media experts from
around the world.

During the Conference, the experts discussed
surveillance and prevention of the HPAI, disease
management, and risk modeling and analysis. Thus
far, HPAI has affected primarily southeast Asia and
parts.of Europe, accordingly to researchers. HPAI has
spread because of the diversity of wild and
domestic birds, the large number of private farms,
and a low level of disease detection and prevention.
Estimates place the economic losses due to HPAI at
$10-billion USD.

Participants at the Conference learned about how the
disease spreads quickly and in a manner consistent
with wild bird migration routes from Asia to Europe.

FAO assistance buys equipment
to battle avian flu in Moldova

During 2006, the Republic of Moldova
benefited from UN Organization for Food
and Agriculture (FAO) assistance in
prevention of HPAI.

The $23,000 USD worth of aid included reactive
kits for HPAI diagnosis, protection
equipment, transportation boxes
for samples, transport kits for
vaccine, and autopsy equipment.
The equipment was distributed
through the National Centre for
Veterinary Diagnosis.

The technical assistance granted to
Moldova was a part of the FAO
and World Organization for Animal
Health Global Strategy for
progressive control of HPAI. The
main element of the SFERA's
projects is increasing each nation’s

Moldovan experts mentioned that Moldova is at- risk
for HPAI despite the fact that it is not situated on
these migration routes. Why? Because Moldova is
located between two wild bird migratory destinations,
Ukraine and Romania, both of which are already
dealing with HPAI. Moldovan representatives
expressed their opinion that it is necessary to intensify
the detection and prevention measures in the regions
that are situated on the migration corridors of the wild
birds. They also mentioned the importance of efficient
information sharing among states that could be
affected by HPAI.

From September 4-6, 2006, Moldovan experts
participated at the Regional Ornithology Training
Workshop for Eastern Europe and Caucasus
regions, which was held in Simferopol, Ukraine.
The event was organised by FAO as part of the
Technical Cooperation Programme “Emergency
assistance for early detection and prevention

of avian influenza in the Eastern Europe and
Caucasus regions”. Moldovan experts studied
practical aspects of wild bird identification and
census, disease surveillance, and HPAI virus
interactions between domestic poultry and
migratory birds.

This assistance came as part of the SFERA Fund
projects (Special Fund for Emergency Activities
and Rehabilitation OSRO/GLO/504/MUL and
OSRO/GLO/601/SWE, “Emergency Assistance for
control and prevention of the HPAI).

SFERA Fund was created in 2005 to increase the
FAQ's ability to coordinate anti-HPAI activities in
emergency situations. The Fund
assures that FAO has necessary
tools and logistical skill needed to
deal with emergency situations.
SFERA objectives are to coordinate
the activities at the regional and
global level, to manage the
international reaction, to utilize
technical expertise, to assist the
affected states to control and fight
the HPAI, and to assist the non-
affected states in their efforts to
prepare for any potential HPAI
crisis.
