In 2007, the UN Agencies in Moldova will embark on
a new five-year UNDAF cycle. The main priority of
their work will be capacity development in the areas
of good governance and participation, provision

of and access to services, and regional and local
development.

We are hopeful for success in the near future because
of past successes achieved in partnership with our
development partners. The UN has been successful in
offering its expertise and developing the capacities
of the respective state institutions in evidence-based
policy formulation within the framework of the
Economic Growth and Poverty Reduction Strategy
(EGPRS). The UN Agencies’ technical expertise in the
areas of health, education, HIV/AIDS, environment,
good governance, etc. contributes to strengthening
national capacities with the aim of achieving the
national MDG targets.

the Millennium Development Goals by 2015.

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Youth Forum Produces Community

Development Ideas

Youthful delegates recommend entrepreneurship

and child programmes

The first National Youth Forum, featuring
young Moldovans as well as those from six
other countries, was held recently in Chisinau.
Delegates from each region of the Republic
presented the problems their peers face, then
together the youngsters searched for viable
solutions.

“Youth Forum 2006" gathered over 1000
adolescents from Moldova, as well as guests from
Azerbaijan, Belgium, Bulgaria, Romania, Russia,
and Ukraine. For three days, young people and
representatives of central and local governments,
parliaments and presidents discussed three

years worth of progress that has been made
implementing the National Youth Strategy. At the
same time, the youth expressed their opinions on
achievements and successful practices in involving
young people in community development.

The President of the Republic of Moldova,
Vladimir Voronin, opened the conference by
saying, “This forum is of historical importance

for the young people of Moldova. We have
understood why previous youth programs were not
successful—because they were carried out without
the direct participation of young people”

At the same time, President Voronin promised
forum delegates that local youth councils and
resource centers will be available in each region
of the country by 2009. He also challenged the
government and the parliament to pay increased
attention to issues facing young people.

At plenary sessions, young people were consulted
about a new action plan for youth for 2007-2009.
This will be the first official document at the
national level produced with the participation of
young people.

Youth Forum 2006 contributed to changing young
people’s image from passive beneficiaries to active
resources who bring in fresh perspectives, energy, and
potential for the continuous development of society.

“UNICEF is convinced of the fact that by
participating in the social life of the country,
Moldovan young people can break the vicious
circle of poverty, social exclusion, violence, and
exploitation within which many of them are

trapped,” stated Mohamed Azzedine Salah,
UNICEF Moldova Program Coordinator, at the
forum’s opening.“We are convinced that only by
joint efforts, together with young people, can we
change things for the better for them.”

At sessions and thematic workshops during the
Youth Forum, delegates debated such subjects as
economic participation and the development of
young people; young people’s access to education,
health, information and recreational services;

and the social inclusion of young people. The
participants met with parliamentary commissions
and representatives of relevant ministries, and
held direct discussions with officials who develop
policies pertaining to young people.

“The biggest achievement, in my opinion, is

that all young people from all communities

were represented here at the forum. | found this

fact proof of democracy,” said Serghei Gaina, >

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Moldova Likely to Reach 1993’s GDP

by 2009

Growth since 2000 has averaged 6.1 percent

By 2009, Moldova’s Gross Domestic Product could
reach the same level that it was in 1993, the year
before the economic crisis. An average annual
growth of 5.5. percent will be needed to achieve
this level.

In terms of reaching the European income average,
analysts say that not even a 5-6 percent stable growth
would allow Moldova to close the gap, at least for the
next several decades.

These estimates are part of the report “Quality

of Economic Growth and its Impact on Human
Development”, produced by the Analytic Centre
Expert Group and the Association for Participatory
Democracy ADEPT, with the support of the United
Nations Development Programme (UNDP) in
Moldova.

While Moldova managed to stop the decline and
achieve growth in the last five years, developers
ascertained that Moldova’s GDP (2.9 billion USD in
2005) is still below the 1993 level.

“The year 2000 was the end of a decade of economic
crisis in Moldova, while the economic recovery

was supported by a strong evolution of demand

for consumption, and (a boost from) incomes of
Moldovans working abroad,” reads the report.

The median economic growth rate in Moldova was
6.1 percent in 2000-2005, compared with 7.2 percent
in the CIS and 4.2 percent in Central and Eastern
Europe.

Transportation, telecommunication, and construction
have been the greatest contributors to gains in the
GDP, producing 30 percent of the economic growth.
Agriculture contributed 15 percent to the GDP, while
processing industry produced 20 percent.

The report notes that the share of agriculture in the
GDP has dropped from 28 percent to 22 percent,
while services rose from 53 percent up to 58 percent.
The share of industry did not essentially change.

Experts noted that Moldova’s international trade is
150 percent of GDP. The foreign turmoil suffered in
1998 and in 2006 revealed Moldova’s vulnerability to
external economic and political factors.

Expert noted that Moldova, being one of the most
open economies in the world with foreign trade
reaching 150 percent of GDP, is extremely sensitive to
external turmoil.

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ILO CALLS FOR ZERO TOLERANCE OF VIOLENCE
AGAINST CHILDREN IN THE WORKPLACE

Millions of child labourers and legally
employed adolescents face “systemic” violence
at their places of work, ranging from physical
or verbal abuse to sexual harassment, rape and
even murder, according to a new “World Report
on Violence Against Children”; published on
Universal Children’s Day.

The International Labour
Organization (ILO), which
contributed to the study,
called for zero tolerance of
violence against the estimated
218 million child labourers and
some 100 million adolescents
who are legally employed
worldwide. The UN study

is the most comprehensive
examination of violence again children ever
undertaken and is expected to launch a new
movement to try and control or halt the practice.

Although global figures are unobtainable due

to the “hidden” nature of the problem and the
difficulties for children to report incidences of
violence against them, the ILO found that in some
areas, most working children faced some form of
violence in the workplace - either verbal, physical
or sexual.

“For many child labourers, violence is a terrifying
fact of daily life and must be stopped together
with child labour’, said ILO Director-General
Juan Somavia, in commenting on the UN report.
"Worldwide, violence at work is generally on

the increase and violence against children and
adolescents who work is endemic, and in some
cases just ‘part of the job’ This must stop.” ILO

Ban Ki-moon Appointed Next UN
Secretary-General by Acclamation

,»We should be more modest in our words,

but not in our performance”

Applauding in acclamation, the United Nations
General Assembly appointed, on October 13, 2006
Foreign Minister Ban Ki-moon of the Republic of
Korea as the world body’s next Secretary-General,
to succeed Kofi Annan when he steps down on 31
December.

Smiling, waving and nodding to the members of
the 192-nation body, the man who will become the
world’s top diplomat for five years on 1 January, was
escorted by the UN Chief of Protocol through the
Assembly central aisle to the podium.

Addressing the assembled delegates, the Secretary-
General-designate, who will be the UN's eighth chief
and the second from Asia, pledged to carry out
reforms, building on Mr. Annan’s legacy.

“My tenure will be marked by ceaseless efforts

to build bridges and close divides. Leadership of
harmony not division, by division not instruction, has
served me well so far. | intend to stay the course as
Secretary-General,” he said.

Mr. Ban referred to his own reputation of modest
demeanour.“Asia is also a region where modesty

is a virtue. But the modesty is about demeanour,

not about vision and goals. It does not mean the

lack of commitment or leadership. Rather it is quiet
determination in action to get things done without so
much fanfare,” he declared.

“This may be the key to Asia’s success, and to the
UN’s future. Indeed, our Organization is modest in
its means, but not in its values. We should be more
modest in our words, but not in our performance.”’

Mr. Ban noted that the road towards peace, prosperity
and dignity for all has many pitfalls. “As Secretary-
General, | will make the most of the authority
invested in my office by the Charter and the mandate
you give me. | will work diligently to materialize

our responsibility to protect the most vulnerable
members of humanity and for the peaceful resolution
of threats to international security and regional
stability,” he said.

Underlining the efforts to reform the UN, he declared:
“Let us remember that reform is not to please others,
but because we value what this Organization stands
for. We need reform because we believe in the future.”

Mr. Ban, who is no stranger to the world body,
promised an open administration and pledged to
work closely with all Member States and with the

media. Earlier in his diplomatic career he served in
his country’s mission to the UN and in 2001 was Chef
de Cabinet to then General Assembly President Han
Seung-soo of the Republic of Korea.

Welcoming Mr. Ban, President Sheikha Haya Al Khalifa
of Bahrain said his appointment comes at a time
when the UN is deeply engaged in a wide-ranging
reform process.

“We are grateful to Secretary-General Kofi Annan,
who has played a major role in shaping a clear and
comprehensive vision to address the many global
challenges confronting us,” she declared.“l am
confident that the Organization will build upon its
past achievements and move ahead to become an
even more effective body under the leadership of
Secretary-General designate Ban Ki-Moon.”

Mr. Annan hailed Mr. Ban as a “future Secretary-
General who is exceptionally attuned to the
sensitivities of countries and constituencies in every
continent — a man with a truly global mind at the
helm of the world’s only universal organization.

“More than 50 years ago, the first Secretary-General
of the United Nations, Trygvie Lie, used the following
words in greeting his successor, Dag Hammarskjold,
and | quote: "You are about to take over the most
impossible job on Earth, end quote. While that may
be true, | would say: this is also the best possible job
on Earth,” he added.

European Nations Discuss
Environment, Conflict Resolution
and Development in UN debate

»Conflict resolution cannot be won through only military,

political and economic means”

The increasing importance of environmental
issues, the inherent challenges in conflict
resolution and the need to do more to encourage
economic development outside the industrialized
world were among the key themes during
addresses to the United Nations General Assembly
by representatives of five European countries.

Iceland’s Foreign Minister Valgerdur Sverrisdottir said
it was time to pay more attention to ocean issues
given that 95 per cent of those who depend on
fisheries for their livelihood inhabit the developing
world.

“A billion people depend on fisheries for their main
intake of protein. At the same time we see the rapid
increase in pollution of the ocean and depletion of its
living resources,” she said.

Mrs. Sverrisdottir also stressed the need to
substantially increase the share of renewable and
clean energy sources in the world’s overall energy
demand, adding that 2 billion people lack access
to electricity and yet all eight of the Millennium
Development Goals (MDGs) require greater energy
consumption.

Sergei N. Martynov, Foreign Affairs Minister of Belarus,
told the Assembly that the MDGs will not be achieved
unless there is a “deep transformation” of the

Bretton Woods institutions, such as the International
Monetary Fund (IMF) and the World Bank.

“They were established in a different era. They were
established for different purposes. They should be
changed and made to serve the cause of global
development,” he said, adding that the UN Economic
and Social Council (ECOSOC) should have an
enhanced role as well.

Estonian Foreign Minister Sven Jirgenson called

for information and communication technologies

to be used more to help achieve the MDGs, which
have a target date of 2015. Mr. Jurgenson said more
emphasis within the MDGs should also be given to
promoting gender equality and the empowerment of
women, including within the UN system itself.

Dermot Ahern, Foreign Minister of Ireland, drew upon
recent events in Northern Ireland — where “the word
has finally replaced the weapon as the way to resolve

disputes” - to underline the importance of building
peace and encouraging reconciliation in divided
societies.

“Peacebuilding and conflict prevention are ultimately
about psychology: addressing fears, perceptions,
beliefs about the past and about the future. A conflict
does not begin when the trigger is pulled. It begins
in the heart and mind of the person who pulls the
trigger,” he said.

Echoing that theme, Moldova’s Deputy Prime
Minister and Foreign Minister Andrei Stratan

said conflict resolution - just like the battle against
international terrorism — cannot be won through only
military, political and economic means.

“We must look for solutions which will not resolve and
not exacerbate the threat and which are based on the
clear understanding of the factors that generate and
sustain terrorism, fundamentalism and fanaticism,”

he said.

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Door Opened to the Transnistrian Region

UNFPA seminar trains doctors, knocks down barriers

For the first time in the 15 years since the
Transnistrian conflict, doctors from both sides

of the Nistru river met September 18-30 to discuss
reproductive health and family planning

in Camenca.

The meeting was organized with the support of
United Nations Population Fund (UNFPA), as was part
of the Training of Trainers in Reproductive Health
program.

The meeting of the medical professionals was made
possible through the support of the Ministry of
Health and Social Protection and Health Authorities
from Tiraspol. Taking into consideration the fact that
Transnistria is still facing an information vacuum,
including in the medical area, the two-week training
contributed to enhancing information and services
in Reproductive Health and Family Planning, based
on international standards promoted by UNFPA,
World Health Organization, and other international
reproductive health institutions.

The seminar was very much welcomed and
appreciated by the professionals from the
Transnistrian region, where the Soviet medical system
persists. On the right bank of the river Nistru, complex
reforms in the field have already been accomplished.
After the Transnistrian conflict, specialists from
Chisinau benefited from extensive international
assistance in medicine, unlike the specialists from
Transnistria. In the Eastern regions of the country,
there are no Family Planning Cabinets network. Also,
doctors are concerned about the growth of HIV/AIDS
in Transnistria, where the statistics are alarming.

During the two week conference, gynecologists
learned about improving communication with

their patients, and received new information about
patients’rights. They also learned about modern
contraception technologies, as well as treating STD’s
and preventing HIV/AIDS. The specialists agree

on the necessity of certain changes in the health
system in their region, as well as on the dire need for
international assistance in combating HIV/AIDS in
Transnistria.

Mr. Boris Galca, UNFPA Programme Coordinator,
was very satisfied that specialists form both sides of
river Nistru met face to face after 15 years, and have
established constructive channels for communication
in a very short time.”We have facilitated
communication between the participants. We have
destroyed the psychological barriers which existed
on the first day of the seminar. At the beginning,

the atmosphere was tense because of certain
stereotypes—'we are from Transnistria and they are
from Chisinau; which disappeared immediately,’

said Galca. “The team of specialists that was trained
came to the conclusion that medicine should not be
involved in politics. The reticence between the people
of the Republic of Moldova appeared in the first
years of the Transnistrian conflict, when every type of
communication was impeded. This is a clear example
that the population from both sides of the river
Nistru are common people who have pure human
needs, and only through openness they can reach
out to each other,”added the UNFPA Programme
Coordinator.

The professionals involved in the training will develop
training programs for their medical colleagues
throughout Moldova. UNFPA first opened the door to
Transnistria in November 2005, when a Reproductive
Health Needs Assessment was undertaken in

the Eastern regions. In February 2006, the first
Reproductive Health Center in Transnistria, the Center
“Nadejda’; was opened in Camenca. It is similar to

the other three institutions that already exist on the
right bank of Nistru river: “Dalila” in Chisinau, “Ana”

in Drochia and “Virginia” in Cahul. The Reproductive
Health Center in Camenca is so far the best equipped
center, and women from the Transnistrian region and
other neighboring areas, including from Ukraine,
benefit from the services provided by the center.

Mr. Igor Caraus, Medical Director of the Camenca
Rayon Hospital and partner in opening the RH
Center “Nadejda’, stated that the “Nadedja” center

is equipped with the newest medical technologies
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in the region. A team of trained specialists work
there, observing international standards and UNFPA
protocols. According to the UNFPA mandate, the
center provides free counseling and a range of
services for women. “It is a new experience for us.
We are extremely grateful to our colleagues from
the other three similar institutions on the right bank
of Nistru river, who informed us about the efficient
management methods of such a clinic,’ mentioned
Igor Caraus. There are approximately 7000 women
in the region who can benefit from the services
provided by the center.“It is most important for our
doctors to change their attitude as humans and as
professionals. The repairs and equipment for the
medical facilities will follow later. The principles of
the right to access to information for doctors and
patients, as well as the right to choose the best
specialist, are the main principles that we follow,”
emphasized the Director of Camenca Rayon Hospital.

Mrs. Svetlana Arcadieva, Deputy of the health
authority in the Transnistrian region, stressed

that the area suffers from poor knowledge about
reproductive health issues, including a lack of
information, as well as insufficient family planning
opportunities and contraception. These facts lead to
an extremely high number of abortions by teenagers,
often undertaken in criminal conditions outside
medical clinics. Sexually-transmitted infections also
thrive in the region. Dr. Arcadieva sees remedies to
this situation in informing the population, beginning
with doctors, by promoting better reproductive
health and efficient communication with patients.
“Our classic medical school did not form in us the
abilities taught in this first seminar in the region.

We are convinced that UNFPA can contribute to
solving these problems. It is very important that we
involve our doctors and our patients in promoting
modern methods in reproductive health. Moreover,
the absence of medical assistance based on the
medical insurance system in the Transnistrian territory
impedes the cooperation between doctors on both
banks of the Nistru river," said Dr. Svetlana Arcadieva.

Mrs. Oxana Ceban, participant in the UNFPA training,
Dnestrovsk:“l am happy that | had the opportunity

to benefit from the training held by this prestigious
organization. Being a gynecologist, | wish to improve my
knowledge of Reproductive Health, maternal assistance,
and modern methods of contraception. | would like

to learn more about fighting poverty and preventing
sexually-transmitting infections. Thanks to the UNFPA
experts, | have learned a lot of medical news, and | have
made new friends with whom we will always share our
experiences. | have started to see things from a new
perspective, to appreciate everyone for his value because
we all are individuals.”

Mrs. Mariana Petrova, Tiraspol: “This is the first training
in the field that | have taken part in, because such
events have never been organized in Tiraspol. On the
first day of the training, the participants had different
views on reproductive health issues. Moreover, few of
us knew about the existence of UNFPA. | have totally
changed my opinions on certain issues. | have learned
to communicate. It is very important that intense
communication between people of the same profession
from both banks of the Nistru riverhas ensued. Medicine
should not be involved in politics, because it deals with
our heath and our children’s well-being.”

Mrs. Ala Chirpii, gynecologist in Dubasari: “Day by
day, doctors became more open to each other. They are
not influenced by the fact that they come from different
regions of Moldova and speak different languages. It is
extremely important for medical staff to communicate
adequately with their patients. The majority of us
graduated from the State Medical University in Chisinau.
Hence, professionals are on the same page competence-
wise, since we had the same teachers. Certainly, doctors
from the Transnistrian region do not have immediate
access to the news in the field, and especially to assistance
of international organizations. In order to change this
situation, we need such complex training in the future
as well. Access to and cooperation with UNFPA is an
important step for doctors in the Transnistrian region.”

Between 2007 and 2011, UNFPA, together with other

UN Agencies, will continue to provide assistance to the
Republic of Moldova, including the Transnistrian region.
Beginning January 1, 2007, UNFPA will proceed with its first
Country Programme Action Plan for a period of 5 years.

The organization will provide technical assistance and
expertise in implementing health policies and strategies,
including those for reproductive health, nationwide,
including the Transnistrian region. UNFPA, in cooperation
with authorities from Chisinau and local health authorities
in Transnistria, will support the development of a Family
Planning Cabinets network, ensuring proper adherence

to standards and protocols. Transnistria, together with all
regions from the Republic of Moldova, will benefit by having
medical personnel better trained, from having more modern
equipment, and from having improved reproductive health
products, services, and information.

de important pentru cadrele medicale sa comunice
adecvat si cu pacientii. Nu facem mari diferente
dintre pregatirea specialistilor, deoarece majoritatea
si-au facut studiile la Universitatea de Medicina din
Chisinau.

The Millennium Development Goals

“The Millennium Development Goals
are Practical Things which ought
to Happen Every D ay”

Journalists learn to explore what the UN’s goals really mean

The United Nations Office in Moldova presented
a special training course Oct. 19-21 in the village
of Molovata Noua on the left side of the Nistru.
The course, designed to promote the Millennium
Development Goals among the local media, was
part of a communications campaign launched
recently by the Government of the Republic of
Moldova.

During the media workshop, 20 journalists had the
opportunity to discuss and practice professional
reporting techniques for the eight Millennium
Development Goals. The aim is that the message
could reach citizens directly and help them become
more involved in addressing these issues.

By signing the Millennium Declaration in New York
in 2000, the Republic of Moldova has agreed to

cut in half the number of those living in poverty

by 2015, provide opportunities for all children to
attend Lyceum, and promote women in political and
social life. Moldovan authorities have also agreed to
reduce child mortality by 2015, improve maternal
health, stop the spread of HIVAAIDS and TB, ensure a
sustainable environment for its citizens by expanding
their access to quality drinking water, and create a
global partnership for development.

One of the experts who attended the course, Alina
Radu, director of the newspaper Ziarul de Garda,
said that the media need “young journalists, young
blood, are able to bring in new approaches...Itis very
useful for young people to have access to something
other than just the classes they have at the university.
During this training course, several working groups
were created and given certain tasks to accomplish,
and | have to say they did very well. Young people
should be aware of where they need improvement,’
said Alina Radu. “In fact, the Millennium Development
Goals, although they may seem to be theoretical
notions, are practical things which ought to happen
every day.”

Ana Butnariuc, reporter with the DECA-press news
agency in Balti, said that the workshop helped her
understand that citizens need to be informed more
thoroughly about the Millennium Development
Goals.“l think the journalists’ mission is to inform
people more often on what the Government

does every month and every six months towards
advancing the goals. At the same time, the media
could explain to the public how each citizen could be
involved in accomplishing these tasks.”

Although she has heard about
the Millennium Development
Goals before, Maria Guzun,
reporter with the newspaper
Univers Pedagogic Pro,
published by the Ministry of
Education and Youth, said that
the training course gave her
the opportunity to learn more
about how the goals can be
presented. “In order for the
journalistic message to reach
the people, the articles we
write about the Millennium
Development Goals must be
‘humanized’. We must show
their human dimension.
When we only cite figures,

we show nothing.”

We asked Vasile Socolic, chief
of section with the district
newspaper Curierul de Edinet,
what new things he’s learned at the workshop. “For
us, those working in the local media, those who
must send to villagers a clear and concise message,

it is important to know how we could do this more
effectively. People need information, so that they,
too, could become involved in the implementation
of the Millennium Development Goals. It is up to
everyone—mayors, nongovernmental organizations,
ordinary citizens—whether the current situation will
improve or not.”

Journalist Petru Terguta from TV7 Chisinau says
that such training courses are very useful, especially
for young people:"When | came to the workshop |
learned the eight objectives very well. | knew nothing
about them before.. | was more interested in the
human dimension of the objectives. It does not
matter whether it's about politics, economy, social
issues or finance—the important thing at the end of
the day is for people to understand the message we
are trying to convey”.

On the third day of the training course, the
participating journalists visited the village of
Molovata Noua. They were divided into eight teams,
and each team produced a human interest story that
centered on one of the Millennium Development
Goals.

Representatives from government, the private
sector, civil society and the donor community
met today and opened discussions on two global
UN initiatives that have started in Moldova: the
UN Global Compact and the Growing Sustainable
Business for Poverty Reduction (GSB) initiative.

The Global Compact seeks to bring companies together
with UN agencies, labour and civil society in an effort

to advance universal social and environment principles.
A complementary, but distinct initiative, the GSB aims
to find ways to increase pro-poor business in Moldova
and to facilitate greater business involvement in
development and poverty reduction efforts.

A group of leading companies of Moldova created a
local network for the promotion of corporate social
responsibility as part of a process that included the
signing of the UN Global Compact.

The event also familiarized participants with the
Growing Sustainable Business mechanism, which
facilitates business-led enterprise solutions to
poverty and provides a framework through which
the risks associated with specific private sector
investments in developing countries can be
mitigated.

2006 Human Development Report ranks Moldova

114 out of 177 countries

The 2006 Human Development Report, published
on November 9 in Chisinau by the United Nations
Development Programme (UNDP), ranks the
Republic of Moldova 114th (out of 177 countries)
on to the Human Development Index.

The Report, “Beyond Scarcity: Power, Poverty and
the Global Water Crisis’, mentions Moldova on pages
36,206 and 210, and reinforces the fact that crisis
situations affect the poor in many countries while
developed countries have the technologies and the
political will needed to solve these problems.

The Report says that the achievement of the
Millennium Development Goals (MDGs) by 2015,
including reducing poverty and hunger, will be
possible only by extending access to safe water

and sanitation. Over 67% of the population of the
Republic of Moldova, or 2.4 million people, need safer
water sources.

The report is based on the Human Development
Index (HDI), which focuses on three measurable
dimensions of human development: living a long
and healthy life, being educated and having a decent
standard of living. In 1990, the United Nations
Development Programme started the list whereby
countries are ranked according to their human
development level.

With a Human Development Index (HDI) of 0.694, the
Republic of Moldova is among the group of countries
with a medium level of human development, situated
between Uzbekistan (113) and Bolivia (115). Norway
is at the top of the HDI calculated base (with an HDI
value of 0.965). Norway was also atop the index last
year, when its HDI was 0.963. Niger is at the bottom of
the HDI ranking in the Human Development Report
2006, on 177 with an HDI of 0.311. Last year Niger was
also last in the ranking with an HDI value of 0.281.

In the 2005 Human Development Report, Moldova
ranked 115th with an HDI value of 0.671.

The 2006 Global Report reports that the Republic of
Moldova has a life expectancy at birth of 68.1 years
(103 out of 177 countries), an adult literacy rate of
98.4% (19 out of 128), a 70.1% rate of the primary,
secondary and tertiary enrolment (99 out of 172) and

GDP per capita of USD1.729 at the Power Purchasing
Parity (143 out of 172).

“Assistance to Restore Winter
Wheat Crop Production and

Faith-Based Organizations Join the
Fight Against Human Trafficking

Priests mobilized to spread counter-trafficking messages

Over 60 priests throughout Moldova have joined
forces to prevent human trafficking.

Their effort followed several regional seminars in Balti
and Cahul held as recently as September 25-29. Priests
from Chisinau participated along with local clergy.

The anti-trafficking program was launched in February,
2006 by the International Organization for Migration’s
(IOM) mission to the Republic of Moldova. The program
was held in partnership with the Social Mission
“Diaconia” of the Bessarabia Metropolitan Church.

The goal of this program is to inform and raise
awareness among priests about the risks of
human trafficking, to cultivate a tolerant attitude
towards trafficking victims in secular and religious
communities, and to involve the clergy in the
promotion of counter-trafficking messages.

“In the past, | failed to provide the proper guidance
and help to several people who | now know were
victims of trafficking. | did not know then what to
do and how to soothe their pain. | now feel | am
more prepared to counsel them,”loan Cosoi, priest
of Bessarabia Metropolitan Church, said after he
completed the program.

Among the activities to be subsequently carried out
in parishes will be sermons, pastoral visits, travel
prayers, and classes of moral-spiritual education.

In addition, the priests will contribute to reducing
trafficking and re-trafficking by providing assistance
for the reintegration of victims into society.

Following the successful example of Romania and
Ukraine, the program of mobilizing priests to prevent
human trafficking includes the creation of a training
guide "Prevention of Trafficking in Persons through
Pastoral and Didactic Activities’, which contains
theological reference points aimed at supporting

the priests as they organise prevention activities in
their parishes. They will be able to spiritually counsel
trafficked persons who have returned home. The guide
will also serve as an instructional instrument for priests
in developing extracurricular activities for schools.

Based on this experience, IOM Moldova launched a
broader project involving faith-based organizations
fighting human trafficking. This project will be
implemented in collaboration with the Moldova
Partnership Program of the World Council of
Churches. This program facilitates cooperation among
the Orthodox Church (Moldova Metropolitan Church
and Bessarabia Metropolitan Church), Roman Catholic
Church, the Union of Christian Evangelical Baptist

Churches, and the Evangelical Lutheran Church of the
Republic of Moldova. The churches, representing the
most prevalent religions in the Republic of Moldova,
will create a multi-denominational coalition to
prevent human trafficking.

This project will involve over 1000 priests and relevant
personnel from religious institutions throughout
the country. The project will include 40 regional
information and awareness seminars on human
trafficking, 4 in-depth workshops for community
actions, and publishing sermons on the human
trafficking theme. Also, the guide “Prevention of
Trafficking in Persons through Pastoral and Didactic
Activities” will be republished. In addition, a grant
mechanism will be developed to support activities
targeting the prevention of human trafficking at the
community level that will be implemented by faith-
based organizations.

Martin Andreas Wyss, Chief of IOM Mission, stated,
"The Church is the natural defender of the weak and
the meek, the lonely and the despaired. The private
suffering of those who are trafficked and those who
survived trafficking needs to be recognized and
acknowledged by the men of the cloth who perform
the ceremonies in our Churches. If the Church and its
members have more knowledge about the hidden
wounds in these women'’s soul, it will be better prepared
to understand and assist them, it will be more open
to reach out to them and to alleviate their suffering.”

IOM Moldova's activities to mobilize faith-based
organizations in preventing and fighting human
trafficking were developed with financial support
from the European Commission and the U.S.

Close to 24 million Stand Up Against
Poverty in Resounding Message for Leaders

“Real but insufficient progress” towards meeting the MDGs

In churches and schools, in slums and outside posh
hotels, on Indian cricket fields and in Mexican
football stadiums, close to 24 million people
participated in the United Nations-led “Stand Up
Against Poverty” initiative to remind world leaders
of their promises to eliminate extreme poverty by
2015.

Setting what UN officials said today was a new world
record for such an anti-poverty event, STAND UP
participants — all 23,542,614 of them - actually stood
up from a squat and then recited a brief but emotional
anti-poverty pledge. The record - achieved within a
24 hour period, 15-16 October - is to be verified by
Guinness World Records, officials said.

“Together we have set an incredible record for the
largest number of people standing up to demand
action on poverty, but the record we really want to
break is the world’s record of breaking promises and
ignoring the poor,’ said Eveline Herfkens, Executive
Coordinator of UN Millennium Campaign, the main
organizer, echoing the pledge read aloud by STAND UP
participants. “This is the great issue of our times, let us
become great by dealing with it decisively.”

The UN Millennium Campaign is working to meet the
Millennium Development Goals (MDGs) set by a 2000
summit meeting to drastically reduce extreme poverty
- halving 1990 rates by 2015 - among other targets on
child health, and diseases such as HIV and tuberculosis.

The initiative was undertaken in partnership with the
Global Call to Action against Poverty (GCAP) and was
timed to coincide with the International Day for Poverty
Eradication held on 17 October, and marked by multiple
ceremonies around the world.

In a message for the Day UN Secretary-General Kofi
Annan said there has been “real but insufficient progress”
towards meeting the MDG targets noting that extreme
poverty declined from 28 per cent of developing world’s
population in 1990 to 19 per cent in 2002.

Progress though was uneven both within and between
regions and countries, he noted, with poverty rates in
Western Asia and Northern Africa virtually stagnant and

much of sub-Saharan Africa unlikely to meet the targets.

Mr. Annan said developed nations need to make good
on their aid and debt relief commitments, and allow

a freer and fairer international trading system, while
developing nations, need to better use aid flows,
improve governance and strengthen the rule of law,
as part of national strategies to achieve sustainable
growth.

At the same the Secretary-General regretted that the
vaunted ‘global partnership for development’ - aimed
at ending poverty, which he called the “central moral
challenge of our age” - remains “more phrase than fact.

In another statement issued on October 17, Louise
Arbour, the UN High Commissioner for Human Rights,
noted that “poverty is often a cause, as well as a
consequence” of human rights violations."A marked
characteristic of virtually all communities living in
extreme poverty is that they do not have access,

on equal terms, to the institutions and services of
Government that give effect to human rights,” she said.
